In his gigantic enter-
prise he wasbeforenll and above all inspir-
ed with the holy ambition of opening up
new lands for the preaching of the Gos-
pel, and to extend to that portion of hu-
manity yet unknown, but forcseen by
his genius, the reign of J. C. and the be-
nefits of the Redemption.  Of these sen-
timents of Columbus, which may seem
unlikely to those whose thoughts and
cires rise no higher than this visible
world and whose eyes, blinded by the the
things of earth are untit to lvox heaven-
ward, no one can doubt, They ure at-
tested by declerations before Fenlinamwl
and Isabelln. rulers of Spain, by his
letter to Pope Alexunder VI, in which
he begs him to send missionarics to the
country bie hal just discovered : in tine,
thix xpirit of fath shawed itrell in the
principal circumstances of his life, awd
~ustained him in the mul=t of contradie-
tions and frials.

History  has transmitted to us the
touching and plous - expression of his
eratitide ; “Lord,” he sn.‘ld “Eternnl and
Almighty God who by Thy divine wond
hnst erented the heavens, the earth ungl
the xcas, Le Thy name blessed and glori-
fied in all places.  May Thy majesty be
exnited  whieh has deigned to permit
Thy humble servant to be the Instru-
ment by which Thy sacred name shall
be made known to this other part of the
world.”

The three snbsequent voyages of
Columbus to Amerien were sigial

ized, on the one hand by the sume pro-
tection of hewven, on the other by a like
zeal Lo propngnte the kingdom of God
and that of Christ, “No matier on what

plant the emblem of salvation ; and the
divite name of the Redeemer which he
bad 8o often called npon at sea amid the
roar of the billows, is now the first he
announces in newly discovered islands.”
Our Lurd loved his servant too deeply,
uot to share with bim the chalice of his
rufferings and;humiliatitns, Like his di-
vis ¢ Master Columbus hiad to endure the
me chinations of envy and calumny, as
well as numberless other tribulations.
Vice-Rouyas hie was of thenew world, he
was made prisoner, heavily ironed, and
sent bhack as n criminal to Spain,
Abandcned by the Court, despised by the-
world, overwhelmed by a thousand phy-
sicat and maoral sutlerings, blind, and haif
paralyvzed, Colnmbus still watched over
the interests of the Holy See, which its
cucmies strove todeceive, and the spirit-
ual wellare of the natives whom he so
ardently desired to convert to the Faith,
In dine, pinched by poverty, aban-
doned and forgatten. he died ina Fran-
cisean convent at Neville, on the day of
the A=eension,
Ferdinaand placed the =eal of xilence
on his tomb and the mme o Colum-

bis wiax no longer  heand In Npain,
either  during his 1eign or that of
s suecessors, until the dJday  when
history,  the  avenger  of so niach

injustice and hngpatitiude survounded Lim
with that sviveole of glory which has
since heen ever on the merease iud
which at the present moment atlains
the zenith of Uz~ lendour,

Monothelites and Nestorians,  In the
Oth, 10th and 11th ¢entaries the conver-
siun of Pannonia, of Poland, of Northern
amd Bastern Germany, and of Scandinavin
nutde np for theschism of Photius and the
inroads of Mahometanism.

It was therelore aceording to the order
of I'rovidence that the Apostaey of Lauth-
er mxl Calvin in the 16th century, by
which a pottion of IBurope was torn from
the Cathiolic Faith and from the salutury
gundanee of the Church, should ho com-
pensated in & munner known only to the
wisdonm ol God,

Such was the thrice happy consequence
of the discovery of Americn by Christoph-
er Columbus. o

In thesteps of the Spanish conquerors,
Cutholic missionsries spread themselves
over Centenl and South Americn. The
Franciscaus, Benedictines, Dominicans,
Augustinians and Jesuits vied with one
another in zeal and devotedness, and

parts, who were 80 well grounded in the
faith  that although civilization and
niodern liberty may have demorulized
them, {let it could not turn them from
the faith.

According to the testimony of a Pro-
testant historian the majestic edifice of
the Catholis Church was completed in
South America at the beginning of the
17th century. There were then five
archbishoprics, twenty-live bishoprics,
funr hundred convents and numberless
parishes. The conquest was transformed
1nto & mission.

