COLONIZATION SCITEMES.—Now
on the question of Irish calonization
and the great success nttained by a
fow energetic pioneer Catholic Ris-
hopg in the Western States, we have
the Hon, W. J. Onahan writing us
follows :

‘“The Irish Catholic
association ¢f the United Stateswas
estublished in Chicago in 1879-80,
and wons organized under the weneral
laws of Illinois. Its declared obiects
were “to promote, cnrcourage and
aggist tho settlement of Irish Cath-
olic citizens upon lands in the Stotes
and Territories of the United
States.” It wus o stock company
with a nominal capital of $100,000,
of which $83,000 only was actually
gubscribed in amounty varying from
$100 to 82,000 by several hundred
Catholics in the principal cities of
the east and west. Certificates of
stock were issued in due course to
the subzcribers.

“The capital, small though it
secmé now, was npot obtained with-
out laborious effort on the part of
the promoters. While the associntion
was not organized nor carried on
withr a view to profit or money-
making, it was at the time under-
stood that the intcrests of the share-
holders should he protected and that
the stock. would be ultimately  re-
deemed at par.

‘“Moreover, tha assurance was giv-
en that the associntion would,, in all

likelihood, be enabled to pay to the

imvestorg interest on same at  the
rate of six per cent per annrwm.'™

‘“With the amount of capital thus

provided, the directors purchased
two tracts of lunds—one jn Greewy
County, Neb., and one in Nobles
County, Minn. Tho land was laid off
in quapter scctions and was ofiered
for sale to actual settlerz at a tet-
tnin advance over-ihe price paid for
it so as to cover and provide for
the necessary cxpenses of the assnci-
tion and for the payment of interost.

friends fail to sce these movements
in the same light that we do. If
mistake not the thought which musg
Liave immmediately flnshed througn
ttho well-batlunced and guickly-pereen-
tive mind of the Archbishop, on yearel-
ing Article 3 of the proposed consti-
tution, was one suggested by the
general tendenecy of our age 1o secu-
larize everything., The chariy which
merely consists of alms-giving is pot
the charity iu all its fullness, which
the Catholic Church teaches and prac-
tices.  The feeding of the hungry,
clothing of the naked, housing of the
shelterless, caring of the sick and
lifting up of the unfortunate are the
corporal acts of mercy which consti-
tute a large proportion of what we
call charity; but in order that such
charity ba complete and effective.
maearitorious and blessed, it is neces-
sary ihat thereto be added the spirit-
ual actd of merey which are familinr
to all Catholics. The great tendency
of the world to-day is to seculariz
the school, the public institutions of
the land, tho very refuges of the fali-
en.

ried on an experiment last winter,
in accordance with the desire
pressed by some memhers of the com-
mittee last year, to find out the dif-
fergnce in tho number of eggs lnid in
winter by pullets and old hens. 1 nay
state that T labored under the disad-
vantage that I had to use hens for
hatehers and my pullets, as a reslit,
were hatched at different times of
tlhre year. Had I an incubator I
might have had all the pullets of the
siiine  age, and obtained in conse-
yuence o mpre exact and Satisfactory
experiment. But at any rate, I will
state  what I have learred, and 1
have learned some very useful re-
sults that I hope will be interesting
to the country. A choice was made
of eight White Leghorn pullets, vight
Black Minorcas, cight Langshans,
eight Barred Flymouth Rocks, ecight
White DPlymouth Rocks, and eight
Brown Leghorn pullets.

At the same time there was chosen
of heus over two years of age, thir-
teen Leghorns, xeven Blauk Minoreas,
ten Banred Plymouth Rocks, nine
colored Dorkings, and eight White
I'lymouth Rocks. Some of thesc were
two Years old, some were three
vears and others between three and
four years.

City in every basilica, church, and
shrine  writes a contributor (o the
London ** Unjverse.’’ More
egpecially impressive 'S the
touching  cclebration at the (Cem-
ctery of San Lorenzo—the Campo

Verano, or great God's acre, beyonid
the San lorenzo Gate—whers the Ro-
man dead rest underr cypresses. near
the relics of the martyr, St. Law-
rence, and the tomb of Pope P'ius IX,
of blessed memory, whose dying with
it was 1o lie here amongst the poor,
In Italy, as in all Latin countrics,
the beautiful custom prevails of visit-
ing the cemeterics on All Souls’ Tmy
and during the octave, and decorit-
ing the graves with lighty and flow-
ers. In Rome the custom amounts
literaily to a pilgrimage, when every
sort and condition of people repair
to San Lorenzo, This year the nctave
wag ushered in with splendid weath-
or, and from early morning till lote
at night the constant stream of hku-
manity, continucd—on foot, in car-

lars. All those men whose lives have
been marked by deeds of heroisin or
of extraordinary worth, be they 1rom

riages and trams—and so greal was
the traflic that special arrangements
wero made by the authorities for the
transit. of vehicles. The whole roail
leading to San Lorenzo
with booths of flowers,
wreaths, garlands, and crosses were
for sale, and every pedestrinn  angd
carriage  bore tributes of autwun
flowers to lay on the graves of he
dead. Within the stately portals of
the cemetery the scene <was truly
impressive. In the midst of the grear
contral gvenue the pure white marhle
statuse of tho risen Chiiat EDars
above the monuments and the arcad-
ed cloisters, while the low graves on
either side were carpeted with mass-
eg of flowers, chiefly chrysanthe-
mumy, the fiori-dei-morti (flowers
of the dead; as the Italians call
them, in a glowing mass of color.

Lamps and candles twinkled amid
the blsonms, and the pathways and
avenues were black with people, w0
densely crowded that circulation was
almost imposSible.Not till nizhe 1ulls
