OW that the camping season is approaching, the several battalions
are overhauling their officers’ rosters and getting into working trim;
consequently we find another big batch of appointments following close”
upon that published last week. The Dufferin rifles in particular have
made so many changes that they will scarcely recognize themselves at
their next parade. The list altogether includes twenty promeotions,
twenty-nine new commissions, only one officet of the lot being qualified
and one non-combatant, and thirty-seven losses, leaving a net loss of
eight commissions. We are glad to notice that thirteen provisionally
appointed officers arc gazetted as baving qualified, but these do not off-
set the twenty-seven newly appointed provisional officers.

I ghanges affecting officers holding or promoted to field rank there
are the following: In the Kingston field battery, Capt. Drennan
having received a first-class R.S.A. certificate is promoted major from
the date of his yualification; in the 31st battalion, Lieut.-Col. Boyd
retires from the majority: in the Simcoe foresters, Dr. Morton attains
the rank of surgeon-major on the completion in January last of twenty
years service as surgeon; in the Duflerin rifles, Capt. ‘T H. Jones suc-
ceeds to the vacart majority: in the 13th, Major Bernard get his brevet
step on the completion of ten years’ service as captain; in the 65th, Capt.

Captain Hartt
has been a rifle shot ever since he could hold a gun, and went to
Wimbledon when he was only Buéler Hartt in 1828, and again in 1883
as captain. In 1882 he won the D. R. A. aggregate, and last year won
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third prize in the (Jovemor General’s match, and was first man on the
year's Wimbledon list. This sufficiently proves his shooting caacity.
His executive ability is shown by the fact that he has been secretary of
the New Brunswick rifle association for some years, and has mde its
meetings . successes,  Withal he is popular with all shooting men, and
can make a speech or sing a song with the best. The D. R, A, and tke
team are-to be congratulated on his se action.

‘Extracts from Historical Records of Quebec Volunteer
- Cavalry. -~ . o

lN compiling a history of Volunteer-.Cavalry in Quebec from such

records as have been preserved, it is interesting and necessary to
show something of the early origin of Light Cavalry in- Canada, and the
:s2veral periods in the gradual development of the same since. -

The first horse to arrive in_this country was the one sent out in
1648 to Governor de Montmagny, and .the first. mention of mounted
retainers or escorts to (Governors was when. the Marquis de Tracy was in
Quebec from 1665-8. ‘ '

The wars between England and France, in which the two colonies
in America joined, caused two troops of volunteer. cavalry to be formed
in Quebec, and these two troops were called out for active service upon
the arrival of the news of Wolfe’s int¢nded expédition against the
colony. ‘ A o o
.~ Le Moine in his “Quebec Past and’ Present” tells us that “The
Quebec Volunteer Cavalry’ numtering 200 men, were commanded by
-one of Montcalms’ aides-de-camp, a cava'ry officer, Captain I.a Roche
Beaucourt, or as Mr. Joseph Marmette, in his interesting novel entitled
“L’Intendant Bigot,” devotes a chapter to Raoul de Beaulac, a supposed
-officer of this corps, founding his story on the “Memoires sur les Affaires
du Canada” p. 139. “On forma - aussi un-corps de cavalerie et le S. de

la Roche Beaucourt, aide-de-camp de M.‘de Montcalm, et capitaine de
¢ v lerie, en fut fa’t commandant.” « . S )

Miles’s History of Canada under thé French #égime says at page 370,
“that Montcalm had a reserve of upwards of 2,000 colonial troops and
Indians and 350 horsemen.” ’ )

Knox’s “Historical Journal of the Campaign in North America,”
published in Lcndon in 1769, makes constant allusions, and gives the
very highest praise, to the valuable services which the Quebec volunteer
cavalry rendered to the French army, in~the detence of Quebec. He
speaks of them first as being in the “rear of Montcalm’s centre on the
high ground in order that the earliest intelligence might be received of
the movements of the approaching enemy.”  Then of their being
“detached from the main body at Beauport to watch the movements of
the English above the city—their headquarters being established at Cap
Rouge, under M. de Bougainville, and their subsequently assisting
materially to help in repulsing two attempts at landing which were made
by Murray’s force at Point-aux-I'rembles, and also several little affairs at
Deschambault, Sillery and elsewhere.” .

