Close season for Moose and Caribou is from 1st February to 14th September,
both oxchisive,—that is to say, they may be huited upon and after IBth Scpteni-

b'^r, till and upon the 31st day of January. Penaltj for breach of foregoing, not

less than i?30, nor more than $50 for each offence.

No person shall kill in one season more than two Moose and five Caribou under
the same penalty.

No pei son shall kill any Woodcock before aunrise or after sunset.

Partridjfe, Grouse,—close season -from .January Ist to September 15th.

Duck— U.nlawful to kill or to have in possession any blue-winged ducks durinR

the months of May, .Tune and July. Penalty for killing any of the above mentioned
birds, not less than .'J.^, nor more than SIO for each offence, in addition to $1 for

each of such birds killed, taken or had in possession during close season.
