duced or manufactured by himself, when it has not really been so. he shall forfeit any
premiums which may be awarded the article

A merchant who sells a line of goods which are handhd by other merchants shall not be
considerud an agent for such gco<ls.

No person will be allowed to enter for exhibition more than one specimen in any one
section of a class unless the additional article be of a distinct named variety or pattern from
the first, 'the rule ahtxU not apply to a.-;i.ial8, but to all kinds of Grains, Plants, ^^ots,
Vegetables. Fruit, manufactured articles, &c.. *c.. in which each additional specimen would
necessarily be precisely similar to the first.

Extra EvrRiEi?.—Every article must he entered under some of the headings in the
regular list when possible

; but if any article is of a distinct character from anything speci-
fied in the list it may be onter<,d in the class with which [t most nearly corresponds.

On the entry of -ach animal or article a card will be furnished the exhibitor specifying
«;he name, class, section, number of entry and nam*) of exhibitor. This card must be
attached to the animal or article, u.nd rem? 'i so during the Exhibition.

In r '.ses the right is reserved to reject entirely or accept conditionally any entry or
apphoat; Under no circumstances will articles which are offensive by reaso:- of their
odour or appean^nce. or which are dangerous oy reason of their combustible or explosive
chaiacter be admitted, if any such articles be introduced by an exhibitor through misap-
preher ion or otherwise they may be removed by order of the Directors.

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Each award must be written in a plain careful manner opposite the number of the entry
by the Judges in tlie book handed tiiem by the -Secretary.

Exhibitors can ascertain from the Superintendent of the several departments when the
Judges will examine their exhibits. No complaint l)ased upon the statement that Judges
overlooked animals or articles will therefore be entertained by the Directors;

Any exhibitor loda;ing a protest must make it in writing, and deliver it to the Secretary
within three hours after cause of protest. It must state plainly the cause of complaint or
appeal, and must be accompanied by a deposit of .«1, which sum sliall be forfeited if said
protest is not sustained.

1'he Directors, however, earnestly hope exhibitors will not enter protests without the
strongest grouni's. Protests of a frivolous nature cause much annoyance and unpleasantness

No animal or article exhibited shall have about it any p-ice, colors, or cards, until the
awards have been made in their respective classes.

No person will be allowed hi the Horse Ring du"ing the time Horses and Cattle are
being judged, except Judges, Directors, Members of the Press, Grooms, or persons in ciiarge
of animals.

All prize cards affixed by the Judges must l)e displayed during the Exhibition. Any
infraction of this rule will incur forfeiture of premiums awarded.

Any person who shall attempt to interfere with or influence tiie Judges while in the
discharge of their duty, or who sliall at any time on the Exhibition groumls use any con-
temptuous or abusive language to any Judge in consequence of any award made by him,
shall forfeit his right to all premiums which have been awarded to him. Judges are parti-
cularly requested to immediately report any breach of this rule.

Upon discovery of any fraud, deception or dishonest practise or representation in the
preparation or ownership of an animal or article exhibited, whicli may have affected or
been intended to affect the decision of the Judges, the Directors have power to withhold all
prizes awarded, aud may also publish names of such persons should they see fit.

.'VSISiCEL.I.AMKOlMS.

If through ignorance of the regulations any person shall bring things to the Exhibition
withr;a having entered the same in proper manr.er at the proper time, they may, in the
discretion of the Directors, be allowed to placo the same upon the grounds so as to be seen
by the public. They should net however be classified nor examined by tlie Judges, and no
premium sIuiU be awarded.

When space has been allotted to any exhibitor the Directors reserve the riglit in
case such exhibitor fails to make a creditable display to declare the space so allotted, or
any portion thereof, forfeited,

Exhibitors must arrange their exhibits in as neat and attractive a manner as possible,
and tit up tiie space allotted them in a proper manner, in default of which the Directors may
cancel their entries.

The Directors reserve the right to prescribe the dimensions and regulate tlie position of
all signs and generally to direct the management of articles on exhibition, so far as may
be necessary to secure harmony and an attractive appearance.

Exhibitors will not be allowed to distribute about the grounds or buildings hand-bills
or rther advertisements that may cause a nuisance. Neat cards for this purpose are recom-
mended, as they are more likely to be kept by visitors and not thrown upon the ground.

No dog will be permitted to leave the grounds at night until a deposit of $1 has been
made with the Secretary as security the dog will be returned before 9 a.m. on the following
day.

Dogs will not be received unless supplied with a suitable collar and chain.
Exhibitors will be allowed to exercise their dogs from 8 a.m. till 9 a.m., and from 6 p.m.

till 7 p.m., daily, but at no other time.
