MAURETANIA'S QUICK RUN

Making Round Trip in Twelve Days,
a New Record

NEW YORK, Dec 16.—The giant Cu-
nardcr Mauretania warped into her

dock before sunrise to-day, ending the
first leg of her ‘““Mersey to Mersey”
voyage to establish a 'world’s recerd.
The demands of the Christmas season
were responsible for the flying round
trip’ which the Mauretania is mnklng.
the steamship bringing in no less than
4613 sacks of Christmas mail and re-
turning with hoidday mail for England.

Battling with barricades of water
duriag the entire voyage, the Maure-
tania  covered the distayice from
Daunt’s Rock to Ambrogz Channel in
four days 20 hours and seven minutes.
Qrdinarily the Cunarder would have
anchored outside last night, but instead
she came up the channel. Health offi-
cers were walting at quarantine and
after an inspection of three-quarters of
an hour the Bteamchlp was released at
2.67 ¢’clock th's morning. The customs
officers did not board the ship untfi
sunrigse, when the/ pzssengers were
ready to debark.

The Mauretania salls at 6 p.m. to-
morrow and in the 37 hours in port
must unoad and load thousands of
tons of freight and baggage and store
6200 tons of coal.

The Mauretania is to dock at Liver-
pool next Thursday evening, making
the round t'rlp in 12 days, a new record,
