afternoon there was a break In the %NO. 8.

Made captive last 
December it Is just as wild to-day as 
It was when at liberty, and experi­
enced animal tamers unhesitatingly 
voice the opinion that no amount of 
kindness or harsh treatment will ever 
subdue It. It Is an exceptionally fine 
specimen, its huge towering body be­
ing covered with a heavy growth of 
long hair as black as the feathers of 
the blackest crow. Its limbs are large 
and powerful and a mad elephant can­
not cause more trouble and damage 
than this giant when its temper Is 
aroused. It already has a record as a 
dlsabler of men, having recently sent 
three of Its keepers In one day to the 
hospital in Birmingham, Ala, Every 
precaution, however, Is taken to guard 
visitors against harm In Cole Bros.'

Privy Council Decides Not to Admit 
Japanese.

TOKIO, June 8.—Another crisis In 
the relations of Korea and Japan Is Im­
pending. Unfriendliness of Koreans of 
the ruling class toward Japan is «evi­
dently Increasing Instead of diminish­
ing.

It has developed that the privy coun­
cil, composed o# princes, elder states­
men and those who were formerly min­
isters. recently adopted a resolution 
prohibiting the employment of Japa­
nese officials. Tho the privy council Is 
powerless to carry out this project It is 
significant.

Prince I to, the Japaner^ resident gen­
eral, summoned the ministers and the 
state and prefeçtural governors and 
delivered a vigorous pponunclamento, 
declaring that if present conditions are 
allowed to continue the country will be 
list. The Koreans, he said, raised 
wanton cries for repealing the Japa­
nese Korean agreement, but to do so 
without sufficient national strength 
would mean lees Independence, naively 
reminding the Koreans that they must 
not forget they were once under the 
rule of China.

Several changes in the Korean cabi­
net are announced, the most important 
being the transfer of Song Plungchun, 
Japan's chief ally, from the depart­
ment of agriculture to that of the In­
terior. Song Plungchun* Is head of the 
notorious Ilchlnhol.

Seoul despatches state that very im­
portant matters will be announced in 
a few days, and meanwhile the gover­
nors are ordered to remajrt In Seoul.

AN UP-TO-DATE CIRCUS.paign. His crusade against the house 
of lords was not accompanied by the 
Volume of popular support necessary 
to make it effective; the new educa­
tional reform bill was not acceptable 
to the Catholic church and other ele­
ments in the controversy steadily made 
for a pacific arrangement with the 
Church of England and the licensing 
reform measure had drawn upon itself 
strong and active opposition. And the 
one outstanding result of the introduc­
tion of the latter bill was to turn the 
party energies from political to social 
reform, an alteration which involved 
the entire recasting of the ministerial 
policy.

These currents were all in motion 
when Mr. Asquith succeeded to the 
premiership, and he has yielded to 
them with a readiness that shows 
them to be in consonance with his 
awn opinions. They have been rein­
forced by the old age pension proposal, 
which in its turn has elicited a variety 
of criticism partly deprecatory, but 
largely contradictory. The principle 
underlying it is practically accepted 
by the opposition, tho an Influential 
section incline to prefer a contributory 
scheme. Many Conservatives and 
Conservative newspapers of note, how­
ever, find that a contributory system 
would not meet the admitted necessi­
ties of unskilled labor and direct their 
attack upon the government on the 
financial side. It is made matter of 
complaint that the government has not 
made more provision for the liabilities 
the state must incur, and the premier 
Is accused of preparing to shuffle the 
responsibility for these onto 
shoulders of his successor.

This last point leads up tij-the now 
first constructive plank in the platform 
of the Unionist party—fiscal reform. 
Mr. Balfour has committed himself 
with increasing definiteness to Mr. 
Chamberlain's agitation, helped doubt­
less by the evidences of its growing 
popularity in the constituencies. 
Speaking on May 30 as the guest of 
honor at -a banquet of the Liberal- 
Unionist Club he declared that “at all 
events, the stars in their courses are 
'flghtkig for us, and even if other 
arguments fail with the constituencies, 
the financial necessities which the 
government themselves are bringing 
on us make fiscal reform an absolute 
and inevitable certainty." An equally 
significant sign of the progress of 
the fiscal reform agitation can be found 
in a speech of Mr. Austen Chamber­
lain's delivered at the annual meeting 
ot ' the same club. He found it ad­
visable to warn the opposition not to 
use arguments that will not stand 
complete examination or to make 
promises that cannot be fulfilled. The 
Unionist leaders are plainly already 
recognizing their responsibility for the 
authorship of a fiscal reform plan that 
will stand the test of experience.

morning, after O. W. Fowler, Haugh- 
ton Lennox and R. L. Borden had com­
plained of the government’s attitude 
in delaying supply and trying to create 
the Impression that the opposition was 
to blame, the prime minister made a 
statement.

The government had been plainly in­
formed in the house that no more sup­
ply would os granted and no other 
business passed until the government 
had dropped the first and seventeenth 
clauses of the election bill.

Clause 17 of the election bill had 
been attacked by the opposition on the 
ground that It was aimed at destroying 
the secrecy of the ballot. But the 
truth was that the clause was merely 
drawn to guard against honest electors 
being disfranchised by the acts of re­
turning officers.

This was a matter which the gov­
ernment was quite prepared to dis­
cuss with the house. But In the mean­
time the first duty of parliament was 
to vote the supplies which are requir­
ed for the conduct of the public ser­
vices. The available supplies had been 
exhausted in the middle of May, yet 
the opposition had refused another 
vote on account, and the government s 
only )recourse was to keep supply be­
fore the house, and let the election btu 
and the Hudson Bay Railway bill stand 
until supply had been granted.

Mr. Borden replied that the opposi­
tion had been passing supply at the 
rate of a million a day. But Sir Wil­
frid replied that this was not enough. 
Money should be provided for the sev­
eral departments to pay their debts 
without any further delay, and the 
time of the house snoirld not be wast­
ed In endless repetition of questions. 
He left it to the good sense of the 
country to Judge as to the merits of 
this issue.

Shortly before one o’clock the house 
passed into committee of supply and 
took up the vote of $320,000 for the sal­
aries of the Dominion Lands officers.
