Many 
of the other resident? of • the town 
rendered great help in getting out the 
patients and some of the fittings. 
Thru their efforts the X-ray ma­
chinery, medicines, surgical instru­
ments, etc., were saved..

Great credit is being given to a 
patient nurse, Miss Lillian Powell, 
from Toronto, who saved a patient 
from the burning buildings by 
rylng her down a fire escape.

Great speed and care of the1 patients 
resulted In their being removed without 
any apparent trace of ill-effects. It Is 
thought the fire started- from a connected 
electric wire In the diet kitchen.

Transfer Patients to City.

Teachers’ Salaries.
Mayor Church attacks the board of 

education tor Increasing the salaries of 
the teachers. The ealarjes of teachers in 
Ontario have been miserably small, but 
Ontario has found that better salaries 
must be paid, or the children will not 
have teachers.

Mayor Church attacks the great in­
crease in the annual expenditure of the 
board of education. During the last four 
years the expendltures.of the board have 
increased a little over 40 per cent., but 
during the same period the expenditures 
of the city council increased over 90 per 
cent,

The' cost of education has always been 
less per pupil in Toronto than in cities 
of corresponding size in the United 
States.

Mayor Church says the school build­
ings in Toronto cost too much. He can­
not name a city of a size corresponding 
with Toronto, in which the school build­
ings are so inexpensively built.

Sunday in the United States.

Flushed by their remarkable triumph 
in securing the passage of the eigh­
teenth amendment, the prohibitionists 
of the United States are now preparing 
for a great nation-wide drive which 
will secure an amendment to the con­
stitution establishing and directing the 
observance of the Lord's Day. There 
is, of course, no established church in 
the United States, nor has Christianity 
over been proclaimed as the religion of 
the country. The United States con- 
«titution nowhere refers to Divine 
authority. The Sunday laws of the 
various states at .present rest upon a 
civil, not a religious, foundation. In 
sustaining such laws the courts have 

-held It was proper for the legislature 
as a matter of public policy to estab­
lish a day of rest, and in selecting a 
a day to choose the one already ob­
served by the great majority of the 
people from religious conviction. The 
same line of reasoning would make it 
quite admissible for any state in which 
the Jews happen to be in a majority

Chief Inspector R. H. Cowley, of the 
Toronto public school a has made a 
report to the board of education upon • 
retardation in the progress of pupils. 
His report states that the board of
inspectors has considered a proposal 
of Trustee Mrs. Courtice that the grade 
system be abolished up to the fourth 
grade. The board of inspectors Is op­
posed to such a sweeping change, and 
suggests a modification of Mrs. Cour- 
tice’s proposal.

Chief Inspector Cowley’s report says:
It is not advisable to change the 

present mode of organization, which 
provided one grade per teacher except 
where the number of pupils is insuffi­
cient to fill the seats allotted to each 
room, namely, 48, for forms 4, 3 and 2; 
45 for senior form 1, 40 for junior form 
1, and 85 pupils promoted from kinder­
garten who, at the time of promotion, 
are not more than six and a half years
