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ELEVEN DROWNED RUSSIA HAS MANY
BOGUS ASSASSINS

Pose as Martyrs of Liberty aad Get 
Moaey as Well as Brides

Kingston, Ont., Aug. 9.—Early yes­
terday morning eleven persons were 
drowned in Lake Ontario by the foun­
dering of the coal schooner Oeorge A. 
Marsh of Belleville ,and a child died 
from exposure. The boat was coming 
from Oswego to Kingston when a 
heavy gale set in, and about five o’clock 
the craft went down.

Petregrad, June 90—(Correspondence 
of The Associated Press—Among the 
novelties which Russia’s revolution has 
presented to the world is the profession 
of fake assassins. In other countries only 
persons suffering from hallucinations 
claim to have committed murders of 
wlqqh they are innocent. Here, as a re­
sult of Nicholas’ overthrow, posing 
assassin is a highly profitable, if 
sltory, branch of business.

Terrorists released from Siberian con­
vict jails and exile villages are, natur­
ally, made heroes of. They are given 
free train accommodation, free dinners, 
free clothes and gifts of money. When 
they reach their native towns they are 

laimed as martyrs of liberty and they 
receive proposals of marriage from at­
tractive and wealthy young women. As 
a result of this novel condition many en­
terprising citizens whose hands are inno­
cent of anything grimmer than murder 
are posing as murderers. Women as 
well as men are entering the profession. 
Catherine Smirnoff, who has 'been ar­
rested in Minsk, announced that she had 
murdered M. Ivanoff, governor of Odes­
sa, and described with pathos her suffer­
ings in the Arctic wastes of Yakutsk. 
Smlirnoff levied tribute and) was present­
ed with bouquets. An unkindly inquirer 
discovered that Odessa never had a gov­
ernor named Ivanoff, and further that 
Catherine Shirnoff had posed in Odessa 
as a Sister of Mercy and after swindling 
seventy charitable citizens, had been ex­
pelled by the military authorities.

In the same city a healthy young man, 
who described himself as a soldier vol­
unteer, arrested in the street the invalid 
ex-governor, Gen. Pilliu. Before a sym­
pathizing crowd he denounced the gen­
eral. “I am the innocent and unhappy 
man whom you seized,” he exclaimed, 
“the peaceful citizen whom you sent to 
a convict prison without trial. Our com­
mittee has ordered you to be sent to the 
front; but in view of your bad health 
we shall show some mercy.” In vain 
Gen. .Pilliu explained that he had never 
seized an innocent man. He was hauled 
by the mob to the militia office. Tlie 
accuser meantime collected money and 
fled.

London, Aug. 9—To the northwest of Bixschoote the French gained further 
ground against the Germans during the day, while the British repulsed attempt­
ed raids by hostile contingents at several points on their front, according to the 
official communication issued last night. A heavy rain is again falling in Fland­
ers, the statement adds.

OFFICIAL COMMUNICATION.

London, Aug. 8—The text of the British official communication issued to­
night follows ;—

A heavy rain is again falling. Our allies gained further ground during the 
day northwest of Bixschoote. Hostile raiding parties were repulsed last night 
and this morning north of Reuex and in the neighborhood of Oppy.

"The enemy's artillery continued to show great activity east of Ypres.
"Yesterday, In spite of continuous wind, airplanes bombarded the enemy 

railway tracks, sidings and trains forty miles behind the German lines, causing 
much damage, derailing one train and blowing up another. Bombs also were 
dropped the previous night on an enemy ammunition depot. One of our ma­
chines is missing.”

HUNS EXPOSE PRISONERS TO DANGER.

Paria, Aug. 6—The French authorities learn that during the night of July, 
when French airplanes bombarded Treves and Essen, the Germans forced French 
and English prisoners, both officers and men, interned at Karlsruhe, to leave 
their quarters and remain in the open where they most probably would be hit in 
case Karlsruhe was raided. The men were compelled to remain in these places 
until all danger had passed.

AUSTRIAN SUBMARINE DESTROYED.

Pads, Aug. 9—During a recent Italian aerial raid on Pola, the Austrian 
naval base on the Adriatic, two airplanes, with bombs, destroyed two Austrian 
submarines which were being repaired there.

Htms' New Device
Paris, Aug. 9—The French war office 

announces that the Germans have in­
vented a new ruse to lull their opponents 
into the -belief that artillery batteries are 
still in position for action when actually 
they have been withdrawn, and by it to 
prevent untimely advances.

“There is not sufficient evidence to 
satisfy me that the man suicided and 
there is not enough to establish that he 
was murdered,” remarked Chief of 
Police Simpson last night in discussing 
tlie case.

Mr. Carvell’s Query.
Mr. F. B. Carvell in the commons to­

day, asked if it was possible to give the 
house a statement of the details of taxa­
tion under the business profits tax. He 
said he had given the minister of finance 
the names of four or five companies 
which had made large profits in New 
Brunswick, and he had received the re­
ply that no returns had been fyled the 
first year, but be had received no fur­
ther information.

lines of production, and is certainly de­
serving of a great deal of commenda­
tion; its importance is second to none 
except the winning of the war.

The work was initiated last November 
by a committee of the Privy Council, 
who appointed an “Advisory Council” 
composed of eleven members representing 
the scientific, technical and industrial in­
terests of Canada. After giving the 
subject a great deal of consideration this 
advisory council called on the several as­
sociations who could assist to work out 
the details. Representatives were ap­
pointed to take charge of this work by 
the Canadian Manufacturers' Associa­
tion, The Canadian Society of Civil En­
gineers, The Canadian Mining Institute, 
The Society of Chemical Industry and 
the joint committee of Technical Organ­
izations of Toronto.

These societies then issued a call for 
volunteers from their membership for 
whatever work might be required. At 
present their work consists in taking a 
census or Inventory of all Canadian in­
dustries, establish their output of pro­
ducts and by-products, the amount of 
machinery employed, Whether scientific­
ally carried on, the raw material employ­
ed, where obtained, and difficulty of ob­
taining the raw material, etc., the differ­
ent industries are also requested to 
mention in what way the production 
cfould be increased, and they are asked 
what could be done to improve scientific- 

adopted.
Chemical and physical laboratories are 

also to concur in this work. A quests 
ionnaire of twenty-two questions has 
been prepared to be submitted to man­
agers and owners of all Industries, who 
will, no doubt, be pleased to give full 
consideration to the importance of giv-? 
Ing complete answers to all the questions. 
The answers are to be considered as 
confidential although nothing of an in 
discreet nature is asked.

It must be acknowledged that It is 
due to research of this nature that the 
German industries have been brought to 
such a high grade of efficiency. The 
United States have also adopted a sim­
ilar system and if Canada is to maintain 
and improve the position she has com­
mercially ci rated for herself it is high 
time that science and Industry united to 
work out comprehensive plaits for the 
future.

Volunteers from the local members of 
the Canadian Society of Civil Engineers 
and other associations have been appoint­
ed to interview the different industrial­
ists in St. John and vicinity, and will 
start their work forthwith. They hope 
that their reception will be in accord 
with the Importance of their work. It 
must be remembered that this inventory 
is mt#fle for a patriotic object and that 
none of the men conected with it receive 
any remuneration whatever.
