How­
ever, the government was prepared to 
take immediate steps for a reference 
to the Supreme Court. “We will sub­
mit the act and support its validity 
and give an opportunity to those who 
question it to present their views,” Mr. 
Lapointe said.

IONDON, June 1—The Earl 
of Oxford and Asquith with 

a majority of his colleagues in­
cluding Lord Grey passed what 
is considered a sentence of ex- 
communication against David 
Lloyd George from the Liberal 
party in a new letter to Sir God­
frey Collins, chief Liberal whip, 
thus making the breach com­
plete so far as the leaders of the 
party are concerned.

Lord Oxford’s action leaves the po­
sition one of extraordinary complexity 
which apparently can be settled oniy 
by the rank and file of the party, and 
it is not easy to predict the outcome, 
for Mr. Lloyd George commands the 
party funds and also has a powerful 
following among the rank and file.

MAY REFUSE TO QUIT.
Mr. Lloyd George is still chairman 

of the parliamentary party in the House 
of Commons and may refuse to resign. 
It^would then be up to Sir Godfrey 
C'Jilins and Lord Oxford to propose to 
him tjje calling of a meeting of the 
parliamentary party which would have 
as its purpose the proposal of a vote 
of censure upon himself.

Late tonight, at the request of his 
supporters, Mr. Lloyd George sum­
moned a meeting of the parliamentary 
Liberal party for Thursday at the 
House of Commons. Strangely Lord 
Beauchamp, who is chairman of the 
Liberal party in the House of Lords, 
has never been consulted and disasso­
ciates himself from Lord Oxford’s at­
tack on Mr. Lloyd George, which is 
an outgrowth of the latter’s attitude in 
the recent general strike.

EXPULSION THREATENED.
The further correspondence in the 

Lord Oxford-Lloyd George quarrel 
Issued tonight for publication in to­
morrow’s papers will mean the expul­
sion of Lloyd George from the chair­
manship of the parliamentary Liberal 
party, unless he can obtain sufficient 
votes against the leaders of the party 
who have adopted the Oxford side of 
the controversy.

Lord Oxford takés the line that there 
Is no excommunication or ostracism 
and that Lloyd George has not been 
driven out, but that he refused to come 

In his letter to Sir Godfrey Col­
lins, Lord Oxford reviews the whole 
controversy and recalls that Mr. Lloyd 
George declined to attend a meeting 
of the “shadow cabinet” on the 
ground that messages sent by Oxford 
and Viscount Grey to the British 
Gazette were “declarations of policy 
made in the government press, from 
which he dissented.”

“SHADOW CABINET”
Lord Oxford proceeds : “The ‘Shadow 

Cabinet’ is a substitute, when the lead­
ers of the party are in opposition, for 
the actual cabinet when they are in of­
fice, and it has always been understood 
that membership in this involves sim­
ilar obligations. I have sat in many 
cabinets under various Prime Ministers 
and I have not known one of them who 
would not have treated such a com­
munication sent at such a time as 
equivalent to resignation. I certainly so 
regarded it.”

“Had the Liberal leader adopted Mr. 
Lloyd George’s view on the general

Claims To Kill Leper 
Germs By Freezing Store Hours: 8 to 6.

BERLIN, June 2—A new treatment 
for leprosy has been devised by Prof. 
S. Paldrock of the University of Dor- 
pat, Esthonia, who in an article in the 
German Dermatological Journal, an­
nounces that after many years of ex­
perimentation, he has succeeded in 
killing the leprosy germ by means of 
freezing. Carbonic acid “snow” was 
applied to diseased tissue with the re­
sults that of sixteen patients treated, 
seven already have been discharged as 
wholly innocuous to society, the article 
said.

It was stated that there were 12 beds 
in the Salvation Army maternity home 
and 18 beds in the maternity wing at 
the infirmary and if the municipality 
financed the care of poor patients these 
facilities would be adequate to care for 
the city’s needs at the present time. 
The two institutions referred to were 
unable to finance free maternity care 
for the city poor, however.

THE sensational winning streak of the Yankees has recalled 
1 phenomenal strings of victories compiled by the Giants during 
the season of 1916. Although they finished in fourth place that year, 
the Giants established two major league records for consecutive vic­
tories. They hung up a record of twenty-six consecutive victories, and 
they also established a record of winning seventeen games in succession 
away from their home grounds. The string of seventeen victories away 
from home, however, was not Included in the list of twenty-eix con­
secutive triumphs, despite the fact that both of these marks were 
established in the same season. The feat of winning the seventeen con­
tests away from home was accomplished from May 9 to 29, 1916, 
while the twenty-six consecutive victories were gained at the Polo 
Grounds from Sept. 7 to 80. In winning seventeen consecutive games 
away from their home grounds the Giants surpassed by one game the 
previous major league record established by the Senators from May 80 
to June 18, 1912. This still stands as the American League record. In 
gaining their twenty-six triumphs in succession later in the season 
of 1916 the Giants surpassed by seven games the mark made by the 
Chicago White Sox, who won nineteen games in a row from Aug. 2 
to 23, 1906.
