Following this discovery, however,
the Red Cross Society propose to see
that the situation is remedied at once.
The law prohibits the sale of tobacca
in any form to minors and it is the In-
tention of the society to see that this
regulation is adhered to. There is no
desire to lay any charge against any

. particular merchant at present as a
great many children frequently buy to-
bacco for a parent, but the society are
now further investigating the matter
and following this warning will take
Whatever measures are considered nee-
essary to have the law observed by all.

MONTREAL, Nov. 13—Effec-
tive midnight Saturday, Nov.

E. D. Cotterell, superintendent of
transportation, western lines, C. P. R.,
stationed at Winnipeg, is authority for
the ahove statement. Mr. Cotterell,
who reported to headquarters of the
system here today, gave reasons as
follows for the embargo.

BAD WEATHER IS CAUSE.

“During practically the whole of
October weather conditions have been
the worst for some years in the west
It as been cold and wet and even snow
in some sections with considerable
account
of this, much of the westerh wheat
crop has turried out tough and damp
and the necessity for treatment of this
wheat has led to great congeston at
Calgary and Vancouver, due to the
limited facilities available for such
treatment at those points. Until this
congestion can be relieved it is
obvious that the only and best course
to pursue is to impose an embargo on
te carriage of wheat to Calgary and
Vancouver and this will be done.”

AGGRIEVES BRITONS

Man-in-Street Half Angry at
Lenient Terms Given by
Americans

British United Press.

LONDON, Nov. 14—The 'British
man-in-the-street is half angry, half
aggrieved, at the lenient debt fund-
ing terms granted Italy by the United
States, just ag he has been in every
previous instance, when debtors have
obtained terms involving dower pay-
ments than those to which the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer pledged
Great Britain in 1922.

“Why,” asks the hypothetical Eng-
lishman, “pick on us just because we
are honest?”

The feeling is that Britain has
been made to pay for the privilege of
being the first debtor to settle with
the United States. Officialdom hesi-
tates to comment on the Italo-Ameri-
can funding agreement until further
details of it and of the Italian capa-
city to. pay have been received. Un-
der the government's debt program
the Italian payments to the United
States automatically become in pro-
portion the minimum Britain would
accept from Italy.

Sailings of Company From
Port to Number 49 °
at Least

'HALIFAX, N. S., Nov. 13—A
greatly increased service be-
tween Halifax and European
and American ports during the
winte} port season, which offici-
ally opens this month, is an-
nounced by jhe Robert - Reford
ompany, local agents for the

Cunard line.

Cunard line sailings from this port
during the season will number at least
forty-nine. These have already been
scheduled, but with the arrival of early
spring it is expected that additional
sailings will be scheduled. Of the num-
ber already scheduled, 37 will be west-
bound, from either Glasgow, Liverpool
or Southampton to New York, while
the remainder will be eastbound from
New York.

HEATED CAR SERVICE
WILL START DEC. 1

Is to be in Effect on Bangor

and Aroostock and
C.P.R.
CARIBOU, Me., Nov. 13—At a

meeting of the shippers’ committee of

the New England Shippers’ Advisory :

Board and representatives of the East-
man Car Company here today, the
Bangor and Aroostook and Canadian
Pacific railroads arranged with the
Eastman Company for a 2,000 car char-
coal heater service from Aroostook to
go into effect Dec. 1. .

These heaters are to supplement the
regular Eastman cars and practically
to replace the old-fashioned lined box
cars with stoves.

The Eastman Company will make a
charge of $7.50 for use of heaters and
service to destination per car and this
will be collecied by Aroostook banks
which will sell tags to the shippers for
$7.50, the tag to accompany the heater
and act as a check up.

These heaters are expected to great-
ly increase the shipping facilities. The
committee also voted to ask the Bos-
ton and Maine, New York Central, and
New Haven Railroads to place embar-
goes on shippers or buyers who accu-
mulate shipments in excess of their
normal outlets or handling facilities,
rather than at the receiving end, which
will help the receivers and conditions
generally.

