Insulin will be manufactured com­
mercially nowhere else in Canada, and 
the insulin “factory” will, besides pro­
viding a supply for Canada, provide the 
curative fluid for all countries which do 
not manufacture their own supply. At 
present insulin is manufactured in the 
U. S, Great Britain and Denmark.

More than a million people have been 
killed or sold into slavery in Southern 
Abyssinia in the last ten years, and 
a large part of that once fertile coutfr 
try is now absolutely desolate. Raids 
have also been ma<Je into British ter* 
ritory, and several small tribes under 
British protection have been completely 
wiped out. Major Darley, who has 
been Frontier Agent in the district, 
gives in Outward Bound a vivid pic­
ture of the terrible condition into which 
Abyssinia has fallen since the death of 
the Emperor Menelik.

stories that still persist about Lord 
Kitchener.

It is more than seven years smee the 
hero of Khartoum was drowned, yet 
we have scarcely passed out of the per­
iod when many imagined he was alive 
in some obscure place.

That so great a man, one invested 
with almost superhuman qualities, 
could be drowned like any ordinary 
man or like a rat in a trap, was m 
believable by simple minds. Just as 
people of a hero-worshipping type 
never accepted the truth that General 
Sir Hector Macdonald, one of the idols 
of the British army, who rose from the 
ranks and won renown in the Boer 
war, committed suicide In a Paris hotel 
but had him bobbing up in all parts 
of the world, fully identified, so the 
idea that Kitchener had passed from 
mortal ken has been slow gaining gen­
eral acceptance.

The ancient Greeks and Romans im­
mortalized their heroes. Even our age 
has not outlived old superstitions so 
completely that there are not some 
who refuse to believe that any ordin­
ary fate, apart from treachery, could 
befall one of the greatest soldiers of 
qur day.

Chicago, Aug. 1.—While residents of 

the suburban town of La Grange are

— the scene of the murder exactly fit him
— lead the police to think that he com­

mitted the crime, or knows who did.
But the town can’t believe it. Even 

the twenty men who followed 1 he 
bloodhounds as they led unerringly to 
Hinchliffe)s home, are unwilling to 
accuse the man whom they have re­
garded as one of La Grange’s most up­
right citizens.

Hinchliffe faced with a mass of in­
criminating evidence has never lost ills 
calm. Taken into custody freed and 
then re-aAested, he has continuously 
maintained his innocence. He denies 
living a Dr. JekyU and Mr. Hyde ex­
istence.

The murder of the policeman occur­
red at 4 a.m. ’He was petroling his 
usually quiet beat when he surprised a 
lone robber attempting to break into 
the dyeing and cleaning establishment. 
The robber turned and fired; The po­
liceman fell mortally wounded. The 
slayer fled, but trusted to his feet 
rather than the car in which he arriv­
ed.

Apparently he ran across an adjac- 
ent field, for searchers on Saturday 
found a pair of black oxford shoes.

The automobile was quickly traced 
to Hinchliffe. He readily admitted it 

“But,” he explained, “that car 
stolen on June 17. I notified the police 
of the theft, at the time.”

This was verified.
When the auto clew failed, the citi­

zens demanded bloodhounds. Chief 
Matthews chose twenty men to follow 
the dogs. He armed them with rifles. 
They took the bloodhounds to the 
scene of the slaying. The dogs found 
the scent and a few minutes later they 
reached the back porch of the Hinch­
liffe home. The dogs were taken back 
over the trail. At one spot .they were 
permitted to pick it up. Straight they 
led to the Hinchliffe home. The po­
lice and the posse were still uncon­
vinced. Again the dogs were pulled 
back, and for a third, and then a 
fourth time the same trip was taken. 
Always it ended at Hinchliffe’s home.

They are 
British, American and German, with a 
sprinkling of Italians, Czechs and Scan­
dinavians.

Visitors coming out of Moscow in 
breathless haste to tell the world “the

much attention. Since the beginning of 
internatiSnai relief work in famine- 
stricken Russia there has been such a 
large number of visitors that it is no 
novelty for Riga to have scores of pas­
sengers out of Russia in a single day, 
and diplomats and journalists are well- 
sated with the narratives of enthusiasts 
who expect the world to be surprised 
that they were not killed.

NEW YORK MARKET.

St Cowans, 28 Kings street, city.)
Duesseldorf, Aug. 1.—The effects of 

last week’s fall of the mark are be­
ginning to show themselves in a pro­
nounced food shortage throughout the 
Ruhr./The farmers are refusing to ex­
change good potatoes for badly depre­
ciated money, and in consequence po­
tatoes, meat and other staples are al­
most unobtainable at any price. The 
farmers simply wiH not bring to town 
anything that will keep. This is true, 
not only in the Ruhr, but elsewhere 
In Germany.

Yesterday, for example, 485 carloads 
of foodstuffs entered the occupied ter­
ritory, hut not a single .carload of po­
tatoes was among the shipments. Both 
the French and the German authorities 
are seeking to reassure the growers, 
so that potatoes may be procured, but 
it is recognized that there is no way 
of forcing the farmers to sell.

The situation has become so acute 
that an aggravation of the present 
shortage, it is felt, would make food 
riots not improbable.

