There can be
no doubt it is due to Harcourt’s veto
bill. - The keepers. of public houses,
otherwise our barkeepers, united their
following - with the Tories, .the church
party and’the anti-Irish people.

The crusade against the house of
lords is relegated to the dimmest futare.
As to home rule for Ireland, the coal-
ition government can do what it likes,
It looks as if they would have a major-
ity sufficient to make them entirely In
dependent of the Irish vote, so that the
old Parnell tacties of obstruction will he
of no avail in the next house. The ra-
pers have almost daily accounts of ruf-
fianism in one election district or another
in England, in contrast to the general
peace in Ireland.

THE NEWS OF GERMANY.

The Kaiser’'s Affecting Farewell to
King Oscar—The Empress
is Chuaritable.

Dismissed the Army for Refusing
to Fight a' Duel—Charges
on the Canal.

Berlin, July 15.—Politics will be in a
comatose state for -the next couple of
months,: now that the Bundesrath and
the Prussian diet have adjourned, after
an almost barren _session._ the mean-
while the Emperor is havxng ro0d time
in Sweden, where King Osear and his
family took great pains to signslize their
friendship for the ~ German emperor.
There was an impressive scepne on board
the Imperial yacht Hohenzollern ~ on
Tuesday night, when King Oscar bade
farewell to Emperor William. The
yacht was illuminated by large numbers
of electric fairy lamps. Thé monarchs,
after couversing cordially, walked to the
gangway with King Oscar leaning upen
Emperor William’s shoulder. There was
an affectionate leave taking. The Hohen-
zollern next week cruises alofig the coast
of Northland.

A ‘charitable act of the ¥mpress of
Germany has just become kmowh. She
has sent the sick and destitute peasant
poetess Johanna Ambrosms, of  Fast
Prasria, to Switzerland in order that she
may benefit by the air of that country,
and will provide for her during the re
mainder -of her’ life.

The relations between Prince Bismarck
and the Emperor and his ‘government
continue to be strained. As further

that Count Von Rantzau, Prince -Bis-
marck’s son-in-law, has resigned his mis-
sion as German minister to The Hagie
and has left the state service entirely in
order to devote himself wholly .to Prince
Bismarck at Friederichsruhe, at the lat-
ter’s request.

The plan for erecting a gigantic Bis-
marck monument on Blankenze, near
Hamburg, on the steep shore overlooking
the Elbe, is taking shape. ‘The monu-
ment itself will be thirty nietres high.

Montreal, July 15.—The steamship As-
saye passed Father Point yesterday with
a part of the crew of the wrecked steam-
ship Mexico on board. Private dispatches
received here- state that the  Mexico.
bound from Montreal to Bristol with a
general cargo and live stock'and produce,
went ashore on Belle Isle at the outer
entrance, to the straits on July 7th at
p.m.; during a dense fog. Her bow Is
high up on the rocks and her stern is
ten feet under water.  Captain Daly and
eight men remain beside the wreck, the
remainder of the crew taking passage on
the inward bound steamer Assaye, which
brought the first tidings of the disaster.
The Mexico is in a very exposed position
and will probably. prove a total wreck.

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MANITOBA FEELING.

The Winnipeg TFribune says: “If the
Dominion government had made a spe-
cial study- of the question how it could
best. wreck the Conservative party in
Manitoba, it could not ‘have adopted
measures ‘more certain to have accom-
plished this object than those which
have been followed the last year or so.
The party—more especially its leaders—
have been befooled to such an extent
over the Hudson’s Bay railway fiasco
that the whole country is laughing in its
sleeve at them, and these leaders and
their following are inwardly cursing the
government and threatening dire ven-
geance. Then the conduct of tne gov-
ernment on the school question has been
such as to alienate all sympathy which
even any Conservatives might have.”
The Tribune proceeds to point out that
the government looked upon the school
question as a means of making party
captal. It might be said truthfully that
the ministers treated this question as a
political game, in which they thought
they were playing a winning card when
they issued their celebrated ‘“remedial or-
der.” They over-reached themselves
and are now in the midst of difficulties
from which Mr, Laurier and the Liber-
als are implored to release them. Mani-
toba has a third grievance in the ap-
pointment of an outsider as lieutenant-
governor, a blunder which none but a
short-sighted and _incapable government
would have committed. Touching the
Hudson’s Bay railway the Nor’vyester,
the Winuipeg Conservative paper, says:

“The apswer to" the resolution of the
mass meeting held a few days ago is
that on account of the deficit the gov-
ernment did not feel itself free to vote
money in aid of any public enterprise
this session, and that an exception could
not be made/in favor of the Hudson’s
Bay railway.

It is painfully evident that the govern-
ment looked upon the Hudson's Bay
railway question as " another political
game of cards, in whieh the ‘order-in-
council. was to play an.important part
The result of the play is most unfortun-
ate for the government. At the coming
election the people of Manitoba will show
most decidedly that they are tired of the
bungling and shuffling of the tricksters
who have made political sport of their
affairs.

A FRIEND’S  OPINION.

Government organs are of ‘course in
duty bound to defend the action of the
government in regard  to Manitoba
schools. . An organ must be a very in-
efficient one indeed if it cannot grind out
the tune the government wants. It was
rather strange, then, to find the Toronto
World, which has faithfully and firmly
supported the goyernment, objecting to
its course at the present juneture. In
an article published after the announce-
ment of the government’s decision last
week the World referred to the ixﬁpres
sion -which had got abroad, “that the
government had determined to abandon
remedial legislation, and probably for
all time to come.” . It was reported, says
the World, that they had decided to do
this because of the strength of the op-
position to‘remedial legislation which had
developed of late among their followers
from Ontario. That opposition wis, we
believe, well founded, but -the . goverr
ment has seen fit to display the virtue
of ‘consistency at least, and the}7 now
stand before the country as committed,
to a]l intents and purposes, to a poliey
of remedial legislation. - It does not mat-
ter whether it be done now or six months
henee; they say it is to be done,” . As
the World’s article iis probably an aceur:
ate reflection of Ontario Conservative
feeling, and shows the position of the
government from the standpoint eof a
candid friend, we quote it at length:

“The real significance of this determin-

ation: to put it in:a nutshel, is that the
government of Sir Mackenzie Bowell has

l

[ sought. Ontario is to be humiliated, and

determined to introduce legislation at the
dictation of the province of Quebee, and
in spite of the remonstrance of the prov-
ince of Ontario, to coerce the people of
the provinee of Manitoba to conduct their
educational affairs different from what
they themselves think best. This is
the galling point of the situation, as weil
as it is the crux, and it is because Sir
Ma:kenzie Bowell stands so pledged, and
because Messrs. Haggart and Montague
stand so pledged, that many Conserva-
tives .at Ottawa and thousands and
thousands throughout Ontario are having
pause, and wondering- what is coming
next. To our mind, the Conservative
ministers have surrendered everything,
and the French wing of the Conservative
party have obtained - everything they

Quebec is to be triumphant over the co-
ercion of Manitoba.

“And on top of this unexpected situa-
tion comes the report that the French
ministers and the French Conservative
members were not satisfied with the
statement of the government, and were
clamoring for the immediate execution of
the bond, and that if it were not given
the three French ministers would resign.
If that is their attitude, and their con-
duct certainly looked that way yester-
day, then we are of opinion that the
sooner they® go the better it will be for
the Conseryative party. But we more
than suspect ‘that what they did yester-
day was in the nature of a bluff to coun-
teract the rage of the Ontario Conserva-
tives.

