Of the city itself a great deal can be said, but as- 
w? a.r®2>* writing a history, we will present only 
a brief'deSçription. The town when first settled by 

English ancestors, was called bv the Indians, 
Saugus, signifying qrent or extended, but it was 8 
years subsequently changed to Lynn ; the river 
which runs to to the west of the turn being given 
the name of Saugus, in lieu of its Indian name of 
Ahousset. The streets of Lynn may be noted for 
their irregularity, no two running parallel for more 
than two blocks at any one place. Like St. John, 
llie bouses are unnumbered and the streets un­
named, unless in the minds of the people. In con­
nection with the city, and the many places of 
romance and lieauty surrounding it, are preeerved 
many legends and,traditions of “ ye olden time ;” 
the days when good old England* was mistress of 
the soil. The location is mostly on a plain, though 
an occasional! “ craggy cliff'’ can be found in the 
region ; but a modern traveller may look in vain 
for the wooded lakes, the secluded dell, the softly 
meandering brooks, which the historian is pleased 
to associate with it. We could not find even an old 
resident who could point out to us the location 
where Moll Pitcher, once on a time, cast her seduc­
tive charms about a superstitious people.

The Islands of Nabant however, which are his­
torically cunneclet^with Lynn,—distant about two 
miles—possess many really beautiful and truly 
romantic spots, and it must have been here that the 
muse inspired the bard of Lynn, when lie pang—

“ Those hills, where ouce the Indian dwelt,
Those plains, <Ver which the red deer ran.

J hose shores, where oft* our fathers knelt.
And wild doves built, unscared by man,

I love them well—for they, to me,
Are as some pleasant memory.”

A SCHOOL DIFFICULTY IN CONNECTICUT.&i DRY GOODS! WH N BUYING, BUY THE BEST !
Newtown, Conn., has a very large Catholic popu­

lation, and though the Protestants are slightly in 
the majority, they are chiefly old settlers, and of 
the forty-seven children attending school thirty are 
Catholics. About twi> years ago the Rev. Father 
McCartin went from New Haven to Newtown, and 
there found a Catholic teacher taking charge of the 
school. That was satisfactory to Father McCartin. 
Monday, Oct. 11, was the first day of the current 
term, and Mr. Arthur Day, Jr., son of a New Haven 
Baptist minister, took charge of the school. On 
Wednesday, Oct. 13, the school bell rang at the 
usual hour, and after the children had assembled 
Father MçCartin entered and saluted Mr. Day. The 
teacher invited him to take his seat, but the clergy­
man declined and sat down among the children. 
Mr. Daÿ read a portion of the Scriptures, and ~~ 
about to begin the repetition of the Lord’s prayer, 
hut Father McCartin interrupted him to ask by 
what authority he read the Bible in a public 
school.

Mr. Day replied that he was authorized by the 
Board of Education to open the school as he had 
done, and the priest saie there was no law to sup­
port him in such a course. Hot words followed, 
and Mr. Day says that Father McCartin called him 
a liar twice. Finally the clergyman addressed him­
self to the Roman Catholic children, and desired 
them to pay no attention to the Scriptures if the 
teacher should read Them in future, but to go on 
with their studies, adding that if Mr. Day should 
punish them he would expect them to complain to 
him. He then went out, and Mr. Day followed him 
to the door and told him he was master of the 
school,, and intended to carry it out as he had been 
authorized to do, and would not permit any inter­
ference. . If Father McCartin interrupted the open­
ing services again, he said, he Avonla put him out 
by force if necessary.

_ The clergyman replied contemptuously, and Mr. 
Day, going back to his desk, repeated the Lord’s 
prayer as usual. Later in the day he spoke to 
members of the Board of Education and to several 
other influential men of the district, and 
con raged to read the Scriptures and repeat the 
Lord’s praypr on opening the school. In the even­
ing lie called upon Father McCartin and told him 
what had been said in relation to the reading of the 
Bible. The father, Mr. Day says, seemed to ac­
quiesce, and said he would not interfere again. 
There was no further trouble that week, and on 
Saturday, Oct. 16, the Board of Education passed 
the following

Resolved, That it is perfectly* proper for any 
teacher of a public school in this town to open 
school by reading the Bible without note or com­
ment, and to preserve order while exercising such 
right. Any interference therewith will be 
trusion.

