Chipman, the chief. compUssioner of 
the Hudson’s Bay Company, has al­
ways taken a deep interest in Victoria, 
and it is only reasonable to presume 
that the policy now adopted has been 
taken on his initiative.

There is now -a demand for the prop­
erty and with business instincts the 
management has decided to take its

in provlidng for those who are ,
ràpldly seeking this city and its 
virons as a place of residence.

Acting as the trustees for the com-. 
pany,. the management of the Hudson’s 
Bay Company were obliged to do the 
best possible for the corporation In the 
matter of lands held In this vicinity.

Keeping pace with the development 

of this city and its environs, the Hud­
son’s Bay Company has decided to sub­
divide the Constance Cove farm, ap­
proximating 350 acres. The property 
immediately adjoins the Victoria West 
section of the city and extends to Es­
quimau harbor, while on the other side 
it is bounded by the Gorge. This is the 
area now leased by the-Victoria Trans­
fer Company as pasture lands.

The utilization of Esquimau harbor 
for industrial purposes must of neces­
sity ma)ce this portion of the city very 
desirable for residential purposes. In 
view of possible developments in the 
neighborhood of Esquimau this would 
seem to be a very opportune time for 
the company to take this step. The 
subdividing of the. farm is a pressing 
need,

mand during the past few months, and 
a large quantity of land there has in 
consequence been sold.

Results of Recent Meeting of Dele­
gations from Here and New 

Westminster at Ottawa.

(From Thursday's Daily.)
The B. C. Cannera’ Association have 

received a copy of the conclusions 
reached at Ottawa last March between 
the delegation from the association and 
the department of marine and Fisher­
ies and the Westminster delegation.

The following is the document:
1. Salmon hatchery, Jdtuart lake, Fraser

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CHINESE BOY SAVES
LIVES Of THREE

Fire Believed to Have been of Incendiary Origin 
' Fisguard Street To-day—Mysterious 

Circumstances

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Breaking through a wooden wall, a 

brave young Chinaman, Leon Loo, eld­
est son of Loo Gee Wing, a wealthy 
Chinese property owner residing on 
Fisguard street, at great ,/isk of his 
Mfe, saved Ms mother, brother and 
cerastn froen a irorrlble death by fire 
which brake ont about 4 o’clock this 
morning. According to the belief of 
Leon Loo, The fire was of incendiary 
origin. An attempt was made, he 
claims, some time ago by the same 
people to blow up the house.

According to Chief Watson who, with 
the fire brigade, responded 
shortly after 4 o’clock tn 
there was something mysterious about 
the affair. One of those who so nar­
rowly escaped was a boy heavily 
shackléd. Other bystanders alleged 
that a woman in chains was also hur­
ried from the house, placed In a cab 
and driven away.

Assistant Chief McDowell saved the 
life of an old man, whom he dragged 
from the upper story of the building 
down a ladder in an unconscious con­
dition.

When the fire brigade arrived on the 
scene they found the rear part of the 
building enveloped in flames and a 
dense smoke streaming from the win­
dows. After a hard struggle the fire 
was quenched, but not before the rear 
portion of the edifice was entirely con­
sumed, about $1,000 worth of damage 
being done. This is fully covered by 
Insurance.

Leon Loo informed a Times reporter 
that one of the windows of the kitchen, 
which was on the level with the ad­
joining roofs was left open last night, 
and he thought that it was across the 
roofs and through this window that 
the fire bugs had crept.

About 4 o’clock this morning, the 
Celestial continued, he was awakened

by smoke and the cries of hjs mother, 
who was in the adjoining room. Un­
able to .get to hqf door on account of 
the flames, he had to break a hole in 
the wall through which he carried 1 er 
out in safety. Returning he carried 
down his cousin, Boyd Dick, who was 
in shackles at the time on account of 
recent misbehavior, and was thus ren­
dered helpless. The house was now 
full of smoke, and his brother, Claud 
Loo, was still left' in the burning build­
ing. Rushing up the stairs again he 
seized Claud Loo and started carrying 
him down. He fell twice, and after his 
second fall dragged the insensible body 
down by his feet.to the alarm

MAY PROSECUTE GRAFTERS.

Criminal Proceedings Will Probably Be 
Instituted by State of Pennsylvania.

Harrisburg, Pa., April 25.—As a result of

Remove! of Gravel From Pits In That 
District Proposed by the City 

Council

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Contrary to the expressed wish of the 

Spring Ridge residents it Is 9-iid that 
the city council are preparing to take 
a quantity of gravel from the Spring 
Ridge pits variously estimate! at from 
4,000 to 18,000 cubic yards. The C. P. 
R. say the latter amount will be re­
quired to fill In the flats to th > level cf 
the street, while Vne council think only 
4,000 will be required to fulfill the city’? 
contract. But the gravel is to come 
from that portion cf property bounded 
by Princess, Chambers, North Pem­
broke and Ridge roads. There Is a 
small pit there out of which gravel has 
been taken. It is now proposed to 
take out the rest and bring the level 
of this portion of Spring Ridge 
down about twenty feet. This will as 
as the mayor says start the scheme for 
purchase of the whole of that portion 
of Spring Ridge whicli it is desired to 
obtain for the “improvement of that 
part of the city.” This, say those in­
terested, will be all right if the city 
gets options on all the property con­
cerned. Up to the present options on 
less than half of it have been secured. 
These have cost about $60,000 to date. 
The rest cannot be obtained for less 
and perhaps not at all.

As some of the residents put it, they 
were not “wise” to the mayor's little 
scheme for the despoliation of their 
borough. Had they been, there had 
been a different tale to tell. Now that 
it is proposed to scoop out the lots in­
dicated, thus making another “hole” 
in the place and depreciating a portion 
of the property to such an extent that 
it will be practically valueless, they 
are decidedly sore.

“It’s another scheme of the mayor’s,” 
said- one, “to compel us to fall into his 
trap.”

It is reported that the city engineer 
and a member of the streets, bridges 
and sewers committee have been seen 
Inspecting the ground in question and 
earneslty laying out plans for its des­
poliation. The residents feel that this 
is going too far, and there will likely 
be a strong petition against the scheme. 
Anyhow, as one of them phrased it, it 
is impossible to carry out- the scheme 
without a by-law being submitted to 
the people, and that would never pass.

Meantime it is a shame to destroy the 
value of property without being sure 
of the completion of the scheme.

On board the United States light­

house steamer Armeria, which put in­
to port yesterday, is the first and only 
.submarine telephone apparatus which 
has been seen on the Pacific Coast. 
The Instrument, the working of which 
is simplicity itself, has not yet been 
utilised on this coast.

The Instrument which Is s 
the pilot house Is pear sha 
made of cast Iron. On either side of 
the apparatus, whose central line lies 
exactly amidships, are bell receivers. 
Connecting with the Instrument is a 
tube which runs through the vessel, and 
In It le a wire which protrudes a few 
Inches below the bottom of the ship. 
The sound is communicated to this 
wire from bell buoys on practically the 
same system as wireless telegraphy.

When the sound la first detected, by 
pressing a button, It can easily be de­
termined whether It lies on the port 
or starboard side. By turning a small 
wheel connected with the Instrument 
the exact location of the buoy can be 
ascertained. At night time a pressing 
of a button shows electric light In the 
Instrument, and Its workings can be 
seen ' as In daylight.

