Liquor License error in June ’77 as 
admitted by C. J. Sayre,
Errors in Collectors' Returns:—

In a recent speech, made at Toronto,
Hon. Edward Blake said that the general 
depression which in common with almost 
all civilized countries, this country was 
labouring under, would have been earlier 
removed, and we should have been better 
off to-day had there been no so-called 
National Policy. The Reform policy 
that beyond the necessities of revenue, they 
should not interfere with the right of the 
people to purchase in the place, and on the 
terms, which ‘ best suited them. The 
capital of the great mass of the electors of 
Toronto was their labour. For their labour 
they received wages to provide foi their 
homes. And this beneficent Government 
had never told them that it would protect 
their labour. They had to endure compe­
tition with the world iu their labour.
Year after )*ear the progress of improve­
ment was bringing the people of the world 
nearer together,,rendering the corfipetition 
in labour more and more severe, and if 
better times should come, they might 
depend upon it, that the void would soon 
be tilled, and they would not long be able 
to exact higher wages. While that which 
they had got to give was in the nature of 
things unprotected, the Government under­
took to protect the workman against him­
self. The workman was so ignorant that 
he might choose the cheapest goods and not 
feel inclined to pay a dollar for an article 
that he could purchase at a half dollar.
The Government asked them to send a 
man to Parliament who would take care 
that they would pay an honest, remunera­
tive price for the manufactures of those 
monopolists. The doctrine of tie Liberal 
party was that no man had a right to insist 
that a purchaser shonld buy his goods, or 
that he should not buy another’s goods, 
but that he should buy where he pleased.
It was claimed by the Conservatives that 
things were better, and he rejoiced to see 
it, but it did not at all follow that the im­
provement was owing to the National 
Policy. And if it was owing to the 
National Policy, how was it that in Great 
Britain also, the country of free trade, Repdrt of the committee be adopted, 
things-were also better. In all oountries, Moved by Coun. Mclnerney seconded

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The Work of Lumber-Driving.
Through some mismanagement, or 

want of good management, there are 
now about 20,000,000 feet of logs “ hung 
up” in the Miramichi River, and, owing 
to the failure of those controlling them 
to have them driven, nearly all the 
mills are shut down, or running only 
occasionally. If these logs had failed 
to reach the booming ground owing to 
any very unusual difficulties in the way 
of driving, it would not appear so bad, 
but when their being hung up is due to 
neglect that has grown out of a vicious 
practice in the business, the occasion is 
an opportune one for enforcing the les­
son it teaches. There is no equitable 
arrangement put into practice under the 
law by which lumber can be driven, the 
result being that those who are most 
anxious to get logs to market, are fre­
quently obliged to drive both for them­
selves and others on account of drives 
being mixed. It seems that each 
operator interested in the 20,000,000 
now hung up, depended on one or more 
of the others doing his work for him. 
They all discovered, however, when too 
late, that the “ lie and wait ” game had 
failed them. To make the matter worse, 
the water has been lower all summer 
than for many years, and has remained 
so later than usual. If the experience 
gained will lead to the principal 
men engaged in the lumber trade 
moving practically in the matter 
of organizing a lumber-driving com­
pany, it will, perhaps, be a gain in the 
end. It is conceded that after logs 
reach the main river,so that drives from 
different branches and streams get mix­
ed up, they should be taken hold of 
and forwarded with all expedition to 
the rafting ground. The general inf er- 
ests of the trade demand such an ar­
rangement, and no time should be lost 
ih bringing it Mi to effect. The neces­
sary legislation Can be had and the be­
nefit of its operation realized next sea­
son. Undeç/fc, the cost of driving 
be lessened and the idleness of mills 
when they shonld be at work, obviated.

The “Son” and the Lumber Trade.
"When_j>ublishing some Miramichi 
trade returns recently we remarked 

“ There is a gratifying increase of busi­
ness in favor of 1870 shown in the above 
returns—all due to the improvement of 
the lumber trade in Great Britain and 
France.”

