Shad Fisheries,

(From the Windsor Tribune.) ;

The fisheries of the Bazin of Minas are get-
ting less valuable from year to year. The gae-
pereaux fisheries which years ago were a source
of much profit to the people, are now almost
worthless; and the shad fisheries, of which we
boasted so much in the past, are not in a much
betfer condition, Eachyear shad have become

fewer, till now it scarcely pays men to fit ou:
boats and nets to work with, Forty years
#go, we are told, shad were so plentiful that
they were caught in large quantities as far up
the Avon river as Windsor. Not only are the
fish canght of late years small in numbers, but
their size and quality are degenerating. The
shad taken in the Basin of Minas are known to
be the best flavored of any in the world,
caused, it was always supposed, by nourish.
ing proprieties in the muddy waters of our
rivers—for the shad is a strange fish and
lives entirely on suction—at least mo food is
ever found in its atomach., It is said, the
cayse which must evenlmu{ lead to the total
extinction of this valuable fish from ourwaters is
very. apparent, and can be prevented, 'The
weirs and seines which line the banks of the
basin are not constructed in the manner pres-
cribed by law—at least we are told many of
them arenot. They are made to hold every-
thiﬁ that comes into them, consequently shad
of all sizes are caught, An& the small ones are
used for manure and wasted, and the half-
grown ones are sold as “alewives.” The mat-
ter needs a careful investigation by the depart-
ment, as the fisherfes of the »asin are as
important to us, and rcquire to be as care-
fully protected as herring, lobsters or cod are
in other places. The shad are mysterious
fish in their habits, They leave their winter
quarters in the Gulf of Mexico early in the
year, and following the American coast line,
arrive in New York about May. Here they
are considered a great rarity, and the first
brought into the market brings often from $5
to $10 each. They then continue their east-
wardly course, and by June are sporting in the
Connecticut river. Here they are protected by
the law, and are not allowed to be caught
with a net until July 1st; but they can be taken
by sportsmen with hook and line any time, B:
June they are also in St.John,and by the mon!

of July they have found their way into the
muddy waters that empty from the rivers into
the Basin of Minas, Here they remain until
the middle of August, and then disappear, The
most_remarkable fact is that shad are never
found, even in the fewest numbers, in any of
the waters east of the Bay of Fundy,

A DANGER 70 BE FACER.

By and by the great democracy of Canada
will come.tounderstand the perilin which this
nation Is placed by the new Quiebec move-
ment, supported as it is by the leaders of the
political parties of Canada, .The British race
is sometimes a little slow about taking in
the full meaning of things, and it is not over
quick to act. Bat the meaning s pretty
certaln to ba taken in eventually and action
1s sure to follow.

The new national party of Quebec has
been organized with the objsct of making a
deolded change in the Canadlansyatem of gov-
ernment, Itaavowed purpose is to place the
government of this country more under the
eontrol of the French speaking people, than

it nowls, The actusl purpose goes further
than this and contemplates the permanent
ascendency of a certain clase, and that a very
dlnngeroua class, of the French speaking peo-
ple. =

The way In which the movement began
shows what its character is, Louls Riel, a
murderer and rebel, had baen hanged, after
having recelved a falr trial, an adequate de-
fence, and the benefit of an appesl to all the
courts of the empire having jurisdiction in
the case, It had beea proved that this man
afarted the Northwest agitation, that his
personal appeal had induced the Indians to
3ot out on their bloody course, that he by
all means in.his power prevented a peaceful
settlemqnt of the troubles, that he had de-
liberately announced his intention before-
hand of causing the prairles to run with
blood, snd that in all the proceedings he was
prompted by mercenary motives, There
was no redeeming or mitigating element in
Riel's criminality and it wae intensified by
the fact that he had once already been par-
doned for a foul and briital murder,

This was the man whom the ‘' Nationalists’
ordered the government to protect from the
law, because Louls Riel was half French and
had been at times a Roman Catholio, The
gvel\nment of Canada is neither French nor

glish, Catholio nor Protestant., Its mis.
slon is not te interfere with law for the bene«
£i§ of any class or creed, but to enforce
res‘rect for law and justice among all creeds
and clasges. The governmens did not obey
she mandate from Quebec, and”the law
took its course.

