The Star had a brief interview wit
Mr. McDougall last evéning and 1
speaking of the meeting of the board he
saild they were awaiting answer to R
telegram sent President Lewis in In-
dianapolis and that there would be
nothing for publication until an ans-
wer to that message had been received
by the board. It is not known what the
telegram in question referred to, but as
the decision of the executive board is
withheld until an answer has been re-
ceived from President Lewis of the
United Mine Workers of America it
must have been a most important one
to effect such a decision. It was gath-
ered from the remarks of the officials
that the board will not likely be in a
position to make a public statement
until this afternoon or later.

The officers and members of the
board are very reticent in regard to
discussing their meeting and will talk
on any subject but that of most inter-
est to the mineérs and citizens at pres-
ent.

It was rumored last night among
some of the local labor men that there
was considerable dissension among
members of the board, and that a ma-
jority were not in favor of their calling
a strike at the present time. This, of
course, is only hearsay and upon your
correspondent asking one of the Unit-
ed Mine Workers men in regard to the
report, he refused to discuss the meet-
ing in any way. The board members
will meet here again this afternoon,
to receive the message from President
Lewls, when the board will then make
public its decision, in regard to the
present difficulty with the Dominion
Coal Company, and will announce
either its intentlon to strike or recede
from its position.

Should the decision be that the
United Mine Workers go out on strike
at the collieries of the Dominion Coal
Co., it ig likely an ultimatum will at
once be sent to the general manager
of the Dominion Coal Co. Upon the
company’s refusal to entertain any of
the proposals .made by the United Mine
Workers, the latter will then very like-
ly serve the company with the requir-
ed ten days’ notice of their intention
to strike,

the American Union, and are prepared
to resist any attempt on the part of

IN DREADNOUGHTS

The Admiralty Now Planning
Battleship of Greater
Dimensions

p———

Great Leap In Dreadnought Gonstruction
Supposedly Due to Striking Develop-
ment of Kaiser's Shlps.

LONDON, May 3—While the long
looked for revival ig still probably as
far off as ever, a marked change for
the better has come over the ship-
building during the last few days.

Instead of a dearth of inquiries
there is now a plentitude of them, and
the estimating staffs seem to be ex-
ceptionally busy. Work in the market
or coming forward is chiefly, though
nobt exclusively, for special traders.
The tenders for the large floating dock
which Bragzil requires for Iits new
Dreadnoughts are under considera-
tion, and the order for the floating
dock . which the Austro-Hungarian
government proposes to install at Pola
has been received by the designers,
who will, no doubt, build the dock on
the Tyne.

Sir Philip Watts and the construc-
tional staff at the Admiralty are now
engaged in -evolving a type of battle
ship which will mark an immense ad-
vancement on the present Dread-
noughts. These new ships will have a
displacement of from twenty-six thou-
sand tons to twenty-eight thousand
tons, being from eight to ten thousand
tons heavier than the original Dread-
nought. They will also mount an ex-
tra pair of 12-inch guns to those car-
ried by all the British Dreadnoughts
yet built, thus increasing their broad-
side fire by thirty-five hundred pounds.

Thus it was, after all, this new type
of battle ship which was foreshadowed
in the Prime Minister’s recent speech
at Glasgow, and by Lord Rosebery at
Cardiff the ather day, and not at all
the bigger Dreadnoughts which it was
supposed Germany was laying down.

It is not likely, however, that the
ships of this year’s programme will be
on this scale of construction, but it is
certain that the four conditional bat-
tle ahips will be on these dimensions
when they are laid down next- year.

This great leap in Dreadnought con-
struction is due to the knowledge
that has reached the Admiralty of the
striking development in the German
type.

