Is He Living or Dead?—The Masons Could
Asgcertain Nothing—Some Facts of Mis

The story of the strange disappearance
of Herbert W. Moore, barrister at law,
formerly of the North end, has just been
revived by the high court of the Independ-
ent Order of Forresters at Fredericton
this week.

Herbert Moore was the son of the late
Wm. A. Moore,, formerly treasurer of the

wa of Portland, and was 32 years old at

e time of hus disappsarance, in 1891.
He was married to a Nova Sootialady,
and bad one child. His domeatic
relations were hbappy, but he was
somewhat in  debt and pressed
/formoney. A considerable sum was due
'him from one Kilpatrick, a resident of
New York, but formerly of Portland.
With the hope ot getting a settlement of

claim, Moore left for New York on th®
8th of January 1891, reached there sately
and was there until the 17th of that month,

., J%hen it was supposed he left for Norfolk,

{

Virgina. Since that date, he has been
seen by no one interested in him, and since
the 28th of that month no word has been
heard of him.

Moore had very little money with him
when he left St. John. but he saw Kilpatrick
and is believed to have received part of
his claim. When in New York he was
at the house of his uncle, and also saw his

ling auditors dep ot the ralway
butbad been sent on the south-western
part of the road , a little east of Atlanta.
He intended fo stay there until the
first of May. In this letter be also stated
thatas pay day was not until the 15th, he
would draw on Kilpatrick for some money,
through an Atlanta bank on the 1lst of
March. The letter had several jocose
allusions to the country and its people, and
was in a very cheerful tone. He did not
draw on Kilpatrick, however, and the sum
the latter sent Mrs. Moore is supposed 10
represent what the drait would have becn.
Inquiries by the Masonic bodies were
made of the leading railway officials of the
roads connecting with Norfolk, Madison,
and Birmingham, with the ic lodges
in those and other places, and with many
civic officials in the three states. The
Masonic body cir d an adve.ti
of the missing man, botels and lodging
houses, in the various cities were
visited and enquiry made at all
the hospitals. All this energetic search. oc-
cupying months left the enquiry just where
1t was at the start. There was no ewid-
ence that Moore was ever in Norfolk. No
one answering his description had been
employed on a railway train, nor on any
railway in Georgia or Alabama. The
company with which he claimed to be had
never heard of him. ‘I'bere the matter
rested, and continues to rest to this day.
Moore was & member of Court . Loyalist,
Independent Order ot Foresters. It he is
dead, an insurance of $3,000 is payable.
The daes luva been paid up to date by the
ficiaries,s0 that only proof of his death

friend W. F: Roberts, then a student of
medicine there and now in medical practice
in the North KEad. Hs was last

seen by Dr. Roberts on the 17th of
January, and then appeared in every re-
spect physically and mentally well. He
said that he was going to Norfolk, Vir-
gina. where he was to get a situation on a
railway, through the favor of a friend whom
be had met io New Yerk, and whom he
bad tormerly known when a resident in
Minnesota. His idea was that, as times
were dull in St. Jobun, he would avail him-
selt of this opportunity to temporarily pet-
ter his fortunes, and retarn to St. John at:
a later date. So tar his course was a very
natural one, and such as any man in his
circumstances might be likely to take.

About the first of February his wife go
a letter from him, assuming to be written
at Norfolk, in which he said he secured,
through a letter from a friend in Minnesota
a position on the Norfolk & Western rail-
way, that he had been on duty one day,
but bad an attack of the grip for the past
three or four days and would not be fit for
work for a week or two.

This letter did not come!in’ thie ordinary
way, but was enclosed in a New York
newspaper. It was written on letter paper
which he had taken from St. John, having
his office letter head upon it, but the
letter-head was scratched out. The
did not reach here for seven or eight days
after it was written.

This letter was a simple epistle such as a
man away {rom home would ordinarily write
to his wife. It was affectionate in ifs tone,
and d nothing extravagant or un-
usual in its style.

From that day until this, his wife ard
family bave heard notbing from him.

. About the first ot March, 1891, Mrs. Moore .

received & card from Kilpatrick, in New
York, saymng that he had promised to pay
the balance due him on March 1<, and
asking if Moore was in St. John, 8o that he
. might know where to send the money.

