New York, N. Y, Aug. 11—
The following bulletin on Ma-
yor Gaynor's condition was is- -
sued at 10.30 tonight by his
physiclans:

“Mayor Gaynor has had a
comfortable day and has tak-
en sufficlent nourishment, He
Is cheerful, stronger and is
now resting quietly.

“The complete radiographic
examination by Dr. C. Cald-
well shows definitely that the
bullet le lodged in the vault
of the pharynx, easily ac-
cessible; but it ls not consid-
ered wise to attempt to re-
move it at present.

“The blood examination is
also satisfactory.”

New York, Aug. 11.—Mayor Wm. J.
Gaynor, may be making satisfactory
progress, as his attending physiclans
persistently maintained today and to-
night, but there is an undercurrent of
doubtful anxiety tonight that rumns
contrary to the official bulletins.

His surgeons say that he had a sat-
isfactory day, that he i cheerful and
stronger and was resting quietly,
more than holding his own against
the pistol shot wound inflicted on
Tuesday by James J. Gallagher. As
opposed to this attitude of optimism,
those who read the 10.30 bulletin
thoughtfully noted referenge to “com-
plete radiographic’ examination, indi-
cating that 1t was necessary to take
a second. set of negatives in order ac-
curately to find the position of the
bullet. ‘That an additional set of
negatives was taken has been report-
ed heretofore but the rumor lacked
confirmation.

Nothing is sald in the bulletin of
the “split bullet” mentioned as indi-
cated in the first pictures; instead the
lead is now sald to be lodged in the
roof of the mouth, Whether ' the
other shadow as indicated in the first
picture is a splinter of bone, none of
the physicians would say.

New Treaty And International
Tribunal To Regulate And
Control Through Railway
Traffic Is Suggested.

New York, Aug. 11.—The suggestion
of a new treaty between the United
States and Canada, and the establish-
ment of & joint tribunal in the nature
of an internatioal traffic commission
as the means of effective control of
through rallroad trafiic between the
two countries, was made at a confer-
ence here today between Martin A.
Knapp, chairman of the Interstate
Commerce Commission aud J, P, Ma-
bee, chief of the rallway commission
of Canada. The meeting was prelim-
inary to further conferences at which,
it is hoped to outline plans for full
control of such trafflc. Any agree-
ment reached will be submitted to the
two commissions and reports will also
pe made to their respective govern-
ments. No statement was made as to
the result of the conference, except
that it was satisfactory to both
parties.

The possibilities of regulating traf-
fic under pending laws, or new con-
current laws ,and enforcing the
statues through separate administra-
tive and judicial authorities in both
countries, was algo discussed as an
alternative to negotiating a treaty and
forming an international tribunal,
Another tople considered was bring-
ing express, telephone and telegraph
companies under similar control.

Landed Dr. Weaver In Fat
Job In Fredericton And Lib-
erals Are Sore.

Fredericton, N. B, August 11.—A
great deal of bad blood exists in Lib-
eral circles here over the appointment
of a surgeon to the Military School.
The position has been occupied for
some years by Dr. W, J. Bridges, who
has been promoted to Montreal. For
the vacancy thus created there were
a number of applicants including Dr,
J. W. Peake of Sunbury County, Dr.
W. J. Weaver, Dr. W, J. McGrath, Dr.
C. T. Holden and others,

There was a very general opinion
that, from & political and military
standpoint, Dr Peake was entitled to
the position. He had run two elec-
tions for the local house in Sunbury
County at the personal solicitation of
the leaders of the Liberal party in the
province and opposed Messrs. Hazen
and Glasier in 1908, when he knew

his being elected. He had also helped
engineer the movement that enabled
Colonel McLean to obtain the Liberal
nomination over Dr. Hetherington at
the last Dominion contest, and, but
for his efforts in getting the Sunbury
County Liberals inte line Colonel Mc-
Lean would not have been nominated.
It is to Dr. Peake, therefore, that the
Colonel owes his position in the House
of Commons today.

