Munich Court Fines And Im-
prisons a “Wretch” Who De-
frauds Public By Filling
Steins With Froth,

Munich, April 19.—Serving short
measure in beer and the deception of
the public by filling the steins and sel-
dels with froth so as to form what is
popularly known as a *“collar,” has
Just been judged an offense punishable
by imprisonment, by the criminal
court here.

The tenant of a gigantic beer house
who was arraigned on a charge of de.
frauding the public in this way, was
sentenced to six weeks In jall and a
fine of $750 and five of his waiters to
;P;’I!XIB of from one to three weeks
ail.

Evidence showed that it has become
customary to serve glasses of beer in
Which the. liquer did not reach the le-
gally stamped mark . indicating the
proper measure, the drinking vegs-
sels being filled to the top with a large
quantity of froth. In this way the pro-
fits of the house were greatly in.
creased.

The public, however, indignantly
demurred, and to such an extent that
a virtual beer strike was hrought
about and many hitherto most popular
drinking resorts have been practically
deserted.

United States Government Has
Decided To Rescind Order Of
Countervailing Dutie s—
Whiskey Distillers Affected.

‘Washington, April 19.—After several
months of negotiations the United
States government has decided to
rescind the order imposing a counter-
valing duty on British spirits. The
British government made urgent rep-
resentations that distillers of English
whiskies did not receive a bounty,
within the meaning .of the Payne-
ldrich law. In reaching a conclu-
sion the treasury department was in-
fluenced by the fact that Great Britain
has a fiscal policy, not only of free
trade, but also a lack of artificial stim-
ulus to trade such as is produced by
the bounties. Imports of Scotch and
Irish whiskies amounting to several
million dollars a year are affected by
the decision.

Stanfield, the Conservative whip for
the province, gives the positive assur-
ance that the Liberals will lose the
general election for the legislature,
which takes place at the end of May
next.

The Portuguese Steamer Lusi-
tania Wrecked On African
Coast—Several Drowned—
Almost Terrible Disaster.

Capetown, South Africa, April 19.--
The Portuguese mail steamer Lusi
tania-is piled upon Bellows Rock, twn
miles southwest of the Cape of Good
Hope.  Her 800 passengers and crew
were taken off this morning by the
British warship Forte and a govern-
ment tug, but the ship will be lost.

All the rescued passengers, as well
as the crew of the Lusitania have ar-
rived here in various vessels. The
wrecking of the steamer came near to
being a terrible disaster, But for the
fact that the vessels bow was firmly
gripped by the rocks, she would have
foundered quickly, probably with all
hands. ‘As it was the Lusitania rock-
ed dangerously while sending up sig-
nals and walting for the rescuing
vessels.

It was clear, with a bright moon,
when the steamer ran on the rocks.
Many of the survivors, especially the
women, all of whom were scantily
clad, suffered greatly from exposure,

Accordiug to some information only
three persons were drowned in trans-
ferring from the wreck,

MAKING GOLD COINS

Treasury Officials Considering
Closing Of Some Of The
Mints—Will Coin Only Sil-
ver And Copper Coins.

Washington, D. C,, April 19.—Whe-
ther the government will close or
abolish some of its mints is an acute
problem before treasury officials, Sec-
retary Macveagh is ready to instruct
the assay offices and mints to begin
issuing gold certificates against gold
bullion and foreign gold coin. As
soon as this begins, the coining of
;ol\kwill practically stop.

Nothing but smaller silver coins and
pennies, known in treasury parlance
as minor and subsidiary coin, will be
clicked ‘off hereafter, unless there is
unusual demand for gold coins, and it
is estimated that the mints at San
Francisco and Philadelphia, running on
very small time, will fill all the trea-
sury needs.

THE SENATE

Senator Ellis Yesterday Re-
viewed The Gradual Reduc-
tion In Hours Of Labor—De-
plores Socialism.

