When the court opened Mr.Hellmuth 
continued his argument that the pro­
vinces should have the power to make 
their own marriage laws, a liberty 
which the changes proposed under the 
Lancaster bill, whose validity was the 
subject of this appeal, would take 
away.

Mr. Percy continued there could be 
no abrogation of the present treaty, 
even If the Hague Court should pass 
upon it and give a décision against 
or in favor of the United States.

Senator Cummins asked Senator 
Percy If he thought the United States 
should give free tolls to all nations, 
or should pay the expense of operat­
ing the canal.

"I am in favor of tolls," replied 
Senator Percy, "but I can see much 
merit in our giving the canal as an 
offering to the world, reaping our 
benefits in commerce and lower 
freight rates."

Senatçr Cummins declared be be­
lieved the canal case could never 
properly be submitted to the Hague.

“It would not be possible to get a 
fair and unbiased court," said he.

Senator Percy declared he believed 
a fair trial could be had at the Hague. 
He added that if a "small community 
of interest” among nations made it 
impossible to secure unbiased inter 
national courts "we may well pause 
in the development of our internation­
al relations."

tive Martin W. Littleton, of New 
Yorlç, member of the democratic ma­
jority of the House Steel Trust In 
vestlgating Committee, today formal­
ly presented his views to the com 
mittee dissenting from the legislative 
recommendations of Chairman Stan­
ley. He agreed to sign the Stanley 
report with many reservations that 
left Mr. Stanley with but two other 
members of the committee of nine 
in complete accord with him.

Mr. Littleton's views, to which 
much publicity has been given, favor 
principally a joint body of the senate 
and house to study the trust question 
aud the exclusion from interstate 
commerce of corporations In restraint 
of trade. He declines to support a 
proposed bill to put upon a corpora­
tion the burden of proving it is a 
"reasonable" restraint of trade. 
Such a bill. Mr. Littleton says, would 
preserve "the chief fault of the Sher­
man law, which is the policy of a 
belated attack, after a concern has 
grown up Instead jf providing any 
means of prevention."

flames on the floor below cut off any

Seven girls were killed, five were 
fatally injured and several others se­
verely Injured In a fire which occur­
red today lu a four story building in 
Moor Lane In the heart of the city 
occupied by celluloid Christmas card 
manufacturers who employed many 
females. The fire started in a front 
room on the top floor and spread 
quickly. To reach the stairs the girls 
in the back room had to pass through 
the front room and before they reallz 
ed their danger the flames had 
off the means of escape.

In a few minutes the back room 
was ablaze. Some of the girls manag­
ed- to reach the roof and escaped by 
crossing a plank, to the next build­
ing, ten feet distance, but one lost 
her footing and fell, two were seized 
by the flames before they could gain 
the dizzy bridge and a large number 
leaped from the windows to the pave­
ment, several ofi them being horribly 
mangled. Five of the girls were burn­
ed to death. The response of the fire 
brigade was prompt, but the swift 
ness of the fire and the fierceness of 
the flames belching from the win­
dows prevented effective use of the 
fire escapes.

The New Y’ork World sees no possibility that the 
election of a President will be thrown into the House of 
Representatives. It points out that it will require 26t» 
electoral votes to choose a President, and 178 must be 
conceded to Governor Wilson at the outset, 
votes are represented by the States of Alabama. Arizona. 
Arkansas. Florida, Georgia. Kentucky. Louisiana, Mary 
laud. Mississippi. Missouri, North Carolina. Oklahoma. 
South Carolina. Tennessee. Texas and Virginia

That makes it necessary for Governor Wilson to win 
SS out of the remaining 353 electoral vote*. - Twenty- 
nine of them van be found In New Jersey and Indiana, 
which are sure to go Democratic. Fifty-two more can 
be found Iu New York and Connecticut, which are reason­
ably certain to go Democratic. Nebraska, with 8 votes, 
would give Governor Wilson the necessary majority.

But Democratic prospects are much brighter than 
this. Mr. Bryan carried Colorado and Nevada In 1908. 
Governor Wilson is likely to carry them this year, with 
the addition of North Dakota. These three States have 
14 electoral votes. Wilson’s chances In Ohio are better 
than Taft’s or Roosevelt’s, and Ohio has 24 votes. Sen­
ator Gardner predicts that Wilson will carry Maine, with 
0 votes, and nobody familiar with political conditions In 
that State can regard this ns an idle boast. In addition. 
Democratic prospects in Massachusetts are as good us 
any other prospects, and they are anything but discour­
aging In Pennsylvania. Massachusetts has 18 electoral 
votes and Pennsylvania has 33.

