mariners, who have sailed the Bay for |

many years, when asked last evening
for an opinlon, spoke of him in much
stronger and more direct terms. But
even though the people of St. John,
and the mariners who have d the
Bay, know that not one of his state-
ments is true, there are thousands of
people in other parts of Canada and
United States who are not acquainted
with conditions here and who
be inclined to believe that because
the captain is a “leading assessor on
the St. Lawrence River Wreck Com-
mission of Inquiry” it naturally fol-
lows he tells the truth. The fact alone
is excellent reason why the Board of
Trade must act at once.

Cartain Clft, in his position as an
assessor, must know that because of
the accidents in the St. Lawrence
river the marine insurance underwrit-
ers in Englangd,.in fixing their schedule
for the Canadian trade, increased the
rates. It was not due to the danger
of the Bay of Fundy but rather to the
St. Lawrence. Experienced shipmast-
ers and pilots quot=d elsewhere contra-
diet him ip his strictures upon this
route and those who have had exper-
ience in the St. Lawrence river ex-
press their preference for the Bay,
compared with the waterway for
which the Montreal Telegraph au-
thority is a “wreck commissigner.”

political influence St. John has worst-
ed Halifax” and by Captain Clift that
“purely political pull compels’ the C.
N. R. Royal Mail liners to call there.”
It is a time for another outcry that
should result first in an immediate
refutation of Captain Clift's state-
ments backed up by the proof and cir-
culated as widely as possible; second-
ly an explanation why an official,
presumably a government employe,
stould make such a statement. Hon.
J. D. Hazen has been untiring in his
efforts to improve the aids to naviga-
tion in the Bay of Fundy, and to de-
velop this port. Is the effect of his
labor to be offset by any official, even
if that official should be “Captain R.
D. Clift, a leading assessor on the St.
Lawrence River Wreck Commission
of Inquiry?”

The business men of St. John, a
few months ago, subscribed liberally
to assist in the reorganization of the
Board of Trade. They were actuated
in this by the belief that with ample
funds and an enlarged membership
the board would be in even a better
position to protect the interests of
St. John.

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

“MOST TALKED-OF MAN IN
ENGLAND,” FIFTY-ONE TODAY

The Rt. Hon. David Lloyd-George,
Chancellor of the British Exchequer,
has been called “the most talked of
man in England,” and that expresses
it but mildly. The Welshman who
has set Great Britain by the ears, and
who is variously described as an an-
archistic agitator and the greatest
living constructive statesman, was
born fifty-one vears ago today. Welsh
to the core of him, and with all the
frankness, directness and bull dog te-
racity of that people, Lloyd-George
had what he considers the misfortune
to be born beyond the limits of Wales.
It was in busy, bustling Manchester
that he first saw the light of day on
Jan. 17, 1862, His father, Willlam
George, was the master of the Uni-
tarian school in Liverpool, but his ca-
reer as a pedagogue was not crowned
by financial success, and he turned
farmer. In that he was also a failure,
and David was only a small boy when
his father died, leaving behind him
nothing but debts. One of his first
and bitterest memories was the sale
of all his mother's belongings to sat-
isfy a debt due to a wealthy landlord.
It may be that the incident has had
much to do with shaping Lloyd-Geor-
ge's subsequent career as the champi-
on of the masses—it may even have
marked a turning point in England’s
history.

