They
were thoroughly familar with the fire
drill and they marched out in the
streets without the slightest disorder.

Temporary repairs were started im-
mediately after the fire had died out,
to restore emergency cemmunication
with the English cities and with Am-
erica and the continent, but the dam-
age to the instruments and wires was
so great that some days will elapse
before work on ‘a mormal scale can
be resumed.

The branch offices about town have
thousands of messages for places in
thig country and on the continent and
others are still accumulating.

heavy English cork carpet has been
laid over all the exposed flooring.
Externally the principal improve-
ment is that now for the first time
there is a spire in accordance with
the original design of the late Bishop
Medley, It stands 217 feet high, in-
cluding the cross, which is 12 feet
high, with an arm spread of seven
feet. ‘The beauty and solidarity of
the tower had been enhanced by the
addition of stone gables on each of
the four faces rising to a few inches
of the pinnacles which surmount each
corner. The bullding has been en-
tirely fitted with lightning rods on
each point.

All the stone tracery outside and
the stone work inside has been re:
newed and a series of inverted
arches worked out by the architect
and L, Lee Street, the engineer, of
Boston, and thereby the foundations
have been strengthened.

The New Organ,

The new organ was used for the
first time and music lovers declared
it the best east of Montreal, for sweet-
ness of tone and variety, having cost
$12,000.
The new instrument is divided: in
the north transept are the great or-
gan, swell, choir and pedal organs,
while in the south transept is the
echo organ, which can be used separ-
ately or antiphanally, also the con-
sole. The echo organ is entirely new.
The action of the new instrument
is electrical in operation by means of
a storage battery for Sunday morn-
ing, while the one destroyed in the
i fire operated on the pneumatic prin-
ciple,

The Service.
There was an unusually large at-
tendance of official personages at
this morning’s services, admission to
the cathedral being by ticket, and it
was difficult to handle the large crowds
On the arrival of the Royal party
at the cathedral, Bishop Richardson
and Very Rev. Dean Schofield pro-
ceeded to the west door, where Their
Royal Highnesses were passing
through two lines of Boy Scouts. Fin-
ally the distinguished guests were
escorted to their seats, the first three
pews on the right having been reserv-
ed for the Royal party and for Lieut.
Governor. Wood and staff, and the ser-
vice commenced.
Following the organ prelude, the
service opened with the procession of
clergy and vested choir from the three
vestries down the southern aisle and
up the centre alsle. Rev. Edward Halil-
stone, curate of the cathedral, acted
as director of ceremonies, and the
processional hymn was, Lift the Strain
of High Thanksgiving.

A SOCIALIST DISCUSSES
INDUSTRIAL CONBITIGNS

Orator Taylor, speaking at the so-
cialist meeting last evening, said the
census returns regarding industrial
establishments in Canada showed a
remarkable development in the last
five years, if the figures recently is-
sued did not include statistics in re-
gard to mergers as well as statistics
in regard to the units within the mer
gers, thus counting some plants twice.
He pointed out that according to the
special industrial census of 1906 the
number of industrial establishments
employing five hands and over had
decreased fifteen per cent, over the
census figures for 1901, falling off
from 14,660 in 1901 to 12,647 in 1906,
while the figures recently issued show
an ihcrease of 50 per cent.sover 1906,
rising to 19,202 establishments.

He said that according to the re
cent report the value of the products
of our industrial establishments was
$2,300 per year for each employe,
while he average of salaries and
wages combined was only $468 a
year per employe. He claimed that
it was therefore impossible for the
worker to hu{ back more than a small
portion of what he created, and that
he did not get a fair share of the
fruits of progress. In the ten years
from 1901 to 1911 the average of
wages and salaries had advanced 40
per cent., or very little faster than
the cost of living.

About 275 Men are Employed
and the Company is Paying
Out $15,000 per Month_ in
Wages.

The work at Courtenay Bay 18 pro-
gressing at a great rate. Things haye
been got in shape for the efficient
handling of the work and on Saturday,
Supt. Puffer's men removed 2000 cubic
feet of rock. In addition to the work
of the Courtenay Construction Com-
pany, sub-contracters, delivered by
means of scows, a large quantity of
ne for the breakwater. On Satur-
day evening another steam shovel,
weighing about 100 tons, arrived, and
will be put to work at once, clearing
away the over-burden, The company
have another locomotive and ten dump
cars on the way here, and they are
expected to arrive at any time,

Supt. Puffer when seen —yesterday
was feeling well pleased with the pro-
gress of the work, “We have things
pretty well in shape now,” he said,
“and from now on we expect to rapidly
increase the amount of rock removed
each day. The new steam shovel will
be put to work on the Lee property
which has been taken over, clearing
off the spoil there. We are rushing the
work night and day and everything
is going along splendidly

The company is now paying out in
wages about $15,000 & month, and has
a force of about 2756 men at work on
the job. When the new plant 18 put in
operation more men will be taken on.
The superintendent has given stringent
measures to preserve good order
around the works and prevent drunk-
enness. On several occasions sghortiy
after the work started, there was some
drunkenness among the men. But the
superintendent got after the peddlers
who supplied the men with liquor, turn-
ed away the worst booze artists, and
gave the men to understand that h2
would not have any drunkenness
around the camp. He also engaged a
night policéman, and is determined
to run things so that there will be no
disorder about the works day or
uight.
