““The most terrific war ever experienced
been raging for the last two years and a half over a large
part of the world—a catastrophe which thousands of years
of common civilization was unable to prevent, and which in-
juries the most precious achievements of humanity.

“Our aims are not to shatter nor annihilate our advers-
aries.

“In spite of our consciousness of our military and econ-
omic strength, and our readiness to continue the war (which
has been forced upon us) until the biter end, if necessary;
at the same time prompted by the desire to avoid further
bloodshed and make an end to the atrocities of war, the four
allied powers propose to enter forthwith into peace negotia-
tions.

Advocates Lasting Peace.

“The propositions which they bring forward for such
negotiations, which have for their object a guarantee of the
existence of the honor apd liberty‘of evolution for their na-
tions, are, according to their belief, an appropriate basis for
the establishment of a lasting peace.

“The four allied powers have been obliged' to take up
arms to defend justice and the liberty of national evolution.

“The glorious deeds of our armijes have in no way al-
tered their purpose. We always maintained the firm belief
that our rights and justified claims in no way control the
rights of these nations.

Threatened With Ruin.

~ *The spiritual and material progress which were the

pride of Europe at the beginning of the twentieth century are
threatened with ruin. Germany and her allies, Austria-
Hungary, Bulgaria and Turkey, gave proof of their uncon-
querable strength in this struggle. They gained gigantic ad-
vantages over adversaries superior in number and war ma-
terial. Our lines stand unshaken against ever-repeated at-
tempts made by armies.

“The last attack in the Balkans has been rapidly and
victoriously overcome. The most recent events have de-

onstrated that further continuance of the war will not re-
ult in breaking the resistance of our forces, and the whole
ituation with regard to our troops justifies our expectation
‘of further successes.
Says Fight Can Go On.

“1f in spite of this offer of peace and reconciliation the
struggle should go on, the four allied powers are resolved to
continue to a victorious end, but they disclaim responsibility
for this before humanity and history.

London, Dec. 13—A meeting of the
Irish parlfamentary party today, with
John Reédmond presiding, passed a
resolution declarinig the intention of
the party to await a declaration of the
government’s Irish .policy before de-
ciding upon its attitude in future to-
wards thé government, but realizing
that it favored a vigorous prosecution
of the war.

Another resolution declared against
conscription in Ireland, and asserted
that an attempt to enforce it would
produce disastrous results.

A third resolution adopted said that
while Ireland was denied self<govern-
ment, and while martial law still pre-
vailed, Ireland must remain a source
of weakness in the Empire.

Says Germany Must Have Guarantee of Her

Existence, Declaring

That His Country, in

Berlin, Dec. 12, by wireless to Say-
ville—Chancellor Von Bethmann-Holl-
weg today announced to the Reich-
stag that Germany, together with her
allies, 1 of the r ibit-
ty before God, before their own na-
tions, before humanity,” had proposed
this morning to the hostile powers to
enter on peace negotiations.

The chancellor continued: “The
Reichstag had not been adjourned for
a long period, but fortunately it was
left to the discretion of the president
as to the day of the next meeting.
This decision was caused by the hope
that soon happy events in the field
would be recorded, a hope fulfilled
quicker almost, than expected. I shall
be brief for actions speak for them-
selves.”

Speaks of Roumania.

The chancellor said Roumania had
entered the war in order to roll up
the German positions in the east and
those of Germany’s allies. At the
game time the grand offensive on the
Somme had as its object to pierce the
German western front, and the renew-
ed Italian attacks were intended to
paralyze Austria-Hungary.

“The situation was serious,” the
chancellor continued, “but with God's
help our troops shaped conditions so
as to to give us security, which not
only was complete but still more so
than ever, before. The western front
stands, not only does it stand but in
spite of the Roumanian negotiation it
is fitted out with larger reserves of
men and material than it has been
formerly.

“The most effective precautions
have been taken against all Italian
diversions. And while on the Somme
and on the Carso the drumfire re-
sounded, while the Russians launched
troops against the eastern frontier of
Transylvania, Field Marshal Von Hin-
denburg captured the whole of West-
ern Wallachia and the hostile capital
of Bucharest, leading with unparaliel-
ed genius the troops that in competi-
tion with all the allies made possible
awhat hitherto ‘was considered impos-
sible.

Hindenburg Does Not Rest.

“And Hindenburg does mnot rest.
Military operations progressed. By

Not Besieged Fortress.

“The apire is not a besieged fort-
ress &3 our adversaries imagine, but
one gigantic anwfirmly disciplined one
with inexhaustible resources. That is
the German empire, which is firmly
and faithfully united with its broth-
ers in arms, who have been tested in
battle, under the Austro-Hungarian,
Turkish and Bulgarian flags.

