morning has been followed by a sec-
ondary attack in the same sector along
a front of about five miles.

From the Arras-Cambrai road to Es-
signy-Le-Grand, a distance of about
thirty miles, the most violent hand-to-
hand struggle waged all Wednesday
afternoon and through the night.
While the Allied forces won a marked
success against the enemy who was
strongly entrenched, many in numbers
and powerfully supported by artillery,
the Germans met bloody defeat in
their effort to throw back the British
divisions holding the Iline north of
Gouzeaucoart,

It is impossible to exaggerate the
violence of the struggle which ranks
high with such battles as those of
Bullecourt and Lens in 1917. The
Germans fought with great courage.
They laid a terrific barrage, in fact so
heavy that all communication with
the British divisions was cut off for
some hours

Enemy Losses Very Large.

Haig, who is always conservative in
his estimate of enemy losses, empha-
sizes the severity of the German cas:
ualties. For a short time German
shock troops found lodgment around
Havrincourt, Trescault and Moeuvres,
but the British re-organized quickly
and counter-attacked with great im-
petuosity, winning and re-establishing
their line

Some of the British guard divisions
played a brilliant part in these coun.
ter thrusts.

While this terrific struggle was be.
ing waged north of Gouzeaucourt, the
British and French to the south were
continuing the operation which was
begun with very limited objectives
and developed into a large success.

The fine fighting of the Dominton
troops was emulated by the home
divisions which encountered the stiff.
est kind of opposition.

North of Pontrust English troops
smashed their way right up to the
face of the Hindenburg positions.

At nearly every point the Germans
counter-attacked frequently, several
times, but they were unable to hold
their initial gains. Oncg they recov-
ered Gauche Wood, southeast of
Gouzeaucourt, but the British drove
them out in_the evening.

Though the weather has been far
from favorable, the night failed to
bring a lull in the fighting and just
before midnight the Australians re-
sumed operations which brought them
against the Hindenburg line along the
whole of their divisional front.

DARING STUNT
PERFORMED BY
TANKEE TANKS

Daylight Raid By Three Tanks
Against Hindenbyrg Line
Gained Its Objectives.

With the American Army in Lor
raine, Sept. 19—Three tanks manned
by American crews performed a dar-
ing patrol raid on the Hindenburg
line today. This is the first time in
the war that a small number of tanks
have taken part in a daylight raid.

| During the late afternoon a patro}
I\»f a few men led by Lieut. Harold L
Allen Claremont Avenue, New York

City, was proceeding cautiously along
the road rumning from Woel to St.
Benoit (northeast = o6f Vigneulles).
They were within ‘the area of German
outpost positions when they entered
a small wood.

Suddenly they heard a crashing noise
among the trees and hid themselves
until they saw three small tanks com-

ing through the underbrush Allen
distinguished them as Allied tanks
and showed himself. An American

{appeared The tank lieutenant then
asked them where they were going
Allen said, “We're going on patrol,
want to come along?”’ The tank lieu-
tenant replied, “I've. been ordered to
take the tanks to thé rear but I'm
game. Sure I'll come along.” Here
sturted what was probably the first
tank patrol in the European war., The

tanks lumbe across flelds into Bois
de la Haute Voge and then out the
northern side of the woods, Allen with
his patrol following. Here they were
on the edge of the Hindenburg line
and under direct observation of the

enemy sausage balloons. The foot pa-
trol opened fire, drawing the fire of
several machine guns. The foot pa-

trol, incuding Allen, then took cover
and the tanks went forward, stamping
out every machine gun nest which had
firgd. Allen then advanced with a
little band of doughboys and destroy-
ed several more machine guns which
the enemy had abandoned unharmed.
Small bodies of the enemy then fled
from the Hindenburg line on the right
and left, Allen’s patrol and the tanks
giving chase. Simultaneously an ene-
my force outnumbering Allen's advanc-
ed on the left of the Americans, pre-
sumably with the intention of work-
ing around behind them, German
shells also commenced to break around
the tanks and the Americans consid-
ered it time to depart. They with-
drew without loss and came back to
our lines. Allen i8 a clean cut young
American boy of the type our army
boasts. He said, “We thought it best
to leave because the Boche began to
throw things, everything at us but
their rations. If they hadn't been so
excited we might have captured Jon-
ville.”

