The TarsuNe will be pleased to receive
from some authorized friend of the Local
Government information on certain sub-
jeots which, it is expected, will engage
the attention of the Legislature at its ap-
proaching Session. Before the Session has
terminated the information asked for will,
20 doubt, be given to the public ; but it is
only reasonable that we should desire to
anticipate the Session to some extent, es-
pecially if, as we believe, the Government
is now in a position to-supply full answers
to all our queries.

There has been an Immigration delega~
tion to Ottawa during the past year, and
it is understood the Dominion will place a
sum of Ten Phousand dollars at the dispo-
gal of the New Brunswick Government for
Immigration purposes. Has this money
yet been paid over ; or it to be withheld
until after the Dcminion budget has been
sanctioned by Parliament, say in April
next ; and, will no active movement take
place until next summer ? How does the
Government propose to deal with the ques-
tien, as regards securing the real, flesh
and blood immigrant,—not the Shives im-
migrant? Will it send special agents to
Europe, and arrange to prevent the whole
of Canadian immigration from being di-
verted to Ouatario and the North West?
Or will it simply confine its labors to lay-
ing off blocks of wilderness lands and
making roads through the same? Has
the Government any improved scheme for
securing a revemue from the Timber
Lands, for School or other purposes? Or
is the present farce to be kept up, of
licencing for a few dollars per square mile,
and thus virtually giving the right to
plunder several times the extent of coun-
try that is really taken under the licence ?
‘Will the hindranee to trade known as the
Export Daty on Lumber be continued, or
will the Government announce a more
generous policy, and find in other sour-
ces the revenue that is now exacted after
o fashion that savors of the dark ages?
Has the Government yet received from Ot-
tawa the half year’s subsidy, payable lst

January, in advance, and is it calculated on
the basis of the new Census :—if not, why
not? Has the Government yet received
any definite reply to the ‘* Better Terms”’
demands? Has it authority for stating
that the prospect is favorable; or that the
Dominion Cabinet’s mind is made up on
the subject; or that'any prominent mem-
bers of the Cabinet is absolutely pledged
to the New Brunswick view of the case?
And what about that tramped up account
of ‘ claims’’ of various sorts, such as rail-
way stock, the cost of Eastern Extension,
and other items, which has been pressed on
the Dominion Government?. 1s there the
slightest hope of it being allowed? Will
the Government propose any serious
changes in the School Act, or agree to
permit any? Or will its members unite
to oppose all important changes, from
whatever quarter they may be offered?
‘Will the Government be prepared to place
in the estimates a sum safficient to pur-
chass the St. John Suspension Bridge
from the Company now owming it, and
throw it open as a free bridge to the people
of King’s, Queen’s, Charlotte and St.
John? Does the Government feel itself
strong and talented enough to carry on the
affairs of the country and resist all assaults
in the Legislatare? Has it heard a rumor
to the effect that a member for St. John, a
member for Charlotte, 8 member for Car-
leton, and a member for King’s have

formed a Ring which is expected to imnure

to their advantage, and the Government’s
injury, if the Government fail to act justly
and walk warily? Is it prepared to resist
this Patent Combination? Is it true that
Mr. Hatheway forgot his recent unpleas-
antness with Mr. Gough, and as Premier
of New Brunswick offered him a seat and
an office in the Government? Supposing
our present Local rulers overthrown at the
coming Session, is it the eandid opinion of
this Government that there is sufficient
ability in the Legislature, outside of them-
selves, to conduct the business of the
Provinee? Finally, how much money did
those portraits in the Canada llustrated
News cost the country,and what has the
Government done with Mr. George Botsford
and poor Bliss?

We do not know of any goed reason for
the Government withholding from the
country the important information which
these interrogatories should elicit.

Beginning at the Right End.

