Since the beginning of the world
war in 1914 the United States has
rolied up a trade balance of approxi-
mately  §17,000.000.000 against  the
world. This exceeds by several billions
of doilars the total balance in favor
of the United States from 1875 to 1914

Department of commerce figures
show that the trade balance made in
favor of the United States in the fiscal
¥ear ending in 1914, one month before
the war began, was only $470.000,006
During the first year of the war it was
$1094.419.9060, and in the next vear
ending Juine 30, 1916, and advancing
steadily sach year to a new high ree-
ord of $4.685741.747 during the eleven
months of the presegt fiscal year The
previous high record was $2.09
068 last year

IS $2.15 PER BUSHEL

The department of agriculture has
found that the average cost of produc-
ing a bushel of wheat in the middle |
west and northwest wheat belts is|
$2.15. !

There were 481 farms investigated
in nine winter wheat areas in Kansas,
Nebraska and Missouri and five spring !
wheat areas in Minnesota, North Da-|
kota and South Dakota. !

On two farms the 1919 crop produc-
tion eost was as low as $1. On twenty
farms it was $5 or over. At the aver-|
age price of $2.15, it is stated, half the |
farmers in question would have lost
money on their wheat. Yields aver-
aged 149 bushels an acre for wimeré
wheat farms and 8.4 Dbushels for!
spring wheat farms. The cost per acre |
was $27.80 for winter wheat and $22.40 |
for spring wheat. i
