To-day we have the Canadian Pacific 
railway completed from ocean to ocean 
upon Canadian territory, with branches 
and connections in all directions, and a 
new era ot prosperity is assured which, 
witli ordinary prudence and statesman­
like administration, must stamp Ç^bada 
as one of the most fortunate nations of 
the world—with a future before her which 
can only he measured by her boundless 
prairies and her unlimited natural re­
sources. Of course in the nature of 
things, there must of necessity occasion­
ally be “ friction” between the respective 
provinces of Canada and the central gov­
ernment at Ottawa. Governed as our 
Dominion is by a “ written constitution,’ 
the great marvel is, that to-day, at the 
close of the second decade of her history 
as a new nationality, the British North 
America Act has been found to work as 
smoothly. It is satisfactory to know, 
however, that tiré high courts of Canada 
and Great Britain provide a means of 
adjustment of any friction or misconcep­
tion which may occur between the cen­
tral and the local authorities, and to feel 
that ere long any real grievances which 
exist will he equitably adjuster!.

The construction of the Canadian Paci­
fic railway and the outlay in otherwise 
opening up our territory beyond Ontario, 
has occasioned vast expenditure, which 
has more diraetly benefited the great 
Northwest and the province of Ontario 
than it has benefited the Provinces of 
Quebec, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia 
and Prince Edward Island, and this 
brings the statesman of Canada face to 
face with the problem, how shall this 
matter be remedied.

The terms of union may perhaps be 
susceptible of modification or improve­
ment. Be that as it may, in order to 
equalize the railway expenditure, which 
now forms a part of the public‘debt of 
Canada, generous grants should be given 
for railways and other works of provin­
cial utility for the provinces of Prince 
Edward Island, Nova Scotia, Quebec and 
New Brunswick. Bailwaj's are now re­

Then 
even if the net national debt of Canada 
be increased to three hundred million 
dollars, the interest thereon would not 
exceed the nine million dollars annually, 
paid as interest, upon our national debt, 
in the early years of our confederation.

Canada has to-day nearly twelve thou­
sand miles of railwa)', built and in course 
of construction. These railways with 
her other public works and vast resources 
in lands, agriculture, fisheries, mines and 
minerals, may well cause the people to 
hopefully look forward to an era of rea­
sonable prosperity ; and one may fairly 
decide to endorse the policy of the party 
of progress, which has for so many years 
so prosperously administered the af­
fairs of our common country.

PARLIAMENT DISSOLVED.

The Dominion Parliament has been 
dissolved. Nomination day lias been fixed 
for February 15, and election day for the 
22nd. Sufficient time has been allowed 
for preparation for the contest, and as all 
public questions have been well discussed 
by the press of the^eountry it cannot be 
said that the elections have been sprung 
upon the electors.

Each party in Northumberland has 
selected its candidate, and it is not 
probable any other candidate will offer. 
The two men selected are straight party 
candidates and the contest will be run on 
party lines. This is a Liberal-Conserva­
tive County, and now more than ever the 
party is awake to the necessity of continu­
ing their allegiance to those policies, as 
represented by the present administra­
tion, whose efficacy for the development 
and welfare of the country they have re­
cognized and supported in the past and 
the overthrow of which they realize, in 
the present condition of affairs, would be 
a terrible calamity to the country. No 
patriot, with the great destiny of Canada 
so outlined before him by a conception of 
the prophetic qualities of Liberal- Conser­
vative ideas, can afford to thwart the na­
tional growth and prosperity of his coun­
try by changing his allegiance from the 
higher ideal of country to that of person 
or political caprice.

