The Widow and Her Son.

MISCELLANEOTUS.

Terrific Hail-Storm 1n Kansas.

The Kansas Chief relates the following.
Our readers may abate if they choose, a
little from the weight of the hail-stones as
set down by the Kansas journalist :—

“The hardest and fiercest hail-storm we
ever witnessed visited this region on Sun-
day afternoon. On Saturday night there
had been a gentle but soaking shower ac-
companied by some hail, and Sunday was
very sultry and oppressive, until afternoon,
when it began to cloud up—a heavy storm
passing round to the North-east, and from
that direction returning. About 4 o'clock
huge hailstones began to fall at intervals,
sounding like huge rocks dropped upon the
roofs of houses. Very soon the storm burst
in all its fary, and the hail came thick and
fast. It appeared more like solid chunks of
ice than hail-stones. It seemed as if the
bottom had dropped out of some ice-house in
the w regions and the solid cakes of ice
storm continued for over half an hour, and
in that time did immense damage. We
saw one hail-stone that measured twelve
inches in circumference and weighed one
pound. We have heard of still larger ones.
We had a number that measured from ten

geleven and a half inches, and five picked

at random, weighed three and a half
pounds. The damage caused by the storm
is considerable, but far less than was anti-
cipated.

The Governor Assailed.

In their anger, the Corruptionists are
violently assailing the Governor for grant-
ing a dissolution. It has always been the
habit of this faction to abuse any Governor
of whom they could not make a tool. Lord
Monck has not thrown himself into the
arms of the priestly and corrupt Coalition
and therefere he is wade the victim of their
malice. We shall not be surprized to see
Messrs. Galt and Rose following up their
attack on the Governor by an annexation
movement. They did so in 1849, and will
probably be moved in the same manper now.
They will find however the people of Upper
Canada now as ever opposed to their
schemes. Lord Monck has shown himself
in recent transactions, a fair and honest
Governor. The corruptionists had their

their turn now, and will benceforth be able
to control the legislation of the country in
an efficicnt manner. To have delayed the
dissolution, would have simply been to keep
the Government, Parliament and people, in
a state of ferment, and to have brought the
business of the country into inextricable
oonfusion. Qur finances need a strong
hand to manage them. We are called upon
to provide a large sum from the defence of
the country, and in order to do so, it is ne-
cessary to retrench in all other items of ex-
penditure, and more particularly in those
which bring no return. Lord Monck must
have understood perfectly that to look to the
trio of Corruptionists—Cartier, Macdonald
and Galt—for retrcnchment weuld be an
absurdity, and he natarally gave the prefer-
ence to the retrenchment party who were in
power and fully entitled to an appeal to
the people.

Lord Monck is also aware that it is not
to the corruptionists that he need look for
what the people of England desire of
this country—a reduction of customs’ duties
and the raising of revenue by direct taxa-
tion. He must know that Messrs. Cartier,
Macdonald and Galt are not the men to
favor any system which would act as a
check upon lavish and corrupt expenditure,
more especially when that system would

make Lower Canada pay her fair share to-
wards the support of the governmental
stem,
If Lord Monck had based his decision
upon a consideration of the interests of
the Crown and people of England, Le
could not have acted differently ; but we be-
lieve that he has simply followed through-
out the whole business the rules which
govern the Sovereign in England in like
cases. He has been trained in the House of
Commons, and knows what appertains to po-
litical tactics there. The Coalition were
beaten at the commencement of the preseat
House and did not ask another dissolution ;"
the new Government was beaten ia their
turn and did ask a diseolution. There was
no reasen to believe that any Ministry could
be formed which would be able to carry on,
and, therefore, a dissolution was inevitable.
Some of the Tory journals are talking of
the expense of a second seseion during the
present year, but who is responsible for
that? Not the Governor, not the Ministry
nor the minority of the House. There
would have been no need for a second Ses-
sion if the Opposition had granted a supply
to the Governor. Their boasted loyalty did
not carry them so far, however. They
cared nothing for the publio ereditor, noth-
ing for the militia system, which pressingly
peeds mouey at the present moment, noth-
ing for the schoolmasters and the contractors
and workmen. All that they wanted was
to get into offiee and stop the examination
of their jobs. They have been disappoint-
od. Theyarcnot in office, and we trust
and believe that the enquiry will goon un-
til every wrong act is laid bare to the pub-
lic gaze.—Globe.

