“In High Life.

Great Railroading Through Kick-
; ing Horse Pass.

Interesting Interview With the Old-
est Engineer on the Division.

Mr. James Ormister in the City — The

! Great Divide—Grand Scenery.

Twenty-five years ‘ago an English

! traveler journeyed from the land of |

his birth to the wilds of British Co-
lumbia, making the voyage by way of
| India, Australia, and $San Francisco.
In the Canadian territory he traveled
i as far east as the Rocky Mountains,
enduring great hardship, but exhilar-
i ated by the grandest scenery to be
found in the world. *

He reached a spot, since famous as
{ the Park of Canada. Standing on the
| summit of the - Kicking Horse Pass,
5,300 feet above the level of the sea,
| the lonely adventurer was surrounded
{ by the lofty snow-capped mountains
of Stephen, Field and Cathedral, and
|in the distance the peaks of the Van
Horn and the Otter ranges, one upon
another, were plainly visible. His-eye
wandered down the Bow River -Val-
ley to the southeast, and 48 miles
distant the foot hills could be seen.
Looking up at Mount Stephen -the
traveler could see a little stream hur-
rying down the winding course to the
suminit of Luc pass, where it divided,
some ot the minute particles of water
going down the eastern slope and
some to the west, the 'merest chance
deciding which direction they should
take. The traveler, as he stood con-
templating that little mountain
Stream, ncoting its. source in a glacier
close by, little thought what food there
was for reflection connected with it.
That is the great water shed of ‘the
continent. The portion of the stream
that rushes down to the west be-
comes augmented and forms the Kick-
ing Horse River, which joins the Co-
lumbia River, and in this way reach-
es the Pacific Ocean. The other half
of ithe little Stream becomes the Bow
River, empties into the Saskatche-
wan, and finally crosses the continent
to the east, and after an infinitely
longer journey reaches its eternity,
the sea. The traveler endured the
hardships, of pioneer life a few years,
| and recently visited his old home: but
| how different was his return trip to
his first journey to Xicking Horse
Pass! The Canadian Pacific Railway
now crosses the Rocky Mountains
there, and he boarded a palace car,
enjoying on the trip all the comforts
and conveniences of populous centers.

Three special engines are used at
Kicking Horse Pass to assist through
trains up and down the heavy grades
on either side, and the engineers are
men of extraordinary nerve.

The other day an Advertiser report-
er met Mr. James Ormister, the oldest
engineer on this division, and received
a glowing description of the country.
Mr. Ormister has been nine years on
the hill, and previous to that worked
onh ‘the construction. He was in the
city the other day, having been on a
visit, with his wife, to her relatives,
near Wyton. The engine, the throttle
of which is handled by Mr. Ormister,
is No. 316, turned out of the C. P. R.
shops at Montreal last August, and is
thq largest on the line. It is a con-
striction engine, weighing 101 tons,
and has four pairs of driving wheels,
one pair mere ‘than the ordinary
Mogul engines. Its wheels are 48
inches in diameter, while the Mogul’s
wheels are usually about 65 inches.
Its boiler, though, is much larger than
that of the latter build.

The division covered by these spe-

ald, a distance wof about eighteen
miles, and includes the grandest scen-
ery on the continent. Close by the
track is the division of the little stream
j alluded to above, and passengers, as
they approach this point, are remind-
ed of the importance by the sign, “The
Great Divide,” in large oak letters,
placed there by the railroad company.

railway men. Here Mr. Ormister and
his family 1liv« Near there is the
famous natural bridge over the Kick-
ing Horse River. The railroad bridge
this rive is one of the finest
ever built. It is 155 feet span, and of
very heavy construction, necessarily,
to withstand the heavy traffic over it.
Sometimes the three tremendous spe-
cial engines, as well as the through
engine, are put en one train. The
sight of the four cones of smoke sent
heavenward by ‘the procession of iron
steeds as they climb the hill, is one to
be remembered.

One of these large engines never
take more than six cars over the pass
at a time, and frequently only two or
three. The freight traffic is chiefly in
shingles, tea and salmon. For se-
curity there are placed at frequent in-
tervals along the line, safety switches,
which are always open, so that in
case of trouble, when going down
grade, the engineer, by not giving four
whistles (the signal to close the switeh)
would allow his train to enter a side-
track, which becomes elevated ag it
proceeds, and consequently stops the
engine.

The greatest dangers are from snow
slides, and in this respect this winter
hag 'been about the hardest since the
road was opened. Several blockades
| have occurred. A complete telephone
| system, however, facilitates matters
greatly.

The summit of Kicking Horse Pass
is 2,000 feet above the level of the

track on the plains to the east, and
| the up grade averages from 4 1-2 to 5
feet per hundred. Towering several
i thousand feet above the pass are the
| peaks of the surrounding mountains,
| which can be seen at a distance of

150 miles.

This section is rich in minerals. The
! C. P. R. take all their hard coal for
{ the western division from Canmare,
rand the anthracite coal from McNeil's
| mines, both of which are in the im-
| mediate vicinity of the pass. The
! Monarch gold mine, in Mount Stephen,
| vields a large amount of ore, and little
gold claims are springing up every-
where.

Mr. ‘Allan, the lesgee of the property
on which the gypsies squatted, called
on ithe mayor today, and complained
that the intruders are burning his
fence and cutting down the trees for
firewood. Miss McKellar, the owmner
of the property, registered the same
complaint. They were referred to the
county authorities, as the case is out-
side the c¢ity jurisdiction. The gypsies
encamped on the property suddenly one
night, and had their tents pitched and
furnished before the astonished owner
could even protest. Mr. Allan may lay
an information, charging them with
vagrancy if they do mot move on
shortly.

CITY HALL NOTES.

Ald. Parnell’s motion, adopted by the
City Council Monday, to appoint a
special committee to devise a method
of governing the punchase of supplies
and the employment of dabor, is re-
garded as a step in the right direc-
tion by those acquainted with muni-
cipal affairs.
