SMOKES INCESSANTLY
TWO MAY SUCCUMB

Investigation Into Escape 
Opens At Woodstock 

This Afternoon.
Dixie Flyer, Loaded to Capac­

ity, On Way From In­
dianapolis to Louisville.

Edinburgh, Ind.. May 31.—From 50 to 
60 persons were injured, two of them 
probably fatally, and several seriously, 
last night at 10:40 o'clock, when a Penn­
sylvania freight train crashed into the 
Dixie Flyer, a fast Indianapolis, Colum­
bus and Southern Traction car carry­
ing a trailer, at a track intersection 
here.

Many women and children were 
among those hurt. Most of the men 
injured were in the smoking compart- 
ment of the head car. The flyer was 
an route from Indianapolis to Louisville, 
and was carrying many persons who had 
been at Indianapolis attending the auto­
mobile races. The front car turned over 
and the motorman s- vestibule was torn 
off and thrown against the side of a 
building several feet away. The colli­
sion snapped the coupling between the 
head car and the trailer, resulting in the 
trailer failing to turn over. Both cars 
were loaded to capacity.

The traction line is on the main street 
here, and the accident occurred almost in 
the heart of the city. A physician's 
office near the place where the accident 
occurred was converted into an emer­
gency hospital, where the injured were 
taken for medical attention. All avail­
able physicians were rushed to the place.

"In the Mountain" introduced the 
Caucasian Sketches," and was fol­

lowed without interruption by “In the 
Village," where the viola was heard 
for the first time alone in a fanciful 
conversation with the English horn, 
ending up with the triumphant "March 
of the Sardar," a glorious composition, 
in which could be heard the beat of the 
drum and accompanying percussion in­
struments, coming to a brilliant finale 
with the full orchestra in play.

The only place where the conductor 
permitted an encore was after this num­
ber. when the orchestra won even 
greater laurels in the presentation of 
Mendelssohn’s "Scherzo," from "Mid­
summer Night’s Dream,” a pretty, airy 
composition, quite even in color and 
decidedly different from the other num­
bers of the evening, and the "Introduc­
tion" to Wagner’s "Lohengrin," played 
with brilliance, introducing trumpets 
and clashing cymbals.

The only new bird to chronicle today 
is the Common Tern. This was seen on 
Friday, the 20th, at the pond, hut was 
not included in the day's notes, as its 
identity was not certain. The terns are 
amongst our most beautiful and most 
graceful water birds, and the par­
ticular variety under review may fre­
quently be seen at Port Stanley. Terns 
can be distinguished from gulls when 
flying, even at some distance, by the 
characteristic down-pointing head and 
and bill. They do not often come far 
inland, and this one, after flying up and 
down the pond, departed in a southerly 
direction (probably bound for Lake 
Erie), its white plumage gleaming in 
the sunlight.

It so happened that this bird, although 
not identifiable at the time, was after­
wards determined with the aid of text- 
books, but so often it happens that a 
fleeting glimpse or a hurried song give 
but an imperfect picture to the mind 
which no amount of looking-up can sat­
isfactorily settle. This was the case on 
the morning of the 22nd at Delaware, 
when a duck surprised us as much as, 
or probably more, than we surprised 
him, and got away before we could tell 
what it was. Wood Ducks bred there 
a year or two ago, and it is possible 
they have returned to nest again this 
spring, for by this time all ducks which 
breed in the north have passed on, and 
those which are found in our swamps 
and ponds may pretty safely be put 
down as breeding birds. —E.M. S. DALE.

Replying to Lord Askwith, a member 

of the commission, the witness said 
that comparing the probable price of 
Canadian steers with those of the 
mother country, and after counting rail 
and ocean landing charges, a ten hun­
dredweight Canadian would sell here 
for £34.

