changes in the immigration policies 
of both federal and provincial gov­
ernments is being made by district 
farmers and prominent agriculturists 
of Middlesex. It is expected that a 
meeting will be called shortly at 
which condemnation of the present 
immigration system will be expressed, 
and numerous important changes 
recommended.

According to leading farmers of 
the community, provincial machinery 
for placing immigrants on farms is 
inefficient and expensive: the type of 
farm laborer sent to Canada from 
Great Britain is inferior, and the 
methods by which men are transport­
ed here and allocated to various farm 
districts wholly unsatisfactory. The 
farmers, therefore, purpose calling a 
meeting at which an entirely new im­
migration system will be drawn up. 
and a petition sent to both govern­
ments urging that it be adopted.

A preliminary program of changes 
has already been prepared. This goes 
into the problem in detail, showing 
up the alleged dissatisfaction of the 
present system and advising specific 
remedies. The most important clauses 
are:

1. That emigration agents in 
Great Britain, who are paid so much 
each for every emigrant they send 
to Canada, be all discharged. With 
the federal government paying these 
agents so much per head for laborers, 
ft is inevitable that the worst type 
should be sent to Canada.

2. That the system of unrestricted 
emigration to Canada be abolished. 
This would keep out the undesirables 
who usually become public charges. 
At present thousands of immigrants 
are allowed into the country who are 
mentally unfit. This type seldom 
stays on a farm more than a few 

Imonths.
j 3 That a strenuous effort be made 
to secure only the best type of immi- 

grant and that the unfit be denied 
entrance to the Dominion.

4. That all farm laborers for On­
tario be distributed from Toronto and 
that the fare from Great Britain to 
their final destination be the same for 
one as for another.

5. That the present system by which 
immigration officials are apppointed 
to place the laborers on farms be 
eliminated, and the actual placing he 
done by county agricultural repre­
sentatives. who know what type of 
men the farmers of their community 
need.

Back Statement.
The statement of William Tite that 

the majority of men placed on farms 
by the provincial immigration inspec­
tor return to the cities and join the 
ranks of the unemployed, is perfectly 
true, district farmers claim. Al­
though nearly 1.000 men have been 
sent to work for farmers of Western 
Ontario this year. less than 250 have 
stuck to their jobs. The reason for 
this, it is said, is that the kind of 
laborer brought to Canada is not of 
the industrious type.

He stated that Quebec ■ 
was alive to the situation and was ( 
making greater efforts in this con- • 
nection than Ontario. In his opinion ■ 
cut-over lands could be utilized for • 
the grazing of a sturdy type of cat-1 
tie, a suggestion that the committee 1 
promised to investigate. a

Commenting on the suggestion, I
Chairman Dr. Jamieson stated that I
he thought that the government could I 
give assistance to private individuals 1
in reforesting waste lands, in addi-I 
tion to supplying the trees, as is now I 
the case. W. M. Norris, secretary of I 
the Ontario School Trustees’ Asso-1 
ciation, addressed the committee in-I 
formally for a few minutes on the J 
subject of rural education. He will 1 
appear at the committee meeting on 1 
Wednesday next to go into the sub- 1 
ject more fully. Mr. Norris stated J 
that he felt that rural contentment 1 
had its basis in the education of the 1 
child during the school period. 1

Sergeant Wimperis and his family 
have been living in tar paper shacks 
tor nearly seven years. Next week 
they are going to move into a real 
house. They are wondering what it 
will be like.

The genial sergeant, who is the 
assistant editor of the Connecting 
File, the Royal Canadian Regiment 
magazine, has been dogged by tar 
paper for nearly seven years. Every 
place he has been sent tar paper 
Quarters have been there to greet 
him. Yet he comes up smiling!

While living in married quarters at 
Wellington Barracks. Halifax, the 
sergeant and his family were buried 
in the ruins of the Halifax disaster 
on Dec. 6. 1917. The barracks were 
destroyed. They lost all their be­
longings and very nearly their lives 
- Hit by Disaster.

Like other survivors they lived as 
best they could until the relief com­
mission erected 800 apartments of 
beaver board and tar paper.

Sergt. Wimperis was loaned by the 
military authorities to the relief com­
mission. He took charge of half the 
houses, and in April. 1918 moved in­
to one of them.

