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MGR. SATOLLI AT THE GRIDIRON
~. oLUB. :

A MASTERLY DIRSERPATION ON IT8 MISSION,
118 FUNOIION AND ITS RE~ '
SPONSIBILTTIES,

. Mgr. Salolli was a guest of the Grid-
iron Club, at its tenth annual dinner at
the Arlington Hotel, Washingion, D.C,,
and his address on the Press was one of
the features of the ocoasion. Mgr.
Satolll spoke as follows : —

*“From Aristotle to Montesquien, the
renowned anthor of ‘ L’Esprit des Lois,’
learned men have divided the functions
of government into classes—the legisla-
tive, the executive or administrative,and
the judicial—-which are, in truth, but
three activities of ons and the same
power which is vested in him who has
the oare of the people and represents
them. Now, however, an adequate div-
ision of the powers of government would
have tu include a fourth element, and
this is public opinion exercising its ac-
tivity through the organiam of the pub-
lic press.

It is consequently a great pleasure
and honor to me to be with you this
evening, feeling us I do.that I am sur
ronnded by the representatives of thia
fourth power in the greatest and most
glorious of modern republics—a republic
emulous of the glory of those of ancient
times. A half century ago one of the
principal periodicals of Europe, the
Civita Cattolica, at the beginning of its
existence said :

“¢It happens naturally that in those
countries where journalism is in vogue it
comes t0 be a true, perhaps even the su-
preme social power, it being received as
&n axiom that public opinion is the mis-
tress and queen of the world. This public
opinion hag no other means of making
itself felt nor organ for its manifestation
more officious than journalism.’

BRYCR'S WORDS,

“ And Bryce, in his admirable work
on * The American Commonwealith? de-
clares : ‘In no country is public opinion
so powerful a8 in the United States ; in
no country can it be so well studied.
Yet opinion has really been the chief
and ultimate power in nearly all times,
I mean the opinion, unspoken, uncon-
scious, but not the least real and potent,
of the masses of the pevple, and it is the
public press which has the most general
and efficacious influence in constituting,
moderating, keeping alive and modify-
ing when mnecessity requires public
opinion.’ .

“It is & question whether laws de-
pend from the aocial dispositions of the
people or whether the social dipositions
depend from the laws,in my opinion
the dependence is mutunal, and conse-
quently the legislative power cannot
hold itself independent of nor indifferent
to the popular opinion, which manifests
itself throughout the press,

“In this connection it is interesting
to note the teaching of the celebrated
Isidore of Beville concerning the neces-
aaxry characteristics of all human law,
Hesays:

‘A law will be thoroughly reasonable
only when it is in, conformity with reli-
gion and good order, and promotes
public welfare. It must be & proper
law, just, possible both naturally and
considering the customs of the country ;
it must be befitting the circumstances of
time acd place ; it ehould be needed and
usefal ; it should be clear, too, contain-
ing nothing which may give rise to
oavils on account of its obsourity ; it
should benefit no private interest, but
should be enacted only for the common
good of the people at large.

“Man, a8 a social being, has three
ﬂgtusnl needs—tihe %ommnniica:imn of
is ideas ; interest and participation in
the government of the State to which he
belongs; to be kept as acourately and
promptly as possible Informed of what
goes on In the world about him. Noth-
g better meeta these three wants than
the public press. If man were left with
the faculty of apeech alone, none of thess
thres needs would be satisfied. Books
are, 'tis trme, a useful expedient, but
rather serve for general instruction than
for the prastical knowledge of the daily
enurse of events, and may fittingly be
aalled the Aixed press. Periodicals answer
the need better, but not snfficiently, as
experience proves. They may be term-
ed an intermittent press, The daily, or
publio press, a continuous press, when
well organized has the advantage of be-
ing tully Froportionate to the actual exi-
gencies of the human mind.

LIFE A BYLLOGISM,

_" The practica! life, not anly of the in-
dividual, but also of the body politio, is
a syllogism, the msajor proposition of
which, containing & general truth, may
be fonnd in the book press; the minor
may be had from the periodicals ; but to
draw the conclusion belongs properly to
the daily public press, which, day by
dsy, desaribes the socisl life in its minut-
est details. And, therefore, just aa the
conclusion of the syllogism contains in
itself all the atrength of the premises and
isdistinct from them, so the public press
contains all the force of general truths
and of particular applications, deseribing
as In its proper field that which is done
in praotical life, a8 well by the govern-
ing as by the governed.

“8ociety is an organized body. The
government is its head, the people its
members, the military ite nerves and
mauscles, its blood the wealth which has
its sistole and astole through the indus-
try of the people ; morality and religion
are it8 heart, the press may well be
termed its lungs, since it serves as the
organ of publio respiration.

“Or again I do not hesitate to say
that, in the body poiitio, the public
press has that office which in the in-
dividual is performed by conscience, and
to define it as the organ of social con-
soience. In fact, what are the functions
of conscience? To testify, to withhold
and instigate, to acouse, to reprehend
and to canse remorse.

THREEFOLD APPLICATION,

. All these thinﬁs follow the applica-
tion of what we know to what we do,
and this application is three-fold : First,
when we recogniza that we have or have
not done something, and in this way
conecience is said to testify ; next, when
we judge that we ought or ought not to
dosomething, and so conacience inatigat a
or withholds; and finally, when we
judge that what we have done was well
or badly done, and conscience accuses,
approves or zeprehends.

