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BILL.

An Act to Incorporate the Temperance Reformation
Society of the City of Toronto.

WIIEREAS a Society formed in the City of Toronto

in the Province of Canada, by divers persons resident
in that City and necighborhood thercof, under the name of
¢ The Temperance Reformation Society of the City of
« Toronto,” having for its object the suppression, by precept,
cxamplc, and unity of effort, of the dangerous and injurious
practice of drinking intoxicating liquors, having expended a
considerable sum of money in the erection of a Building for
the usc and purposes of said Society, and for the accommoda-
tion of Public Meetings convened for moral and useful pur-
poses ; and whereas it would tend greatly to advanceand ex-
tend the uscfulnees of the said Society, and would secure to
the Members thereof the full and free use and enjoyment of all
the property moveable or immoveable, belonging to, or which
ghall hereafter helong to the same, that the said Temperance
Reformation Socicty of the City of Toronto, should be incor-
porated ; Be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s Most Excel-
lent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Le-
giclative Council and of the Legislative Assembly of the
Province of Canada, constituted and assembled by virtue of
and under the authority of an Act passed in the Parliament of
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, intituled,
¢ An Act to re-unite the Provinces of Upper and Lower
¢ Canada, and for the Government of Canada:” And it is
hereby enacted, by the authority of the same, that John Roaf,
the clder, James Richardson, James Harris, Adam Lillie,
Robert Burns, Doctor of Divinity, Clerks, Peter Freeland,
James Scott ‘Howard, Alexander Christie, Andrew Taylor
McCord, John McNab, Robert Henry Brett, Robert Wight-
man, Joseph Powell, James Withrow, Isaac White, Thomas
‘Winslow Anderson, Alexander McGlashan, John Wightman,
Ezckiel Francis Whittemore, John M. Ross, John McBean,
Thomas Flemming, Samuel Alcorn, Thomas Elliott, and all
such other persons as are now or may hereafter become asso-
ciated for the purpoees hereinbefore mentioned, and their suc-
cessors forcver, shall be, and are hereby constituted and declar-
ed to be a body politic and corporate, by the name and style of
¢ The Temperance Reformation Society of the City of
¢ Toronto,” and by that name shall have perpetual succession,

being defended, in all Courts of Law and places whatever
within this Province; and may have a Common Seal, with
power to change alter break and renew the same at pleasure;
and that they and their successors, by the said name, shall be
capable in Law to purchase take receive and hold any estate,
real or personal either by devise deed of gift of otherwise, to
the use of them and their successors, and to lease, scll and
convey, or otherwise dispose of the same, as to them shall ap-
pear most advantageous for promoting the purposes of their
Society ; Provided always, that the annual welue of such real
or personal estate shall not exceed the sum of one thousand
pounds current money of this Province.

II. And be it cnacted, That the said Corporation shall con-
sist of anindefinite number of ordinary and associate members;
the ordinary members being those, without distinction of sex,
religious creed, political party, or condition of life, who shall
sign and faithfully adhere to a pledge or promise to abstain
entircly from using as a beverage or article of diet, any intoxi-
cating liquor, and from manufacturiog any such liquors, or secl-
ling them, or in any way whatsoever countenancing their use,
except for Medical Mechanical or Scientific purposes: Provid-
ed always that such pledze or promise aforesaid shall not be
held to exclude the use of Wine in a religious ordinance ; the
associate members being those who being of the age of twenty-
oue years or more, do sign and fmthfully adhere to the pledge
or promise aforesaid and contribute to the funds of the Corpo-
ration such annual sum or sums as may from time to time be
coacted by the By-Laws, rules and regulations of the said
Corporation,

III. And be it enacted, That for the management of the
affuirs of the said Corporation, there shall be elected Ly the
associate members, from their own number ouly, and by a
majority of the votes of such members as shall be present at
the special or annual meetings hereafter provided for, the fol-
lowing Officers, namely, a Prcsldent, two Vice-Presidents, a
Treasurer and two Secretaries, as also twelve other members,
who, with the Officers hereinbefore named, and such other
Officers as the said Corporation or the members thereof, may
think fit from time to time to appoint, shall constitute and

any five of whom shall be a competent quorum to proceed to
business.

IV. And be it cnacted, That when any Officer or Director

of said Corporation shall die, or resign, become disqualified or
mcompctent, or neglect or refuse to act, it shall be lawful for
the remaining Ofﬁcers and Directors, to elect some other
associate member, duly qualified, in their stead, who ehall hold
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theix Offices until the next annual election, and until others
shil¥ be chosen in their placee.

V. And be it enactzd, That until the first election of

Officers shall take place as hercinafter provided, the present

5 Officers and Members of Committee shall constitute and form

the ©ficers and Directors of the Corporation hereby created,
uutil the nc.t ensuing.

V1. Andbe it enacted, That the aunnual meeting of the
asweihte members of said Corporation shall be convened at the
10 plae of which the usual meetings of the said Corporation are
hell, on the of in each and every year,
wich shall be notified by the Board of Directors for the time
being, in one or more of the public newspapers published in
thesaid City of Toronto, at least ten days before such meet-

sail for the year then next cnsuing and transact such other
buiimess as they shall agree to take into consideration; the
90 said election shall be held by three Tospectors to be appointed
for that purpose by the Officers and Dircctors for the time
being, and which Inspectors shall be the judges of stchelec-
tion, 'md certify the persons elected to the respective Offices.
aforesaid: Provided always that the Officers and Dircctors
95 then clected, shall not enter upon nor act in the- discharge of
their réspective offices until the expiration of eight days next
ensuing ~fter such clection; and if from anycause whatever the
saxil anual mecting shall not be held at the time appointed,
the Officers and Directors for the time being shall order and
30 sppoint such election to be held as soon thereafter as to them
shall appear proper, giving the like notice thereof as is herein
required in the case of a regular annual election.

VIL And be it enacted, That if at any meeting of. the

said Corporation any person claiming to have a vote thereat

violated his pledge, if said charge be not repelled, it shall be
held and declared to disqualify the person so charged, from voting
atsuch meeting; but should he agsert his innocence, the chair-
ma presiding for the time being shall require him to make the

“ gribing it, I have faithfully adhered to all its obligations;”
and if otherwise qualified, he shall then be permitted to vote
at such meeting; Provided always that every person whoshall

able by fine or imprisonment or by ‘a penalty of ot less than

Membersmot 1. And be it enacted, That no Member of the said Cor-

e any debt or obligation contracted by the said Corporation.
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XII And be it enacted, That nothing in the present Act
contained shall affect or be construed to affect in any manuer
or way whatever, the rights of Her Majesty, Her Heirs and
Successors, or of any perzon or persons, or of any body politic
or corporate, such only excepted as are herein mentioned.

XIII. And be it enacted, That this Act shall be a Public
Act, and shall be judicially noticed accordingly by all Judges,
Justices of the Peace, and Officers of Justice, and by all other
persons whomsoever, without being specially pleaded ; and no
misnomer of the said Corporation, in any deed, grant, gift,
devise, bequest, or any other instrument, contract, or convey-
ance, shall defeat or vitiate the same, if the Corporation be
sufficiently described to show or ascertain the intention of the
parties.
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
