The state-
ments made by the prelates are, on
the whole, reassurirg. For instance,
Mgr. Delamaire, the Co-adjutor
of the Archbishop of Cambrai, said
his heart was full of confident hope.
The State seminaries had been sup-
pressed, but new. free seminaries had
been opemed, and those in his diocese
were, be said, already crowded
with pupils. Mgr. Delamaire added:
#It seems as if tke persecution had
developed and multiplied the apos-
tolic ambitions. 1 have more than
850 young men in my seminary.
Thet number does not, however, sui-
fice for me, and I intend to umder-
také a veritable recruiting campaign.
I wish by a very careful selection,
to ordain no priest who has not a
veritable vocation, and I must be
able to furmish recruits to less favor-
ed dioceses tham mine, and to the
foreign missions which are the glory
and ornamert of the Fremch Church.”
In reply to a Question concerming
the Demier du Culte, Mgr. Delammire
ghowed - that, though he required for
bis diocese more than £40,000 a
year, it was forthcoming). ng

It is a very bad mign when a
young man begins to shirk the duty
of monthly confessionand communiors
which, as & boy, he fulfilled as a
matter of ocourse. This gererally
happens when, having left school,
he secures a position in some store,
shop or factory and begins to . rub
elbows with the wvarious kinds and
conditions of men and women who
go to make up a work-a-day world.
Though he does mot suspect rt, he
is influenced by the atmosphere of
carelk in tters of religion
that is characteristicof places where
men and women work. He is worse
influenced still if his lot be cast
among those who are hostile to Ca-
tholicism, or to all religiom, and
who revile or ridicule the things
that he has been taught to hold sa-
cred. To a young Catholic thus
placed there is nothing so stremgth-
ening to heart and soul as frequency
in the reception of the sacrament.
Ageailed as he is, day after day, by
temptation in all forms, it is abso-
lutely mecessary for him to remew
and repair the bulwark of his spi-
ritual defenses. But it is at this
most critical period, when his faith
and morality are hanging in the
balance, that the spirit of the world
weans him from the observances of
his religious duties, which are his
only safeguard, amd he begins to
neglect or avioid the monthly con-
fession and communion that kept
him loyal and undefiled as & boy.—
