If you bappen
4o start for Antigonish from Pictou or
Prince Edward Island you will bave
rather a long time to wait at New Glas-
gow. A cheerless time if you pass it in
the station, but you can make it & most
eheerful one by going over to Stellarton
te visit the Bisters of Obarity in their
protty new convent. To do this, bow-
ever, one must either take s very long
delour or else brace one’s nerves for the
feat of crossing the railway suspension
bridge. I preferred the latter method,
but it is not pleasant, and is moreover
forbidden by the law. The cisters have
beeu cnly a few yesrs iu Stellerion, but
have already accomplished much good.
he fruit of their self-denying labours
smong the children of the miners hereis
evident, and they sre much beloved.
They have a charmirg little convent, &
sert of bouse that seems to invite one to
¢gerve the Lord with gladness.” The
parish cburch of Stellarton is a five
building in the modern etyle.

Before us in the brilliant sunlight of
sa autumn afternoon the beautiful little
lake, or river of 8t. Joseph, glittered like
sllver, reflecting in & thousand graceful
shadows the folisge of the many tiny
illands which dot its surface. This
folisge, fresh from the paint brush of
Pame Nature’s studio, was & mass of
erimson, russet and gold, with enough of
o original green left to add variety to
the grouping.

YThe background was formed by a huge
mountain called the Keppoch, over the
rugged sides of which bright belts of
eolor shone out among “hoary piles” of
grey stone, In the foreground were rich
harvests of marsh hay, and every here
sad there one of those quaint, turf clad,
esnical little hills, called by the High-
landers, sin shill—“The habitation of a
maultitude”—from the old superstition
that in these mounds the fairies dwell.
@ertainly St. Joseph’s is an ideal spot for
o fairy revel. Ifelt almost tempted that
might, when the pale moonbeams were
fooding the lake with a silver glory, to
rise and go out, to assist the little people
im their merry-making. It was 50 easy
to imagine them popping from the tiny
#oles in the hill sides, which we stupid
mortals mistake for birds’ nests, but
which are really the fairies’ right of way.
@ut they come in companies and circle
reund their queen, then tread many &
measure under bowers of blue vetch and
wild rose trees, or among the sweet
white clover, then into the iris cup for a
drink of morning dew, and away with a

It is astonishing bow these Highland-
ers retain their individual pationality.
With the exception of the parish priest
and s sweet Scotch lassie who taught the
district school, I met no one at St
Joseph’s who spoke Englisb,—sll bad,
like the man whom Mr. Courles Dudley
Warner encountered in Cspe Breton,
“No Eoglish, plenty Gaelic!” Toe
gentleman who was pastor of Bt
Josepb's in those days,—and who was
charged besides with four other missions or
statwons—is & priest of well known sbility,
and his varied library ocontributed
largely to the pleasure of my visit to that
somewhat eolitary ¢ pot. Oae bright morn-
ing we started i & fine carrisge drawn
by a pair of good horses, for the county
town of ‘Antigonish. The drive is
through most exquisite scenery—moun-
tains, lakes and intervals succeed each
other, all lovely in their wild grandeur.

Antigonish, which, st the time, struck
me as being the prettiest little county
town [ had ever seen, an opinion waica
I bave bad no reason to chsnge. The
houses in Antigonish sre all white—and
almost every one has its tasteful garden
Some bave large and well kept grounds
sbaded by those fine old willow trees
that always lend a dignity to their sur.
roundings, Judgng from the swings,
croquet grounds, tennis courts, summer-
houses, and such like, which furnish
these grounds, the young people of
Antigonish epjoy life in the open air ;—
we met several young men and maidens
with tennis raquets, who were evidently
on their way 10 a match.

Antigonish is Catholic,—but, even
though tne traveller is aware of that fact,
he cannot but be surprised at the size
and grandeur of the stately cathedral of
S8t. Ninian, which is universally ad-
mitted to be the finest ecclesiastical
building in the maritime Provinces.
This truly magpificent church is in the
Roman style of architecture, It is built
of blue limestone and brick, and is one
bundred and seventy feet ia length by
seventy in width, The interior 1s well
finished, indeed quite imposing. The

