One of these latter is the
famous case of the woman taken in adultery,
with its terrible rebuke, * Let him that is
without sin among you cast the first stone ;
and one of the former is the passage spoken
of as the three witnesses—' there are three
that bear record in heaven ; the Father, the
Word, and the Holy Ghost : and these three
are one. And there are three that bear wit-
ness in earti ; the spirit, and the water. and
the blood ; and these three agree in one.”
There are many who find it hard to part
with these texts of Christian doctrine ; but
others contend that they were mere inter-
polations, and must, therefore, come out ;

The church is extremely ill-treated, popes and
bishops being held up to derision ; mor do
kinys and nobles fare much better. The
devil u~ually plays the part ot a sort of super-
nutoral lago, circulating smong the human
obaracters of the piece, exciung their evil
pussions, and whispering wicked countels in
their eare. The emperors and kings who are
brought upen the stuge are never real histori-
cal personnges eveu when designated by
sotual higtorical names, but are imaginary
monsarchs, biutal, cruel, and capric ous for
the wost part, though cecasiovally shown as
capable of ginerous imjulses. Sometimes
these miracies ot Oar Ludy brought upon the
wtaye some oue of the oid historical legions of
France, tuch as those of Kpg Pepin and
Queen Bertha, Rubert le Diabie and the con.
version of K ug Clovie by his Qu en Clotilds.
Thie first two have been cho-eu us the founda-
tion of ¢p: ratie hibrettos by the mc dern com-
posers of Frapee, La Reine Berthe, by M.

LOAFING IN A MINING TOWN.

The town and district of Butte, Montana,
now form the prineipal point of attraction in
Montana. This town is now the objective
point of what is called & mining rush. The
stages, as I have indicated above, go 1 over-
loaded every trip. and many people are pour-
g in on horsebuck, in wagons and on foot.
T'be day before I left the terminus of the
railrosd coming down, one party of fif'y
ilgrims was eent up to Butie in wagous,
What all these people are going to do there 1
cannot imagine, as the place now dore not
afford mesns of eupport for those already
there. During a short visit to the mines san!
mills I saw not less than fifty miners and
\aboring men make application for employ-
ment, and all were refused. The streets of
Butte are filled with idle men unsble to ob
tain enployment. They stand listless on the
gidewalks, evidently waiting for something to
turn up, and with very little prospect of pet
ting work or striking it rich. Men cannot do
prospeeting standing un the sidewalk in a min
1ug town, nOT cAn  men without & dollar get
grub and tools to prospect with. Butte has
po resources but mining, and while { have no

players. The profession of an actor, even in
those days, was & laborious one.

a8 long a8 in the reality. The actor, suspended
to the cross in & state of almost total nudity,
recited, in that situation, some 800 or 400
lines. In 1437 the cure, Nicolle, while im-
personating the Bavior in s passion play,
came near dying on the cross1n good earnest,
from sheer fatigue and exhaustion, In. the
same play the representative of Judas hung
himself in such a realistic fashion that he
became ineensible, and was nearly dead when
taken down, so that his fellow actors were
forced to * earry him into a neighboring spot,
there to rub him with vinegar and other
restoratives.” ~Sometimes the parts, when of
great length, were played by three or four
actors each, and this was espeocially the case
when the personage to be represented was
shown at differeut stages of his or her career.
Thus, three actors were often charged with
the role of the Holy Virgin, one imperson-
ating her #8 a child, another as a young girl,
and the third as a woman of mature age.

At the Universal Exhibition of 1878, in the
diamatio section, was exhibited &

MODEL OF THE BTAGE,
constructed at Valenciennes in 1547 for a
representation of the Passion. This vast
stage was not less than 150 feet square. On
it from left to right was established, first &
pavilon with columns, above which rose
Paradise, on which our Lord sat enthroned
in glory, surrounded by the angels and by the
four Virtues. Next came a wall pierced with
a door between two Doric cclumus, the whole
representing Nazareth. Then rose a second
pavition with columos, containing an altar
and the sacred ark, and figuring the temple.
Beside this was & tecond wall pierced with &
door like the first, and with & roof and the
turrets of a tower showing above it ; that
was Jeruealem. In the center a pavilion
with four columns and staircases te the
right and to the left, in the center of which
was placed & throne represented the palace
of the. King. Another wall, pierced with two
gates, and showing the top of a house above
it was called the Bishops' House and the
Golden Gate. A square basin in the middle
of the stage represented the Sea of Tiberias.
At the exireme right was purgatory and hell,
the first represented by two towers with
grated openings, and the second by the vast,
wide open, flaming jaws of a monsirous
dragon.
