It is the intention 
of the Fairmont company to drift 106 feet 
each way from the foot of the shaft.

At Greenwood Mr. Parker visited sev­
eral of the mines in that vicinity and 
astonished at the splendid reserves of 
to be found there. At the Stemwinder 
and Brooklyn fine shaft houses have been 
erected and shafts are being sunk under 
the superintendence of F. Robbins, M.E., 
The ore in these properties, which are 
owned by Messrs. McKenzie and Mann, 
is a chalcopyrite.

Health Officer Reddick Will See That 
The Laws Are Enforced.

Under the new laws governing the 
questions of health in the province, there 
are some important changes made. Ui 
course the most important change made is 
that the govemor-in-council is the pro­
vincial board of health, and the fossils 
are out of office. The 11th section of the 
act tô amend the health act, repeals sec­
tion 35 of the old act, and substitutes 
therefor the following: “There shall be a 
local board of health in each municipality 
and such board shall consist of the counci 
of each municipality. The duties of the 
medical health officer are not interfered 
wtih, and he is clothed with almost ab­
solute powers, he is in a position to do
g°Dr. ^Reddick, the health officer of Ross- 
land, will shortly issue instructions about 
the annual clean-up in premises “ the 
city, and he states that he and Sanitary 
Inspector Forteath will enforce the law- 
to its fullest extent. .v

“The backyards must he as clean as the 
front yards,” he said to a Miner reporter. 
“The health of the city' depends upon it, 
and I am charged with the duty of looking 
after it, and shall be no respecter of per­
sons. In a few days the laws/ bearing on 
the matter of the annual spring deanmg 
will be printed, and every hoaae, 
will have a copy, and they will .be pub­
lished in the daily papers. Failure to 
comply with the provisions of the law 
will simply result in the person who is 
derelict, being brought up before ^ po­
lice magistrate, where he "ill be liable 
to a heavy fine. Rossland should be, and 
shall be, clean."

%ge How the he sever* Determine the Value 
of Bamplee From Hew Mines.

The process of ascertaining the value 
of a piece of mineral-bearing rock is in­
teresting. The ore is first pulverized in a 
crusher or mortar. It is then quartered 
or split, until a sample is obtained small 
enough for convenient handling. A split 
is a series of troughs alternating with a 
series of slits equal in numby and size to 
the troughs. Half of the sample is re­
tained in the troughs every time the 
is passed through the slit. This process 
is completed until the quantity is suffi­
ciently reduced. The sample thus ob­
tained is spread upon a “bucking board, 
a metal plate fastened on a firm founda­
tion. It is then reduced to powder by 
rolling it in with a “muller,” which is a 
heavy iron sledge with a smooth convex 
surface. The sample is usually pulverized 
until it will pass through a 60-mesh sieve. 
In this condition the ore is called pulp.

The assayer uses weights, which are pro­
portioned to the commercial weights, an 
assay ton, consisting of 29,166 grams, rep­
resenting a ton of ore. The result of the 
assay is weighed in milligrams. If an as­
say ton of the pulp is used, each milligram, 
in the result represents an ounce of the 
precious metal to the ton. Usually half 
an assay ton of the pulp is used, and the 
result is then multiplied by two to get 
the number of ounces to the ton.

A half assay ton of the pulp is weighed 
carefully on the pulp scales and put into 
a cruicible, together with a flux. The flux 
consists of carbonate of soda, borax and 
litharge, or protoxide of lead; sometimes 
flour is added. The proportions of the 
ingredients in the flux vary according to 
the nature of the ore. Some heavy lead 
or galena ores require yery-iittle litharge.

