London, July g.—After suppressing
the rebellion against British authot-
ity in the Union of South Africa, Gen-
eral Botha took command of British
operations against German southwest
Africa, and headed an invasion of
that territory late in February. His
operations were reported to be uni-
formly successful.

The forces under his command cap-
tured Olymbingue on May 4. Two
days later it was announced that he
had occupied the important railway
junction -of Carib, and other stations
after a march of 25 miles over a water-
less waste, during which the troops
suffered severely from heat, thirst
and hunger.

The road to Windhoek, capital of
the German territory, was opened by
the occupation of .. Keetmanshop.
Windhoek was taken May 13 without
opposition on the part of the Ger-
man forces. Martial law was proclaim-
ed throughout the conquered territory.

Reports from London recently have
stated that the surrender of all the
German forces was expected soon.
British military experts have contend-
ed that General Botha had conducted
a masterly campaign.

German Southwest Africa is located
on the west coast of Africa, extending
from the Orange River to the Cunene
river, about goo miles. It lies between
Portuguese West Africa and Cape
Colony, extending eastward to tne
British sphere. The area is 322,450
squdre miles. The population is 7g,-
556, chiefly Hottentots and bushmen.
The European population in 1913 was
14,816, of whom 12,292 were Germans.
The military force, including police,
is given in latest reports as 2,992.

AUSTRALIANS LAUGH HARD

Coached by German Officers the Turks
Sought to Deceive Opponents by
Blowing the Call “Retire,” But Instead
Only Played “Cometo Cook House”.

London, July 9—The London Morn-
ing Post published a letter from an
Australian trooper in the KEastern
Mediterranean, indicating to what an
extent the Allied troops in Gallipoli
are confronted by German method
and system.

—OF AUSTRO-GERMAN ARMY—

HAS CONE WRONG

London, July g.—A Petrograd de
spatch to the Daily Mail says:
“The Austrian army under Arch-

duke Joseph Ferdinand, hurriedly
pushing forward Monday on the
high road from Krasnik to Lublin
under the impression that the Rus-
sians were in full retreat, lost touch
with Field Marshal Von Mackensen’s
army on the right. The Russians, who
were nearer than.the Archduke sup-
posed, took advantage of his blunder
in allowing the flank of his force to
be uncovered.

The clearness and graphic
exactness of the films suggest that if
they were to be preserved with care
thy would form a wonderful living
record of the greatest of all conflicts
for generations as yet unborn to study
in 'connection with the printed ac-
counts of the campaign.

The pictures were first shown in
great Massey Hall, Toronto, to wildly
enthusiastic crowds.

Washington Fears Unsa-
-tisfactory. Proposals are
Being Submitted.

Washing*oﬂ, July g—Information

from Berlin that the German reply
to the last American note would be
handed to Ambassador to-day or to-
morrow, together with the know-
ledge that the ambassador was to
make no comment in advance of its
delivery, brought the controversy be-
tween the United States and Germany
to a critical point to-day.

The fact that the German reply
was not modified from the form in
which it was submitted to the Am-
erican ambassador a few days ago was
responsible for the feeling of pessi-
pmism because it is known that the
propesals originally sent are not sa-
tisfactory to officials here. There 1s
a proposition, however, to await the
arrival of the text of the note itself
so that the exact phraseology of the
communication, may be taken into
consideration.

Ambassador’s Gerard’s despatches
contaitfing the outling af the note
and even some of the excerpts trom
it were somewhat garbled in trans-
mission and it is not altogether cer-
tain that all the points made by Uer-
many are clearly understood as yet.
Of the chief question at issue, how-
ever, the German Government, ac-
cording to officials of the United
States is not ready to concede Ameri-
cans the right to travel anywhere on
the high seas on unarmed merchant
ships as contended for in the last
American note. Germany has sug-
gested that Americans may travel on
belligerent ships if there is a guar-
antee in advance that they carry no
munitions of war and are unarmed,
and the vessels are marked in such
a way as to be distinuished in the war
zone to German submarines, and it
there is notification of the departure
and character of the ships.

To comply with the suggestions, in
the view of many officials, would be
an unneutral act on the part of the
American Government since it is not
considered proper to notify one belli-
gerent of the departure of another
belligerent’s ships.

