. The world is full of millions and
millions’ of lost sovereigns. A comipe-
tent authqrity has  just completed
some inveétigations which, he de-
clares, sbow that in three years the
Bank o!‘bﬁngh:nd has lost trace of
fio fewer than 20,000,000 golden coins
of the realm. This ‘wholesale disap-
pearance of the elusive sovereign has
been going on for years. A tiver of
gold has flowed unceasingly from
Threadneedle street to all parts of
the world, but it has come back only
as a tiny vellow streamlet. What has
become of the surplus in its wander-
ings ? ‘‘Misers” is the unpoetical ex-
planation for a great part of this
disappearance. There still exist in
this and other countries people who
are unbusinesslike enough to hoard
up gold and keep it lying -idle by
them for the sole pleasure of knowing
it is there am.f occasionally counting
it.

made with -it. In the régeéncy of
Bombay it is estimated that 12,000 -

amount ol gold that never rsees the
light again.

Chicago, July 14.—~A change in the
method of street railway propulsion
is the pessible result of a trial that
has been made in Chicago of the in-
vention of P. W. Leffler, a local me
chanic and eleefrician.  Small" elec-
tirc magnets inbedded between the
rails of the track are used to pull the
The electric magnets form one
half of the motor and are placed in
the ground in. a line halt way be-
tween the tracks. The other part of
the armature is attached lengthwise
to the bottom of the car. It is a
long ‘iron bar cut up into feét and so
attached that the ends ordinarily are
within an inch of the top of the
magnet boxes. - The primary differ-
ence between the new system and the
trolley car motor is that the new car
is not impelled by the frietion of the
wheels with  the track but by the
invisible force of maghetism.

Each magnet 'is' connected with
main feed wires, heavily insulated
and bringing electricity from the
power house: When  the ear is not
running ovér them the magnets are
not magnetic. In other words, they
are not in’ the * circuit except when
the car comes over them. Arrange-
ment of the ' magnets according to
polarity first g positive and then ™ a
negative is the scheme for aftracting
the cdr and making it run easily. In
the car, on the other hand, by the
use of a small storage battery the
polarity of the fleet of the armatiire
is controlied. The operator of the
car with one simple movement of his
oné lever stops it or reverses ihe
movement instead.. The great saving
which the .inventor c¢laims is in the
amount of electricity required. He
says 75 amperes will suffice for forty
cars, while with the present trolley
systéem 75 amperes are reéquired for
oné car. It is also claimed that the |
cars can be run fastér than under |
systems now operated.
