OUR CUBAN LETTER

Editor Heporter. !

Dear Sir,—In this I will write a
litele in regard to the chief industries
and vegetation of Cuba. 3 -

Tobucoo growing comes first. The

virgin soil on the' mountains sides and

to  tohmcoo-growers along the line.
during the seuson for planting, Nov,
and Dee., the railway company runs a
daily specis) pasturia train, just on
purpose to carry the young plants. It
would be nothing unusnal to count 30
car-loads going down the line at once,
each car containing 200,000 tobacco
plnts. The growing of tobacco entails
constant cave and a lot of work, and I
think that the average Cuban earns all
that he gets for his crop.

Next comes the sugar-cane, although
thie industry is nothing now to what
it. has been. And in many pluces
around hers there can be seen old
su:ar mills that once did a flourishing
business ; now the wachinery is all
rusted and antit for service. When 1
g0 into one of these old mills, and see
the huge rollers for pressing the juice
out of the sugar cane, the large evapor-
ating tanks, and the large fields of
cane outside growing (which is now
shipped to other wills), I cannot but
think of what I have otten read about
the “‘old sugar plantation away down
south.”

There is quite an industry in lum-
ber, now developing on the eastern
part of the island, and I understand
that an Awerican company has hought
& Invge tract of land with intention of
cutting the timber, which is chiefly
mahogany, end exporting it to the
United States.

There isa large trade done here in
growing and exporting pineapples:

In a few years Caba wiil be export-
iog oranges and grape truic, as the
Americaas are coming jin, buying up
land, and setting out ora: ‘trees,
Cuba contains nearly all kinds ‘of soil,
and soil of different colors. The soil
bhere does not seem to Jove its fertility
a8 it does up north. As a rule, the
land is very free from stones ; indeed,
some places, it is hard to get stoves of
any size. By the way, the water in
the wells here is warner than  that
which has been cut in a burrel for ‘a
day. A pump is a very rare thing

considerably during the last year. A
Cuban only cultivates about three or
four acres of land and the rest of his
farm is loft to grow up to wild grass,
through which it is almost impossible
for a persog to walk. - o you see there
is plenty of laud and room for the
Americano. Most of the oranges that
grow here now are the sour variety,
the sweet orange trees having been
nearly all cut down during the war.

A Cuban’s main diet is arroco (rice),
boniatas (sweet potatoes), friholyas
(beans), and melongss (a species of
root that takes the place of the potato).
A Cuban bas his breakfast at about
ten o'clock and his dinner at about
three or four o'clock. Only two meals
a day.

Mostly all kinds of northern vege-
tables will grow and thrive bere, to-
matoes especially. Among other
things that grow here that I bave not
yet mentioned are bananas, lemons,
olives, peanuts, aguacate, cocoanuts,

Vital
statistics prove it; deaths from respiira-
tory diseasés are in the fog season al-
ways far more numerous' than at other
times. During one foggy season, a few
Years since, 10,960 persons died in Lon-
don, of whom 3840 died from respira-

es.

tory diseases.

When the fog fiend, reigns, our: rail-
way systems are demoralized, trains
©an but crawl, and are hours late, the
time of men who should be at business
is wasted, and business is at a stand-
still. Then railway companies must
Bpend thousands of pounds in fog sig-
nals. Equally the traffic of the streets
is’ interfered with, incurring further loss
of precious time.

These 'are losscs that cannot well be
estimated in  pounds, shillings and
pence. Could they, they would no
doubt be found to run into hundreds of
thousands of pounds.

There is no evidence to show that
fogs are formed outside and invade or
drift into London. The fog may be light
fog, but the smoke from 2 1-2 million
ch_imneys, leading from fires whose
winter consumption is 5,000,000 tons of
coal, rapidly mingles with it, and pro-
duces the well known “pea:souper.”

London is responsible for the terrible-.

ness of its fogs, and London alone, be-
cause household gratesare constructed
on the best lines to benefit coal mer-
chants, and householders will not use
steam coal. If fire grates were con-
etructed on a sensible plan, or the Ger-
man’ style of stove adopted, and if fires
were fed at the bottom instead of at
the top, the evil would in a large meas-
ure be remedied.

Then the heat would be thrown into'

the room, instead of flitting up the
chimney; less coal would be used, and
the waste from the chimney would not
be anything like one per cent. as at

esent. Here is the first item in the

‘ogg bill: The escape of unused firel into
the open air represents a value of
£120,000 annually. Good money is lit-
erally pouring out of London’s chim-
ney-pots every hour and being wasted,

magine the lump of coal that repre-
sents —120.000 tons.

London, then, has the saving of this
2 1-2 millions' largely in its own hands.
And how much more comfortable and
’l‘;.'llthy every one would be.—London

In the synagogue
he sigoified his willingness to engage
the service by standing and read-
ing from the roll handed him. ‘The
scripture for the'day was most ap-
propriate, for it set forth his own
glorious mission.

“This day is this. scripture fulfilled
in your ears,” are recorded. He ac-
cording to- custom, sat down after
reading the scripture portion and all
were in expectancy as to what he
would say. No besitation, no waver-
log, characterized his course of ao-
tion. Ho struck at once to the essence
of the text and made declarations
at once sublime and forceful.

Admiration. How the congregation
received his preaching may be known
from the evangelist’s words, “And
all bare him witness, and wondered
at his graclous words that proceed-
ed out of his mouth.” It appears
that at first tho beagers were CAI-
rled beyond the piace and. their
ceighbor, the speaker, ' and. thelr
minds ‘were oceupled with the won-
derful truthe he uttered. It was up-
on another occasion that the state-
ment was made by the officers who
were sent by the Pharisees to ap-
prehend him, “Never man ‘spake like
this man.”

Jesus rejected. “Is mot this Jo,
seph’'s son?” This was the note
that rang out Christ’s rejection. No
matter how excellent were the words,
nor how convincing the proofs of .
authority, he is only the Naszargne,
the son of Joseph, and he could not
be receiyed.. Christ’s reference to
the widow of Sarepta, and to Naa-
man, the leper, both outside the na-
tion of Israel, Incensed the hearers
to a high pitch of anger. Their
own neighbor had laid claims to the
Messiahsbip, and bad presented facts
in Jewish history to meet their ob-
Jections, which facts had a strong

This was more than they were pre-
pared to endure.

From worship to
murder was the speedy transition of
thelr . ¢ t& , From admiration
for his graclous words to the clamor
for his blood was a change requiring
but a few minutes, They “rose up,
and thrust him out of the city, and
led him' to the brows of the ‘hill
whereon their city was built, that
they might cast him down headlong.”

died, Gladstone in his eighty-ninth
year, Disraeli in his seventy-seventh.
Newton lived to be e!ghbty-five, and
Lord Kelvin is still vigorous in re-
search in his eightieth. To a great
extent the brain is the centre and
seat of life, what Sir William Gull
called the central battery, and its
stimulation undoubtedly strengthens
the forces that make for vitality.
Healthy exercise of eithcr mind or
body of course favors length of days,
but the strivings of the ‘thinker and
writer are seldom quite of the
healthy order.
