toour King, to say with absolute
confidence that there is not a more
sober, temperate, quiet-living man in
the country than King George,
The other accusation is still more
unworthy. It is, that prior to hi
marriage he had what is called
secret marriage, with children by it.
‘That is absolutely root and branch
an untruth, King George is a man
who, with a wife of like disposition to
himself, has been wont during his
leisure to sit in his garden with his
young children around him, just the
same as any onc of us might do in
our own patch of garden
