THE POPE.

The correspondent of the 
Times at Rome says : “Cardinal 
Jacobini, the Papal Secretary oi 
State, has sent a circular to the 
Nuncios in regard to the recent 
meeting in Rome to urge the 
abolition of the Papal guaran­
tee. the purport of which may 
be judged from the fact that the 
Pope has openly said that he 
considers the speeches made at 
the meeting as a greater offence 
against theChurch than the dis­
turbances at the removal of Bins 
IX., inasmuch as at the abolition 
meeting insults were directly, 
and with impunity, levelled at 
the. living Pontiff, in his own 
person, as the head of the Ca­
tholic religion, and as a sove­
reign guaranteed by Italian 
laws.” Excited meetings 
agiinst the Papal guarantees 
were held on Sunday at Geneoa 
and sienna. Much excitement 
has been caused in Berlin by an 
article in the Augsburg Allege - 
mine Zeitung declaring that, by 
ratitying the appointment ofvr. 
karumus. Catholic Bishop oi 
Treves, the German Govern­
ment have “gone to Canossa.” 
Liberal papers agree that the 
Roman Curia has triumphed 
over Prince BismarcA. Another 
despatch says. Relative to the 
article in the Augsburg Allege~ 
maipe Zeitung, asserting that 
the German Government has 
yielded to the Vatican,theA'reuz 
Zeitung declares the Govern 
ment will never sacrifice the 
rights of the State and the Em­
peror, or has approved the ne­
gotiations with the Vatican.

WOOD TRADE.

From Faruworth & Jardine’s, 
Liverpool Wood Circular of 
August 1st, we quote as fol 
lows:—

The arrivals fromBritishNorth 
America during the past month 
have been 55 vessels 44,264tons, 
against 104 vessels,Jj>8,839 tons 
during the correspqjjjling month 
last year. v

The import has been moder­
ate,and the deliveries have been 
on a larger scale, which has led 
to an improved feeling in our 
market and generally firmer 
prices; this we trust will not be 
marred, as it too often is, by an 
undue increase^ in the ship­
ments, which Vïiuld very soon 
cause a reaction in our still sen­
sitive market.

New Brunswick andNovaScotia 
Spruce and Pine Deals, etc.— 
The import of spruce has been 
fairly moderate, and the con­
sumption has been equal to laoi 
year, leaving us witu a more 
healthy st joa; lue result uas 
been an improved tone in ino 
mar/fcet, aim an advance in value 
oifirom 5 :0 7-t> per standard; 
the country trade, however, do 
not freelv respond to this ad­
vance, and will, no doubt, be 
cautious buyers until the season 
is further advanced, am. it is 
seen how supplies come lor-
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ward. It is still most desirable 
that shipments should continue 
on a moderate scale for the re., 
mainder of the year. Pine dears 
are not inquired for. Birch 
rules low in price, and stocks, 
though lighter than last year, 
are still too heavy.

The aggregate tonnage to this 
date in 1879, 1880, and 1881, is 
respectively 156,187, 196,010and 
153,669.

HOW EASY IT iS TO DIE.

“If I had strength to hold a 
pen,I would write how easy and 
delightful it is to die,” were the 
last words of the celebrated sur­
geon, Wm. Hunter; and Louis 
XIV is recorded as saying,with 
his last breath, “I thought dy­
ing had been more difficult."

That the painlessness of death 
is owing to some benumbed in­
fluence acting on the sensory 
nerves may be inferred from the 
fact that untoward external 
surroundings rarely trouble the 
dying.

On the day that Lord Colling- 
wood breathed his last the Med­
iterranean was tumultous; thoce 
elements which had been the 
scene of his past glories rose and 
tell in swelling undulations and 
seemed as if rocking him o 
sleep. Capt. Thomas ventur d 
io ask if he was disturbed by 
the tossing of the ship. “No, 
Thomas,” he answered, “I am 
now in a state that nothing can 
disturb me more—1 am dying, 
md 1 am sure it must be con­
solatory to you and all that love 
me to see how comfortably 1 
am coming to my end.” In the 
Qaartedy Review there is relat­
ed an instance of a criminal who 
escaped death by hanging by 
the breaking of the rope. Henry 
IV. of France sent his physician 
to examine him, who reported 
that after a moment’s guttering 
the mau saw an appearance like 
fire, across which appeared a 
most beautiful avenue oi trees. 
When a pardon was mentioned 
the prisoner cooly replied that it 
was not worth asking for. Those 
who have been near death from 
drowning, and afterward res 
tored to consciousness, assert 
that the dying suffer but little 
pain. ,