. ln‘t.hg XNorth, France vied with Catho-
lic Spain, and her missionaries, braving
every dunger, crossed the conlinent in
their bark canoes, established missions
at intervals from Newfoundiand to Lake
Superior_and along the entire course of
the Mississippi to the Gull of Mexico.

. Scarce three centuries have gone by
since that time, and to-day, in North
Anerica alone, ten million Catliolies,
scattered *over niore thaun a bhundred
divceevs, have raised to the giory of God
nearly ten thonsand churches or chapels,
apened  to children and  youth, seven
tbousand schools. colleges or convents,
and founded for the sick, the poor, for
orphuns, and the unfortunate of every
kind. hospitals, asvlums, homes and
refuges without number,

New it i3 Lo the Faith, beloved
brcthiren, and to it alone, that we are to
attribute this vast movement, this vigour
and fecundity. It was this beneticent
bronght 1o our continent by
Colnmbus which illumined all with its
divine rays, vivitied all with its gentle
but penetrating warmth.,  And this ix
trae, not merely hom a religious, Lut
also trom asocial point of view.  No one
can doubt of the immeuse intluence of
Cori=tanity on our eivilization, our man-
ners and our institutions, of which they
are it the fruit and efleet,  Henee, as
the iooly Father observes, *in all this
mattes the greatuess of the achievement,
the oieaey wnd variety 6f the beuelits
witteh have resuited bom it, all invite
U= Lo griority the naan, by holding him in
srtelul remembrance and by aceording
linm o'l kinds of hononrs: but above alt,
WO NSt vy expressly recognize and
revere the witland designs of Providencee,
whom the discoverer of the new world
obeved, and whose conscious instrunent
he was.”

Another Jesson we may learn from
Coiambus and the memuory ot his glori-
vt enterprise, i what we owe to the
fuith + Tor jr. did this ilustrious man
we, and to its serviee be dedieated all
hit puwers, physieal and moral, his
manly eonrage and his noble snbition
Lie conte=xed it generonsly in the hour ol
trial. of aflliction and abandonment ; to
preserve it in its purity in thiz new land
wliich he had just added to the Kingdons
ol Chinst, to defend it, and assure for it a
lasting triumph, he employed the man-
fold resounzees of his great heart, and
those more wonderlul ones of his poweor-
tel genius.

Li imitation of him. we should enlti-
vate with jenbas eare that divine faith
which he hax begueathed to us, profess
it courage usly, defend and preserve it
amidst tie obstacles that surround 1,
the dangers waich threaten it, and the
many inflences waten tend o under-
minge it.

We will caltivate our faith, dearly be-
loved bretiiren, i each day we humbly
axk it of Goid; it wmid the temptations
ol asoul crushed by sullering, the dread
which the thougint of e past or the un-
certiinty  of the rfutare may inspire,
amid the doubits to which contaet with
the world and its unheliet dives rise, we
<av with the humble Jew of the Gospel :
“ e, 1 believe, but help my u.nlwlicf.”
Bat prayer slong is not saflichent s we
maust also net. In the midstof disteae-
tions, of the nnwha'esame joys and fasci-
i naling plenstires ol dite, et us allow onr-
Leelves to be gnided by the faith, and
Ceazorly follow its silutary teachings s et
tit be our consolutiom i the thme of
I'sorrow, our strength amidst weakness,
onr frmest support i the connptiess
dangers il dilliculties which heset our
it here beiow, .

To profess the [aith is to express out-
wardly what one thinks in his heart; it
is to eonform one’s outward conduet to
ene’s convietions and religious belief’; to
publicty acknowiedze the suvereign au-
thority  of Jesus Christ over souls, and,

casting  aside  human  respect,  to
be Inithfnl to 1is holy Iaw. To
profess  the  [aith 18 again  to

idmit unreservedly the divine origin of
the Chureh, the legitmacey of her power.
the infullibility of her teachings, the
prudence and wisdom of her direction.
To proless our faith is to nobly fultil our
duttes in spite of the murmurs, the in-
sults, the sarcnsms, the errors, subtle or
gross, by which her enemies atrive to
distort lier most venerated dogmas, or
the most sacred matters in moral and
discipline. It isto be true to our faith
even when we see it betrayed and basely
abandoned. It is, in finc, to accept amd
benr persecution of whatever kind, with-
out seandal, without complaint, without
ill-will or fear.