On the 215t August it is stated that it was due to the constant vigil-
ance of the French troops on all sides of Quebec, and maintained too
at considerable loss, that at last decided General Wolfe, that the enter-
prize of storming Quebee should be given up as too desperate for
success—and at page 34, vol. 2, the advantage of possessing a small
body of mounted men to follow and harass the English troops, keeping
them ccnstantly on the gu/ vize, is alluded to in the words, “The enemy
have got a squadron of three hundred light cavalry, well accoutered and
appointed to act occasionally on foot or horseback, as circumstances may
require.” As fine weather had set in, on the 26th August scouting
partics were sent in all directions under experienced officers, to lay waste
the country and stop the Canadians gathering their harvest.  In most of
the distant parishes,>uch as Beaumont, Chateau Rict.er, Isle aux Coudres,
St. Paul’s Bay and Point Levi, success attended the English rangers, but
in the immediate neighborhood of Quebe they were rot so successful,
thanks to the watchfulness of the Quebece cavalry,

“On the 7th September, in obedience to orders, Admiral Holmes’
squadron weighed carly this morning; at six o’clock we doubied.the
mouth of the Chaudiére, which is nearly half a mile over, and at eight
we came to an anchor off Cap Rouge; here is a spacious cove, into
which the River St. Michael disembogues, and within the mouth of it
are the enemy’s floating batteries; a large body of the enemy are well
cntrenched round the cove (which is of circular form) as if jealous of a
descent in those parts. ‘They appear very numerous and may amount
to about one thousand six hundred men, besides their cavalry, who are
clothed in blue, and mounted on neat, light horses of different colors:
they seem very alert parading and countermarching between the woods
on the heights in the rear and their breastworks, in order to make their
numbers show to greater advantage. “The lands all round are high and
<>mmanding, which gave the enemy an opportunity of popping at our
ships this morning as we tacked in working up. 1 did not hear of any
damage sustained though they were a little troublesome.  Upon our
coming to an anchor they turned out their floats, and ranged them in
great order, their cavahy dismounted, formed on the right of the infantry,
and their whole cetachment ran down the precipice with a ridiculous
shout and mannced their works.” ,

Tt e troops which had heen put into boats rowed up and down with-
out landing, and finally were ordered back to the ships, it having been
decided to force a landing next day, but the weather settling in so bad

the ‘orders .were countermanded, and on the 1oth September, 1,520 men
were landed on the south shore at St. Nicholas, upon which a parcel of
canoes started from the north shore with some fifty ‘men, to cross over,
and watch the movements of the English; but being attacked by thie
armed boats and floating batteries, who poured grape-shot ‘int6 them;
drove them back ashore, where they scrambled up the précipice, and gét
behind a breast-work of cotded firewdod. By the time thiey had gained
the summit and got under cover they were'réitforced, and discharged
several volleys at our boats, who still edged towards’ the” shore “as if ‘i
tending to land, and it is not improbable but they' éxpected we should
make a descent there, for in a short space of time their numbers increased
and we could observe from our ships several officers on horseback, who
seemed to be employed-in forming and animating their men.”

An English Easter Monday Rewiév'v’ through Canadian!
S - . Spectacles, - o

n Easter Monday morning, after an hour'’s ridé .through a'beautifal
O ‘country, I found myself in the station at Eastbourne.  For somé
time past I had noticed in the papers that a volunteer re‘v’i;.law; “of
dimimshed numbers compared to the Brighton reviews of old days, was
to be held at Easthourne, advantage being taken of ‘the occasion to in-
struct the volunteers engaged in the military science of attack and defeicé.