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TAKING RISKS.

Lloyd  George, in discussing the
work of the Locarno. conference, made
effective reply tos those who are
fnclined to oppose international com-
pacts designed to keep the peace, on
the ground that they are likely to
involve dangerpus commitments. The
former Premier frankly admits that
the business of striving to establish
and maintain world peace is attended
by risks, but he believes these are
justified aboundantly under the cir-
cumstances. In describing the Euro-
pean situation, he said that “with the
old feuds and the new ones, the ancient
hatreds that are rooted in the soil of
Purope, the racial suspicion, often well
founded, it is a difficult jungle to cleave
your way through. You can only do
it yard by yard, and it is so dense that
you can hardly see your next step.
Thank God for-any. man who!takes the
hatchet and-cuts: down some-of it.”

Any government engaged-in such a

' work, in whatevef coun_t_‘i'y:;it\ds active,
~ would be boundto: encgunter risks, he

said. “But,” he weént*on, “everything
we do has its risks, and if you take
risks for .war, in God’s name, why not
take risks for peace?”

Pieturesque and forcible as of old,
Llo}%ﬂ George thus brings home the
truth that the overwhelming import-
ance of -preparation for lasting peace,
while it involves risks, and sacrifices
as well, must have the support of all
men of good will. In time of war, no
risk, no effort, no.sacrifice is counted
too great. In the existing atmosphere
the sense of national peril rouses the
whole people. - It is difficult to create
the enthusiasmand the unity of effort
for peace that appears natural in war
time, but thoughtful men throughout
the ‘world realize more clearly every

. day  that prevention is the noblest of

enterprises. :
"If the nations are led ‘henceforth to

' devote to peace organization even a

fraction of the ability, the money. and

. the vigor which in former days they

have devoted to warlike preparation
as well as .to.war. itself, the harvest
will be great and beneficent beyond
measurement. There are obstacles in
the way of peace, but if they are
approached with something like the
determination which marks the nations
$n war, they can be overcome. The
path is not smooth. There may be
temporary reverses along the way, but
reverses must not be accepted as
defeat. Lloyd George rightly urges
that the risks for peace be taken, in
order that the far more dangerous and
disastrous risks of war may be averted.

ADVISING »THE MARITIMES.

The Ottawa Citizen gives thoughtful
eonsideration to political and business
conditions in the Maritime Provinces,
end, - in the cdirse of a friendly
editorial, agrees that the Maritimes
“have every right to press for action
on the part of the Federal Parliament.”
It decides that “under the stress of
trade depression, party lines have been
ghot to picces” in this part of the
country, and that the nature of the
vote here indicates not as much par-
tizan sentiment as dissatisfaction over
our 1aék of progress as compared with
that in other parts of Canada. =

Co far, so gobd. The Citizen then
follows the example of some other
Canadian newspapers in suggesting
t+»¥ one government ought to be suffi-
ciert for the three Maritime Provinces,
and that we might reliminate “about
sixty per cent.” of the cost of adminis-
tralon by some form of Maritime
union. The amount of money that
would be saved by that course is, as
a matter of fact, by no means certain,
and while it is true that the cost of
all three legiclatures in the Maritimes,
end of all the machinery of govern-
ment, is great, Maritime union'is not
the question before the meeting. . Very
likely the cost of administration in
the cily of Otiawa is greater than it
sheuld be, ani, if so, the people of
Ottawa have the remedy in their own
hands, difficult as it may be for them
to apply it. But, If the city of Ottawa
were suffering, and had long suffered,
waterial injustice at the hands of the
Proviiee of Ontarioy it would give
Ottawa little comfort to be reminded
that it might reduce its civic expendi-
ture. It woull probably reply that
the 1.rzer issue was the one cailing
for treatment. It is so with the Mari-
times. 'The reduction of their local
expenditares in connection with govern-
ment, important as that may be,
would not solve their larger problems,
some of which are being presented to
representatives of the other provinces
at Wirnipeg. The question of our
ports, of epsier access to our patural
markels, of immigration to stimulate
our agriculture and:make fertile our
vacant acres, are matters of federal as
well as of local concern. We have been
too long taxed for Canadian enterprises
from - which we have derived little or
no return. A noteworthy instance of