(Canadian Prêts1 Despatch.)
Montreal, July 31—Sir Frederick 

Wllllams-Taylor, General Manager 
of the Bank of Montreal, Inter­
viewed here today, said that in his 
opinion the Standard Bank had 
adopted a wise course which 
should inspire confidence.

Suggest Changes.
Toronto, July 31—The directors of 

the Standard Bank of Canada fssued 
the following statement today :

“The board of directors of the Stand­
ard Bank of Canada, in a notice going 
forward to shareholders, announce a 
plan for a readjustment of the assets 
of the bank. The advisability of car­
rying out the plan has been suggested 
by the continuation of the business 
and agricultural depression which has 
so severely affected the operations and 
standing of some of the customers of 
th'e bank.

“In,order effectively to meet the situ­
ation, the directors recommend draw­
ing on the large reserves of the (rank 
for an amount of $1,260,000 and sug­
gest further the creation of a contin­
gent fund of $1,000,000. The bank will 
then have a reserve of $2,760,000, a 
contingent fund of $1,000,000 and a 
paid up capital of $4,000,000.

“As regards the dividend policy the 
board suggests that future distributions 
should be on the more conservative 
basis of 12 per cent, in place of the 
present 14 per cent., and that any ad­
ditional distribution should take the 
form of bonusus from time to time.

“In banking circles this action on the 
part of the bank, which places it hi an 
absolutely sound position, has been 
very strongly commended and will tend 
to inspire confidence in our Canadian 
banking system.” '

W. Francis, president of the bank, 
announced the appointment of N. L. 
McLeod to the position of general man­
ager of the bank, succeeding C- H. 
Easson, chief executive, who had re­
quested permission to retire.

Announcement is- also made that 
Norman C. Stephens and G. N. Brown, 
have been appointed assistant general 
managers.

aside to provide for prospective losses 
was now inadequate.

“With the realization of the extent 
of the losses incurred and in prospect 
and with the review of a statement 
prepared by the bank’s auditor show­
ing that the reserve fund had been im­
paired, your directors ordered a re­
valuation of the assets of the bank.
Such has been carried out.

“The principle of the re-valuation 
adopted has been carried out after care­
ful analysis of the financial status of 
the bank’s customers and borrowers.
Included in the assets are those loans 
which are regarded as of undoubted 
worth for which there is believed to be 
ample security. As against loans in 
respect of which there is a possibility 
of loss, reserves of a substantial char­
acter have been provided; loans from 
which losses are expected have either 
been written wholly off or reduced to 
sound values. Each security compris­
ing the bank’s investments has been 
revalued and figures at which such in­
vestments stand are those which can 
now be realized for them.

“It has been ascertained and it is

Workers’ Holiday
Cost $615,000

Binghamton, Aug. 1—It cost the 
Endicott-Johnson Shoe Corporation 
$615,000 to give to its 14,000 em­
ployes one week’s vacation with pay, 
the first week in July.

The corporation announced that 
it would give each employe who 
had been in the concern a year a 
week's vacation with pay, but it was

,, TBe once - famous diva, whose rich 
Coloratura soprano thrilled Europe and 
America in the 80s and 90s, and who 
composed the opera “The Cap of Con­
fucius,” lives in three rented rooms 
while her son works as a laborer. Mme. 
L’Allemand was the star of the Am­
erica opera company and the Boston 
Ideal opera company, and while em­
ployed by the latter organization was 
said to have been the highest paid per­
son singing in English on the Ameri­
can stage.

After her husband, Marcus L’Alle­
mand, died in Vienna in 1918,' she and 
her son went to Wisconsin and set­
tled in Black River Falls, where she 
said she bought 120 acres of land.

On Aug. 23, 1920, she’ said, she and 
her son were taken to jail, where they 
were Tieid for five days, after which 
they were confined in the insane hos­
pital for 16 months.

He 
remarked that Owen McCann, the in­
jured man, was reported from the hos­
pital to be in a serious condition. He 
had not regained consciousness since 
the accident.

in the injured man’s case. If he died 
and a coroner’s jury inquired into the 
cause of the death they might be in­
fluenced by a judgment of the court.

Policeman Gaudet said he 
duty at the March Bridge on 
night about 12.20.

He decided to stop and go back 
but saw a politeman and took him in 
chase of the other car. He had given 
his name to the policeman, and gone 
home.

To Mr. Henneberry he said the night 
had been dark and a little foggy. The 
accident accurred at a dark portion of 
the street. He had caught a glimpse 
of a man coming from the left side 
of the street. The man had fallen on 
his face.

Detectice Saunders said he had seen 
the accused at the police station and 
had taken statements, along with 
Plainclothesman Kilpatrick. The de­
fendant at that time had been under 
the influence of liquor and he had 
placed him under arrest and held Miss 
Vidito as a material witness. The car 
when searched had yielded a part bot­
tle of whiskey. The right hand fend­
er had been smeared with mud and 
was considerably bent. Crawford had 
smelled strongly of liquor and his 
speech had been thick.

To Mr. Henneberry he would not 
say that a person’s body would bend 
a fender.

The evidence of William Garvin, 
owner of the car and one of the oc­
cupants at the time of the accident 
may be introduced later.