“At this juncture we cannot undertake
to say what is likely to happen, but it
does appear to us that cabinet recon-
struction is the only way out of the diffi-
culty, and that the Conservative party,
if it is to remain in power, must get rid
of the entangling promises whieh its
present leaders at Ottawa have commit-
ted it to. .We have no faith in legisla
tion pagsed at Ottawa remedying the
-grievance complained of in Manitoba.
The only remedy can come from Mani-
toba itself. If we attempt legislation at
Ottawa, Manitoba will resist enforce-
ment, and we will have the miserable ex-
hibiton, session after session, of “the
Manitoba minority coming down for ad-
ditional remedial legislation, or a pro-
per enforcement of what may have been
already conceded. In this way the
question will drag on for years. All this
session has been wasted over this miser-
able religious feud, imported into Do-
minion politics by the people of Quebec.
No legislation of any importance has
been passed or attempted. Nothing will
be done.next-session but talk about the
remedial bill. -In the meantime the
business of the_country will be more or
less jeopardized. by reason of the uncer-
tainty of the tenure of office of the Con-
servative party. The highest and best
public policy would have suggested that
this question be kept out of Dominion
politics and the provinces allowed to
manage their own educational affairs as
they thotght. best. The attention of
the parliament at Ottawa should be de-
voted to the development of our natural
resources and the  settlement of our
waste lands, to ‘the -“extension of our in-
dustries,. th the improvement 'of our can-
als, and to a.hundred other useful things.
But, in place of one or any of those
things, weare to have a miserable and
what promises to be an interminable
struggle about religion and education in
a province which is well able to settle
such questions for itself.

“The World believes that government
in Canada can be ecarried-on only on the
basis of compromise and conciliation, and
that such has been the rule of conduet
of the Conservative party for many
yvears. But there is no vestige /of con-
ciliation in coercing Manitoba, as is now
proposed to be done.”

The Chicago fire started at 8:45 o’clock
p.m. Sunday, October 8, 1871, and it. way
not extinguished = till 10:30 Monday
night. Within a space of 26 hours some-
thing like 18,000 buildings were con-
sumed, and nearly 100,000 persons were
made homeless. The total area burned
over was 2124 acres. ' The fire travelled
on an average of 65 miles an hour, and
atcording to a reliable estimate the av-
erage destruction of property for the
same time was about $7,500,000, or $125,-
000 a minute,

The burned district was about four
miles in length, from north to south, and
two-thirds of a mile’ in breadth on the
average.

The. origin of the fire is, as a matter
of ‘fact, still a ‘mystery, though the gen
erally accepted theory is that it was

caused by Mrs. O'Leary's cow kicking '

over a kerosene lamp or a lantern. Ther.
was an official investigation made not
long after the fire, and about 50 witness-
es were examined, but there was not a
word of testimony as to how dJr by
whom the conflagration was started.

FIGHTING FLIES.

Thé Summer Warfare and How to Con-
quer a Pest,

Housekeepers are always glad of any
information which will help them to con-
quer those enemies of their summer’s
peace—flies. Here are two items which
experience has proved of use in the bat-
tle. :

We all know how flies settle upon a
screen door in rainy weather, or upon
those of the Kkitchen in any weather,

waiting for an opportunity to slip in as |

soon as it is opened.. If a cloth dipped

in kerosene is rubbed over the outer side ,

of the wire and frame of the screen, tne
flies will not settle” upon if. They do
not like kerosene. One application will
usually prove effectual for several days.

The other agent—oil of lavender—is for
the purpose of disposing, of such of them
as have already gained an entrance to
the house.

Darken all the windows but one. The
flies will soon congregate about that, for
flies enjoy ‘sunshine as thoroughly as
moths detest it. Now with an atomizex
spray the window casing with the oil of
lavender, and either leave the open bot-
tle upon the sill or saturdte a’ small cloth
with some if it. The flies will soon be-
come stupefied and can then be brushed
If an atomizer
is- not at hand; rub the casing with a
saturated cloth, It is-also a good plau
to rub the oil over any place where the
flies’ particularly like to light upon. A
hanging lamp has often a great attrac:
tion for them, but if the shade and
chains are rubbed over with the oil they

will ‘not light upen it.

In quite complimentary terms Mr. Wil-
lis presented Joseph Cook, who was on
the programme for an address, Mr
Cock had chcsen for his subject, ‘'Lhe

It was
said ‘that he had gone to England, but
he had: not: he was in his seat at Otta-
wa fighting for their rights in the meost
important cause that Canada had ever
to dexl with. . ‘He wished to discuss that
question. - He.did not wish to stir up
any sectarian difference, for unless all
were united Canada ecould not succeed.
But no special ' privileges should be ai-
lowed to any. (Applause.)* He liked
that word “public school.” - He had a

deep feeling in his heart for that insti-

tution. When the public school is at-
tacked it is time for all ‘to be up and
saying our schools, must be free. Mani-
toba “had settled her school question five
years ago, but the. politicians have made
a political issue of it and it had been
kicked around. like a political football.
The action of the present Dominion gov-
ernment was one for censure. He must
condemn the stand of the premier of
Canada on'the school question.  To get
the- support of Quebec he had saerificed
the young province of Manitoba. = The
time had come for the people to drop aill
party differences. and unite to make Can-
ada a united country. Let us see that
thers is mno truckling to 'any religions
creed, but that there be but one united
school. As. Orangemen they interfered
with no man’s liberty. He urged upon
all to, be true to their principles, true to
their country and true to.their God.

D. Donaldson. of Vancouver, was the
next speaker. To him had been allotted

_the duty of introducing-a number of re

solutions opposing separate schools. No
one regretted more than he the necessity
of condemning the action of Sir Maz-
kenzie Bowell in the Manitoba .schoo!
question. The resolutions also compli-
mented Mr Dalton MecCarthy: on the
fight he was making in Ottawa. ' Al
though Mr. McCarthy was not present in
person he was here in spirit, as was
shown by the following 'letter received

from him:

My Dear Sir—It is now quife clear that
1. cannot be in Viectoria on the I12th inst.,
as I do not feel at liberty at'K present. to
leave my duties here, and take this means
of asking you to apologise for my absence
and ‘to express on my bebalf how much I
regret my inability to take partin the dem-
onstration in Victoria on the anniversary
of the battle of the Boyne.

T am sure, however, both you and-these
who think with you and. me will agree
that my proper place is the house of com-
mons until the government ' determine,
which up to this moment they have not,
as to whether they will attempt to.pass a
remedial bill through this parliament for
the ‘purpose of re‘establishing a separate
school system in Mainitoba.

No more important’ gquestion -in my  judg-
ment has come before any Canadian par-
liament during. my experience—now not
very far short of twenty years’ service—
and I have Dbeen obliged in consequence
to delay my departure for England; and I
may be oblig to ‘relingufsh. the briefs
wh{ch I Hold in the cases for argument be-
fore the Judieidl Committee of the Privy
Council at their present sitiings. I do not,
however, regret this -if m{ resence -here
can be of aniy service, or, if I may in any
way be the instrument by which the gov-
ernment can be prevented, under the dom-
inition of the French winz »f the .abinet,
from . interfering with the educational af-

And, more réprehensi-
ble - still; actually entered into a conspiracy
with the Prefect of-this Sacred Oollege of
Cardinals. to tamper, with the. administra-
tion of justice, and progosed usng_Bis
Eminence Cardinal’ Vaughan of. Epgland
for that purpes2; so as te. secure s favor-
able result the appeal which the judi-
cial ' Committee had . then. under consider-
ation.

Grand Master Sparling read letters of
regret from W. T. Fleenor, Rev. Bishop

no 'schools then, but a school system ~was
established and the Catholic hierarchy
tried to knock it down.