On Friday, Oct. 22, when Mr. Day
open school he noticed that the shui _ __
opened in the night by cutting away the fastenings, 
and that his Bible had been stolen from his desk. 
He sent to his house, procured another book, and 
read a portion of Scripture as usual. „That evening 
the leaves of the stolen Bible wére found scattered 
along the road near his house.

On Monday last a climax was reached. When 
Mr. Day arrived at the school house he noticed 
that the children in the play ground were not play­
ing together as usual. The Catholics had separated 
from the Protestants and were playing alone. 
When they antered the school house the fo 
once began to study, paying no attention to the 
Scripture which Mr. Day was reading. The teacher 
desired them to lay aside their books, and they 
asked leave to withdraw. Mr. Day told them they 
could go if they wished, but that all who remained 
must attend to the opening services. All the Cath­
olic children then went out, and the school was 
opened in the ordinary way.

A TUSSLE.

Soon afterward Father McCartin entered with 
the Catholic children. After they had taken their 
seats he told them, as before, that 
was read in their hearing they must pay no atten­
tion to it, but go on with their studies. Mr. Day 
said he would not allow any man to interfere with 
his conduct of the school as authorized bv the 
Board of Education ; therefore he desired Father 
McCartin to go out of the room. The Father con­
tinued to speak to the children.without seeming toi 
hear the teacher. Then Mr. Day approached him \ 
and said if he did not withdraw he would eject him 
forcibly,

.Father McCartin is a large, jiowerful Irishman, 
about 35 years of age ; Mr. Day a somewhat deli­
cate and comparatively small New Englander, 

H . ■* Hence, when the priest defied the
toachér to lay hands upon him, few of the students 
doubted what the result of a personal encounter 
would be. Nothing daunted by the physicist ad­
vantages of his opponent, however, Mr* Day pro­
ceeded to put his threat into execution.

• Father McCartin struck at his assailant as he ap­
proached, but dexterously «topping the blow, Mr. 
Day dosed with him. A vigorous scuffle ensued 
in the school room, the children looking on appal­
led. The iclioolmaster forced the priest toward 
the door, and with a sudden and unexpected exer- 
ertion of strength thrust him down the steps. 
Father McCartin fell, splitting his trousers at the 
knees, tearing his clerical coat, and besoiling his 
person generally in Newtown dust.

The spectacle of the fallen clergyman demor­
alized the children of both persuasions. The door 
was occupied hy the combatants, so taking the only 
means of egress left to them, they escaped through 
die windows and fled to their homes.

RENEWING THE STRUGGLE.
But Father McCartin was not conquered. He 

arose infuriated, and again attacked the teacher. 
The latter thrust him back, and at that moment 
several stalwart supporters of the clergyman arrived 
with the evident intention of wreaking vepgcance 
«lion Mr. Day. The teacher was in a critical posi­
tion, but he was not discouraged. He told them 
that lie had only asserted his undoubted right, and 
that they would get into trouble if they molested 
him. In short, he “ held the foe in play ” until a 
>arty of his own friends arrived. Then the com- 
>at was with some difficulty prevented from becom- 

cnil. At last the rival factions dispersed,
I school was closed that day, for the cnii 

could not he induced to return.
On Tuesday morning a mob collected around the 

school house, and at first hindered Mr. Day from 
opening it. Mr. DiReman, the school “committee,” 
seeing the stale of affairs, went to look for the 
Sheriff. In his absence Mr. Day opened the door, 
and called the children in. He proceeded to open 
school by reading the Bible, and insisted on every 
one laying aside books and attending. The de­
monstrations from the people outside then becam 
so threatening that the clerk of the district, chief 
officer in the absence of the “ committee,” ordered 
the teacher to allow the Catholic children to pur- 
sub their studies while the Bible was being read.