Commander Werlich, who is in 
charge of the Thirteenth Lighthouse 
district of the United States govern­
ment, was on board the vessel when 
she put Into port yesterday. He is 
engaged In superintending the light­
house work along the American coast, 
from the north of California and also 
along the Alaska seaboard. When 
seen yesterday he stated that his prin­
cipal work lay in the Columbia river, 
where there are. nearly 100 buoys es­
tablished. Owing to the effects of the 
tide these have constantly to he chang­
ed, and the changes are so sudden 
that It Is often by means of a vessel 
grounding that the location of a new 
sand bank is ascertained. Comman­
der Werlich was on board the Ar­
meria, at the mouth of the Columbia 
river, when the terrific gale of some 
weeks ago swept over there. He stat­
ed that It was some of the roughest 
weather Be had ever experienced, and 
that at times the wind reached a ve­
locity of SO miles anjhjuff- ■the Af- 
mejçia was one of the first vessels to 
clear from shelter when the storm 
showed signs of moderating.

The Armeria, a vessel of 1,280 tram, 
was built In New Jersey, and only ar­
rived In Portland from the east coast 
of America about a month ago. In 
company with the Columbine and 
Heather, she Is engaged In lighthouse 
and buoy work for the United States 
government. She arrived here to re­
store to the marine and fisheries de­
partment a buoy which she had found 
adrift In Freshwater Bay, between Port 
Crescent and Port Angeles during the 
month of February. It Is the custom 
of the Canadian and the United States 
governments to return to their respec­
tive owners these buoys when they are 
found adrift.

Commander Werlich spent the after­
noon with A. J. Dallain, of the marine 
and fisheries department, who. In the 
absence of Capt. Gaudln, showed him 
the various new types of buoys which 
the Canadian government are Install­
ing, or will Install, along the British 
Columbian seaboard.

After lying at the marine and fish­
eries wharf during the night, the Ar­
meria, Capt. Gregory, sailed for Alas­
kan waters this morning.

St. Petersburg, April 23.—Many persona 
were drowned by the foundering of the 
river steamboat Archangelsk while she 
was crossing the Neva late Saturday 
night. Owing to the thickness of the 
weather the accident was not seen from 
the shore, but the cries for help of those 
in distress attracted the crews of two 
steamboats which hastily went to the 
scene, only to find that the Archangelsk 
had foundered, and many were swept un­
der the ice floes.

The Loss.
Port Blakeley, April 23.—The damage 

caused by the fire here this morning 
is now estimated at three-quarters of 
a million dollars.

The first matter occupying the at­
tention of the council last night was 
Mr. Behnsen’s proposed amendment to 
the municipal franchise. This, it was 
explained, was an ill-advised endeavor 
to get an amendment passed to which 
the council in thç earlier portion of 
the year, in company lyith a large 
number of representative citizens, had 
declared itself opposed.

The discussion was long and at times 
heated. The aldermen did not seem 
well advised as to the scope of the pro­
posed legislation, but when Aid. Gleason 
finally Illuminated the opaqueness of 
the situation by the remark that it 
was intended to deprive the ladi.es of 
their vote, the aldermen hastened to 
declare themselves opposed thereto, and 
the city solicitor was instructed to in­
form the House of their unalterable 
determination to stand in the front 
rank of municipal reformers and to 
allow the ladles to vote.

Mr. Mann, in presenting the motion 
for their consideration, explained that 
Jt was an endeavor to correct the 
abuses which had crept into the act 
last session. But while this was its 
object It cut off all men over 50 years 
of age and all householders not pay­
ing a $2 dog tax.

Aid. Gleason thought It was a very 
grave abuse. It was in direct opposi­
tion to the almost unanimous vote of 
the council. He would therefore move 
that the city solicitor be Instructed to 

opn the legislature of the attitude 
the council.

Aid. Henderson said he was in favor 
of the amendment if it was intended to 
correct abuses. At the last election 
everyone had a vote, whether they 

twere entitled to a vote or not. The 
franchise could not be thrown abso­
lutely wide open, and this amendment 
would, in his opinion, safeguard it as 
well as anything, 
amendment would work better than 
the act did last year.

Aid. Fullerton said it was intended 
to deprive a large section of the peo­
ple of a vote. They had either got to 
perjure themselves and say they owned 
a dog or not vote. The election whs 
run oh these lines in 1906. In they 
had a vote. The amendment says: 
“Except by statute or municipal by­
law exempt.’’ Could the city pass a 
by-law allowing men over 50 to vote? 
If they allowed this amendment to 
pash then they were not adhering to 
their resolution in the first part of the 
year. It was all nonsense to talk 
about the property holders. The effect 
of the amendment would be to cut out 
the householders’ vote entirely. They 
all knew who frere behind this and 
what they wanted. He would recom­
mend the council to instruct the solici­
tor to protest against the amendment.

Mr. Mann said the lodger vote here 
was cut out. The lodger had no direct 
taxes to pay the city. This was the 
unfortunate feature of the amend­
ment.

Aid. Henderson explained that unless 
these were to be given a vote he 
would favor Aid. Gleason’s N idea, and 
have the city solicitor instructed to 
oppose the amendment.

His Worship pointed out that in his 
opinion they were taking a retrograde 
step If they did not declare against 
the amendment. This was an attempt 
to rush through a bill adversely affect­
ing the interests of the municipality.

Aid. Gleason pointed out that the 
government had promised the U. B. C. 
M. not to pass any legislation without 
first consulting them. This was go­
ing against their direct policy.

Aid. Henderson was in favor of 
householders paying $60 a year being 
allowed to vote. If the householders 

’were included it would be all right.
In speaking on the matter, Alt}. Hall 

said that as the whole question was 
to be gone into at the next session of 
the legislature, It was worse than folly 
to meddle with it now. The amend­

ement did not remedy the abuse. He 
pointed to the sad case of North Van­
couver, which had a charter railroad­
ed through at the end of the session 
last year, and found that they had not 
power to elect a mayor and aldermen. 
The government had practically prom­
ised the U. B. C. M. the services of a 
solicitor for next summer to assist 
them in preparing the new amend­
ments to the Municipal Clauses Act.- 
He had a rooted objection'to rushing 
important legislation through in the 
dying hours of the session. In view 
of the fact that the people werew look­
ing for a sort of thre-in-one act at the 
next session, differentiating between 
the large cities, the small towns and 

municipalities, he thought, 
they would not pass. At any rate it 
should not. _

After some further discussion it was 
unanimously agree to Instruct Mr. 
Mann, the solicitor, to oppose the 
amendment. This closed the incident.
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CURFEW RINGS TO-NIGHT.

AtVLeast City Council Instruct Commis­
sioner to Enforce By-Law.

In special session this morning, the 
bo^q of trade formally decided to 
send a telegram to Mackenzie King, 
deputy minister of labor, requesting 
him to convey the following resolu­
tion to the operators and operatives of 
the Crow's Nest Pass mines at present 
In conference at Fernie:

“The Victoria Board of Trade trusts 
that every effort will be made to set­
tle at your conference to-day the out­
standing differences or in the alterna­
tive, we urge that work be resumed 
Until the finding of the board of con­
ciliation may be rendered.

“Public sympathy will be greatly 
alienated, if scarcity of coal results 
through cessation of work. We con­
sider cessation of work in the mean-/ 
time unnecessary-

“We consider that the men will in no 
way prejudice their case by such re­
sumption.”