The St. John Sun quoted our figures 
and the above paragraph, adding as fol­
lows ;—

“ We are glad to hear this,

Had he made such a 
statement it is probable that the Sun 
would be flighted. As he did not do 
so, however, and it is very desirable, 
from the Sun’s standpoint, that he 
should have done so, that paper does 
what it can for “ the cause” by in­
venting the statement for him and 
after it has been duly repeated in the 
smaller organs, it is presented in 
some other forms,of which the above is 
one sample. Where the shoe pinches 
with the Sun is around the hard facts 
which Mr. Snowball did state and which 
neither that paper nor any other has 
attempted to combat. He showed that 
in competition in the free markets of 
Great Britain with the Baltic trade, the 
lumber interest of Canada was handi­
capped sufficiently without having the 
additional burdens of the National 
Policy laid upon it. The Sun chooses 
to ignore Mr. Snowball’s argument al­
together. It loses sight of the facts that 
Canadian lumber must be carried 
hundreds of miles further than Baltic 
lumber to reach the great markets of 
Europe,and that that is against our lum­
ber interest ; that the stumpage tax is 
another and serious impost on the trade, 
and that the prices ruling in Great 
Britain—New Brunswick’s great lumber 
market—for the last few years,left little 
or no margin to operators in this Pro­
vince. Every man engaged in the dif­
ferent branches of the business natural­
ly felt the effect of whatever tended to 
increase the cost of the great staple. 
As the margin on operations was now 
on the side of profit and then on the 
side of loss, it is not a matter of wonder 
that when the Government deliberately 
increased the cost of producing lumber 
and, thereby, further crippled the trade, 
Mr. Snowball, as well as other lead­
ing men in it should complain. In 
doing so he showed that the men in the 
woods would have to work at reduced 
wages, unless trade revived in Great 
Britain and increased the demand for 
and price of lumber. He showed that 
while neither the woods man,the stream- 
driver, the millman щт the stevedore 
would have his wages increased by the 
N. P., the prices of flour, tea, 
sugar pork, clothing, boots and 
shoes, etc., would be made higher, be­
cause of the increased duties imposed 
by the Government. In the same way, 
the lumber manufacturer would have to 
pay more for his mill supplies and, by 
so much, have the difficulties of 
peting with the more favored producers 
of other countries, increased. The 
logical deduction to be drawn from the 
depressed state of the trade abroad and 
increasing difficulties of production in 
Canada was stated by Mr. Snowball and 
is not susceptible of refutation. For­
tunately, there has been such a general 
revival of trade in Europe and America 
as to improve the demand for lumber 
and raise its price. The Sun would 
like to have it understood that the N. 
P. has saved the trade, while Mr. Snow­
ball predicted that it would ruin it. If 
that kind of stuff is liked by the Sun’s 
readers, many of whom feel the weight 
of the grinding tarriff keenly—if it will 
lighten their burdens any, even in im­
agination— no one should object to its 
publication, or reiteration, ff the Sun 
can make itself believe that Mr. Snow­
ball indulged in wild and unwarranted 
statements,it will, no doubt, feel all the 
happier in not being alone in that busi­
ness. It may seem silly to the great 
jnajorifcy of people, to find the Sun en­
deavoring to manufacture consolatton 
for itself in the domain of invention, 
but happiaess in a fool’s paradise is pre­
ferable, to seme minds, to the regret