There arose the ory for revenge. Great
sumbers of excltable people were collected
together and heard speeches, in which they
were told that Eoglishmen had hanged Riel
because he was French, and the Ocangemen
because he was a Catholic, ‘‘ Down with the
hangmen” was the cry which was started in
Quebec in those autumn meetings, and 1t ix
sounding in the provinoce still. *‘Avenge the
death of Riel” was the last injanction given
to the Chambly electors by one of the ora-
tors of Quebec, a man who, shameful to re-
ate, was once the mialster of justice for
©anada, At this moment in the election
campaign now going on in Qaebec, the only
sppeal made to the people on one
side is the ory of vengeance,
The leader of the opposition of the Quebec
government has solemnly and deliberately
atated that there are no longer Liberals and
Conservativea in that province, there are but
two partiesthe Natlonallsts and the hangmen,
By Nationalists he means thoee electors who
demand that no crimioals shall be punished
in this country if the French Canadians de.
sire thelr escape; by hangmen he means that
portion of the people of Canada who belleve
that the government shouid not be punished
for disobeying the mandate of the friends of
Louis Riel, but should be upheld in their
courge, Mr, Laurler, the leader of the fed.
eral opposition In Quebec proviace, has with
equal deliberation stated that there is one
1ssue before the electors and that is the Riel

imsne,

1f the movement were only sectarian In
its character, 1t would be a fallure, The
Roman Catholic church does not I y
lend itself to agltations of this kind, It Is
quite true that priests and bishops of that
church have a$ times taken part in political
contests, and that they have much more in-
fluence over thelr congregations than have
the clergy of other denominations, Doubt-
Yess the hiersrchy of Quebec could, if they
chose, make mafters much more serious than
they are, But the Church of Rome the

world over is at this moment setiing its face
against anarchy and mob rule. It would
be out of character to signalize the new de.
parture in Canadian Casholiciem, which has
been celebrated during the past few
weeks, by another new departure In
the direction desired by the nationzl party,
Even if the church wished to assert her
power by the overthrow of governments she
would scarcely do so by adopting Riel as a
represensative Catholic. It would indeed
be a plece of grim satire for the Roman
Catholics to adopt as their special hero, the
man who in making war on his couatry,
made still fiercer war' on the missionary
priest, and on the devoted members of
Catholic slsterhoods, The blood of certain
genulne martyrs in the Northwest would
call from the-ground agalnst euch a thing,
So far the agitation has been condemned by
many priests, both French and Irish, thongh
it is sald that some French clergymen have
on their own  responsibility endorsed the
movement,

It Is not on the religlous side, but on the
natlonal side, that the danger lies. A ten-
dency to look on the bright side of things
has led many persons to underrate the
strength of this ugly agitation. Chambly
has given a somewhat rude shock to
the hopeful, And Caambly is apparently a
typioal constituency., In that county the
issue was squarely presented. It was not
even pretended at the time of the fight that
there was any other question but this ques-
tlon of Riel, A large number ol French
Canadian electors came to the polis in de-
fence of law, order and fair play, but the
crowd which ra'lied to Laurler’s cry of ven.
geance was sufficlent to overwheim these
and the whole Eoglish speaking electorate
aa well, The combination which elected
Prefontaine in Chambly claims to be able, if
the alliance is not brokep, tosweep the
province in this local election, and proposes
to sweep Quebec and eastern Oatario in the
next federal contest, If this can be done, it
will require a tremendous loyal majority in
other provinces to save the administrasion,

The defeat of the government on regular
issues would be a disaster, because it wounld
bring to the front a company of men Incap-
able of formlng an administration sunited to
the requirements of this country. Buat it
wonld not be a terrible catastrophe such as
the sappression of all government, bug the
triumph of this national party. Biake. as
premier, held in check by his peculiar
negative habits of mind, would not be the
same thing, as Blake nominally premler,
impelled by the will of the new nasionalist
rulers, whose ideas of government are ex-
press:d in the tiitle they have given them.
selves, and whose notions of justice are ex
emplified in the demand for the protection

| of Louls Riel,

L&ANCYIONED Y THEIR VOTES.

Premier Fieldlng and his colleagues
still maintain that Prince Eiward Island
and New Brunswick are about ready to join
in the repeal movement. There is however,
nof much comfort In the words of L. H.,
Davies, the Grlt leadcr in Prince Edward
Island, A day or two ago he made a picnic
speech which is thus reported : — /