VIENNA, May: 38—In view of the
large sums necessary to meet the re-
cent extraordinary military expendi-
ture, amounting probably to half a
milliard, the delegations will refuse
further funds than the money neces-
sary to build four Dreadnoughts.
Therefore, the hopes of those who
wished that seven should be built are
not likely to be realized.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 3—Thir-
teen civilians and soldiers sentenced
by the military courts to death for
murder, were hanged in different parts
of Constantinople at 4 o'clock this
morning. Major Yousoff, his son, and
three ‘other men who killed the Syrian
Deputy BEmir Mahommed Irelan in
front of the parliament buildings, were
executed on the spot where they com-
mitted the crime. Five others were
hanged at the entrance of the ministry
of war, and three more at the Stam-
boul end of the Gelata bridge. Among
these three it said to Moured, Editor
of the newspaper Nizem. Upon the
breast of each criminal had been pin-
ned a large placard in Turkish that
can be read at a considerable distance,
setting forth the sentence of the court,
Around the foot of the gibbets on the
bridge the early morning buying of
frults, flowers and vegetables proceed-
ed as usual, while the bodies were in
full sight of the great crowds that
make thelr way over the bridge be-
tween the Stamboul and Galeta,

LONDON, May 3—A special despatch
received here from Constantinople,
says the Turkish Cabinet has resigned
and that Hilmi Pasha will be the new
Grand Vizier.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 3—Docu-~
mentary evidence has been discovered
among the records of the telegraph of-
fice here of the knowledge of the Con-
stantinople authorities that massacres
had been planned for the Adana dis-
trict and they were coincident with the
political events here.

NOTED PRESBYTERIAN
GLERSYMAN DEAD

Dr. Sheldon Jackson, a Hard Worker and
Leader in Miss'onary Enterprises,
Passas Away

ASHEVILLE, N. C., May 8. — Dn,
Sheldon Jackson, the noted missionary
of the Presbyterian church, died here
vesterday following two operations.
Sheldon Jackson was one of the most
versatile energetic and industrius
workers that his denomination has
ever known. The record of his activi-
ties and missions is a catalogue of
performances and at his death he was
a member of the National, Geozraphi=
cal, Education, Statist and about forty
other societies, religious, scientific and
philanthropic.

Born in Minaville, N. Y., in 1834, he
was graduated fro Union College in
1855, and subsequently from the
Princeton Theological Seminary.Imme=
diately upon his ordination he entered
the Home Mission field and organized -
the first Presbyterian church ir
Wyoming, Montana, Idaho, Utah an(
Arizona. To the general public, how-
evor, he became best known after 188l
when he was made the firat govern-
ment agent of education in Alaska and
concelved and carried out the rlan of
introducing reindcer into Alaska,
working first with private and later
government support. In 1898 he was
made a United States special agent to
found a lap colony in Alaska. He also
founded the first government mail ser-
vice by reindeer, the first canoe mail
service and the Alaskan ‘Society of
Natural History and Ethnology.

GIRL TYPEWRITER
AUTHOR OF PLAY

e

Writes Four-Act Piece, Which Critics Speak
of in Laudahle Terms.

LONDON, May 1—At any rate, a re-
markable evening is sure to be in
store for the audience at the Court
Theater next Sunday, when the ever-
energetic Play Actors will introduce
an extremely challenging play by a
new, young and interesting authoress.
This is Miss Elizabeth Baker, a typist,
who, though little more than a girl,
and absolutely without either stage
connections or stage experience, has
thus had her first attempt at a full-
blown four-act play launched straight
away upon the world by one of the
keenest and most competant of all
dramatic societies.

A charming, modest, quiet, sensible,
unassuming girl, Miss Baker lives with
her parents in a simple suburban
home, at Bedford Park, sgoing to the
city each day to earn her living. She
assured a reporter who called upon her
yesterday evening that nothing was
further from her wish than to force
herself into public notice. About the
play, which is called “Chains,”” she
naturally did not wish to boast until
the first night’s verdict had been given.

BEvery one, however, wilo has seen it
speaks of it in the most enthusiastic
terms. It was accepted by the Play
Actors immediately upon submission,
and it is said to be particularly re-
its ap-
parently complete absence of stage
artifice, and yet unfailing interest.’ It
seems, said a prominent member of
the society, just ‘“a transcript from
real London life, set down without any
straining after the sensational, but
with quite amazing cleverness and in-
sight, and with an unodubted and in-
evitable message.” :

1t tells, in point of fact, the story of
a rebellion against the humdrum of
suburban existence. A typical city
clerk suddenly becomes seized with
this spirit of rebellion against the dull
routine. He wishes to emigrate—any-
where, anywhere out of the suburban
ruck. But his wife and family want
him to stay where he is. He stays.
That is all—a tragedy of the hum-
drum!