& Mrs. Mocre replied that she heard from

ber husband, who was ill, and she asked
that the money be sent to her. In due
timte Kilpatrick remited her 50, which, e
said, was the balancs due. Itis under-
stood that Moore bad claimed that about
$350 was due him befere he left St. John,
80 that it the balance due in March was
only $50, he must have had a consider-
able payment from Kilpatrick when in New
York.

As time passed and no further word
came from her husband,Mrs.Moore b

~much alarmed, as did also the mothor of

‘ the missing man. The story of the mys-
stery became current on the streets, and
Moore's friends begen to think it was
time some closer enquiry was made.
He had been a member of the Union
Lodge of Portland, F. & A. M., and two
prominent members of that bpdy were de-
puted to seek for information regarding
him, These were B. S. Black, the master,
and John A. Watson, past-master. This
was in May, nesrly four months after
Moore bad been neard from by anybody,
In the mean time, however, Mrs. Moore

‘had been getting all the inf she
could obtain from those who had seen her
husband in New York.

Among the details of such information
was the statement of Kilpatrick “that
Moore had written to him from Madison,
Georgis, on the 28th of January, but that
thefletter had been posted at- Birmingham,
Alabams, on the 29th. In this letter Moore
said be had got & nice job in the travel-

ia required to enable them to get the money.

At the session of the high court of
Foresters in Fredericton, this week, a re-
solution was passed by which enquiries are
to be made in order to havea final settle-
ment of the claim. There seems to be a
very general impression that Moore is dead,

‘but when or how he came to hi¢death is a

matter difficult o' establish. One pos-
sible way: out of the difficulty, in
the opimion of some, ° is for
the supreme body ol Foresters to order
the payment of the amount, on security
being given for its repayment shouldMoore
be found tobe still living. Whethier the
members ol Court Loyalist would be williog
to furnish this security, or whether it
would be given by others isa question to
be settled. In either case the matter would
be decided. It may be, however, that fur-
ther enquiry will make the evidgnce of
death so morally certain that the claim will
be paid without any security being re-
quired.

'lnt A Blg Quenlou

Tbe few bundred dqllqrs ‘expended

The suggestion of Ald. Millidge has been
taken in earnest by the board of public
satety, and the council has directed the
chief of to instruct his men to drive
off the square all dogs which are not ac-

panied by their This will give
the police plenty of exercise without their
baving ion to awause th Ives with
games of base ball, and it mey be the dogs
will prove more of a match for them than
did even the team from the Harkins dra-
matic company.

Just how the police are to set to work
on the absorbing occupation will doubtless
be a matter for Chief Clark's esrnest con-
sideration. The words ot the council are
plain enough. T'he dogs to be chased off
the equare are those unaccompanied by
owners. This latter reservation is a
wise one, snd will save much trouble.
Had the edict gone forth that all dogs
should be chased, the police would have
had more than enough to do, unlcss they
chased the owner and his dog at one and
the same time. . They will, therefore, have
a comparatively simple task in pursuing
only the dogs without the owners.

This will be an easy matter to decide.
A lady leading a pug by a ribbon, for in-
stance, will \be in ,direct evidence as an
owner, and so willa man who is on the
way toa dog fight with his animal secured
by a chain, So too any man whose dog
follows obediently close at his heels need
buve 1o fear that the police will descend
in a armed squadron on the faithful
creature.

It is only when ajdog is not led or does
not stick to the beels of his master that the
police will have presumptive evidence
to enable them to act with vigor. The
chief will'have to decide how: near a dog
mustibe to a man, in ordér to know how to
act with inteligent zeal. The chief may
have to adopt a standard of measurement
to make matters certain in this important
point.

One way out of the difficulty is suggested
by the fact that one of the policemen is
downlon the rollsjasa detective, and that
he goes about without a uniform, so that
the public will not know who he is when he
is working up a clew. Ina pretty peace-
tul city like St. Jobn, where crimes which
require more intelligence than an ordinary
policeman has are rare, a detective
must find time hang beavily on his hands.
He could advantageously employ his
spare moments in acquainting himselt
with the perronnel of the dogs around town,
so that (he could tell at & glance whether
any particular dog was really following a
bona fida vwner, or sneaking along alter
a stranger under false pretences.