It is true that the doctor's ardor. for
Colonel McLean underwent consider-
able cooling and that he rendered him
little, if any, assistance in the election.
It 1s believed by his friends, however,
that this is due to the fact that Col-
onel McLean had failed to make good
certain promises, Dr. Peake also qual-
ifled himself for the position from a
military standpoint; and has attended
the camps at Sussex for several years
past. His friends have stated that In
spite of the coolness between himself
and Colonel McLean at the last elec-
tion the latter would give him all the
help in his power and would insist
upon his appointment,

They now universally belleve that
the colonel has failed to do so as the
plum has been captured by Br.
Weaver of this city, & gentleman who
came here from Ontario a few years
ago, who has no clailm upon the
Liberal party at all, who does not. ex-
ercige the slightest influence in politi-
cal affairs, and whose party services
cannot be put for one moment in the
game category as those of Dr, Peake.

THE CASE FOR VIVISECTION

With the exception of vaccination probably
scientific method for the amelioration of human suffer-
ing has been so severely attacked as vivisection. It
is claimed by the ante-vivisectionists, who are still ac-
tive, that nothing new or desirable is learned through
vivisection, and eme result of reckless and
ignorant statements which have been advanced has been
to create a prejudice which investigation shows is in
no way justified.

Two articles on animal experimentation were pub-
lished recently in the Ladies’ Home Journal, one writ-
ten by the Rev. F. W. Tomkins, and the other from
the pen of Dr. W. W. Keen. The clergyman adopts a
moderate tone thafi is usually to. be found in
the average “‘anti-vivisection™ article, but advocates re-
striction of scientific experimental work, and favors its
vegulation by those whom the Medical Journal has class
ed as “men admittedly of unscientific training,” in order
to avoid the possibility of preventable cruelty. He
apparently depends eutirely on hearsay and is without
personal or accurate knowledge of the facts involved..

Dr. Keen, who, as the editor of the Ladies’ Home
Journal points out, is “as well qualified to present the
advantages of vivisection as any American writer,”" has
spent a long, useful and honorable life in the active prae-
tice of surg r and of warfare against disease, When
therefore he states facts, which have come to him |ln‘n\|_uh|
his own eéxperience they are entitled (n}
far more weight in minds of all rational
than the theorizing hearsay arguments of
who would loek the laboratories and compel
scientific men to abandon their life-saving work.

Dr. Keen’s first illustration 1s' an exceedingly
graphic one. In 1905 his assistant, a young man of
brillianee snd promise, was stricken with cerebro-spinal
meningitis and died in less than thirty-six hours, no
relief being possible.

“Building a Town in a Day,” is the title given to

zine for July, showing the wonderful rapidity of develop-
ment attending or following in the wake of Transcon-
tinental Railway construction in the West. In this
article the writer says that “It is expected that the next
eighteen months will see the culmination of one of
the greatest colonization movements in history, for dur-
ing that time it is schemed to bulld and populate 120

towns in the Dominion of Canada, an average of one
town for every other week day in the year and a
half.

“By the middle of 1911, if Canadian government offi-
clals are not wrong in their estimate, these 220 towns
will have their official places and names on the map

Vivisection today implies, not dissection in the or-
‘dinary sense, but the performance of an operative ex-
periment upon a living animal for the purpose of ad-
vancing biological science. In Great Britain experi-
ments which inflict pain upon animals may be under-
taken only by those teachers and investigators wheo have
obtained a government license, Vivisectors themselves
agree that the experimenter must be a skilled anatomist
and physiologist, that anaesthetics should be used to
the utmost possible extent, and that mere repetitions of
experfments whose object has been attained are un-
Justifiable.

In the United States anaesthetics are regularly used
during all cutting operations and experiments otherwise
invelving pain. ° When the end sought is obtained dur-
ing the operation the animal is destroyed while un-
gonscious. 'With these precautions, and bearing in mind
“that nearly all our knowledge of physiology, of the effeet
of medicines, and of bacteriology has been secured by

The crushing strength of concrete of
the following: 1 part cement, 3 parts
sand, and 6 parts broken stene, is
1200 pounds per square inch, The ten-
sile strength of conerete which is the
strength that applies to this job, is for
concrete composed of Pm-tland ce-
ment 1 part, sand 3 parts, 125 pounds
to the square inch, Now instead of
the couneil proceeding to dig up ten
feet of this pavement, it would be
better that a small section of this
bage be taken up and a test of the

ROBERT . TREAT PAINE
DIED LAST EVENING

He Was President Of The Am-
erican Peace Society And
Noted Philanthropist—Pro-
minent Resident Of Boston.