Ottawa, April 19-~In the senate to-
day the debate on the bill respecting
hours of labor upon public works was
continued by Senator Ellis. He said
there was no occasion to refer the
bill to committee for further evidence
as that work had been well done and
was available in printed form. Labor
councils in Canada generally favored
the bill though - eome thought it did
not go far enough. There should be
jmore co-operation and #riendliness |
a8 neither capifal nor labor counld ae-|
complish much without the other,

The state had gradually improved
the condition of the laboring classes.
Education and the ballot had been
given them. It was natural that they
should use the ballot for the advance-
ment of their own interests which
they regarded as paramount in the
state. Their demands should be rea-
sonably anticipated by concessions ev-|
en before they were asked. In this
way dissatisfaction and extreme de-
mands would be avoided. There should
be a reasonable division between em-
ployer and empioye of the benefits
arlsing from work.

Senator Ellis recalled the steady
reductign of prevailing hours of la-
bor from 14 to 12 and 10 and in some
trades, such as the printing trade, in
which he was interested, to 8 hours
a day. He favored the 8 hour measure
for labor wherever it would be ap-
pHed without undue disturbance of
conditious.

He advised that the movement to-
wards the eight hour day be made
with a deliberation which would not
upset industrial conditions. The bill
under consideration met this view. It
did not propose a general eight hour
day for all classes, but only to that
portion of the working community
which was employed on public build-
ings being erected by the government.
It seemed to be a reasonable step and
one which every man could endorse.

In conclusion Senator Ellis express-
ed regret at the development among
working men of a tendency towards
socialism, and he attributed this in a

Portuguese Government Con-
cludes Important Decree
Affecting Status Of Roman
Catholic Church.

Lisbon, April 19--The cabinet has
concluded the finishing touches on the
decrée of separation regarding the
church and state. This will be pro-
mulgatgd on Friday or Saturday. The
main points of the decree are as fol-
lows: The state concedes entire liber-
ty to all creeds, the Catholic creed
ceasing to be the state religion from
the date of the promulgation. Hence-
forth all churches will be maintained
by the faithful. The beneficed clergy
will continue to receive their stipends
until July 1, after which they will be
paid pensions.

The property necessary to the cele-
bration of public worship will be ced-
ed to the clergy free of cost. All the
Portuguese and foreign clergy engiged
in religious work will continue as
hitherto, but all others must obtain
authorization.

The difficulty does not
lie in the safety of the bridge at all, but in the fact
that the traffic of the present day is heavier and more
continuous than it was. when the bridge was built.
There is nothing in the report of Mr. Lindenthal, the
sxpert who examined the bridge last year, to show
that there is the slightest danger In using the bridge
as the public have used it in recent years.

G. Nesbitt, the managing director of
the investment trust company closed
negotiations for the consolidation of
the International Milling Company,
limited, of Saskatchewan and Minne-
=ota, and Canadian Cereal & Milling
Company, limited.

Throngh the consolidation will re-
sult an all-Canadian organization, the
Canadian Cereal & Milling Co. obtaln-
ing through the International a large
connection in Western Canada, while
in return the International will secure
the advantage of connection of the
(Cereal Company in Ontario and East-
ern Canada. R

With a view to ‘carrying through
the terms of arrangements, Mr. Nes-
bitt stated that a holding company
would be formed to be known as the
International Milling Company of Can-
ada, Limited, with an authorized cap-
ital of $3,500,000 of 7 per cent. cum-
ulative preferred stock, and $2,500,000
of common stock, of which there will
now be issued for thé acquisition of

7!the shares of the International and

Canadian Cereal & Milling Companies
$2,600,000 preferred and $1,500,000
common. There will also be an au-
thorized bond issue of $2,000,000, of
which $1,500,000 will be outstanding.
Of this latter amount $1,225,000 will
be held in escrow to retire the present
outstanding bonds of the Canadian
Cereal & Milling Company, Limited,
and the International Milling Com-
pany.

Sussex, April 19.—A large crowd
filled the Opera House here this eveu-
ing to hear G. H. Cowan, M. P, of
Vancouver, and O. 8.