Any reasonable calculation bused on the existence of 
a Republican party would give Wilson more than 300 
electoral votes, but with the Republican party »hot to 
pieces it is a question whether the warring Taft-Rouse- 
veil forces will save anything of value from the wreck.

Exceeds Its Allotment.
This action was deemed necessary

When the desirability of having 
the Conference unanimous was again urged, this time by 
Sir Joseph Ward of New Zealand, Sir Wilfrid said' "I am 
sorry to say that this is a question upon which we could

solicitation ofThe Italian Government Is not altogether pleased 
with the optimism of the Italian press concerning the 
progress of the war. One of the best known of the war 
correspondents, tilguor Clpolla. has been outlining In his 
paper, the titaiupa, a plan for forcing the Dardanelles 
and attacking Constantinople by means of airships now 
being built iu Milan and elsewhere. A telegram by a 
correspondent of the Berliner Tageblatt, commenting on 
this fantastic plan, has been confiscated by the Roman 
censor on the ground that "it reproduces the opinions 
of Arnuldu Clpolla as to the manner In which Italy can 
most rapidly finish the war with Turkey.”

In Its own way, however, the Government continues 
to furnish the papers with comments on the war. Thus 
there appears in the Pupolo Romano an Inspired article 
on Turkish and Italian finances, which presents the lat­
ter in a very rosy light. While Turkey is sahl to be on 
the verge of bankruptcy, the economic conditions of 
Italy are described ug being wonderfully sound.

The Italian budget at the close of June Is said to show 
a surplus of CO,000.000 lire, and the balance of trade an 
increase, however slight, In exports as against an Insig­
nificant decrease in Imports. In any case, the article 
states, au appeal to Italian capital would show that the 
country Is sound nut only us to Its military organisation, 
but that "the national spirit and the general administra 
tlve capacity are rising to the occasion." This Is at 
least good Governmental whistling to keep up courage

Considerable damage was done to 
the small craft ou the river by Mon 
day’s gale, and the shmmer residents 
at Grand Bay feel eüfe that it was 
the worst In years. The wind nad 
the full sweep of the Kennebeccasls 
In which to raise a sea, with the re­
sult that the waves in Grand Bay 
were fully five feet high. This pro 
hibited the usual evening pleasure 
parties on the river, the sea being so 
high that bathing was felso an im­
possibility.

At Grand Bay besides blowing down 
several trees "and doing other dam­
age, the wind kicked up such a sea 
that the motor boat belonging to 
James Barnes sank at her moorings. 
When sinking the boat was caught in 
the undertow and swept ashore 
The motor boat owned by Frank Hay­
ward was also torn from her moorings 
and swept to the beach.

Oner of the members of the St. John 
Power Boat Club said last evening 
that he had never aqen such a sea In 
Grand Bay, and that although several 
boats attempted to cross they were 
all forced to turn back, 
member of the club who returned to 
the city from Grand Bay last evening- 
s^id that when he reached the middle 
of the Bay his boat was literally 
standing on jend as she jumped from 
sea to sea. This with the high wind 
blowing caused the boat to ship con­
siderable wafer, all on board being 
glad when the mooring at Marble 
Cove was reached.

Grand Bay was not the only place, 
however, where the wind and sea 
caused considerable damage. At 
Millidgevllle the waves were also very 
high, and It Is the general opinion 
that if the majority of the yachts had 
not been away on the annual cruise 
a greater amount of damage would 
have been done As it was the sail­
ing dingy owned by E. N. Herrington 
of the North End was sunk at her 
moorings early yesterday morning. 
Th<e ferry steamer Maggie Miller also 
had a hard time to make her regular 
trips. The ferry, however, was not 
so much bothered by the high sea as 
by the wind which caused the steam 
er to make nearly as much leeway 
as head way during the storm.

It was reported around the city last 
evening that a motor boat at Boar's 
Head had been blown away from her 
moorings and smashed to pieces on 
the shore.