Schoolmaster George, besides his
debts, left to his widow, who was the
daughter of a Baptist minister, a num-
ber of “hostages to fortune.” She
was unable to provide for all her chil-
dren, and Divid was adopted by an
uncle, Richard Lloyd, the boy’s moth-
er's brother. It was thus that he
gained the hyphenated name of Lloyd-
George. Richard Lloyd was a Camp-
bellite Baptist preacher on Sundays
and a cobbler on week days. He was
an educated man, and every day the
people of the village and the country-
side came to him to read or write
letters and to seek advice in times of
trouble. Listening to the pitiful tales
of misfortune that came from the lips
of these people, and to their denun-
ciations of landlords in particular and
wealthy people in general, naturally
filled Llyod-George's mind with radi-
cal thoughts. The uncle, poor as he
was, gave David an excellent educa-
tion, and at sixteen the lad was ar-
ticled to a firm of solicitors. He had
barely reached his majority when he
was called to the bar, and within eight
vears he had become one of the lead-
ing lawyers of Wales.
Temperance and land reform were
the principal planks of his platform
when Lloyd-George entered the poli-
tical arena. He also made war on the
enforced payment of tithes to the Es-
tablished Church, and thus won the
admiration of all Welsh Nonconform-
ists. In 1890 he was elected to Par-
liament, and in his very first address
he became a national figure by his ar-
raignment of Joseph Chamberlain and
Lord Randolph Churchill, and his ve-
hement attack on the privileges of the
liquor traffic. In later addresses he
displayed qualities of scathing satire,
bitter ridicule and brilliant sarcasm
that made him the most feared man in
the House. When the Liberals were
returned to power in 1905, Lloyd-Geor-
e was made President of the Board
of Trade, and in 1908 he assumed the
portfolio of Chancelor of the Excheqg-
uer, a position which has enabled him
to initiate many radical and revolu-
tionary measures.
Charles Ransom Miller, a member
of the editorial staff of the New York
Times for nearly forty vears, thirty of
them as editor-in-chief, was born in
Hanover, N. H,, sixty-five years ago
today. His early journalistic training
was as a reporter on the Springfield,

The
text was from Genesls xlix:30: “And
when Jacob had made an end of com-
manding his sons, he gathered up his
feet into the bed, and ylelded up the
llu:t, and was gathered unto his peo-
ple” Dr. Waters said: :

The OM Year is like an old man,
the New is most like a laughing boy.
The world interest centers in the
It hardly thinks of the old
man at all, save to to have him
hurry. The youth can afford to leave
off his laughing a little. The Old
Year is dylng. Moreover, the Old
Year is interested 1,: him too. He is
the Old Year's heir’and will reign in
his stead. The New Year does well
to wait before the Old in solemn rev-
erence. Joseph never was greater than
when he hung on the charge of dying
Ji The honor of old age is the
glory of youth. If we are wise we will
0 into the New Year with the wisdom
of the Old graven on our hearts.
Therefore, I have brought you the Old
Year and the years—one word for the
nation, one word for the church, and
one word for the individual.

I The Old Year's counsel for the
nation was perhaps never better ex-
pressed than in the Old Testament
saying, “Righteousness exalteth a na-
501\. but sin is a reproach to any peo-

e.”

Now, righteousness means doing
what is morally right, whether it is
legally right or not. Some things lef-
ally right are morally wrong. This
means that a nation in its affairs must
do the right thing in the sight of God

s

It it wants to lay a foundation for

prosperity, and if it does the drong
thing it takes away the cornerstone
of prosperity. Do you believe that?
More t~n one-half of the Old Testa-
ment is iaken up with the proposition
that when Israel did what was right
1t 88 .a nation; and that
when it did wrong, and transgressed,
not the laws of Solomon, or any oth-
er king, but the of God, it was

.destroyed. I think most of us believe

that for Israel.

If you go to Rome wou will see the
modern city. If you dig down you will
come upon the medieval city, and if
gou dig again you will come upon the
classic clty, and yet further you will
come upon the primitive city. Take
Gibbon or Mommsen and let them tell
the story of the different Romes, and
this is what they saw: The primitive
city was a brute city, and violated
the laws of justice and brotherhood,
and it went down. The classic city
was a8 glorfous city, but it violated
God's laws of righteousness, namely,
purity, justice, honesty, and it went
down. Martin Luther discovered that
the medieval city was falr without,
but inwardly was full of dead men’s
bones—simony, gluttony, avarice, adul-
tery, sodomy—and it went down.