“Not confused by asseverations we
progressed with firm decision and we
thus continue our progress, always
ready to defend ourselves and fight
for our nation's existence, for its free
future and always ready to stretch
out our hand for peace.

Their Responsibility.

“Our strength has not made our
earg deaf to our responsibility before
God, before our own nation and before
humanity. The declarations formerly
made by us concerning our readiness
for peace were ‘eva,ded by our adver-
saries. Now wé have advanced one
gtep further in this direction.

“On August 14, 1914, the Emperor
had personally to take the gravest
decision which ever fell to the lot ofa
German—the onder for mobilization—
which he was compelled to give as a
result of the Russian mobilization.
During these long and earnest years
of the war the Emperor has been
moved by a single thought: How
peace could be restorved to safeguard
Germany after the struggle in whidh
she has fought victoriously.

“Nobody can testify better to this
than I, who bear the responsibility for
all actions of the government. In a
deep moral and religious sense of duty
towards his nation and, beyond it, to-
wards humanity, the Emperor now

iders that the t has come
for official action towards peace.

Kaiser Proposes Peace.

“His Majesty therefore in complete
harmony and in common with our al-
lies, decided to propose to the hostile
powers to emter into peace negotia-
tions. This morning I transmitted a
note to this effect to all the hostile
powers, through the representatives
of those powers which are watching
over our interests and rights in the
hostile states. I asked the represen-
tatives of Spain, the United States
and Switzerland to forward that note.

“The same procedure has been
adopted today in Vienna, Constanti
nople and Sofia; other neutral states
and His Holiness the Pope have been
similarly informed.”

HAMPERS WORK

Labor Scarcity Biggest Har-
dicap to Develcpment of
Coal Mining, S:1s Manag:
er of Minto Compan.

“The labor problem is the biggest
drawback to the development of the
coal mining industry in this province"
sald John Henderson, manager of the
Minto Coal Company, Ltd, to a re-
porter at the Victoria Hotel last even-
ing.

Mr. Henderson f{s in the city en
route to Minto after a business trip
to Montreal, where he was in consul-
tation with Sir Thomas Tait, the pres-
ident of the company.

“Nearly 100 of our employes at Min-
to have enlisted for overseas service,”
said Mr. Henderson, “and we are ex-
periencing much difficulty with the
labor problem A great number of
the employes were British reservists
and they, of course, proceeded to Eng-
land at the outbreak of the war, while
a number of our other employes have
joined the colors since. To some ex-
tent the problem has been solved by
the importation of a large number of
Austrians from Soeritt Lake and
Beauport detention camps in Quebec.
These men report daily to our chief
of police at Minto

“QOur output at the present time is
about 350 tons daily, but this could be
vastly increased if we had the labor
available. We have about 250 men
employed at the present time and we
are carrying on considerable advance
development. We have several re-
serve mines.

“We are doing everything possible
to get miners, Conditions at Minto
are generally good, and the quarters

there are very comfortable. The
average pay of the miners is about
$3.00.”

While in the city Mr. Henderson in-
terviewed Major Tilley with a view
of having the enlistment of, the miners
regulated. It is claimed® that good
miners can do excellent work for the
Empire at the mines in view of the
fact that the coal is being used for the
C. P. R., which system is taking part
in the transportation of troops, and
coal is a necessity for the operation
of the locomotives.

It is pointed out that in order to ins
crease the fighting forces at the front
there should be no depletion in the
working forces of an essential indus-
try, such as the Minto concern. Major
Tilley contemplates visiting Minto to
iook into the situation.

 ASQUITH AND GERMAN CHANCELLOR

On’Nov. 9, (the anniversary of King Edward's birth), two notable
addresses were made—one by the then premier of Great Britain, at the
- banquet of the new Lord Mayor of London, and the other by Chancelior

Von Bethmann-Hollweg, before the main committee of the

Relchstag.

The thought uppermost in the minds of both was the war and its con-

clusion,

At this time it may be interesting to know what each said.

In his address Premier Asquith

Premier Asquith,

Mr. Asquith began his speech with
a reference to Turkey, which country
he described as subservient agent of
German interests and ambition, as was
instanced, he said, by the fact that
by lifting a finger Germany might have
arrested the Armenian horrors, but in.
stead looked on unmoved, acquiescent
and possibly even complacent.

“That,” said the premier, “is a sig-
nificant sample of what a continuance
of the rule of German Turkey in
Europe will mean.”

The Entente Success.

Mr. Asquith said he would refrain
from any detailed review of the naval
and military situaticn. He dwelt, how-
ever, on the continued Entente Allied
success, and said the British navy
was ready, and more than ready,
whenever opportunity was offered to
it.