With the American Army at Lor-

raine, Saturday.—Shortly before the
American troops surrounded and cap-
tured the village of Norroy, north of
Pontamousson last night, the Ger-
mans shackled a priest of Norroy and
dragged him off with them.
The aged priest tearfully bade fare-
well to seventeen old men and women
—all who remained alive in the once
flourishing little town of the beautiful
Moselle Valley region

Norroy's stmeets were whole when
the priest left. Shells had been drop-
ping all afternoon and toward even-
ing the shelling increased. Germans
and French civilians took refuge in
cellars.  Yesterday few men whom
the Germans thought might be useful
if left behind, were herded together
and forced to march through the
shelled streets. Two feil before the
northern edge of the town was reach.
ed.

In the meantime in one of the cel-
lars there remained the priest with
old men and women. A German un-
der-officer entered and told the priest
he would have to leave. The priest
refusedl and entreaties and argu-
fents culminated in the placing of a

heavy chain on the aged man’s
wrists which were fastened behind
his back.

Four years ago his flock had been
2,000 souls. To seventeen remaining
in the cellar he said:

“I feel your deliverance is near. Do
not lose courage.”

Several women fell on their knees
in tearful prayer and with bowed
head the priest marched up into the
shellfire behind the German soldier
like a chainled captive of medieval
days. Perhaps he survived—perhaps
not.

I talked to fourteen of these poor
old folks this afternoon. All were em-
aciated and weak from lack of food
and sleep. Three were unable to
walk, But thelr courage was the
same as the Lorraine peasants have
shown for the past four years of Ger-
man captivity and appreciation of
their deliverance by Americans is un-
bounded.

~ Corporal Samuel Maryer of Staten
Island and myself heard a story
which should interest America, be-
cause it is typical of the work of hu-
manity that Uncle Sam’s soldiers are
carying on in Lorraine.

One poor old woman whose dress
was torn, who lived many days in a
cellar under fire and whose eyes were
still unused to outdoors and sunlight,
told us of the priest.

“Poor Father Durand. His only
crime was being robbed by these un:
speakable Germans.” Her stooped,
narrow shoulders shrugged as she
said this, and she continued: “Some
$000 francs of our money, which
meant the sayings of a lifetime, was
in his keeping. "He did it because
the Germans forced him to give it up
and to hide thelr wretched crimes
they chained him, and carried him

The enemy fol-
lowed his bombardment by a strong
infantry attack on a wide front north-
ward from the vicinity of Trescault.
He was completely repulsed at all
points with great loss.

He was likewise driven off with
heavy casualties shortly afterwards
when he launched a strong attack
north of Moeuvres. Some German
parties that succeeded at points in
entering the British trenches were
entirely disposed of by counterat-
tacks.

The text of the statement reads:

“Yesterday afternoon a violent bom-
bardment from a large number of guns
was opened by the enemy on the nor-
thern portion of the battlefront, be-
tween Gouzeaucourt and the Arras-
Cambrai road. Telephone communica-
tion with the divisions in the line
was rapidly cut by the intensity of the
hostile fire.

“At five o'clock in the evening Ger-
man infantry attacked in strength on
a wide front from the neighborhood of
Trescault northwards. A all points
they were completely repulsed with
great loss by troops of the guards of
the third and thirty-seventh divisions.
Another strong attack delivered
shortly afterwards north of Moeuvres
was also driven off with heavy German
losses. At certain localities bodies of
the enemy succeeded in reaching and
entering our trenches, where they were
overwhelmed by counterattacks.

“In all such localities our line has
been re-established and is intact.”
“Many prisoners have been taken

j by our troops and great numbers of

tions of the third and fourth British
ammies continued successful yesterday
evening and Jast night. English
troops progressed north of Pontruet,
reaching the outpost positions of the
Hindenburg line in this sector. g

“On the left the fourth Australian
division renewed the attack at 11
o'clock at night and carried the out-
post positions of the Hindenbu_rg line
after heavy fighting. Many prisoners
and a number of machine guns were
taken in this successful operation.

It also drives deeper the wedge
south of the Hindenburg positions in
the St. Gobain region and facilitates
operfaitions in the direction of Pinon,
which was held by the French until
the German offensive late in May.