A Godlike work is being prosecuted in
New York City, through the agency of the
Children’s Aid Society. This Society aims
to reach and rescue ¢ that vast multitude
of young boys and girls who, from one
cause or another,are deprived of the in-
fluences of & decent and comfortable home,
and left to grow up as best they can in the
midst of poverty, temptation, ignorance
and degradation.” Notwithstanding the
efforts of other charitable iustitntions and
orphan asylums, and lavish private bene-
volence exercised for the assistance of indi-
vidual cases, there exist in all large cities
2 countless number of the young of both
sexes who h’ave remained uncared for, and
grown up to swell the ranks of the criminal
classes. Seventeen years ago, a few gen-
tlemen in New York city organised this
children’s aid Society, which has gradually
perfected its machinery and extended its
operations, until to-day its noble work is

carriedon through five lodging houses,nine-

teen industrial schools, and eleven night
schools. Within the past year, says the re-
port,more than twenty-fodr thousand child-
ren have been brought under the influence
of one or other of the Society’s institutions.
OF these, 3,386 have been provided with
‘permanent homes, under the supervision
of careful agents. This swells the number
thus cared for since the establishment of
the Society, in 1854, to 25,215. From the
froo Sewing-machine School, 845 operators
have been sent into the world, and the
average number of those receiving instruc
tion in this industry “is two thousand per
year. 'The result of the Society's work on
the reduction of such crimes as homeless
children might be expected to commit, has
been very marked. The commitments of
females for vagrancy have fallen in eleven
years from 5,880 to 548, in spite of the
increase of population. Commitments of
females for petit larceny have fallen, in
twelve years, from 944 to 572. The same
tendency is observable in the commitments
of males for offenses in which boys are
m st frequently detected.

The Wickedest Man in New York.

[From the Chicago Tribune.]

There lurks somewhere in the ecity of
New York, this morning, fearful of lynch-
ing, a man who can truthfully boast of
possessing the widest and most unques-
tioned infamy of any man in America, if
not in Christendom. That man is Barn-
ard, the notorious Judge of the New York
Supreme Court, whose record, as the pro
tector and abettor of all manner of publ'e
vice in the very sanctuary of justice, is
familiar to ull intelligent citizens of this
country. § o

A few weeks ago, Barnard made a show
of joining the side of virtue, and leaving
the rotten criminals of Erie and Tammany,
to whom he had pandered hitherto, to re-
ceive the recoil of their own devices. He
simulated an overwhelming sense of judi-
cial duty, and, with an ostentatious dis-
play of virtue, sent - Connolly to jail, lec-
tured his grand jury on public morality,
and left the community to infer that he
had suddenly become a very paragon of
probity. It now appears that this move-
ment was only a feint, for the better suc-
cess of the efforts which Barnard was about
to put forth in behalf of the head villain of
the Tammany band. :

This was demonstrated in the court pro-
oceedings reported by telegraph in our issue
of yesterday. Tweed was arrested ‘on
charges which have been a matter of public
talk for months, and which are morally
believed by every citizen to be true. These
charges refer to the misaprropriation—in
effect, the stealing - of millinns of dollars
of money belonging to the public. He was
arraigned upon these charges before tho
Court of General Sessions. The case had
been prepared with great care by one of
the best criminal lawyers in the country,
and no move was made until all was ready.
The indictment was correct, the proofs
ready, and the coart could not do less than
j.sue a bench warrant for the criminal’s
arrest. But to order the arrest of Tweed,
and to get Tweed safe under lock and key,
are two very different things—especially
in New York. Hence, no sooner was the
order given to commit the defendant with-
out bail to the Towmbs, than-the Sheriff

Tweed’s man also) after the faitbful
Barnard (Tweed’s man), who seems to
have been waiting conveniently by, and
who, on the gpplication of the notorious
John Graham (Tweed’s man), granted a
writ of Aabeas corpus, which intercepted
the Sheriff on his way to the Tombs with
his prisoner. Then, after a mock hearing,
the scoumirel of ‘the Tammany Ring was
admisted to bail in $5,000!:!—perhaps
one-hundredth of one per cent of the
amount which Tweed bas helped to filch
from the City Treasury! Such is justice
in Barnard’s court.