ey that is handed back to the people in 
large public works, in road and bridge 
service, in railway subsidies, in the erec­
tion of breakwaters, the dredging of 
rivers and construction of useful and 
ornamental public buildings, like our 
magnificent new Post Office, is not really 
debt. It is ^jke the water that is taken 
up to the clonds only to return again in 
refreshing showers. To expand the 
lungs increases the vigor of the body.— 
To develop onr railway system and other 
public works, which are the breathing 
apparatus of the commerce of the coun­
try, is only to aid in its general prosper­
ity. By the contracted policy of the 
Mackenzie administration an increased 
weight was given to the hard times of 
that period. They did indeed reduce the 
expenditure, but how? They reduced 
subsidies to provinces by $308,197. They 
reduced expenditure on wharves, piers, 
breakwaters, bridges, etc., by $827,507; 
they reduced militia expenditure by 
$350,240; they reduced ocean and river 
expenditure by $5,323 ; they reduced 
lighthouse and coast expenditure by 
$86,090, thus starving these five impor­
tant public services, in which the whole 
people have a direct interest, to the ex­
tent of nearly two millions dollars per 
annum. In other directions however, 
this “ economy" does not extend. For 
under the Mackenzie administration leg­
islation cost more ; 9) did the adminis­
tration of justice and the colled ion of 
customs and excise, though in the latter 
the amount collected diminished ; the 
debt increased at the rate of $8,000,000 
a year and interest payable on bonds due 
in London increased from less than four 
and a half millions to more than five 
and three quarter millions, a greater 
increase per annum than had occurred 
before or has ocurred since.

Over against this swaddling clothed 
statesmanship that was crushed out un­
der the weight it attempted to carry, to 
whose infantile efforts at administering 
the affairs of the country the Advance 
has the temerity to attract public at 
tention by raising the reduced expendi­

Reduced Expenditure.

Mr. Foster 
demolished one after another the frothy 
objections to the policies of the present 
government and scattered them to the 
Winds from the many corners of public 
criticism. He laid the lash of facta and 
figure» unsparingly on to the quivering 
backs of deception and misrepresenta­
tion uulil they were almost forced to cry 
“ Hold, enough."’ The Advance, how­
ever, though considerably “ disfigured, 
Is still In the ring,” aud “ comes up 
smiling"' for another round. Whether 
It is the possession of a rhinoceros hide, 
a lack of conscience or dull stupidity 
that enables him to take bis punishment 
so chivalrously is hard to determine.

Reciprocity.
If ever the Advance wishes to commit 

journalistic suicide and is dubious as 
to the most certain method we ad rise 
it to make one grand endeavor to tell 
the truth. The effort would be so dis­
rupting in its novelty and the destruc­
tive energy of the recoil so great that 
nothing less than total annihilation 
would ensue, and thus all evidence of a 
motive would be covered up and the ob­
jectionable inquest obviated.

That paper intimates to its 
readers that Mr. Foster had not the 
courage to take up the reciprocity ques 
tion and explain the tory position on 
that matter as shown by Dr. Alward in 
bis speech in the rink when he stated 
that the government had voted down 
Mr. Davies reciprocity resolution in the 
House cf Commons in 1884. The truth 
of the matter is that Mr. Foster did make 

clear statement of the whole matter 
and satisfactorily answered questions 
put to him from the audience on the sub­
ject. In explaining the vote on the 
above mentioned resolution in the House 
he said ;

Mr. Davies in the spring of the session 
ot 1884-85, moved a resolution In regard 
to a Reciprocity Treaty. That it had 
been the endeavor of the opposition to 
embarrass the government in every pos­
sible way within their means since Sir 
John went into power. On the 20th of 
March during the session of 84-85 Mr. 
Davies introduced his resolution. At 
that time the House was deal'ng with the 
question of supply. Mr. Davies could 
have introduced his resolution at any 
time during the session by giving notice, 
but he did not do so. He waited and 
moved it during supply, which is to a 
certain extent equivalent to a want of 
confidence. Mr. Alward makes the 
statement that Mr. Davies did not intend 
it as a want of confidence motion and 
had he been requested by the leader of 
the Government to withdraw his motion 
until after supply, he would willingly 
have done so. Dr. Alward was not 
familiar with the course of that debate. 
Sir John rose in his seat and requested 
Sir. Davies to withdraw the resolution 
until after supply. Sir John did say that 
it was inopportune at that time, and 
that he hoped that the Hon, gentleman 
would not press this measure. Sir John 
did just as Dr. Alward said he should 
have done. He asked Mr. Davies to 
withdraw the motion. Mr. Davies did 
not do so, but pressed It to the bitter 
end, and it was treated as it should fiave 
been. In several respects the govern» 
ment are in favor of It. There is a place 
bevond which it is not wise to go. It 
was not wise lor Mr. Davies to say that 
unless we get reciprocity we will have 
annexation in the end.