Referring to the Letter-Book of the Min-
ister of Finance, I find that on the 19th
September, 1862, Mr. Howland addressed
a letter to Glyn, Mills & Co., and Baring
Bros., in which the following allusion was
made to these differences : —

“Upon examiuation of the acounts of
your respective firms with this province, I
find an important difference in the balance,
arising from the fact of the charge of 1 per
cent, made by you upon debentures not ne-
gotiated but recurned to the Honorable Re-
ceiver General, not having beer credited to
jour account. "

I find no reference to this diserepancy
in the correspondence on reeord in this De-
partment.

THE WARRANT FOR PAYING THE MONEY,

On the 15th June, 1859, a warrant was
ordered in favor of the Receiver General for
the sum nawmed, ““to reimburse the Bank of
Upper Canada that amonnt paid for the re-
de:.ption of Montreal city bonds, matured
and payable by the Grand Trunk "Railway
Company.” The amount was charged to
“City of Montreal Advance Account.” The
authority for issuing the warrant in ques
tion was an Order in Council, dated 1st
June, 1859, a copy of which I produce.
Copy of a Report of the honorable the Ex-

ecutive Council, dated 1st June, 1859,

approved by His KExcelleacy the Governor

General in Council, on the same day.

On the application of the City Treasurer
of Moutreal, respecting the payment on the
1st June nex:, of £25,000 currensy, Cor-
poration bonds, redeemable by the Grand
Trunk Railway Company.

The Minister of Finance respectfully sub-
mits that, on the application of the Graund
Truok Railway Company, the Government
are requested to pay the sum of £25,000
from the subsidiary lines account, for ac-
coant of the City of Montreal, and that this
amount can therefore be applied in extin-
guishment of the debt due to the Province
for arrear of interest and sinking fand for
the city of Montreal,

That by this arrangement, the city now
represent that the funds by which it was ex-
pected to retire £25000 of City Bonds,
due 1st June, and payable by the Grand
Truok Compsay, are no longer available for
that purpose, and that the city have no
other immediate resources by which their
bonds can be met—whereby the credit of
the city will be seriously affeated.

The city farther represent their determi-
nation imme diately t> collect the rate neces-
sary to pay the arrears due to the province,
under the Municipal Loan Fuand, and re-
quest that the Government will meantime
redeem the Bonds due 1st June, holding the
same until the city fully discharge their
arresrs,

The Minister of Finanea recommends
that the Receiver General be authorized to
redeem the said bonds, on account of the
city of Montreal, and to hoid the same un-
til the amount so advanced ($100,00) with
interest at 6 per ceut, be repaid to the Gov-
ernment by the city of Montreal, subject to
the condition that the said city do imme-
diately levy the necessary rate to meet their
indebtedness uuder the Municipal Loan
Fund Aet, and that the amount so advanc-
ed be repaid within three months, and that
the city Treasurer be so advised.

The Committee submit the above recom-
mendation for Your KExoellency's approval.

MR. GALT'S “ARRANGEMENT"’ REPUDIATED.

As the matter stands in your books, then,
you charge the London Agents with $100,-
000, on the authcrity of an alleged arrange-
ment between them and Mr. Galt, which
they have repudiated ?

Yes. Inthe books, as they stand at
present, Glyn, Mills & Co. and Baring,
Bros. & Co., are each debited $50,000, and
the “City of Montreal Advance Account”
is credited with the $100,000; that ac-
count having been debited “to eash’ for the
original payment.

Mr. Dickinson gives in the above the
simple outlines of the story—the gramt of
money, the order to charge it to Glyns and
Barings, and their repudiation.

We were made aware, however of the
fact that the London Agents dispute the
charge, by the receipt from the Finance
Ministers department of a joint letter of
Barings and Glyns, dated 9th Ootober,
1862, addressed to the Finance minister,
in reply to some communieation of his upon
the subject.

Nothing could justify such insane sxtrav-
agance—and truly insane will the elector
be who votes for the return to power of
those who entailed it on the country.

The members of the Tory press in the Pro-
vince are using every effort in their power to
missrepresent the position of Reformers, who
for the present, are trying to guide the ship
of state. It seems terribly galling to them
to have their dear, liberal, patriotic, extra-
vagant and eorrupt friends out of office, and
out of reach of the Provincial money chest.
If anything could possibly be done, fairly or
unfairly, to reverse the present order of
affairs, they are willing to do it. They are
not satisfied with abusing other members of
the press who happen to differ from them in
what is meant by economy in the govern-
ment of the country, in slandering the min-
isters of the crown and even the represcnta-
tive of royady in the Provinee; but they
must try to Bide, gloss over and conceal the
disgraceful jobs of their dear friends who
were 80 kind to them while in office.