Sir Daniel Hall, cross-examined by 
counsel representing general agricul­
tural interests, said that the price of 
British meat had largely depended on 
the supplies of foreign meat. This 
country was contributing more than 
half the total consumed, but importa­
tions were so large that the price of 
English meat depended on the value of 
the imported chilled meat. He agreed 
that the cause of temporary shortage 
of live stock last year arose from gov­
ernment control.

The inquiry then adjourned till to­
morrow.

THE LENGTH OF WILLS.

As the will of the late Chief Justice 
White contains only 51 words, its brev­
ity has excited comment. Short as the 
document ‘6, however, anybody except 
a lawyer would have written —or would * 
have thought he had written—the sub-1 
stance of it in words considerably less 
numerous.

To the layman the announcement, 
"This is my last will," would have 
seemed unnecessary, as that fact was 
to be made obvious by what followed, 
and besides, many a “last will" has one 
or several successors, as its or their 
date plainly shows. And why, the critic 
might ask, use “give, bequeath and de­
vise/' when any one of the three words 
would have served? "Complete and 
perfect” also strikes the uninitiate as 
pleonastic, and would not “all my rights 
and property" have been enough, with­
out adding, “of every kind and nature, 
whether real, personal or mixed, wher­
ever situated'’? And giving the heir and 
executrix of the estate “seizin thereof" 
is something the layman would not have 
thought to do, and something he cannot 
see any need of doing.

Great lawyers before now have made 
wills that lawyers not as great succeed, 
ed in "breaking." Chief Justice White’s 
testament is not likely to suffer that 
fate, but who shall say that it would 
not have been as safe if it had contain- 
ed only fifteen or twenty words instead 
of 51?

THE COST OF A NAVY.
The House of Commons, and, incidentally, the coun­

try, had opportunity at the end of the week to learn 
what it costs to go into the business of having a navy. 
The war-time navy of this country has just gone to the 
scrap heap—Rainbow. Niobe, and two submarines—and 
after the accounts are settled it will be a question if the 
country doesn’t actually pay to get rid of them. The 
Rainbow has already gone to a Seattle firm for about 
the price of a Dundas street store, though it cost about 
a million and a halt. The Niobe. costing about the 
same, has so far realized almost nothing, because the 
company which bought it for scrap has evidently been 
trying to get out of its bargain. The two subs, which 
Sir Richard McBride bought at the opening of the war 
without warrant from anyone, and which he managed 
to eaddle on this country for a million and a half, have 
been sold for $6,000 each.

Some of the members of the House appeared to be 
critical of the amounts received for these ships. They 
need expect nothing more, judging by Great Britain’s 
own record of sales of obsolete ships. In 1909-10 Great 
Britain sold fifteen ships of various types, which origi­
nally cost $19,227,914, and received for them $676,207.

Overdue Reforms.
The problems it will tackle include 

the tightening of the safeguards for 
the protection of young girls and the 
improvement of the position of the un­
married mother and the widow with a 
family. These questions, with others, 
have been chosen because they repre­
sent overdue reforms which are in­
dorsed by British public opinion.

The aims and organization of the 
group were described to me by the 
viscountess very frankly, very ener­
getically, in one of the first interviews 
she ever has given.

Domestic Issues Up.
"During the last few months people 

have begun to go back to domestic is­
sues, and there has been a great deal 
of talk about what women want done, 
largely by societies whose main func­
tion is to educate the newly enfran­
chised.

"They talk of an equal economic 
status, equal moral standards and other 
things, some of which have nothing 
to do with legislation at all, but are 
matters of social custom and so on. 
But nothing has been done.

"So came into being the six-point- 
group, so-called because it exists to 
secure reform on the six most press­
ing points in the women’s program; 
reform in the laws concerning child 
assault changes with regard to the legal 
status of the children of widowed moth­
ers and the unmarried mother and her 
child; equal rights for married parents 
in the guardianship of infants; equality 
of pay for men and women teachers; 
and equality of pay and opportunities 
for men and women in the civil ser­
vice.

"The value of these points is that 
they more or less involve questions 
on which the necessary education al­
ready has been done and the general 
opinion is in favor of them. They are 
all points of importance which easily 
could be legislated upon.