In anticipation of his afternoon's 
labors, the prince did not indulge in 
his usual morning exercises. Instead 
he made a complete inspection of the 
ship, accompanied by the captain and 
other officers.

In the evening with the members of 
his party he attended the charity 
concert.

The tug-of-war was held on the 
deck near the prince’s quarters, and 
Lady Mountbatten, with her friends, 
Mrs. Norton and Lady Diana Man­
ners, witnessed the contest.

After the United States team had 
won they pulled against the news­
papermen on board the steamer and 
defeated them ignominously.

Meantime the prince had gone to 
his suite and there donned a “blazer" 
and came out to compete in the po­
tato race. The weather, as the 
steamer crossed the gulf stream, was 
extremely oppressive. Everybody was 
warm, but happy.

Down 50before they can shake hands with 
him. He has come to loathe, too, 
being photographed, particularly as 
he has an idea that he does not 
"take" particularly well. There are 
those who know the prince inti­
mately who predict that he will one 
day relinquish his royal rank, and 
disappear into private life as Lord 
Chester, leaving his younger brother, 
the Duke of York, to become Prince 
of Wales. Such an idea, however, 
is not to be taken seriously.

Income, One Million a Year.
The prince’s income is derived 

principally from the Duchy of Corn­
wall, which was created to provide 
funds for heirs to the throne, who 
receive nothing from the civil list. 
When King George, as Prince of 
Wales, was in receipt of the income 
from the duchy, it amounted to about 
ninety thousand pounds, roughly 
$450,000 per annum. Today the 
duchy is worth at least two hundred 
thousand pounds, nearly a million 
dollars, per annum to the prince. The 
duchy is divided into two portions, 
one in Cornwall, bringing in an in­
come of sixty thousand pounds per 
annum; the other portion consists of 
the populous district in south Lon­
don known as Kennington.

The revenues from this part of the 
duchy have. I am informed, more 
than trebled in value during the past 
fifteen years. Many leases have 
fallen in, and the estate has been 
considerably improved. Since the 
prince acceded to the revenues from 
the duchy, his personal expenditure 
probably has not exceeded one-eighth 
of his income. Since 1912, when he 
became legally possessed of the 
duchy at the age of eighteen, he has 
saved and invested at least one hun­
dred thousand pounds per annum, 
probably more.

The prince is now a property 
holder in many quarters of the globe. 
He has left the conduct of his in­
vestments mainly to his friend Lord 
Revelstoke, the banker. These in­
vestments and purchases of property 
have been conducted with great 
secrecy—they have been made in 
most instances in the name of a 
nominee. It is stated, by the way, 
that the prince is the owner of a 
certain amount of real estate in New 
York, but of this it has been impos­
sible to get confirmation.

Prince Pays No Rent.
Month after month his royal high­

ness becomes richer by thousands of 
pounds. It does not cost him more 
than a few thousands a year to run 
York House, his London home. The 
resident domestic staff there consists 
of four men servants and a chef. Five 
housemaids attend at York House 
every day between 8 o’clock and noon, 
and they are paid five shillings each 
a day.

The prince pays no rent for York 
House, which is part of the old Pal­
ace of St. James, and is lent to him 
by the King. He took up his resi- 
dence there in July. 1919, when it 
was considered that he should have 
an establishment of his own. but it 
had previously been his home in 
hildhood until his parents moved to 

Marlborough House after Queen Vic­
toria’s death. In 1915 the King hand­
ed York House over to Lord Kitch­
ener. who had no London residence, 
and it was occupied by K. of K. up 
to the time of his death.

The main entrance to York House 
is quite unpretentious in appearance, 
is in the quadrangle of the palace 
known as ambassador's court. As 
one enters the hall, there is to be seen 
in the north angle a collection of 
rums which were carried during the 
war by the drummers of the 1st and 
3rd Battalions of the Grenadier 
Guards, units of the ■ regiment in

under the restraints imposed upon 
him by his position, and more and 
more has broken out in rebellion 
against these restraints, and sought 
to lead the life of a normal young 
man whose conduct is not regulated 
and controlled by what to the prince 
seems to be an antiquated and ridi­
culous code of convention. He took 
to riding in steeplechases because in 
this sport he found himself on a 
level with his fellow sportsmen. In 
point-to-point races there is no room 
for the observance of royal etiquette 
and that fact made a strong appeal 
to the prince.