¢ And is it not indeed the public press
whioch makes known the deeds of society
from day to day ? Charles Dudley War-
ner declares that the purpose of the crea-
tion of the newspaper ie that it should
be a ‘mirror of contemporary life” Is it
not the public press which at the proper
time should make known to the makers
of laws what should or should not be
done for the common welfare? Can any-
one deny to the public press the right,
in matters which concern the people at
large, to entimate the value of publie
acts? And especislly does the public
prese act as the public congolence since
the mass of the people think, speak and
act under the influence of impressions
received from the daily papers.

Resolved : That while the Knights of
Father Mathew of Missouri preserve in-
tact their own government, constitution
and by-laws, they, in Supreme Council
assembled, declare themselves a subor-
dinate union of the Catholic Total Abstin-
ence Union of Americs.

By this act has been created a new sub-
ordinate union covering territory where
heretofore the Catholic Total Abati-
nence Union has had but few representa-
tives, and there has been added to our
roll & magnificent body of men, twenty-
five hundred strong, of whom the cause
of total abstinence may well be proud.

Not only have we reason to rejoice
over this as an evidence of the progress
of total abstinence work, but from other
and unexpected quarters comes other
evidence.

CARDINAL MORAN

On the Effects of the Retormation.

. His Eminence Cardinal Moran, Arch-
bishop of Sydney, Australia, has recently
had a controversy with the Right Rever-
end Dootor Camidge, Protestant Bishop
of Ballarat, as to the effects of the so-
oalled Reformation. In the course of a
long letter His Eminence writes: All
contemporary writers attest that never
was the Church in more complete servi-
tude to the Crown than during Elizabeth’s
reign, and never were more disastrous re-
sults witnessed throughout the length
and breadth of England. Scory, Protest-
ant Bishop of Hereford, writes to Qecil
in 1561, as set forth :n the State papers,
that his Cathedral had become a very
nureery of blasphemy, immorality, pride,
suyersuuon and ignorance. Bristowe, in
1575, attests that **never was there less
humility and charity, never more im-
morality and perjury, so that nothing is
tobe looked for but universal destruction
and utter deeolation.” A little later
Veron writes regarding the Anglican
clergy : “Immorality, drunkenness and
gluttony unto them is but sport and
pastime. They backbite, they slander,
they chide and atrive. Among them
there ia no modesty, no soberness, no
temperancy. All deceit, all craft, all
subtlety and falsehood reigmeth among
them. Whereas, if ye hear them dis-
pute and reason of the Secriptures and
the Word of God, ye will think{that they
be very angels that be come down from
Heaven.” Anregardscivil liberty,it was
quite orushed and banished out of Eng-
land in those days. Maoaulay refers to
this fact in his essay op Hampden, and
adds: “If the system on which the
founders of the Church of England acted
could have been permanent, the Refor-
mation would have in a political senase
the greatest curse that ever fell upon our
country.’ Doctor Camidge seems to
take offence at being styled a Protestant
Bishop, and yet it is not Ifalone, but the
whole world, that gives him this designa-
tion. The name Protestant, though bear-
ing with it the tell-tale imprees of heresy,
was oﬂiciallhqasumed by the Anglican
Bishops in zabeth’s reign, and oon-
tinued for 100 years to be refarded a8
the privileged atyle and title of the Eng-
lish Reformation. Dean Hook, in “Lives
of the Archbishop of Oantprfauty." ex-
pressly atteats that Archbishop Parker
and those who promoted the Reformation
in England wished to be known “by the
name of Protestants,” and he further at-
tests that till the period of the Bevolu-
tion the term 'Proteatn.nt_contmued to be
used in England “to designate & Church
of England-man.” It is as Protestant
that the fovereign of Eogland is
head of the Anglican Ghuxoh, and 0 long
as the present A.ota of Parliament remain,
it is-to her, as Protestant, that allegiance
iz due.