Over the main entraroce
is carved on a stone tablet the words
Tighe Dhe—(the House of God). St
Ninian’s cathedral was commenced by
the late Bishop McKionon, and com-
pleted some years ago by the successor
of that Prelate, the Right Rev. Dr.
Cameron. Up on the hill at the back of
the church is the palace of the Bishop
of Antigonish, a mnew building, not
remarkably pretentious but extremely
comfortable looking. Here we were so
fortunate as to fiad Dr Cimeron at home,
who received us in his library with that
gentleness and dignity which character
ise him. When talking with the Bishop
of Autigonish one feels that one is in
the presence of one ot God’s saints. For
s Highlander the bishop is of slender
and delicate physique; his face is pale
and spiritual, nis voice geutle and low.
Hie Lordship is reserved in manner, and
those who donot know him well might
deem him ocold—but epeak to him
of conversions, of work for and
smong  souls—then his whole
expression chavges, his eyes brighten,
his utterance becomes louder and more
rapid, and the anxious and devoted
pastor is visible in every word and ges
ture. Tae bishop very kindly escorted
us through the beautiful new convent of
St. Bernard, lately built by his Lordship
for the Sisters of the Congregation de
Notre Dame. The school of these ladies
is here subsidied by the government, it
being taught by nuns who, before enter-
ing, had received their diplomus, The
convent is built on somewhat the same
plan as that of Pictou, but improvements
have been made; the windows are lower
and 1he rooms in cunsequence are brighter,
and there ls a coay, suvshiny sir about the
The chapel is a devotional
litle epot, the class rooms ore fine and
airg—altogether it is & house of which the
people of Autigonixh should feel proud.

A sentence
of excommunioation was fulmioated
against the greedy traders, snd pot in
vaip; for, it would appear that, interested
and seifish me they were, they valued
their souls mors than gold, and nobly
abandoned tbe iniquitous and destruc-
tive traffic. From t at day to this it
has been found possible to negotiate
with the Indian tribes; and negotiation
even with them, 80 wesk comparatively,
has proved more profitable than war.

In ove respect only can the govern-
ment of Canada be eaid to restrain the
lihorty of the red man It will not al'ow
bim to purchase the deadly “firewater.”
The fruit of this kiudly policy is as grati-
fying ss it is abuudaut, Crime is almost
unknown among the Indisn triber; and
they are ever ready to suestain with all
their puwer, theauthority which so gener
ously and powerfully protects them
Comparisons are odious.  For this resson,
perbaps, it may be profitable to present
one, Itissurely better to smart under
the eting of odinm for a time, in our own
day and generation, than to leave ap
intolerable amount of diegrace to be
borpe by our descendants. The policy of
the United Statee, sa regards the Iudian
people, bas been anytbing but rativna!
and humave; and what bhas fol-
lowed? War and crime—war such
a8 savages @are wont to wage,
snd ageinst which even the rrmies
of the great republic appear 10 bhe
powerless; for, no sooner hava we read of
some success than we hear of & new mur
derous raid; more bloody and more ter:
rible than any that preceded. Officers
and private eoldiers are often unex
pectedly set upon, scalped aud toriured
with aa little fear and remoree as the com-
paratively defenceless agriculturist. As
to crime, let the settlers in the new ter-
ritories bear witness. Who among them
can sleep secure in his farm hou-e 1 the
midst of bis newly cultivated ficlds?
They often gather together, mecesenrily
neglecting their crops, and so evjry a
senae of safety, whilst the reality is not to
be found within hundrede of miles of their
revengeful and relentless enemies. Bat,
ore long there may come a ohange, snd
such & consummatioa s devoutly to be
wished for., It is now some time since
Wasbington proclaimed prace; sud the
red man has heard the proclamation.

LAYING THE FOUNDATION STONE,

Shortly after 8 p. m. the ceremony of
laying the foundation stone of the new
Suarch of Si Paudek, began in the
Eouudl of the Villa Ludovisl, in the

autifully d-corated eaclosure prepared
for this solemn occaslon, In the centre
of this enclosure was the deep well in
which the stone was placed. Over the
-entrance on the inside wae a large inscrip-
tion painted on canvas to represent
marble, flanked with the embleme of Lre:
Isud: the shamrock, the rouud tower and
wolf dog, the barp and the sunburst,

When the Litany of the Salnte had been
sung by the clergy and people, the stone
was lowered to its place, the Archbishop of
Dublin casting the first trowel-fall of
lime upon it, and blessing it.

The
promulgstion of Cbrictianity and its
sustained succees for nearly nineteen cen-
turies is a striking proof that it i of
bigber than human origin—a proof to
which I think we ought to more fre-

uently advert, as it is a philosophic one,

«pending on the principle that an effect
must have an adequate cause,

[ am aware that causes other than that
of its divine origin have been assigned for
this wonderful propagation of Christian-
ity at first, and its sastained existence
since, Bat a little impartial examination
must show the entire want of proportion
between cause and ¢ffect and the confusion
of these terms, so that what are called
causes are evidently effecte of one highest
cauee. The celcbrated five causes assigned
by Gibbon for the conquests of Christian