John N. Blake, barrister, of Ontario, 
died in San Francisco, March lOf from 
the effects of cancer. Mr. Blake was well 
known in this city. He came here from 
Toronto two years since and while he did 
not qualify himself to practise as a bar­
rister in the province still he directed 
some important suits. Among these 
he was interested in, with several other 
Rossland parties, an attempt to take up 
the ground now covered by the Ymir 
townsite. There was a long contest with 
the Nelson & Fort Sheppard railway, 
which claimed the towrisite as part of 
its grant. The contention was 
the government had no right to give the 
railway the grant in the manner that it 
did. The suit ended in confirming the 
title of the railway company to the land. 
Mr. Blake finally went into the mining 
and real estate business and a year since 
he went ito New York to put through 
some deals. While there he wrote a num­
ber of artel es for the New York papers, 
in which he praised the mineral resources 
of the Kootenays; and particularly those 
of the Rossi d camp. He remained in 
New York for about six months and from 
thenee he went to Buffalo, where he re­
mained up to a few months ago. From 
Buffalo he journeyed west to San Fran­
cisco, where he died. Mr. Blake had been 
in poor health for about three years be­
fore he died; in fact, one reason why he 
gave up the practise of his profession in 
Toronto was because of the hope that a 
residence in the west would * give him 
back his health. While in Toronto he 
practised law and devoted most of his at­
tention to vases involving real estate and 
in this sort of litigation he had quite a 
reputation. Mr. Blake was a cousin of 
Hon. Ed. Blake, who is a member of the 
British parliament for South Longford, 
and was formerly leader of the liberal 
party in tiio juominidn parliament. He

When 
Rockefeller first began to form the 
nucleus of what was subsequently the 
oil trust over which he is now the ruling 
spirit he entered into combinations with 
the railways and by a profit sharing 
plan, which was in the nature of bribe 
giving, he induced them to give him 
special rates ; that is to say, he obtained 
lower tales than his competitors in the 
oil business. At a later period hé threw 
the railways to one aide, as he then 
reached his leading markets by means of 
pipe lines built to 
dreda of miles to ibe principal markets. 
The railways, therefore, made but little 
out of the partnership, as if the trust 
had not been successful the pipe lines 
would not have been constructed per­
haps, and they would still be engaged in 
hauling the oil to the several points of 
distribution. By means of this alliance 
with the railways Rockefeller was en­
abled to crush all his rivals who refused 
to enter his combine.

About half-past 9 o’clock last night the 
hr© department was called out for a chim­
ney fire in the War Eagle hotel, but was 
net called on for active work.

a minute or two three lines of hose had 
been attached to hydrants, and v-ere 
playing on the building.

Where competition is not existent, rates 
are hardly likmy to be cut by the direct 
intervention of the government of the 
country. The past history of that gov­
ernment, whether it be liberal or conser­
vative, haa shown that such intervention 
is not probable. 'Hie C. 1\ R. have estab­
lished a smelter at Trial;, they are pro­
posing to establish others in the_ Boundary 
country. Having the whole of the rail­
way transportation in their own hands, it 
is an easy matter to foresee that the build­
ing of these smelters, together with the 
imposition of an export duty, will throw 
the whole of the lead business into their 
lap. In other words, herein lies the fore­
shadowing of a gigantic monopoly.

It is easy to criticize always; it is easy 
to say what should not be done. It is hard­
er to suggest a line of policy. However, 
there is a way out of the difficulty. And 
that way, though, perhaps, bold, is not to 
be condemned on that account, the more 

that it is not unprecedented.
The British Columbia legislature has 

lately passed a resolution strongly advo­
cating the establishment of a mint. At 
present the whole of the coinage of this 
country, with the exception of denomi­
nations less than $1, is represented by 
paper. Part of this is in the hands of the 
various banks, and part under the direc­
tion of the Dominion government. Sup­
posing that a mint were established, im­
mediate work could be found for it in the 
coinage of silver dollars. At the same 
time the Canadian government should call 
in the present issue of one and two dollar 
notes and send out no more. That further 
work could be found for it, and at the 
same time further the interests of the sil- 
ver mine owners, will presently be shown.