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THE SITUATION i

The most important news which has
come over the Courier’s leased wire
to-day is that all the German military
forces in German Southwest Africa
have laid down their arms to General
Botha. More domination in this sec-
tion of the world was one of the
Kaiser’s hopes in connection with the
precipitation of the present hostilities
and now he has even lost that which
he had. William and his advisers of
course had deluded themselves with
the idea that the Boers would wel-
come a chance to discard British con-
nection. Instead, with comparatively
few exceptions, they at once sprung
to the side of the old lion and that
section of the Empire is now more
solidly British than ever. As for
Botha, he has demonstrated himself
to be one of the big figures in the pre-
sent crisis. ;

Another good piece of news is that
the Russian forces have once more
obtained a foothold and that they
have attained a most favorable posi-
tion with regard to the enemy.

In the Western theatre the Germans
are still very active without big re-
sults, while the Italians, for their part,
have notched a notable success in
capturing a suburb of Gloritz, which
involves command of a railway bridg®
over the Isonzo.

THE TOLL OF THE WAR

The present great war is not quite
one year old yet, but already the
lJosses make terrible and unparalleled
Yeading.

Russia takes the lead
three million losses, Germany
with one million and a half, and both
France and Austria nearly that, Of
the big powers Great Britain has thus
far come off the most easily with not
quite half a million, while Belgium
and Serbia with populations respec-
tively of 7,500,000 and 5,000,000 each
figure for nearly a quarter of a mil-
lion. The killed alone total over two
millions and with wounded, missing
and prisoners added the grand total
is 8,770,810 or a good deal more than
the entire population of Canada.

There can be mo comparison be-
tween this conflict and others but 1t
may be noted that in the entire Cri-
mean war the total losses were not
very much over half a million, Na-
poleon lost less than half a million
in his disastrous Russian campaign
and so on.

Of the big countries concerned Rus-
sia has by far the largest direct pop-
ulation to draw from for a continu-
ance of the struggle. Her inhabi-
tants total 164,000,000. Germany has
some 65,000,000, France 40,000,000,
Great Britain exclusive of overseas
Dominions 45,000,000, Austria 29,009,
Italy (where losses have not becu
tabulated) 35,000,000. When it comss
to financial resources, always a b13
factor in any war, John Bull is away
in the lead.

President Victorian Order of Nurses,

Ottawa:

Dear Mr Courtney,—On behalf cf
the committee appointed to deal with
the care of wounded soldiers, C.E.F.,
returning from the front, allow me to
thank you sincerely for your letter of
the sth inst., offering the services of
the Victorian Order of Nurses to the |
Department of Militia and Defence ‘n
connection with convalescent home,
hospital, and invalids arriving at
their places of residence.

I am to inform you that I am at
once sending a copy of your letter to
all officers commanding divisions in
Canada, where the Victorian Order of
Nurses has establishments asking
them to get in touch with the repre-
sentative in their district with a view
to their co-operation. I might say that
the general idea, outlined at present,
is that a central or clearing hospital
is being organized in Quebec at the
port of debarkation, where invalids
will be received, treated and passed |
on as soon as advisable to convales-
cent homes organized in the several
divisions as required, and to their own
homes as desired by the invalid.

The administration of this home and
hospitals will be under the officer
commanding each military division
and their several staffs.

I shall be glad to communicate with
you again when any further informa-
tion is available.

Is Gist of.Lord Kitchener’s
Appeal to Citizens
of London.

By Special J¥ire to the Courier.

London, July g.—Great crowds as-
sembled in and around the Guild Hall
and the routes leading to it this after-
noon to hear Field Marshal Earl
Kitchener address a meeting to in-
augurate a special recruiting cam-
paign. The city of London territorial
regiments lined the thoroughfares by
which the field marshal journeyed and
the polce made traffice arrangements.
Hoping to get seats at places of vant-
age in the Guild Hall, scores of per-
sons gathered outside the doors of
the building at ten o’clock this morn-
ing, although the war secretary’s ad-
dress was not due to begin until 3
o’clock this afternoon.