Capt. Marryatt states that his 
sensations at one time when 
nearly drowned were rather 
pleasant than otherwise. “The 
first struggle for life once over, 
the water closing around as­
sumed the appearance of wav­
ing green fields. * * * It
is not a feeling of pain, but 
seems like sinking down, over­
powered by sleep, in the long, 
soft grass of the cool meadow.’

Now,this is precisely the con­
dition presented in death from 
disease. Insensibility comes on, 
the mind loses consciousness ol 
external objects, and death rap­
idly and placidly ensues from 
asphyxia.

THE CZAR'S PE LtS ON AL 
PO WER ABO VE DIS­

CUSSION!

An article on Russian affairs 
published by the Moscow 
Gazelle attracts attention in 
Vienna. It represents the per­
sonal po wer ot the Czar as being 
above discussion. A compromise 
tending to modify or diminish it 
would be a source oi peril to the 
state. The hope of obtaining 
anything by concessions is vain. 
The very existence oi Russia is 
dependent on the autocratic 
power of its sovereign, ihts ar­
ticled said to be due to the.pen

of M Kalkoff,editor of the journ­
al that prints it, and the leading 
member of the Penslavist party. 
M Kalkoff is certainly not an 
official scribe, and the views he i 
now sets forth may be regarded 
as those of ihe party to which 
he belongs. Yet there can be 
little doubt that they have the 
full approval both of the Czar 
himself and General Ignatieff, 
and for the present,at all events, 
there is lively to be a truce to 
all rumors of a constitutional 
government in Russia.

CHILIAN DEPEA T.

News from Peru, in Panama 
announces that theChilians have 
been routed in an engagement 
in the vicinity of Pisco, 42 
leagues south of Lima. Of 400 
Chilians attacked only 26 esw 
epped, It is said that Pierola is 
at Ayacuaho with 7,000 Araqui- 
panos. Campero will be in the 
field with lO.OOOBolivian troops, 
and Montera, now in the north 
o ’Peru, has a strong force,which 
is daily increasing. Caseresisin 
Chorisco with 2,000 men, and is 
trying to attack Lima. Many 
fights have taken place between 
Chilians and Peruvians in Lima 
in some of which the Chilians 
have been worsted. How long 
this state of things will continue 
it is hard to conjecture. Garcia 
Calderon it is announced, in* 
tends resigning. Two-thirds of 
his Cabinet have tendered their 
resignation, and it is thought 
that if peace is made the only 
person allowed to enter into 
terms will be Pierola. .

THE PRE-ADAMITES.

“Holv Willie” of St. John, 
who went in such raptures 
over Dr. Winchell’s book on the 
pre-adamites will be delighted 
to read anything furnishing 
support to his theory. For his 
benefit we publish the follow- 
mg;

A most important discovery 
has been made in Spain. While 
engaged in working the lead 
mines in theProvince ofdegovia, 
seventy miles northwest of Ma­
drid, the miners found an en­
trance into an immense cavern, 
in which they found upon an 
argillaceous deposit and in the 
midst ol stalagamites 509 skel­
etons of men and women. Ten 
well-shaped aud perfect skulls 
of a prehistoric type have been 
obtained, besides chipped stones 
and quartz implements and 
fragments of rude pottery.

IRELAND.