Without scandal, viz., that we do not
allow persecution to become for us an
oceasion of doubt, of weakness or hesita-
tion in our belief, our love for the Church
and respect for her wibiaters.

Without complaint.—We must not mur-
mur Against the Providence of God
which permits them, so that His glory
may be thereby promoted, to cleanse us

founded the Catholic nations of these

by penance, to fortify us and give us

occasion of meriting. Jesus Christ has
gone before us on the way of the Crose.
He wus the first to become uainted
with all manner of suﬁ'ering,omandon-
ment, of ingratitudeand calumny. Now,
the discip'e is not above his Master, nor
the alave ahove his Lord.

Without ill-will —That we be without in-
dignation or desire of revenge against
thoee who are the authors of our ill-treat-
ment. When the universal fury of the
Jews waa let Jo.se upon our Lord, al-
though He read their most secret
thoughts and perfidious inteniions, yet
the only weapons He opposed to them
were silence and charity: ** Love your
enemies,” said He, ‘ do good to them
that hate yon, bless them that curse
you, and pray for those who caluminate
you.”” St. Luke, vi. 27,38,

Faithful to this lesson of His Divine
Master, St, Prul wrote to the Romans,
“Not revenging yourselves, my dearly
beluved, but giving place unto wrath, for
it 13 written, revenge is mine, I will re-
pay, anith the Loxrd.””  Rom. xii. 19,
Withot? fear—Finally, we must accept
perzecution without fear. Qur Lord
wntches over those who are faithful to
Him, truth is ever victorious over false-
hond and culummny : ottr enemics may
kill the body, viz., rob us of waorldly
goods, honor, reputation, and even life
nself, but they are powerless over the
soul.

The third duty we owe to the laith is
to defend and preserve it, It is with the
faith, ns it s with  grace, it nuay
be lost. Fxcessive love ol riches, ol
honoraand of pleasures, distaste for picty
and holy things, negleet of the Sacra-
nients, intellectual pride which believes
il [ equad tounderstanding everything,
wenkuess of the will, which has not the
resolution to break its chains, tosacritice
what duty demunds, prejudices, rancor,
sell-secking; all these are s0 maoy
canses which undermine the faith inn
sl

Tu these dangers which the faith en-
counters within us, from sur passiot, onr
tersperantent. and our nataral disposi-
tiona are to be added (hose which
come from withont. At all times the
enemy ofs God and man has sought to
sow cueckle in the wheat tield of the hus-
landman.,  His devices are varions and
his snares numerous.  Mis  attacks,
though sometimes open are generally
hidden and perfidious. Here he uttera
blasphemy and impiety, there he dis-
senmnntes lahorality by every means
which inthame the passions, removes the
Lorror of viee, or fosters distaste for
virtne., To-day it is the Church which
lie seurms in Lier creed, wiich he out.
rages in her moral code, or which he
combats in her discipline ; to-morrow it
Is the pastors _he strikes, so a8 to scatter
th + flock.

Let us ¢ndeavor, then, dearly beloved
Irethern to detect Satan wherever he
hides himself; to know the agents and
even the dupes he makes use of, to frus-
teate his artitices, and thus to save our
fuith from the pitfalls he prepares for it.

United in perfect obedience to the
same {rue head, who is the Pope, in par-
Licipwtion of the same sacraments, in the
use of the same means of salvation, let us
luhour and strive unceasingly to preserve
in its purity and integrity the f(aith of
onr {nthers, to strengthen und develop it
in our midst. We shall thus realize more
and more the apostulic idea which inci-
ted Colombus to look for our continent,
we will perpetuate amd complete his
work, and asstire lor our country a future
blessed with peace aud progress.

Toattain these desiruble ends and to
conform to the wishes of the Soverecign
Pontitl’ we will celebrate, on Weadneaday,
the 12th Getober next, in our Cathedeal
church. asolemn votive Mass in honor
of the Most Ifoly Trinity, and on the fol-
lnwing Sunday, the suue Mass will be
celebrated in adl the churches and public
chapels of the diocese.

The present Pastoral <hall be read and
published at the parochial Mass in all
pari=h churches aml others where publie
service is held, and in the chapter of all
religious communities, on the first Sun-
day after its reception.