After many enquiries I was guided to where the conteriding ‘forces
were drawn up in battle array.  Reaching the position was not such an
easy task as writing about it. .Hill aftér hill had to be climbed “ere tl)ﬁ
plateau was reached whence a view of the operations could be ob-
tained. Eastbourne is a.very fine town, celebrated as a watering_place,
situated on the seaside, surrounded on all sides by. downs. ~"I'he houses
are very handsome, far before Brighton residences.” . ‘I'he’sea front is ap
extended one, and on the day T was there (oné of the finest spring days
imaginable) presented a most lively appearance. The forces were about
equally divided, holding the sanie positions they had when the Bugles
on Saturday sounded “cease firing”—a rehearsal had taken place on
that day. T'he names of the hills and valleys are not familar enough to
me .to be quoted. ‘The foes were on the tops of hills with a valley of
some extent between them, hroken with deep indentations caused by the
opening of the hill sides and bottoms for the purposes of obtaining chalk
and flints. I cannot describe the engagement in detail, but simply say
that up to a certain point all went well for the attack. The advance was
made by lines of skirmishers with the usual supports and reserves,
covered by the fire of four go-pounders (Armstrongs), manned by the
Sussex artillery. ‘These ponderous guns were moved into position by,
teams of six horses, led by teamsters in smock frocks. The attacking
party were well met by the defenders. Sundry changes of front were
executed with great precision. ‘I'he defence was covered also by a Bat-
tery of four go-pounders (Armstrongs), also' moved in the same manner
by teams. The battle was being waged in grand style till it became
necessary to make a movement on the part of the deferice, when chaos
soon was apparent. The countless number of lookers-on, with the peculiar
obstinacy of the English people, would not give way; soon the soldidrs
and civilians were a mixed mas, then the battle ended.  Up to a certain
point every thing was carried out by strict rule and oruer of battle,
movements promptly ordered and executed.

‘The battle had been fought about two miles from the town.  After
the bugles had sounded “cease firing” the men were ordered to dine,
which they did on the battlefield. The spectators, myself among the
number, then proceeded to the rear of the town--a lahorious prom-
enade.  In time, by descendins and scaling heights, T found myself in

a large field called the “Links,” in which the march-past was to take

place. ‘I'he troops shortly made their appearance marching down into
the valley; as the regimeats came by different routes the effect was very
picturesque.  The form of the parade was as follows: The cight
go-pounders in front at full intervals; in rear two brigades of garri-
son artillery in quarter column, and in" rear of these were seven regi-
ments of infantry and rifles in quarter column, two regiments in red,
four of rifles and one small regiment of four companies in grey.  Marching
past is about the same spectacle everywhere and does not require much
claboration. An innovaticn worth noticing, as it was for the first time
allowed, was the marching past of six scouts on bicycles in advance
of the artillery, taking the place ¢f cavalry.  We will soon hear more «f
the use this_mcthod of moving about the country can be put to.  "This
Easter no large bodies of troops were moved without being covered by
the scouts mounted on bicycles. The march past was opencd by the
scouts, then came the guns of position, after them marched past the
Brighton brigade of garrison artillery, 10 batteries, 750 men; the Cinque
Ports artillery came next, but were much weaker in numbers.  Nothing
could excel the appearance of the Brighton gunners, well dressed, all
alike as to clothing, accoutrements, &c.; they marched past in good
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form. The infantry and rifles went past in column, all the faults indi-
genous to our own regiments palpably visible here, that is, bad distance
kept in too many cases and the officers either more or less wrong in their
dispcsition in"front of their companies. The I.V.B. Surrey regiment
(53rd) Brighton were very strong, 10 companies, all told 735, dressed in
red; as in .the'case of their brother soldiers the artillerymen, they were
almost perfect in their turn out, their marching was very good; both of
these battalions are a great credit to Brighton. The nfle regiments
went by very well, a clean, tidy lot of men. After each regiment had
passed the saluting base it was marched off the field. 1 had no
opportunity of seeing the men entering or leaving the railway carriages,
I noticed them, however, as they passed me on their way going and re-
turning, and for the information of the Canadian volunteers I would simply
remark that the men travel in third-c'ass carriages without a murmur.
‘There were on parade some 5,000 officers and men, composed of regi-
ments from London, Brighton, Eastbourne and neighboring towns. ‘The
material is very good, smart, active young men, full of vim, cleanly and
very steady on parade. One great eye sore visible was the want of uni-
formity in the dress.
great coats either rolled Prussian fashion or folded. All had haversacks
and water bottles, but these lattcr were of different patterns; for appear-
ance, I prefer the army water b t:le, as was worn by the majority of the
men. The accoutrements of the whole force were simply a waistbelt and
small pouch. ‘This was the first large gathering of English volunteers [
had seen; last year I had much pleasure at being present at the inspec-
tion of that splendid body of men the Post Office corps, 996 men on
parade; also of the London-Scottish, 600 men present; upon mature
consideration I cannot see one point in which they excel our own gal-
lant men. Fine as these regiments are, I cannot but think that taking
the red brigades of the Canadian militia as they stood at the reviews in
Montreal in 1878 and 1879, and at Toronto in July, 1884, we have
no cause to be in any fear but that we could hold our own should it ever
be our good fortune to be brigaded with our English brother soldiers.
The only drawback to my pleasure on Easter Monday was that 1 was
alone; much I wished for the companionship of some of my old com-
rades who could have entered into the spirit of the fight and enjoyed
what is a rarity in this country of late, a perfect spring day, which would
have reminded them of their dear old home as it did the