‘this'is our costribution for a quarter

of a centurys to the expenditures on
imén‘jkraiian which have given a vast
inerease of pupulation to the West and
thereby furnished additional markets
for Ontario and Quebec. The growth
af the prairie country has been accom-

I

panied by a tremendous expansion of
the industries of the Central Provinces,
so that they have had a direct return
for their shaze of the money which has
gone into Western immigration. - That
is not the case with the Maritimes.
Our share of the cost of the canals and
of ‘the rallways now included in the
Canadian National system comes under
the same head. .'We have not profited
by that expenditure and that railway
expansion 'as the other provinces have.

"The Maritimes must not be expected
to forego their claims for justice at the
hands of the Dominion because it is
possible to remind us that we have too
much local government machinery for
a population of a million. The Mari-
times must-loek forward to a much
more rapld increasé of - population . if
Confederation is going to pay dividends
all round. While we have only a
million pcopl_e in these three provinces
to-day, we should have twice as many,
and when weshave begun to‘keep pace
with the growth of the rest of the
country the problems of local govern-
ment will be less difficult, if not less
important.

in referring tb'our over-abundant legis-
lative machinery, is not in any sense
attempting to ignore Maritime claims

flowing from the larger federal policies
land expenditures. That is shown by
its assertion that the Maritimes have
every right to presé® for action on the
part of the "Federal Parliament. It
sees, no doubt, that our lack of growth
is not due to the fact that we have
three rather expensive governments, but
‘to other causes which there is at
present a very resolute determination
to remove or modify.

Timely Views on World Topics

N A SERMON, “Has Prohibition

Falled,” Dr. S. Parks Cadman, auth-

or and church leader, gave the following
summary:

“A majority of the working men and
women of the country have become sup-
porters of prohibition and favor its en-
forcement. :

‘“No cne advocates return of the com-
mon barroom; the saloon is dead.

‘‘Bootleggers of alien birth should be
deported.

“Depend upon moral suasion rather
than upon politics for safeguarding the
prohibition movement.

“Supposed personal rights of the indi-
vidual have been invaded by the Vol-
stedd act, but thig invasion is justifled
in the interest of the public good.

‘“Violators of the law today include
social elements and persons of wealth,
whose example is fostering the evil of
drinking among Some ‘of the youth,
causing thousands of young people to
race down the road of rum and ruin.

‘““While some of our social sets and
leaders persist in ignoring the law and
use all the liquors they can get, the
mass of the people are behind the pro-
hibition movement,” asserted Dr. Cad-
man, “A majority of the working men
and women of the country favor. pro-
hibition and recognize the benefits to
themselves that have come from it. So
long as they stand true to their con-
itctiong in this respect there can be no
successful aitacks on prohibition by its
enemies,

‘““You need not think that revocation
of this law is likely. However, I ad-
vise churches not to place too much
confldence in politics in efforts to up-
hold the law. Use moral suasion rather
than politics. Do away with all bicker-

ings and let us determine this question
finally and completely.

“Prohibition has resulted from the
evils and long record of lawlessness ta
‘the bootlegger, and that part of society
that traffics with him as a partner in
his ¢rime. - If I had my way alt boot-
leggers of allen birth would be deported.

“I' know of no man with a brain so
anaemic as to desire the return of the
old evilg of the liquor traffic; the gxloon
is dead. The welfare of the young and
of future generations is a positive trust
to us all, and particularly to the
churches, the colleges and other educa-
tional organizations, to maintain the
prohibition law and deal with the real
dangers that menace and would destroy
it .