The provineial gov-
ernment saw that this counid not be.al-
lowed to continpe. The Dgminion gov-
ernment. tried te. foree the province to
allow -this 10 continue and the members
for British Columbia voted for this so-
ealled remedial legislation. (Shame.)
In the province of Quebec 36 per cent.
of .the people cannot read nor write: He
would go further and say 36 per cent. of
the teachers in Qnebec could not pass
the lowest grade teachers’ examination
in British. Columbia. Did they wart
such a state of things to be allowed in
Manitoba ?

Thomas Cunningham of New West-
minster was satisfied that if Catholics
understood the principles of the Orange
association they would know  that
Orgngemen were their best friends.

T0 SEWER TWO DISTRICTS

Council Will Expend Balancc of
Loan at Once Under Day
Labor System.

Johnson Street Ravine is Also

to Receive Attention—
Chinese Labor.

At last night's meeting of the Bourd
of Aldermen, which was attended by =il
the -members, the first steps towavds
‘scwering two districts of the city wit:
the¢ balance, some $25,000, - which rve-
maine in the Sewerage loan of 18V,
were taken. The matter came up in th-
shape of a series of reports from tae
sewerage committee. "T'he first = repor
was as follows:

“That so far as we have been able tn
arrive at the facts from-' the data fur-
nished by the City Treasurer and Uii;
Engineer, and making allowance for
possible expenditure in connection wit:
the still unsettled claims of Messrs.
Thomas & Glover and Messrs. Coughian
& Mayo, from. the loan of $100,000 fer
sewerage purposes, -there will  still ro-
main a sum of $25,000 available for
frrther work. 'To enable your commit-
tee to come to a more accurate conclu-
sion in the matter we would recommen-{
that the retiring sewerage commissioners
be requested by ‘the council to furnist
a complete statement of all the expen-
ditures made from the loan; of the pre-
sent liabilities; of all the funds on hand,
and that the proper steps be taken to
have the funds transferred from the con-
trol of the comunissioners te the Mayor
and council.”

The second report recommended the
immediate construction of sewers on
Fert street, from Blanchard to Quadii:
or Yates, from Blanchard to Vancouver:
and on Pandora, from Douglas to Quad-
ra—also that the Johnson street sewer at
present emptying into the harbor be con-
rected with the separate system having
its outlet at Clover Point. I'he
report further recommended the taking
in hand of sewer construction on Belle-
ville street, Birdecake Walk and Menzies
street, as soon as the necessary formal:-
ties with reference to the deed are com-
pleted, the city engineer being instrucied
to proceed with the preparation of pians
at once.

The third report recommended the ap-
propriation of $20,000 out of the sewor-
age loan fund of 1894 for the work heie
outlined, this work to be done by day
labor in charge of foremen and unaer
the supervision and direction of the City
Engineer, and the foremen to' be paid
a: the rate of $3 each per day of nine
hours.

A fourth report recommended that the
féremen; timekeepers, and inspectors to
be placed in chargeé be appointed under
control’ of the city engineer, and that
they be selected  from the  following:
James Pope, J. G. Brown, J. Pascoy,
Hugh Macdonald, J. ;Blackwood and W.
Olithe. 7 0 58 :

The sameé’ committee reported on the
Jehnson street ravine as follows:

“In view of the dangerously unsani-
tary conditioh of the Johnson street ra-
vine it is the duty of this council to take
prompt and vigorous action to abate the
nuisance. We would' therefore recom-
mend that the city ¢lerk should. not-
ify 'all "agents or owners of pto-
perty bounded by Blanchard,: Yates.
Deuglas and Johnson streets, the harbor
front and Store and Cormorant streets,
irclusive, requesting their attendance
at a conference with the council to e
held in the committee room of this hall,
at 8 o’clock p.m. on the 18th inst., and
that the Mayor and council attend at the
same hour and place.”

The sixth repert fromx the committee
recommended that Thomas and Glover
be ‘paid upon the same basis of comput:-
tion as Harrison and Walkley and that
they be given $172:82 in excess of the
total originally proposed to be ' paid
them, that being the sum given by the
new computation. Received and adopt-
ed.

All of the reports were received and
adopted without discussion.

‘The Tax by-law  was reconsidered.
adopted, and finally passeq.

The matter of naming a city solicitor
was laid over for another week.

Alderman Macmillan brought up the
matter of émploying Chinese in connec-
tion with work at Jubilee Hospital and
moved that the action of the city's ré-
presentatives in favoring white labor
exclusively be endorsed. ' |

Ald. Humphrey said that the rveport of
Dr. Duncan on Chinese vegetables
shculd be sent to the board as well. He
scegnded the motion.

Ald. Macmillan in speaking about the
levndry said that there was danger of
infection from the Chinese.

Ald. Cameron said that it might hurt
-the white laundry if it were known that
the washing from the hospital were sent
thére. It might be well to have the
laindry work done at the hospital.

Ald. Macmillan said that no clothes
that contained the germs of disease
were ever sent to the laundry.

Curious: Religious  Custom Which Exists

The Servians are good eaters. They |

Mr. Maclure died in Belgrade. This
gentleman was -one of the most promi-
nent English friends of Servia. In 1876
he joined the ambulance service of the
Servian army and gradually became so.
enamored with the Servian people that
when the second war broke out, he
shouldered a gun and fought in the Ser-
vian ranks against the Turks.

In token of gratitude and respect for
the memory of this Englishman the
whole of the cathedral choir, the Met-
ropolitan and fourteen priests officiated
gratuitously at a requiem held for the
repose of his soul. The church was
crowded with sympathetic people, and
these ceremonies were rendered in the
cathedral of the orthodox church, in
spite of the fact that Mr. Maclure was
a Presbytertan. This speaks well for the
Greek church. Considering the honor
which had thus been rendered my fel-
low-countryman, it seemeti that the
least I could do was to join in the hom-
age now paid to his former commander,
the Servian general and hero. Thus I
found myself in the cathedral, and, like
them, holding in my hand a burning
taper, which, I take it, was emblematic
of the living soul of the dead.

The priests stood around a small cir-
cular table draped with black, and on
it was placed what seemed to me to be
2 mysterious sort of dish. The priests
chanted, the choir responded from the
gallery above with slow, sad, melodious
music, while the crowd stood with bow-
ed “heads, silently holding their burning
tapers. At last, at the end of the cere-
mony, the priest, taking a decanter,
poured some 'red wine outin the form
of a cross over the dish that so keenly
awakened my curiosity. Then an attend-
ant came round with a tray, in which we
edch extinguished and deposited our
candles. By this time the dish had been
removed to the door of the cathedral,
where it was held by one of the relatives
of the late general. One by one the
crowd filed past the dish, took up the
t;p;)on and helped themselves to a mouth-

ul.

Naturally I followed suit, and found
that it consisted of hoiled wheat, sweet-
ened, strongly flavored with spices and
moistened with wine. This, it appears,
was food for the dead. When I inquir-
ed what would be done with what re-
mained in the dish, I ‘was informed that
it would be taken-to the cemetery and
put on the grave. .Just as the Indian is
buried with his bow-and arrow, so that
he may be fully equipped for the happy
hunting fields, so the Servian is provia-
ed with food by his loving relatives for
his long and last journey to the un-
known land whenee no traveler returns.

Naturally this savage, though poetic
practice has been tempered by the reason
that education: and civilization brings.
Food—and food ' of all sorts—meats,
cakes, corn, pastry and,K wine—is taken
to the cemetery and brought to  the
grave of the departed. The wine is s*ill
poured over ‘the grave in the shape of
a cross; but instead of wasting the fosd
by leaving it to rot on the ground the per-
sons passing by are invited to eat for
the repose of the sowl of the departed.
Thus, especially. on  Saturdays, when
many persons Wisit the graves of lost
relations, a gredt number of poor people
flock to the cemeteries and there, in
memory of the dead, are given all sorts
of food.