He 
xvas bold enough to say that we of our own re­
sources, can do in fifteen years what the resources 
of the whole British Em lire could not do in ten 
years ! ( Laughter and cheers.) This wild utter­
ance proved that these men had no policy. ( Loud 
applause.) They from day to day and from hour 
to hour changed their policy like shifting sands 
upon the desert, in order to get a foundation for an 
hour or two which thev might think a little more 
solid. (Laughter.) Notody xvas more anxious 
than he ( the speaker) to see the construction of a 
Canadian Pacific Railway, but he believed that Mr.

go over the Duluth road,

THE QUESTION OF THE TARIFF

What 
did that gentleman say to tlioke whom he addressed 
at his Ministerial election? Tie complaineil'that 
the franchise for-the House of Commons xvas not 
what it ought to he in this Province, and he actually 
declared lie was going tq stomp Ontario for the 
purpose of agitating for a : proper election law: 
l>i«l he (Mr. Blake) not fccl'tliatJie xvas putting-the 
House ot ( oïuYuons of Canada mi" rather a humiliat­
ing position xvhen he confessbot.that it had not the 
slightest control xvitli reference to the people xvho 
had constituted it"? If -his (Dr. Tripper's) friend, 
Mr. Cameron, the able and distinguished leader of 
the Opposition in this-Province—(cheers)—only 
brought -forward Mr. Blakefs franchise law, they 
would l ave the extraordinary, spectacle of* the 
latter gentleman \ provided he kept his word) 
stumping the country to bring Mr. Cameron into 
power. But it seemed with reference to this, as 
with reference to every other great principle, 
they had spent sewp years in laying down to the 
people of this country, that ithey abandoned it ns 
soon as they got into power They did not apply 
the same principle to.Prince Edward Island in this 
matter which they did to the other provinces, and 
why not ? The six mem hen from Prince Edward 
island supporting the Government, had lost the 
confidence of tlie electors, and the Government 
found that to abandon the only principle in this 
bill,, that.of taking the franchise for the lower 
House, and to put instead of jit the franchise for the 
Legislative Council in the island, would have the 
effect of preventing a great mass of Roman Catho­
lics going to the polls, and of giving to the sup­
porters of the Government dn opportunity of get­
ting back to Parliament. They therefore"adopted 
the franchise for tlie Legislative Council and there­
by disfranchised one-third I of the .whole of tlie 
electors of the, Province. (Shame.) They forced 
their bill through the House of Commons, but 
thank God, we had a Senate, aqd Mr. Ilowlan, a 
member of it and a Roman Catholic, showed that 
body the iniquitous character of the measure, as it 
related to his co-religionists, and succeeded in 
having that provision struck out of the bill. Thus 
the Liberal-Conservative par y.true to the great prin­
ciple on which they had always acted, equal rights 
to all classa» and creeds, preserved this franchise 
to .the Roman Catholics of Prince Edward Island. 
(Cheers.) He (Dr. Tuppen xvas told that the op­
ponents of Mr. Robinson boasted that the Roman 
Catholic vote was going solid against the’Liberal- 
Conservative party in. this election. He did not 
know Ontario very well, Imt he did not believe 
that. He believed that any honest and intelligent 
Catholic would lung hesitate about voting to 
trample down the men arid the party wh 
stood foremost W thia country in upholding the 
banner of equal civil and religious rights for all.

The great principle which the party now in power 
advocated before tliejpresefit Government got into 
office, was.
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UTTER INCAPACITY.
[Renewed cheers.] I need not press that upo 
like those of West Toronto. You are reading men ; 
you iollow the course of public opinion ; you see tlic 
conduct of public men and xvatcli public events ; 
yon observe with a critical eye, and can see for 
yourselves as to whether the Government are 
worthy of the great confidence placed in them by 
the Parliament of Canada, and the representative 
of their Sovereign.