The meeting Mr. Mara, the presi­
dent of the board, who presided, stat­
ed, had been called at the instance of 
Mr. Buchanan, president of the Asso­
ciated Boards of Trade of eastern Bri­
tish Columbia, who is at present in the 
city.

He stated that Mr. Buchanan from 
his knowledge of conditions in the in­
terior and of the situation at the 
mines was in a position to speak with 
Authority. He (the president) had ask­
ed him to draft a telegram such as ne 
urged should be sent to Fernie and to 
Submit it to the board.

Mr. Buchanan stated that he believ­
ed that the conference would not be in 
session to-day owing to the fact that 
the deputy minister of labor, Macken­
zie King, would not arrive until to­
morrow. The conference should not 
be confused with the board of concilia­
tion. The former was composed of 
representatives from the operators and 
bperatives together with representa­
tive men of Alberta and British Co­
lumbia, present on the invitation of the 
board of trade of Calgary.

The board of conciliation consisted,of 
three members. One appointed by the 
$nen, the other by the owners. They 
were to agree upon a thind, but this he 
feared they would be unable to do. The 
minister of labor would be forced to 
name him ultimately.

FOUR ITALIANS

Many Factories May Be Forced to 
Close. Throwing Hundreds of 

Thousands of Men Idle.

ofMontreal, April 22.—Twenty-two hun­

dred immigrants, all of a most excellent 
class, arrived in the city this morning. 
They came over on the steamers arriving 
at Halifax and St. John on Friday and 
Saturday.

REMAINS FOUND IN
St. Petersburg, April 22.—Russian in­

dustry is being placed in a critical 
situation owing to the continuance of 
the strike of -sailors belonging to the 
naptha flotilla on the Caspian sea. The 
efforts of Baron Taube, chief of the 
gendarmerie corps, who had been de­
tailed to deal independently with the 
strike, have not been successful. Only 
ten of several hundred tank steamers 
are in operation, and both sides are de­
termined to continue the strike.

The oil residue, known as Mazoue, is 
the principal fuel by the factories In 
Central Russia, the stocks of which, 
ordinarily replenished during the 
spring floods when the Volga branches 
are navigable for big steamers into the 
remote interior of Russia, are now ex­
hausted. Navigation will now open In 
a few days, but owing to the strike the/ 
reservoirs below Astrakan, which sup­
ply the river steamers, are empty and 
the shippers are unable to take ad^ 
vantage of the short period of high 
water.

A veritable panic has been precipi­
tated on the Kaian bourse by the an­
nouncement made by the representa­
tives o,f oil companies that no Mazoue 
is available even for loading. Indust­
rial magnates have telegraphed to the- 
lower house of parliament requesting 
that body ta intervene.

The president of the Moscow bourse, 
in an interview to-day, expressed the 
opinion that a continuance of the strike 
would compel most of the factories to 
suspend, which would throw hundreds 
of thousands of men out of work.

The proposedTwelve Firemen Injured-Two Hun­
dred and fifty Horses Burned 

to Death.TO MAKE JPROAD, STRAIGHT.

Mayor Calls Meeting of Property Own­
ers to Consider Matter.

(Associated. Press).
New York, April 28.—Four men burn­

ed to death, two hundred and fifty 
horses killed, twelve firemen Injured, 
two of them seriously, two engines 
over-turned and wrecked by collisions 
with street cars, several thrilling 
cues from burning buildings, and prop­
erty losses of $200,000, is the story of the 
fire department’s work for the seven 
hours following last midnight.

Six fires on the upper side on Broad­
way, in the middle east side and a big 
stable fire at Christopher and Barrow’s 
streets kept the firemen constantly at 
work.

The dead are four Italians whose 
bodies, burned beyond 
were found in the ruins of the stables 
in the bloàk bounded by Christopher, 
Barrow, West and Washington streets.

Three alarms called out a great bat­
tery of fire apparatus, including two 
big fire boats, but ft was only through 
the most desperate sort of fighting 
that the firemen saved big adjoining 
tenements and the Palace and Knicker­
bocker hotels.

Two hundred and fifty horses were 
cut off by flames and burned to death.

The bodies of the four Italians were 
found an hour after-the flames had 
been extinguished.

An important meeting is to be held 
in the city hall this afternoon at 4.30 
p. m. to consider the question of 
straightening Broad street. A special 
letter is being sent to all the property 
owners on the street inviting their co­
operation in carrying the scheme to a 
successful Issue. They are specially re­
quested to be present at the meeting 
this afternoon to express their views.

The proposed alteration of the Paci­
fic Club quarters and their extension 
to Broad street is responsible for the 
present move on the Mayor’s part, it 
is felt that so opportune a time will not 
occur again. As the building is practi­
cally to be rebuilt the Mayor feels that 
there should be no Insuperable ob­
stacle to the extending of Broad in a 
direct line to Humbolt street. This can 
be done, if the members of the club 
agree, by making arrangements with 
the Victoria Transfer Co. and by the 
removal of a portion of the old Pro­
vince building. This would _ change 
Broad street from a second class street 
to a first class thoroughfare.
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THfc MINING DISPUTE.The condition of affairs in the in­
terior is already grave.

Sherman is 
charged with cruelly deceiving the 
miners, the majority of whom do not 
understand the situation. He is charg­
ed also with bringing about the present 
strike by telling the miners on one side 
of the .Crow’s Nest Pass that the men 
on the other side were already out, 
which was untrue, and next day going 
to tl$e opposite side of the pass and re­
peating the same story.

Operators Meet
Fernie, April 22.—The Western Coal 

Operators’ Association met to-day and 
took up several matters which have 
been dealt with by the press and which 
have left misleading impressions upon 
the public mind.

The first was that the so-called no­
tice of reduction In wages, alleged to 
have been^.published in defiance of the 
Industrial Disputes Act, was nothing 
more than a notice made necessary by 
the act and without the posting of 
which, the assistance of the act could 
not be applied for. The 10th of May 
mentioned was the expiring date of the 
thirty days required by the statute. 
The notice itself did not call for a 20 
per cent, reduction in wages. Jt was 
throughout an effort to arrive at a uni­
form scale of contract mining rules 
and day’s wages which would put all 
the mines in this competitive district 
upon an equal footing. The notice sent 
to the minister of labor was a copy of 
the posted notice. It is true that, four 
men were earning from $5 to $11 per 
day, that some decreases in contract 
mining rates were asked, but in the 
greater majority of cases no variations 
at all from the existing scales were 
even suggested.

Sir T. Shaughnessy’s Viewfe.
Montreal,. April 22.—In an interview 

to-day on the western coal situation, 
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy said that af­
fairs were greatly exaggerated. He 
stated that there would be no tie-up 
of the railway because of lack of coal. 
He says that two Weeks ago when the 
miners decided to quit work the C. i\ 
R. ordered 5,000 tons shipped west and 
this is on the Great Lakes, and would 
be pouring Into the West in a short 
time.
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r DEATH OF AGED RESIDENT.

> John Goldie, a Native of Scotland, 
Passes Away Full of Years.
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The funeral took place on Monday 
from the residence of James Tagg, 
Sunny side avenue, Victoria West, of 
John Goldie, aged 89. He was a well- 
known resident of the city, and died on 
Friday last at the Jubilee hospital as 
the result of an accident. Some weeks 
ago he fell and broke his leg, and this 
combined with his old age led to his 
death.