Sullenly Killed.
Seasoned Pine Boards,On Saturday morning last, an inquest 

wîts held by Coroner Dr. J. S. Benson, on 
the body of Anders Johan Rutherson, a sea­
man on board the Swedish Bark GuslaJva, 
Capt Brown, lying at Mr. Snowball’s mill 
wharf, who was accidently killed by the 
falling of a tub of ballast. It appeared 
from the evidence that about 6.30 the pre­
vious (Friday) evening, while the deceased 
was working in the lower hold on the 
starboard side of the kelson, filling ballast 
tubs, one of the tubs, which was being 
hoisted, accidentally unhooked and fell 
upon him crushing his head, the whole of 
the left side of which, was driven in to 
such an extent that portions of the brain, 
were forced out through the left ear 
Deceased was removed from the hold to 
the cabin and Dr J. S. Benson was im­
mediately summoned, but could render 
no assistance, the man being then in a 
dying condition, and only living three 
hours from the time of the accident. The 
uufortuuate occurrence does not appear to 
have happened through any unsoundness 
of the tackle, but the vessel had a consider­
able list and the tubs were swinging 
considerably, though the tub in question 
had not struck anything, nor even arrived 
at the upper hatchway, when it suddenly 
became unhooked. The men were work­
ing overtime in order to finish unloading 
the ballast that evening. The deceased 
was buried on Saturday afternoon at 3 
o’clock.

The work of restoring the Derby Bark 
Extract Factory, destroyed on Tuesday of 
last week, has been proceeding since the 
day after the fire and is being pushed for­
ward with Mr. Miller’s characteristic en­
terprise. A member of our staff visited 
the place on Saturday last and found the 
men at work. In some places there were 
piles of iron hoops—all that remained of 
the 300 casks of extract destroyed. These, 
like other indestructible materials, much 
of which had formed parts of valuable 
machinery, were placed conveniently to­
gether, preparatory to being hauled away. 
The large copper vacuum pan, which cost 
several thousands of dollars was lying at 
rest where it fell—partly upon its original 
foundation and partly upon the machinery 
near. It appears not to have been injured 
past repair, though considerably damaged 
in its fall. Near by are the remains of the 
iron smoke stack which was over 100 feet 
high, but is now broken and crushed by its 
fall and the subsequent heat to which it 
was subjected. The leaches are almost 
completely destroyed, and will have to be 
made entirely new. We observed several 
vats, the staves of which were burned off 
at the top, while they were tight and 
sound below. These also will, no doubt, 
have to be renewed. A noticeable feature 
of the premises is the color of the ware­
house, near by, which wits saved, although 
the end was much charred. It is of an 
almost cardinal color. VT

Circuit Court :—John Sivewright As­
signee &c. of Ferguson Rankin & Co. 
Insolvents, vs. Carvill McKean & Co. 
This was an action of trover brought to re­
cover the value of a quantity of goods 
taken by Dfts. from the store of the Insol­
vents on the 27th of September 1878 or 
fourteen days before the issue of the writ 
of attachment in Insolvency against them. 
The declaration contained two counts, 
1st for the wrongful conversion by Defts. 
of the property of the Fergusons before 
Insolvency and 2nd for the wrongful con­
version by Defts. of property of Pltf. as 
Assignee &c. The pleas were, let, not 
guilty, 2nd, the property was not the pro­
perty of the Fergusons, and 3rd the 
property was not the property of 
the Pltf. John Ferguson jr. one 
of the Insolvents was the principal wit­
ness for the Pltf. He proved the taking 
by Defts. of the goods but- that it was done 
with the consent of the Insolvents and 
through a fear of a distraint warrant at 
the instance of Robert Rankin. His cross- 
examination showed that on the 3rd of 
July 1878, the firm of Ferguson Rankine & 
Co. were in straitened circumstances and he 
applied to Defts. for an advance of $6,000, 
and in order to obtain the $6,000, he sold 
the Defts. their entire stock of goods in 
trade. The sale was made in St. John 
and the money paid there. The sale was 
reduced to writing afterwards in Bathurst 
but the writing uot being under seal and 
no delivery under it, His Honour ruled 
no property passed by it. 1 he goods re­
mained in the possession of Insolvents 
and their business went on as usual until 
the goods were removed by Defts. as 
above.