‘ Having entered confederation by our own
choice, he was not prepared to take up hastily
asy cafch proposition like repeal. It was
different in Nova Scotia, There the people
had been forced into confederation without
their consent. Though a subsequent readjast-
ment of terms had been partialiy accepted, yet
the fact remained that the Nova So)tians had
never tquarely acceptad confsderation. Our
position was otherwise., It was true cur terms
of Union had not been fully carried ous ;
that wa had been weighed down with an
oppressive tariff, and that cur trade wase
languishing for the want of markets, but
we had not done all that we could to
have these evils redressed. In 1878 this island
sent five men to support the party which has
brought upon us the grievances of which we
complair; and in 1882 this mistaka was only
partially rectifisd. As paople we have mo
right to exclaim against treatment which, to a
large extent, has been sanctioned by the votes'
of our people. There is a remedy within the
constitution to' r'ght this master. So, then,
until the electors protest sgainst the irjustice
which we suffer, by sending members united
in opposing the government respomsible for
these wrongs, and until all parties in Canada
have refused us redress, does it become us to
raise the cry of “‘repeal,”

Those who assert that the tariff policy of
the Dominion government has led to the re-
peal movement in Nova Scotla, should leok
at the matter from Mr,Davies’ point of view.
Before the National Policy was adopted that
province sent a two-thirds majority of ite
delegates to ask for protection. Atter three
years trial a like msjority was sent demand.
Ing a continuanoe of the system, Since 1882
five of ‘the eighteen counties have had occa.
slon fo express their oploion and in every
case the mandate was to the same effcct,

THE WESTMORLAND SHEILVALTY.

The Moncton T'imes republishes the St.
John Globe’s atatement that the new sheriff of
Westmorland will perform hia duties ““lna
manner so satlsfactory to the people of
Westmoreland that they will epjoy a new
sensation,” The 7'imes commenting on this

duties of sheriff were not satisfactorily dis.
charged by Mr, Chapman. The iatimation, in
our judgment, is a dastardly, coward assault
on a gentleman whose only offence was that he
was a liberal-conservative. So far as we know
no man ever charged that Mr, Chapman was
not strict'y impartial in discharging the duties
of his office and it is well known that in mat.
ters not affecting strict duty he gave
due (if mnot too much) consideration to the
interests of the government that con.
trolled his office, A meaner, more despicable
act than the dismissal of Sheriff Chapman was
never perpetrated by any government in this
province and we much mistake the temper of
Chapman’s friends if his enemies are not made
to realize that the whirligig of time brings its
revenges, - As a matter public policy itis a
terrible wrong to make the sherifi’s office the
foot ball of party; as a matter of justice in this
particular case the action of the government is
an outrage,

It Is a proof of the extreme gullibility of
the British ‘race that the Anticosti bonds
are popular, These bonds are taken on the
assumption that Anticostl has grea$ agricul-
tural -resources amd a good climate,
The purchasers belleve that this fsland
offers a fine field for settlement, and the
understanding {8 that emigrants will arrive
and locate there in large numbers, There
are plenty of good farming lands in Canada
easy to obtain and offering the best possible
inducements to immigrants, But Anticostl
is barren and rocky., The Inhabitants are
leaviog the place, The only industry 1s fish-
ing, and 15 1s not necessary to live there in
order $o catch fish cn the coast, Yet with
fertile lands awaiting settlement in New
Brunswlck no doubt hundreds of deluaded
folk will be led to settle In Anticosti, So
great la the gullibility of the Anglo-Saxon
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United States and the United States in the
place of Mexico, Eagland would fight,”
somebody says. Well if an Englishman
went to the United States and acquired a
domiclle there, and afterwards transgressed
the law of the land in which he was domi-
ciled and was punished for it perhaps Eng.
land would not fight for that man, There
is, however, little doub$ that Mexico would
let Catting go, and glad of the chance, if the
litila subsidiary state which holds the man
would only obey Mexico, This assertion of
state rights and the difficulties it involves

AroHAQUI, Aug. 16 —Whoop ! who-e-cop ! !
wah-hoo.co-00p !!! That was the kiad of a
snore that weke the echoes un Indian Hill in
the wee sma hours of Sunday morning. And
thershy bangs a tale,

On Satarday night, two young whits men,
brothers, named Duncan, and three Indiacs