As to the writing of ‘‘Chaiuns,” Miss
Baker added that she had writtten
straight from her heart, withcut wor-
rying about amy +32hnical devices. In-
deed, beyond a few 7isits to the pit, she
had had, she said, very little know-
ledge of the theater at all. *rom her
childhood, however, she had written
«Jittle things.” She had nce tried her
hand at a one-act trifle, but this was
her first big play. As it happened, nei-
ther her fafher nor .nother nor any of
her family cared much about the stage.

OTTAWA, May 2.—The draft of the
uniform fishery regulations governing
the boundary waters between Canada
and the United States under the terms
of the treaty passed last spring as pre-
pared during the last six months by
the two commissioners, Professor L.
E. Prince, Dominion Fisheries Com-
missioner, resepcting Canada, and Pre-
sident Starr Jordan, of Leland Stan-
ford University, representing the Unit-
ed States, has been received in Ottawa
from Palo Alto, California, where Pro-
fessor Prince and Dr. Jordan have
completed their work. The regulations
as agreed upon show that Canada has
gained very considerably and has sac-
rificed nothing to the demands of Ame-
rican fishing interests. The net result
will be the observance by United States
and Canadian fishermen of the regula-
tions contended by Canada in the
treaty waters from the Atlantic to the
Pacific.

FLYING MACHINES AND
* INTERNATIONAL FRONTIERS

T ot

(By Major F. S. Baden-Powell in National Review.)

Hitherto international frontiers have
been fixed by natural divisions of land
and water, such as the sea coast or
river bank, or else, when such do not
exist, by artificial fences or clearly-
defined strips of ground. Such lines
of demarcation are not easily crossed
by those who wish to do so unseen
and without interruption. But in the
air it is different. Here no natural

boundarles exist, nor can artificial ob-
structions be erected so as to be in-

surmountable by airships.

‘We are then called upon to answer a
most vital question. Are aeronauts to
be allowed to traverse these frontiers
without let or hindrance, or must they
descend at frontier stations to report
themselves? If the former, many laws
and regulations now in force would be
affected. Those regarding passports,
alien immigration, and the like would
be seriously upset, but these are per-
haps of no such very great import-
ance; they are easy to evade, as it is
by those who like to run the risk, agd
the chance of heavy penalties for
non-compliance with them might form
a sufficient deterrent. But a far more
important matter is that of the collec-
tion of Customs. Even supposing it
were not practicable to convey large
cargoes of goods, and there is no good
reason why this should not be done
some day, still it would undoubtedly
be possible to carry parcels of 100 1bs.
or so. If such an amount can be tak-
en through the air free of duty, it
would manifestly have to be allowed
equally to land travellers. Considering,
too, the rapidity and ease with which
machines are likely to travel, they
could be employed continually going
to and fro over the frontier and so
transporting large quantities of duti-
able goods.

Either Customs must be entirely
done away with (except possibly as re-
gards heavy and bulky goods, such
as coal or corn), or we are faced with
the second alternative, that is, that
all aerial vessels must descend at the
Customs houses to declare their car-
go. Though in the ordinary way it
might be possible to enforce this by
the imposition of severe penalties on
anyone detected in evading it, yet so
great would be the opportunities for
smuggling, especially in the dark or

| frontier would hardly do,

in misty weather, that it would with-
out doubt be easy to ply the nefari-
ous trade. The air-going smuggler
would not be bound, as with his mar-
itime prototype, to land at a favor-
able spot on the coast; he could travel
far inland before disembarking.
Smuggling would undoubtedly become
so lucrative an enterprise that it
would become common and almost
impossible to prevent.

To allow frontier guards to fire on
all machines attempting to cross the
since the
crossing might often be accidental. If,
on the other hand, blank charges were
fired to warn the aeronaut to come
down, they would not have the desired
effect on the “gun-runners” travelling
at a very rapid pace and risking tke
effect of a second shot, which could
not be sent for some seconds after the
warning. Then again, the airships
might, conceivably, pass high overhead
and out of shot, or could pass vnob-
served in the night. The very idea of
such frontier guards, too, seems almost
impracticable; they would have to be
posted at every few hundred yards
along the entire frontier.