Dogs with owners, known to be such
beyond doubt, appear to be all right. The
polica have no special authority over them.
They may disregard and defy the ominous
warning of ‘‘keep off the grass,” and for
all that appears to the contrary they may
even do some amateur gardening around
the flower beds. The police are not in-
structed to chase them, but there seems to
be no reasou why the vigilant guardians of
public satety should not howl at them, or
even at their o wners, until the dogs return
to the paths of rectitude and asphalt.

Just how the chief is to arrange the
force to do the chasing effectually is a
matter of detail for him to think out and
execute. One man is certainly on the
King square beat during the day, but as he
usually stands around the cormers of
King and Charlotte street, it will be of
comparatively little use unless he is fur-
nished with-field glasses. As to the Queen
square, nobody sees a policeman in that
vicinity on ordinary occasions. In any
oase, even were there a man placed speci-
ally on each square he would be of little
avail at times, for two, three or a dozen
dogs might come from different directions
at once, and while he was chasing some off
in one direction all the others would be
dodging around his heels in other direc-
tions. He wo‘ld bave no end of a chase,
and it would be funnier than blindman’s

BUCHANAN’S HGRRY 70 REMARRY
CONVICTED HINM.

Because it led to Newspaper Comment
Which put the Authorities Upon His
Track and Caused His Conviction and His
Death—Incidents in His Life,

Havwwax, July 4.—No execution ever
o interested the Halitax people as the
death in the electric chair at Sing Sing, of
R.W. Buchanan, M. D. The condemned
wife-murderer was a Halifax boy. Scores
of people in this city remember him as a
schoolmste, and hundreds knew him after-
wards asa clerk in A. & W. Mackinlay's
bookstore, and after that as a medical
student and practitioner, though the law
prevented him from long “‘keeping out his
shingle” as a physician. The medical

il objected to bis degree or lack of

herd. Had Le been still the invincibl
Jobn L. that he was of yore he could
probably have met with a more enthusiaetic
recdption. A few years ago he was here
with his honors still thick upon him and
many flocked to see him. This time no one
s:emed to go out of his way to bave a lock
at the bero of the prize ring.

Phis time John L. did not increase the
e.!iem in which he was held bere.
Th® company by which he was surround.d
didnot shed lustre upon bis name. When
they came first they attracted public atten-
tion by being bundled out of the Bangor
house. They were a little too lively for
the proprietor. The lavies of the com-
pany distingnished themeelves by buymng
cigarettes in the cigar stores aud mn other
ways asserting their 1ight to be numbered
among the ‘*new women.”

The company were around for a week
before the leading attraction of the show
arrived. When Sullivan came there were
crowds at the station to see him and (uite
a number congregated about the Dafferin
to get & look at him. There was a full
house that night at the Institute and
tibgl seemed to start in favorably. Butit
ended there. The following nights there
were small houses.

It looked as if
there! would be no show, but at eight the
difficulty had been settled and the perform-
ance proceeded. Consul Derby had been
sant for and he succeeded in settling the
dispute. But McSorley's Courtship was
not played; they put on a variety show
instead.

Still more trouble came for McCart.
He was arrested Wednesday evening at
the instance of his wife for an assault com-
mitted upon her. He went into the hotel
where they were staying and asked he r for
some money. He was drunk at the time
and 80 she refused him, whereupon he
beat her.

She evidently wanted to frighten bim
merely, for on Thursday she did not ad~
pear against him and he was released.

Buchanan -« never had a very good reput-
ation 1n this city, even when he protessed
conversion in a ncrth end church, but there
are plenty of people in Halitax today who
will say that, after all, they believe he was
innocent of the death ot his second wife.

He has come to his untimely end through
a Halifax newspaper,allied to his own rash-
ness, apart from the question of his com-
mission of the crime, of which the scripture
says, ‘‘Be sure your sin will find you out.”
Only a few days after the death ot his
second wite Buchanan was back in this city
—his object to marry his first wife. A min-
ister in Halifax refused to perform the
ceremony an« Buchanan went to Windsor
where be found another minister who con-
sented to tie the knot.