Waltham, Mass., Aug. 11.—Robert
Treat Paine, president of the Ameri-
can Peace Soclety, and a widely
known philanthropist, died at his
home here tonight.

The end came at 10.40 p. m., very
peacefully, the sick man sinking into
denth almost imperceptibly. At his
bedside were his sons, George and
Rloben. Treat Paine, Jr., and his physi-
clan,

It was through his efforts in behalf
of peace among the countries of the
world - that “Robert Treat Paine be-
came a figure or more than national
prominence. As president of the
American Peace Society his work oc-
casionally took him to Europe, and
at The Hague his name was enrolled
among the prominent advocates of
disarmament.

Born in Boston in 1835, the son of
Charles Cushing Paine, who was a
grandson of Robert Treat Paine, one
of the signers of the Declaration of
Independence, Mr. Paine’s career of
philantrophiec and religious endeavor
forms a chapter in the history of the
city during the past half century. He
was graduated from Harvard in 1855,
and although admitted to the bar four
years later, Mr. Paine practiced law
only 11 years. Inheriting a large
fortune, he decided to engage in phdl-
anthrople work. He organized the
Wells memorial institute, the largest
organization of its kind in the United
States. It embraces a loan associa-
tion, two co-operative banks, and a
building association. He was a mem-
ber of all the charitable institutions
of Boston.

In religion he was an Episcopalian
and warden of Trinity church, Boston.
But his charity has always been un-
sectarian, With his wife, in 1890 he
created and endowed a trust of $200,
000 establishing several charities.

He had been a delegate from this
diocese to many general conventions
of the Episcopal church. He was a
member of the legislature in 1884 and
in the same year unsuccessfully con-
tested this congressional district as
a Democrat.

He is survived by two sons, Robert
Treat Paine, Jr, formerly Democrat
candidate for governor, and Rev. Geo.
L. Paine, rector of St. Mary'd Episco-
pal church,  Dorchester, and three
daughters, Mrs, John H, Storer, Mrs.
Chas. K. Cummings, and Miss Ethel.

LITTLE INTEREST SHOWN

IN TECHIGAL EDUCATION
COMMISSIONERS VI3IT

No Meeting Held at Board of
Trade Yesterday--Mr.Hathe-
way Emphasizes the Import-
ance of the Subject.

A special meeting of the technical
committee of the board of trade had
been called for 8 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, but only the chairman, W.
Frank Hatheway, M. P. P, and a re-
porter of this enterprising journal
showed up. Speaking of the plans for
a representative before the royal com-
mission Mr. Hatheway told The Stand-
ard reporter that at the last meeting
the committee talked the matter ov-
er and had the names of about 20
manufacturers and a dozen working-
men who had signified their willing-
ness to appear before the royal com-
mission.

“At the same time,” Mr, Hatheway
continued, “I could wish that the peo-
ple of this city manifested more in-
terest In the question of technical ed-
ucation, To me it seems a very im-
portant subject. According to such in-
formation as I have been able to se-
cure, something like one quarter of
a million dollars are sent out of Que-
bec and the Maritime Provinces to
the correspondence schools in the
states every year. That would seem
to indicate that the young men are
very much interested in technical edu-
cation, No doubt these correspondence
schools fill a much felt want in a
rather ineffective way; their diplomas
are probably only worth about 50 per
cent. what a diploma from a school at
which the pupils are able to attend
would be worth.

Need of Technical Schools.

“And it seems to me that the sooner
we establish local technical schools
the better it will be. The good in-
fluence of such schools upon the in-
dustrial progress of a community is
well recognized, and we ought to try
to keep that $250,000 at home. That
amount expended every year ought
to establish and maintain a good
many first class schools. And we
should not expect the young men to
pay so much for educating them-
selves. No doubt they benefit, but
they are so much more valuable to
their employers because of their tech-
nical knowledge that the employers
or the community ought to bear a
fair share of the expense.

“St, John will find it difficult to
realize its ambition to be a manufact-
uring centre of importance unless fa-
cllities for the technical education
of our young men are provided. And
therefore I would like to see the
manufacturers showing more inter-
est.” 3