Our fathers used to belleve that for
America. That is why in the Constitu-
tion James Madison would not allow
the word “slave to appear. He knew
that sin was the reproach of any na-
tion. That is what Thomas Jefferson
meant when, after he had fought the
greatest battle of his life to eradicate
slavery from Virginia and had failed
by two votes he said: “I tremble for
my eauntry when I remember that God
is just.” He knew that a common-
wealth built on injustice was a com-
monwealth ded upon a vol

bled our fathers for years. There
were times when they thought they
would have to employ the surgeon's
knife named war.

But the thing 1 want to point out is
that they are destroying the family.
Chrildren brought up upon that scale
cannot live on less. How can the son
ever marry? How can the daughters
ever marry, unless they make it whol-
ly a business venture?

Now, it is from that class of people,
and that family life that we hear to-
day the cry aloud for the feminist
movement. I suppose that some of my
friends here have wondered why I
have set my face asainst Sociallem.
Certainly I have a great deal of sym-
pathy with a great many things of
which Socialists say they are in favor.
But it is the philosophy at the heart
of Socialism which makes it my foe.
At its heart Soclalism is the foe, not
only of poverty, but it is the foe of
government, an it is the foe of the
Chureh, and it is the foe of the fam-
)} Its teaching is that the individual
is the unit, and nothing must be al-
lowed to interfere with the freedom
of the individual. And so when the
Soclalists marched on the streets of
Lawrence they carried a banner, “No
God and no master.” The thing to
dread about Socialism is not the mere
little temporary question on the sur-
face about the ownership of railroads,
or telegraph lines, but it is the great
underlying basic cry, “No God. no mas-
ter.”

Just in the same way some of my
triends wonder why I do not sympath-
ize with votes for women, If the ma-
jority of the eood women of any par-
ticular State want suffrage I am in
favor of giving it to them. But athe
truth is that the majority of good,
home-making women of any State
shrink from it. It is not because they
are cowards or want to ru away from
their duty, but because they know that
while it will increase the votes for
reform it will increase the votes for
vice. Instead of having one Tammany
there will be two Tammanys.

But that question, after all, is only
an incident. Back of it and underly-
ing it is this whole modern feminist
movement, and thig feminist move-
ment at bottom is only one phase of
Soclalism. It is to the State;
it is opposed to the Church, it is op-
posed to the home.- Its unit of civiliz.
ationr is the individual, Nothing must
interfere with the MHberty of the indi-
vidual. If laws interefere, down with
laws. If rdeligion interferes, down
with the Bible. If the family inter-
feres, down with marriage. I know
perfectly well that ninety out of every
husdred who talk so glibly about the
feminist movement have Dot gone be-
yond the surface and de not know
what they are talkimz about.

But in last Sunday’s Times one of
the writers did not mince matters, but
sald very plainly, “I believe the ulti
mate aim of feminism with regard te
marriage is practically the suppression
of marriage and the institution of
tree alliance.” Women who have child-
ren are to be cared for by the State and
the child is to have for its father, not
some man who has met as some water-
ing place. The nation is made up of
the people who live in it, and of the
business they are engaged in, and of
the lives they are living, and its co~
perstone is the God-ordained family.
To disregard the experience of the
past, which has vindicated God's holy
law, is to invite destruction. It is
“rightecusness that exalteth a natlon,
while sin is the destruction of any

people.

1. The old year's counsel to the
church, like an old man's counsel to
youth, is against the lack of earnest-
ness. I suppose to old age youth nev-
er seems to take its work seriously.
And yet youth is always in need of the
warning. There have been times in
the past when the Church had to be
bromzht to book for worldiness and
lack of spirituality. There is the New
Testament case—the Church at Laodi-
cea, which was neither hot nor cold.