With regard to the Greek situation,
Mr. Asquith said he wished he could
speak with much confidence as
hcpe. The Entente Allies went to
Saloniki as friends of both Greece and
Serbia, he said. Their sole desire
was to prevent Greece from becoming

as

enmeshed In the Germanic net, nml‘

to save her from internal strife.
Whatever apparently drastic meas
ures had been taken were directed

solely by the necessity of preventing

Athens from becoming the centre of

German propaganda and intrigue.
Position of Greece.

Declaring that the Entente Allies
were in hearty sympathy with Eleu-
theros Venizelos, former premier, Mr.
Asquith asked how Greece could pos-
sibly stand aloof from a war for the
emancipation of smaller states.

“Greece,” Mr. Asquith ocntinued,
“first lit the torch of liberty in
Europe, and withstood the inrush of
eastern barbarism and tyranny. May
Greece rekindle her lamp and show
herself worthy of her immortal past.”

Dealing with the general situation
Mr. Asquith said:

“Let there be no illusion about our
enemies. They are great organizers
and fine fighters in the field. They
are also, if not skilful, yet indefatig-
able workers in the sphere of propa-
ganda, where they have a double
motive—to divide the allies and cap-
ture neutral opinion.”

Relations with Neutrals.

In this connection Mr. Asquith
characterized the German suggestion
of a sinister design on the part of the
Entente Allies to combine against
neutral countries and build up an im-
penetrable stone wall against their
trade as childish fiction, which could
only mean that the allies were bent
upon economic suicide. He said it
ought to be unnecessary to affirm that
when the time comes f6 peace that
nothing will be more essential for the
Entente Allies, from the standpoint
of simple self-interest, than to estab-
lish and maintain the best industrial
and financial relations with neutrals,

Alluding to the different methods
of propaganda which he said were
employed at different places with a
view to dividing the allles and in-
fluencing opinion in favor of a sep-
arate peace, Mr. Asquith said:

“I desire to declare, without hesi-
fation or reserve, that the Allies are
fighting in a common cause, that for
the purposes of war thelr interests
are identical, and that a victory secur-
ing those interests is, in our judgment,
the only condition of a lasting peace.”

As to Serbia.

Continuing, Mr. Asquith said he de-
sired to mention that hitherto no Ger-
man propagandist had ever suggest-
ed that Germany was prepared to
comcede anything to the demand of
the Allies for the reconstitution and
independence of Serbia.

Alluding to what he termed the
propaganda conducted in Russia, to
the effect that Great Britain's only
desire to prolong the war and prevent
any sort of peace was because she is
making huge profits by exploiting her
Allles unscrupulously, the premier
said: “For us, who know what terri-
ble sacrifices we are paying in pre
clous lives, in the unceasing, pitiless
drain upon our reservoir of potential
promise and vitality—who have great-
er reason than we to long and pray
for peace? Peace, yes, but on one
condition only—that the war, with its

vast waste, its sacrifices, its untold |-

sufferings, its glorions and undying ex-

“Out of the East comes wisdom” is
a saying the truth of which has been
proved throughout many ages.

The
fundamental bases of all religions are
one since they all emanated from one
God, the Father of all.

The speaker then showed that the
world is now in a state of transition;

abolished from the earth, universal
peace shall reign, differences, of race,
religion and caste shall be annulled,
igmorance, prejudice and enmity be
abolished, and all mankind be gather-
ed under the tent of unity. This
Divine principle of unity is in reality
the basis of il life, and in this age it
has been revealed in fulness and per-
fection by three great messengers
who have appeared in the East.

He preparpd the way for
One who should come after him, the
Universal Educator of Mankind, who
would renew the gpirit of Divine love

STEFANGSON MAP
NEW (RCTIC LAND

From the Artic, Tuesday came the
first direct news from Vilhjalmur Stef-
ansson, head of the Canadian Arctic
expedition received since, under date
of Aug. 22, 1915, he announced the
discovery of a new land at 78 degrees
north latitude and 116 degrees west
longitude, according to rough obser-
vations. The extent of the new land
was undertermined. Since that time
several members of the Southern Di-
| vision of the Canadian expedition, un-
{der command of Dr. Rudolph M. An-
derson, have returned home.

In the subjoined narrative Stefans-
son tells of exploring the new land. He
indicates that he will continue his
Arctic work. ‘““There would be no
need to worry about us,” he says, “be-
cause of mere lack of news, before
November, 1918 The Stefansson ex-
pedition started from Nome, Alaska,
in July, 1913.

In chronicled order the messages
from Stefansson are given below:

Banks Island, Jan. 15, 1916.—The
| Polar Bear, one of the vessels of the
| expedition, with 11 whites end 13 Es-
lklmoe, at Kellett base, on the after
| noon of Sept. 3, 1915, attempted the
[mundlnx of Cape Kellett, going north,
but was prevented by heavy ice
{brought down by the northwest winds
of the previous night and forenoon.
| For a full month previous to Sept. 3
| there was no ice on this portion of the
| qoast. On account of freezing temper-
jature and northwest winds we headed

The members are Castle,
Noice, and Andersen, with one sled.