The fighting in this region has been
most severe during the last few days.

Prisoners are now coming in and
complaining that they are frequently
left in the front Jine to shift for them-
selves. Rarely do their officers stand
by them when they are attacked, they
say.

Copenhagen, Sept. 19—The Ger
man press generally, from the Soclal-
ists to the Conservatives, regards the
American answer to the Austrian
peace note taken in connection with
the speech of the foreign secretary
Balfour as final proof that the Allfes,
so the newspapers charge, seek to
complete the destruction of the Cen-
tral Powers and their peoples and the
dismemberment of their territory.

The Socialist Vorwaerts of Berlin
is bitter and pessimistic. It declares
that the American answer and the ut-
terances of Secretary Balfour compel
the conclusion that the Entente will
not hear of a peace by agreément.

“Mr. Balfour’s speech,” says the
Vorwaerts, “contains two points
which a great part of the German peo-
ple are ready to digscuss and two oth-
erg which will evoke powerful opposi-
tion from every German. The first
two points are Belgium and the Brest-
Litovsk. The other two concern the
German colonies and Alsace-Lorraine.

“If Mr. Balfour wishes that these
last two points should be fulfilled,
which would be possible only through
a complete military victory by the
Entente, there would be a feeling left
among the entire German people that
they had been made the victims of a
robber’s warfare,”

The Vorwaerts says that even {f
the Entente doels not admit the jus-
tice of the German staydpoint, its re-
jection of the Austrian invitation is,
neverntheless an “act of stupidity and
brutality.”

The Lokal Anzeiger's comment {is
of an T told you so" nature. The
newspaper says that President Wil
son's answer makes it necessary to
wait and see what the Entente na-
tions will say. It declares it is evi-
dent from Mr. Balfour’'s speech that
negotiations are impossible unless
Germany is willing to accept in ad-
vance all the cbnditions laid down by
the Allies.

The newspaper adds: “If the mat-
ter of giving our colonies back to us
is a closed incident for England, then
peace talk is purposeless as far as
we are concerned.”

The Deutsche Tages Zeitung, refer-
ring to the demands regarding the
colonies and Alsace-Lorraine declar-
es: “What does this mean if not that
the Entente intend to dismember and
crush the German empire? There
is but one thing left for us—victory
or destruction.”

Mr. Draper poked fun at the talk
about philosophy and economics, as

David Rees, Vancouver, wanted to
get away from food control and favor
ed Mr. Johns' amendment.

G. F. Fester, Hamilton, pointed out
that one of the objects of the labor
congress was to reduce the profits of
italists. He d that he
would support Mr. Draper.

A Wage Suggestion.

J. Wheatley, Bank Head, Alberta,
explained how ful & wage rais-
ing system introduced among the min:
ers in his district had been. He said,
under contract with the company they
worked for, the men get increases
every time the price of food was rais-
ed. It had meant $1,260,000 to the
miners in extra money in a few
months. \

J. Kavanagh, Vencouver, argued
that with the inexhaustible demand
for foodstuffs it was impossible to
keep the price from risingy Then
again gold would not buy s0 much now
as some years ago.

Mr, Draper’s amendment was substi-
tuted for that of the Hamilton Trades
and Labor Council and carried by a
large majority.

enemy’s initial defense is feeble. Many

of his batteries are captured still wear-

ing their tarpaulin hoods, and their
crews deep in their dugouts. It is a
curious fact that from our knoll, amidst
this maelstrom of our raising, we can-
not perceive a single enemy shell with-
in a mile of us.

PRICE OF POTASH

Due to the fact that permanganate
of potash, the supply of which was
formerly controlled by Germany and
Austria, is now being manufactured
in the United States, the price has re-
cently been reduced to $3.00 a pound
wholesale, a drop from $6.50. This
chemical is used in large quantities
by the local board of health for dis-
infecting purposes in cases of infec
tious diseases,

bermanganate of potash sold for 15c.
and 16c. a pound prior to the war,
but due to the inability of getting it
from Germany, and the shortage of
available supplies on- this side of the
water the price advanced. yntil at one
time ft was selling for .$7 apd $8.a
pound wholesale.