‘There are said to be indictmenis on file
in the Court of General Sessions against
somo thirty of the Tammany rogues, all of
whom will doubtless expect to make
similu:{ advantageous arrangements with
Barnard. and evade justice with like ease.
But that, doubtless, depends upon the
conditions of the bargain which Tweed has
made with his and Fisk’s Judge. It may
be that the arrangement is for the acquit-
tal and escape of Tweed and Sweeney
only,—Connolly being abandoned by the
Boss because he ‘- funked’’ at. too early a
stage of the game. It is probable, how-
ever, that Tweed hasan alliance, offensive
and defensive, with the most of his minor
partoers in his larcenies, and thas, while
mum will be the word with these, Tweed
will, in return, procure from Barnard
‘enough writs of habess corpus and straw-
bail . facilities to let them off with whole
skins. As to Tweed, the only courseap-
parently open for him is to jump his two-
penny bail and leave for Canada or Europe
at once. 1f he does not do so, it will be
because he knows he has all the courts and
officers of the peace so *‘fixed’’ that justice
cannot be obtained in New York as
against him, or any one whom he chooses
to shield.

So ‘ar as Barnard is concerned, this is
undoubtedly true. This wretched crea-
ture and minister of corruption seems ever
at hand to do the bidding of his employers.
He is in all respects the counterpart of
Aladdin’s slave of the lamp. There seems
to be but one course for those who are en-
gaged in the praisgworthy effort to cleanse
the Augean stables of the New York civic
administration, and the first step of that is
the impeachment of Barnard, and perhaps
others of the Tammany Judges. There
certainly ought not to_be much difficalty
in mustering facts enough against Barnard
to secure his conviction before the New
York Senate, which body is fortunately
about to assemble. The damning facts
brought out against Barnard by Attorney
General Barlow, last summer, are doubt-
less susceptible of legal proof ; and others,
concerning his late record in the Erie cases
and those pertaining to the present crisis,
can be brought to bear against him with
fatal effect, if any lawyer as well qualified
as Charles O’Conor, and as much in earn-
est as he seems to be, but takes the work
in hand. One thing ata time is a good
motto ; but it looks as if the removal cf
Barnard—this poisoner of justice at its
fountain-head—were one_of the necessary
preliminaries to the conviction of the other
rascals. 1f Mr. O'Conor desires a monu-
ment more *‘ enduriag than brass’ to bear
his name down to a grateful posterity, he
cannot find anywhere a better pedestal for
it than a case against George G. Barnard,
which shall result in that rascal’s removal.

The Prince of Wales badly used.

At the time I write the Prince is hover-
ing between lite and death, and the deli-
rium in wnich he raves alarms the people
around. Leong. before this letter reaches
you the best or the worst will be known.
Now, what is the state of the public mind ?
In my judgment, the Prince of Wales is
badly used. He is urged, by political coun-
sellors of all parties, to abstain from poli-
tics ; be is not by conviction what is called
a pietist, nor by taste a connoisseur in those

arts which his father encouraged. What
sphore is lefc open to him? He cannot
preside at a Conservative or 8. Liberal ban-

quet ; he would be a hypocrite if he moved
a resoiution for the conversion of the Jews
at Exeter Hall; he cannot, with propriety,
deliver a speech in the House of rds ; he
is unable to discuss scientific novelties at
the Sotiety of Arts. Of what remains to
him he seems to me to make a respectable
use. He goes to the theatre ; he isa Free
Mason, and aids the brethren by his infla-
ence and his purse ; like some hundreds of
thousands of other folk, he visits great na

tional races ; he is sufficiently foolish to
join members of both legislatures in shoot-
ing pigeons, as a trial of skill ; he smokes
cigars ; he is fonder of talking to a pretty.
and a pleasant woman, than toan unattrac-
tive and disagrecable one. The rest is all
lying rumor and scandal. 1 have constant-
ly heard outrageous stories as to his vices ;
but, in every case, there were circamstances
which proved the falsity of the narrative.
He does not pussess any qualities which
win for him, as by magic, the love of all
who are near ; but he is frank and unaf-
fected, and. as the world goes, is ﬁ.xirly in-
telligent. I have shaken hands with him
and talked with him, and though 'I am
thoroughly republican, I do not think it
snobbish in opinion to say he left an im-
pression on my mind that he was of a bet-
ter disposition than nine out of ten of his
eritics,