Further, referring to the different at 
tempts of Canada to get reciprocity with 
the United States and of the determina­
tion of that country to prevent it, he 
said ;

In 1874 when the McKenzie gov’t was 
in power a commission went to Wash 
ington to try and arrange this very same 
question. Alter their return Mr. Mc­
Kenzie, when asked about it in the 
House, said, “I have tried my best. 
This country has done all she can.— 
When it is opened again the United 
States must take the first step.” I agree 
with Mr. McKenzie in that. There has 
not been one word in Congress since 
1856 favorable to Canada. In 1883, 
President Arthur In bis message to Con­
gress desired them to appoint an Ameri­
can commission in place of a mixed 
commission, as it should have been. He 
recommended that an American commis­
sion be appointed to look after their fish­
ery rights in our waters. But there was 
not one word in favor of Canada in that 
message. When we could come to no 
fair understanding with the tjn}t»d 
States, Sir John said if we can’t get 
what we want we shall not let them ruin 
our markets, and the National Policy, 
which has done so much for ns, was 
carved out for this country, and by 
which we will carve out a destiny for 
ourselves. We have a standing offer to

true, that the “ draft reciprocity treaty” 
was a forgery gotten up by an ingenious 
reporter at Ottawa and telegraphed all 
over the country, that the Ministers of 
the Cabinet have again and again declar­
ed this draft of a treaty to be a forgery 
and that no negotiations were on foot 
which would justify any such statements 
as that bogus treaty contained. There 
was also paraded in Ihc newspapers at 
the same time a bogus order in Council, 
in which it was represented that the 
Dominion government was hostile to re­
ciprocity on the ground that it was in 
conflict with, “ the manufacturing inter­
ests.” This was immediately afterward 
given an unequivocal denial through the 
government press and by ministers at 
public meetings. The fraudaient origin 
of both of these documents was so 
thoroughly exposed that the opposition 
press allowed it to drop and turned their 
attention to other attacks on the govern­
ment where misrepresentation was hard­
er to track. But such a devotion has the 
Advance for things fraudulent and bogus 
that it is still found wrestling with them, 
saying it will not let them go till It has 
received their blessing for its long ser­
vice to their cause.

If tile 
foreign trade of the Dominion is remarri­
ed, we find, as compar'd with 1878 an 
increase of $10,000,000 in the value of 
the exports, aud of $22,000.000 in the 
value of the imports, notwithstanding 
the fall of staple articles iu the interval. 
Speaking of the enlargement of trade as 
shown bv the bank returns, the Mon­
treal Gazette the other day said : “ When 
the late government retired from office 
in October, 1878, the business of Ontario 
and Quebec required for its conduct a 
hank circulation of only $20,492,000, 
while to-day $30.342,000 of bank curren­
cy and $6,500,000 of Dominion currency 
of small denomination is needed to carry 
on the Domestic trade of the country. 
Measured by this standard the business 
has increased more than fifty percent in 
eight years, but the actual growth is still 
greater because of.the decline iu the 
value of commodities.” In the face of 
such evidence as this it is folly to pre­
tend that a large, substantial and per­
manent extension of the domestic and 
foreign trade of tile Dominion has not 
occurred under the operation of the 
National Policy.

The Taxes.
An exchange quotes from the official 

returns to show that if tea, coffee, sugar 
and molasses paid the same duties now 
as in 1878 the annual tax would amount 
to the enormous sum of $6,163,894, 
(nearly 6j million dollars or say a dollar 
and a quarter per head cf the popula­
tion). In 1878 tea paid a tax of 5 and 
6 cents per pound, sugar 21 cents per 
pound and molasses 8 to 10 cents per 
gallon. This was under a beautiful 
Grit government. Now, tea is free and 
the sugar and molasses taxes have been 
reduced more than cne-third. The sav­
ing to the people is nearly 31 million 
dollars. It is said to be tbe policy of 
the grit pai ty to reimpose the tax on tea 
and to change the sugar duties in a way 
that is certain to close the refineries and 
increase the price to the consumer.

The Grit papers endeavor to make a 
mountain out of the fact that our taxes 
have been indirectly increased by the 
duty on imports, but this becomes a 
molehill when we consider how that tax 
is distributed.

The trade returns show that foreign 
goods are imported into the country at 
the rate of only about $20 per head, and 
the duties paid are something under .$4 
per bead. The great bulk of manufac­
tured goods entering into general use, 
the ordinary grades of cottons and 
woollens, of sheetings and shirtings, of 
prints and tweeds, are now made in the 
country and consequently pay no duty.