This is no way to get out of the embar-
rassments into which they have brought the
credit of the country. Beset as the finances
of the Provinee are knownto be, it would
seem to be the duty of every lover of his
country to leave “melfishness aside for the
present and support a better and cheaper
system of government. The Montreal
Heruld looks the matter fairly in the face
and says that, at last, the country has been
fairly aroused to the importance of the pro-
oeedings of its Government. For many
years we have been ponting out the inevi-
table catastrophe which must be reached by
the eareer of reckless extravagance which we
were running, but till recently we felt that
our voioce raised for this purpose was but a
voice crying in the wilderness.

No one
can suppose that any one of those who eom-
pose it can have any views inconsistent with
the welfare of the country. They have too
much to loose by any public misfortune to
deal with such a chance negligently or reck-
lessly.

patience, self denial, and labour to surmount,
even with all the support which they must
hope for from the intelligent and patriotic.

The present epoch in political affairs is
one of the most serious nature and requires
to be considerod and treated with all the
probity and commcen semse that can be
brought to bear upon it. This view of the
matter is peculiarly applicable to the South
Riding of Lanark, where conflicting ele-
ments are at work, and every effort being
used to support a system of government
which “has been long ago condemned by the
intelligence of the country, A new election
is approaching and in whatever light people
may regard it, or whatever organization
governments may assume, it is to be hoped
constituencies will bear in mind the impor-
tance of the duty they are about to discharge.
The finances of the country, as managed
by Cartier, McDonald and Gait, have reach-
ed a position truly alarming ; and the coun-
try must, undoubtedly, prepare for an 1n-
crease of taxation. There is mo possible
way of making up the bheavy deficiencies
which have been incurred, year after year,
during the time of their mamagement of
public affairs. It must be palpably plain to
the comprehension of every reader, that
when individuals find, by a comparison of
their income and expenditure, that they are
living too fast, they should economize. And
the same rule will apply to governments.
But government is slow to learn economy
unless taught by the people at the polls.
The “‘sovereign people’” have it in their
power, nicely to manage these affairs, by re.
jecting candidates who support extravagan-
and corrupt governments. It was in this
manner Colonel Playfair was compelled to
abandon the ship, and, in the very same
way, will Mr. Morris be thrown overboard,
if he persists in the line of policy indicated
by his recent votes in the House of As-
sembly.

The Coming Election.
Whatever organization the government
may assume, it is to be hoped that constit-
uencies throughout the country will bear in
mind the importance of the duty théy are
about to discharge. There can be no
doubt that the pre sent epoch is one of the
most serious nature, and that it requires to
be considered and treated with all the pro-
bity and wisdom which we can bring to
bear upon it, primarily at the hustings and
subsequently in Parliament. The state of
the finances of the country is alarming, and
we must undoubtedly all prepare for an in-
crease of taxation ; but while we do so, we
ought also to prepare to set our faces
against all those courses which have brought
things to “their present condition. When
individuals find that they have been living
too fast to economize. When Governments
find that they have overrun the constable
they put on more taxes, It is easy to in-
veigh against the venality of the Legislature
at Quebec, or wherever else it may be sit-
ting ; but it must be said that the popula-
tion at large is too truly represented by
those who are called their representatives.
A very shrewd old member once remarked
that if a candidate could prove himself to
be so perfectly honest as to be incapable of
selling his vote for any personal advantage,
or any benefit for his constituents, he was
very certain not to be elected, and there is
too much truth in the statement. The se-
lection of members of Parliament is far too
much governed by wbat are called influen
tial men, whose personal motives are easily
secn by persons endowed with no extraor-
dinary perspicacity ; and, when that is not
the case, some trumpery local grant is often
accepted as a sound reason for supporting
measures which eost the locality, where it
takes place, ten times its value. All this is
wrong. If constituencies wish good men,
they must rejeet bribery in every shape.
They cannot have honest men if the object
of election is to obtain some dexterous hand
to truck off principle against advantages.
If other reasons for the choice of represen-
tadives are adopted, men of good character
may be found, and such men should be
sought for. There are some of them in all
parties, as there are in all parties men who
make their alleged principles a mere pre-
tence. Weshall be glad to see in the com-
ing Parliament more men of the former and
fewer of the latter stamp.—Mont. Herald.