"Under the English parliamentary 
system the only bill which has any real 
chance of getting through both houses 
is a Government bill. Therefore the 
only chance of remedying these griev­
ances is to Induce the Government to 
take them up.

"Always in England our laws are bad 

when they concern people. They pro­
tect property, not individuals.

“One of the curious features of the 
law is that In the case of assault upon 
a child between 13 and 16. the man 
can get off if he says he had reasonable 
cause to believe the girl was over 16. 
As a matter of fact our magistrates 
and judges do not administer the ex­
isting law as one could wish, and one 
of the difficulties of getting It altered 
is that it involves drawing attention to 
certain cases of laxity on the part of 
magistrates.

“The defence of ‘reasonable cause' 
will now be removed from the law if 
the Bishop of London’s bill, which has 
passed the House of Lords, goes through 
the Commons.

"As to the position of the young un­
married mother with a child, everybody 
more or less is agreed that the law is a 
generation behind public opinion, which 
holds that the one person you must 
protect is the child. The law ignores 
the child, being extraordinarily hard in 
that way.

“It is strange that when a child la 
illegitimate it has only the mother as 
guardian, while in the case of married 
parents the father is the only guar­
dian, the mother being legally voiceless. 
So we seek to give the child its proper 
number of parents, placing the mother 
as a guardian in the same position en­
joyed now by the father.

“The questions of equal pay and 
status are obviously important, and the 
civil service has been taken as the first 
point of attack because the state, as an 
employer, should and will be the model 
for the position of women in private 
employment. At present the various 
branches of the civil service are ante- 
dlluvian in this matter, largely owing to 
the attitude of the treasury, whose of­
ficials have a perfect horror of giving 
women anything like equal pay and op­
portunity.

"The same arguments apply to the 
demand for equal pay for men and 
women teachers. They come indirectly 
under the Government board of educa­
tion, which gives grants to local authori­
ties, and therefore teachers’ pay is a 
Government matter. The demand for 
this adjustment is general; Its success, 
it is thought, will affect women’s pay 
in every other profession."

PODGORITZA, Mentenegro, May 30. 
—No people are received in Montenegro 
with such confidence and frank welcome 
as Americans.

A United States passport furnishes 
entry to any part of the country.

The people have a touching belief in 
the disinterestedness of Americans, on 
striking contrast to th© aloofness and 
suspicion with which they greet other 
foreigners. This is due largely to the 
generous attitude of the United States 
toward Montenegro during the war, and 
to the widespread relief work done by 
Americans.

The Montenegrins, who are almost 
exclusively of th© Greek Orthodox 
Church, are Serbian fugitives from the 
Turks. They speak the Serbian tongue; 
but instead of deeming themselves on a 
par with other Serbians, they believe 
they are a sort of Serbian aristocracy.

As a rule they are extremely poor, and 
live in thatched huts. The men gener. 
ally carry quite an arsenal of weapons 
in their girdles, which they regard as 
their most precious possession. Even 
the priests carry rifles. The women, 
though often beautiful, perform most 
of the menial tasks, and soon lose their 
good looks. Large families are the reule.

They are a melancholy and fatalistic 
race, and believe In vampires, fairies, 
witches and ghosts. They believe that 
disease is brought by evil spirits. To 
keep out these spirits, or "jinni," they 
always close their windows tightly at 
night.

With the exception of a few fertile 
valleys, Montenegro is a mass of jagged 
grey rocks, with little patches of earth 
that has been patiently gathered by the 
peasants from the roadways and carried 
to sheltered nooks. These little plots 
are jealously guarded and carefully cul­
tivated. They produce only afew hand­
fuls of grain, yet entire families depend 
upon them for sustenance.

NEW YORK, May 30.—Mary Garden 
director of the Chicago Grand Opera 

I Company, and Harold F. McCormick, 
|president of the International Harvester 
Company, and principal backer of the 
opera organization, are in New York to 
save the Manhattan Opera House for 
grand opera.