He is a keen and daring horseman 
and every time he rides in a race he 
risks his neck, but that fact appears 
to worry him not at all. The out­
cry that was raised against his riding 
in steeplechases after his last bad 
fall apparently had little or no effect 
upon him. Directly the steeplechas­
ing season reopens. I hear on good 
authority, the prince will be in the 
saddle again, risking his neck across 
country.

When He Becomes "Chester."
On every possible occasion the 

prince drops his royal rank. Fre- 
quently he dines out as "Lord Ches­
ter." and is received as an ordinary 
guest by his host and hostess. And 
when he joins in one of the nocturnal 
"treasure hunts" that have been so 
popular of late with some of the 
youthful members of the “smart set." 
he becomes just “Chester" for the 
evening, and is ioked and chaffed by 
his fellow treasure hunters without 
any regard to his rank.

Probably no other heir-apparent in 
modern times has disregarded the 
conventions so deliberately. Even 
his grandfather. King Edward, free 
and easy as he was in many ways 
was invariably accompanied by at 
least one of his equerries when he

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, Aug. 27.—Representatives 

of the Canadian Manufacturers’ As- 
sociation, boards of trade and other 
interests, as well as farmers, ap­
peared today before the agricultural 
inquiry committee of the Ontario 
Legislature, which is endeavoring to 
discover the impediments resting on 
the farming industry in this province, 
and all gave statements of their 
views and suggested remedial meas­
ures. There was a wide diversity of 
causes suggested for the present 
neglect of Ontario farms.

Two representatives of the Cana­
dian Manufacturers' Association, Col. 
A. F. Hatch. Hamilton, president, 
and J. M. McIntosh, secretary, said 
recent reductions in the tariff was 
the chief cause, while J. J. Morrison.

* secretary of the United Farmers of 
Ontario, emphasized mainly the lack 

|of co-operative marketing, the bur­
den of taxation, "excessive salaries" 
to men in high places, the demands 

i of labor unions for higher wages and 
shorter hours, and an "unsatisfactory 
class" of immigrants

Blames Freight Rates.
. Senator Gideon Robertson pointed 

to the heavy freight rates as a bur­
den to the farmer, and Lieut.-Col. 
Brown of London, Ont., expressed the 

i view that a broader social life in 
' the rural communities would help 

to check the exodus from the farms 
and aid the farming industry gen­
erally.

Other speakers, criticized the far- 
imers for not living up to their oppor- 

tunitles. Charles McCurdy said 
some of the greatest reasons for dis­
content among the farmers could be 
found at the union stock yards. He 
did not believe that 50 per cent of the 
cattle brought to market could pay 
a profit to the farmer. The farmer, 

r he said, should learn to produce the 
goods for which the market had a 

* demand.
1 Not all the speakers were pessi­

mistic in their outlook. George Wil- 
kson, of the Toronto Board of Trade, 

said the calamity talk was entirely 
out of place. He believed that things 
were getting back to a more pros- 

i perous state for all concerned, due 
largely to the good crop in prospect 
this year.

The sitting of the committee will 
continue tomorrow.

Manufacturers’ Association, “through

Immigration Costly.
Col. Hatch, president of the C. M. 

A., expressed somewhat similar news.

imeant the loss to the Canadian far­

mer of $22,444,000 of his produce.
"The trouble with agriculture," J. 

J. Morrison averred, "is that it does 
not provide sufficient remuneration. 
To offset these conditions in the in­
dustry we have resorted to palliatives 
instead of correctives, a most favor- 

• ed one being immigration. Immigra­
tion appeals to transportation in­
terests wanting fares, to business in­
terests wanting more consumers, and 
to farmers wanting help. This policy

vassel. Immigrants are costly, and

the quality is ever growing more un- 
satisfactory.”

The problem, in Mr. Morrison’s 
view, was whether the system of 
business could not be readjusted so 
that the farmers’ dollar would become 
equal in purchasing power to the 
rural workers'.

He referred then to the burden of 
taxation which the country was 
carrying, specifying particularly the 
operating costs of the National Rail­
ways. "We are," he said, “paying 
excessive salaries, many times that 
paid our prime minister and main­
taining superb offices and equip­
ment, in many cases on borrowed 
capital.