This attituae of the
Church thus con bated by the world, yet
ever triumphant and ever diffasing more
and more through every nation blessings
of divine faith, won the admirtion of
Cardinal Newman, who, in the last work
whick he composed as an Anglican, thus
wrole of the Catholic Church, in whose
communion he was to be a few weeks
iater enrolled :—* When we consider the
succession of ages during which the
Catholic system has endured, the severity
of the trials it has undergone, the sudden
and wonderful changes which have be-
fallen it, the incessant mental activity
and the intellectnal gifts of the maintain
ers, the enthusiasm which it has kindled,
the fury of controversies which have
been carried on among ils professors,
the impetucsity of the assauits
made upon it, the everincrensing re-
sponsibilities to which it has been com-
mitted by the continuous development
of its dogmas, itis quite inconceivable
that it shonld not bave been broken up
and lost were it a corruption of Chris-
tianity. Yet it is stiil living, if there be
& living religion or philosopby in the
world; vigorons, energetic, persuasive,
progressive; vires acguirit eundo. it
grows and is not overgrown ; it spreads
out, yet is not enfeebled ; it is germinat-
ing, yet is ever coneistent with itself.”
There is one point referred to by Dootor
Camidge, which must not be passed over
in siience, He has made the singular
discovery that * 50 Popes in 150 years
were apostates rather than apostolic.”
Tbroughout this controversy I have re-
frained from offering advice to Doctor
Camidge, noris it my intention in the
present instance to offer any. Bat
I would wish to say to the celumni.
ous writer from whom he has in-
nocently copied such trash : “If you bear
false witness, endeavour at least whilat
doing so not to make & complete fool of
oursel{” An unbroken line of 250
'opes leads back the Catholic Church of
to-day to the first Feast of Pentecost.
The list of the Pontiffs is easily as acces-
sible as is the list of English monarchs
from William the Conqueror to Victoria.
Now, in the nineteenth centuries of the
Church’s life you will not find a single
period of 150 years into which 50 ponti-
ficates have been crowded. Thus, on the
very face of it, manifestly absurd is the
accusation which has been made. It
must be borne in mind, however, that
the personal character of the Popes has
little to do with the matter which
is now under discussion. Even
Voltaire zomarked that “ we must dis-
tingnish the Pontiff from thesovereign.”
All through the troublous times of the
Middle Ages, every lawless feudal baron
and every (Fet.ty tyrant combined with
heresy an
Holy 8ee and to assail the administra-
tion of the Roman Pontiffs. History,
oo, during the past three centuries has
been little better than a conspiracy
againgt truth, but in our own day the
character of the Pontiffs has gradually
been placed in ite true light, and fore-
most in vindicating them have been
learned non-Catholics, men of unim-
peachable integrity and profound histor-
1cal research, Looking back on the long
roll of Popes, it is something to be prou
of that during the centuries of perse-
tion there was not one of them but
proyed himaelf & leader of the army of
@od, whilst it was the privilege of 80 of
their number to win the martyr’s palm
and to seal with their blood the testi-
mony of their faith. This, indeed, is
gomething to lovk back to with pride,
and it is no less cheering to every
Catholio to reflect that no fewer than 76
of those successors of Saint Peter have,
by the heroism of their piety, merited
the aureols of the saints and the honors
of the altar, It is, however, their au-
thoritative teaching of the faith that has
been guaranteed by Heaven; and it is
for this, no matter how subject they may
otherwise have been to the frailties of
bumen nature, that we contend, FEven
in the worst of times, and amid wide-
spread corruption, the general conduct
of the sucoessors of Saint Peter bas been
worthy of their exalted station, and
they have not failed to exercise their

the Catholic Church, has led to sore
startling and perplexing complications.
The Anglicans flatter themselves that
they are Oatholics. But they beloug in
the Proteatant fold by virtue of their own
history and traditions. As Proleatants
they cannot logically sanction private
oonfessicn. They cannot consistently -
hold that their ministers have the power
to forgive slns, because Protestantism
has always rejected and repudiated this
doctrine, If the minister has not such
ower, why should an individual go to
im o confees ?

Canon Shore, a leading church of Eng-
land clergyman, has taken up this sub-
ject and discussed it sensibly in a re-
cently published magazine article, He
quotes from the book of common prayer,
which is a compendium of the constitu-
tion and by-laws of the church, to show
that the leaders of the so-called “‘reforma-
tion ” movement werse fully determined
to do away with private confession, and
to substitute for it a general acknowledg-
ment of gin a8 a preliminary step toward
absolution. Canon Shore quotes this de-
claravion from Jerome Taylor:

“The question is whether to cinfets
all our greater sins to a priest be neces-
sary to salvation, This the church of
Rome affirma; this the charch of Eug-
land and all the Protestant churches
deny.”

Another feature of the question, per-
baps as important as the absence of
power in the minister to forgive sins, is
the obligation under which the Anglican
confeasor labors to preserve the secrecy
of the confessionsl. Having no divine
commission to forgive sins, he has no
binding restraint which would keep him
from disclosing the secrets imparted to
bhim. The Catholic Church rccognizes
the vital importance of this, and has
made an inflexible rule which renders
abaolutely inviolable any secret commu-
nicated under the confesaional seal.
The priest, in this relation, is the me-
dium of communication between the
penitent and bie God, and no human
power can ever be permitted to interfere.
Catholic clergymen have gone to prison
and puffered tortures and deatb ratber
than violate the sigillum confesgionis.—
Boston Republic.

The people,
whilst they have no right to demand im-
possibilit-es, have a right to demand
that the franchise shall be used and that
business shall not be suspended because
of a refusal of trivial concessions.”

But the companies thought
nothing of justice or of the welfare of
the public., They were going torun the
business to suit themselves, and in re-
ference to the commurity from which
they bave obtained the valuable fran-
chises they operate, they mentally echo-
ed the phrase attributed to the late head
of the house of Vanderbilt.”

THE LATE MR, JAMES CONNAUGHTON.

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AN ABLE SKETCH. -
RECOLLECTIONS OF FATHER
 DAWSON. -

OLD TIMES IN OTTAWA—MEN AND DAYS
NOW DEAD—MOST INTERESTING
EVENTS RECALLED.

“Feed the flock of God, which is
among you, taking the oversight thereof,
not by oconstraint, but willingly; not
for filthy lucre, but of a ready miaod;
. neither as being lords over God’s herit-
. age, but being ensamples to the flock,
And when the chief SBhepherd shall ap-
pear, yo shall receive a ocrown of glory
that fadeth not away.”—I FETER, V., 2.