ity,—namely : that the Church taught the

ductrine of the immortality of the soul—

that her first children were conspicuous

for the great sanctity of thelr livee—that
miracles were said to have been performed
by them, and that thousands of martyrs
freely shed their blood ratter then deny
thelr faith, and that, above all, the wonder
ful unity of faith and charity which they
exhibited to the world, influenced the
progrese of Christianity and effected the
wonders which Catholics attribute to a
divine fuflaence. These causes,no doubt,
aded, and etill aid, the progress of the
Caurch in every nation. They are as
rivers flowlog down the mountain side and
feediug the great lake at its base, But
what feeds the fine rivers? Whence
comes the water! What ie the eanse of the
five causes? Follow the rivers up the
wountain sides and you find them spring
from one source—the pierced heart of
Jesus Christ—the fountain of lving
waters, aud the five tides gueh from His
five wounds on the Mount of Crucifizion.
The dootrine of the immortality of the
buman soul had been taught by great
philosophers before and was generally
believed ; yet it produced no such results
as wheo taught by the Cnurch, How
could she have s0 wonderfully eanctified
ber children as to bave made them the
wonder of the pagan world, without a
new divine principle of sanctification, and
how could she have continued that process
of sancfication for nesrly nineteen cen-
turies ! Faocaticlem s of brief existence,
aud a few fanatics might be produced by
temporary excitement, but no such results
aes nineteen centuries of ssnctity. How
could she perform miracles without a
divine power to do -so, and if these mir-
acles were mot real, there stands, as St
Augustine obeerves, the great living
miracle of her own progress without the
aid of miracles 7 Beeldes, the fact of occa-
sionsl false miracles by deception ealy
proves that some true omes must have
existed, as men do not counterfeit coun-
terfeits but realities, and without realities
we should have no counterfeits. ~How
could she have produced millions of
martyre, not martyrs to theories and
opinions, but, as the term means, witnesses
to facts which they had eeen or heard-—
dying with the declaration of the Apostles
on their li,s: “We caunot but eay the
thivgs which we have seen and heard !”
Anove all, how could she have effected
that unity of faith, and sacraments, and

government, and maintained it foe eo’

many ceuturies ! How unphilosophie ia it
thea to account for the fecundity of the
Church by secondary causes, iguoring the
primary oue, which can be no other than
the fact that she is a divine inatitution
bearing the benediction which fructifies.

In the chorus of apostles, con-
fessors and Virgins she had her represen-
tative sainta—in all choirs but one, The
Saint that she had not was the martyr, snd
the flower that appeared not the passion
flower. I will not barrow your souls by
relating ihe anzuish she endur:d in the
days when her falth was tried ; in the
days of the penal laws aud the famines,
when her children preferred death on the
scaffuld or by starvation in their cabins
sooner than abandon the faith brought by
St. Patrick from Rome, and were as really
martyre as ever fell in Roman Colleeum
or were burled in Roman Catacombs.
Never was a nation’s faith and nationality
so perfectly uvited. In otber land indi-
vidaals and familles suffered for their
fidelity to faith, and all honor to them;
but here was & whole nation of martyrs
suffering as & nation. Had Ireland
become Protestant with Eogland and
Scotland she might, like them, be pros-
perous to-day; but becauseshe would not,
and clung to the old cross and the old
faith, she is not prosperous but poor like
the Lord for whom she suffered.

It is true that she is no longer persecu-
ted for her faith ; but we must remember
that it is little over half & century since
Catholic Emancipation was obiained—and
half & century is a short time in a nation’s
life—and that she suffers still from the
old wounds and from the religious pre-
judices that still remain.  Not only wae
she faithful to the Church at home, but
when her children had to leave that ieland
of fidelity and sorrow, when her enemies
trampled in the duet her national bauner
wet with her blood, she grasped the nap-
kiu of Veronica, waved it above the
beads of her children, bore it in triumph
to. America and Australia and Indis, and
planted it wherever a church could be
built in honor of Him whose image it
bore. The names of the ¢ld faith and
the old country were whispered together
in the gloom of the mine, in the glare of
the furnace, in the mire of the new canal
or railroad, in the rush of the cities, in the
solitude of the plains—everywhere were
creed and country hallowed in the hearts
of these exiles of Erin, It is simply
impossible to account for Irish faith and
fidelity except the Church be a divine
institution, May we not hope that on
this suspicions day—the festival of Brid-
get, the second patron of Ireland—on this
day and on this occasion, when this repre-
sentative Church is inaugurated—on this
day when here, near to the spot where
rest the remains of PopeSt. Celestine, who
sent St. Patrick—here amid the hallowed
shrines and memories of s0 many martyrs
—here with special blessing of the Pope,
who received this morning the Irish pil-
grims, and feeling that the heart of Celes-

tine palpitatesin the breast of Leo,and that |

he will never sacrifice what Celestine sanc
tified, bat will preserve it inviolate ;—
here to-day with St Patrick and 8t. Brid-
get and the other Irish saints looking
down from the sanctuary of Heaven, may
we not pause to hear from afar the deep,
pathetic hopeful words which God once
said to weeping Iarael, now addressed to
a land more loving and faithful to Him
than was even Israel: “Poor little one,
tossed with tempest and withoat all com-
fort, behold I will lay thy stones in order
and thy foundations with sapphires.”