Outside of our home market, a large 
sale of both silver and lead can be found 
in umna and Japan. The port of Swatow, 
in South China, practically supplies the 
whole of that vast country with its pew­
ter manufactures. The commission, if ap­
pointed, could make special inquiries at 
this particular point. At Canton, at Pe­
kin, and at Tokio, mints have been estab­
lished. At the latter place a silver dol­
lar is coined; at the former, little or no 
attempt is made in that direction; the 
efforts of the Chinese mints being prin­
cipally directed to the coinage of sub­
sidiary pieces. Here again are points 
where a market ought to be found for our

But there is a wider and profounder 
scheme than even these. But first, the 
condition of the coinage of China should 
be cursively glanced at. The Chinese 
reckon their money—which is wholly sü- 

neither gold nor paper, by 
ere are five, ten, twenty-five 

and fifty-cent pieces in circulation. There 
are also a few Chinese dollars, but the 
chief coin is the Mexican dollar. This 
last coin is minted in Mexico, and though 
not so finely made as the Japanese yen, 
is owing, perhaps, to the very inexpen- 
siveness of its mintage, a very formidable 
rival of the other. . , , • .

But before a further step is taken into 
this subject, a glance at the attitude of 
“John Chinaman” on the silver question, 
would be well. His staple of value is rice. 
There are 400,000,000 people in China; 
there are in India and its dependencies, 
300,000,000 more; there are in Burmah, 
Siam, the Malay Peninsula, and the great 
Malayan Archipelago, at least a further 
60,000,000. And then we have to reckon 
in the millions of Japan. A vast ma­
jority of these people use nee as their 
daily food. Rice is grown everywhere. 
Rice, grown in such quantities and over 
such wide areas, having so many markets 
and so many centers of distnbution, can­
not be cornered by any Onental Chicago. 
Consequently, “John Chinaman, regard­
ing these facts, will tell you that with 
the exception of a slight fluctation, owing 
to some .local famine, that the pnee ot 
rice cannot materially alter. He also 
finds that in the year of grace 1899 as m 
the year of grace (or calamity) 1873, that 
the same weight of rice can be pimehased 
by practically the same weight of silver. 
He will, therefore, tell you that silver is 
not depreciated. He is, in fact, a Bryan- 
ite, although he knows nothing of 16 to 1.

has been stated, the Chinese idea of 
money is weight and purity. To him, 
therefore, the Japan yen, the Canton and 
Mexican doUar, all being of practically 
the same weight, are to him of the same 
value. General Grant, while president of 
the United States, understanding this 

fact, brought out the notion, or rather 
thought out the notion of the American 
trade dollar. This dollar was to be of no 
value as legal tender in the country of 
the United States, but could be used by 
any nation outside, if they so Ipppe. Sev­
eral milions were coined and were sent 
out to the Orient, and were to be seen 
circulating as legal tender from Singapore 
through Hong Kong and Shanghai to the 
city of Yokohoma. At that time the 
Japanese yen, as a commercial com, did 
not exist. The Canton dollar had not 
been thought of. The trade dollar was at

A. J. Colquhoun. Given Some Very 

Interesting Fact*.

Olnntbar Is the Chief Or* From Which 
Nearly All the Onlekstlver of 

Commerce Is Derived. For Sale by Goodeve Bros. .

The prospector will shortly be starting 
off among the hills in the annual summer 
search for gold finds. He will cover a 
large extent of territory in his wander­
ings, and it not unlikely that in many 
instances he will pass by valuable finds 
without knowing it. The discoveries 
made from time to time encourage the 
hope that this province contains nearly 
every known mineral. One of the most 
valuable minerals that the prospector 
should be on the lookout for is quick­
silver.

Cinnabar.—This is the chief ore from 
which nearly all the quicksilver of com­
merce is derived. In color the mineral is 
of a cochineal red with a lead grey and 
scarlet red tarnish, but has an unmistak­
able scarlet red streak identifying it from 
the ochres oriron oxides, which, although 
brilliantly colored, often give a dullish 
brown streak with the penknife. Ihe 
composition is 86.2 per cent of mercury, 
and 13.8 per cent sulphur.