Lord Kitchener’s subject was on
“the need for further recruiting for
the army.” But the enthusiasm of the
meeting and the crowds which ap-
peared were attributed to the public’s
spontaneous desire to demonstrate its
confidence in the field marshal in the
face of the attacks upon him which
a certain section of the press has been
making. :

The Lord Mayor presided at the
meeting.

“We require more men and still
more men,” said Earl Kitchener, but
the situation in this respect is im.
measurably better now than it was
ten months ago. The military posi-
tion to-day, however, is as serious as
it was then.”

The foregoing was the keynote of
the war secretary’s speech to influ.
ence recruiting.

Lord Kitchener’s motor ride to the
Guild Hall untethered British enthu-
siasm and the scene has had no pre-
cedent in London since the outbreak
of the war. Haudkerchiefs were wav-
ed and hundreds of thousands cheered
the Secretary of War as he passed
through an uninterrupted avenue of
yelling Englishmen, women and child-
ren. . The text of Lord Kitchener’s
speech follows in part:

“Hitherto the remarks I have found
it necessray to make on recruiting
have been mainly addressed to the
House of Lords, but I have felt that
the time now has come when I may
with advantage, make another and
larger demand on the resources of
English manhood.

“Enjoying as I do the privilege of
a Free Man of this great city, I am
sure that my words uttered in the
heart of London, will spread broad-
cast throughout the nation.”

COLONIALS PRAISED

The secretary of war here referred
to the bravery of the Indian forces
and the Canadians, fighting “alongside
their British and French comrades in
Flanders and presenting a solid and
impenetrable front.

“In the Dardanelles,” Lord Kitch-
ener continued, “the Australians and
New Zealanders combined, already
have accomplished a feat of arms al-
most unexampled in brilliancy and
are pushing the campaign to a suc-
cessful conclusion.”

NEW ARMIES COMING.

“In each of these great dominions,
new and large contingents are being
prepared, while South Africa, not con-
tent with the successful conclusion of
an arduous campaign in Southwest
Africa is now offering large forces to
engage the enemy in the main theatre
of war.

“Strengthened by the unflinching
support of our fellow citizens across
the seas we seek to develop our own
military resources to their utmost lim-
its and this is the purpose which
brings us together to-day.”

PORT; FRE
OVERPONERED

Arrival is Uncertain Ow-
ing to Thick Weather
Off the Coast.

New York, July 9.—The Atlantic
Transport Line Steamship Minneha-
ha, loaded with 15,000 tons of cargo,
much of which was munitions of war,
consigned to the allies in Europe, was
speeding toward Halifax, N.S,, to-day
with a fire in her No. 38 hpld. The
last wireless message received _here
from Captain Claret of the Minne-
haha, said that the blaze had been con-
trolled by suffocation and steam. Ac-
cording fo Captain Claret’s reckoning
the Minnehaha was due off C}hebucto
Head, at the entrance to Halifax har-
bor, at nine o’clock this morning.
Whether .the fire was caused by the
explosion of a bomb placed on board
the Minnehaha before she left New
York on July 4 for London, by Frank
Holt, the man who shot J. P. Morgan
and committed suicide in the Mineola,
Long Island, jail, was expected to be
the subject of an inquiry soon after
the steamer arrived. Captain Claret
had reported merely that the fire was
caused by an explosion.

Suspicion that either Holt or an
accomplice had placed a bomb on
board the Minnehaha was arougeq.by
the pariial fulfilment of his predicition
of disaster to a steamer on her way
from New York to Europe. The ex-
plosion took place on the day he had
set for the sinking of a steamer which
he believed would be either the Sax-
onia or Philadelph._.

The inquest in the suicide of Holt
was postponed from yesterday until
to-day. An examination of several
hundred of Holt’s lettzrs found in his
rooms at Ithaca, gave the police no
indication that Holt had an accom-
plice. A large number of newspaper
clippings found in his rooms dealt
with stories of insanity and crime.

FIRE GOT UNDER

New York, July 9.—The following
message, dated 8.45 a.m. to-day, was
received from Captain Claret of the
Minnehaha:

“Thanks for the wire. Fire appears
to be steamed out. Think it necessary
to discharge some, cargo at Halifax.
Investigating.”