The news that the great struggle 
between the Lords and Commons in 
England over the Land Bill had end­
ed in the submission of the Lords to 
the firm attitude of Mr. Gladstone, 
was hailed by delight by every well 
wisher of freedom in all parts of the 
globe. When the Bill was first in­
troduced, the defection of the Duke 
of Argylc, the great representative 
of whig landlordism,from the Liberal 
ranks, was perhaps the highest com­
pliment that could have been paid to 
the measure, and the strenuous and 
bitter opposition it has met with in 
the irresponsible chamber of effete 
hereditary landlordism has raised the 
measure of justice in the estimation 
of all. Now that after nearly four 
months discussion the land bill is 
about to become law, a brighter era 
dawns upon Ireland, and a new and 
hopeful page in her history is being 
opened. Next to Catholic Emanci­
pation this is the greatest legislative 
scheme that has ever been carried for 
Ireland. Though it does not,—no 
scheme could,—remedy all her miser­
ies, yet it will remove many and 
soften more of the social sorrows of 
that country than at a glance can be 
conceived. It is hard to measure the 
magnitude of the law. According to a 
talented writer ; “It surpasses in its 
disruption of pre-conceived ideas of 
tenure and contracts, all that has ever 
taken place in Europe,and transcends 
the schemes of Sterne and Harden- 
burg in Prussia, and of the enfran­
chisement of the Serfs in Russia. It 
stops little short of the proceedings of 
the French Revolution in abolishing 
Feudalism. Yet no measure less 
radical and sweeping could secure 
the social pacification and ensure the 
industrial prosperity of Ireland. 
Under it, no man is wronged. No 
one is despoiled of his legitimate 
rights. The line of equity is firmly 
defined between landlord and tenant; 
aud where doubtful an impartial 
court will decide between them.’]

The constitution of the LandCourt 
or commission gives general satisfac­
tion. The judicial member is Ser­
geant O’Hagau, who takes the rank 
and salary of a Puisne judge. He is 
an cxcmplaryCatholic and a thorough 
Celt. He was born near Newry and 
educated in the Jesuit college at 
Clougowes. He entered Trinity col­
lege where he obtained a gold medal, 
graduated A. M. aud was called to 
the bar in 1845. He was a member 
of the Repeal association, and was 
one of the most gifted contributors to 
the Dublin Nation. He is one of the 
ablest chancery lawyers in Ireland, 
and it was he who suggested most 
of the amendments to the Land Bill, 
made by the Irish Bishops, the 
greater portion of which have been 
adopted. No better or more accept­
able appointment to the important 
office of Judge of the Laud Court 
could be made. The other two com­
missioners arc Mr. Litton, M. P. 
for Tyrone, an ardent tenant rightor, 
and William Vernon, agent to the 
Earl of Pembroke, a gentleman who 
gave valuable testimony in fayor of 
the tenant farmers before the Bess- 
borough commission.

We are also glad to hear that there 
is every prospect of a good harvest 
iu Ireland, and a return of that 
peace and repose so much needed 
Altogether we are pleased to say that 
the prospects for Ireland are more 
bright and cheerful than tor many a 
day before.

ANGLIN IN THE ISLAND.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION-

The Sackville Post still continues 
to advocate the establishment of an 
Agricultural College, in connexion 
with what it calls an “expérimenta1 
station.” This we presume means a 
Model School; and if it do then the 
Star and the Post are one in their 
opinion of the matter.

We have dealt with this matter at 
too much length before to bother our 
readers with it now, but let us how­
ever repeat, that this government, or 
the next government will be obliged 
eventually to grapple with the qnes* 
tiou of the proper cultivation of our 
lands, and the approved system of 
raising stocks. They will be obliged 
either to do this, or to abolish our 
other schools ; for the latter are driv­
ing young men out of the farming 
business, degrading the occupation of 
farming in their eyes, and filling our 
villages and towns with youths who 
cannot find employment according to 
their tastes and are above going back 
to the farm.

Raise farming and stock raising to 
the dignity of a learned occupation 
and yon at once direct the ambilio11 
of the schools to the work that is now 
considered only fit occupation for 
those of inferior mind, and who have 
neither ambition nor education.

It appears the Liberals were very 
discourteous to Mr. Anglin iu Prince 
Edward Island. For some unknown 
reason, while they reported and 
printed Blakcs speech in full, they 
ignored the speeches made by Mr. 
Anglin. The Progress which sup­
ports the Government thinks he was 
slighted because he is an Irishman 
and a Roman Catholic.

CONTINENTAL RAILROADS.