THE VALUE OF LIME WATER.

The value of lime water albout the
house in the summer can scarcely be

over estimated. To prepare it is an easy
matter, as all that is necessary is to put
s layer of unslacked lime in a wide-
mottthed jar and fill it with cold water.
There is no danger of using too muck:
lime, as the water will only take up so
miuch, however much is put in. It talkes
only a few hours for the water to take up
all the lime that is possible. After it
has stood, say, five hours, the water may
be drained off und more water added
until the Iime is all absorbed. Acidity
of the stomach is corrected by adding n
little lime water to the drinking water.
A tablespoonful of lime water added to
n glass of milk corrects the tendency
which milk has to coagulate in the sto-
mach, forming a hard, indigestible mass.
For this reason it should be added to the
miik fed to the little children, and nurs-
ing bottles should be rinsed with it. As
a mild disinfectant, there is nothing sater
or better,

One pound of the best prunes, one box
of geiatine, lemon juice, cinnamon, sugar.
Stew the prunesin one quart ol water
until they are in pieces, removing the
stones. Soak the gelatine in one pint of
cold water, and when the pruncs are
done add tha gelatine, which: =hould be
soft. Sweeten to taste. A little lemon
juice is indispensable, and a trace of cin-
namon. Pour into n mould nnd eat cold

The following despatches will be of the
greutest interest to our numerous Irish
Home Rulers and to all lovers of justice.

Londen, Sept. 13.—The placidity on
the surfnce of political afluirs is ultogeth-
er deceptiveas to the real state of the
Liberal section of ministerial positions.
The greatest danﬁgr menacing the ex-
istence of the Gladstone Government is
the formation of a strong Radical cave.
1.nbouchere’s dintribes o not represent
tully the radical discontent orthegrowth
of radical intentions, One prominent
eommoner says : “We are not only dis-
enntented ab the sacrifice of radical poli-
ties but we nre disgusted. We shali vote
tor the second reading of the Home Rule
bill, necording thus far allegiance to our
chief, but we will not suifer our own
affairs to be delayed through prolonged
discussion of the bill in committee. If
the Unionists or the Irish choose to pro-
tract the proceedings in committee and
tlie bill is defeated on its erncial clause,
Home Rule will be dropped among the
commoners adhering to this determina-
tion forty-two members. The Scotch
members of the Hounse of Commons have
rarely intervened in bulk agaiust & Lib-
eral Government, and when they do so
tieir xetion will be final.”

MUI. MORLEY'S WORK.

The Hon. John Morley, chief seere-
tary ter Ircland. iskeeping in closest touch
with the leaders of the Irish party. He
di~likes the j ermanent oflicials «f Dub-
lin Castle and he distrasts them as they
distrust lume [0 he followed the advice
ot Messrs. Dillon, O'Brien and cthers, he
wottkl dismiss the whole lot. They are
notoriously Unienist in theirsyampathies
andare apt to hamper or prevenl every
meastre be takes in behndf of the Na-
donatists, Mr. Morley is not aversze to
comtrintg them cut, hut he is compelled
woact throngh others, thus making
actieial procedure slower and less direet.
e Associated Press has awthority to
state that though Mr. Morley cannol
wivise the wholesale release of prisoners
canvieted nnder the Coercion Act, lie s
copsidering every case in itsell, and is
Lopefud of overtaking every conviction
within a month, e had also decided
v release every one of these prisoners,
snless hie is an otfender under the con-
mon faw.

A STIONG MANIFESTO.

Duldlin, Sept. 20—A meeting of the
National Federation league was held to-
day. nt which Mr. Justin MeCarthy, the
feader of the anti-Pamelite section of
the Lrish Parliamentary party, presided.
The: Federntivn approved the issaing a
mauifesto  addressed  to o Ivishmen in
Ameriea and Anstralin.  This manifesto

Continning the manitesto says: “The
prospect now before us 3 full of eheer
aned should inspire renewed and redoubled
cilort, for itshows the sure way to vic-
rory in the result of the generid election,
at  which the supreme guestion was
Home Bnle. Thecleetors of Great Brit-
ainand frelnnd, aftersix years experience
with a government hostile to Home
Laule, and devoted to coervicn, have cs-
tablished an  administration  that s
founded on the principle that satisface-
tion must be given to the just demands
of Trelamd witnout loss of time.”