DOMINION LANDS REGULATIONS.

Under the Dominion Lands Regulations all surveyed even-numbered sections, excepting 8 and 26,
in Manitoba and the North-West Territories, which have not been homesteaded, reserved to provide
wood lots for settlers, or otherwise disposed of or reserved, are to be held exclusively for homesteads and
pre-emptions.

Upon payment of an office fee of ten dollars, surveyed agricultural land, of the class open to home.
stead entry, may be homesteaded in any one of the three following methods:—

1. The homesteader shall begin actual residence on his homestead and cultivation of a reasonable
portion thereof within six months from date of entry, unless entry shall have been made on or after the
15t day of September, in which case residence need not commence untill the first day of June following,
and continu= to live upon and cultivate the land for at least six months out of every twelve months for
three years from date of homestead entry. : .

2. The homesteader shall begin actual residence, as above, within a radius of two miles of his home.
stead, and continue 10 make his home within such radius for at least six months out of every twelve
months for the three years next succeeding the date of homestead entry; and shall within the first year
from date of entry, break and prepare for crop ten acres of his homestead quarter section, and shall
within the second ycar crop the said ten acres, and break and prepare for crop fifteen acres additional;
making twenty-five acres; and within the third yearafter the date of his homestead entry he shall crop the
said twenty-five acres, and break and prepare for crop fifteen acres additional, so that within three years
of the date of his homestead entry he shall have not less than twenty-five acres cropped, and shall have
erected on the land a habitable house in which he shall have lived during the three months next preced.
ing his application for homestead patent. o ,

3. The homesteader shall begin the cultivation of his homestead within six months after the date of
entry, or if the entry was obtained after the first day of September'ih any year, then before the first day
of June following; shall within the first year break and prepare for crop not less than five acres of his
homestead; shall within the second year crop the said five acres, and break and prepare for crop not less
than ten acres in addition, making not less than fifteen acres in all; shall have erected a habitable house
on his homestead before the expiration of the second year, and on or before the commencement of the
third year shall have begun to reside in the said house, and shall have continued to reside therein and
cultivate his homestead for not less than three years next prior to the date of his application for patent.

In the event of a homesteader desiring to secure his patent within a shorter period than the three
or five years, as the case may be, he will be permitted to purchase his homustead, or homestead and pre-
emption, as the case may be, on furnishing proof that he has resided on the homestead for at least twelve
months subsequent to date of entry, and in case entry was made after the asth day of May, 1883, has