“In the early days of the last cen-
tury, all the land now bounded by
Coburg, Cliff, Waterloo and Union
streets, with the exception of a lot or
two on Wateloo street, was owned by

‘two well-known gentlemen of Saint

John, the Hon. Charles Jeffrey Peters
and Dr. Adino Paddock, and the re-
‘gpective properties were designated as
“Peters’ Hill” and “Paddock’s Field.”
The lands referred to were outside
‘the city limits of Parr Town as laid
out by Paul Bedell in 1783 and formed
_part of the tract granted by the Gov-
erniment of Nova Scotia in 1765 to
James Simonds and his partners, Wil-
liam Hazen and James White.

FIRST LOYALIST TROOPS.

“The name of Adino Paddock was a
household word in Saint John in the
years gone by. He was a son of Adino
Paddock, Mayor of Boston, who
planted on Tremont street the historic
Paddock FElms. Young Dr. Adino
Paddock came to Saint John early
inn the summer of 1783 as a surgeon
in the King’s American Dragoons, then
commanded by Major Joshua Upham,
who was later a judge of the Supreme
Court in New Brunswick. The regi-
ment was encamped on the heights
back of Carleton in the month of July,
1788, and was the first body of Loyalist
troops to arrive in the province., It
was sent, a little later, up the river
and disbanded at Prince William, some
%) miles above Fredericton. Their
place of settlement was named after
Prince William (after King William
IV). the royal patron of the regiment.

LOT FOR FIVE SHILLINGS,

Surgeon Paddock remained in Saint
John. He drew two lots-in Carleton
and on in Parr Town, and in 1786 he
boukht from Major Gilfred Studholme
for five shillings a lot at the southeast
corner of Prince William and Princess
streets (50 feet front and 200 feet
deep) on which the City Hall now
stands. The building in which the
Saint John Daily Telegraph was
printed at the time of the Great Fire
of 1877 stood on this lot. It was built
by Dr. Adino Paddock and was for
years his residence.

LAND FOR DOCTOR’S BILL.

«Dr. Paddock’s practice was among
the best families of the city, and in
settlement of a medical bill against
the estate of the Hon. William Hazen
for £144 he received in 1818 a block
of land containing five and three-

NEW YORK, Nov. 13—Prohibition
was abandoned in Russia after a 10-
year trial because the government
found it impossible to enforce it,
according to Captain Paxton Hibben,
executive secretary of the American
Committee for the relief of Russian
children.

Captain Hibben has just returned
from Russian. “Home-brewers,” not
“bootleggers,” caused the downfall of
prohibition in the land of Bolshevism,
he said. “There never was such open
violation of prohibition in Russia as
there is in New York,” he added.

S FOUND INFEGTED

Holy Water in Institution at
Madtrid Contains Germs
of Yellow, Fever

MADRID, : Nov. 13—Two young
Spanish physicians, Senor Elosegui and
Senor Lozano, have made the startling
discovery that the holy water in the
font in the chapel of the Olivenza
Hospital contained the larvae of steg-
omyai, the dreaded yellow fever mos-
quito. '

The discovery of Dr. Elosegui and
Dr. Lozano was questioned by their
Spanish colleagues, bit it has been con-
firmed by Professor Brumpt, of Paris, |
and other members of the Hygiene
Committee of the League of Nations,
who have come to Spain. to study
malaria.

They also found that the holy water
basins of the Cordova Cathedral were
full of stegomyai larvae.

In view of these facts the authori-
ties are heing urged to take steps to
prevent the holy water basins of all
the churches in Spain from becoming
centres of infection.

It is pointed out that Egyptian tem-
ples 4,000 or more years ago distribut-
ed holy water by means of a distilling
apparatus, and it is declared here that
this method should be adopted now.

NORE SUNLIGHT I
NENS DRESS URGE

PLYMOUTH, Eng., Nov. 13—A de-
mand that men should imitate women
and refuse to wear collars and clothes
which keep their necks and arms cov-
ered, was made by Dr. R. Veitch Clark,
medical officer of health for Manches-
ter, at the British Commercial Gas As-
sociation Conference here. ;

The subject under  discussion was
the conversation of energy and Dr.
Clark laid great stress on the import-
ance of sunshine. :

“Ultra-violet rays,” Dr. Clark said,
“cannot pass through clothing and mod-
ern fashions whereby women expose
arms and neck are to be commended
whole-heartedly.