As it would be consideted a very ‘bad
omen to bring back any of the food to
the house, the mourners are always eag-
er to find persons to accept what they
have taken to the cemetery.

First they give to their friends, who
only take a mouthful out of courtesy,
and then help liberally any poor person
who may be at hand. Thus, in a man-
-ier which does not ‘pauperize or humili-
ate, are the poor relieved in honor of the
dead. There is much to be said in:fav:
or of this custom. A bowl of stewed
wheat or plafeful of mutton chops may
not seem as poetical as a wreath of flow-
ers, but they confer an equal honor up-
on the dead, while they are infinitely
more useful to the living.—Philadelpkia
Telegraph.

A LIBEL SUIT IN SIGHT.

The School Board Have a Very
Lively Meeting on Satur-
day Night.

Trustees Indignant at’Article sin
Colonist — Consider it is
+ Libellous.

The meeting of the board of schooul
trustees on Saturday evening assumed
somewhat of a lively aspect after having
opened very tamely. .

Trusteer Marchant, after regular busi-
ness matters had been disposed of, rose
to a question of privilege. He cal{ed fpe
attention of the board to an arncle_m
the Colonist of June 16, 1895, which
contained charges against three 96 the
trustees, ‘Messrs. Glover, Lewis aqd
himself. He quoted the article, and said
he thought it would be admitted by all
thinking men that it was mos: unecalled
for criticism. He did not know by whom
it was written—most likely by oife of the
Colonist staff—but it was unirne. I_f
true he would resign; he would deem it
a crime if he were guilty as charged.
What made the matter worse, the sland-
erous article imputed motives that trus-
tees had been getting chums  positions
of preference on the teachers’ staff. He
wrote to the Times and denied ihe in-
sinuations. Neither teacher was ore
than an ordinary sacquaintance. It was
libellous because it declared motives, and
was, in his opinion, a case for dn¥n-
ages. A letter appeared in the Colonist
the next day from Trustee Glover, and
he also, over his own signature, wrote to
the Times explaining his position, but,
apparently, in- order to aggravate maf—
ters, the Colonist "still permits lei-
ters to appear reiterating the charge.
On June 23rd a letter appeared which
again slandered the trustees. He would
read the letter. It did not charge that
we stole money, but it makes charges
equally as grave. In the ©olonist of
July 3 there appeared a similar, letter
which he quoted from, Here the charge
is distinctly made that our motives in
favoring the changes on rthe trusiee
board was to benefit chums. He would
not in any way curtail the criticism of
the press, but this has degenerated into
license. Writers -who have not the moral
courage to sign their own names are per-
mitted to attack public servants with im-
punity. The first article in the Colonist
—the one whieh he claimed was libelous —
was evidently an editorial; tke others

were permitted to s@ea:_in the columns
. of the paper.

He moved, the following
resolution: H :

“That the article and letters appearing
in the Colonist newspaper of Jun> 16,
1895, June 23, 1895, and July 3rd, 1895,
respectively, be submitted to the board’s
solicitors. with a view, if advisable, to
institute a suit for damages for slander,
and that the chairman, Trustee Glover.
and the mover be a committee to confer
with the said board’s solicitors and re-
port back to the board.”

Continuing, he said that if the charges
were true he would be unworthy a seat
on the beard and he asked that = the
board take some action against this foul
wrong and obtain reasonable justice
against those who have so besmirched
its public name.

Trustee Lewis was astonishec, when he
saw the article in the pape:.” He had
acted in good faith and in the public
interest in every way, and most en-
phatically declared he was most impat-
tial in his dealings with the teachers.
He denied totally having a chum. He
will stand for every ‘teacher who has
ability and the necessary qualifications
for office. He denied the statements m
the article under discussion and declared
it was a most direct slander to declnre
he was caucusing for chums. It wus
detrimental to the public interest to al-
low such statements to go unchallenged
He would deny it and denounce it as a
shameful attack upen his character.
When any ‘newspaper goes so far he
thought it was time to tell the publish-
ers where a line should be drawn. He
would ever work for the public good and
was above the dirty tricks imputed to
him. Tt was detrimental to his interést.
He was a young man and had a futuve
ahead of him and this attack on his
chracter might ruin him. He insistedl
that they must apologize in to-morrow’s
(Sunday) paper. ‘Why, he was shock:d
. when he saw the article. He thought
the publishers of the Colonist had more
intelligence than to allow such lies to
appear in their paper, but he was mis-
taken, Such scandalous statements
must not be allowed to go before the
public unchallenged. He would suppost
Trustee Marchant’s motion. :

Trustee Lovell regretted the stute-
ments and considered there was noth‘ngz
to justify them.. It was wrong in the
extreme and he was exceedingly sorry
that it had occurred. He did not wonder
at the indignation of Trustees - Lewis
and Marchant. )

Trustee Mrs. Grant deplored such
statements and was also of the opinion
that there was nothing to justify them.
It lpoked to her-that the Colonist being
unable to obtain a correct report of: the
proceedings had simply giessed at the
information.” She could say that the
statements were untrue in evory partie-
ular. There was no “lively row” as was
stated. She agreed  with the changes
that had been made, and knowing the
utter untruth of the charges contnined
in the article would support the motion.

Trustee © Saunders thought Traustee
Marchant over-sensitive, In his opinion
they had heard the last ‘of the mautter

and had better let it drop. iJe wculd
suggest that the motion be not pressed.

Trustee Marchant did not think that he
was at all over-sensitive. His characrer
had been attacked and no attempt had
been made at an apology, and as the sta*. -
ments made had been reiterated he
thought some action necessary. He hop-
ed to retain his good name— the dearest
thing which a man can have. )

Trustee Lewis again expresnedA his
indignation and told of being questioned
by a man who thought the charges true.
He would not stand blackgaarding.

Chairman Hayward hoped that there
would not be another lawsuit. He
thought there was some excuse for the
article, for according to the letters of
Trustees Marchant and Glover there
was an admission of a causus 10 arrange
for the appointment of trustees.

Trustee Lewis—“I call' you to order.
I gave notice of motion and did not
caucus as you state.” ¢

Trustees Marchant and Lovell again
condemned the action of the 'Colonist.
Trustee Lovell would, however, not ap-
prove of a lawsuit.

Trastee Mrs. Grant asked wounld it
notille well to ask the Colornist to make
and ample apology.

Thesresolution was carried on the fol-
lowing" division: For—Trustees Mrs.
Grant, Marchant and Lewis. Agaiost—
Trustees Saunders and Lovell.

A quantity of unimportant business
matters also came up and were dealt
with in the usual way. The decision f
the .city council in the matter of es-
tablishing a night school was conveyed
to the board in a communication from
City Clerk Dowler. After discussion a
resolution .was passed expressing the
board’s desire to encourage its establish-
ment, and a committee was appointed
to devise some suitable scheme of aiding
the proposition. _

The meeting adjourned at 10-45.

BURNED TO DEATH.

Steamer Cibola Destroyed and the En-
gineer Roasted Alive.

Lewiston, N. Y., July 15.—The steawu-
. er Cibola, of the Niagara Navigation (lo.,
[ was entirely destroyed by fire last night.
The engineer was caught in the engine
room and burned to death. A hcte
near the docks caught fire and was

 burned to the ground. It is supposed that
the flames originated in the engine room
of the steamer and when discovered had
obtained such a grip that the villagers
were powerless to extinguish them.
When the fire threatened the destruction
of the town the Cibola was cut loose
and allowed to drift down the river,
affording a beautiful spectacle of a ship
in flames until she burned to the water’s
edge.

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BOARD OF TRADE.