No country in the 
world can show such a record of increasing pros­
perity, whether looking at its educational develop­
ment, its manufactures, its agricultural improve­
ment, its wealth, and every branch of public affairs; 
and it rose higher and higher in the estimation of : 
tlie world, and in the credit of London and Europe.

Matters are not quite so bad in this Province, and 
yet they are bad enough. Many.farmers have been 
driven from using the road, ahd the transport of 
freight has fallen off amazingly. Indeed, so very 
unfavorable have the season’s operations proved 
over' the xvholc line, that the Government long ago 
ordered the publication of the monthly receipts in 
tlie Canada Gazette to be stopped and the true state 
of affairs to be concealed. The loss to the road of 
freight traffic, however, is as -nothing compared 
xvitji tfip risks of life xvhich passengers have run at 
various tjmjes.

our citizens have been obliged 
to hear the subject of Forgery a good deal discussed. 
Mrs. Warren, having last week,-through disagree­
ment of the Jnry, got clear of the disagreeable 
sequences of an adverse verdict in lier trial on 
tlie charge of forging her father’s endorsement of 
an acceptance for nearly $2,000, was tried this week 
on the charge of “uttering” this piece of paper, 
knoxving the endorsement to have béen forged. If 
there had been doubt of her guilVon tlie first trial, 
there appeared from the evidence less reason for 
doubt in the second. But, strange to say, while 
jurymen only agreed to disagree in the first in­
stance, they on tlic second trial, with evidence be­
fore them apparently as conclusive as it could be 
made in a case of the kind, agreed so aequit the 
accused, who immediately left, rejoicing, for the 
home of her youth at Waasis, Sunbury County. 
The whole transaction, from beginning to end, 
an exceedingly dubious affair. A certain party, 
understood to be the man White, who travelled 
with “ Mrs. Warren," bought one share of a par­
ticular stock from a Boston broker, who, suspect­
ing that the intention was to “ raise ’’ the number,

Indian housekeeping is at once very simple and 
paradoxically complex. The fact that all servants 
arc on board wages, from the moonshee, who takes 
a temporary engagement as secretary or tutor, down 
to the humblest punkah, wallah, or grass cutter,, 
renders it comparatively easy for a master to know 
his expenses. But then there is something be­
wildering in the subdivision of labor, in having to 
harbor tailors and cobblers, washermen and watch­
men, antkflorists and sweepers. It is pemlexingjo 
find thatfeverv servant so well knows his or her 
place that a palki bearer would scorn to fetch a 
pitcher of water ; that hereditary poultry keepers 
attend, to hens, hereditary grooms the horses, and 
that not a meal can be cooked or a carpet spread 
except by the agency of somebody whose caste 
points him out as the appropriate person to per­
form the duty.

An English, resident, also, is apt to be puzzled 
by the habit of the native domestics, strange to our 
notions, df collecting around them a clan of rela­
tives, old and young, more or less dependent for 
sustenance on the monthly wages of the bread­
winner. These “followers,” like others of their 
plastic race, arc by no means obtrusive, and are con­
tent to he tucked away in sheds and huts, or to lie 
about the passages of some rambling villa while a 
pipkin of grain and a spoonful of ghee comprises, 
with a little cloth, their few wants. Servants'in 
India have two merits to counterbalance such faults 
as arc inherent in a race remarkable for the subtle- 
ingenuity with which, on occasion, it can cheat and 

cy arc grateful, not merely for exceptional 
kindness, hut for the bread and salt that they have 
eaten ; and breach of trust is abhorrent to even the 
elastic conscience of a Hindoo, so that the very i 
who takes the lead in plundering the Sahib’s s 
room, when pitting his wits against the duller faney 
of his European employer, may be rendered ^honest 
by being appointed dragoon or ordinary over the 
treasures it contains.