Deceased had come from Scotland to 
this country in 1893. In the old coun­
try he had been employed for over

Strong Opposition to the Scheme on 
the Part of Several > 

People

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
No definite option was taken at the 

meeting of the property owners on Broad 
street, called by HJs Worship the Mayor 
to consider the straightening of that 
thoroughfare from Fort street, south.

There was •A* conflict* of opinion as to 
the wisdom Of the plan, whose strongest 
advocate was the Mayor himself, 
bitterest opponent was J. 8. H, Matson, 
who ridiculed t^e^qity assessor’s estimate 
of the cost of the,.improvement, which 
that gentleman^placed at ^ $147,000. fltr. 
Matson after pjfaèlng the figure at $300,000, 
latSr increas£<r*<hTi estimate to 1600,000. 
He did not think that the benefit" tto be 
derived by the properties he represented, 
the Colonist building, the MacGregor 
block, the Driard building and the Vic­
toria Transfer Stables, through the im­
provement would be sufficient to recoup 
him for the loss of business, etc., incur­
red by the interruption of the work at the 
Transfer Stables. He promised to support 
the proposition, however, if the Mayor 
would link with It the opening up of 
View street through to Government and 
on down to Wharf.

At the opening of the meeting, His 
Worship pointed to the fact that if it 
was resolved to straighten Broad street 
the best time to do it was now. At the 
present time there was only one building 
of any great improved value which would 
have to be expropriated, but it was pro­
posed to increase the size of the Pacific 
Club and to make such improvement 
thereto as would greatly increase the cost 
of the work.

The proposition was opposed by C. A. 
Holland on behalf of Mr. Pemberton, who 
was not present, but it was favored by 
R. L. Drury and Thos. Cusack, represent­
ing the owners of the Province building.

O. Weller, of Weiler Bros., was prepar­
ed to be convinced. The other parties to 
the transaction stood neutral;

In submitting his report of the cost of 
the expropriation City Assessor North- 
cott estimated that the sale of the twenty 
feet still left on the east side of the pre­
sent site of the Transfer Stables would 
lessen the cost of the expropriation.

Mr. Matson believed that the proposed 
scheme would lessen his receipts from the 
stables by $16,000 a year. Hence he was 
unalterably opposed to it.

The Mayor quietly remarked that Mr. 
Matson’s statement anent his position in 
the properties referred to was very In­
teresting and would doubtless be vejry 
useful to the city assessor, whereat every­
one laughed and Mr. Matson blushed. 
Continuing, the Mayor remarked that he 
had always found Mr. Northcott’e figures 
correct, and he believed they were in the 
present instance.

“Well, I do not,” said Mr. Matson. “It 
will cost nearer $3QO,000.”

Mayor Morley pointed out that the only 
really valuable pieces of- property affected 
were the Pemberton block aitçi the Pro­
vince building. The Transfer Stables 
were old, and In any OVehtRwould soon re­
quire to be moved. The property which 
the present owners would acquire from 
the closing of Gordon street would amply 
repay them. The owners of the Transfer 
Stables would receive in addition to the 
amount paid for the property some time 
ago, plus the usual ten per cent, for 
propriatiôn, the proportion of increase 
from the rise in the value of surrounding 
property.

Mr. Matson, however, did not care to 
consider this at all. He wanted to side­
track the whole scheme by proposing the 
continuation of View street down to Gov­
ernment street. Hé suggested $160,000 
the probable cost of this. But Mayor 
Morley and those present returned to the 
consideration of the matter in hand.

After some further discussion the Mayor 
announced that he wished the owners to 
decide for themselves. He had done his 
duty in calling the matter to their atten­
tion.

Trunk Pacific Railway Com­
pany which reserved a quarter inter­
est in the townsite of Kaien Island to 
the community. It was estimated that 
that transaction would in course of 
time represent a value of millions of 
dollars to the public. All that was re ­
quired was that the government should

cate that the contingent from the Vil­
lage otj t.Bç Inlet resents the presence 
in the cabinet of thé Minister of Edu­
cation. It bas been suggested that the 
political storm centre might be found 
by an inquisitive member not far from 
the seat occupied by the President of

“stand pat” until the railway com­
pany had established a great city in 
the north and then step in and reap 
the “unearned increment.” That was 
the feature of the Kaien Island deal 
that justified the disposition of ten 
thousand acres of land for ten thou­
sand dollars. At the time we pointed 
out that the McBride government had 
no part whatever in creating the 
statutory provision which reserved a 
quarter interest in all toWnsites for the 
people of the province. Thé law was 
enacted by à previous government, a 
Liberal government, by the way,, al­
though that is net a matter of special 
importance. It was never supposed 
that the government, having extolled 
the virtues of that feature of the law, 
would undertake to set it aside when 
its own purposes and the interests of 
it» friends seemed to demand a change 
or variation. We have taken occasion 
to comment upon some of the peculiari­
ties of the land sales held at or in the 
neighborhood of Point Grey Just pre­
vious to the provincial general electiod. 
About three-quarters of a, million dol­
lars’ worth of public property was 
disposed of there, and out of the pro­
ceeds of this great sale the surplus 
which was and is not was created—a 
transaction which accrued greatly to 
the advantage of the govfermnent and 
the presumption is to the manifest ma­
terial advantage of some of its prin­
cipal supporters also. It assisted the 
administration morally and material­
ly in winning the fight which has 
given them possession of power for 
another four years. The particulars of 
that sale have been carefully conceal­
ed from the Legislature until just on 
the eve of prorogation. And the effort 
to conceal the facts and to avoid dis­
cussion is not to be marvelled at when 
all things are considered. It seems 
that in the case of the Point Grey 
lands the ministers undertook to 
ignore the provision of the act which 
requires that one-quarter ihterest in 
all townsites shall be reserved for the 
Crown. Now they ask the Legislature 
to endorse their proceedings by speci­
fically declaring that the provisions 
of the statute shall not apply to the 
lands already disposed of by auction at 
Point Grey. That is to say, the people 
are not going to be permitted to profit, 
by the natural increase of values that 
is sure to follow the growth of popula­
tion at Point Grey, notwithstanding 
the fact that appropriations amount­
ing to some hundred thousand dollars 
have been voted for the 
providing facilities that will promote 
in a very short time the creation of a 
town of no mean proportions. A bene­
fit reserved by law for all of the 
pie of British Columbia is to be di­
verted by the act of the administration 
to a few of the favored friends of the

teat ail session. So that the ebullition 
of Alexander Henry Boswell Mac­
gowan may be merely an individual 
expression of a condition that is gen­
eral with respect to the Vancouvèr con­
tingent Rowever, no one expects that 
it will result in anything serious. Mr.

CANADIAN-MEXICAN SERVICE. WILL NOT ENFORCE
LORD’S DAY ACT

The Steamer Georgia Will Sail From 
Victoria on Initial Trip on 

Tuesday.V

Capt. Worsnop, the general manager 
of the Canadian-Mexican Pacific 
Steamship Company, announced this 
morning that the steamer Georgia 
would make her initial trio from Vic­
toria to Mexican ports on Tuesday, the 
30th inst. It was thought that she 
would get away on Monday, but owing 
to a delay at Comox while coaling this 
cannot be effected.