boarded the nine o’clock freight train for
Sudttx, They wanted firewater. Arrived at
Suossex, they got a supply and started to walk
back. ~As the distanceis about five miles they
found it necessary to revive their failing ener-
gies from time to time by taking °‘a long pull,
a strong pull, and a pull all fogether”—at the
bottle. Oane of the Indians was a stranger,
recently arrived in these parts, and he and his
tawney brethren soon began to wrangle—in
strict accordancsé with the time honoured
effacts of Sussex whiskey—and as they were
two toone, the Duncan boys deemed it but
fair to lend a hand in Lehalf of the stranger.
The latter then retired from the conflict and
after a sharp melee the brothers came off vic.
torious. No scalps were taken on either side,
but the two factions parted company at once
aud in high dudgeon, When the Indians came
to the house of Mr, Mercer, who lives about
half a mile above Apohaqui, they began to
bang at the door, and finally forced it open,
Mr, Mercer was absent, but his son and
another young gentleman ordered the intruders
to depart out of that country. The enemy
demurred at first, but finally yielded to the
persuasion of a shot gun, and even as they
were commanded so did they, Then the youn
fellows discovered that the gun was empty an
that there was no ammunition in the house,
One ot them at once set off to a mneighbor’s
house to get asupply. The Duncan boys, who
were lingering in the vincinity, took him for a
redekin and gave chase. But the young man
showed them a clean pair of heels, or words to
that effect, and made good his escape. Then the
Duncan boys went to their home, a new farm in
the woods, about half a mile or more from the
highway. Meanwhile the defeated party made
their way to Indian Hill, got reinforcements,
held a pow-wow, tock anmother drink and
vesolved to carry the war into Africa. Ac.
cordingly, they marched to Dancan’s house,
It was now paet midnight. Scounts were sent
forward to reconnoitre. When these returned
and snmouncad that all was quict along the
Potomac, the party tightened their belts, took
& fresh drink, sounded the war whoop and ad-
vanced to the attack. Aund the pale moon
looked tranguilly down, and the night wind
whispered among the firs, and the stumps—
well, the stumps looked about as usual. That

civilizad Indians, seunt 5.. their card.
They sent itinin the form of a grindstone, and
sent it through the window,” Mr. Duncan,
who is ‘elderly and lame, Mrs, A Duncan
and the boys mansged to escape into
the woods, though it is sald that one of the
boys was caught and reverely beaten. The
belligerent braves entered the house, broke the
furnitare, upset the stove, piled the bedding in
a beap on the floor and set fire to it, snd then
made off. Mr, and Mrs, Duccan returned in
time to save their effects from utter destruc.
tion, and yesterday warrants were issued for
the arrest of the marauders.

A LITILE BOY CRUSHED T0 DEATH AT

Anaccidentoccurredat Indiantown Thuraday
evening whicha cest a young son of James
Collins his life.

The davit wag re-
moved aand the unfortunate little fallew
taken to his home =mear by, He was
placed on the flior, but cHcer Dalten
an uncle of the lad who then arrived had him
placed on abench in the yard, It was evident
to all present that the boy was fatally injured,

as it was with difficulty that he breathed, Mr,
McLean, druggist, was called ia, and D, Gil-
christ sent fer. Mr. McLean washed the blood:
from the injured youth's face, but he expired
before the physician arrived. It is believed
that the base of the skull was crushed as he
died five minutes after the accident. The boy
was the only son of James Collins, who is an
inmate of the Provincial lunatic asylam.

This first full year after the abrogation of
the fishery treaty is the worat that the New
Eogland mackerel fleet ever me$, The
Gloucester men have no monopoly of the
home market because they have no mackerel
for the market, 'With all their alleged ateal-
ing the landings at all ports last week were
less than one-fifth of there of the correspond.
Ing week last year, and the total New Eag-
land catch to date, Including fares from the
North Bay, is only 25,928 barrels agalnst
152,755 barrels in 1885 and 133,138 barrels
In 1884, a deficlency compared with last year
of 120 827 barrels. These are the figures of
the Boston fish burean, Portland, Maine,
papers say that vessels with 18 to 25 barrels
continue to arrlve, Dealers in that clty are
paying 10 cents per pound for shore mackerel,
and cannot get supplies at the price,
A Boston paper reports that the recelpts of
the day before publlcation were only 40 or
50 pounds of number two, and that the
ruling price was gleven dollars per hundred,
which is beyond all precedent, Large deal-
ers are rot able to fill more than two-thirds
of their orders, :

From this it is evident that the provincial
fishermen eending fish to Boston stand In a
much better position than in the days of free
fish and free fishing. The Increased price
far exceeds the duty. Racent storles about
scores of Amerloan poaching vessels taking
large fares in Canadian waters are evidently
based on a remarkably small substratum of
facts, If these blg hauls had been taken
they would have been placed on the market.
Canadlan mackerel fishers, with ready
means of transporfation, easy access to ice
and other supplles, and the whole range of
outside and inside waters open to them
should be able to more than hold their own

with the Gloucester men in spite of the fish
duties,

The treaty of 1818 was enforced during the
seasons of 1870, 1871 and 1872, Hon, Pater
Mitchell belng minister of marine and fish-
eries, Inthe spring of 1873 fishing privi-
leges were conveyed to the United States by
the Washington treaty, snd Mr. Mitchell’s
crulsers - were not commissioned. Darleg
the period the Prince Edward Island coast
waters were not protected by the Canadian
fleet. The province was not until 1872 a
part of Canada, and ylelded In advance the
privileges of Inshore fishing allowed by the
freaty. Moreover the headland lmit was
not malntalned by Mr, Mitchell, who was
hampered by advice from the Imperial
government, the home authorities being
anxious to adopt a conoiliatory policy in
view of pending negotiations,