It has to be remembered, too, that
the crossing of a frontier does not ne-
cessarily imply that the vessel is going
to descend in the country it ap-
proaches. For instance, a British ma-
chine going to Germany might want
to cross over parts of Belgium and
Holland. Altogether, it seems as if it
would be impossible to enforce any
law as to machines being compelled to
descend at a frontier, and this implies
that Customs, in the main, will have
to be abolished. But this simple state-
ment that Customs must in future be
dispensed with involves a matter of
the most supreme importance. As re-
gards Great Britain, our revenue from
imports amounts to something like
$165,000,000 per annum, and if we wipe
out this sum with one stroig: of the
pen, what are wé to substantiate in its
place? The time may come, quite sud-
denly, when we shall find it impossible
to collect Jdu2s. As soon as ever ma-
chires are constructed capable of
crossing frontiers unobserved, a lucra-
tive traffic will spring up. and from
that moment the Customs receipts will
rapidly dwindle to near zero.

REFORMATORY BOYS
REVOLT AND MURDER

Kill Two Wardens and Gompei Others to
Supply Them With Wine and
Tobaceo.

PARIS, May 1—Eighty boys of the
penitentiary school at Gaillon, near
Rouen, brokes into open revolt yester-

day. and, after half killing fwo jatlers
and smashing everything they could
lay hands on, helped sixteen of their
number to escape. Seven of these were
captured, but nine are still at liberty.

There are 120 boys of ages varying
from 14 to 19 in the penitentiary. At
lunch time twelve of the twenty-four
jailers went off duty. and the Loys

made a sudden attack on the remaind- |

er. They pulled down a pizsce c¢f wall

and pelted the jailers with bricks. The i

twelve men shouted for help, but when
the others came back the lads ‘were
toy many for them.

The director of the penitentiary teic- |

phoned for soldiers, but anly ten men
were sent, and the lads drove them off.

They then smashed windows and
lamps, and broke their way into the
workshops, where they armed them-
selves with saws and other tools, and,
shouting songs, marched to the peni-
tentiary cells and set free tliose of
their comrades who had been locked
in them for various offenses.

Late in the afternoon the fire bri-
gade and more soldiers arrived, but
even then the boys held out, and
eventually submitted to he shut into
the dining hall only on condition that
they be given g ration of wine and to-
bacco. The director was obliged to
give in.

All the lamps in the place had been
smashed, and the »oys passed a1l night
in .darkness singing songs. This morn-
ing a.strong force of troops with fixed
bayonrets took them orisoners,

GUESSING A FACTOR
IN PLAYING POKER

o noas

One Whe Has Had Experience
Says Science and Luok are
Not the Whole Thing.

When Science Called for uying Down
" Four Kings the Holder Wisely
Guessed Again,

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 29. —
“T noticed,” said the man with a past,
“that somebody has been asking whe-
ther draw poker is a game Of science
or luck. The answer he got. was the
proper and obvious one—that it was a
mixture of the two.

*“For myself, however, and,” he con-
tinued with a reminiscent Smile, *“I
have played some poker in different
places and with different sort$ of men,
I should be inclined to think that
there was a third element of success
involved. It may be a little difficult
to give a name in a single word, but
perhaps, guesswork would <¢ome as
near as anything. T mean the faculty
or knack of divining the operations of
the other fellow’s mind.

“There are many situations in poker
in which the very extreme possible
exercise of skill or science -will dic-
tate a certain line of play or in which
the success of that play will seeming-
ly depend altogether on the player’s
luck, and yet a shrewd guess will dic-
tate the exact opposite, and the really
shrewd guesser will win out. Prob-
ably the best way to explain what I
mean is to give an illustration from
the game itself, as I have actually seen
it played; for it is a fact that I saw
once a situation in which a particular-
ly clever guess settled the ownership
of a pot of over $1,400.

“I reckon a majority of the poker
players in this country at ledst know
the famous story of the man who laid
down four aces without calling his op-
ponent, because he knew th#t he was
beaten, but not every poker player who
knows the story understands fully the
line of reasoning of which Mr, Good-
player laid down his hand.

‘A FIGURED RIGHT.