If Buchanan was guilty, as supposed
this marriage was a very reckless thing
for him to undertake, among people who
koew hi n and all about him. An evening
paper here had a passing reference to the
event, The fact of Buchanan’s marriage
was telegraphed to the New York World.
That paper's suspicion was aroused, and
ne: t day the Halifax correspondent of the
World in obedience to an order for the
news, had a three column despatch 1n that
paper. Buchanan's antecedents, his ques-
tionable history, and the story of the re-
marriage to his divorced wife, were graph-
ically and fully told. The liew York au-
thorities were aroused to action by the en-
terprise of the World. When Buchauan
returned to New York he wzs arrested.
Everybedy knows the details of his vigor-
ous fight for life in the United States courts
and of the tragic end in the electric chair.

Buchanan is the only Halifax man who
bas suffered the extreme penalty of the
law. He was broughtup a presbyterian,

tured. Musquodoboit has been in a fer-
ment over the cruelty and disgrace of this
affair.

Angus Gilbert, who has been convicted
of the murder of little "Alice Sterling in
Boston, is also a native of Musquodoboit,
bailing from the section known as Meagher's
Grant.

Hanvax, July 4.—Middle Musquode-
boit is one of the most law-abiding districts
in Nova Scotia, inhabited by an intelligent
prosperous community of farmers. Yet
the occurrences of the past twelve months
would unwarrantably cause outsiders to
think the settlement was peopled by the
opposite of the staid, religious, model
citizens they really are.

The recollection of the horse-beating
case. where & man lacerated the flesh of
his fuitbful animal withb a chain, was fol-
lowed by the business failure of the same
map and his running away, leaving many
sad and impoverished creditors betind.

Therc was mo reason why he
should run away, and few peeple think
he did. The general suposition is that he
met with foul play at the bands of toughs
around the wharves at Indiantown.

He
was & wholesale dealer in dyes and chemi-
cals, and a member of the firm of William
Pickhardt & Kuttroff. For 3 number ot
years Mr. Pickbardt resided with his family
at the Buckingham Hotel, Fifth avenue
=nd Fiftieth street. He was prosperous
and had decided to build & home that would
surpass in magnificence the marble palace,
as it was called. built on 1 itth avenue by

A.T. Stewart.

Twenty years ago Mr. Pickhardt
brought six lots at the southeast ~orner of
Seventy-tourth street and Fifth avenue,
which together include balt the block on
Fifth avenue. with a frontage of 102 feet
and a depth of 150 feet. On this plot he
wished to erect a house planned on general
ideas of hisown and of & quality andde-
sign unsurprisefl. He threw his scheme
open to international cumpetition, and |
architects of England and Germany as well
as of an America responded. The plans
of an American were accepted and work
begun forthwith. Excavatione were made
to a depth of forty feet below the curb, and
among the extensive subterranean works &
well was provided to run a $50,000 organ
which Mr. Pickhardt imported, and which
was, he believed, the finest in private use
in this country. The underground work
cost $100,000. When the foundations
were completed Mr. Pickhardt decided to
alter his plans, and interrupted the work of
erecting the building for & year.

In the meantime the work of quarrying
and cutting the brown stone for the super-
structure went on in Germany under the
supervision of an expert sent over for the
purpose. All the stones were cross cut,
so that they would not chip. The corner
stone was taken from Mr. Pickhardt’s
native place, Berghauven, Germany. When
the walls of the first story had been built,
the massive outer walls being three and 8
half feet thick, work was suspended again
whilemore changes in the plans were made,
after which building went on until three

stories were finished.  Again Mr. Pick-
bardt altered the plans, and there was a
third interruption. The architect told the
owner that to make the alterations suggest-
ed it would be necess ry to tear down the
building. Mr. Pickhardt said they would
be made even if he had to personally de-
molish the building. Then the architect
threw up the contract.