The real weakness of the Church to-
day is that in so many communities it
does not count. It did not count in
Laodicea. It did not count in Queen
Anmne's time, when only two members
of the House of Commons ever went to
church, and when a bishop preached
in & cathedral on a rainy Sunday to
one auditor, the sexton, and his text
was, “Be a good man John, and be a
Tory.” The Church was simply a
badge of respectability, and the clergy
were men who had been appointed to
a living, and England was in a con-
scienceless time. The Church did not
count. The Church counted in Nero's
time, although it was made up mostly
of slaves, and the reason that Nero
put Paul to death was the rumor that
those Jews were meeting again. They
were afraid of the little church in the
catacombs.

The Church counted in Wesley’s
time. You could tell a Methodist by
his dress. You could tell him by his
sorrow for his sins. You could tell it
by his walk and conversation. The
Church always counts when the Church
is in earnest.

In our day there is a good deal of
patronizing the Church. One man says
that the Church i8 well enough and he
intends at Easter and sometimes at
Christmas, and if he happens to like
the music he will go every pleasant
Sunday evening when he has no com-
pany, If the minister get acquainted
with him and seeks him out and urges
him to comeé into the Church, as he

there any known law?,
In the days of the Revolution, I sup-

pose, the richest man in the country
was Stephen Girard of Philadelphia, or
else John Hancock of Boston. We
know a great deal more about John
Hancock than we do about Stephen
Girard. Why was he & greater man?

At the same time there lived in the
world two great modern captains. One
of them was George Washington, who
won our independence as a nation, and
the other was Napoleon Bonaparte,
who saved France from the French
Revolution, and gave that nation its
days of greatest glory. Napoleon was
a greater captain than' Washington.
He certainly exercised more influence
in the world of his time than Washing-
ton, yet mobody doubts. today that
Washington is a far greater man.

Napoleon was a military genius and
a statesman of the first rank, and
France can never repay, him for what
he did for her for rescuing her from
the hands of the despollers, and yet
while he waded through seas of blood
he thought only of a crown for his
head and a bauble for his son. Wash-
ington went through blood and hun-
ger and privation for his country's
sake, and when it was done he asked
for no reward other than to be let
alone to enjoy his home on his Virgin-
ia farm. Napoleon asked for himself
a crown and got nothing. Washington
asked for nothing and got a crown.

Discuss Preliminary Plans

Plans for a new public hospital,
which it is said will involve an ex-
penditure of between $200,000 and

The new building is to erected on
Wright street, in front of the present
hospital, and is to be so located as to
make it the nucleus of a new system
of hospital buildings, when it may be-
come necessary to tear down the old
buildings and put up new structures.

Mr. Brown declared that while no
city in Canada had made a real trial
of the single tax, those which had
abolished taxation on improvements
were the best built towns. Among
those who took part in the discussion
were Mayor Frink, Com. Agar, J. King
Kelley, D, F. Pidgen, F. L. Potts, J. A.
Likely and W. E. Earle.

A Potent Factor.

Taxation, said Mr. Brown, is the
most potent factor in the upbuilding
or destruction of a commuaity. The
present methods of taxation hadn't a
friend in the country, but when you
called a meeting to consider changing
it, only the hardy souls attended. We
haven't any definite methods of rais-
ing the public revenues. We levy
taxes very much on the same principle
as Rob Roy used to do.

Once the speaker asked a farmer,
why do you pay taxes? The farmer
said, Darned if I know, except that the
county is bigger than I am?

If a man received a bill from the
grocer he checked every item on it.
But with a tax bill there was an egyp-
tian darkness; nobody could check the
items of service it represented. Our
whole tax system is a matter of guess-
o8, also of petty larceny. We have to
have so much public money and we
grab it where we can get it.

Society does certain things for the
individual; taxation is a payment for
social service. It ghould bear a defin:
ite relation to the service rendered.

The Land Question.