I shall follow in two days with the
Bskimos, Natkusiak and Bmul, and
two sleds, expectihg to return to Mel-
ville Island, sorth end, by July 20, but
may spend the whole summer in the
new land if it proves extensive. The
men and dogs are lving mainly on
game, and will probably continue to
do so, but we have about a thousand
pounds of food and 200 of keroseme,
in case meat and blubber should prove
scarce.

We have 25 dogs here, and the sup-
port parties take back 19 dogs. The
dogs avermage much poorer than in
previous years, the loads being only
25 pounds per. dog, the maximum
average in ordinary going.'

All well with the exploratory hody,
except that I sprained an ankle budly
a week ago and may not be able to
walk for some weeks., I am riding
with my foot strapped to a board and
leaving a sled only occasionally to
take compass bearings. The condi-
tions are annoying, but not serious.
Wild game continues abundant, for
Natkusiak is a good hunter and the
others will learn.

Miller Reports an Increase

Fully 1,200 persons migrated from
the Maritime Provinces to the Unit-
ed States during the last twelve
months. In comversation with United
States Inspector of Immigration Peter
E. Miller at his office yesterday, he
told The Standard that last month
there was an increase in the number
of people passing through the city for
the States over the preceding month,
“From now on,” said the inspector,
“there will not be as many leaving
the province, as there is generally a
noticeable decrease In the number
travelling during the months of De-
cember, January, February and
March.”

The reason for the increased immi-
gration is due mo doubt to the high
wages which are being offered in the
different factories, especially .in the
munition factories. The Maine lumber
woods also drew a large number of
the sturdy manhood of the provinces
whose services in the lumbering oper-
ations are almost indispensable. It
was a common occurrence during the
early fall to see a party of men num-
bering twenty or twenty-five at the de-
pot awalting to depart on the Boston
train. They were generally accom-
panied by a man, presumably a boss
lumberman, who looked after the pur-
chasing of tickets, etc

So many cases were reported to the
military officlals in the city that one
military man, unless the contracting
for men in New Brunswick ceased,
threatened to apply to parliament for
an orderin-council prohibiting Ameri-
can lumbermen from coming into the
province and engaging twenty or thir
ty men for work in the United States,

The Bangor Commerclal in a re-
cent issue had the following to say
on tlie number of men passing through
that city en moute for different cities
throughout the States:

“Every day, the 1.20 train from St.
John has several second class passen-
ger cars and at the Union station, the
Canadians, men, women and children,
can be seen in the cars, looking ag if
the ride from St. John had been a
tiresome one and evidently it is. They
often get out to stretch their legs on
the station platform, as there is a
wait of from 20 to 25 minutes here,
and sometimes they go into the sta
tion restaurant for lunch, but general-
1y, they have a lunch box with them
and eat in the car. At midnight, an-
other train comes through here with
a large number of passengers direct
from the provinces.

“While some of the emigrants go
from St. John by boat to Boston, and
others go by Canadian Pacific west,
entering the United States after going
through Montreal, a4 majority pass
through Bangor.”

It has been said that many of the
people entering the States, especlally
men of military age, ate leaving Cana-
da on account of the war, claimin¢
that they are afraid that they may be
called upon to enlist.

MARKET N VOLAERABLE
POSITION YESTERDAY

Peace Talk Most Irfluencial
Factor on All Stock Ex-
changes — Some . Think
Peace Long Way Off.

Special to The Standard.

Montreal, Dec. 12.—The market was
in a vulnerable position and it was to
be expected that peace talk would af-
fect prices adversely, said a prom-
inent Interest in the stock market to-
day, with reference to the announce-
ment of Germany’'s opening of peace
negotiationg and the deeline in the
market.

“Unfortunately, I believe, peace fis
a long way off,” he added, and this
opinion may be said to epitomize the
feeling of the market.

An exceptionally large bull account
has been built up in Canada in the
shares of many of the companies
which have profited very heavily from
war business and this account rested
very comfortably in the assurmance of
yvet higher prices. But there was the
inevitable “if” to these assumptions
and everything pmactically hung on the
presumption very widely prevalent
that another year of war was a cer-
tainty. But “if” the war came to an
end so would come the end of many
dreams of bullish profits, particularly
out of the shares of companies more
directly connected with the supply of
war materials out of which their pro-
fit and loss accounts have fattened
for a couple of years.

No one was prepared to say how far
the first shock would carry the mar-
ket. Much would depend on the char-
acter of the future news and the con-
struction placed upon it by traders.