An enormous
protuberance, which the wonderful appli-
ances of modem science soon ascertained
to be composed of hydrogen gas was sud-
denly projected from its body, and floated
at the height of some 15,000 miles above
the cromosphere, although still connected
with it by three or four bright vertical
columns, About half an hour afterwards
the whole of this was blown into shreds by
some inconceivable rush from beneath, and
in ten minutes the space above the solar
surface was filled with the flying debris to
the height of more than 208,000 miles.

MosT EXTENSIVE CHANGES in the interest
of the accommodation of the constantly in-
creasing freight busicss of the Earopean
and North American Railway, have been
going on at both the St. John and Point
Du Chene stations for some time, and the
management, who have had the utmost
difficulty in taking charge of the large
qnantit'es of freight offered, will, with the
proposed changes and improvements, be
able to do justice to the business of the
public with some degrec of satisfaction.

Commencing with the Passenger Depod,

| thé Western end will be openod to the

public, and the ticket offices which former-
ly oceupied that end of the building will

be between the entrances to the Ladies’
and Gents’ waiting rooms, and ticket win-
dows will be opened to these rooms, and
also to the main platform inside the bnild-
ing=~Teelve steam radiators, from J.J.
Walworth & Co., of Boston, have been in-
troduced into the waitingroomsand offices.

Kor the freight business, the Railway
has taken about seven acres of the old
Mill Pond, extending from the passenger
depot to the Portland Bridge near Moore’s
Nail Factory. For the filling up of the
pond 78,0°0 yards of earth are required,
and about a third of this is now filled in.
Besides earth fillings, large. quantities of
edzings from Kirk & Daniel’s Mill, Port
land, have been used. Next to the present
depot and fronting on Pond St. will be a
large wood yard, and beyond the wood
yard and also fronting on Pond St., direct-
ly opposite the machine shops of George
Fleming & Sons, will be several large cattle
pens. Several small buildings on this
ground will be remcved at once.

The freight shed will be situated about
half way between Portland Bridge and the
passenger depot. It will be 295 ft. in
length, and 120 ft. in width. Three tracks
will be laid within the building. Inside
the bailding on one side will be a platform
50 ft. wide, on the other side one 30 ft.
wide. Outside the shed these platforms
will be continued at the eastern end their
respective widths, 300 ft. 'I'ne piles for
this building are all driven and ready to
cap and lay the flooring, as soon as the
frame is up. It is expected the cattle pens
and freight shed will be finished by the
first of April, when ample room will be af-
forded for the present business of the road.

Messrs. Clark & Stackhouse, of Carleton,
are contractors for the filling in of the pond
and putting up the buildings, and so far
the progress they have made is highly sa-
tisfaetory.

Mr, Hazen, who owns the Mill Pond, has
reserved for building purposes a piece of
land 100 feet in depth, fronting on Pond
St., to the westward of the place Jaid off
for the cattle sheds and extending a con-
siderable distance along Pond St. .

The advantages of the immediate neigh-
bourhood of the Mill Pond for manufacto-
ries are unequalled, as it is adjacent to
both the land and water terminus of the
railway, and when improvements now in
contemplation are carried out the valae of
the locality will be greatly increased.