Dominiou taxation is light and it is so 
levied that the masses do not feel tbe 
burden. About six million dollars or 
about one-fourth of the entire taxation 
of the country, is levied upon intoxicat­
ing drinks. Tobacco, cigars, silks, 
satins, broadcloth and other high class 
dress goods, jewelry, carpets and fapey 
goods of all descriptions, purchased most 
largely by the wealthier classes, bear the 
principal part of the remaining burden. 
It is the policy of the present govern­
ment to place articles of general use that 
cannot be produced or manufactured in 
tbe country upon the free list. In pur. 
suance of this policy the changes men­
tioned above in regard to tea, molasses 
and sugar were made.

Sir, we see a correspondent of the 
Halifax Chronicle, ail vocales the carrying 
of freight much below cost, until the in­
terprovincial trade is so fully developed 
that it can be carried to Halifax for noth­
ing. As .freight rates are now on the I. 
0. R., the public there can purchase their, 
bands of flour 25 cents less than it can 
be sold for here, notwithstanding the fact 
they are 360 miles further from the 
mills. To illustrate—freight on a car of 
flour (summer rates) here is 881.25, same 
delivered in Halifax 850.00, and it is a 
fact that St. John merchants have offered 
here same grade flour hauled back from 
St. John at less than we can buy from the 
mills. Those cities are called competing 
points ; we are local, therefore have to 
pay cost of hauling to our more fortunate 
brethren. Example—November freight, 
flour—1200 barrels here, cost of I. C. R. 
charges 8780; had the same cars gone on 
to Halifax or St. John the charge would 
have been 8480, 8300 less, with a 300 

. mile longer liayl. N ow, as we have given 
up all hopes of any amelioration under 
the present regime, we importers will 
ljave’ to club together, and as we have 
our own water communication still left 
us, charter, as we had to do before we 
)iad either a subsidized steamer or a rail­
way.

$41,916 in excise, and the remainder in 
post office, public works, etc. 1 lie expen­
diture f->r the month was $2,297,168, 
being $548,921 less than for December, 
1885.

They hold that this lavt 
is “ destructiveness that it is in fact the 
condition of things. The spider eats the 
fly, the sparrow eats the spider, the hawk 
eats the sparrow, and man eats everything, 
and it may be added that time or death 
eats man.

The Dismal Swamp of Virginia is no 
longer used as a shelter by runaway 
negroes, because the negroes no longer 
have to run away, but it is calculated 
that it is the hiding place of no less than 
100 white men who have good reasons for 
«'anting to retire to private life for a 
spell. A grand hunt to run them out is 
contemplated.

The Portland Adrertiser suggests that 
Daniel Stick and the other Aroostook 
people who wish to encourage immigra­
tion to the “ garden of Maine,” will do 
well to suppress the weather reporter up 
there. When it comes to the point that 
Presque Isle needs thermometers with 
sub cellar attachments, it looks as if there 
were not ranch choice between Aroostook 
and Dakota.

New York, Jan. 12.—At the Coal ex­
change yesterday the dealers said, that if 
a settlement of the difficulty with the 
strikers is not effected very soon nothing 
could save this city, New England and 
Northern New York from a coal famine. 
There is not more than a week’s supply in 
this city, and retail prices have been ad­
vanced from one to two dollars per ton.

Schooner Parallel, with 109,000 pounds 
of giant powder on board, wrent ashore 
on Seal Rocks, San Francisco, on Satur­
day night, and the crew had only been 
rescued a few minutes when the beating 
of the vessel on the rocks caused the im­
mense quantity of powder to explode.— 
The vessel and cargo were blown to atoms 
and a number of buildings on the shore 
were wrecked. A number of the life-sav­
ing crew were injured.

The Dominion revenue in the last six 
months of 1886 was 2j millions less than 
in the same peri oil of 1885, a difference of 
4i millions on the right side. The de­
creased expenditure is of course due to 
the fact that rebellion payments have 
ceased, but the increased revenue is 
wholly due to the implored condition of 
the country, as there has been no increase 
in taxation, but rather a decrease. The 
revenue from railways and post office, as 
well as customs and excise, stows an en­
largement, indicating increased business.

New England has been going down hill 
lately. One of its prominent pulpiterrs, 
in a magazine article, declares that “ one 
hundred and sixty churches in Massa­
chusetts reported not a single conversion 
last year, and ninety others averaged 
only two each.” This, the preacher in 
question asserts, “ reveals a spiritual con­
dition bordering on death.” In our opi­
nion it reveals a condition ■ bordering on 
desperation. The New Englander, 
thanks to his neighbors, lias not caught 
many full this year, and he feels more 
like swearing than praying.