It may be a hard measure, but it is one
which Kngland meted out to other nations
in times past, and it is for her honour and
welfare that she should abide by it. The
London Zimes, which a few weeks ago, was
indulging in the Boan vein, is taking
s highly modified view of the subject, and
deals with it as a matter of future impor-
tance to the empire. A powerful writer,
too, in the same paper, also signs himself
“Historicus,” and who by his letters on in-
ternational law, has attained great celebrity
in a short time, and has lately shown that
the claims mad by English merchants, are
not based wupon such inecntrovertible
grounds as was generally assumed. |His
opinion carries with it great weight, and
has cvidently produced a modification of the
views expressed.

Bread-Making.

In order to have good bread, there are
three things very essential—good flour, good
risings, and a oareful band, Now, if my
lady friends will strictly comply with
the following direetions, I will guarantee
them as good bread as was ever broken by
mortal. The day of hop yeast has gone by.
It is not used by the eountry folks at the
present day, only by here and there a fam
ily. Here is my way of making bread : —
Warter RisiNna.—Take a quart piteher
and a spoon—seald them thoroughly—fll
the pitcher half full of boiling water from
the tea-kettle, which has been drawn fresh
fzow the fountain. Let the water cool to
the temperature of good hot dish-water ; stir
in flour sufficient to make them as thick as
pancake batter; add onefourth of a tea-
n{)oonful of salt and as)much soda, cover them
closely, set them where they will keep quite
wario ; stir occasionally. They will rise
in five or six hours,

Wurar BREAD.—Milk is the best wett-
ing for bread—watcr will answer. Btir the
wetting into the flour quite warm, then add
the rising; stir it altogether to make a
sponge. When sufficiently light, mix and
mold into loaves, Let it rise again. The
oven should be hot enough to bake a eom-
mon loaf of bread in thirty minutes, with-
out scorching or hardly browuing in the
least. Bread should mever be cut until it
is twelve hours old, and then only what is
to be eaten immediately; better cut again
than to have a plateful left. Who ean bear
to eat bread thas has been sliced and dried
aday or two?

Baisep Biscurr.—Take some of the
bread dough when light, knead a piece of
butter as large as an egg into dough enough
to fill a lol_:g tin—mold into small bisenits—

In Aristo-
tle and Pliny’s day, who flourished over two
thousand years ago, We learn that bees were
then cultivated to some e:ften‘, llﬂ;o'!zh
like many other things, perfected and im-
proved vgry much sisce. Within the last
ten or fifteen years $here has been more
progress made in their culture and mana-
gement than for cembries previous. There
seems to have never been a time since our
earliest history when bee-culture should de-
mand our attention More than at preseat,
when war and beavy taxation, the great
scarcity and high of sugar, is staring
us in the face. 1 ssy, why should we not
encourage the ocult@ge of the bee a
more extended scale and raise honey by the
quantity, as some few now do, thus enabli
us to meet the heavy tazes, and affording
us a handsome ineome besides? With
right care and management, and a favorable
season, it will require but a few swarms of
bees to raise a ton of boney. If a colony of
bees came out strong in the spring, as they
will if properly wintered,) it is an easy mat-
ter to realize fifty and seventy-five lbs., and
sometimes much more ; besides a young
swarm or two, which will be thrown off if
properly attended to. Good honey readily
commauds a high price in market, and pro-
bably will for years to come. Under the
present condition of our coun and the
high price of sugar, it certainly behooves us
to live a8 much as possibly within ourselves
independent of the South. There is honey
enough wasted every year to supply us all
with the sweet we need. If we had the
bees to collect it there could be more honey
produced north of Mason and Dixon's line
than there ever was sugar south of it, and
not cost the producer one half, what sugar
costs the southern planter. There is no
place in the world so well adapted to a large
yield of honey as the northera portion of
the United States, with its fertile hills, val-
leys, and broad-spread prairies of the West.
Certainly for amovnt and quality of honey
we stand at the head of every other country
in the world if we would but improve it,
There is no danger of overstocking our
market with honey, as the consumers in-
crease faster than the producers. There is
no danger of overstocking our country with
bees, as some persons have imagined, espe-
cially the ferﬁrportionl of it, as all honey
producing plants yield their sweets days to-
gether, and sometimes weeks depending up-
on the state of the weather and the species
of flower. Those about to enpage in the
culture of this beautiful little insect should
first get posted up by consulting some scien-
tific bee-keeper, or be guided by some good
book on the subject, to insure suceess in the
business.—D. P. Kider tn the Wisconsin
Farmer.

Baldness.