They are trying to maintain not only 
their three-year lease on the famous 
structure, but also the lease held by 
the San Carlo Opera Company. Ac­
cording to some reports, the Chicago­
ans have negotiated to buy the house 
outright if no other way can be found 
to save it.

Opposed to this is the statement of 
Mrs. Oscar Hammerstein, widow of the 
impresario and builder of the opera 
house, that she had sold the property 
to a clothing firm for a factory site, 
that the leases of the Chicago Grand 
Opera Company and others all were 
subject to cancellation, and that “the 
Chicago Grand Opera Company hasn't 
a chance ever to get back into the Man­
hattan.”

"I will put a clause in the deed that 
if the property ever is used for grand 
opera it shall revert to me,” Mrs. Ham­
merstein declared. "I am disgusted 
with the way the Chicago company 
treated me. Harold McCormick is the 
only one who was even civil to me.”

Rosenblatt & Blexner is given in some 
circles as the name of the firm that is 
to take over the opera house site. Geo. 
Blumenthal, attorney for Mrs. Ham­
merstein, said he thought that was the 
name of the concern, but would not dis­
cuss any details until certain arrange­
ments had been made. Papers have 
been drawn up for the deal, he declared, 
but Mrs. Hammerstein said she had 
not signed them yet.

The price of $960,000 has been men­
tioned as tho figure to be paid by the 
clothing firm, at private sale. Under a 
supreme court order, the opera house, 
unless previously disposed of, is to be 
sold at auction to satisfy a judgment 
of $143,324 in favor of Mrs. Stella 
Hammerstein Keating and Mrs. Rose 
Hammerstein Tostevin, daughters of 
Oscar Hammerstein. Lawrence Beren- 

|son is receiver for Mrs. Hammerstein.
October 1 is the date upon which the 

razing of the opera house is to be com­
menced. according to Mr. Blumenthal. 
He declared that Mrs. Hammerstein, 
laving failed in efforts to get assistance 
in keeping the Manhattan for opera, 
now is determined that opera shall not 
be presented there in future..

"I don't know just where the matter 
stands,” Mr. McCormick said. "We 
hope to save the Manhattan for our 
opera. Our attorneys have the matter 
in hand, and until they reach a final 
conclusion I have nothing to say."

Miss Garden was said to be suffering

LONDON, May 29.—Recent excava­

tions in the neighborhood of Abraham's 
birthplace by Dr. Hall of the British 
Museum Egyptian department, resulted 
in many interesting and valuable discov­
eries. Dr. Hall’s researches led to the 
conclusion that the Babylonian city of 
Ur, from which the Patriarch Abraham 
set forth on his wanderings to the Prom­
ised Land, existed long before King 
Urenger repaired it 2,500 B. C. The ex- 

! cavations revealed a number of copper 
and iron heads, probably intended to be 
supporters of the throne, with eyes made 
of shell and jasper, and teeth and 
tongue, all fastened on with copper wire, 
were also found. These heads were of 
cast copper. To cast copper is an ex­
ceedingly difficult operation, and the ac­
complishment of it is an indication of 
the high point of civilization attained by 
these early dwellers of lower Babylonia. 
As the heads were hollow, they were 
filled with bitumen and clay to make 
them more durable. This fact explains, 
most probably the enigma of the image 
mentioned in Daniel which was a mix­
ture of metal and clay.

Two wonderful columns were discov­
ered. The trunk of these was wood, 
which perished long ago. They were 
covered with diamond shape scales fast­
ened with copper wire. These scales 
were red, black and white. Nothing 
like these columns had ever been seen 
before. It is an absolute novelty in 
archaeology.

One of the most notable finds was a 
wonderful relief in copper depicting 
two stags facing in opposite directions 
and vainly endeavoring to escape from a 
lion-headed eagle that grasped them by 
the tails. Dr. Hall interprets the relief 
as depicting the political and military