"One of Mr. Morrison’s main com­
plaints was that the farmer did not 
market his own produce, but that he 
had his marketing done for him. 
Prices received came within the 
range of speculators and were 
largely out of his control. His cost 
was not considered in fixing them, 
while he in his turn was forced to 
buy commodities manufactured upon 
the basis of cost, plus profit.

Co-operative marketing was one of 
the remedies which Mr. Morrison 
specifically urged for correcting the 
conditions which he had so generally 
outlined.

Defends Labor.
As representatives of the labor 

viewpoint. E. W. A. O’Dell, of the 
boot and shoe workers, and È. Ingles 
of the electrical workers were em­
phatically of the opinion that labor 
was not drawing more than its fair 
share of the national income.

A. H. Wilford of Windsor spoke in 
advocacy of cold storage for the 
farmer. At the present time, he de­
clared, it was the commission 
merchant and the retailer who were 
using cold storage. He believed that 
it should be the farmer, who should 
learn not to dump all his goods upon 
the market at the time of production. 
"Co-operative marketing is a great 
thing,” he said, "and you can do a 
great deal by means of it. But you do 
a whole lot more by co-operative 
holding.”

After speaking of the high freight 
rates prevailing in Canada, Senator 
Robertson said: ‘Notwithstanding 
this fact, rates in Canada today are 
lower than in the United States, 
which is the best possible proof of 
the fast that our railways are effi­
ciently managed.”

Senator Robertson quoted from the 
annual report of the department of 
railways to the effect that the aver­
age wage of railway employees in 
Canada, from presidents down to 
messenger boys, was 64 cents per 
hour, or $127 per month. In view of 
the prevailing cost of living, he con­
sidered this sum to be entirely 
reasonable.

M. Taylor of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association, Charles Mar- 
iott of the Board of Trade, W. D. 
Best of the Brotherhood of Railway 
Firemen, Mr. McFarland of the

Kennedy of Cobourg, Walter Morson 
of the Prosperity League and J. Mc­
Dougall of the C. P. R.

Stribling. Georgia light heavyweight, 
and Paul Berlenbach, slugging New 
Yorker, fought to a draw tonight in a 
slashing battle between two of the ring’s 
youngest and latest fistic sensations.

A shade of ringside newspaper opin­
ion apparently favored Stribling, but 
there was a little outburst of approval 
when the judges declared the match a 
draw after six rounds of speedy fight­
ing before a crowd of approximately* 
25,000 in the New York Velodrome.

Stribling, younger but more experi­
enced, outboxed his rugged rival from 
start to finish, bewildering Berlenbach 
with dazzling speed and scoring re­
peatedly with a lightning-like jab, 
varied occasionally with a crashing 
right cross

Berlenbach, on the other hand, car­
ried the fight to Stribling in the last 
three rounds, and rocked the Georgian 
with a series of rights and lefts to the 
head in the fourth, that kept a stream 
of blood flowing from the southerner's 
nose. Stribling was guilty of holding 
repeatedly. He was cautioned several 
times by the referee, and once was 
booed by the crowd, for pounding Ber-

At close range Berlenbach landed 
heavily about Stribling's ribs, and 
toward the end of the third round a 
glancing left started the blood from 
Stribling’s nose.

Once 
he forced the southerner against the 
ropes, after they had exchanged stiff 
Vallops to the head, and sent his right 
and left crashing into the Georgian's 
chin, but Stribling quickly ducked out 
of further danger.

Overdoing the Calamity Talk.
The Mail and Empire believes Premier King 

is responsible for everything that is wrong in 
Canada. Railway deficits, taxation that comes 
from unpaid war charges, unemployment that is 
common all over the world—all these things it 
bund es up and places to the charge of the 
prime minister and asks what he is going to do 
about it.

The Toronto paper is gloomy indeed, and in 
this way talks to the premier:

“Unemployment is rife in Canada, and it 
is feared will grow steadily worse. How 
does the prime minister intend to solve this 
problem? The lumber mills have most of 
this year’s cut in their yards, and the work 
in the woods this winter will be below 
normal. Our railways are discharging men, 
not hiring them”
Not one word does the Mall and Empire 

offer b.- way of solution. It simply groans the 
groan of helplessness. It seems to think it has 
accomplished its task by going through all the 
gestures of despair with which it is so thor­
oughly familiar from long practice.