Having been asked by the conductors
of The Owl, to furnish them, for publica-
tion in their popular periodical, with
some of my recollections of our lately
decoased and widely lamented towns-
man, the Very Reverend Dr. Dawson,
V.G., I have thrown into the following
pages, and now submit, the impressions
Ielt on my mind, after an acquaintance’
of over thirty years, with that eminent.
scholar and divine. I think I first hesrd
of Father Dawson in 1863-4, when pre-
paring for publication my Bibliotheca
Canadensis. In that work will be found
an account of his various literary under-
takings from the time when as a very,
young man he made his first esaay as a
writer, I was then living in Qnebec, but
before the appearance of the book, being
then, as now, &8 member of the Civil
Service, I came to Ottawa, on the re-
moval hither of the seat of government,
and on that occasion bhad the pleasore of
meeting Dr. Dawson for the first time.
1t was in the sutumn of 1865; and the
friendship which was then formed be-
tween us, he, a man advanced in years,
and I but just come of age, remained
firm and unbroken until the end, Thers
were as members of the public service at
that time, a8 there are at present, many
ripe #cholars snd men of fine literary
tastes, among whom I recall tbe late
Jobhn Lapnglon, the late Dr. Adamson,
the late Dr. Alpheus Todd, the late Dr.
Tache, the late A. Gerin-Lajoie, the late
Fennings Taylor, the late Etienne
Parent, . the late R. 8. M. Bouchette,
Dr. E. A. Meredith, Mr. W. H,
Griffin, Mr. G. W. Wicksteed and Mr,
Arthur Harvey, and it was to many of
them, as it certainiy was to the younger
members of the fraternity, like myself, a
matter of sincere pleasure and congratu-
lation to meet among the residents of
the new Capital one with Dr. Dawson’s
refinement and breeding and high claims
to intellectual excellence. The oppor-
tunities, however,® were not many, for
cultivating new acquaintances. Owing
to a lack of accomodation, many of tha
public employees were unable as yet to
remove their houschold goods to Ottawa,
and there were fow, if any, agreeable
places of resort, beyond ths Russell
House and Pat O Meara’s eating houae
across the Sapper’s Bridge. But Father
Dawson was a prominent member of the
old Mechanioc’s Institute and Athenseum,
wheze he frequently lectured in com-
pany with the late Mr. A. J. Russell, the
late Major Perry, the late Mr. Henry J.
Friel, and our present distinguished
townsmen, Dr. Thorborn and Sir James
Alexander Grant; and it was in tbe
reading-room and library of this vener-
able institution that the more serious
‘minded of the new-comers accustomed
themaelves to foregather during the long
winter evenings, either to discuss phil-
osophy or talk over the events of the
day.

Father Dawson made everyone at
home, and was always much in request
in this circle. He, a3 1 have remarked,
was a fine scholar, bad read largely and
diligently in general literature and in
addition kept himself remarkably well
informed on &ll that was trasspiring in
our daily world. He possessed also, what
is 80 seldom seen associsted with one
from the land of Macallum More, &
bright and ready wit, which was rarely if
ever found to be out of place; but what,
in my opinion, gave him so firm a hold
on the affections of men was his broad-
minded, liberal, Catholic spirit, so free
from all manner of bigotry and intoler-
ance. - Such & man could not fail of im-
" pressing his personality most particularly
upon the mind  and bheart of Thomas
D'Arcy McGes, then in the zenith

. of .his fame, whose especial mis-
. sion- in- -:Canada seems to have
-~ been the cultivation of a spirit of unity
i and brotherhood among. all creeds and

B

nationalities. The poet-atatesman was
at this period a member of the govern-
ment, and, in the prosecution of his
duties, came -frequently to Ottawa. He
formed the deepest regard and friendship
for Father Dawson, and when in town
would have bhim constantly near him,
along with others of similar worth and
merit. I ‘recall an incident at the