Now, may we not hope that this,
though ateal, is also & symbolic ceremony,
and that it symbolizes the inauguration of
peace and prospetity for that poor little
one of God “tossed with tempest and
withoat all comfort.” Without all com-
fort, but not without all hope. In the
faith that she has preserved and the mor-
allty it must produce, in the rigorous
chastity of her sons and daughters, in all
the elements of @hristian clvilisation she
rejrices in hope. Hers is a chaste gener-
avon that shall have glory.  There is a
civilization above that of successful com
merce and education—the clvilization
which could sacrifice both for God and
conscieunce, and that is her civilization and
the grounde of her hope. To all who
would speak to her of despair, and ask
why she continues loyal to a Courch on
account of which she has suffered so
much, she answers as did the holy and
hopeful Tobias when similarly reproached
by his degenerate fellow-countrymen :
“Where is thy hope 1" they said to him,
“for which thou gavest alws and burled
the dead?”’ But Tobias rebuked them,
saying : “Speak mnat_so, for we are the
children of eaiats and look for that life
which God will give to those that never
change thelr faith from bira.”

It is true that in the report, there is
no actual condemnation of the general

conduct and policy of the Irish patriots,
but it is evidently intended to imply
that the Irish generally do not suffi
ciently respect the laws, and that their
present course is neither calm nor pru-
dent. Just laws are to be respected,
bnt uvjust laws, such as those by which

Ireland is governed, are not worthy of
respect, and it cannot be expected that
Irisbmen will tamely submit to them
Yet their demeanor has been remark-
ably calm, under their operation, We
have frequently called attention in our
columns to the remarkable extent to
which Ireland is free from orime; that is
to say, from real crime, Balfour finds
plenty of people to imprison for the
imaginary crimes begotten by the
“Orimes Act.” The record of persons
committed to jail for such crimes as
seeking redress of their grievances,
attending political meetings, refusing to
sell goods to policemen engaged in
oppressing the people, selling news
papers, hooting the police, cheering for
Mr. Gladstone, lighting bonfires in
honor of persecuted prisoners just re-
leased from jail, or crying out “God
save Ireland” is enormous; and the vio-
tims are of all ages from twelve to eighty
or ninety years of age.

Because the good of
the publio is the essential and primary
end of law, 2ndly, Beocause a law is an
act of the public authority which has
been instituted solely for the public
welfare, 3rdly., As a law is imposed
upon all or part of the community, it
must have the public good for its object,

It must be just; for an unjust law is
not law, but an abuse of power. St.
Thomas says, ‘‘If a human law be ageinst
the natural law; it will be, not law, but a
corruption of law.” Guryon Laws,

DEATH OF THE EMPEROR{WIL
LIAM.

William, Emperor of Germany, died
on Friday, 9th inst , at 8,30 . m. He is
succeeded by his son, whose title will be
Emperor Frederic IIL

The death of the Emperor was
solemnly announced in the Pruseian
Diet by Herr Von Puttkamer, Vice.
President of the council, and in the
Reichstag by Prince Bismarck, who also
announced the title of the new Emperor.
The Staats Auzeiger publishes on the sub-
ject the following proclamation :

It has pleased God to oall his
Majesty the Emperor and King, our
most gracious master, from life atter a
short illness and a richly blessed reign.
The whole nation mourns with the
Royal House the decease of the deeply
Leloved aud veuerable wonaici, whuse
wisdom has ruled so long and gloriously
over ite fortunes in war and peace,

(Signed) THE MIMNSTER OF STATE,

The remains lie on the bedstead in the
Imperial chamber where he died, The
countenance wears & peaceful expres-
sion,

When Prince Bismark made his an-
nouncement he produced the Imperial
order closing the session. It was the
last document which the Emperor
signed, and the members of the Reioch-
stag crowded around to see this last
signature.

For three hours previous to death the
Emperor was unconscious, and for &
short time delirlous, During his de-
lirium he is said to have exclaimed:
“l am a man of peace, but if Russia
sbouid force me to war, I shall faithfully
side with my ally, Austria.”

Prince William, the son of Frederic
William IIL, wae born ian Berlin, on
220d March, 1797,  In 1806, at the age
of nine years and eight months, he
entered the army as first lieutenant of
the Royal Guards. His youth being
paseed during the eventful period
of Prussia’s contests with Napoleon I,
the royal family experienced much of
the hardships of unsuccessful warfare,
and it often occurred that they had
barely sufficient means to pay for the
supply of their most urgeat 'vants,

forces of France, and was present when

of 91 years,

TaeEmperor William was not a genius,
nevertteless he was a digunifiad monarch
with a strong sense of his high position,
and by surrounding himself with men of
genius he ded,in lidating, the
great Eampire which holds so high an
eminence among the powers of Europe.
At one time, in the madness begotten of
his successes, he waged unrelenting war
agiinst the Church, but this he en.
deavored to repair by his later peaceful
and tolerant attitude. We sympathize
with the German population in the
loss which their country has sustained,

THE BALLOT QUESIIUON AGAIN.