Native Amalgam is of rare occurrence, 
but in the mining of quicksilver ores is 
met with in Mexico. .

Mercury Iodide is also rare and is met 
with in Mexico, having a reddish, brown 
color..

Selenide of Mercury has been found by 
many of the searchers for this metal, and 
the writer has identified some crystals 
from the mercury properties of Hardie 
mountain, Copper Creek, B. C. Ihe ores 
of South America are dark steel grey in
^Cinnabar was first found about four 
years ago as float on the north side of 
Kamloops lake at Copper, but owing to 
the ignorance of the original finder, tfie 
specimens lay around the Savonas hotel 
until an enterprising and learned prospec­
tor identified the ore which resulted in 
the location of the group of claims now 
owned by the Cinnabar Mining company.

The formation in which the cinnabar 
occurs in this section of the country con­
sists of basaltic and dolomitic dgkes tra­
versed by veins of quartz and calcite m 
which the ore is found in some instances 
in a pure state, also finely disseminated 
through the gangue associated with py­
rites and other foreign elements.

BLAMES HIS MINISTERSANOTHER CONTRACT LET Montreal and Toronto Capitalists 
Secure the Control.<4.

Berlin, March 18.—The unexpected reich- 
stag crisis,t which has overshadowed 
everything this^ week, was caused by the 
fact that the feichstag, judging from the 
words and manner of the minister of war, 
General Gosslier, was led to believe that 
the emperor and the bundesrath were 
satisfied with the military bill, as fixed 
by the budget commissions’ report, grant­
ing everything demanded in the shape of 
reorganization of the artillery and cav­
alry, and an increase of the army peace 
footing, except that only 7,000 men were 
granted out of the 23,000 asked for. This, 
however, is really not the case, so far as 
the emperor is concerned, and it was only 
after the minister of war announced that 
the report was considered insufficient, that 
it was discovered his majesty insisted 
on the passage of the bill in its original 
shape, or else the reichstag would be dis­
solved and new elections ordered on this 
issue.

Those who are close to the emperor have 
repeated his sayings on the subject, which 
leaves no room to doubt his majesty s 
attitude, since a majority of the bundes­
rath made it clear to the imperial chan­
cellor, Prince Hohenlohe, on Wednesday, 
thab-their governments were satisfied 
with the bill in the shape reported. 
The chancellor declared that a dissolution 
of the reichstag on such a trifling matter 
seemed undesirable and injudicious, the 
bundesrath being constitutionally the final 
arbitrator in the matter. The emperor 
risked being discredited if he carried out 
his intention of dissolving the reichstag, 
and it also seemed clear that the result of 
an election would not be more favorable 
to the emperor’s wishes.

The popular vote, represented by the 
majority rejecting the increase of the army 
on Tuesday’s Ÿote, standing 209 to 141, 
outnumbered the votes rejecting the 
other proposals by almost two to one; 
nevertheless, it was very hard to change 
the emperor’s mind, and it was only after 
it was shown to him that, by the addi­
tional resolution the government would 
be assured a few years hence of what it 
contended for, that he consented. Still, 
the emperor feels that the reichstag s ac­
tion was a personal defeat, and his morti­
fication was correspondingly great, for the 
influence of the court military party has 
been strongly exerted in the direction of 
not yielding in this matter. The trium­
phal shoutings and spoutings of the op­
position on Tuesday, when it became evi­
dent that the government and the emper­
or would yield to the utterance of alike 
nature in the opposition press, have helped 
to intensify his majesty’s mortification.

It is said that he feels dissatisfied with 
Prince Hohenlohe, General Von Gossler 
and Count Posadowsky Wehner for what 
he considers to be the unskillful manner 
in which the matter was manipulated in 
the reichstag, and the lack of support of 
the government in the press. Before the 
decision of the reichstag was arrived at, 
the correspondent here of the Associated 
Press heard a gentleman of the emper­
or’s surroundings say: “This has been old 
Hohenlohe’s Pyrrhus victory. The emper­
or is tired of him, and he will have to go 
at the fii-st fitting opportunity.”