ARRIVAL UNCERTAIN

Halifax, N.S., July 9.—The Minne-
haha was twenty mileg off Sambro at
7 o'clock this mornipg, reports fire
practically extinguishgd. Time of her
arrival uncertain .owing to thick
weather. , :

Halifax, N.S., July 9.—The Atlantic
Transport Liner Minnehaha = which
caught fire. on Wednesday, while on
a trip from New York to London with
15,000 tons of war munitions on board
following an explosion believed to
have been caused by an infernal mach-
ine sent aboard by Frank Holt, who
shot J. Pierpont Morgan, this morn-
ing crept into Halifax harbor through
a mist. Early advices from Captain
Claret indicated that the work of
extinguishing the flames had proceed-
ed satisfactorily during the night and
that all danger seemed past. The
flames were confined to number three
hold, and so far as could be learned
here from marine officials, the muni-
tions had not been affected.

Great care was evident in the pre-
parations made to receive the Minne-
haha here. Arrangements were made
for the ship to tie up at quarantine
where a fire fighting force had been
collected. On account of the huge
cargo of explosives the vessel carries,
she was not to be permitted to pro-
ceed to the ordinary landing piers,
even after the fire was completely ex-
tinguished.

UNCONDTIONL

By Special Wire to The Courler.

Pretoria, July 9.—The Germans sur-
rendered unconditionally following
the issuance of General Botha’s ulti-
matum, which expired at 5 o’clock
Thursday” evening.

FRENCH
OFFICIAL

Paris, july 0.—The French war of-
fice to-day gave ouf the foilowing

statement:

“From the sea to the River Aisne:
There was reported last night ‘that
there was only one artillery engage-
ment in the vicinity of Souchez; this
was quite spirited. There was also a

slow but continued bombardment of |

Arras, and a violent cannonade be-
tween the River Oise and the River
Aisne on the plateau of Nouvron. In
the Champagne district there was an
encounter with mines, and in the Ar-
gonne there were rifle and cannon ex-
changes, but no important infantry
engagements.

“Between the River Meuse and the
River Moselle: The night brought
considerable activity. Between Fev-
en-Haye and the forest of La Pretre
French troops, by the use of hand
grenades, were successful in retaking
about 150 yards of the trenches lost
by us July 4th. At Croce-des-Carmes
the enemy delivered an attack yester-
day evening along a front of 350
yards. This action followed a bom-
bardment by aeroplanes, which threw
down torpedoes, and the hurling of
burning liquids. After having been
successful in gaining a footing in our
first line of defences, the Germans
were driven out of these positions by
an immediate counter attack. @ They
were able to maintain themselves on-
ly in a few of our most advanced
trenches,

“In the Vosges: In the region of
Ban-de-Sapt at Fontenelle we gained
a notable success. After having driven
the enemy from that portion of our
old positions which they captured
from us on the 22nd- of June, we
took possession of all the defensive
positions of the Germans reaching
from the hill to the southeast of Fon-
tenelle as far as the road running
from Launois to Moyen-Moutier. This
total gain represents an advance of
7oo yards along a front of 6oo yards.
We took the following prisoners:

“Nineteen officers, including one
battalion commander; two doctors
and 767 men, none of whom was
wounded, and belonging to seven dif-
ferent battalions. Our ambulance
picked up one officer and 32 woundad
German solaiers. We captured also
one cannon of 37-millimetres calibre;
two machine guns, several bomb-
throwers, and ammunition in great
quantity.

“Since the break of day, the enemy
has been cannonading violently the
positions lost by them.”

TWELVE ARE
DEAD: THEMAYOR
TALKS WARRANTS

Revised Figures Show 92 Injured,
Two of Whom May Die—
Attorney - General Will
Act on Result of Cor-
oner Greenwood’s
Inquest.