THE VALUE OF LAND

here; it is very stony land. I was pointed 
out a field which was not very stony, 
comparatively speaking,but siill had more 
stones, or stony crust rather, than 
a good farmer would desire. I was told 
it paid £2 per acre. I wondered how it 
is possible to raise rent and taxes off 
these fields, never to mention the support 
for farmers. The land requires stimu­
lating manure to produce a crop. When 
bad years come, acd render the tenant 
farmer unable to purchase guano, the 
crops are worthless almost. The neces­
sity for buying artificial manure is a 
terrible necessity that American farmers 
know nothing of. I daresay the tenants 
expect too much in many instances, for 
they are accustomed to be treated as 
children in leading strings. The amount 
of dependence on this one and that one 
in superior station* is very wonderful,but 
their utter helplessness to take the first 
step toward better times is also wonder­
ful. I have heard of men, by the last 
bad seasons unable to buy guano, having 
to strip the roofs off their houses that 
the rain may wash off the soot into the 
land to fructify it. On account of shelter 
for game, it is not permissible to cut 
heather for bedding, for stock or convey, 
ing for booses. Breaking this prohibition 
even on land for which they pay rent 
and taxes is, they complain, punished 
with fines of from two and sixpence to 
seven and sixpence for as much as could 
be carried on the back. For a farmer 
to get on here he must be able to buy 
manure. The crop on a farm has to 
pay rent, which is high, and taxes which 
are heavy,even if no guard for somebody 
has to be paid for, or no malicious out­
rage is levied for on the county in com­
pensation, and manure, which, if got 
before paying is charged, I am told, 
twenty-five percent additional for wait­
ing; all this must be met before the sup­
port of the family can be thought of 
beyond merely existing. The more one 
looks at" the want of the people, the 
more one becomes bewildered with the 
perplexities of the situation, and the 
more hopeless about the setting of things 
right by the Land Bill or anything else. 
At Cong, for the first time in my life, I 
heard

THE IRISH LAMENT OK CAOINE

for the dead. Some one was brought in 
from the country lo be buried in the 
Abbey cf Cong. It was a simple count­
ry funeral. The dead was borne on one 
of the carts of the country, followed by 
the neighbors, and accompanied by the 
parish priest of Cong. The day was 
very wet even for Ireland. After the 
burial service was over tlte women, 
kneeling by the new made grave, among 
the rank wet grass, and the dripping ivy, 
raised the caoine. It was a moat un­
earthly sound, sweet like singing, sad like 
crying,rising up amoag the ruined towers, 
and clinging ivy and floating up heaven­
wards. I believe the stories of the ban­
shees must have arisen from the sound of 
the caoine. These mourning women 
were very skilful, I was told, and were 
relations of the dead whom they mourned 
and whose good qualities mingled with 
their love and grief rose in a wailing cry 
and floated weirdly over the ruins and up 
to the clouds.

Mrs. McDougall who is very roman­
tic sailed down

LOUGH CORBIB.

Site Bays it was a very windy day, 
LoughCorribb’s waves had white caps on. 
The sun came out fitfully, and the 
clouds swept great meadows over the 
mountain sides. There were patches of
green oats bathed in sunshine, and plan­
tations of larch and fir standing close 
and packed in shadow. The wind was 
so strong that the little steamer 
seemed to plough her way with a bob­
bing motion like the coots on LoughHill. 
We had a fine view from the lake of 
Ashford demesne, and the castle looking 
still grander and newer in the distance; 
all its towers and pinnacles bathed in the 
cold sunshine. I was pointed out in the 
distance from the lake, Moytnra house, 
the home of Sir William Wilde; it stands 
where was fought the battle of Moytura 
in ancient times. The most important 
island on Lough Corrib is called Innis 
au Ghoil, the island of the stranger. I 
should have dearly liked to land here,for 
e e are the ruins of two very ancient 

ihurches. The oldest is called 
the Church of .Saint Patrick. 
It is said by some, who think they 
knew, that the style and architecture of 
this church prove it to have been bnilt 
at the time of that saint. In the church­
yard of this church is a monumental 
stone, one of the oldest Christain monu­
ments iu Ireland. It U to the memory 
of a nephew cf Saint Patrick, the son of 
bis sister Limenneh. Thu inscription 
describes the stone to be Lia Lugnaedon 
Mac Limeneuk. The other church is 
c 1 ed 'leampu.il na Heave, it must have 
been built a good while afterward. I 
only heard of but did not see these things. 
From the steamer we saw the ruined 
fortress