After  denouneing  the  tyrannical
action  of the Conservative goveinment,
e manifesto proceeds to comment up-
on the parlinmentary  prospeet  of
Home Bule. The lewders of the govern-
ment, it says, are pledged to promote and
“ixe al] their strength to pass a bill sutis-
factory  to the Irish members of the
House of Commons, and to the Irish peo-
ple. Itadds: * Weare convineed of the
sincerity of the Liberal lenders, not only
heeunse of the course pursued by the
Liberals since Mr. Gladstone atopted
Home Rale, but also because their inter
ests demand such a permanent settle-
ment as Ireland cean cordially accept.
We do not forget the declarations of Mr.
Daltour, that no maiter what the biil
may be, the House of Lords will raject
it. We also bear in mind Mr. Giadstone’s
warning that if the House of Lords re-
‘ected & mensure deliberately adopted by
the country, they would do so at the
neril of their chamber. Far from hear
ing with disgust what the House of
Tords will do, we feel perfect confidence
that the Irish cause will win the day.
Sueeess s near.  In the menntime we
need the help of the people to maintain
the movement with vigor, The strain is
increasing and will increase at tne final
stage of thestruggle. We need help ur-
gantly to hlep theevicted tenants until
the Paris fund is available, or the govern-
nent eommniission leads to o parliament-
ary intervemtion. When the elections
oceurred the needs of the evicted tenants
s exlhinusted our resources that the con-
Hict with onr opponents woald have
proved fatally unequai but for the help
ot Irishmen in America and Australia,
Tie course of events justities the con-
iident expectation that when Ireland next
addresses lher sons across the ocean the
voice of her parliament will be heard
celebrating her vielory.”

He also advan-
ced in support of & grant that while the
commission was deliberating the evicted
tenants would sufler, Tho Irish Evicted

Tenants’ association ask in the interim
grant of £250,000 with due representatio
ou the commission. Mr. Morley ha
promised tiint the association shall bo
1epresented on the commission but re-
frained from pledging himsell on the
rrant until he had consulted the Cabinet,
I'he representative of the Assoiented
Press hns lenrned that the inisters are
inclined to concede a moiety of the
evicted tenants’ demands, but refuze to
immediately sanction any paortion of the
proposed grant. Mr, Morley will nowbe
able to communicate to the Nationalist
leaders the intentions of the ministers
whose ussent to the grant will be acceler-
ated by duly nursed public clamor over
the auilerings of the evicted tepants as
winter approaches.
IRELAND'S UNDER-SECRETARY,

Anothier subject mooted by the Cabinet
was the appointment of an Irish Under-
Secretary. The Assoicated Press announ-
ced n mouth ago that a well-known poli-
Lican, Mr. George Fottrell, whio was once
legaladviser to the Land commiasion,
was Mr. Morley’s own sslection for this
oflice. There is some ministerial opposi-
tion, however, and thiz appears likely to
baulk Mr. Fottrell's appointmenmt. Mr.
Ridgeway has not yet resigned the post,
though e is ignoered by the Chiefl Secre-
lary. Mr. Gladstone wants a former
under-secrelary, Sir Robert Hamilton,
now governor of Tasmania, toconie home
and resume his ol place.  If Sir Robert
consents it was only be in deference to
the soiicitations of Mr. Gladstone, who
deems him the best man for the critical
transition period.

GLADSTONE AND O'BRIEN,

A DEFINITION AND AN ADVICE.

The Prenler Viadleates Hame Rule, In
the North-American Review-Wm.
O'Brien. M. P., Glves Advice to
Irlsh Tenants.