“We men compared with women in
this respect are fools. We should let

in more sunlight.”,

“Furfural” May Develop
Into Giant Industry

By DAVID DIETZ,

MERICAN chemists give promise of
developing & new industrcy destired
to grow to the proportions of tha fam-
ous coal-tar industry whieh gav> Ger-
many its commercial supremacy in the
days before the war and enabled Ger-
many to hold out at least a ‘ear !onger
in the war than she might have other-
wise. \

This new industry, according to Carl
8. Miner, famous American chemist and
head of the Miner Laboratories of Chic-
ago, ,is the furfural industry.

The importance of furfural was recog-
nized by the executive committee of the,
Tenth Exposition of Chemical Indus-
tries at New York, who had it included
in the Court of Achievement at the ex-
position. Thig court included the recent
important achievements in the world of
chemistry.

Like the coal-tar industry, the fur-
fural industty is destined to grow out
of the chemist’'s hatred of waste. Say-
ing “waste” to a chemist is like wav-
ing a red flag in front of a bull

The chemist’s ambition is to convert
‘‘wastes”’ into ‘by-products.”

The coal-tar industry illustrates this.
Coke was formerly made in so-called
bee-hive ovens. These were ovens which
resembled bee-hives open at the top.
Thse ovens delivered nothing but coke.

Then as time went on the by-product
coke oveng were developed and per-
fected. Now in addition to obtaining
the coke, the gas given off in the pro-

Furfural also resulted from the chem-
{st’s desire to utilize wastes. Furfural 18

an oily liquid, white in color.  Its chem-
ical make-up ig carbon, hydrogen and
oxygen. It iz an aldehyde, that is, «a
chemical compound. which is intermed-
iate between an alcohol and an acid.

Chemists didn't start out to find fur-
fural. Instead they started out to fird
a way of utllizing the oat hulls which
were left over from milling processes
during the manufacture of rolled oats
ag a breakfast food.

Hundreds of tons of hulls were heing
left over daily and in danger of going
to waste. They could not be used suc-
cessfully as a fuel and they proved of
little value as a cattle feed because they
were only fifty per cent. digestible.

Chemists set out to find a way of
making these hulls more digestible.
Various methods were tried out, includ-
ing an acid method. This method pro-
duced considerable furfural which inter-
fered altogether with the use of the
hulls as cattle food.

While studying methods for remov-
ing the furfural, it occurred to the
chemists that sufficient furfural could
be manufactured in this way to make it
worth while to use the oat hulls as a
raw matericl from which to carry on
the commercial manufacture of furfural.

Thig is now being done by a relatively
simple process in which the hulls are
treated with acid and steam in large
containers called rotary digesters. The
 Hquid resulting in the digesters is then
distilled to remove the furfural,

Furfural is of use to the industrial
world in exactly the same way that
coal-tar is. In its original state, it is
of little value. Its value lies in what
can be done with it.

It is now being used in the manu-
facture of varnish and resins, in the
manufacture of germicides and preserv-
ative compounds, and, in the manufae-
ture of dyestuffs.

Miner believes that furfural offers the
same field to the students of synthetic
chemistry that coal-tar did. He be-
lieves that an endless number of valu-
able dyes, drugs and the like may be
the outcome of further study in this
field.

Taylor, Minister of
Public Health, has said that he will
attend the meeting if possible, and
there will be addresses by Dr. R. J.
Collins, superintendent of River Glade
Sanatorium, and Dr. G. J. Wherrett,
traveling diagnostician for New Brung
wick. The election of officers will ta
place and the reports of the year will
be received.

It was said last night that the re-
ports would show the year to have
been one of great activity and steady
progress in the fight against tubercu-
losis. The nurses made 4,810 visits to
homes and 966 examinations were made
by the doctors. The reduction of the
tuberculosis death rate, from 86 last
year to 51 this year, is considered to be
largely due to the intensive work car-
ried on by the society in case finding
and the examination of contacts.