The report of the British Columbia
Bcard of Trade, published in Saturday's
Times, is an exhaustive review - of the
progress and present position of the
various industries of the province. 'L'he
report is the work of Mr. Elworthy,
sceretary of the board, and a carefuvl
examination will show that the optim-
ism of that official is based upon sub-
stantial facts which have been collabo-
rated with much care and discernment.

The evidence of progress in the devel-
opment of mining, which is the first
hope of the country, is most encour:ig-
ing. 'The statement, for instance, that
during the 12 months ending June last
forty mining and smelting companies
were incorporated in British Columbia,
with an aggregate nominal capital ot
$24,000,000, is an indication of the in-
terest -that has been awakened in what
‘wi confidently believe will soon become
our most profitable industry. The pro-
eress in agriculture, especially in dairy-
ing, and the importance of the fur scal
fisheries are dwelt upon, while the ne-
cessity for improvement in navigation,
in harbors, telegraph facilities, and
railway construction are emphasized
again as they have been many times be-
fore in the board’s reports. The failure
of the report to refer to the enormons
drain ‘on the province, in the shape of
taxation paid to the Ottawa govern-
nent—which is in the aggregate several
milliors in excess of all Dominion ex-
penditure in this province—is probably
due to the timidity of the board when
dealing with a trade question that has
a political side to it, Were the board
not strictly non-political, and non-parti-
san, it would, no doubt, have seized the
opportunity to point out the peculiar ad-
vintages which this provinces derives
from the present' tariff. With this ex-
ctption, the report is a complete and

" valuable document. It is hopeful, as it

ovght to be. The bnsiness depression,
which is still with us, will pass away,
and with the developments that will fol-
lcw we may confidently look forward to
a longer and more prosperous period in
the very mnear future than we have
ever.as a province experienced before.

It is Believed That the Police
Are. Cemncerned in the
Assassination.

He Was Nearly Hacdked to Pieces—
Both His dands Have Béen
Awmputated.

Sofia, - Bulgaria, July ‘16.—The full de-
tails regarding the attempt to assassin-
ate M. Stambuloff are as follows: Th:
assailants attacked his carriage, com-
pelling the coachman to stop. M. Star-
buloff's servant fired but missed his
mark. M. Stambuloff jumped out and
received a cut which almost severed his
hand from the wrist. M. Stambu'sif
then tried to-escape and was followed
and stabbed in the head and received
a revolver shot when he fell to the
ground, where his assailants continued
their stabs. M. Petioff, running to his
assistance, was alse stabbed. The out-
rage is believed to be the personal ven-
geance of persons who suffered during
his reign as premier.

Both M. Stambuloff’s hands have been
amputated.  He regained conscicusn-ss
this morning, but soon relapsed, and his
condition is pronounced hopeless.

At 1 o’clock this afternoon Stambuloff
was still alive, but his condition is hope-
less. He has fifteen sword cuts on his
head and one of his eyes is destroyed.
Although the attempt to murder was
made on a busy street no one came *¢
his assistance. Everybody seems con-
vinced that the police were in the plot
to assassinate the ex-premier, as five of
the police force were near him when the
attack commenced and made no attempt
to interfere. When one of Stambuloff's
servants started to chase one of the as-
sassins he was stopped by the police.
Stambuloff’s coachman, who, it will be
remembered, fired his revolver but miss-
ed hitting anybody when the ex-prem-
ier's assassins attacked the carriage last
night, is also believed to have been oue
of those who plotted against the states-
man’s life, as he made no attempt to
whip up the horses when thetattack was
made. The police and detachments of
cavalry patrolled Sofia throughout last
night but have found mo:trace of the
assassins except some  daggers, which
were found in the streets. It developed

THE CRIME TRACED.

The Bodies of Murdered Children Dis-
covered in a Cellar.

Toronto, July 16.—Yesterday afternoon
the long and vigilant search of Detective
Seyer, of Philadelphia, for proof of the
guilt of H. W. Holmes, insurance swind-
ler, now under sentence for fraud at
Philadelphia, was rewarded. In a cel-
lar of a vacant house in St. Vincent
street the detective found the two dead
bodies of the Pietzel children, who, the
detective asserts, were done to death by
Holmes or through his instrumentality
in order to secure the insurance money.
Mr. Neudell, clerk of the education de-
partment, ‘to-day recognized a photograph
of Holmes as the man who rented the
cottage. He only had it for a few days,
but long enough te kill and bury the chil-
dren. ‘The little girls were stark naked
and were buried without coffin of any
kind. © The house was searched, and the
cellar last of all. Here the place was
dug up and presently 'the bare shoulde:

The government does not pay much at-
tention to the requests of the members
from British Columbia for information.
However, Senator McInhes is working
like a 'Projan in the sepate and makes
them produce the documents. The fol-
lowing illustration will Show how the
members are being treatéd. It is taken
from last Thursday’s Hansard:

My, Prior—I would like to ask the min-
ister if he can give me any assurance
that the returns I asked for so long ago
will be brought down. ° Some fortnight
ago the hon. gentleman told me that in
ten days he thought they would be be-
‘fore the house. I have been around the
departments and I find very few, if any
of them, have these returns ready. - It
seems to me there is no reason why they
could not have been got ready if it was
the intention of the government to bring
them down at all.  Large numbers of
returns that nobody seems to want and
that nobody seems to inguire-for have
been brought down. .But this return is
one that all the British Columbia mem-
bers wish particularly to have this ses-
sion, - I think that if the government
had done wjat they ought to have done,
the returns would have been ready.
Though there are perhaps difficulties in
the way of getting out these items, stili
I think it should not be impossible to get
them out.

M¢. Foster—In reply to my hon. friend,
I beg to say to him now as I said to
him before, that it is utterly impossible
to get the return out any faster than it
is being got out, and that it is impossible
to produce a return that will be a com-
plete reply to the order. The division
of e¢xpenditures and ‘revenues in some
cases it is utterly impossible to make.
It does not depend upon the finance de-
partment mainly; that part of the work
has been put into the hands of a gentle-
man who is one of our best clerks and
he has worked at it assiduously and has
been helped a part of the time by an-
other man. These returns have been ask-
ed for from other departments. Some say
they cannot furnish them at all, some
that they can give them partially and
others that they will put them through
as rapidly as possible. I cannot do more
than I have done.

Mr. Foster, in moving his resolution in
the house to give $150,000 in five years
to encourage silver lead smelting in Can-
ada, the payment for each ton of ore
smelted not to exceed 50 cents, said:
The proposition is to encourage and ex-
tend the industry of silver-lead smelting
in Canada, the principal region:in which
the industry bids fair to be developed be-
ing in British Columbia. The proposition
is simply this. the sum. of $150,000 shall
be appropriated. to extend over a period
of five years; that for the first vear, for
instance. not more than one-fifth of the
sum shall be paid out; that the payments
shall be made upon each ton of ore which

$30,000 is not absorbed, any surplus
which is left goes on to the second and
succeeding year; but at no time can more
than 50 cents per ton be paid for the
smelting of these ores. 'I'he ores are
found in ‘more or less abundance through
all. pafts of the mountain ranges of Brit-
ish Columbia. In the districts along the
rivers from the southern boundaty north
of the line of railway, these ores have

| been- prospeeted to a certain extent, and

have all been mined to a certain extent.
But, up to the present time, they have
all been exported’ for smelting, conse-
quently, in the first place, the inerease in
the development of the industry must be
retarded by the distance that these ores
have to be transported in order to get
them to the smelting furnaces- which are
in the United States, But a greater ili
effect than that is, that only a certain
class of ores will bear the transporta-
tion and pay the expense, that is, the
higher grade ores. As the higher grade
ores form a small proportion, necessarily,
of all the ores available, it leaves the
low grade ores practically unused, al-
though they are of considerable value,
and pay largely for smelting, if the trans-
portation to the smelting furnaces in the
vicinity of the ores does not cost too
much.

ores in sufficient abundance in order to
make what is so very requisite to the
composition for successful smelting. The
object the government have in view is
to give an impetus to the mining and
smelting industry of that country par-
ticularly, and wherever ores of that kind
are fonnd in Canada; for a limited peri-
od. The main idea is to get the indus-
try 'started, to set the prospectors at
work, especially for these dry silicious
ores, so as to stimulate the search for.