The Georgia has completed loading 
her freight at New Westminster, and 
left that port to-day for Victoria, a% 
from here she will make the initial 
sailing. The Vancouver freight for 
Mexico was shipped to the Royal City 
and transhipped at that port to the 
Georgia. Until the time of her sailing 
on Tuesday the Georgia will lie at the 
outer wharf loading freight from Vic­
toria.

On the downward trip she will call 
at the ports of Mazatlan, Manzanillo, 
Acapulco and Salina Cruz, in ttm order 
named. On the return trip, after tak­
ing in these ports again, she will also 
include Guaymas. On account of call­
ing at Guaymas, which lies some dis­
tance up the Gulf of California, it is 
estimated that the round trip will lest 
about six weeks, and until the steamer 
Lonsdale arrives in these' waters end 
the Georgia returns to port it cannot 
be definitely settled „what time will 
elapse between each sailing.

With the progress of the enterprise 
other ports of call will be established 
on the Mexican seaboard. No infor­
mation has as yet come to hand of the 
prospects of trade from Mexico to 
British Columbia. But from Victoria 
and Vancouver to Mexican waters the 
prospects are very favorable, and . as 
Capt. Worsnop stated this morning, 
almost every class of goods that Brit­
ish Columbia has to offer will be car­
ried on the initial voyage.

The lots sold were not all small ones.

In Hastings -townsite lots were sold 
containing from 17 to 20 acres. In 
South Vancouver about'SS lots of about 
10 acres each were sold, while in North 
Vancouvér the lots ran from 74 acres 
to 198 acres each.

Mr. Oliver took all the credit.

“He did all the work,” said Mr. 
Oliver.

I Mr. McPhillips objected to this, and
‘ Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that “the 

member for Delta did all the work, and 
the member for the Islands made all 
the noise.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that the 
government held a grand potlatch. 
There had been over $20,000 paid to the 
auctioneers. If tty© was not investi­
gated to the very bottom the impression 
would be that ïhis sum was paid for 
the purpose of allowing members of 
the government to get advantages from 
them.

There could be no excuse for the 
breaking of the statute. The govern­
ment enforced this with the G. T. P. 
at Kaien Island, but the G. T. P. was 
not exactly behind the government. 
But in another irtstance, when friends 
of the government were concerned, the 
law was broken.

Individuals sometimes broke the law, 
but now they had the example of the 
government breaking the law.

Mr. Macdonald called attention to 
the fact that the advertising and five 
days' work of the auctioneers cost 
$23,000. It had been attempted to show 
that the main part was in advertising. 
Now it seemed all the advertising was 
thrown away. The auctioneers were 
instructed at the last moment to 
change the whole condition of the sale 
by which not a three-quarter interest 
was to be sold, but a -full interest. The 
sale became a hole-in-the-corner sale, 
and the terms as advertised were de­
viated from' and advantages given 
those who happened to be therë at the 
time.

During the j>ast election it was re­
ported that t^e;yq^l^estate intereeta^n 
Vancouver ci£y went to the support 
of the Conservative candidates. The 
instructions given by the government 
was a stupendous bribe, and it depend­
ed upon their return to make good to 
these real estate men who got this in­
side information. In the matter of re­
pudiation, who were those who advo­
cated it, but the men who repudiated 
the Land Act of the province.

This resolution, of Mr. Oliver ' called 
for an investigation as to whether the 
government stood by the laws of the 
province or whether the auctioneers 
overrode those laws. The purchasers 
dealing in real estate knew the law 
and knew of this provision in the act. 
They went prepared to buy according 
to the law. These men were not mis­
led by the advertisements. These men 
when they bought the large lots knew 
that one-quarter was to go back to the 
province. But these men knowing that 
were informed that the laws were to 
be set atr nought. The government in­
formed them that the illegal acts 
would be amended by retroactive legis­
lation. When the election came on a 
little time afterwards these dealers 
were reminded of this and warned that 
they had in league with the 
ment, violated the law; that if the op­
position was returned they would lose 
the one-quarter they got illegally; that 
if the government was returned the 
law /would be amended to give these 
real estate men the right to this quar­
ter-interest. No wonder the real estate 
men lined up. in favor of the govern­
ment supporters.

Mr. Bowser Bombastic.
W. J. Bowser, after a bombastic in­

troduction of some length, stated that 
the real estate dealers supported the 
Conservatives,
pledge to bring this legislation in, but 
on general principles. He said that 
the leader of the opposition, addressing 
the Liberals of the city the evening be­
fore, had talked graft. That was what 
appealed to them. (Laughter.)

Mr. Bowser said that Mr. Wells when 
Commissioner of Lands and 

Works had begun the practice of is­
suing Crown grants for town lots sold 
without the reservation of a quarter 
interest. This was continued until 
19C6. It was not reasonable to suppose 
that if a lot of four acres were sold 
that one-quarter should, be handed 
over when subdivided into one-acre 
lots. The act was never intended to 
be applied to town lots which were the 
subdivisions in a townsite. If the state­
ment that tfiis one-quarter interest 
to be released had not been made the 
lands would never have brought the 
price they did.

Mr. Bowser said that the. point in­
volved in this amendment of Mr. Mac­
kay was not kept in the background 
until the closing hour of the session. 
The proviso was added to section 32 of 
the Land Act in the original bill “that 
this section shall not apply to town 
lots and suburban lands sold at public 
auction before or after the passage of 
this section.” The amendment of Mr. 
Mackay was to make it a little 
clear.

There was nothing to investigate. 
The motion of Mr. Oliver was defeat­

ed, all the Conservatives present vot- 
nig against it, while the Liberals 
supported by the Socialists.

On the motion for the third reading. 
Mr. Oliver took a point of order that

L. Roberts, locomotive and fuel 
inspector, who was in charge of the il­
luminating experiments on the Crow 
line trains last year, has been making 
the recent tests, and is highly gratified 
by the demonstrations. He states that 
it is now only a question of storage, 
and with this solved.

Interchange of Officers Arranged— 
Question of Colonial Contri­

butions to Navy

-

London, April 23.—To-day’s sitting of 
the imperial conference was devoted 
to discussing matters connected with 
the defence of the empire. The reso­
lution providing for the creation of 
a general staff of the empire, which 
was tabled on April 20th, was again 
brought up and finally adopted with 
a few verbal changes. It 
provisions for the interchange of of­
ficers representing the imperial gov­
ernment and the colonies.

The first lord of the admiralty, Lord 
Tweedmouth, outlined a scheme for 
imperial navy defence, and lengthily 
discussed its general trend. The re­
marks of the colonial premiers on the 
subject were in favor of a discontinu­
ance of the colonial contributions, 
which hitherto have been sunk in the 
general naval expenditure, and the 
substitution of a system by which 
the colonies may man and keep up 
a certain number of ships, to be sup­
plied by Great Britain, and under­
take to maintain coaling stations and 
ammunition and food depots available 
to the imperial navy.

Observers note the extreme cordi­
ality which has sprung up between 
Premier Laurier and Premier Botha, 
members of races formerly not own­
ing allegiance to the British crown, 
and both now the first citizens of 
their respective countries.