Mr, Mitchell’s fleet In 1870 comprised six
schooners, These crulsers did excellent ssr-
vice. About four hundred American fishing
vessels were boarded, Many of these were
found %o be in Canadlan waters for legiti.

The Gloucester men came close
In shore, spread their selnes and made
themselves perfectly at home, until
the several selzures were‘\ made,
when they began to be more wary. Bat it
was impossible to protect all parts of the
coast at once, and as » matter of fact fishing
in Canadian waters was largely prosecuted
through the entire season.,

In 1871 the fleet was stronger than the
previous year. Daring the season the
steamer Lady Head and seven echooners, in-
oluding La Canadienne, were in the service,
The vessels boarded were, however, not more
than a hundred and fifty and the captured
schooners were only three.

In 1872 the same fleet was employed.
United States fishermen had now become
more cauntious, Less than a hundred vessels
were boarded and only §wo were captured,
Both of these were taken trawling for hall.
but, one at Antloostl, the other on the
north shore of the St. Lawrenoe.

Daring the three years twenty vessels
were seized by the marine police, Five of
these belonged to the provinces and were
oharged with violation of the customs laws,
The J, H. Nickerson and White Fawn were
peized and tried, the former for purchasing
Dbalt in Canadisn waters with Intent to fish;
the latter with preparing to fish In Canadian
waters, The offence was the same in both
osses, but the form of £he proceed-

ings differed, The Nickerson was condemned
by Sir Willlam Young In the vice admiralty
court, Halifax, and sold, the Dominion gov-
ernment being the purchaser at $2,500.
She was selzed early in 1870, The White
Fawn was seized later In the same year and
was released. Another American schooner,
the Grenada, was gelzed in 1870 for Infrac-
tlon of the custome’ laws, Of the remaining
twelve vessels selzed elght were condemned
Flve were forfelted and sold. Seven of the
vessels condemned were selzed during the

first year and the elghth in January of 187,
The Wampatusk, which, we belleve, was
the first prize, was found engaged In tzkicg
cod fish close to the Cape Breton shore and
the crew were in the act of haullng In the
lines when the vessel was boarded, The
Lizzle Tarr was found within 350 yards of
the St. Lawrence coast., She had halibut
llnes out and her crew were tending them,
The master admitted that the owner of the
vesgel had directed him to fish there, as the
government cutter was seldom seen in those
places. The A, H., Wanzer, which
was condemned but not eold, was
actually engaged In fishing on the Cape Bre.
ton coast when selzed. Her lines were over
the rail and were freshly baited. She had
been previously boarded and warned, The
A, J, Franklin, which. was condemned and
forfeited baill, was taken on the Cape Bre-
ton coast, She had been warned, and was
afterward found with net lines,freshly baited
hooks and fresh mackerel gills and scales on
deck, The captaln declared that the fishing
had been done before he came within the
line, and the yessel was not selzed. Sabaze-
quently it was found that the captain had
lied, and the next time an opportunity was

afforded the Frankiin was taken on the old
charge. The Romp was sold, She was
seized In Charlotte County, and her captain

confessed that he had taken fifiy barrels of
herring in Canadian waters at Grand Manan, -
The Perseverance was seized In January,

1871, She was found with herring nets out
at Bliss Harbor. The Samuel Gilbert was

taken in 1871 In the Gulf of St Lawrence,

Her crew were fishing for cod at the time,

but the vessel was released, the owner plead-

Ing that he was under the impression that

the Washington treaty was in operation,

It will readily be seen that the Gloucester
folk were much bolder in 1870 than they are
now, or were after the first season., It ap-
pears that many vessels found inside the
limit which had been apparently engaged in
fishing, but whose crew pleaded ignorance of
the law, or clalmed to be under the impres.
sion that they were not nearer than three
miles, were not hard pressed,

Show.

AN QUTLINE OF THEIR GROWIH AND
PROGRESS.

Western Australia—Her Imports and Ex-
ports—Queensland and. its Riches—Fiji
and its War Clubs.