“You remember, probably, how the
circumstances were told in the story—
how A opened the jack pot on four
aces pat in a five handed-game, how
B. C. and D passed and ¥ came in
without raising. Then A, Bélng first
in the draw, stood pat and ¥ took one
card, whereupon A reasoned that E
must be drawing to a swraight flush.

“He felt certain that if B had two
pairs or better he would have raised
before the draw, seeing that there was
nobody to frighten out by rdising, but
but as he did not rafse he must be
drawing to a four straight, a four
flush or a four straight flush.

“Rnowing as he did that E was a
skilful player, A knew that He would
not stay against a single antagonist
with only a four straight or a four
flush, but that he would bs justified
in staying on a four straight flush,
since the chance of improvihg was
about 1 to 3, and he was getting 2 to
17 the betting, as A had opened for
the size of the pot.

“So far the story is absolutely cor-
rect from a scientific standpoint, and
I have seen it followed in actual play,
not with four aces, it-is true, but once
with four queens and once with four
nines.

“Then, the story goes_.on, A threw
in a white chip and B pushed his
whole pile forward, whereupon A fold-
ed, the theory being that hé knew B
to be such a good player that he would
not attempt a bluff against a pat
hand, and that since it was not a
bluff, he must have filled & straight
flush.

TRIUMPH FOR SCIENCE.

“This is the story that has been
told, with great variety of detail,
about many famous poker players, and
is probably truqpin a somewhat modi-
fied form, of some of them. It com-
mands the interest of every poker
player on earth the first time he hears
it, and when his attention is called to
the successive steps of the reasoning
which induces the holder of fours to
lay down, he is filled with admiration
for what looks like an exceptionally
brilliant play. It looks like a signal
triumph of science over luck.

“Yet I once saw a game in which a
situation almost precisely like that in
the story was met in a totally different
way, and I was not only ccmpelled to
acknowledge the brilliancy »f the play,
but I was led to the conclusion that
shrewd guessing is sometimes as po-
tent a factor in the game as either
science or luck. .

“The doctor, the lawyer, the editor,
the lieutenant and myself used to play
regularly every week for two0 or three
years, and we came to know cre an-
other’s play thoroughly well and to
have a profound respect for one an-
other’s ability.

“I need hardly say that wé were all
familiar with® the four-ace story. We
had discussed it more than once, and
had agreed, as poker players general-
ly do agree, that it was nrobably the
best example of skill that could be
cited in all the annals of poker.

“But one night it happenad that the
editor opened a jackpot under the
guns for the size of it. The lleutenant,
the lawyer and I all droppsd, znd the
doctor, who had dealt, came in after a
little hesitation. As we thought of it
afterward, his very hesitations was
an indication to the editor.

EDITOR STANDS PAT.

“Then the editor stood pat, ¢nd the
doctor took one card, so of course we
all-recognized the fact that se was
drawing in a straight flush—und mind
you there was no possibility of sus-
pecting any crooked play in that party.
None of us, of course, had any means
by which to judge what the editor’s
pat hand was, but we all thought of
the famous story, thought not sus-
pecting that he really held fours.

“He threw in a white chip cereless-
ly, and the doctor, after looking over
his hand, perhaps a shade too care-

fully, raised him $55. We weré playing

SHOT NEPHEW FOR
WIFE'S LOST LOVE

Woman  Whispered Youth's
Name in Sleep, Then
Gon‘essed

He Betrayed Me,” Said Dr. Boyajian,
“and Should Die.”

DETROIT, Mich.,, May 1.—Believing
that his nephew, whom he had taken
into his home as a foster son, had be-
trayed his confidence and stolen away
the love of his young wife, Dr. C. K.
Boyajian today shot and mortally
wounded the young man and then at-
tempted to kill his wife,

Dr. Boyajian declares that his sus-
picions that all was not as it should
be in his home were aroused by hear-
ing his wife murmur his nephew’s
name in her sleep. He then summon-
ed a lawyer and questioned the woman,
She confessed her faithlessness, the
physician declares.

“She whispered his name: in her
sleép; that’s how I first came to sus-
pect,” said Dr. Boyajian after ‘the
tragedy .today. “I brought the boy
here to educate him, then he betrayed
me, his benefactor. Such treachery!
Such baseness! It is meant that dogs
of that sort should die.