Mr. Pickbardt employed a contractor to
tear down two stories, aud engagod & new
architect and & new builder to continue
the, work under new plans. The builder
thus employed was one Knaut, a German.
Knaut started off on a vacation. going to
Germany, and died while there. Mr.
Pickhardt was again delaved in his favorite
scheme, but insisted that he would have
the house completed according to his own
ideas. The latest architect had conformed
to the whime of his patron as they mani-
fested themselues trom time to time, and
finally, in 1889, the house was roofed.

Mr. Pickbardt then said the house was
not as he intended it to be, and that he
would never sleep a night in it, or live in
it a day, although it had cost him over &
million dollars. Storm boards were
placed before the entrance to the big tour-
storied structure, and the fence and cop-
ing and carved balustrades were covered.

Temporary windows were put in the great

frames, which supplied light to the 18-foot

stories and to the big rooms, one of which,
that designed tor the owner’s bedroom,
was 40x25 feet. The $50,000 organ is

still lying in a storage warehouse. A

of the mansion was built on Seventy-fitth
street, between Fourth and Lexington
avenues, on & plot 125x102 feet. It bas

s frontage of eighty feet and includes a

riding ring. Tbe building is two stories

high, and gorgeous quarters were planned
for the coachmen and stablemen.:

The big house and stable stood for six
years ted, save by a h and
his dog. Finally Mr. Pickhardt instructed
his agent to sell both house and stable and
went to Europe, not wishing, he said, to
bein New York at the time of the sale.

On Feb. 6 of this year the house was put
up at auction. The terms of the sale were
ten per cent. down and the remainder in
thirty days, and property was sold subject
to & $100,000 mortgage. The bidding
started at $300,000 and went by $25,000
advances to $450,000, then to $460,000,
and then by $2,500 jumps to $472,5600, at
which figure it wae sold to A. H. Matthews
who acted for a trio ot wealthy speculators.

The stable wassold a few days later at

private sale.

Mr. Pickburdt cawe back from Europe
when the sale was over, but he continued

o talk of the house, and the failure of bis

hobby seemed to worry him greatly. Early

in May, sccompanied by his valet, Mr.

Pickhardt sailed for Europe. He visited

his native place, Berghausen, where he

went to Cologne. It was his intention to
visit Carlsbad before returning to America.

Mr. Pickbardt’s death was received.
The message simply announced that Mr.
Pickbardt had died suddenly at Cologne
that afternoon. The cause ot death was
not stated.

WI¥H FINE CHISELS.

Thirty Pounds of Stome Brokem up by
One Pound of Wood.

At Bangalore, in southern Indis, the
quarrying of ‘granite slabs by means of
wood fire has been brought to such per-
fection that an account of the method is in-
teresting. The rock forms solid masses
uninterrupted by cracks for several han-
dreds ot feet, and when quarried over an
area is treated as follows: A narrow line
ot wood fire, perhaps sevem feet long, is
gradually elongated, and at the same time
moved forward over the tolerably even
surface of solid rock. The burning wood
is then pushed forward a few inches and
left until the hammer again indicates that
the slit hes extended.

Thus the fire is moved on, and at the
same time the length of the line of fire is
increased and made to be convex on the
side of the fresh rock, the maximum length
of the arc amounting to about 25 feat.

Jtis only on thisadvanci line of fire that
any heating takes place, rorﬁon which
has been traversed being left to tself.

This latter portion is covered with the
ashes left by the wood, and when thin
splinters which have been burst off. These

linters are only about one-eighth ‘of an

The Arabs,
ortug and Dutch preceded the Brit-
ish East Indian Company in the opium
trade with China. The ton valuation
book of 1687 shows that the board of rev-
enue at Perkin sanctioned the importation
of the drugs ata dutyof 6 per cent ad
valorem. native work ol the period
refers to opium comming from Java and
to the practice of opium-smoking in
Formosa.
Opium-smoking, according to Chinese
histories, had its origion from efforts of a
Ming emperor (1628-1644) to suppress
tobacco smoking. But the practice of
b king was established, and the
only effect of the interdict was to cause
opium to be used along with tobacco, or
instead of it, to eke outa diminished sup-
ply. Opium-smoking became most com-
mon in parts of the empire that had been

inchin thickness and a few inches across.