Continuing the speaker said the in-
creasing value of vacant lands was
due to what the town had done in pro-
viding sewers and fire protection, to
the increase in population and its
general activity, Yet anybody could
hold a vacant lot, and sell not his own
production, but the production of the
social organization, the community.
The single taxers had one outstanding
doctrine; that was that no man had
a moral right to something he did not
produce. No man had a right to the
earth. Anything that was a tax upon
labor values would add to the price of
commodities produced by labor. But a
tax on land values would cheapen
land. Land was the great source of
production. Capital and labor must
have access to the land to produce.
1f we did not look out the land would
become so costly that capital and la-
bor would have to get off the earth.
Taxes on labor values were thrown
upon the consumer. Taxation of land
values had to be paid by the landlord.
We were anxious to have our cities
beautiful. But we did all we could
to prevent our cities from becoming
beautiful, When we wanted to get rid
of dogs, we put a tax on them. It nev-
er occurred to us taat we could also
get rid of good things by taxing them.
Yet that is what our taxation sys-
tcm did. Our system of taxation gave
the unearned incriment, the social
values to individuals for private use,
and at the same time it took for pub-
lic use what was really private pro-
perty. To a man in a balloon, our
citles would present a disorderly ap-
pearance. Chicago only occupied one-
seventeenth of its area. Citles were
consequently put to great and unne-
cessary expense to provide social im-
provements for their scattered peo-
ple.

NOW IN PORT

Pilot McKelvy Tells of
Adventures of one of
Rescue Ships — Cobequid
Iced Up.

Pliot Fenwick M. McKelvey, who
left port on the tug Helena on the
morning that the steamer Cobequid
was reported wrecked, arrived in port
Thursday night and in conversation
with the Standard sald that the morn-
ing that he left port the weather was
very thick in the Bay, not only from
vapor but that the sea was high, They
were not given any further informa-
tion other than the ship was on Brier
Island, and after they put into Beaver
Harbor they heard that perhaps the
ship was on the Murr Ledges off
Grand Manan. They went to Grand
Manan on the first possible chance
and searched without any result. The
Cable Steamer Trylon was also there.
On Thursday morning the Helena
went to Trinity Ledges, but the Lans-
mvne had taken off the Captain and

fourteen of the crew before the
Helena got there.

Speaking of the wreck, Pilot Mc-
Kelvey says that it is a miracle that
those on the wrecked steamer had
been saved. The weather side of the
ship was simply a mass of ice, and
the ice had so formed as to make al-
most a breakwater for the seas which
were pounding against the cabing in
which the survivors were huddled to-
gother. The seas had been breaking
well aver the ship for what was seen
of her was a mass of ice. The ice had
formed even to the top of the ship's
funnel and the gtays that held the
funnel in place were coated with ice
almost the size of a man's body.

A Giant in Financial Cir-
cles of Dominion — Con-
nected with a Long List
of Enterprises.

Toronto, Jan. 16.—Senator Georx; A,

Cox died this morning. His death
removes the most active and influen-
tial financial magnate in Ontario, and
one of the outstanding financial giants
of Canada. It i{s a difficult fatter
estimating his wealth, owing to the
vast mumber and complex character
of industries and the monetary insti-
tutions in which he was interested.
His estate has been said to be any-
where from ten to eizhteen millions.
He was one of the incorporators of
the $15,000,000 transcontinental rail-
way company, and might have been
its president had he so desired.
He founded the Canadian Loan &
Savings in 1885, was president of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce for seven-
teen yprars, was a director of the Na-
tional Trust Company of the Western
Fire & Marine Insurance Company,
the British American Fire & Marine
Insurance Company, and a membier
of other companies.

He was a director of the Canada
Cement. Nine companies were amal-
gamated in this merger. He was one
of the principal shareholders of the
Mexican Light and Power Company,
a director of the Dominion Iron £
Steel Co., a director of the Toronto
Railway Co., and of the Canadian Gen-
eral Electric Co.

The funeral, which will be private,
will be held Monday.

EIGHTEEN SENATORS
HAVE DIED SINCE 1911

Death of Senator Cox Re-
duces Liberal Majority to
Twenty-two--Further De-
crease due.