! solely by a desire to build up American and
{ break down English offices. 18 it not a fact
! that this Company has been doing business
' without regard to its capital or its resources
I 'against losses in the case of great disasters?
According to the authorities you cited this
' company took fire risks alone last year to
| the extent of ELEVEN HUNDRED MILLIONS OF
DOLLARS, while its real assets for the pro-
teetion, of these risks were under NINE
millions ; and this the Company’s own
statement only, for no one outside can tell
what the alleged assets are really worth
Nine millions to protect eleven hundred
millions ! .

If one may judge by this Company’s
operations in St. John and this Province of

ew Brunswick generally, it must have
been over-trading greatly. Every worth-
less property in all directions seems to have
been insured in the Company, and its losses
for many years must have been frighttal.
There is great danger in this to the property
of others, as was stated by a correspondent
in the Globe the other evening, who com-
plained of insurance offices taking risks on
every little rum hole in the Uity Another
feature of its management might be noticed
—the extremes which its agents run to in
fixing rate of premiums. At onme time
everything is taken, at any rate ; at an-
other time, without notice, the rate is
jumped up to sevoral times the old fizure,
in particular cases. Now, if the Company

.| is sincerely working to thin out its risks,

by rejecting all doubtful and hazardous
ones, the public should not object, but
there is no evidence of this rule being
applied generally, so faras can be discover-
ed.

"The whole of the Fire offices require a
good going over. They bave been taking
risks of all sorts, right and left. There is
scarcely a man, or woman either, s0 dis-
honest or so borne down by debt, or pursu-
ing so dan%erous a business, that he can-
not get fully covered in these officzs. The
temptation to fire buildings for the sake o'
the Insurance is very great under these cir-
cumstances,the danger corresponding great
danger in large, wooden towns like ours,
Again, there must be over-valuation in
many cases. Take the old buildlogs on
Germain St., of Mr. Nowlin’s, which were
badly damaged the other day. Public
rumor said they wereinsured in Mr. Jaek’s
office for $8,000. This seems incredible,
but it appeared in the papers and has not
been denied. There should be an end put
to this kind of work once and for all, and
the fact that English companies are the
offenders should not weigh with us :—self
preservation is the &rst law of nature.
Again, the offices do not deal with their
customers as busincss men do with each
other. If a loser is “hard up,’’ they gener-
ally settle with him on their own terms.
If he is able to fight them, and controls a
good deal of insurance, they are very res-
pectful, and settle pretty satisfactorily.
Sometimes, the Agents burden their com-
panies with heavy law expenses in resist-
mF claims that ought to be paid, hut not
seldom they pay claims that people familiar
with the circumstances expect to see them
resist, ;

I throw out these snggestions for what
they are worth ; at another time I may
asain intrude with some words of advice
to the Companies and their patrons—mean-

COMMON SCHOOLS ACT.

Notice is hereby Given:

l THAT public moneys will not be granted in
o aid of schools taught between Dec. 30th,
1871, and January 16th, 1872, /

2. That the Boundaries of School Districts es-
tablished under the authority of *the Common
Schoots Act, 1871,”” will shortly be posted in each
School District of the Province. . i

3. That the first Annual School Meeting will
be convened in the School Districts of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 o’clock, A. M.
by notices issned by the County Inspostors, an
may be continued till 4 o’clock, P. u.

4. That the duties and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. as prescribed by ** the Common
Sch yols Aect, 1871,” are, in brief, as follows:

(1). The election from among the qualified
voters present (s, e. nersons resident in the
District and rated in the Parish Assess-
ment List in respect of real and personal
property or income, and persons non-resi-
dent in the Parish but rated on property
in the District) of a Chairman to preside
over the meeting. The Chairman is to
determine sll 1ueshnns of order, to take
the votes of qualified voters only, to decide
according to the majority of votes, and to
give a casting vote in case of an equality

of votes. S

(2). The election, trom among the qualified
voters present, of a Secretary to record its
proceedings.

(8). The election from among the
voters of the District, three

. Teachers cannot be Trustees,

(4), The election of an Auditor of the School
Accouuts for the ensuing year.