Tobogganing is all the rage now, with 
all the excitement and few of the dangers 
of the old-time fashion of sliding doiAi 
hill. The toboggan slide in Tuxedo Park, 
New York, starts with a smart drop of 40 
feet, continues with 200 feet of moderate 
incline, again drops 30 feet at a sharp 
angle, then 500 feet of moderate pitch, 
and then comes a slight rise that is the 
prelude to another breath-snatching drop, 
after which the remainder of the slope is 
comparatively gentle. The course is up­
wards of a mile in length, and is traversed 
in thirty seconds. Two miles a minute is 
pretty fast travelling,

The new steel armored cruiser, Phaeton, 
has been on a ten days’ experimental 
cruise to test her speed, guns and seagoing 
qualities. She was sent off the west coast 
of Ireland to encounter a gale, in which 
she rode finely. She has four masts and 
can spread an enoimous- amount of can­
vas. The officers consider her perform­
ance most satisfactory. She has a crew 
of 283 men. Her armaments consist of 
ten six inch breechloading guns, sixteen 
machine guns, and she carries four tor-, 
pedo guns, twelve torpedoes and two 
torpedo launches. „

It is cheering to find that for the pre­
sent, at auy rate, the days of deficits are 
past. The revenue for the current year 
shows a considerable advance over the 
corresponding period of last year. There 
is already a surplus of receipts over ex­
penditure, which will, no dotrbt, be great­
ly increased liefore the close of the finan­
cial year. With an increasing revenue 
and a decreased expenditure the prospect 
both for the government and the country 
is pleasant—for the one freedom from 
financial embarrassments and for tlie 
other no increase of taxation.—Mo id real 
Star.

Last - Sunday was the coldest day the 
citizens of Fredericton have experienced 
for forty years, at least that is the dictum 
uf that mysterous personage, the oldest in­
habitant. However that may lie, the pre­
sent fact is that the thermometer went 
away down to forty degrees below zero. 
Fortunately there was little wiudzand 
this rendered the cold more endurable.— 
Had there been such a gale as swept over

! Revenue, 317,027,893 ; expenditure, $15,- 
330,315; surplus, $1,647,583. For the 

| same period last year the figures were 
Revenue, $14,755,705 ; expenditures, 817,- 

'571,054 ; deficit, 82,815,349. Or to put 
it in another way, the revenue has in­
creased about two millions and a quarter 
and the expenditure decreased more than 
two millions. A deficit of over two and 
three quarter millions has been conteit- 
ed into a surplus of neatly one million 
and three quarters. The greatest increase 
has been made in customs, $1,617,337, 
and excise, $332,248, but post office and 
public works, including railways, show 
considerable increases. Taken altogether, 
the result of the first six months is highly 
satisfactory, and indicates that, after 
making allowance for the half-yearly sub­
sidies lo the provinces, which were paid 
in advance on the first of the month, a 
very handsome surplus is likely to accrue 
before the close of the fiscal year. Belle­
ville Intelligencer.

Domestic animals, c pccially grow­
ing stock, do not thrive without a 
copious supply of light. Fattening 
stock put on plenty of weight in 
darkness, but this is co thrift ; it is 
cruelty, and their flesh is not fit for 
human consumption. Cleanliness 
may be observed (1) by keeping Abe 
s alis clean, aud (2) by c caning the 
animals them selves. Animals breathe, 
as it weie, through the pores of the 
skin, as well as by means of their 
lungs. D.rt slops up ihese pores, 
and throws greater burdens upon the 
lungs, promoting disease aud acting 
piejudicially lo the products as foud 
for human consumption. There 
should be free and eoiidaut com­
munication between the air and the 
pores, wh eh is prevented by dirt on 
the skin, and for this reason also the 
air iu the stable should be pure. 
Rubbing and grooming promotes tins 
kind of healtufulness, and tbe cows’ 
udders should be washed occasionally 
and rubbed with a woollen cloth li 1 
thoroughly dry.