It is pursuing the same tactics as Hon. 
Arthur Meighen. who in his addresses points 
to all the unfavorable conditions he can cata­
logue, and leaves a picture that is as gloomy as 
his deft pessimism can make it.

The Mail and Empire complains that there 
is unemployment; Mr. Meighen wails that Cana­
dians have left for United States.

The government is blamed for both condi­
tions. Mr. Meighen says that “since the advent 
of the new administration at Ottawa, with its 
threats against the tariff. 300.000 Canadians 
have gone to the United States."

The figure 300,000 looks larger than it really 
is, because up to a few months ago we had no 
system of counting the Canadians who came 
back. United States counted them as they went 
across, but we did not check them up as they 
came back. We are doing this now, and in the 
last four months 18,870 Canadians have returned 
from United States.

To what extent can the Mail and Empire or 
Mr. Meighen blame the government for this 
condition? In 1920 the number leaving Canada 
for United States was 90,025, and in 1921, 72.317. 
That accounts for 162,342 of those who have 
gone in the last four years, and Mr. Meighen 
cannot blame tariff changes for their departure, 
for his own party was in charge of tariff adjust­
ments then. It was in 1922 that the King 
government took charge, and 46,810 left in that 
year, a very low record. It was in 1923 that a 
record was established, when 117,011 Canadians 
left fcr United States

Surely that could not be blamed to the 
Liberal tariff, for the 1923 budget, brought down

On the basis of the 1923 crop of 469,761.000 
bushels Canada stood second, being exceeded 
only by United States with 781,737,000 bushels.

Despite threatening weather, the 
wheat was well cured and taken in in good 
shape. It is selling at a price that is much 
closer to a fair value than for some time.

Through TicketThe Experience of Manitoba.
Manitoba is finding that government control 

of the liquor business is not as easy as a good 
many people would have us imagine.

A week or so ago it was necessary to make 
radical changes in the size and manner of im­
posing fines for breaking the law.

Now the liquor commission has decided to 
curtail entirely the sale of beer by the glass 
and allow only a stated number of bottles to be 
purchased per week or month. This move is 
made because the situation was getting out of 
hand; existing regulations were found to be 
insufficient to exercise the necessary control.

There are people in Ontario, among them 
many advocates of temperance, who advance 
the view that the 0. T. A. is not a feasible 
measure. They see the defects in its adminis­
tration, and have heard so much urged against 
if that they have come to the belief that some 
form of government control would be more 
desirable

People who have reached this stage of 
thought should observe carefully the defects of 
government control. They should see that it 
has opened the way to abuses in Manitoba in a 
short time that call for new and more stringent 
regulations. Government control is not all that 
the name implies. It means that the govern­
ment undertakes to control a traffic that Ontario 
has been seeking to abolish. It is not a step in 
advance.

Whether you travel over the level 
roads of the West the hilly roads 
of Upper Canada, or the mountain­
ous roads of the East,you have

But 
they haa good leadership, and the solution was 
"Speak to the children of Israel that they go 
forward."

In a national way we want to hear some such 
message from our leaders of thought and opinion 
today. This continual wailing of voices and 
wringing of hands is not going to furnish the 
right kind of road signs for the people of 
Canada.

‘cold route’ through the Hudson 
Bay should not become a similar suc­
cess. Any national enterprise is more 
or less of a gamble, and the Hudson 
Bay Railway should be no more an 
element of doubt than was the build­
ing of the Canadian Pacific. I am 
going over the road with an open 
mind. Tributary industry along the 
route would, I believe, be sufficient 
to warrant the completion of the 
road as a paying branch of the Can­
adian National Railways.

"There are two kinds of opposi­
tion to the road, first, the expending 
of vast sums of money, hopelessly:

It is declared that he 
has the support of what are called the 
"progressive" forces in the party, 
and. it is said, of a number of the 
Liberal members of the legislature. 
He has given no indication that he 
is a candidate for the position.

George Webster, mayor of Cal­
gary. is also mentioned, but at 
present he is not a member of the 
House.