.| delivery of one of his lectures in Ottawa,

I think it was the laat one of a delight-
ful series given by him in illustration of
public opinion, life and character, in the
old Theatre, Wellington street, not long
before his barbarcus assassination, Mr.
McGee had on either side of him, on the
stage, the Venerable Archdeacon Lauder,
rector of Christ Church, and our departed
friend, Dr. Dawaon. Rising at the com-
mencement of the vroceedings, with a
merry twinkie in his eye, he invited
attention to the strength of his support.
*“ With Father Dawson on one side of
me and Father Lauder on the other, I
think,” said he, ** Church and State are
well represented on this occasion I’
Later, in 1869, we had here the Ottawa
Literary Olub, of which tbe late Mr. W.
McKay Wright, a young and populsr
M.P., was President, and Father Dawaon
1st Vice-President. Among those who
took part in our win‘er course of
lectures, was Dr. Bourinot, the present
clerk of the House of Commons, Cal
Gray of New Brunswick, Mr. Sulte, Mr.
H. B. Small, Mr. A. J. Christie, Q.C., Mr.
G. H. Macauley, and Mr, Carroll Ryan,
but undouubtedly the worthy Father'’s
contribution—on McGee—was the chef
d'ceuvre of the series, Father Dawaon
was at this time an occupant of the
Bishop’s Palazce, doing duty with that
exemplary priest and excellent gentle-
man, Viear General Dandurand, to whom,
Lwith the late Bishop Phelan, the
Catholics of Ottawa owe the erection of
their magnificent Cathedral chuarch.
Afterwards he moved - into private
lodgings oa Ashburnham hill with the
late Father Collins. I frequently visited
him and he as often came to ses
me at my bachelor’s quarters, at
Matthew’s hotel, now the Rideau Street
Convent. We took many - pleasant
walks together, and I may here remark,
as an evidence of his nice feeling
of delicacy, that never during the entire
period of our long and close acquaint-
ance did he at any time broach in con-
versation any matter of a controversial
religious character, or seek in any way
toinfluence my judgment in that regard.
He knew that I belopged to another
Church, and like the lrue gentleman
that he was, respected my individual
convictions. Sometimes, however, 1
questioned bim, and I remember on one
ocoasion asking his opinion of Heaven.
His reply was cbaracteristic of the purity
and loveliness of his pature., “Tom
mind,”. he said, “ Heaven is like a bean-
tiful garden, full of beautifu! plants and
beautiful fowers, and where wa walk
g&bout and hold converse with sainta and
angels, and all is endless peace and joy.”
Many a dainty and pleasant little repast
I bave had with the dear old gentleman
either at his.private rooms or at Mat-
thew’s or O'Meara’s the latter of whom's
fame a8 & chef, like the flavor of his
dishes, lingers fondly in the memory of
many delightful friends and companions
of the past. Gone to his reward is the
good Bishop, and gone his devoted secre-
tary, the ex-priest of St. Patrick’s ; "gone
also Dr. Tabarat, Father Benznett, and
that other txrue and faithful servant of
Christ, Father Molloy ; gone the Donaid-
gons, gone the Douglase, and gone the
Armstrongs, Wrights, Skeads, Corriers,
Thompsons, Goodwins, Sherwoods, Fel:
lowes, Lyons, Friels, Bells, O'Reiliys,
Cruices, ‘Wallers, Himsworths, Lees,
Powells, Lindsays. Haringtons, Wises,
Maockays, Montizamberts, and others
whose well remembered forme come
back o us not unfrequently in memory.
[ remember, especially, one notable
gathering at Matthew's, which building,
by the way, has associations with our
political history, in that it was the home
of the Nova 8cotia “repealers” at the
dawn of confederation, and later, wit-
nessed within its walls - the birth of
“ Canadsa First,” Fuster, Mair, Halibur-
ton, Sbultz, Father - Dawson and the
writer being therq to rock its cradle.
The occasion was & large public banguet,
having for its two fold celebration the
departure from Ottawa -of--Beojamin
‘Sulte the historian, and the arrival here
of - Bangster: tha poet.-. His Worship
Mayor Friel, an. old journalist, ccoupied
the chair, and there were presenl with

Dawson favored us with an original poem

in Sangster’s  honor, and subsequently
responded to the toast of *“ The memory
of the Hon. Thomas D’Arcy MoGes,”
which was ‘drunk in’ solemn silende.
‘About thistime, Dr. Dawson was induced
to join the Ridean Club, his propoeer be-
ing Mr. Under Secretary Meredith, before
mentioned, He remaired a member of
the clab until his ‘death, and assuch
was daily brought into contact with
some of the most eminent of our states-
men and public men. He knew inti-
mately all the great political leaders of
his time, including Sir Jobn Macdonald,
Sir George Cartier, 8Sir Charles Tupper,
Mr. Howe, Mr. McDougall, Mr. Mao-
kenzie and Mr. Laurier, as well a8 the
several Governors-General, and was often-
times an honored and privileged guest at
Government House. ‘As an Imperial
Federationist and an unwavering up-
holder of every thiog tending to the
str ngth and sclidity of the Empire, he
enjoyed the partioular friendship and
regard of such men asthe late Arch-
biehop Connolly of Halifax, the Very
Rev. Principal Grant, of Lieut.-Governor
Schultz, and last but by no means least,
of our eminent townsman Dr. Sandford
Fleming, Chancellor of Queen’s Univer-
gity. The marked respect which he al
ways received was the tribute offered by
oM aud young to one of his years, posi-
tion and merit. On one occasion Prin-
cipal Grant was lecturing in Ottawa. He

.was in the midst of one of the finest

passages in his address, when the door
opened and there passed slowly up the
centre aisle & bent and venerable figure.
It was Father Dawson, come out in the
midst of & violent snow storm to lend en-
couragement by his presence to tae
cause in hand. The lecturer, recogniz-
ing the new comer, instantly stopped,
and walking half-way down the hall to

.meet bim, cried out as he grasped his

cutstretched hand: * Father Dawson I
am pround to_welcome you among us;
you have paid us a great compliment in
coming out onsuch an inclement night.”
The good priest wasledZin triumph to
a post of honor on the stage, butse loud
and frequent was the applause that it
was some considerable time before the
lecturer was enabled to proceed by the
andience.

In 1866 Dr. Dawson was selected for
appointment as Roman Catholic Chap-
lain to the Queen's troops, Ottawa In
that year becoming s garrison town by
the arrival here of the right wing of H.
M’s 100th Rogt., or Royal Canadians.
On their departure, he fulfilled the same
duties in_connection with the several
other regiments that successively follow-
ed, among which were the 1st Batt,,
Prince Consort’s Own Rifle Brigade, Col.
the Right Honorable Lord Alexander
Russell, O.B.; the 1at Batt. 60ih, or

Y | King’s Royal Rifle Corps, Lt. Col, R.J.