The terrible agitation inaugurated by
the Mail, whereby the Cathplic school
system of Ontario was to be shaken to
its foundation, has met with a sudden
collapse, Not a single Catholic school
section in the Province has pronounced
for the ballot, but as the question was to
come before the Toronto School Board
it was taken for granted that it would be
favored by an almest unanimous lay
vote, However,on Tuesday evening, the
6th inst,, Mr. Canill made his motion to
petition the Legislature for its introduc-
tion into the Catholic echool elections,
The Coairman ruled the motion out of
order; and, indeed, as a letter from the
Archbishop plainly stated, that was not
the business which belonged to the
Schoo! Board; but solely the manage.
ment of the schools of the city. It was
ther moved by Mr, Mulligan, seconded
by Mr. Cahill, that the Chairman’s ruling
be not sustained. The motion was lost
by an almost unanimous vote, only_ the
mover and seconder, with two other
trustees voting for it. * Sixteen votes
were cast for the negative.

Of course, the cry is raised that the
chairman choked oft the discussion; but
at all events it cannot be denied that the
Board sustained him., Where then is
the demand of the Catholic ratepayers
that the ballot should be introduced ?
Where is the decisive case against Mr,
Premier Mowat, on which the Masl
almost declared he ought to be im-
peached? The Toronto Board has
wisely refused to put itself, into the in-
congruous position of oclaiming to be the
Catholic body of Ontario,

“A MORMON QUESTION.”

Oanada 1s threatened soon to be face to
face with a ¢‘Mormon Question.” It is
not likely that the evil will assume the
huge dimenslons which it attained in the
United States, so that after rendering
fteelf intolerable In one State after
another, It established itself so firmly on
its own ground in Utah, as to defy, the
whole power of the American people for
twenty years: yet from small beginnings
the Mormon difficulty arose in the United
States.

The case stands thus at present. About
sixty persons arrived last Jane from Utah
and formed asettlement, according to the
report ot the Minister of the Interior.
Theee have, probably, been reinforced by
others who were on their way at the
time the report was written. It is not
certainly known whether these families

Our Government ougut to take
8 decided stand to let these new comers
understand that such practices will not
be aliowed in Canads, and if they have
been already introduced, thiey should be
at onoe repressed, lor in a matter like
this delays are very dangerous. The
evil should not be allowed to grow to the
extent which almost culminated 1o a
oivil war in the Uaited Siates, and
which is one of the greatest difficultics
with which the United Suates has atill to
deal. ,

THE DIVORCE LAWS.

Official statistios show in many of the
Uaited Siates & most deplorable lazity in
regard to the sanctity of the marriage tie.
Tne 8t, Paul Pionesr Press 1n & veceut arti-
cle shows the number o1 divo: ces granted
in asingle county in Wisconsia, Hennepin
County, for a number of years. Tne
fisst divorce granted was in 1854, Two
were granted in 1855, In 18566 there were
none, in 1857, 8, aud the same nuwber in
1859. In 1860 there were 3, iu 1861, 6,
in 1866 there were 17, aud in 1871 the
same number. The prastice grew more
frequent as people became more accus-
tomed to look upon marriage as & merely
temporary elvil union, and in 1886, 107
were gramted, In 1887, 160 divorees
were asked for, and some of the cases are
still pending.

Thus we see that in late years there has
been a most deplorable incrense in the
number of families broken up by the
permanent separation of husband and
wife, The causes on account of which
these divorces were granted were very
varions, 385 per cent. were graated for
cruelty and inhuman treatment, 25 per
cent. for desertion, 25 per cemt. for
drankenness, 15 per ceat. for adultery,
10 per cent, for other causes, Oa an
average, from year to year, one divorce
was granted for every, ten mariiages, but
in later years the proportion of divorces
was much greater than evea this,

In other States the record s very sim-
flar, According to statistics, brought
before the Canadian Senate by the Hun.
Senator Gowan, in an able epeech advo-
cating the establishment of a special Par
lismentary Committee for the purpose of
ar jadicating on all divorce cases brought
before the Cacadian Parliament, it is
shown that in Connecticut for fifteen years
there was one divorce for 10.4 marriages,
up to 1878: in New Hampshire, one to

10.9 in 1882, in Rhode Island I to 11 in
1882, in Maine 1 to 9 or 10 in 1880. In
mo:t of the other Siates the ratio does not
sppear 8o great, but as the statistics are
given for 1878, ten years sgo, we may
well presume that the proportion is much
higher in them now.

In Cook Coanty, Illinols, there  was
one divorce to 13 4 licenees in 1852 In
29 Counties of California there was one
to 7.41 licenees in 1880. Philadelphia
granted 477 divorces in 1882, and New
York City, in the same year, granted 316

In Europe wherever facilities have been
granted by the law to obtain divorces, &
similar result is to be seen, and the in
crease in the ratlo of divorces to marriages
is always remarkably great, though *“‘the
main swell’and crest of this dark tidal
wave is in America, and this is nowhere
higher than where it breaks into, the
Pacific.”