The sale of the Republic property to 
a Montreal and Toronto syndicate, ii. con­
firmed in a dispatch received from Toron­
to. The exact price is not known, but it 
is certain that the sale has taken place. 
It will be remembered that 925,000 shares 
were pooled a short time since and placed 
in the hands of Patrick Clark, the pres­
ident of the Republic company. It was 
announced at the time that Mr. Clark 
would sell the control on the basis of $2.50 
per share. Mr. Clark’s action in this mat­
ter is in keeping with his usual policy. 
He was the first to make a dividend-pay­
ing mine in the Coeur d’Alene region, the 
first to bring a naine to a dividend-paying 
basis in the Trail Creek division and the 
first to bring to a dividend-paying stage 
a mine in Washington. In each instance, 
when he had developed the properties up 
to a profit-making stage, he sold his hold­
ings, or the major portion of them, and 
then went into other mining enterprises. 
In the present instance, Mr. Clark holds 
a controlling interest in half a dozen or 
more properties, on the same ore chute 
on which is located the Republic, which 
he intends to take up one by one and 
develop into mines. The surface indica­
tions are said to be just as good as they 
are on the Republic. It is probable, too, 
that when they have been placed in a pos­
ition to pay dividends, he will dispose of 
them the same as he has the War Ragle 
and the Republic. The following dis­
patch concerning the deal appears in the 
Spokesman-Review of yesterday :

Smith Curtis, who has recently return­
ed from a visit to Grand Forks, reports 
that the work being done on the Ray Ore 
claim is giving very satisfactory results. 
A tunnel is being driven to tap the vein, 
whose surface showings have given assays 
running from $25 to $90. The tunnel has 
been driven 30 feet, and it is expected 
that it will reach the vein in about 35 or 
Kj feet more. A number of stringers of

a- pretty fiat angle, indicating that at 
greater depth they will coalesce with the 
mam vein. Mr. Curtis had assays taken 
of the quartz stringers, and oi mixeu 
quartz and gangue, and also of the gan 
gue itsell, the results being $80, $3.60 and 

respectively. The quartz stringer* 
showed over three ounces in gold. While 
in Grand Forks, Mr. Curtis let a contract 
to drive the tunnel .to the hanging wall oi 
the vein, and work is now being pushed 
by the contractors. It is contemplated, 
as soon as the vein is reached by the pre 
sent tunnel to drive another tunnel 10U 
feet lower down, and it the width of tne 
vein and pay values are found at these 
two levels to be as good as on the surface 
the work of drifting and taking out ore 
will be actively pushed.

Mr. Curtis also states that the sinking 
of the shaft on the Uro Denoro claim i* 
showing up more or less ore all the time. 
Recently a nine-inch stringer of rich cop­
per ore was cut through. The. shaft now 
being sunk is on the eastern side of a 
large vein, and when it reaches a depth 
of 150 to 200 feet, it is intended to run a 
crosscut which will demonstrate the value 
of the vein.

of silver. Its width is not known, but 
it is at least 100 feet. On the adjacent 
Emma claim it has been proven to a 
depth of 100 feet. With a smelter and 
concentration works within a short dis­
tance, guaranteeing cheap transportation 
and treatment rates, the Uro Denoro 
could in a very short time be in a posi­
tion to ship a large amount of ore daily 
from this magnetic iron vein.

Grand Forks in the opinion of Mr. Cur­
tis, updoubtedly offers, by all odds, the 
best site for a smelter and concentration 
works for the low grade ores of the camps 
lyng east of Boundary Creek.