Toronto, July 9—Twelve persons
dead and ninety-two injured, two of
whom are in a critical condition, is
the corrected count of the worst ac-
cident in the annals of Canadian elec-
tric railways. All in the accident were
from Toronto.
Most of the injured are getting
along well, though in some cases it
will be weeks and months before re-
covery will be complete. Many will
be maimed for life. Others, appar-
ently not seriously hurt, are suffer-
ing from internal injuries, the char-
acter of which cannot yet be gauged.
BRINGING DEAD HOME.
Six bodies still lie in the Morgue at
Niagara Falls. They will be brought
to Toronto by boat this morning, a
special car on the electric railway
bearing them down to the boat. They
are: Charles I. Jennings, Sidney W.
Grant, Robert Watson, Albert E.
Little, Reta Wiggins and Dorothy
Keates.
The bodies of Harold Jaffray Part-
ridge and Elizabeth Crombie were
brought to Toronto by train last night.
The body of Margaret Tomlin was
conveyed by the steamer Cayuga, hav-
ing been released after the Coroner
viewed the remains. Three women
died on the Chippewa on the trip
across the lake Wednesday night,
completing the list of twelve. They
are: Mrs. J. Moore Hart, Mrs. Alice
Westney and Mrs. Margaret Sloan.
It was stated last night at the To-
ronto General Hospital that Alfred
Grinnell, 756 Logan avenue, would
not likely live until morning. He had
received a fractured skull and jaw,

Mrs. Hary Orr, 8 First avenue, was
reported to be in a critical condition,
her injuries consisting of broken ribs,
lacerated face and scalp wounds.

The Mayor
stated that he will hold a conference
with Magistrate Kingsford and Crown
Attorney Corley with respect to the
matter this morning and if they de-
cline to fall in line with his views he
will assume the responsibility of pro-
ceeding against the officials in charge
of the line,

A JOCKEY-
SOLDIER’S STORY

Trooper H. Layden, of the 2nd
King Edward’s Horse, who is a
native of Liverpool, and has been a
cross-country jockey in France, and
joined the King Edward’s Horse in
August, writing from the front,says:
“People in England have something
to be thankful for—that the Huns are
here and not there. I have just heard
that they have been dropping bombs
round: , but that is nothing to
what they would drop if they arrived
in their tracks, so I have done a bit
towards it. If they do get me I have
the pleasure of knowing some of them
went first. To read about the strikes
in England makes me sick. They
would have to strike hard if the Huns
paid them a visit; but don’t worry,
we will whip them at the finish and
pay them back in their own coin. But
we want help from England, other-
wise the war will be a long one. It
is no use people walking about asking
each other how long the war will
last. I can’t tell them; a long time
if they don’t get busy and help us
all they can. Settle their differences
after, Those who think the Germans
are beaten don’t know much about
them,but now is the time with ltaly’s
help to whip them like curs, but un-
less the people in England realize this
and do all they can we will have had
our trouble for nothing—they will
beat us.” In the course of a further
letter Trooper Layton says that the
first lieutenant was shot through his
head while he was talking to him,
but the wound was not fatal. The
trooper himself was blown otf his
feet without being injured.

The moulders emp:zoyed in a num-
ber of foundries in Falkirk and dis-
trict came out on strike recently in
connection with a question of wages.

‘T'his
was the full demand of the men ex-
cept that it did not come into opera-
tion, as asked by the workers, as from
sth April, Dissatisfaction has been
aroused by the award, the men con-
tending that as other workers " have
been paid a war bonus since 5th Ap-
ril they should also receive as from
that date the advance now conceded
to them.

Forestry Statistics for Scotland
have been collected by the,Board of
Agriculture, and a lot of valuable in-
formation is given in a report recent-
ly issued. A statement of nursery
stocks was obtained in August, 1914,
and it is of considerable interest to
note that 2 per cent. of the comfers
raised in Scottish nurseries are Scots
pine, while in the case of hard wood,
beech is the most popular, the per-
centage being even greater. In con-
nection with this enquiry the board
has obtained a fairly comprehensive
list of both private and public nur-
sery owners in Scotland. A detailed
return of woodlands has also been
optainéd (for the first time on re-
cord) from all landowners in Scot-
land. A return of the wood and the
timber 1mported into and exported
from Scotland in the year 1914 is
shown in tabular form, In conifer-
ous timber and pit-wood Russia eas-
ily heads the list, while Canada sends
more than twelve times the number
of loads contributed by,all the other
British possessions combined. The
board has now a large number of for-
estry correspondents in ditterent
parts of Scotland. Each correspondf
ent reports every six months
on all matters relating to forestry
and forest products in his district,
and it is already evident that the in-
formation so obtained will -be of
great advantage in the future devel-
opement of forestry in Scotland,