ANNAJ1BESN CASTLE,

said to be six hundred years old. The 
masonry is very curious, being all done, 
within and without, quoins, doorways, 
window frames, of undressed stone, aud 
yet moat admirably dope. I stood oo

the deck of the little steamer while the 
wind blew in the teeth of the little boat 
and made her shivet and rock, and I en­
dured sharp neuralagia pain, and lost my 
vail, which was blown off and went sail­
ing off into the lake because I would not 
miss seeing all Lough Corrib had to 
show. I saw the ivy plaided walls of 
Caislean na Caillaeh, and on a little is­
land the remains of an old unceminted 
stone port, so old that antiquity has for- 
gotten it. The scenery was very grand, 
the islands grassy and round, or waving 
white trees, the lake covered with white 
horses riding with tossing manes to the 
shore; the ,little boat with its broad 
breast holding its own against the swells, 
the shores with green mountains checked 
off into fields, with higher mountains 
blue in the distance rising behind them. 
All under

“The skies of dear Brin, onr mother
Where sunshine and shadow are chas­

ing each other."

The little steamer steamed up to a 
wharf and backed and stopped, in most 
American fashion, at a lonely backwo d: 
looking wha-f, but the pillars for the 
snubbing rope were fillers of stone, and 
near was the rliins of a tall square castle 
in good preservation. There are also 
the walls of the bishop's residence here, 
with the bells of St. Brendan; they told 
me—this was the saint who discovered 
the happy land flowing with milk and 
honey, the key to which lies hidden in 
Cuneen Miaul’s tomb—and the ruina of 
an extensive abbey, a monastery and a 
nunnery and other buildings. Truly the 
banks and islands of Lough Corrib are 
made classic by ruins. They say the 
carved mouldings and stone work oa 
these ruins are considered the most beau­
tiful and most perfect in Ireland. We 
passed, farther on, the ruins of Armagh- 
down, the castle fort of the bog. After 
this the land got low and flat, and we 
saw Menlough Castle, where a baronet 
of the name of Blake resides when he is 
at home. It is counted themostbeauti- 
ful of all the ancient castles which are 
•till inhabited. All I can say is, it look­
ed well from the lake. Lough Corrib is 
calculated to ccver 44.000 acres, and 
is well supplied with fish.

THE POPE.

The correspondent of the 
Times at Rome says : “Cardinal 
Jacobini, the Papal Secretary ol 
State, has sent a circular to the 
N uncios in regard to the recent 
meeting in Rome to urge the 
abolition of the Papal guaran­
tee. the purport of which may 
be judged from the fact that the 
Pope has openly said that he 
considers the speeches made at 
the meeting as a greater offence 
against the Church, than the dis­
turbances at the removal of f'ius 
IX., inasmuch as at the abolition 
meeting insults were directly, 
and with impunity, levelled ai 
the living Poniiii; in his oxni 
person, as the head of the Ca 
tholic religion, and as a sove­
reign guaranteed by Italian 
laws.” Excited meetings 
agiinst the Papal guarantees 
were held on Sunday at Geneoa 
and aienna. Much excitement 
has been caused in Berlin by an 
article in the/lugsburg AUegé­
miné Zeitung declaring that, by 
ratiiying the appointment of vr. 
harumus. Latholic bishop ol 
Treves, the German Govern­
ment have “gone to Canossa.” 
Liberal papers agree that the 
•Roman Curia has triumphed 
over Prince BismarcZc. Another 
despatch says. Relative to the 
article in the Augsburg Allege- 
maipe Zeitung, asserting that 
the German Government has 
yielded to the Vatican,theÀ'reMZ 
Zeitung declares the Govern 
ment will never sacrifice the 
rights of the State and the Em­
peror, or has approved the ne 
gotiations with the Vatican.

WOOD TRADE.

From Faruworth & Jardine’s, 
Liverpool Wood Circular of 
August 1st, we nuote as fol­
lows:—

The arrivals fromBritishNorth 
America during the past month 
have been 55 vessels 44,264tons, 
against 104 vessels, 68,839 tons 
during the correspqgjling month 
last year. e

ate,and the deliveries have been 
on a larger scale, which has led 
to an improved feeling in onr 
market and generally firmer 
prices; this we trust will not be 
marred, as it too often is, by an 
nndue increase^ in the ship­
ments, which would very soon 
cause a reaction in our still sen.