We quote the appended, says the Pilot,
from A Vindication of Home Rule,” by
the Ri. Hon, W. E. Gladstone, in the
North-American Review for October : —

“Theanii-Irish imagination feasts iiseli
upon the horrors which an Irish Parlia-
ment is to enact, and on the impotence
of the [mperial Legislatare to prevent
them. Let us consiiler the case present-
ed tous. Thirty-live millions of Britons
are to stand hy with their arms folded,
while three millions of Irish Nationalista
inflict on two other millions (auch is the
Unionist caleulntion) every kind of Jaw-
less wickedness, and this while the thirty-
five millions have the eutire military
force of the land anid of the Empire in
their hands, and while two millions who,
according to the same authorities, pos-
sesa the main part of the properiy, the
intelligence, and the industry of the
counlry, patiently allow themselves to
be led lika lambs to the slnughter. How
reasan with praphets such as these, any
more than with any infuriated crowd of
orherdays who have seized an old woman
fr a witch anil are earrying her to the
pince of burning ? The case of Ireland
1= analogons to that of the great sell-
governing colonies, which in all respects,
except those of suilering nnd wrang, may
fairly be compared with her. As to them
all alike, these anticipations are prepos-
teronix in their absurdity, and cruel in
tiheir insnlence.  But, as it is absurd to
suppose that either in the Dominion of
Canada, or in any ~ther colonev, or in
Ireland, a reign of terror conhl be estab-
lished, and justice trampled under foot.,
8o it is equally ubsunl to suppuse (and
mort of &1l in the case of a chantry se-
pamted from us bvoonly a few seore
miles of seat timt the linpetial power
would view such a state of things with
indiflerence, and becomea party to it by
a shameful acquiescence. The ceneral
upshot is that Irelud generstly agrees to
undergo every restiaint whichs imposed
npon the nutonomus colunies, anvd to
nany other restraints, They retain le-
wislation upon trade, they even take our
roods, they deal with the question of onr
own defence, they contribute nothing ty
our charges.  lreland willingly abandons
all these powers sund consents to bear her
equal share of Imperial burderns; and
inder these circumstances, such ts the
astounding  {orce of prejudice, there are
to be foutnt men of nk, character, and
ability whu denonnce sueh o puanded
vift of autonomy to [reland as a thing
monstrous aml unheard of inits intent.”
EEFLY TO AN ADDRESX,

Mr. Willlami O'Brien, M., was pre
sented with an address at Portumna, Ire-
land, recently. In reply he mude an
cloguent speech, saying 1 —

“The timeoftrial, thank Gnd, is passing
away, and the time of triumph is begin-
ning, We held onr meeting yestenlay
wver the grave of this system of eoercion
which has been wringing yvour hearts tor
the past =six yoars. We have now, for
the first time in the Listory of Ireland, a
Pritish Government and a British Parlia-
ment brought into existence for the spe-
cinl purpose of deing justice to Irelnnd,
of giving (reedom to Ireland.  The time
of Teldress is coming, snd [ do believe the
day is not very fur ofl' when we shall
tve Lord Clanricade and men of s
stamp arraigned in the dock of puluic
apinion as eriminals, and when we shall
have the arm of the evictor and of the
exterminator paralyzed by the law.

You have the Irish nation, the
whole Irish race, at vour hack, We of
the Irish pariy are ashout to nppeal lo
the Irigh race once more 10 come to the
rescue of the evicted tenants—once more,
and for the Inst time that, plcase God, it
will be necessary for them to doso—and
of this you may rest perfectly assured,
that if' there is one thought uppermost
in the minds of the whole Irish race, it
is the thought of the deep debt of grati-
tude they owe to the evicted tenants of
Ireland. Their fee'ing is that it is your
pluck, your sacrifices and your suffer-
inga that have brought about for Ireland
the most glorious opportunity that has
ever glnddencd the brensts of our race,
and it will depend henceforth upon the
steadfnstness, calmness amd common
sense of the Irish people themselves
whether we will not soon have every one
of these evicted tenants back in his own
home, and whether in addition to that
we will not have an Irish Parliament
which will not be & mere ornamental
ligure-hend in Dublin, but which will be
an instrament of practical prosperity for
the country, cre:tting new industries,
developing her fishertes, deepening her
river bods, providing better land and
beiter honses for the people, nnd keeping
them at home in comfort and happiness
in this dear old land.?

§t. Freaxcis or Asstsy, C, October 4,
1182-1226.—~8St. Franeis was born at Assisi,
in [taly, 1182, and was inspired in early
life with a greatl love of holy poverty.
For the love of Christ who was puor, he
gnve up -everything, even appearing in
garments that caused him to be scorned
by the people. He soon attracted many
others to his life and a Religious Order
was formed which was approved by Pope
Innocent I1I. He visited the East, in
the vain hope of being put to death for
the faith, but returned to give his lifeto
prayer and preaching. During one of
Lis contemplations in the desert, he re-
ceived on his hands, feet and side, the
print of the five wounds of Jesus Churist.
This i3 called the stigmata. He died
October 4, 12206.