MANY BOSSES

Working Conditions Also
Blamed for Troubles in
Cape Breton

MUCH TIME IS LOST;
OUTPUT IS LESSENED

Say Housing Undesirable and |

Petty Disputes Daily Cause
Discontent

SYDNEY, N. S., Nov. 13—The
Royal Commission under the
chairmanship of Sir Andrew Rae
Duncan, investigating the coal
industry of Nova Scotia, con-
tinued its evidence taking ses-
pions here today and when ad-
journment was taken at 4
o’clock this afternoon, had com-
pleted the hearing of 20 witness-
ps called by the United Mine
Workers' Executive of District
26 since the sittings commenced
Wednesday forenoon.

So far the witnesses examined have
all been drawn from the various col-
llery districts in the Southern Cape
Breton field and their testimony relates
to wages, working and housing condi-

tions in that area. Witnesses from the|

northern Cape Breton collieries of Flor-
ence and Sydney Mines, will be heard
early next week. There are still a
number of witnesses from the Souithern
field to testify.

EACH TELLS OWN STORY.

The policy adopted by the commis-
sion in getting the evidence of the
miners, is to let each man tell his own
story in his own way, subject to ques-
tions, either from the commission, the
corporation officials or members of the
United Mine Workers Executive. Cross-
examination of witnesses by corpora-
tion legal counsel is not permitted. To
date, President R. M. Wolvin, Vice-
President J. E. McLurg and General
Superintendent of Mines A. H. Mac-
Neil, have conducted the Interrogatory
for the corporation and U. M. W. Dis-
trict President J. W. McLeod and Dis-
trict Secretary A. A. MacKay, for the
Miners. In the main thé guestions Sub-
mitted to witnesses from .both sides
are asked with & view to clarifying
testimony on certain points.

PRESS BAN CONTINUES.

The commission’s ban on press re-

rts of the evidence is still in effect
and the following official statement
covering this afternoon’s session was
issued tonight:

SHEDIAC, Nov, 18—The prices of
potatoes paid by shippers to producers
have been advanced once more in West-
morland and Kent counties today. The
buyers here increased the quotation to

developments in the market. i

EUROPE NOT FEARED.
Shippers are holding quite large

tion here.

European potatoes in competition are
not feared this year as disease is re-
ported in several countries across the
water. Firm prices all along the llae
in America are expected until winter,
if not until spring. There will prob-
ably be fluctuations in the opinion of
some of the buyers, but no slump.

AT A STANDSTILL.

PRESQUE ISLE, Me.,, Nov. 13—The
potato market in Arocostook is at a
complete standstill with no stock of-
fering and no shipments. :No improve-
ment is expected until the embargo is
raised on shipments and the buysrs
replenish their capital by turning over
what they have tied up and prices pick
up. ‘Growers, who have stock on hand
and brokers with much stored bought
at early season prices, say that they
are not worried, that potatoes are
bound to shoot upward again before
Christmas.

Unless New Brunswick potato
dealers can reduce their prices to meet
competition that may be created by the
importation into Cuba of potatoes from
the European markets, the potato trade
between Saint John and Havana will
diminish to a considerable extent in the
opinion of Manuel Felipe Y. Peroz, of
Peroz & Co., Havana, Cuba, and spe-
cial ‘representative of the Canadian-
American Trading Company on a mis-
sion to investigate conditions here. Mr.
Peroz arrived in the city last evening
from Charlottetown where he has been
looking over the sithation.

“Naturally, ft is & question of dol-
lars and cents with the Cuban people,”
said Mr. Perogz last night, “and 1 .must
say we have little complaint regarding
the New Brinswick potato. But when
European dealers quote us around $3
lfor a 180-pound bag and your Cana-
dian dealers much higher, we can only
take advantage of the best bargain of-
fering. In this matter also, our gov-
ernment keeps a very ‘watchful eye.
During the last season, the. companies
I represent, took between 600,000 and
700,000 bags from New Brunswick, so
you can see it is a profitable trade.