THE BULGARIAN CRIME.

The Outrage tlie Work of Politi-
-cal Opponents -Fredinand
Under a Cluoud.

The Police Helped the Criminal—
M. Stambuloff Slightiy
Improved.

Sofia, July 16.—M. Stambuloff made
a_statement later in the day to the piub-
lic prosecutor, who has ordered the ur-
rest of "Tufektchieff, who was formerly
charged -with the murder of M. Belt-
choff, the Bulgarian minister of finan.e,
who was assassinated in March 1891,
while in company with M: Stambuloff.
Mme. Boltcheff, it will be recalled, was
recently’ induced to beélieve that Stam-
buloff was the murderér of her husbord
and a warrant was issued, but never
executed, for his arrest. A man who
witnessad- M.  Stambuloff’s . coachman
pirsue the assasin last night says ttat
he saw a policeman strike the coach-
mion because of the latter's refusal to
give-up the revolver with which he was
chasing the criminals and to whom -tne
jolicemen were not paying -any atten-

tion.

The condition of M. Stambuloff this
evening is such as to give slight hopes
that he may yet recover from his
vwounds..

Berlin, Tuly 16.—The Kolnische Zei-
tung calls attentiou to an interview
which it had with M. Stambuloff some
months ago. M. Stambuloff then had
scine forebodings of his fate and he said
that a band had been formed at Hetsch-
bunar. a suburb of Sofia, which practic-
ed the use of firearms. The governmelt,
he said, was aware of their existence,
but winked at it. Among the band were
the murders of M. Beltchoff, former
minister. of finance of Bulgaria, who
was assagsinated in 1891. “They have
taken an oath to assassinate me,” said
M. Stambuloff in the interview, ‘“and to
avenge Major Panitza, (executed tor
treason in 1890 at the dinstance of bl.
Stambunloff.) Prince Ferdinand is inclui-
el in the list of impending victims.”

TL.ondon, July 16.—The Vienna corres-
pordent of the Times says in a dispatch
to that paper that the attempt to as-
sassinate. M. Stambuloff was a painful
surprise there. “The belief is openly ex-
pressed in competent circles,” the cor-
respondent adds, “that the - Bulgarian
government  is morally :responsible for
the “dastardly attempt, and it is feared
that it will be attended by consequences
nore serious for Bulgaria than are g¢n-
erally supposed.” The same newspaper
prints a dispatch from Berlin in a simi-
l=r tenor.

A Berlin dispatch to the Daily News
reports that the Vossche Zeitung says
that the Stambuloff outrage was poli-
tical and that he is the first victim of
the new ¢ourse directed’from St. Peters-
‘burg back- ¢chambers. The Bulgarian
gcvernment isivpronounced accessory to
the crime and, Prince Ferdinand is aiso
an gecessorys The latter always pretfer-
red the better part ‘of valor and went
abroad before every - great uprisiug.
With the death of Stambuloff the ban-
rer of Bulgarian independence sinks to
the ground and the land becomes a Rus-
sian dependency. The National Zeitung
says-that July 15 was a black day for
Bulgaria, for not only Stambuloff, but
mcst probably for the state, since in-
dcpendent Bulgaria received its death
blcw.

Sofia, July 17.—M! Stambuloff is re-
ported slightly improved. :His heart is
stronger and his intellect unimpaired.
Numerous messages expressing indigra-
tion have been received. .

The condition of ex-Premier Stambal-
off has grown worse and symptoms of
cerebral affection have developed. . The

\right eye was not. gouged out like the

other, but he has lost the sight of if.
The doctors in attendance upon the pa-
tient give no hopes of recovery. Never-
theless the government organ, Mir, an-
nounces that he - will -be restored to
health in a few weeks. A reward of
1000 francs has been offered for the dis-
covery of his assailants.

DEFENCE OF CHITRAL.

Captain Whitecross Awarded'the V. C.
Other Honors Conferred.

London, July 16.—Captain White-
church has been awarded the Victoria
Cross for bravery during the siege of
Chitral. The fort was attacked by a
large body of Umra Khan’s troops and
Captain Baird of th> British force was
wounded and lost to view, when Cap-
tain Whitechurch ' reappeared, carrying
the’ wounded man on his back. With
this* burden he fought his way back to
the fort, being obliged to drop the
wounded man several times in order to
lead bayonet charges against the stonc
walls from behind which the enemy
kept up a galling fire upon the British.
When Captain Baird died, on the fol-
lowing morning, he strongly urged Dr.
Robertson, the British = political agent.
to record the bravery displayed by Cap-
tain Whitechurch. Colponel Kelly, who
relieved the Chitral garrison after ac-
complishing a brilliant military achieve-
ment in leading a flying column from
Gilgit to Chitral, passing over the snow-
covered Shandar pass, some 12,000 feet
above the level of the sea, in bitterly
cold weather, has been made a C. ‘B.,
(companion of the bath) and has been
appointed aide de camp to the Queen
with the rank of a brevet colonel. The
other officers who distinguishod them-
selves during the Chitral campaign have
received the distinguished serviee order
and have been promoted.

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“EXPRESSIONS OF OPINION.”

In the Colonist this morning appears
the remarkable assertion that the Times
“‘quotes largely and approvingly from
Conservative newspapers which do not
approve of the course which the govern-
ment has taken on the Manitoba school
question, but it takes very good care not
to commit itself to uny expression of
opinion of its own on the subject.” As
in many similar instances, it is hard to
judge whether our neighbor is here real-
Iy as stupid as its words would appear
or is merely affecting stupidity for the
purpose of misrepresenting the Times.

Catholics of Manitoba to a proportionate
share .of the provincial moneys voted for
education, - is one which I cannot sup-
port.”

It seems rational to infer from these
and other utterances of like nature that
the government, in order to win back its
French members, has given a pledge of
remedial legislation which it cannot car-
1y out, and the country is to be put to all
the trouble and expense of an extra ses-
sion simply to demonstrate that fact.

MR. COSTIGAN’'S TRANSACTION.

Some days ago statements appeared in
certain papers relating to the Tobique
railway, in New Brunswick, which Hon.
John Costigan took as a reflection upon
himself. He thereupon demanded an in-
vestigation before the public accounts
committee and volunteered as a wit-
nes3 in his own behalf. The result has
shown that Mr. Costigan’s valor partook
largely of  rashness.  The facts as
brought out by the investigation—and
chiefly from Mr. Costigan’s evidence—
are briefly these: In the county of Vie-
toria, in New Brunswick, which Mr.
Costigan represents, lie certain plaster
‘any gypsum deposits. The owner of a
portion of the lands upon which these
deposits are situated was a man named
Arbuckle. Efforts had been made for

| year because Stewart saw nothing

many years te secure the construction of
a railway through ' the county, which
would give an outlet for the marketing of
these deposits. A federal bonus of
$89,600 was granted to the Tobique Val-
ley Railway in consequence of these ef-
forts, but the contractors failed, and so
many difficulties waited upon the under-
taking that the parties interested de-
spaired of success. ~According to Mr.
Costigan, Mr. Arbuckle, in his discour-