Gen. Botha has been so impressed 
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s deep in­
sight into affairs appertaining to self- 
governing colonies that he has given 
him a pressing invitation to visit the 
Transvaal, believing that the spec­
tacle of the brilliant and accomplished 
statesman of foreign traditions of 
the British empire, will have a splen­
did effect on the people of the Trans­
vaal. It is noted also that Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and General Botha invar­
iably agree in the discussions of the 
conference.

Parker Williams moved, on consider­
ation of the report on the bill to amend 
the ’’Bush Fire Act,” to strike out sec­
tion 4. This section was as follows:

”It shall be lawful for the Lieut. - 
Governor in council to~ appoint any 
special officer or officers for the pur­
pose of carrying out the provisions of 
this act, and any rules and regulations 
made hereunder, and to make such 
rules and regulations not Inconsistent 
with this act for the carrying into 
effect and operation thé-true intent and 
meaning of this act, and such rules and 
regulations shall be signed by the Chief 
Commissioner of Lands and Works and 
published? in the British Columbia 
Gazette, and shall have the effcet and 
force of law.”

Mr. Williams said he could 
reason for putting in the hands of the 
Lieut.-Governor in council the power to 
make rules which would have the force 
of law. The bill would be as effective 
without this section.

Mr. Bowser said that ii 
sary to give the government power to 
deal with contingencies which might 
arise. The amendment was lost only

Mr. Macdonald thought that those 
who made locations in 1901 should not 
be forced to pay other than the fees 
and licenses which they would have 
had to pay had the licenses been given 
them at that time.

Nothing in sections 2, 4 and 6 of this 
act shall be held to impair or affect 
any rights acquired by any person 
under the provisions of the “Coal Mines 
Act” before the coming into force of 
this act, nor shall these sections affect 
or prejudice litigation pending or any 
proceedings / heretofore taken under 
section. 9 of “Coal Mines Act”; and 
all proceedings taken thereunder may 
be continued to a completion as fully 
and effectually as if this act had not 
been passed.”

To add as section 8 the following new
section:

No lease shall be granted under the 
provisions of the “Coal Mines Act,” or 
of this act, covering land or lands in 
dispute and in pending litigation, until 
dispute or pending litigation is finally 
determined.

These amendments carried.
The following new sections introduced 

by Mr. Macdonald also carried.
9. All licenses issued under the pro­

visions of said order in council of 4th 
of June, 1904, not otherwise renewable 
shall be renewable for a further term 
of one year from the expiring thereof 
without the payment of the fee pro­
vided for by section 3 of the Coal Mines 
Act and amendments thereto.

10. In case litigation under section 9 
of the Coal Mines Act or section 9 A 
of the act should be pending at the 
date of expiry of any license or renewal 
thereof and not otherwise renewable, 
the licensee shall be entitled to a fur­
ther renewal of said license for one 
year without the payment of the fee 
mentioned in the last preceding section 
thereof.

The bill was reported complete.
Dyking Assessments.

The bill to amend the Dyking Assess­
ment Act was considered In adjourned 
committee.

C. Munro proposed an amendment to 
provide that railway companies should 
bear their share in the assessments for 
benefits derived from the dykes.

Hon. Mr. Fulton contended that the 
railway companies were not benefltted.

Mr. Munro and Mr. Oliver each 
showed that the railway got very sub­
stantial benefits in the protection af­
forded the road bed the fences, etc.

The amendment was allowed to stand 
over.

The bill was reported complete.

The negotia­
tions were broken off because of the 
failure to make the necessary trans­
portation arrangements. The govern­
ment made no arrangements with the 
Salvation Army on Its general Immi­
gration scheme.

He believed there was a shortage of 
farm labor and domestic help In the 
province. It was with respect to these 
branches that negotiations had been 
entered Into with the Salvation Army.

On this subject a mesage had been 
received from the Salvation Army of­
ficials at Toronto, which was as fol­
lows:

Toronto, April 21st, 1807. 
R. M. Palmer, Parliament Buildings, 

Victoria, B. C. : .
Last January the Employers’ Asso­

ciation of Victoria requested the Sal­
vation Army to emigrate thirty, ship­
builders for shipbuilding yards. After 
men had sailed, reports of strike reach­
ed us. We then changed the men’s des­
tination to Toronto and secured employ­
ment for the whole party with Cana­
dian Shipbuilding Company and Poi­
son Company. Ten men, after work­
ing several weeks In Toronto, insisted 
on going to Victoria. We advised them 
that they would have to deal direct 
with the Employers' Association, and 
that we would not undertake responsi­
bility of sending them until reported 
trouble was settled; we aleo advised 
them of the association’s contention 
that no strike existed In Victoria. We 
had no dealings with the Marine Rail­
way Company. No reference whatever 
was made to the British Columbia gov­
ernment in our advertisements for 
shipwrights in Great Britain nor was 
there any reference made to the gov­
ernment In correspondence or negotia­
tions with these men. In fact the gov­
ernment to my knowledge knew noth­
ing of the transaction. We did all pos­
sible to discourage them going to Vic­
toria, explaining the situation fully. 
The men made their own arrangements 
Independent of us. We acted In good 
faith with all parties.

BRIGADIER HOWELL.
Circumstances Alter Cases.

J. A. Macdonald could not see how 
the House could support the resolution. 
There seemed to have arisen a dispute 
between the different sides. The mem­
ber for Nanaimo presented one side. 
The minister of finance presented the 
other side’s case. These were entirely 
different. In view of this he did not 
see how the House could be asked to en­
dorse the resolution. The right course 
for the member for Nanaimo to have 
taken would have been to have moved 
for a select committee to have investi­
gated all the facts. He did not pretend 
to say that the men’s statements were 
not true, but he did not propose to con­
demn the government on an ex parte 
statement without hearing the govern­
ment’s side of the question.

Parker Williams wanted to know why 
the government communicated with 
the Salvation Army In Toronto if there 
was no arrangement between them. 
The message read by the minister In­
dicated that the Employers’ Associa­
tion of Victoria first unveiled the Sal­
vation Army. He went into the history 
of the coming of these men. The Con­
servatives had condemned the Dominion 
government for an alleged connection 
with an organization which, brought 
mechanics to the country. He thought 
this had a direct application now. The 
Salvation Army had been able to bring 
men out In consequence of the 
nectlon which the Army had with the 
government.

Mr. Hawthornthawalte said he felt 
sure the men were telling the truth and 
the officials of the 
were lying, 
resolution defeated, but every labor 
paper would be acquainted with the 
situation.

The resolution was defeated, only 
the three Socialists voting for It.

Questions Answered.
Mr. Munro asked the Hob. the Chief 

Commissioner of Lands and Works the 
following questions:

1. Are the C. P. R. lands lying within 
Matsqui Dyking District assessed for 
dyking purposes?

2. It not, why not?
The Hon. Mr. Fulton replied as fol­

lows:
"T. No.
“2. Because the railway having been 

constructed before the dyke was avail­
able as a protection against flood, the 
company was compelled to build a 
heavy embankment which would not 
have been necessary had the dyke been 
completed at that time."

Fred Davey moved, upon the motion 
for the third reading of the bill to 
amend the "British Columbia Railway 
Act,” that the order for the third read­
ing be discharged, and the bill referred 
back to committee to consider^the fol­
lowing proposed amendment:

To add a new section as follows :
”4. Nothing In this act 

shall affect lands the subject of exist­
ing litigation, or any existing litigation 
between any railway companies and 
the proprietors of lands.”