A oolony that shows the richest treasure
of the Colonial and Indian exhibition—the
‘“‘Southern Cross Pearl,” a perfect cross
formed of nine pearls fogether in one melid
mase, & wondrous freak of nature—valued at
$50,000, is ome mnot to be passed over
lightly.

Western Australia inclades all that portlen

of the antipodean continent sitnated to the
westward of 129° east longitude, Its great.
est length 1s 1,280 miles from north to south,
and 800 miles from east to west, though the
settled or occnpied portion of the colony Is
0aly some 60J miles long by 150 miles aver-
age breath. The total estimated area of the
colony is 975,824 English square mlles, in.
clading Islands on the coast. Western
Australia was first settied in 1829 and for
many years the population was small, Ia
1850 the colony had not more than 6,000 in-
habitants, which had increased on December
3let, 1884, to 33,000, exclusive of seme
2,300 aborigines, Its capital, Perth, hasa
population of 8,000,

The agricultural prosperity of the colony
has been on the rise within the past few
years; still there were only 80,000 acres un-
der cultivation at the end of 1884, of which
30,000 were devoted to wheat, 5,500 to bar-
ley, 1,500 to oats and 24,000 to hay. In
1879 upwards of 20,000 acres of well watered
country were discovered along the river
courses of the north and north.east of the
territory, affording not only good pasturage,
but adapted to the cultivation of eugar, cof-
fee and rice, Strenuons efforts are being
n;nda to (utilize thie terrltory. The total
ol

IMPORTS AND EX PORTS

Including bullion and specie of Western
Australia in 1884 were : Imports, $2,600,-
000; exports $2,000,000, The exports of the
colony to Great Britaln ‘conslst almost en.
tirely of wool and of lead ore. The climate
and soll are admirably adapted for vintage
and #'lk growing, Good wheat growling soils
also exist over large areas in the northern
divislon, and the produce is of good quality
and yield, Magnetlc iron, lead, copper and
zino ores are found in large quantities, The
salubrity of the climate is equal to that of
any parsof the favored Australian continent,
The colony has some 125 miles of railway in
operation and severasl new lines are in pro-
cess of construction, In 1884 there were 1,-
885 miles of telegraph working, since which
time much has been done in the way of tele-
graphio extension, Western Australia makes
a unique show at the exhlbition and its court
is therefore pecullarily attractive, The

is construoted of Jam wood, covered with
shingles of Sheoak and on elther side is the
representation of a ferest. For In truth, a
very large portion of the colony Is heavy
timber country, The Jarrah, sometimes er-
roneously called mahogany, a tree of the
Eucalyptus tribe, covers immense tracts
of land in the south-west, Its
lumber is extraordinarily durable and as
it reelsts the white ant and the boring sea
worm, it s admirably adapted for rallway
sleepers and for piles for bridges and harbor
work—a polnt worthy of consideration by
those who think of exporting our Canadian
woods to the antipodes. These Jarrah trees
grow 150 feet high and there are to bs seen
in the court many samples of its sizsand
durability, Oae huge bjock of superb color
and polish weighs five tons. There are also
exhibited a plle known to have been under
water for 22 years and a slab that for 36
years lay exposed on the beach, Jarrah is
one of the heaviest woods known, weighing
one and a half tons in place of the normal
ton to the fifty cubic feet, The “Karrl”
which sometimes attains the height of 300
feet 1s consldered to be almost equal to the
Jarrah. Santalwood is already a valuable
article of export, and the Jarrah has been
put upon the London markat since the open-
ing of the exhibition. Uallke our New

QUEENSEAND.

a territory where every production of the
temperate 2one and tropics grow in profusion,
and the most recently organized Australian
colony, comprizes the whole northeastern
farﬁon of the antipodean continent. It was

ormerly & part of New South Wales, but
was separated therefrom and erected into a
distinct colony in 1859, Queensland proper,
exclusive of New Gulnes, possesses an
area of 667,497 square miles, or
equal to more than five and a half times the
area of the United Kingdom, Nearly 500,
000 miles are occupied by rutonl stations,
large traots of recently oxﬁ ered country on
the borders of the eastern boundary of South
Australla having been taken up and stocked
during the past few years. From the first
settlement of the colony by convlcts from
Great Britaln In 1825, the’ population has
grown fo 325,000, of whom  nearly 12,000
are Chinese, exolusive of 20,000 abori-

ines,

’ On entering the Queensland court from
the West Australian section, one of the first
objects of interest is a large oase of stuffed
birds and close by are many specimens of the

animals of the colony. All around the

walls of the court are arranged oases of
minerals, of which 1,407 different sorts have
been collected, The chief feature of his
mineral court is the