HIS LOVE TURNED TO HATRED.

“She pleaded so hard with me to take
her back, but no, no; I do not want
her near me. I hate her as I hate
him.”

The physician had caused the arrest
of his wife and of the young man,
whose name is Haretoon H. Gospanian.
They were brought into police court
this morning to be arralgned. Dr.
Boyajian entered the court room
shortly before the case was called.

- *“Will you bring a suit for divorce a;
a result of this situation?’ he wa:
asked.

“I will tell you in a few moments,”
replied the doctor. “You see, we Ar-
menians hold our homes and our wives
as sgered as life itself.”

The . case was then called, and as
Justice Jeffries ordered Gospanian to
rise, Dr. Boyajian jumped to his feet
and whipped out the revolver. Be-
fore any one in the court room could
seize the enraged man he was firing at
his nephew. One bullet entered the
young man’s back, another penetrated
the wrist and a third his hand.

ATTMEPTS TO KILL WIFE.

Gospanian fell to the floor dying,
and the doctor turned the revolver to-
ward his wife and fired the two re-
maining bullets at her. One missed
her entirely and the other penetrated
only the crown of her hat. Joseph L.
Kraemer, a newspaper artist, who was
gketching Mrs. Boyajian, saved the
woman’s life by hurrying her into a
vacant room.

Mrs, Boyajian was afterward taken
across the street to the county jail.
Trembling like a leaf, she staggered
into a witness room and demanded to
know the condition of Gospanian.

“The boy! Where is he? 1Is he
dead? Find out!” she oried as an at-
tendant tried to soothe her.

This evening Gospanian was report-
ed to be unconscious and his death
was expected to occur before morning.

Dr. Boyajian was arrested and is
held pending the result of his nephew’s
wounds. Mrs. Boyajian is twenty-
eight years old and very attractive.
Gospanian is twenty-seven years old
and her husband a man of middle age.

NEPHEW WENT TO DETROIT TO
STUDY IN PHYSICIAN'S OF-
FICE.

LYNN, Mass.,, April 36.—Hartcon H.

NEW ENGLAXD GOAST
BEING WASHED AWAY

—_—

Heavy Seas Make Many Changes—Sea
Walls HNeeded to Protect
the Land,

BOSTON, Mass., May 2—New Eng-
land’s varied and irregular coastline is
receding slowly through the encroach-
ment of the ocean. While those sec-
tions which are bordered by sandy
shores, nowably Cape Cod, have given
way most before wind and sea, the
sterner formation of rocky cliffs and
headlands have not been able to with-
stand the ceaseless assaults of the
waves. The most recent example of
this latter form of coast recession has
been the disintegration of the famous
Newport, R. L, cliff walk. Cape Cod in
the vicinity of Chatham has been for
years, the scene of a mute but striking
combat of this nature between the
ponderous breakers and a coast of
bluff formation. Years ago, one part of
the Chatham coast was a high bluff.
Now it has been eaten away so that a
wide stretch of beach now exists where
the cliff formerly was !

The local topography of many sec-
tions has been changed within a single
night during the recent years. The un-
stable formation of beaches at several
noted coast resorts, caused by the
carrying of the sand from one place to
another during high tides has resulted
in a cessation of development at these
places and it is only during recent
yvears that measures have been taken
permanently to reclaim these import-
ant stretches of beach. Popham Beach,
near Bath, Maine, is one of these
places. The beach there, at the mouth
of the Kennebe¢ River, extends for
miles in a hard, level formation, being
as smooth as any ‘on the Atlantic
coast, it is said. But the beach is sub-
ject to extensive disfigurement by
storms. To remedy _this drawback

against development, congress has
heen asked to appropriate funds to
erect a seawall. The heavy seas of Cape
Cod Bay have gradually washed away
the island of Billingsgate until at the
present time only a dozen acres of
shifting sand dunes mark the spot of a
hundred acre island of -a few Yyears
‘ago. The government lighthouse on the
island is being undermined by the
seas and unless measures of protec-
tion are taken soon, it is believed that
this beacon, the only one between
Tevnatahle and Provincetown, will
have to be removed.