Ottawa, Jan. 16.—The death of Sen-
ator Cox leaves the Liberal in the
Senate still with a majority of twenty-
two in a House composed of eighty-
seven members. When the vacaney is
filled the standing of the party will be
fifty-four Liberals and thirty-two Coa-
servatives. When the Borden govern-
ment assumed office in October, 1911,
there were sixty-two Liberal Senators
and nineteen Conservative Senators,
with six vacancies. Since then
there has been eighteen deaths, ten
among the Liberals and eight among
the Conservatives.

The nine additional senatorial re-
presentatives from Western Canada,
to be provided for this year by the
passing through both Houses of the
Premier's bill providing for incrased
senatorial representation from the
west, the Liberal majority in the Sen-
ate will be reduced to twelve, not tak-
ing into account any further changes
through the death of the present
members of the Upper House.

With men of this class in command
of the Department, those in the trade
will find 40 Mr. Hazen, a man who will
do his utmost to further their wishes
without throttling the welfare of the
fisheries and the fishermen by political
prejudices.

During the past year there have
been running three large competitions
in egg production, 'and since the
beginning the records produced in the
three competitions have been very
close. The results obtained are ex-
tremely interesting from an eZg-pro-
ducing standpoint as well as from
a breed stamdpoint. Then again, these
competitions, though not the first,
have done a great deal to arouse
interest in poultry raising in general
and in increased egg-production in
particular.

egg-laying competitions in general and
against the Australian competition in
particular. Since that time, however,
some of the American competitions
have been running for two years and
equally high individual records, and
in some cases as high average records
have been attained. Thus criticism
has been abated to a certaln extent.
At the same time some of the criticism

Egg—Laying Contest Results

was quite justified, but with this
matter we are not here concemed. as
we merely wish to see what results
have been obtained in the three
American competitions which are
nearing the- end.

1 have before me the latest reports
of the Second Philadelphia North
American International Egg-Laying
Competition conducted at Storrs Agri-
cultural College, Storrs, Connecticut;
the Second National Egg-Laying. Con-
test conducted at the Missouri State
Poultry Experiment Station, Moun-
tain Grove, Mo., and the Second inter
national Egg-Laving Contest conduct-
ed by the British Columbia Depart-
ment of Agriculture at Victoria, B. C.
The contest at Storrs has just com-
pleted its forty-ei:hth week and thus
has four weeks more to run. The Mis-
sourl contest has forty-six days before
the contest cloges. The British Colum-
bia has ended, having been run for
ten months only.

In the Storrs contest there were
entered 100 pens, each containing five
birds; there were ‘entries from Eng-
land, the United States and Canada.
The highest pen production in the
48 weeks was 1158 eggs, laid by a pen
of 8. C. White Leghorns from England.
This makes an average egg production
of 231 8-5 emzs per bird—a phenomenal

record indeed. The second highest
pen was of the same breed also from
across the Atlantic. The tatal pro-
duction in this case was 1078 eggs,
making an average production of 215-
15 eggs. An American pen of the
same breed came third with an aver-
age production per bird of 199 3-5 eggs.
The fourth pen is an American owned
pen of English-bred birds with an pro-
duction of 196 3.5 ezgs. A notable
fact here is that the first four pens
are S. O. White Leghorns, three of
which are of English breeding. It
should be mentioned in passing, how-
ever, that out of the 100 pens in the
competition 43 were white Leghorns.
But even then the average production
of the Leghorns is high compared with
the other breeds. The fifth highest
pen in this competition is an English
pen of White Wyandottes with 188 2-5
was the average production. In the
whole competition there are a number
of low records, particularly in the
less popular breeds. The averaze pro-
duction per bird for the 5000 birds is
156 eggs for the llmonths. This is
indeed a wonderful record and shows
what can be done in the way of esg
laying. There is much room for im-
provement in the laying qualities of
the stock of our country. The Canad-
fan pens entered in this competitlion
are standing up fairly well.