(5). To _determine what amount shall be
raised by the District during the ensuing
year in supplement of the moneys provid-
ed towards Teachers, salaries by the Pro-
vince and County, and for the purchase,
rent or improvement of School grounds
and buildings, the purchase, erection. re-
pair, furnishing and care of school-houses
and out-buildings, the_purchage of fucl,
maps or apparatus and prescribed text-
books for the pupils of indigent parents,
the peyment of interest on money to be
borrowed bv the District, or any other ex-
penses required in providing an efficient
school.

If any sum is voted for the purchase of im-
provement of grounds, or for the purchase
or erection of school buildings, or the pur-
chase of furniture, the meeting is to autho-
rize the Trustees to horrow the money (if
8o desired), and to fix the period (not to
exceed seven years) within which the
amount borrowed shall be collected from
the Di-trict in equal yearly instalments.

(6). To authoriz¢ the Trustees to dispose of
any School property owned by the District
(if so deaired). i

(7), To authorize the Trustees to insure the
Siehgol buildings and furnitvre (if so de
sired).

(8). To adjoarn to the next day at 10 o’clock,
A. M., and to continue till 4 o’clock, P. M.

5. That the Minutes of the School Meeting are
to be signed by the Chairman and Sccretary,
and deposited by the former with the Trustees.

6. That in case a Distriot fails to exercise its
right of electing Trustees, the County Inspector
is to appoint them on the requisition of seven
qualified voters of the District. e

7. That the fund for Teachers’ Salaries is to be
provided from Three Sources, viz.:—

(1). . From the Provincial Treasury, at the fol-
lowing rates for the School Year:—

Chird Class i “

Class-room Assistants regularly employed
four hours per day are to receive one- half
of the above amounts, according to the
class of License held. -

Teachers and Clbss-room Assistants emw
ployed in Districts entitled to special aid
as poor Districts, are to receive for the
following school year, at the rate of one-
third more than the grants above named,

In all cases one-half of the Provincial
Grants are to be_paid To THE TEACHER3
and licensed assistants semi-annually. or
rateably according to the number of pre-
seribed teaching days the School shall
have been satisfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided by the
Counly Assessment, to be apportioned by
the Chief Superintendent To THE TRrUS-
TrES of the School Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a,) At the rate of $20 for the school year,
in consideration of each licensed Teacher
employed: of whatever class. .

(2.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil
according tothe average number of pupils
in attendance at School, and the number
of teaching days the School has been open.
The Trustees of Distriots recognized as
poor Districts in any year, to receive, in
this latter apportionment, special aid not
exceeding onethird more per pupil than the
Trustees of other Districts within the

County. :
One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi-annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex-
pended in any District in &id of Schools will
depend almost exclusively upon local exertion,
or the direct efforts made by the people of the
several Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendance of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The meeting
should, therefore, be caretul in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply sufficient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t» be ecar-
ried to thelcredit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
e apportioned on the School attendance made
between January \5th and April 30th, inclusive.
8. That the Board of Education has prescribed
the following Regulations respecting contracts
with Teachers :—

(). Form of Teacher’s Agreement: Each
‘Teacher and assistant before entering on
duty in any District, is to make a written
agreement with the Board of 'Trustees,
(each party retaininga duly executed copy
of the same), in accordance with the fol-
lowing torm : ~

the Board of Trustees of any District is to
receive from the County Fund, being large-
ly dependent on the regularity wih
which the pupils are kept at School,
and therefore unknown at the date of
the written agreement (Reg. 2.) to be
made with any Teacher or assistant, the
Chief Superintendent is not to recog-
nize any contract by which a Teacher or

9. That Corporate Seals and Schoo! Registers
will be distributed by the Inspectors to_all the
School Distriets, previous to January 15th.

10. That each School District will besupplied
with copies of the Common Schools Act and the
Regulations of the Borrd of Education, during
the present month.

11, That copies of the Syllabus of Examina-
tion prescribed by the Board of Education can
be procured by Teachers on application to the
County Inspectors.