In old fashioned farming, it is the 
practice to winter Jhc whole herd, 
sell as much food as possible, and 
keep the stock on starvation allow­
ances. By this system the herd 
weighs several tons less in the spring 
than in tbe fall, and is proportion­
ality less valuable, so that it must 
lake a large portion of tbo following 
summer for them to recover their 
lost condition. This is a losing 
game, no matter how low the price 
of beef or dairy products may be. 
Another practice is to sell off the 
surplus stock iu the fall, and feed tbe 
balance liberally. Other farmers 
keep all the slock they have room 
for, and if they have not food enough, 
they puichate the deficient quantity. 
The latter method is business farm­
ing, barring exceptional seasons in 
which stock keep ng doesn’t pay. 
There is no disgrace !n buying food 
for stork, so long as there is money 
in tbe enterprise. Even when the 
fanner has abundance of food, it is 
very fri quently desirable to exchange 
one class for another, in order to se­
cure properly balanced rat ons. If 
it is found necessary to feed large 
quantitiis of straw, bran or oilcake 
should bti purchased lo compensate 
for superior bulk and inferior nutri­
tive properties. The business far m­
er will buy or sell stock or food ac­
cording to tiro condition of the mar­
kets. '

Caution should be exercised when 
taking the stock from the pasluies 
and putting them on dry feed. Don’t 
make sudden changes from green to 
dry fcml, and don’t give wiry, indi­
gestible foc’d just yet. The condi­
tion of the bowels is one of the safest 
barometers of health. If you follow­
ed ihe advice previously given in ihe 
Advocate, you will now give early- 
cut hay, this being more nutritious 
and digestible, to the milking cows 
and the growing stock, and such 
o'her animals as you wish to thrive 
well. If you have latc-;ut hay, it 
should be treated like straw—cut 
and mixed with nutritious and high­
ly concentrated grains. Horses hav­
ing small stomachs cannot utilize 
much bulky food, but if they are idle 
it may be profitably fid in consider­
able quantities in connection with 
rich foods. Bear in mind that clover 
is richer and more concentrated than 
timothy, and so, if cut early and 
cured well, has high feeding quali­
ties.

w
Punctuality in feeding, cleaning, 

milking, etc., is probably, nearly as 
great a virtue as any of those no 
have mentioned, but farmers, as a 
rule, do not sin so glaringly against 
this virtue. Gentle treatment is 
another of the cardinal virtues—one 
which is very frequently sinned 
against. Animals are more content­
ed, and consequently thrive better, 
when they arc attended to at regular 
intervals. It cost a lot of food to 
support worry and disappointed ex­
pectations.

The stock may be annoyed by other 
methods than by the reckless attend­
ant. Dogs, hogs, hens, bad boys, 

bolting through the yards and 
stables, aie frequently a source of

HOW HORSES ARE SPOILED.

When we have succeeded in in­
spiring the horse with euti.c confi­
dence in himself and in his master 
also, there is but little likelihood, 
unless he is a very nervous or a very 
penersc horse, that he will become 
troublesome through any v.cious act. 
or want of honesty. “ Balking,” 
that one vice that, pretty nearly takes 
all the value out of some horses, is 
undoul^’cdly alway s, or very nearly 
always, ckarg-able to indiscreet man­
agement on the pari tf those who 
have had the breaking—training— 
and after management at work.— 
Tous, if a horse is over oa led wliVc 
yet young, stops to rest without be­
ing told to do so, and fi lling the 
rest agreeable, it is not to be won­
dered at that ho forms the habit o* 
stopping, and heucciorwnrd becomes 
a “ baiktr.” If, when this first i..- 
clination to stop and hesitate is ob­
served, the temptation be taken 
away by getting on to an easier 
piece of road, lightening the load cr 
giving the horse rest, aud teed if 
needed, afterward avoiding a similar 
occasion <or stopping, the danger of 
having a confirmed balky horse may 
bo averted But when under 
these circumstances ilio hose 
is hit with the whip, and sbarp’y 
reprimanded, then look (cut fir 

retaliatory < Quit. The horse 
assumes that you a-e hie enemy, anil 
from ihat moment he places himself 
in an antagonistic position himself 
looking upon his mas’er as an enemy.

The question is of cn asked whe­
ther a confirmed halkcr can l:c cured. 
This admits of a double answer—yes 
and no. If the horse is in good 
hands, managed by som person 
who has firmness and judgment, he 
can sometimes be cured by dr ving a 
stake and hitching him at the spot 
where be stops, until (lie is gled to 
move along to where his rations arc.