E. Robertson ; and the 4th Batt. P.C.0.
Rifle Brigade, Lt. -Col. H. R, L. Newde-
gate. Service for the R.C. troops waa
held with the permission of the bishop,.
in the crypt of the cathedral now the
Basilica. As chaplain, Father Dawson
wag regularly invited to dine at the
officer’s mess, and as there were always
among . the officers of the regiments
some who professed the Catholio faith,
the scions of old English county families
like the Wickbhams, Banbury’s Mac-
donel’s and CQliffords, the chaplain
never found himself otherwise than
completely at home on these festive
occagions. Bir Francis Turville, Lord
Lisgar's Secretary, who was here at the
same timse, balonged ulso to the Catholio
Church and attended Dr, Dawson’s ser-
vices for the troops., I have been told
thut the venerable father was a great
favorite with both officers and men, and
exercised no little influence, especially:
in the orderly-room when pleading * in
arrest of judgment” for some erring
warrior. His was ever a kind good
heart, oveiflowing with love for his
fellowman ; always open to the ory of
sorrow, and -slways ready for any work
of mercy either for the bodies or the
souls of men. I could relate many
stories in  illustration, -but two will
suffice. Oneof these has reference to
his exértions -in behalf of a dondemned
convict in. the West.  The case, to my
mind, was an aggravated. ome,
but the .good - priest, after an
‘examination of the papers, felt ‘con-
vinced there was & miscarriage of justice
somewhere: in the premises. ~Acting
on this ides,he left no stone unturned:

old back, At length word came thag
Gane was in exiremis, and_then putting
all other oonsiderations aside, the Father
no longer hesitated. ‘In relating the cir-
ocurmstance to me, he sald: “I juat
went to the door of the room, and logk-
ing in, saw our poor friend Gane in his
bed all propped up with pillows. I waited .
until I caught his eye, and then, without
entering further, I said to him : ‘Oh!
Mr, Gane, have faith in God—put your
whole trust in God !’ He nodded hig
head in assent, and I knew that he had
heard me,” Then, who has not heard of
his personal exertions as President of
the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty,
It was acts of kindness, of gentleness,
of mercy such as these which
made the old man’s life beautiful and
blessed, and that doubtlessled my friend
Robert Halibarton to observe to me;
that when he should himself be in extre.
mis there was no one he would sooner
bave near him at that supreme moment
than Father Dawson. But I must hasten
with what remains to be told. After the
departure of the troops, Father Dawson
resumed his duties at the Palace, and
later, was appointed by the late Bishop
Guiges, to be parish priest of Oasgoods,
in succession to the well'-known Celtic
scholar, the Rev. Thomss O'Boyle. Here
he remained for eight years,and as he had
a comfortable presbytery and was sur-
rounded by a prosperous, intelligent and.
contented people, I take it he wasreason-
ably happy. Indeed,I am sure of ihe
faot, judging from the tone of his letlers
to me. Writing July 16, 1878, he says:
“Should I miss you on coming to town,
the only remedy will be that you come
to spend a foew days with me in the coun-
try. My notions about town and coun.
try are far from being Canadian, They
are rather lomespun, and Lo many people
must appear g0 in more senses than one,
I hold to them, however, and would have
everybady brought to believe that there
is more enjoyment a8 well as more ele-
gance and refinement in_ rural abodes
than in crowded cities; Nobis placean!
ante omnia sylve”

No doubt, the leisure he now enjoyed
was turned to good account in more ways
than one, and we probably owe to it the
preparation of one of bis masterpieces:
“ Pius IX and His Times.” On examin-
ing the list of his works in The Owl fcr
June, 1892, it will be seen that he con-
tributed to Jiterature a-very large num-
ber of translations, essays, poems, hus-
tories and oritical writings, many of
which are of great valueand merit. His
literary fame, as I have said - elsewhere,
will not unlikely rest upon the work first
named, and upon “ The History of the
Catholics of Scotland,? and his © Temporal
Soversignty of the Pope,” the latter of
which was highly eulogized_in the Lon-
don press by one of the Wilberforces.
Dr. Dawson wrote with eleganoe, force
and vigor, and he had the power of com-
pressing an immense amount of ‘research
into a small compsss. On looking over
some of the papers which have come
into my possession, as his literary ex-
ecutor, I find among his early poems one
on the massacre of Oszmiana in Lith-
vania, which he was induced to write bi
a friend of Poland in 1844. - Althoug
the lines were intended merely as &n ex-
pression of sympathy with the unfor-
tunate Poles, the late Lord Dudley Coutts
Stuart, then the vice-president of the
Literary Association of the Friends of
Poland, deemed them of sufficient 1m-
portance to indite a letter of thanks fo
their accomplishéd author. .“ The Chris:
tian and truly noble ‘sentiments,” writes
His Lordship, ® with which this short
posm is replete, and the vigorous and
poetic language in which-it.is. expressed,
fill ‘me with admiration, and I deter-
mined to take the liberty of conveylng
to you directly. g thanks for ‘the. grat-
fication ‘whioh £ had. derived . from :the

Ottawa ; and that he was onoe of the first,
in the lecture field, to call attention to
{he resources and capabilities of the great
North-West, a conntry with whose his-
tory and development two other mem-
bets of his family have been closely iden-
tifed. I find also that in & lecture on
China, delivered in 1861, he predicted
the establishment of steam communica-
{ion between Canada and the far East,
and that, in snother lecture, in 1865, he
urged the appointment in the British
metropolis of & permanent resident re-
presentstive of Canads. Whst chiefly
marked his lectares, like his other liter-
ary productions, waa the extracrdinary
research and depth of learning he
brought to bear on his subjecta. On one
occasion, when lecturing on the Cata-
mbs of Rome,
g(t)evenson, geveral manager of the Que-
bec Bank, was one of his hearers. He
took an especial intereat in the subjeot
having personally explored the Cata-
combs some Lime before.and at the close
of the lecture was anxious to know when
Dr. Dawson had last visited the interest-
ing scenes he had 8o eloquently des-
cribed. When informed that Dz, Dawson
had never been to Rome at all, and that
all bis information on_ the subject was
derived from books, Mr. 8. exclaimed:
«Oh! it isn’t possible; why,he knows
more about the Catacombs than I do.”