In Canada, divorces are granted [only
seldom, owing to the difficulty with which
they can be obtained, yet in the maritime
Provinces,where divorce courts exiat, there
have been a proportionately larger num-
ber than in the rest of the Dominion. ; in
Nova Scotla there have been forty.nine
divorces granted eince confederation, and
in New Brunswick thirty.seven.

The Catholic members of Rarliament
have, in general, , been very faith-
ful to the teaching of the 'Church
that marriage cannot, for any cvuse, be
dissolved, “except by the death of the
husband or wife,” Hence their votes
have always bem recorded against
divorces, when Parliament has been asked
to grant them, Baut the Protestant mem-
bers, generally, entertain other views, so
that divorces are from time to time
granted, though undoubtedly the position
taken by OCatholics contributes much
towards rendering them 1lees frequent
than they would otherwise be,

Those Protestants who maintain the
lawfalness of divorce, for certain cause,
usually rest their case upon St. Matt. xix,

Such {s the interpretation which antigely
bas put upon this pasage, and itis the
only interpretation which can make intel-
ligible the bistory of the same cesurrense
recorded in Bt Mark x,11, 12 : Bt Luke
xvi, 18, and the reproaches against the
Jews who abused the law of Moses
by their conduct with which they are re-
proached in Micheas ii, 9; Prov. v, 18;
Malae. if, 14,

Toe measure introduesd into the Senate
by the Hon. SBenator Gowan, is certalaly
not intended by that hon. gentleman te
make the marriage tie more essily dis-
solved; for his views as set forth in his
able speech are eminently in accord with
the Chbristian view of the sanctity eof
marriage. Yet it may be feared, in spite
of the honorable gentleman’s intentioms,
that if carried lnto effsct, the result may
be greater laxity than exists yet in this
country, It is a matter on which the
Parliament should proceed with vesy
cautlous steps.

THE EXTRADITION TREATY.,

The Coercioniste are much exercised
by the refusal of the United States te
agree to the terms of the proposed Ex«
tradition Treaty with Great Britain. The
blame is, of course, thrown upon the
Irish in America, who are represented
as friends of dynamitards and rogues of
every description. A prominent Eoglish
Liberal is said by the New York Times te
have written to a friend in that city :

] turned out to be right about the
extradition treaty, and it 18 postponed.
Ot course such action claiming to be on
behalf of the Irish, does the lrish cause
over here a cruel injury, If it be the
special interest of the Irish that rogues
should escape, the contention of our
opponents that they have a double dose
of original sin is eftectually vindicated.”

On this text the Mad makes a com-
mentary which echoes very accurately
the tone of the Coercionist press m
England :

“The friends of Ireland in Ameriea

appear to be the worst enemies the
Green Isle has.”

It is very true, the Irish in the United
States were opposed to the treaty ; but
they were not alone, and if they were,
the treaty would have been agreed to.
Was it, then, because the opponents of
the treaty are friends of the dynamite
policy of O'Donovan Rossa and his fol-
lowers that the treaty was rejected? It
is notorious that the dynamite wing wae
repudiated most decisively at the last
Convention of the Nationalists, and
indeed, that they never received amg
countenance from the real friends ef
Ireland on this side of the “big pond.”
The cai1se of the opposition to the treaty
must, therefore, be looked for elsewhere,
and oareful observers will not _have
to look far to find it, The
people of the United States are con.
vinced that the Coercion policy is well
adapted to goad the Irish to desperate
measures and to excite to insurrection
and the use of dynamite. It is recog-
nized that the conduot of Secretary
Balfour proves that he wishes to foroe
the Irish to these measures by his
arbitrary administration of an iniquitous
law, 80 that he may have an excuse for
more cruel measures still, The Ameri-
ocans are not disposed to allow them-
selves to be Balfour’s cat's paw under
such circumstances, by strengthening
his hands, or by becoming his policemen,
in a difficulty which Eogland is herself
creating., This, every impartial observer
can see in the tone of the Ameriean
press, and the “prominent Liberal” ef
the Times might see it if he but opened
his eyes. X

The Times is regarded as a pro-Eng-
lish organ, and anti.Irish ; eo of course
that journal is ready to asperse the Irish
charscter whenever the ghost of am
opportunity presents itself, and it is part
of its plan, on this occasion, to trumpet
the prominence of any one who will
chime in with its proclivities, There is
hittle doubt that if the nmame of the
“prominent Liberal” were given, his
prominence would evaporate into in-
significance.

Boland and his aseistants were
obliged to remove every article of furni-
tare. As they went along they found
every preparation for a defence of the
premises. Piles of wood and iron gates
were placed upetairs, snd alarge quautity
of tar, While the ecffects were being
removed an arrangement was entered
into the tenant agreeing to pay £70 and
£15 coste, aud to get a clear receipt for
all rent due. The tenant intends to go
into court to get a fair rent fixed.