The tanning lands of the 
Kettle river valley will always make liv­
ing there cheaper than in most other 
piaees m boutnern rincisn Columbia, aud 
therefore the pay of aineiter bauds can be 
as low as in any ocner place, and may be 
lower than most places, without unfair­
ness to the employes. An important point 
also is that along the whole length oi the 
North Fork and its many tributaries 
there are unlimited quantities of the best 
wood and timber which can be floated 
down to Grand Forks, thus for a great 
many years insuring cheap timber and 
fuel. It is also a downhill pull from all 
the mines, and if railway connection is 
had with Republic and adjoining camps, 
all the ores oi that rich region would pro­
bably, for some years, come to Grand 
Forks to be smelted. In addition to ail 
these natural advantages, John A. Manly, 
with his characteristic enterprise, is ot­
tering as^ahonus, a large block of land to 
the parties erecting a smelter at the place 
1 have mentioned, and negotiations nave 
proceeded thus tar already, that respon­
sible parties have agreed to build a smel­
ter there as soon as iUU tons ot ore per 
day can be delivered to them there.

Public Sentiment Demands Bails.ay 

Competition.

If the O. P. B. Secured a Monopoly the 
Situation Would be Intolerable-tJPro- 

gress of the District.

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Grand Forks, B. C. March 17.—[Special]
_-j'here is an unanimous public sentiment
throughout Southern British Columbia, 
in favor of railway competition in the 
Boundary district. It has crystalized in 
the form of -resolutions adapted by the 
various boards of trade. A number of 
meetings will be held shortly in order to 
endorse the Kettle River Valley railway 
project. IX C. Corbin will renew his ap­
plication for a charter at the present ses- 
sion of parliament. It is felt here that 
the measure will have good prospects ot 
success, as steps have been taken to en­
lighten the Canadian legislators respect­
ing the intolerable situation which would 
arise in the event of the C. P• R- securing 
a monopoly of the transportation in the 
richest portion of the Dominion. It is no 
exaggeration to predict that within a year 
there will be more than 50 shipping mines 
between Grand Forks and Camp McKin­
ney. The C. P. R., in its belated arrival, 
will discover thriving towns and ambitious 
hamlets built up by the adventurous pio­
neers. The passing of the stage driver 
and the freighter is at hand. It should 
mean an economic revolution. People in 
this section, knowing the methods adopt­
ed by the C. P. R. in territory where com­
petition does not exist, fear_ a spurious 
counterfeit, involving stagnation and re­
trogression. They, however, are buoyed 
up with the hope that parliament will see 
the wisdom of giving the Boundary dis­
trict an additional railway. Sir William 
Van Horne’s patriotic plea that the in­
vasion of Canada by American railways 
constitute a grave national danger, is as 
ludicrous as it is grotesque. Americans 
in this section form one of the most pro­
gressive and1’ industrious elements in the 
population.

It is ho secret that the C. P. R. crosses 
the state of Maine en route to the Mari- 
Time Provinces. The St. Paul, Minneap­
olis & Soo road, a branch of the same sys­
tem, extends through 1,500 miles of the 
United States, competing with American 
railroads. The Duluth, South Shore & At­
lantic, equally controlled by the C. P R., 
traverses Michigan, Wisconsin and Min­
nesota. It is generally felt that the future 
of the Boundary region, which before six 
months elapse, will have more than 50 
shipping mines, hinges upon the solution 
of the transportation problem. Railway 
competition is an absolute necessity. 
Without this condition, every town and 
mining camp will be stifled with exces­
sive rates. The support of the outside 
press is eagerly anticipated.

Hon Joseph Martin’s open letter declar­
ing for railway competition in Southern 
British Columbia, has created a favorable 
impression. His statement that there was 
no argument against preventing any cap­
italist, American or Canadian, from build­
ing railroads in Canada at private ex­
pense, is unanswerable.

_Be\Miner’s special telegram from Tor­
onto,^received in this evening’s Miner, 
confiitmng the sale of the great Republic 
mine, is regarded here as official, and 
there is a feeling of complete satisfaction 
pervading the camp, at the new steady 
and fresh impetus to be infused into the 
camp.

The drift is in 93 feet on the Butte &