-St. Bruxo, C., October 6, 1030-1101.—
St, Bruno was born in 1030, at Cologne,
and became the founder of a Great Order
enlled the Carthusians, which is said to
be the only order that never needed re-
form. He had great talent which was
developed at school in Paris, and which
afterwards appeared in the direction of
the study of Theology at Rheims. He
with some friends resolved to lead a life
of penance and prayer, and for this pur-
pose they retired into to solitude of the
Chartreuse whence his Order was to take
its name. He was recalled to Rome by
Urban II., who had been his pupil at
Rlieims, for his guidance ; but he soen
withdrew Lo the Monastery at Calabria,
where he died in 1101,

St. Tancrsivs, Boy Mantyr, October
7.~This noble hearted boy was put to
death for religion, during the persecution
of Valerian and Gallienus in the middle
of the third century. During those days,
the Blessed Sacramient was often carrted
to the Martyrs, by the pious laity. Tar-
cisius was performing this sacred duty
one day when a pagan mob demanded to
see what he was carrying., He refused
and was beaten to death; but when his
persecutors searched the body, they
could find no vestige ol the Blessed
Sacrament which God had wonderously
preserved from outrage. This brave boy
chose rather to die th~n to allow the
Body of Christ to be profaned by the
Pagans.

81, TeRE=, V., October 15, 1315-1585—
This great saint and Reformer of the
Barefooted Carmelites was born in Avila
in Spain, in 1515, just at the time that
Luther was beginuning his Reformation.
Her great taste for reading the lives of
the saints led ber into holiness and she
and her favorite brother Roderick desired
and made an attempt Lo go to the Moors
so ag tn heeome nartyrs. HMer mother
died when she was but twelve years of
age. and then she consecrated herself to
the Blessed Viegin, Worldly thoughts
catne teinterfere with her picty, through
idle books and vain company, and it was
not until after a severe illuess in 15343,
that she determined to give herselt to
Gad in religion. Despite her fathers
will, she entered the Carmelites, though
he afterwards approved of her choice,
and she soon became 1 martyr to mental
and physieal  sullering and  advanced
rapidly in holiness.  Her great work was
to bring the Monasteries to a stricter
lite. She died in 1583,

B, MarcareT Mapy ALvwogrr, V)
Qcteher 17, 1647-1600.—This great Apo-
stle of the Sacred HMeart, was born in
Burgundy. July 22, 1647, and was retnark-
able m her lenderest vears, for her great
sanctity, giving her food to the poor and
practising  great austerities. June 20,
1471, she entered the Order of the Visita-
tion at Parayie-Monial, and Nuvember
6, 14572, made her profes-ion. She not
coly suflered intense bodily pain, but
her soul was grievously tried by tempta-
tion while her associntes looked upon her
with suspicion and distrust. Her years
of suflering were rewarded by the Great
Manifestations of the Sacred Heart, and
sie was commissioned by the Sacred
ilcart to preach the devotion and estab-
lish the Feast. The first vision of the
Sacred Heart occurred Dezember 27,
16573, the second in the sumnier off 1674,
the third in Jnne, 1675, She died October
17, 1600, young in yvears, but old in the
sanctity which the loving Heart of our
sSaviour generously bestowed upon her.
She was beatified by Yius IN.in I1S64.
Steps have been taken for her canonizi-
tionand we hope zoon to have the Apostle
of the snered Heart gloritied with the
title of Raint.

Sb. LUKE, Ap.oand Fvy, October 16—
~t. Luke u physician of Antioch, and a
painter, was converted by St Paul and
became his disciple and was his taithful
companion to the end. He wrote the
Gospe! which bears his name and alio
the Acts of the Apostles, bringing the
history of the Chureh down tothe first
imprizonment of St. Panid at Rome. He
died for the faith in Achain, and it is
generially belivved that hie was erucitied,
Heis saad to have painted many piclures
of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the most
fumous of which 15 in a chapel of the
Bisitica of 5u. Mary Major in Rome.