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I,
Nov. 183—The arrival of a number of
box cars from the Canadian National
Railways yesterday relieved the potato
situation, which was causing shippers
considerable alarm, owing to the ap-
proaching frosty weather.

FIRST SHOT OF THE WAR.

The unveiling of the Royal Artillery
memorial has recalled the firing of the
first British shell in the conflict. The
famous “E” Battery, R. H. A., which
went into action on August 22, 1914,
was not the first of the British forces
to fire. Nearly three weeks before on
August 5, 1914, the Third Torpedo Flo-
tilla of the navy had engaged and sunk
the German minelayer Konigin Luise
off the coast of Suffolk. This was
within the first 12 hours of war, and
the honor of firing the first shot was
claimed by the destroyer “Lance” Com-
mander W. Egerton. The shell in ques-
tion went from one of her three 4-in.
guns, and the weapon was naturally
preserved and found a place in 1919 &t
the War Museum at the Crystal Palace.
Even this may not have heen the first
British shot fired in anger in the war,
as raids into German territory from
British colonies adjoining may have
been started on the same night hostili-
ties were declared. In any case, it
would have been surprising if no Prit-
ish shell whatever had besn fired until
that of “E” battery, 18 days after war
had begun.

THE REAL LONDON,

James Bone, the Manchester Guar-
dian’s famous London correspondent,
has now told the tale of three cities—
Glasgow, his native home; Edinburgh,
his : spiritual home; and London, his
adopted home. The London Perambu-
lator, just published at 12s. 6d. by Jon-
athan Cape, is a real treasure. In it
Mr. Bone reveals London as only he
knows it, with a fantasy and humor
no other living author could command,
and scatters a fascinating largesse of
all the strange, romantic, and bizarre
facts he has, with the devotion of a
rare connoisseur of cities and men,
stored up over many years of intimate
living study. His description of the
coming of spring in London is a mas-
terpiece. The Perambulator will de-
light even those who never set eyes on
London, for whom Mr. Bone’s- brother,
Muirhead, a great etcher, captures the
very soul of the old city in 16 wonder-
ful illustrations.

It is now
a chic lady’s hat shop, but in Steven-
son’s time it was a small tobacconist’s
shop and one with a notable history.
When - King Edward was Prince of
Wales, and got a fancy for turning out
on night calls with the West End Fire
Brigade, he used teo talk over the thrill-
ing events of the night,\ with a good
cigar in the little back room behind
the shop. Mr. Bone: tells also of his
talks with the old Temple janitor who
was Charles Dickens’ office boy, and
carried his bag to Charing Cross Sta-
tion, when newly opened, when the
novelist went down to Gad’s Hill.

Transportation is the Main
Things Says Congdon at
Montreal :

TOO MUCH BUSINESS
THROUGH U. S. PORTS
Maritime Delegates Reach
Quebec Metropolis on
Way Westward

ONTREAL, Nov. 13—Be-

tween 20 and 25 delegates
from the Maritimes are on their
way to Winnipeg to attend the
national economic conference of
Boards of Trade and Chambers
of Commerce throughout the
Dominion. Practically all of
them passed through Montreal
today. Many will spend the
night in the city and will leave in
the morning for Winnipeg.

They are goihg to present “the case
for the Maritimes” before the business
men of Canada, said H. S. Congdon,
of Dartmouth, N. S. The Maritime
Provinces are not going with a chip |
on their shoulders all the time, looking !
for trouble, he emphasized, but they |
believe that they have a just cause for |
complaint, and they are going to see if
something can be done about it.

QUESTION OF HAULAGE.

“The main thing is the question of
transportation,” said Mr. Congdon.
“We claim that under the terms of
Confederation we have a.right to the
bulk of the export trade during the
winter. season, and for preferred
rates over the Intercolonial from
Montreal, so that we can have a fair
chance to trade with the Central
Provinces and the West.