- agement during the year 1890 and the

first half of 1891, was anxious tg sell his
lands and leave the country. He had
given to & man named Stewart an option
to purchase, which had hung fire for a
m
prospect for it. =~ When things were in
this depressed condition, because of the
hopelessness of getting the railway built,
Mr. Costigan, on the 12th of May, 1890,
purchased ' Arbuckle’s land, closing the
tcansaction by telegraph .upon that day.
Next day, or upon the 13th of May, par-
liament was asked by the government to
grant sn additional subsidy of $35,200
to the railway. This grant was sufficient
to insure the construction of the road,
taken with the former. grant of $89,600,
which had not been earned at that time,
but was re-voted upon the government’s
recommendation in September, 1891,
when it was about to lapse. Mr. Ar-
buckle’s land was bought by Mr. Costi-
zan for $2500, but its value was immedi-
ately enhanced when the railway was as-
sured, and Mr. Costigan soon after sold
it for $20,000. These are the facts ad-
mitted by Mr. Costigan. The ‘veteran
minister of marine and fisheries could see
nothing wrong or dishonorable in this
record, though he was obliged to vir-
tually admit that he knew the additional
subsidy ‘would be voted, while Mr. Ar-
buckle did not. When Mr. Lister asked:
“In view of all this do you mean to say
you were dealing on fair terms?’ Mr.
Haggart interposed-the remark: “That 1s
a matter of opimion.” Mr. Costigan re-
plied: “If I had not purchased it by tele
graph someone elsé would,” thus showing
his own opinion. - - Of course there are
others than Mr. Cosﬁgan who will look
on the transaction as. “sharp business®
only, but there are.a great many others
who will regard it as one in which the
minister should not have engaged.

The Nelson Miner has not much faith
in the efficacy of the Dominion govern-
ment’s smelter bonus plan. It says:

It is
nearly certain that a large customs smel-
ter of at least 200 tons a day capacity
will be started somewhere in this disrrct
pretty soon. That will reduce the bonus
to 25 cents a ton all round at once. In
other words, there is no certainty in- it,
nothing on which possible investors in
this line can rely. It may even resull
in giving only a few cents a ton to
manufacturers, which, while it costs the
Dominion a good round sum, will do no-
body in particular any good at all.”

The Toronto Star,- Conservative, says-
“It has been made pretty evident that
this Dominion possesses a premier in
name only. The nominal leader of the
government has been frightened out of
his boots by the French ministers, and
snubbed unmercifully by at least one On-
tari> member of his cabinet, who at the
moment the premier made announce-
ments in the senate made ‘a declaration
directly to. the contrary in the house.
The fact is none of the leading members
of the cabinet seem to respect Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell, and they take no pains to
conceal their belief that he is merely a
figure head whom they can flout as tney
will. Hach conducts his department as
he pleases and decides upon and an-
nounces his policy without regard for
the premier’s .views, . The ministry is
virtually without a leader, and the more
prominent men in it are each carrying
on governments of their own. Whar
a contrast to the decent, statesmanlike
way in which the government is adminis-
tered in Britain!”

JAPAN IN GOOD SHAPE.
Uaited

The Japanese Minister to the
States Talks.

New York, July 17.—Shinichiro Kur-
ino, - Japanese minister to the United
States, says: “The war has left Japan
in first rate shape.. I think that peace
is permanently assured. China mam-
fests a determination to stand by her
agreement and this has dome much_-to
win her favor in Japan. You hear a
great deal of talk about Russia’s atti-
tude and the probability of a clash be-
tween Japan and Russia over boundary
settlements. That is nearly all talk.
Russia is friendly to Japan. If she
were not the treaty of three weeks ago
would not have been completed. It
is said that Japan allowed Russia to im-
pose upon her in the settlement after the
war. That is wrong. Japan is 1ot
afraid of Russia, but she is consistent.
Russia asked certain. things and they
were - granted. Russia to-day is as
friendly to Japan as the United Statcs
is, and so no war is in sight.”

Mr. Kurino was asked about the re-
port that there was trouble between the
missionaries  in Japan and the authori-
ties, and that as a result the Japanese
-government would - probably take . all
missions under its supervision, excepting
those they had trouble with. Mr. Kur-
ino said: ‘“That report is wrong. L
know of no ‘trouble between the Japan-
.ese, government and the  missionaries,
and if there has been amy it has- been
«of a personal nature.” He said - fur-
ther: “I have heard many people “efer
to Japan as a country ‘where the frze
and unlimited coinage of silver is the
financial -policy. TPhat ‘is ‘wrong. “Some
yvears ago this system -was tried and the
result was that their money depreciated
very much in value. To-day we use sil-
ver as far as is consistent with the
financial safety of the country, bur the
coinage of silver is limited. In a country
which must have dealings with foreign
countries where gold is the standard,
the same system mmst be observed, or
‘the result
fluctuations which will do much to de-
Stroy a npation’s credit outside of: its
«domain.”

Differences Berween Fire Wardens
Ventilated at Last Even-
ing's Session.

Warrants issned for the Extension
of the Sewerage System—
Water Works.

‘A number of impertant matters were
considered at last evening’s mgeting of
the city council, which was presided vver
by the mayor and attended by all the
aldermen. X

On the motion to adopt the minutes of
the last meeting Ald. Partridge askeq it
the council had agreed to accept a five
hours’ test of the electric light engine
instead of a ten hours’ test, as called for
in the contract.

It was explained that there had - al-
ready been a seven hours’ test and -the
engineer considered a five hours’ further
test sufficient. It would simply be a
waste of coal to have a longer test.

Messrs. Drake, Jackson & Helmckin
requested a reply to their letter regard-
ing George Bridges, who was hurt by
the collapse of the water cart. Thg;'
will be informed that the matter is in
the hands of the city solicitor.

Ald. Bragg explained the cause why
a number of the electric lights were aot
burning was that one of the dynamos
was out of order. The matter was
brought up by a letter from F. J. Clax-
ton. The letter was referred to the
superintendent.

Messrs. Powell & Lampman called at-
tention to damage alleged to have been
done‘to a Chinese vegetable garden by
the burning of a number of shacks or-
dered destroyed by fire. The Chinaman
claimed $100. .

Ald. Macmillap—A sudden rise in
vegetables.

In answer to Ald. Williams, the
mayor explained that the buildings wers
too filthy to tear down. It was thought
inadvisable to allow the lumber to be
distributed. )

Referred to the assessor.

That I will take a partper into the con-
tract with me or will give you any rea-
sonable increased bond.

I make these propositions to enable
you to judge whether I can carry out
the work or not and go into calculatious
and make enquiries that have not up to
the present time been made by your
honorable body or any committee ap-
pointed by it.

Tenders for a horse were received
from Joseph Heaney, $85; John R. Jen-
nings, $75 and $50; John Callaghan,
$60; G. R. Lawrence, $100; Thos. A.
Barlow, $125. Referred to the electric
light committee.

/The usual reports from the finance
committee were adopted. One of thesz
reports made the appropriations for the
sewer work outlined in a report present-
ed at the last meeting and $352 for Mr.
Cartmel as services in connection with
the electric light works.

‘When the report making the appropri-
ation’for the water® works improvement
was* read; Ald. Williams said the con-
tractors were . starting in - with queern
tacties. Men were not going to receive
work there unless they ‘boarded at a
house to be established by the city and
the men charged . $5 a week for board.

Ald. - Wilson said a man who had ap-
lied for work had told him the same
thing. He considered it an imposition
to charge $5 for such board as would be
given there.

Ald. Williams said the boarding house
was on city property and the city should
charge the contractors a stiff rent for
the ground.

Ald. Macmillan said the council was
to blame. The work should have been
done by ‘day labor.

Ald.” McLellan said it was a good
thing for single men to have a boarding
house® olit there, but married men should
be allowed to come to town.

Ald. Bragg thought Ald. Williams
should have heard;sthe other side of the
question before bringing the matter up.
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tors should be condemned before it was
known’ what they intended to do.