The bill was recommitted and in 
support of the proposed amendment, 
Mr. Davey said that he understood 
that a suit was pending and would be 
injuriously affected If the bill passed 
in Its present shape without this new 
section.

The amendment carried and the bill 
was reported.

The order for the third reading of the 
bill to incorporate the anti-Tuhercul- 
osis Society was discharged and the 
bill recommitted for the purpose of In­
troducing amendments proposed by the 
Attorney-General.

Hon. Mr. Fulton said that he had no 
objection to bringing this down but 
there might be confidential matters in

The resolution carried.
On motion of J. F. Garden, the fol­

lowing resolution carried : That an 
order of the House be granted for a 
return of all correspondence in the mat­
ter of the cases of Pearson vs. Hodg­
son and King vs. Williams.

Mr. Macdonald moved the following 
resolution: That an order of the House 
be granted for a return of all corres­
pondence relating to the arrest of J. H.

J. H. Hawthomthwalte moved the 

following resolution: Whereas certain 
workingmen have been induced to come 
to British Columbia from Scotland by 
false misrepresentations and gross mis­
statements made by the Emigration 
Agency of the Salvation Army; and

Whereas the government of British 
Columbia has indorsed the Emigration 
policy of the Salvation Army; and

Whereas the said workingmen are in 
a destitute condition ;

Be it therefore resolved, that the 
government take immediate steps to 
provide for these men and prevent the 
influx of other immigrants under like 
conditions.

The Speaker ruled the resolution out 
of order, inasmuch as there was a pro­
posal to take public money for the re­
lief suggested.

Mr. Hawthomthwalte thought that 
if the acting premier had no objection 
this might be taken up.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow said he had no ob­
jections to this being put forward.

Mr. Hawthomthwalte hoped the gov­
ernment would accede to the request. 
He said that he had interviewed the 
men who endorsed every statement 
made by him at a previous sitting and 
who had made a further statement on 
the matter. In this statement the men 
stated that Brigadier Smeeton’s state­
ment was incorrect, that they did not 
come out under the Salvation Army; 
that Mr. Bullen had refused to turn 
over the checks because he, had paid 
the men’s way out and they would 
have to work it out.

Government Sanction.
Mr. Hawthomthwalte said that these 

men had been attracted here because 
of the fact that the government had 
lent its sanction to the Salvation Army 
scheme. The members of the govern­
ment had admitted that there were ar­
rangements entered into with the Sal­
vation Army, but this had been broken 
off. Why was that? Was it simply to 
give the government the chance to be 
abl<* during the sitting of the House 
to say that there was no agreement?

J. A. Macdonald reminded the Acting 

Premier of the promise he made some 
Lime ago that before the House pro­
rogued he would make an announce­
ment with respect to the decision of 
the government on the question of the 
enforcement of the Lord’s Day Act.

Hon. R. G. Tatlow said that he had 
not overlooked the matter.

On the report on the bill respecting 
the consolidation of the leases held 
by the Cariboo Gold Mining Company, 
J. Mclnnes moved to insert the word 
Hindu in the bill so as to prohibit the 
employment of these people as well as 
Chinese and Japanese.

A. E. McPhillips opposed inserting 
this, as it might endanger his private 
bill. Whatever the views of the mem­
bers might be on the matter of Hindu 
labor, these people were British sub­
jects. This might be sufficient grounds 
for disallowing the bill at Ottawa.

John Jardine wanted the prohibition 
made against the Hindus.

H. B. Thomson said that those who 
were asking the bill had no objection 
to this, as the intention was not to em­
ploy Hindus. This company had large 
Interests, probably $2,500,000 in the 
country. He did not approve of insert­
ing this word if it endangered the bill 
at Ottawa. The company did not em­
ploy Chinese or Japanese if white labor 
could be obtained.

Stuart Henderson pointed out that 
the Dominion government did not dis­
allow private bills on the score repre­
sented, such as was the case with re­
gard to public bills. He thought it 
wise to insert this. Last year some 
Hindus had gone into that country, 
and not being provided for as they 
should, have been had become p.,charge 
uponc the residents of the district on 
their way out.

W. J. Bowser thought that as chairr 
man of the private bills committee, he 
could explain this so that the amend­
ment would be withdrawn. This com­
pany had held a number of leases for 
years. It was sought to consolidate 
the léases so that the work might all 
be put on the one claim. The Slough 
Creek Company had had a bill put 
through this session and no restrictions 
such as were proposed in this bill were 
put in in that act. It would not be 
fair to insert it in this bill.

Stuart Henderson said the situation 
with respect to the Slough Creek Com­
pany was different to this. The Slough 
Creek mines were worked by sinking a 
shaft and tunnelling then, differing 
from the company whose bill was un­
der discussion. He feared that Ori­
entals might be employed steadily if 
this provision was left in the bill.

Mr. Thomson pointed out that the 
company in seeking consolidation had 
agreed to have this clause prohibiting 
Oriental labor from being employed in­
serted in connection with 31 leases 
which had been Issued before this pro­

vision came into effect. The restriction 
was in only six leases of the company. 
In view of this he hoped this amend­
ment wouid be voted down. It meant 
practically repudiation to pass this 
amendment, and he did not think that 
the House wap ted to take that course.

Donald McKay appeared before thr 
magistrate in the police court this mop­
ing to answer to the charge of murdering 
Tyrrell, the aged negro of Spring Ridge. 
Harold Robertson appeared for the crown 
and asked for a remand until to-morrow I I've a

as he had just been retained this morn­
ing, and consequently had no time to
familiarize himself with the details of the 
case. The remand was granted. McKay 
was without counsel.

At the inquest yesterday, the chief wit­
ness, aside from Dr. Herman Robertson, 
was Mrs. Cowgill, one of the principals In 
the affair. Dr. Robertson testified to the 
bruises which he had discovered on the 
body of the deceased, and also to a frac­
ture of the neck which he had found. The 
nose was also badly broken. Death, in 
his opinion, was caused by hemorrhage 
between the membranes of the brain and 
the skull, also at the base of the brain, as 
a result of fracture of the cervical verte­
brae. This, in his opinion, might be 
caused by direct violence or by a fall.

Constable Harper merely stated that 
from information received he had gone up 
and investigated the occurrence on Fri­
day afternoon. As soon as he saw what 
had occurred, he telephoned the chief of 
police, who came up, bringing a couple 
of officers with him. He explained the 
condition of the house. The back door 
was broken in and the furniture was dis­
arranged, as though from a struggle. 
The walls of every room in the house 
were spattered with blood. He found a 
broken lamp chimney outside the back 
door and the lamp to which it belonged 
outside the front gate.

Mrs. Cowgill, in a black alpaca dress 
with à straw hat trimmed with 
was next put i» the box. She still bore a 
very black eye as the result of the night 
of the tragedy. She testified to having 
gone to Tyrell’s on the afternoon in ques­
tion with one Harry Stevens. They stayed 
about three hours and then went down to 
Tommy Potter’s saloon, where they 
spent some time drinking. From there to 
the tram and then to the Klondike they 
went. At the latter place McKay came 
in, and after refusing to drink with her, 
drank with Stevens, and then slapped her 
face besides otherwise abusing her. She 
went then to Morrance’s and got a 
senger boy to take her home. This was 
somewhere about eleven o’clock.