GREAT GOLD TROPHY,

its bage formed of samples of the richest
quartz in the world, The pyramid repre.
sents the actual quantity of gold obtained
from the Quesnsland mines since their dis-
covery to the end of 1885—4,840, 564 ounces—
or 14 818 tons—of a gross value of £17,.
323,284 sterling, The average yield per
ton of quartz is given at 1oz 10 dwt, 16
gre, the highest average of any gold produc.
ing country of the globe, The Queensland
catalogue states that in one lot tested from
the Mount Morgan grand mine the tailings
assayed 64 oz, 5 dwts 18 grs of gold to the
ton—it being counted rich ore that gives
3 0z, The only gold found in nature unalloy-
ed with sllver assays 99.7 and even 98.8
per cenf, the rest belng copper with a
trace of tin, This is the richest native gold
a8 yet discovered; value £4.43 8d
per ounce, Close to .the gold tropby are
some cases contalning fine spec!mensof shells
and corals,also cases of furs and saddlery, the
case containing the latter being decorated
over head with stuffed birds, kaogarocs and
other anlmals, The gaddles used for riding
buck-jumping Australian horses appear card-
ous to English and Canadian eyes,

There is an exceedingly rich dlsplay of
opals in pollshed gems, in jawellery and in
the matrlx, from the mines of H. W. Bond,
of Torrington, Toowooba, A necklace of
opals and diamonds s valued at $5,000,
Hungary, in the past, the world’s great sup.
plier of opals, has evidently a gmart rival in
the colony of Queensland, :

A bleck of almost pure copper ore, welgh-
Ing nearly a ton and a half,1s another sample
of the richness of thls colony, And then
there {3 the tin trophy, some twenty tons in
welght, This is an ore that realizss from 60
fo 80 per cent,,whereas Cornish tin is count-
ed good at 20 per cent,

The remainder of the Qaeencland exhibit
is In the central annex, which rans esst and
wegt, joining the east and west central gal.
lerles together. At the east end of the an-
nex I8 a large trophy of animal life, with a
panoramic background, contalning specimens
of the marsupials and {wingless birds of the
colony, as well as the very curlous black-
billed platypus, which is a " very remarkable
type of animal. Oa elther side of the trophy
are arranged, on the walls of the court,
samples of the arms and implements used
by the natives of New Guinea. The princi-
pal exhibits in this part of the court are
the wools arranged in vast .cases along one
side of the central passage, flanked by a row
of sugars on the other slde. Sugar is an
important branch of the colony’s trade, her
export for last year amounting to 56,000 tons.

VICTORIA.

This flourishing colony, which occupies
half the west central and the western nalf
of the south central gallery, though in point
of size the emallest of the Australian group,
possesses the largest population of any. It
18 eatimated that in the present year there
are just about one million of inhabitants, of
whom Melbourne, the capital, has 283,000-
The colony owes {ts great proeperity and its
relatively large population to the discovery
of the gold fields in 851, the year ia which
it was separated from New South Wales,
In addition to the great gold-mining In-
dustry, the agricultural and pastoral inter-
ests of the colony are very large. Wool is
one of the most important exports, and the
wheat trade is rapldly increasing, the value
in 1884 having been nearly $9,000,000,

Victorls, like South Australia, shows not
only fleeces and bales of wool, but also
stuffed specimens of the celebrated Merino
sheep, to the improvement of which breed
the greatest attention is paid.

FIJI.

At the south end of the South Australian
court, is the F'iji exhibition, F'ji is one of the
youngest of the colonies, having been annexed
in 1874, since which period it has made consid-
erable progress,. While its total trade in 1876
was only of the value of about $900,000, in
1884 it had risen to $3,900,000, The principal
exports are sugar,coffee,cocoanuts, fruits,cotton,
molasses, peanuts, maizs, curiosities and fibre,
The Fijian Archipelsgo consists of two large
and 200 smaller islands, of which about 80 are
inhabited. Rain fell on 265 days last year.
The F'ji collection is not large, and what there
is looks even smallar than the reality by being
hemmed in between the two great colonies of
South Australia and Victoria. It consists
chiefly of mnative pottery: utemsils, mats,
lumber, cocos nuts and ropes, The walls of
the court gre decorated with trophies of native'
arms and the entrances are hung with “‘taffa”
cloth (made from the bark of the Paper
maulberry tree), draped as curtains and hung as
cornices, above which clubs projact in a de-
cidedly barbaric manner. The court bears
throughout the imprirt of a savage race.