As a preacher, he_took exceptionally
high rank, and his gifts of oratory, eape-
gislly in his esrlier days, when aervmg
under the Bishops of Edinburgh an
Bouthwark, were such as to draw forth
very marked encomiums from those en-
titled to spesk in that connexion. His
funeral sermons on Father (O’Boyle,
Mayor Friel, Rev. Dr. O'Connor and the
Hon. T. D. McGee have been printed in
pamphlet form, as well as his discourse
on the occasion of his golden jubilee,
Needless to say, had our venerable towns-
man not been tempted to take up his lot
in Canada, he would very many years
ago have been advauced to the Epis-
copate in his native country. He would
have been Archbishop of Edinbargh, in
succession to Dr. Gillis,and who shall
say that the exalted office would have
lost in talent, strength or, dignity by his
eigvation.

In the character and habita of D,
Daweon the resnlts of early home infln-
ences were largely discovered. He was
& true Snot, and & loyal, brave, good man,
loving life well, as Daniel did of old, but
loving God better. Above all he could
claim the grand old name of gentleman,
because, with manko.d and gentleness,
he possessed that frank and winning
courtesy which seems to bave been in-
born in the men of his day snd genera-
tion. To the learning of a Whewell he
united the simplicity of a child—but
undoubtedly his greatest charm in the
society in which he lived and moved
with such aingular ease and grace, was
his entertaining conversational powers

While the chief seats of learning
throughout.the country took an especial
delight in bestowing upon him soms of
their highest honors, the representative
of his Sovereign was pleased to osli him
to the Supreme Guild of Literature;
while the Queen’s daughter, our beauti-
ful and accomplished Princess, was prond
to admit one-~to use the langnage of
Bishop Macdonell—* of his humble
priestly life ” to the inner circle of her
connsellors and friends, and to order
the execution of his portrait for her
private collection, the Church he loved
with such ceaseless devotion was mnot
unmindful of him in distributing her
dignities. Had he lived till April next,
he would have been privileged to cele-
brate the sixtieth anniversary of his ad-
mission to the holy priesthood, but that
consolation was denied him. Yet what
greater comfort his; he died in the full
possession of his noble intellectual facul-
ties, and enjoying to the fuil the love
and reverence of everyome. Truly, in
summing np his character, we may eay
of him as was well said of another, that
he was one

Who never sold the truth to serve the hour,
Nor paltered with Eternal God for power ;
Who let the tuarbid streams of ramor flow,
Tarough elther babbling worldof high and low,
Whose life was work—whose language rifo
With rugged maxims hewn from life;

his weapone and igrorance his shield.

church. We would be long sorxy to cast
the blamu of such a vile and senseless
attack upon the Church of England.
We have too much respect for that
church, and té¥ highly do we esteem
the educated, ninoare and high minded
clergymen who are entitled to speak in
the name of the “ Church of England.”
The members of the Church of England,
ecclesiastics or laymen, are not bigoted,
they are not uneducated, they are not
firebrande—they are genilemen in the
broadest acceptation of the term. We
refuse to believe that the writer of the
letter is even a member of the Church
of England. If he is, he ia one of the
exceptions that go to prove the rule.

Lord Chesterfield defined a gentieman
as “one who never, by word or deed,
hurts the most delicaté feelings of any
person.” Judged by that standard we
know where to place the one who could
deliberately sit down, and in cold blood
pen the grossest insults to the feelings of
the vast majority of this Province. We
are nat going to argue with him; we
have too much respect for reason and
logic.

« THE STAR’S” FLICKERINGS.

Of all the nncertain orba that appear
in the jonrnalistic firmament, the Mont-
real Star is positively the most flickering
and wavering. It would take an expert
—learned in the lore of the dead Chal-
deans—te mske out from its editorials
what principles it supports, or what in-
terests (outeide of its own) it advoeates.
The Star has & happy—or unhappy—
knack of shifting from one side to the
other with panoramic rapidity. It is no:

and now it has vanished. At one mo-
raent it flings & ray upon the Liberal
canmp, the next moment it shoots a beam
of its light upon the Jonservative tents ;
and each, in turn, is left in the shadow
of the abyesma! darkness known as the
Star’s displeasnre. Sometimes it turne
its lens upon the I'rench-Canadians, but
soon the revolving wheels of interest
shift the glassto the English element.
But what is most wonderful is the fact
that, in all its kaleidoscopie changes, in
the multitude of its contradictions, the
Btar seema never to have had a single
ray—not even for a moment—to ocast
upon the Irish, particularly the Irish
Qatholics.