At a Coercion Act Court on February
10th, at Rsthmore, before Messrs. Roche
and Butler, R, M's,, five youog men were
sentenced to terms of imprieonment
varying from a fortnight to & month for
taking part in “an unlawful assembly.”
Peter O'Callaghan, charged with assault
ing Sergeant Murphy by throwing a sod
of turf at him, was sent to jail for a month
with hard labor, Markbam McCirthy
was charged with inciting to assault
Sergeant Smith, Itappeared the police
entered defendant’s house on the ground
that a meeting of a “suppressed” National
Lesgue was being held there, At firat
they refused to leave, but eventually
did s0, and satood in the vicinity, Mc
Oarthy, with a stick in his hand, asked
them in a threatening manner to go away.
Petendant was ordered to find bail for
his future good behaviour, or in defauit,
sentenced to go to jail for & week, He
ehoso the latter alternative, and the
bench refused to state a case,

The savags conduct of the police
and their officers, in the streets of Cork,
on the might of February 14th, was about
as disgraceful a business as ever occurred

in & cwilized community, A number of
the city bands and a vast number of
citizsens went to meet the Dublin train
to receive and honor Mr. W. J. Lane,
They received the Member for East Cork
with great entbusiasm, and panied
him to his residence, on the North Mall,
with every demonstration of respect, but
in & perfectly orderly fashion., Leaving
Mr. Lane at home, the people and
the bands wended their way
homewards, The Barrack street
band was passing down South Muin
street, followed by a large crowd when
out of various side streets rushed police-
men armed with batons, who commenced
to beat and maltreat everyone they met.
©aptain Plunkett commanded this re
markable operation, and his stern order
on the occasion seems to have been,
“Don’t hesitate to baton,” Over twenty
persons were treated at the North In.
firmary, and some were pronounced to
be very serious cases indeed. The Bar-
rack street band, ccnsisting of about two
dozen very respectable young men, had
six or more of their number treated at
the North Iofirmary for injuries re-
ceived; and, of twenty-four valuable in
struments, four only were rescued safe
from the attack made by the police, the
remainder being either wholly destroyed
or badly injured.

Donegal.

Constable Quigley, Government short-
hand writer, of Gweedore, recently for-
warded his resignation to the Inspector-
General, as 8 protest against the arrest
ot Father McFadden, The constable was
promptly arrested and held to bail on a
charge of refusing duty before his resig-
nation had been accepted

On February 16tb, thirteen peasants
were sentenced to a months’ imprison-
ment each at Dunfanaghy, for the riot,
on the occasion of Father' Stephens’
arrest. The accused were brought to
court handcufted, under aa escort of the
army corps on duty at Falcarragh, and
were lodged in the black hole in the
ordinary way, and were marched hand-
cufted to the courthouse. The men had
refused to give bail to attend at Dun-
fanaghy, to which court they had not
been bailed or summoned to attend,
No food was profided for the prisoners
by the authorities, but Father Stephens
succeeded in having some refreshments
taken to them before starting from Fal-
carragh for Dunfanaghy. Mr. O'Doberty
defended, but dec'ined to recognize the
legality of the adjournment from one
Petty S district to another, There
was no evidence of any actual violence
whatever. The adjournment, as stated
by the court, was made principally on ac-
count of the inconvenience to the troops
in attending at Falcarragh in such severe
weather. r. O'Doherty repeatedly
protested against the arrangement as
illegal, and argued that the defendants,
having been present (in obedience to
their summonses and their bail), at Fal-
carragh, had a perfect right to be tried
there. They were, nevertheless, tried
in a body, all except one summarily con-
victed, and sentenced toone months’ im-
prieonment with hard labor. The bench
refused to increase the sentence for the
purpoze of an appeal, and Mr. O'Doherty
applied to have a case stated on the
question of change of venues. This was
also refused, and Mrc. O’'Doherty intends
to apply to compel a case to be stated.

Galway.

On February 13th, in Gslway, Mr.
Beckett and Captain Peel, two of Mr,
Balfour’s ‘“‘Removable Magistrates.”

My anewer is, that though I would go
to ihe uttermost verge of uruth and pro.
priety to humor nstional prejudice, my
first study is to consuli the iuterests of
truth rather than the prejudices of the
people. I am first Catholic and
then national and as such I am
only testifying to the tradition handed
down by my predecessors siuce the dsys of
St. Patrick. They gave up their most
cherished traditlons when clashing with
his words. ¢Patrick eaid” headed every
ordinance in the earller ages of the Irish
Church, in order to disarm pational pre
jidice and gain acceptance for it. The
spse exit of the Saiut sufficed for them,
aud 1t is sufficient for me; and potwith.
standing national prejadices and Scottish
theories, I answer the quection which
heads this article by saying that, in my
belief, St. Patrick wasbornin Monmonth-
shire, South Wales, at Cwerleon on the
bauk of the Usk,

Now it is well to inquire how the scat
tered hints of the Lives can be focueed on
the spot deccribed in the Saint's Confession.
Instead of making them the teet of truth,
elastic and doubtful as they were, we can
now teat their own truth by the fixed and
erring standard supplied by the Confession.