The fire wardens recommended that a
number of matters be attended to. The
most important matters were: That
Superintendent Hutchinson be requested
to report on the dead wires in the city:
that ‘the permanent -men be suppiied
with eclothing; that the city electrician
examine and report on the fire alarm
system; that .the building by-law be
amended to prevent repairs to wooden
buildings within the fire limits; that a
reward of $10 be given for the convie-
tion of boys caught setting grass fires.
The report was adepted with the excep-
tion of the clause providing for the pur-
chase of clothing.

The water committee reported on a
number of minor matters. They asked
for further time. to consider the question
of purchasing cement testing machin.ry
anu referred back to the council the
claim of Mr. Hawkes, Tacoma, for vis-
iting and reporting on the water works
for tne last council.

Ald. Williams said he- ' understood !

from ex-Ald. Wilson during the last
election campaign that Mr. Hawkes had
no claim against the city.  He would
vote against the payment of the amount.

Ald. Partridge would vote against the
claim. Mr. Hawkes was not invited
to come over. He came over on his own
accord.

Ald. Humphrey said the city had used
Mr. Hawkes’ reports and plans and they
had been very useful.

Mayor Teague said the information

given by Mr. Hawkes was worth ten !

times $100 to the city. .

The report was-adopted, but nethirg
was ‘done with the Hawkes claim.

Ald. Partridge moved, seconded by
Ald. Hall, that the city engineer be in-

WHO HAS IT ?

British Columbia Is Credited With the

Postage Stamp Disease.

The following paragraph from the
Westminster Gazette conveys news that
will surprise and perhaps shock B.it-
ish Columbians, who have been unaware
of the presence among them of the dis-
ease mentioned.

“Having successfully disclosed the hy-

gienic dangers adherent in a kiss, the
telephone receiver and the club- towel,
medical science has now turned its at-
tention to the perils that beset the phil-
atelist’s gentle art. The mental effects
of the pursuit have long been knowmn,
even to the unscientific observer. A_c-
cording to Dr. Unna, a dermatologist in
Vienna, the physical results- are i_nt?r‘x-
itely more terrible in their possibili-
ties. A friend of the doctor was rece'n.t-
ly attacked by a peculiar pal_'amtx‘_c
growth in the beard. On makmg_ 9
minute examination of some of the hairs
Dr. Unna recognized the disease as
“piedra,” which is chiefly met with in
British Columbia. The doctor’s friend
had never been in Columbia, but he fr--
.queritly received letters from correspon-
dents there, and, being a collector of
postage stamps, he was in the habit :»f
removing them from the letters. in
Dr. Unna’s opinion the gum of the post-
age stamp is an excellent material for
retaining any disease germs that it may
receive from the application of the
tongue, and in removing stamps—even
when the moistening is done with a

sponge—there is always a danger that |

the collector’s fingers may receive and
communicate the contamination. Not-
withstanding  this well-meant ° warning,
however, the philatelist will probably
continae to run the risk of catching all
the diseases. on earth without a tremor.”

There. is a little boy living with the
Beechy Bay Indians whose case calls
for investigation by the police. He
went, to: them of -his own accord, and
is a very ‘willing prisoner, but on tie
simple proposition that they. are -unfit
custodians for a white ¢hild of tendecr
years he should be taken from <them.
W. A. Ward saw the boy with a party
of Indians:at Beechy Bay on Sunday en-
gaged in a game of cards. He thought
it strange that the boy shemld be there.
He made some inquiries "@nd learned
that the;boy had told some of the white
settlers near the bay that' his name -was
Craigie, and that his bome was in San
Francisco, . where his father was a stone-
cutter. He had run away and had reach-
ed Victoria by steamer. He could ficd
nothing to do here and had gone to live
on.the Songhees reserve, from which ke
was taken by the Beechy Bay Indinns.
The latter had fed him - well, he said,
and he was perfectly contented. He
gave his age as 12,

Mr., Ward called .on Superintendent
Hussey to-day and placed the facts be-
fore him. It is quite probable that .the
boy will. be taken in. charge and held
until his parents can be communieaied
with. The Indians of Vanceuver Island
appear to have a streng liking for add-
ing white boys to their tribes, as in-
stanced in the case of Arthur Lamour,
for whom a West Coast chief paid Peter
Bellinger $90.

BOAKD OF TRADE.

Preltdnnt Ke; »ﬁellverl His Ip-

“angurdl Address at Yes- -
" terday’s’ Meeting

Merchants Warned to be Up and
Doing if-They Would Keep
Their Trade.

The adjourned annual meeting of tlie
British Columbia Board of Trade was

! held yesterday afternoon, the newly elect-

ed president, Mr. D. R. Ker, occupying
the chair. Before proceeding with the
regular business dr. Ker drew the at-
tention of the meeting to the necessity
of something being done if Victoria was
to maintain her.-supremacy &s a comimer-
cial centre. Aggressive steps would have
to be taken to keep the city in the
front. One of the necessities was to do
business on much finer profits. Somwe-
thing should be done to obtain the estcb-
lishment of a telephone  line between
Victoria and the Mainland to bring the
merchants into ecloser communication
with the coast cities. It was necessary
for Victoria to look after the trade of
the Fraser river, Cariboo and Kootensy,
which had materially increased during
late years. For  example, Victoria
should be able to monopolize the liquor
trade of the interior, freight rates from
Great Britain to Victoria being less at
present than they are from Great Brit-
ain to Montreal. To show what a larze
trade was being done, $14,111 had been
collected in duty at points in Kootenay
during May. Most of this trade could
be obtained by Victoria. The contrac-
tors for the Slocan railway had adver-
tised for tenders for' supplies and un-
swers were received from Winnipeg, Vic-
toria, Spokane and other American cit
ies, and *the contract was awarded to
Victoria. The! board should take -a lLve-
Iy interest in this matter. If the mer-
chants did not, have sufficient informa-
tion as to the- eredit of the Kootenay
traders, a reliable man could be sent
there to obtain information and report.

Mr. C. D. Mason was granted leave

‘to withdraw  his proposed amendments

to the by-laws and he gave notice that
at the next quarterly meeting he would
introduce a new set of by-laws which he
had been instructed by the council to
draft. . :

An Unknown‘f?ealer Killed by a Japaa-
esé l‘pt Hakodate. '

A private-d8tter received from Hako-
date gives the particulars of the stabbing

{ to death of a’Sealer byt does not give his

name or schooher, and it is not even
known that he was in the Victoria fleet.
The letter ibE*guestion was written at
Hakodate on June 19, and the affair took
place just before it was written. It
seems that 'Thpmas Balcom, steward of
the schooner Iadetta, while ashore got in
some trouble with a Japanese.

Despite - this
drawback he continued to thrive almost
as well as he had done in his peach-eat-

At-the age of 19, yhile a member of
a eadét corps In Detroit, he enteret a
twenty-five mile race with twenty other
cadets  of his own age, and, notwith-
standing their advantage of three square
meals a day, he was the third man un-
der the wire at the finish.

It sometimes happens that the strie-
tures in Mr. Castle’s throat become ag-
gravated, so that for days at a time he
is unable to swallow even liquids.

This as
most miraculous surgical operation was
performed by Dr. Fenger . of -this city
about three years ago, when Mr. Castle
had been suffering from an attack of
pneumonia and bronchitis. ;

Mr. Castle believes that by treating
his throat with bougies he can affect a
permanent cure. In the meantime he is

thriving on his liquid diet, which con--

sists of “two quarts of milk and one
quart of beef tea a day. Though some-
what “thin, there is nothing in his ap-
pearance to to distinguish him frim his
flesh-eating 'and herbivorous fellow-men.