At about twelve she gave the old man 
some “toddy” at his request, and at 12.30 
a. m. lay down. She was awakened about 
2 a. m. by some one breaking in the back 
door. This proved to be McKay, who 
burst into the room where she and the 
old man were. He struck her in the face 
and breast and then proceeded to assault 
the old man. She fled shoeless out into 
the road to a Mrs. Anderson’s.

Not being admitted, she returned to the 
Wall’s and sat down to await daylight. 
This place is vacant and is on the corner 
of the North road. McKay found her 
here and went and got her shoes and hat 
for her. She then came down with him 
to the corner of Chambers and North 
Park, where they separated. She m*t 
him that afternoon at the Klondike, 
where they talked for about half an hour 
or more. McKay said he was going to 
Vancouver, but first wanted her to go to 
the Gorge with him. This she refused to 
do. She did, however, go with him to a 
Japanese restaurant on Johnson street, 
where they had dinner together. McKay 
then went and got a boat and she l_ 
him start for the Gorge. Turning back, 
witness said, she then wetit down to 
Government street, where she 
rested while awaiting for a friend to 
company her to the Gorge.

This concluded the 
crown, with the exception of that of Jim 
Lines, who testified to having c::__ 
sign of life about the place all day Fri­
day, and went over to investigate. As 
soon as he saw what had 
notified the police.

The jury after being out only a few 
minutes brought In a verdict of death by- 
violence at the hands of
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some person or

NEW NAVAL BASE. I

Docks for Dreadnaughts to be Built on 
East Coast of England. y

The Admiralty, it is stated, contem­
plate many changes next year in the 
naval bases and dockyards of Great 
Britain.

A new base will be established mid­
way between Dover and Hoeyth, on the 
Lincolnshire coast, probably in the 
Humber. A floating dock capable ot tak­
ing a Dreadnought, a torpedo dock, and 
a coaling station will be established.

The need for a Dreadnought dock is 
a necessity, as a squadron of these 
vesels is to do duty In the North Sea, 
and there is no dock nearer than Ports­
mouth for taking a vessel of this size.

Davenport is to be the great naval 
centre of the future, although Ports­
mouth will be the headquarters for 
ceremonials. Pembroke may be fur­
ther reduced, and greater attention will 
be paid to Berehaven, where the At­
lantic Fleet will In future be based.

Then came the information that 
$65,000 expenditure for roads in con­
nection with these lands *had been 
promised when the sale took place, and 
this appropriation had to be put 
through.

Now comes the fàct that the pro­
visions of the Land Act were set at 
nought and the government conveyed 
to the purchasers, thç quarter interest 
of the province when these lands 
should be sub-divided, or about $180,000 
worth of lands.

What next is to come is hard to 
prophesy, and the. public will begin to 
think that the sale of land did not 
net so much to the province after all.

There is no question that the amend­
ment of Mr. Mackay, who was deputy 
commissioner of lands and works when 
the sale took place, was intended to 
be quiety introduced into the bill, and 
the pledges of the government at the 
time of the sale would thus'be redeem­
ed. A watchful opposition, however, 
detected the move and brought it to 
public attention.

Few persons of moderate means can af­
ford, good oil-, or water-color paintings, 
with famous names attached, or artist- 
proof engravings and etchings, for these 
cost, proportionately with the renown of 
the artist, but there are quantities of ex­
quisite, water colors, the work of the les­
ser lights-in the field of art, to be had at 
prices not at all prohibitive, and there 
are many beautiful etchings which would 
ornament the walls of almost any house.

Of the many pitfalls that the inexperi­
enced buyer is apt to fall into when buy­
ing prints of the old masterpieces, the 
commonest is that of selecting the ones 
that are so popular that, in spite qf their 
undeniable beauty and artistic merit, they 
have become hackneyed to a degree. It is 
better to try to find those that are not 
seen at every turn. Many of the most 
beautiful have never been exploited, and 
so have not become common, and it is 
among these less well-known ones that in­
dividuality in selection can be shown, 
with the result that it will give a touch 
of distinction to the room.

The proper framing of a picture is quite 
as important as the selection of the pic­
ture itself. In the ordinary living room, 
which has no pretensions toward being a 
period room, it is safe to have the major-, 
ity of the frames of a dark wood brown, 
a color that will harmonize with almost 
any kind of furniture, as well as being 
suitable for nearly every etching, photo­

water color. It must be borne 
in mind, however, that for a water color 
bright in its coloring, a simple gold frame 
Is to be preferred, a narrow one of plain 
dull gold and a mat of white or gold, a 
question to be decided by the strength of

Landscapes with a great deal of detail in 
them require a very narrow frame, one 
that is as simple as it is possible to find, 
while on the other hand, bold, broadly 
treated subjects require frames that 
wide and plain. Large single heads are 
at their best in either Morrocco or Flor­
entine molding, unless they, too, are very 
broadly treated, when a deep,, flat frame 
of either gold or stained wood will serve 
as the btest background and bring out the 
artistic treatment of the subject.

In the old junk shops may be found, 
too, interesting old engravings, etchings 
and wood cuts, and sometimes even water 
colors, though these are rare, Mid also old 
English prints of hunting scenes and 
coaching scenes, with the brilliance of the 
reds, blues and greens toned and faded 
by years of hanging in kitchens and bar­
rooms. Such prints should be framed sim­
ply in dark wood and have no mats and 
be hung in a rather dark part of the 
room, so that the bright color will give a 
high note where it will be most needed.

The difficulties that beset thq amateur 
picture hanger are very numerous. Chief 
among these is a great wall space. It re­
quires the most careful treatment to pre­
vent its looking like the display wall of a 
shop. If it be treated as if divided into 
panels, one of the greatest of its diffi­
culties will be overcome.

A large picture will form a nucleus for 
the grouping of the smaller ones around 
it, but bare must be used to avoid placing 
them in lines that suggest zigzags, steps or

In hanging pictures a good rule to ob­
serve is to hang the largest picture in a 
group on a ( level with the eyes and to 
place the smaller ones about it with ref­
erence to their subject rather than size. 
The introduction of one or two round or 
oval frames into the group will relieve 
the monotony of oblong and square ones, 
and will give a grateful sense of diversity 
in line.

Shapes and styles of frames must nec­
essarily conform in a general way with 
the furniture of the room, and coloring 
must -also be taken into consideration. 
There ^should be enough variety to avoid 
any danger of monotony, but at the same 
time harmony must be preserved, even at 
the cost of sacrificing a few favorites that, 
happen not to be appropriate or suitable 
for a particular room.

The question of portraits, whether 
painted or photographs, is always a vex­
ing one. So many of them are anything 
bu£ works of art and to use them as or­
naments for walls is more than should be 
expected of the most devoted of beings, 
no matter what the relationship exists 
between the subject and the householder.

As a rule portraits painted by good ar­
tists should be hung in the hall, dining 
room or library, but photographic por­
traits, when framed to hang should be 
seen only in bedrooms or in the sitting 
room. If in frames to stand on tables, etc. 
a good plan is to devote one moderate­
sized table to them and have them all 
on it, so that there can be no danger of 
hurting anyone’s feelings.

Paneled walls of wood should never be 
desecrated by having pictures, no matter 
how beautiful or 
but when a wall 
tures above the wood are most attractive. 
Nowadays all pictures are hung flat 
against the wall and the wires hung on 
two hooks straight up and down, so that 
they are as little noticeable as possible.