DENYS' OPINION OF SAINT JOHN RIVER.

Where Fort La Tour Was Siteated—A Won-
derful Tale of the Falls,
Published at Paris, .1672—TFranslated by
Edward Jack.

The approach to the entrance of the River
St, John is dangerous to these nearing land
on either side; the starboard er right side
without drawing too near to the shore, is the
; best,

This eatrance is narrow on_ aecount of a

the same elde as the ieland there are large
marshes or flats which are covered at high
tides, The shore consists of muddy sand

which forms a point; this passed therels a
little creek which enters into these marshes,
At the entrance, which is narrow, ‘the late
Monsieur de la Tour had a weir built in
which great numbers of gaspereaux were
faken which were salted for winter. They
were caught there sometimes in such quan-
$ity that it became necessary to break down
the welr and cast them into the sea, other.
wise it would have been made so foul by
‘them that it would have beea destroyed.
: Sometimes salmon and shad were taken
i there as well as bass, which ia the maigre of
i Iim Rochelle; which serve duslag the whole
‘spring a8 a great manna for those of the
.countrg. Somewhat in advance, beyond
' the sald weir, thepe is a little mound of earth,
‘where d’Aulnay bailt hie fors, which I con.
sider was not well placed as belng com-
manded by an island which is higher,
near by, and behind which all ves-
sels could protect themselves from the fort,
In this there is nothing but well water
which, as well as that which is outslde of
the fort, is not very good. Aoccording to
my opinion It would have been better placed
behind the island where vessels anchor, and
where it would have beem higher, and in
congequence not commanded by other neigh-
boring places,and they weuld have had good
water as in that which was built by the late
Sleur de Ia Tour which was destroyed by
d’Auloay after he had very wrongfully rend.
ered himsell master of I8, as he had no right
to it. He would have bad some trouble in do-
ing this if he had - not been intormed of the
absence of the sald Sieur de la Tour,who had
taken away with him part of his men, and
only left his wlfohwitfh :.h.wll:t :f. !hu
party to ard the for visg
sustainad dgl'-llng three days and nights all
the attacks of d’Aulnay, and having obliged
him $o withdraw from the range of her
cannons was at length compelled to surrender
on the fourth, which was Esster-day, havin
been betrayed by & Swiss who was on gua
that day, during which she made her people
take some rest hoping for some ' cessation,
The Swiss suffered himself to be corrupted
by the people of d’Aulnay,and allowed them
l;ay mount up to the assault, which was yet
sustained for some time by the commander
at the head of her people, who surrendered
only in extremity and under the conditions
that the sald d’Aulnay should give quarter
to all, which he did not perform, for having
rendered himself master of the place he
caused them all, together with the com-

i

mander (Madame de s Tour) to be put in
prisen, Under the advice of his council he
caused them al to be hanged with the excep.
tlon of a single person whose life wag fpared
on condition of his being the executioner
the commander attending at the ecaffold
with a cord around her neck, as if she hag
been the greatest criminal, This, then, ig
the title which le Borgne hss made use of
under the pretence of belng a creditor of the
late Sieur d’Aulnay, toclalm property ia the
River St. John,

The island of which I have spoken kaviog
been passed, under which vessels snchoy
that they may be more sheltered, it ia only
a good cannon shok to the Falls, where they
canunof pass,but only shalops and emall boats
at high water only; but before further entry
Into the river there isone thing which ig
surprizing enough, Atthe bottom of the falls
there is a great hole about. three or four
hundred paces around, which is cauzed by
the fall of the water which passes betwecn
two rocka which form narrows In the
river,which causes it to be more rapid in this
place,

In this hole there is a large tree floating
upright, and whichever way the current may
be it never gets out of this, only appearing
from time to time, Oae is sometimes eight,
ten or fifteen days withont seeing i, The
end which appears In the water 18 nearly as
big as a hogshead. When it makes its ap-
pearance is is sometimes on ocne side, some.
times on the other, All the Indians who
formerly passed through here, who ase
in great rumbers In these parte, rendered
bomage to it, but make little regard
of 1t at the present, having been disabuscd,
They called this tree the Maniton, that is to
say the devil, The homage which they for.
merly rendered to it was one or two beavers
or other furs, which they fastened to the
head of this tree with an arrow head made
of moose bone, which they sharpened by
means of stones, Afterwards when they
‘were passing through this place, and thelr
Manitoun did no$ make his appearance, they
held this as an evil omen, sa