.congratulate the Btar upon.the ohojes it
has made,' If the editor of the Sfar, or
‘whosoever is responsible for,the stories
that appear in the paper, did not. fead
‘Mr. Buchanan’s novel, before agreeing. to

‘publish it; lie, to say the - least, is quite

careless, If he-did carefully reud vy
Marriage by Capture,” he must have
perceived that it was a poor attempt ot
delineation of Irish character,s miser.

race. The 8tar’s editor, or literary critig
must know that his paper circulates

Therefore, if the Star did not know what

it was about to publish, it should be
taught a lesson in journalism, and if it
did know the nature of the story it
should be made undersiand that it can-
not, with safety, play its little game of
“hot and cold” with the public.

OUNNING, NOT CLEVER.

The advicegiven by a certain speaker,
at a recent meeting held for the unem-
ployed, to the effect that they should
“put & little money aside, not for a rainy
day, but to buy a gun,” savors very
much of the professional agitator. The
qualifying phrase, * there is nothing
wrong in buying a gun and keeping it to
shoot in return when you are shob at,”
may appear cunning, but it is far from a
olever remark ; it is merely a-clumsy
way of trying to provide against the

-possible consequencee of a rash state-

ment or lawless appesl.

It is just sufficient to show that the
speaker would like to say even more, but
hesitated about the advieability of hav-
ing said all he did ; and it is not suffi-
cient to excuse the first blunder, if
people were insane enough to act upon
it, or if oiroumstances were sach as to
create & probability of any shooting
being done. It is very like the boy who
throws & stone and then puts his hands
in his pockets and tries to appear uncon-
cerned and innocent. The reason we re-
fer to this incident is to counteract any
false impression that might therefore
arise as to the true situation in Mon-
treal.

In the first place, there is no such

_thing as the military shooting down any-

body here ; there is no probability, like.
lihood, or even possibility (under present
circumatances} of any conflict between
the unemployed and the authcrities. On
the contrary, all that can be done is
being done, thanks to the energy and
rational course adopted by the Trades
and Labor Council, for the men out of
employment and in distress. Incendiary
remarks of that class have & tendenoy to
create very false impressions abrosd..
Strangers to Montreal are not expected:
to know whonce the Ianguage (manates;;

that we are in a stats of anarchy here,
that martial law has been, is' now, or
may soon be, proclaimed.

recoup a atock of youthful health which
I had foolishly wasted by overwork.
From Bienos Ayresz I had gone up the
country to Mercedes to speud s month
with my good friend and fellow-country-
man, Father Dominic (’Halloran. And
Father Dominic contrived that X shonld
spend it to good purpose, in indolent—I
might also say vagrant—rambling with
him over the vast Pampas which abound
in that provivce, Pampas, where we
inight easily contrive Lo ride for days to-
gother without the gerfeot. cirole of the
horizon being onoce broken by so much
a8 a hillock, whilst the dwellinge of man
weore as few.

THE FRIVY CQUNCIL.

CATHOLIC BIRHOPS ARE THE SOLE JUDGES
OF THE CANONICAL ERECTION OF
PARISRES—THE CIVIL COURTS
) CANNOT INTEEFERE.
LonroN, Feb. 9.—The Privy Council
has dismissed the appea! of Alexandre
ve. Brassard fraom the judgment of the
Quebec Qourt of Qneen’s Bench on the
27th day of June, 1892, relating to the
new parish of 8t. Blaise. - ‘ '

The Council also dismissed, with costs,
the appeal of Oasgrain ve. the Atlantic
apd North-West Ruiway.

Thia case was originally known as that
of Samoisette and Brassard, but the
former retired, and the appellant was
Mr. Alexandre. The effect of the judg-
ment is that the Roman Catholic bishops
are sole judges of their aclions regarding
the canonical erection of pariehes, snd
that the civil courts cannot interfere,
This was_the judgment of the Court of
Queen’s Bench, upholding the decision
of Judge Tellier. In the former Court,
however. Judge Hall dissented in an
elaborate judgment. The principal ques-
tion at iesue was whether the civil courts
of the province of Quebec have jurisdic-
tion in any mattersaffecting the erection
of parishes under a canonical decree
of the bishop of the diocese. Under
Article 3371 of the Revised Statutes of
Quebec, which is the law regnlating the
erccticn of parieh:s, it is provided that
In certain cases, uuch as the erection of
& new parish, the division of an old
parish, etc., the consent of a mejority of
the freeholders of the district affected
sball be obtained. In the present case,
sfter the usaal proceedings the bishop of
the diocese, Mgr. Fabre, made a canon-
ical decree for the erection of a new
parish, to be known as St. Blaise, made
up not of any territory not previously a
parish territory, but taking parts of three
existing parishes and uniting them into
& new parish,under the name of St. Blaize.
The three old parishes affected are those
of St. Jean, Sainte Marguerite de B'air-
findie and Saint Valentin, In these

opposed to the erection of & new parish
that the consent of the majority of the
freehalders 1n each of the parishes affect-
ed should have been obtained, and that
this not having been done, the formali-
tiea requisite for the decree, so faras
oivil effects at least, was null and void.

Judge Hull had held that the Superior
Court had ample power to assume juris-
diction over the proceedings of the ecole-
siastical authorities and civil commis-
sioners in the premises, and that the
judgment of the court below should have
been reversed.

obtains for us relief frem danger?”?
Withont any hesitation, they all con-
sented to do so. Their fervent prayer
ascending to heaven was beard. The
storm subsided within a few hours, all
danger passed, and the terrified paesen-
gers were filled with gratitude and joy.