First of all, the Lives, as well as 8t.
Patrick’s own writinge, deecribe him as a
Britaln; but while the epithet applies to
any person inBritain, it meant particularly
aud unqualifiedly 8 Welshman.

All the Lives describe tbe Saint’s birth
place as the Piain of Tents. Such was the
champagne country that stretcbed from
Burria down to Caerleon, The rich,
level country on the left of the Usk parti-
cularly sfforded the most free scope for
the encampments and discigline of an
army. Such encampments were necessary
before a tower or extensive permanent for-
tifications were thrown up Bat by-and-by
the city of the legions (Cerleon.legionum)
replaced ¢he improvised tents,

Thas Lives speak of St, Patrick being
born (No. 1) iu Nentar, This 12 eald to
mean s eacred tower or castle (Nos, 2, b,
8). The editor of the Lives, in renderiug
it into Latin, shows that he understood 1t
to mean a holy castie; and because nen
was not o usually used in later times as
nem for “beavenly,” he gave the Latinized
form in nemthurre.

Some Lives (Nos. 3, 4, 5), speak of the
Saint being born on & stone, aud others of
a flood of water deluging him when in
charge of his nurse. Now, his connection
with a castle and its probable stony floor
ing, built a3 it was on the verge of the
tidal river, would harmonize with the
description.

The )ives (Nos. 2, 6) speak of his dwell.
ing as not far from the Irish Sea, Now,
this description fits in with a habitation
ouly a few miles north of the Bristol
Coannel. The Bristol waters and Irish
Sea 80 commingle that near Newport they
are not easily distinguishable.

The Lives (No. 6) speak of giants eaid
to have dwelt near the saint's habitation
Jast bard by, on the west of Caerleon, is
the fabled habitation of the giants,. It 1s
of an elliptical shape; aud though it wae
probably a Roman ampbitheatre, the trad-
idon prevalent in the days of Probus lin.
gers round the place still, for it is at pre
sent called Arthur’s Round Table. All
these ecattered biuts in the Lives are
broughs together, not for the purpose of
confirming the ealnt’s description—it re.
quires no confismation—but to impart to
them a probability, which they otherwiae
would not possess, by their harmonizing
with the description.

The Livee (No. 6) speak of Nentre as of
the Nentrlan province—in other words,
the town connected with the saint’s birth.
place gave a name to the proviuce in
which it was situsted. Caerleon was the
capital of the Roman province in Wales.

‘There is & story in the Lives (Secunda,
Tertia, Quarts) touchiog @ miracle per.
formed through the instrumentality of St.
Patrick, yet a helpless child, Oa a certain
occaslon hia uncle, in carrying him to the
sonate house in his arme, dropped dead;

predestined youth asthe cause, or occasion,
or interested party In the fatal occurrence,
the lifeless man was restored to life and
strength. I allude to the occurrence be.

clpal character of the town, as indicated
by the senate house.

BAKING POWDERS,

THS LATBST OFPIOIAL THSTS AS TO THEIR
RBLATIVS PURITY.

The recent « fic'al tests 1n the States of
various asticles of food have attracted
much attention from the public aund
caused a wide dircusslon in the mews
pepers.  The frauds in the manufasture
of baking powders, aud the determiued
«ff its to foree various brands of alum
powders upon the market, buve ceused
the authorities of several of the States to
lnuk particularly after this cla-s of goode.
The Ubio ‘State Food Commisiou bas
¢xamined thirty different brauds, snd of
these found twenty made from slum,
Such a large number was not suspected,
por was it supposed that some of the
cream of tar'ar aud phospbate powders,
whose msnufacturers are repr-semiiug
them 1o the public as pure ard whole-
some, had become so deteriora ed ss they
were found to be from the use of impure
inyredients in thelr compounding., As
many of these adulterated brands are sold
in the D.minion, the report possesees a
local int+ rest.

The Oaio Commission made tests for
strergth and purity, and declared that
bakivg powder the best—as it was of
couree the purest—which, being of «ffective
strenyth, contalied residuum in emallex
quantities  Iu the baking powders named
the following percentagee of residuum or
inert matter were fuund :

The mnature of the residuum bears
directly upon the question of healih
Tbatin Roysl is declared to be perfeotly
barmless [n the case of the alum
powders it is considered burtful, yet the
amount found in three of the cream ot
tartar pow.ders—Cleveland’s, Dr. Piice's
and Sterliog—averaged more than taat
ia the Crystal, an alum powder.

The imimuuee of the information
conveyed by these fizures can be best
understood by a simple comparison
Take for instance the two first named
powders—the Royal and Cieveland’s,
The inert matter or residuvm found in
Cleveland’s is seen to be about 8 in 7
more than in the other, which is a
differepce of 40 per cent,, the Royal
being purer than Cieveland’s by a cor
respondiog figare Tae relative purity
of sll the brands can be computed in
like manner.
