CAPTIVATING NEW YORK.
The British Fleet Astonishes the New 

Yorkers—A Splendid Spectacle.

New York Herald, April 28th.
For the entertainment of the tens of 

thousands of spectators who filled all the 
high housetops of the middle west side 
and the broad, sloping acres of lower 
Riverside Park the British squadron in 
the Hudson last night destroyed itself to 
escape falling into the hands of the 
enemy. First, the four men-of-war were 
simultaneously fired and burned to the 
water’s edge, with profusion of smoke and 
great crackling of flames. Then they 
were blown up through the explosion of 
a mimic magazine, represented by about 
four tons of fireworks. The enemy it 
should be said, was imaginary and the 
burning and blowing up entirely make 
believe. -After that the ships gave the 
finest electrical exhibition ever seen 
afloat.

It was the result of great preparation on 
the part of the staff of Vice Admiral Hop­
kins to make the search light display and 
illumination arranged for last evening 
much out of the ordinary class.

Evening fell upon the allied fleet with 
everybody vowing that they were “ dead 
tired,” but actively preparing for the pyro­
technic show and for dinner and dance 
ashore. The British fleet presented no 
unusual appearance when colors were 
sounded. Apparently Admiral Hopkins 
was unaware of the fate which was in 
store for his command. Night came and 
the lights began to twinkle on the ships. 
Bugles here and there rang out, and little 
cutters steamed through the water, taking 
officers on errands around the fleet.

It had been announced in Admiral 
Gherardi’s orders that the war ships 
might illuminate if they wished to. Ad­
miral Hopkins had secured permission 
from the commander-in-chief of the allied 
fleet to destroy his squadron. But this 
was kept a secret.

SHIPS MADS OF FIRE.

The hour fixed for the display was 8 
o’clock, and just before that hour a signal 
flashed from out the telegraphic lamps on 
board the Blake. It was a signal only to 
the other ships in the British squadron, 
the Australia, Magicienne and Tartar, 
anchored in the order given in the star­
board column.

With the quickness of the flash that 
conveyed the order, there floated in the 
Hudson four ships of fire where four black 
hulled vessels had been. From stem to 
stern the Blake was a glowing mass of 
electric jets. Her bows, her masts, her 
bridge and her funnels were outlined 
against the black and murky night The 
more graceful lines of the Australia 
showed also in fire, and the Magicienne 
and the Tartar were shown in blazing 
outline.

This was a great surprise. No one had 
been expecting anything so elaborate as 
that, although the men on the other ships 
had begun to suspect, from the fact that 
Admiral Hopkins had bought all the in­
candescent globes the Edison company 
had in stock, that he had designs on 
their laurels. But here was something 
which staggered one with surprise and 
made him involuntarily say “ Oh ! ”

Quickly down the fleet the other ships 
that have electrical plants took the cue, 
and one after another the great monsters 
of war began to glitter and glow. The 
Arethusa hung out colored lanterns. She 
could do no better than that. But her 
fighting companion, the Jean Bart, which 
is a powerful modern warrior and has a 
fine electrical plant, came to the rescue 
and saved the credit of the French squad­
ron. Along her rail there ran a row of 
strong incandescents which casta brilliant 
pathway of light three hundred feet wide 
nearly to the New Jersey shore on her 
port side and to New York shore line on 
her star board side. Her ugly military 
masts under the influence of electricity 
became ornamental. Around each were 
three circles of fire, which in the distance 
glowed only like the wings of Saturn 
shown through a telescope, but sadly dis­
arranged.

WAR SHIPS AGLOW.

The Reina Regent*, black as night in 
day time, now looked fair and glorious. 
The dark and mighty hull of the big 
Spanish cruiser had been set with crosses 
and wreaths and garlands of diamonds and 
pearls of electric power until one with a 
poetical ailment might have said that she 
reminded one of a Spanish beauty with 
fire-flies flashing in her dusky hair.

But the Kaiserin Augusta was in the 
show for favorable mention, at least. 
Down in the deep recesses of her hull her 
dynamos were whirring and humming for 
her adornment Along her rails were set 
hundreds of flashing lamps. Up and 
down her three great smoke-stacks they 
ran like gleaming snakes. The bridge, 
where her captain stands performing the 
duties of commodore, was a bridge of 
flame and her guns were guns of fire,

This was the scene which burst upon 
the bewildered gaze with almost blinding 
and stunning brilliancy at 8 o’clock. Cries 
of admiration burst from thousands of 
lips. Big excursion boats were out again 
for the second time during the day laden 
with passengers, and the show now going 
on had more observers than any other 
spectacular performance like the “ Black 
Crook ” under the sun.

Up and down the Hudson were other 
war ships similarly aglow, but those 
which have been mentioned were the 
most impressive.

PIERCING THE SKY.

Now from the Philadelphia shot forth a 
blinding ray of light. It was not the flash 
from a gun, for no report came. It was 
the Philadelphia’s forward search light of 
many thousand candle power, which she 
had aimed out into the night. To the 
whole fleet this was a signal.

It said as plain as words :
“ Come on, boys. Let us drive the fog 

away and see who can make the biggest 
hole in the sky.”

Instantly the night was cut into little 
bits. From 35 ships 100 piercing rays of 
light, widening as they stretched away, 
spread out over the horizon. One hun­
dred search lights were at work looking 
for imaginary forts and things like that. 
Such a blaze the Hudson river had not 
seen since the New York Central elevators 
burned. It was amazing how quickly 
these shafts darted about and swept the 
river. So suddenly and unexpectedly did 
they shoot from point to point that you 
could hear all over the surface of the 
river feminine shrieks of surprise and 
fright when the light shot athwart an ex­
cursion boat.

Another signal from the Philadelphia 
and the 100 search lights were aimed at 
the sky. Talk of the beauty and rarity of 
the northern lights ! Here was the 
Auroa Borealis duplicated by the hand of 

.man. Now the rays seemed to radiate 
from a common centre — a huge, quiver­

ing fen, the edge of which was lost in the 
clouds. Now they all seeemed to converge 
at one particular point. Then they 
opened again, and then each ship directed 
the search light full against the side of its 
nearest neighbor.

“ Bedad,” exclaimed a deckhand on the 
Herald tug, who is an ex member of the 
Are department ; bedad, they are all New 
Yorkers pumping water on each other to 
put out the electric lights.”

And indeed, it was just that effect which 
the search light play had in the heavy, 
moist atmosphere,

The fleet continued to entertain the 
city with this sort of thing for half an 
hour. Some exhibition of signalling was 
given with the rays. The light was turn­
ed to the right and left and waved up and 
down as called for in the “ wigwag ” code.

Then the flash lights were put to bed, 
and the people wondered what would 
come next They did not have long to 
wait.

Over on the main deck of the Blake, a 
fire seemed to have been kindled. It was 
blazing up at a lively rate in an instant. 
The sapoe thing seemed happening on the 
Australia, the Magicienne and the Tartar. 
The fire spread along the deck. It would 
flicker, then leap up again brighter than 
before. All the time it gathered volume. 
With it came smoke, which rolled high 
above the mastheads.

The erew could be seen rushing wildly 
to and fro striving to extinguish the fire, 
but it had gotten beyond control. It 
raged and blazed from stem to stern. 
The dense blue and red smoke concealed 
the admiral’s bridge as it fell down and 
obstructed a view of the toppling smoke­
stacks of the other steamers.

In five minutes the ships had been des­
troyed, and the signals were given to the 
men on board of them to cease throwing 
red and blue powder into the fires. Then 
the ships rode majestically at anchor just 
as they had before they caught fire.

This little bit of spectacular pleased the 
crowd immensely. So many people were 
there in Riverside Park watching it and 
so heartily did they express their appro­
bation that the storm of hand clapping 
swept down on the ships even at that 
great distance and was quite distinct.

Admiral Hopkins ordered a few rockets 
sent up to keep the crowd quiet while he 
prepared another treat for them. The 
rockets were bursting far overhead and 
scattering into starry dust, when suddenly 
something went crack ! on the Blake. 
The same instant something else went 
bang I bang ! bang! on the Australia, 
Magicienne and Tartar.

An amazing spectacle came then. In 
rapid succession eachof the great British 
cruisers blew up. Fore and aft each ship 
was a spouting crater, vomiting fire and 
men and timbers. The explosion was ter­
rific, iad the ladies cried “Oh!” and 
closed their eyes to shut out the dreadful 
vision of fire and explosive force, which 
was before them.

It was all so easily done and pleased 
the spectators so much that Admiral Hop­
kins decided to blow his squadron up 
some more. He did it three times during 
the evening and each time he got many 
hearty cheers.

All this time the American ships had 
been holding an animated conversation 
with one another. This was done by 
means of colored electric globes, the car­
bons of which burned and went out at the 
will of the operators. It-tickled the mind 
to contemplate the great ships, swinging 
at anchor at night, with rows of colored 
lights constantly being run up and disap­
pearing, and to know that every globe as 
as it went out meant some word or sentence 
which some uniformed young officer with 
a slate had written down to transmit to 
the ship behind him.

But the English were bound to be ahead 
again. When they had finished burning 
and blowing up their squadron and had 
shut of the 4,000 or 5,000 electric jets, they 
were ready with something else.

SEARCH LIGHT TELEGRAPH.

Suddenly, in midair above the Australia 
terrific lightning began to play. It came 
in short and blinding flashes, which 
pierced the gloom for miles around. 
What new trick was the Blake up to? 
Had the Britisher some secret to com­
mand the powere of the elements ?

It was merely the British man-of-war 
signalling, that was all. A uniformed 
telegraph operator was sitting at an or­
dinary telegraph key on board the Aus­
tralia, and as easily as the Herald oper­
ator in the Washington bureau sends 
news over the Herald special wires to this 
city, he was telegraphing out into the 
night by means of a search light of 25,000 
candle power. He was using the ordin­
ary Morse code of dots and dashes. Each 
time his finger touched the key a slide 
in front of the light darted back and let 
the ray ont into the gloom.

Forty miles away another British ship 
could have read the message. It would 
have appeared in the sky, not clear cut 
and distinct at that distance perhaps, but 
plain enough to be read. It beat the hel­
iograph and the hand flash light, and the 
British sailors think it beats the Ameri­
can system of signalling by colored lights. 
The Australia is the only ship in the 
squadron so equipped.

It was nearly 11 o’clock when all the 
gimcracks of modern navies for making 
night interesting were laid aside and the 
officers sought relief in the lighter gayet- 
ies of Madison square garden.

YORK MILLS.

April 27.— The robins did not bring 
warm weather with them, although they 
have been here some time, the frequent 
snow storms keep the air very cold and 
the streets very muddy.

James Skeene of Pennfield, is staying 
with bis friend Mr. Lister, and has rented 
the York Woolen Mills from Mr. Robinson 
for a year. He will commence operating 
the first of May and will solicit the country 
trade. He is well known as he has operat­
ed here before. We will be glad to hear 
the wheels humming for they have been 
idle quite a while.

Miss Janet Wilkin has been very ill for 
some weeks with typhoid fever but is 
gradually recovering.

The ice is disappearing from the stream 
and Alex Little has commenced operations 
on the lumber piled along its banks. His 
exelsior mill has been running steadily 
all winter.

The approved plans have arrived for the 
Butter and Cheese factory which is to be 
erected at Swan’s Corner. The work will 
be pushed rapidly forward. William Lis­
ter is an enterprising young man, and has 
the best wishes of all for success in his 
new undertaking.

FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

Bis Household.

Kalsomining, or wall coloring in dis­
temper, is best done about this time of 
the year, when the walls are not too cold 
or too hot It may be done, says the 
Paint and Varnish Journal, any time 
during the winter, so that the walls do 
not freeze. There are a good many prep­
arations put up for this purpose and called 
by various names. However, if you are 
where you cannot procure this, it may be 
prepared in this manner : White—To 10 
pounds best whiting use 1} pounds white 
glue, i pound alum and à little ultra- 
marine blue. Put the glue in cold water, 
set it on the Are until dissolved. Put 
about half a gallon of hot water over the 
whiting, and when dissolved add the 
glue, the blue and the aluà, which must 
also be dissolved in hot water. Stir this 
mixture well and run tti#Shgh a sieve. 
For first coating this may be used while 
hot, but the other coats must be cold. If 
your color works too stiff, a little soap 
will help. All colors and shades are made 
by adding the dry coloi*. Before kal­
somining, the cracks and nail holes should 
be filled with plaster of Paris. Mix this 
with paste, and it will not dry quickly. 
If you have a good brush and work as 
quickly as possible to avoid laps, you will 
have a good job of kalsomining. A nice 
stensil border run around the top will 
make a nice finish.

CONCERNING CLOVER.

“ This field was a perfect mat of clover 
last year,” remarked a farmer one day last 
summer, pointing to a field where thin, 
scattering clover plants alone were visible. 
“ It yielded full three ton per acre, and so 
I thought I would leave it for mowing an­
other year.” Of course after so heavy a 
yield the plant was entirely exhausted, 
and died after blossoming and possibly 
seeding a little. Clover is biennial, and 
only when persistently kept down so 
that it neither blossoms nor seeds can its 
biennial character be modified. It is al­
ways safe after one good crop of clover hay 
to set apart a clover field for plowing the 
next season and get the land ready to re­
seed. Timothy or some other perennial 
grass should be sown with clover seed 
wherever it is desired to mow a second 
year. The decaying clover roots make a 
large after-growth of timothy, though the 
plants may be nearly smothered out by 
clover the proceeding year.

PLOWING WET SOIL

In the spring some farmers are always 
in a great hurry to start the plow, because 
they are anxious to get through seeding. 
If the soil be wet and sticky, they are in 
the end the losers, for soil that is worked 
when wet if of a heavy clayey nature, 
will certainly dry out hard and compact. 
To make a hard ball of clay, one dampens 
it and presses it firmly together. Plow­
ing clay soil when wet performs the same 
operation on a larger scale. If such land 
be plowed very early, and is frozen two 
or more inches deep, the damage done is 
considerably modified, as the action of 
the frost tears apart all the compact por­
tions under its influence. Frequently on 
gravelly soil, or that thoroughly under­
drained, the plow may be properly started 
a week or ten days earlier than on clay 
land.

FLOODS ON THE MISSISSIPPI.

St. Louis, Mo., May 2.—All last night 
the river steadily rose almost an inch an 
hour. This morning the swell touched 
the danger line—32 feet. The current is 
running swiftly and a heavy swell is 
causing great anxiety to the owners of 
warehouses and stores on the east side of 
the river.

Squatters on the low lands were driven 
out of their cabins by the water pouring 
over the floors. Experienced and con­
servative river men predict that the flood 
will exceed last year’s on the east side of 
the river. All to the east of St. Louis the 
flood has caused great damage.

Reports show that all the rivers in 
Southern Missouri, Arkansas, Southern 
Illinois, Kentucky and Tenessee are on 
the rampage and pouring heavy volumes 
of water into the Mississippi. Railway 
bridges in Arkansas have been washed 
away stopping travel. Advices from 
Southern Missouri and North Eastern 
Arkansas are to the effect that floods in 
White and Black river are now doing 
great damage to all kinds of property.

SPRING FASHIONS.

No more high sleeves, but ever widen­
ing ones ; no more raised shoulders, but 
slanting ones ; no trailing skirts, but all 
clearing the ground, not very wide but set­
ting gracefully, and in some —shall we 
own it?—a couple of steels ran in the 
foundation. There is a great choice of 
materials some pretty short ones and a 
tendency to shades of brown and green. 
The embroidered berthe, with its large 
collar, with deep points back and front, 
and short ones over each shoulder, in 
either black satin or colored velvet and 
jet, is adapted to gowns, jackets and capes, 
and very well it looks. The short capes, 
reaching just below the waist, which are 
among the newest modes, look well in 
velvet with a satin berthe, or in satin 
with a velvet one, finished off with a 
gathered high collar.

There are three styles of gowns, which 
are all likely to find favor; one with a 
wadded roll of the material edging the 
well hung skirt, and a becoming bodice 
formed of two folded pieces crossing and 
tucked into the waistband ; the close-fit­
ting sleeves emerging from short puffed 
ones, edged with a similar roll encircling 
the arm midway to the elbow; a second 
gown with three graduated flounces, at 
some distance from each other, headed by 
fancy passementerie, a wide satin ribbon 
waistband with a bow at the back; gigot 
sleeves and a cape. The trimming is 
quaintly arranged, giving the appearance 
of a string being tied round the shoulders. 
The other gown, in a pretty light grey 
shot with|mauve, had a broad mauve satin 
ribbon laid on a wider one of soft green, 
as a skirt bordering, box-pleated here and 
there, the bodice being trimmed to corres­
pond. For those who adhere to the more 
severe tailor-made style is a braided 
tweed coat and skirt, the former being 
after the mode of a patrol jacket, and the 
sleeves cut straight, with one seam, in 
military style.

There is a novelty in spring jackets. It 
is made after the gentleman’s frock coat 
of about 1830 with a deep full skirt, 
straight down cut pockets, velvet revere 
and cuffs, and sleeves capacious enough 
to accommodate the feminine 1830 gown 
sleeve. Any old pitchers of the day will 
better convey the appearance than words, 
but it is decidedly becoming to a good

figure. For a stout figure there is quite 
another style, in the form of a shaped 
jacket, with loose cape sleeves put in fall, 
so that they expand or recede .according 
to the wearer’s dimensions. The whole 
is the fashionable length, reaching just be­
low the waist, and is trimmed horizontally 
on bodice and sleeves. It is a remarkably 
becoming garment.

We are going to wear velvet liodices of 
distinct colors with light skirts — Emin­
ence velvet, for example with a white 
gown. The wider we make our shoulders 
the smaller seems the waist, and this we 
rarely forget in modern dressmaking. A 
favorite trimming for the front of the 
skirt is the introduction of large velvet 
bows at the hem. Velvet will be much 
worn alone and as a trimming, and so 
will silk, which is going up in price to the 
extent of 12J per cent. Full bodices and 
fall sleeves, with large revere of velvet, 
are decidedly the dominant idea. One of 
the favorite colors remains — beige. A 
beige cloth was made with a light blue 
rounded yoke, edged with narrow white 
trimming, a full frill going all around. 
This frill can hardly be too fall about the 
shoulders and is employed on all kinds of 
dresses. Feather stitching is to be seen 
on many of the bodices where pleats have 
to be kept in place, and it is effective on 
red gowns which are likely to be much 
worn as the season advances, especially 
trimmed with black velvet. Some tailors 
are making most of the dresses with the 
belt on the top of the skirt, to be worn 
outside the. bodices. This saves a great 
deal of trouble to the wearer, and prevents 
fear of this separating. Skirts are cut in 
various ways ; some of the styles are only 
suited to wide materials, the front being 
plain, the back quite on the cross, so that 
the skirt stands out fall at the back 
Others, again, are a succession of gores. 
Skirt making is becoming more of a study 
even than the bodices.—The Queen.

WHITTLING PARTIES.
How Rurallsta In Northeastern Pennsyl­

vania Amuse Themselves in Winter.

Whittling parties are all the rage this 
winter in the rural districts of northeast­
ern Pennsylvania. They have taken the 
place of apple bees and other amusements, 
and they are the most popular evening 
diversions the young men and maidens 
now have. The desire to become skillful 
with the jacknife got to be a craze in some 
neighborhoods. Nearly all of the whittlers 
are descendants of Yankee farmers, and 
therefore, says the New York Sun, handle 
the jacknife with dexterity The whitt­
ling contests take place in the farmhouse 
kitchens, the whittlers-and their families 
having been invited by the man who gives 
the party. He famishes all the wood, and 
he puts up prizes of two dollars and one 
dollar for the most perfect and second best 
ax helve, hammer handle, potatoe masher, 
or other useful things, and he appoints 
three disinterested men of good judgement 
to decide on the merits of the work turned 
out Their decision is final, and the things 
shaped out of wood become the property 
of the giver of the prizes. The only im­
plements allowed in the contests are a 
jacknife and a file, and the work must be 
finished within two hours.

Rosy-cheeked girls compete with the 
young men for the prizes. Some of them 
are expert with the jacknife and can 
whittle faster and to a better purpose than 
their competitors of the other sex. In 
Palmyra township one night last week a 
bright-eyed girl of nineteen whittled, filed, 
and sandpapered, out of a piece of ash as 
shapely a rolling pin as the most particular 
housewife could wish for. She did the 
work in an hour and twenty minutes, and 
she won the first prize in a company of 
seven competitors. If the prize giver 
decides to get his guests to work on hickory 
ax helves, they have to submit to it ; if 
there are more women than men compet­
itors, the giver of the party almost invari­
ably favors the former by selecting some­
thing that will be easier to whittle than 
an ax helve. While the whittlers are 
busy the non-whittlers have a jolly time 
in other parts of the house playing cards 
and chatting, and occasionally peering into 
the kitchen to see how the contestants 
are getting along with their work. The 
kitchen is cleared as soon as the prizes 
have been awarded, supper is served in 
the front rooms, and by midnight the 
whittlers and their companions are on 
their way home.

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THE UNIVERSITY MONTHLY AND 
DR. INCH.

Whoever may, or may not, be respon­
sible for the utterances of the University 
Monthly, it is surely in the interests of 
an institution supported by public funds 
that some authoritative control should be 
exercised to prevent the harm which 
must result from the continuance of such 
groundless and unreasonable attacks as 
have been recently made by that journal 
on the president of the senate. These at­
tacks have been not only groundless and 
unreasonable, but very inopportune. To 
make the introduction of a resolution to 
increase the provincial grant to the uni­
versity, the occasion of such an attack was 
a blunder which cannot be easily re­
paired. The chief superintendent in his 
annual report had recommended an ad­
ditional grant, and, as a member of the 
senate, had, conjointly with other mem­
bers, waited upon the government to urge 
the additional grant; and when there 
seemed to be the best chance which had 
presented itself for yedrs of relieving the 
over-burdened financial condition of the 
university — that was the time chosen 
for making an attack upon a government 
appointment, and making grave charges 
against an honorable official. However 
absurd these charges were at the first, 
they have become simply ridiculous 
and contemptible since they have 
dwindled down into the double incapa­
city for his position of having handed a 
friend a copy of the calendar of another 
university, and of being a member of the 
Methodist conference.

As to who may be the writer of the 
puerile articles which appear in the 
Monthly is a matter of no importance ; 
nor does it affect the principle involved 
■whether or not they are inspired by any 
person or persons not directly connected 
with the editorial staff. The bald fact re­
mains that the Monthly goes out to its 
readers as the official organ of the univer­
sity of New Brunswick, and whatever 
qiiibblings a lot of boys may indulge in to 
prove the contrary, the reading public 
will adhere to the belief that the college 
management is, or should be, responsible 
for the utterances in question.

It may be well for those who are sup­
posed to exercise a certain amount of 
control and influence over the actions of 
students, to consider whether or not it is 
in the best interests of the university to 
allow these unjust insinuations against the 
president of the senate, and those un­
warranted and unseemly attacks on the 
government to appear in each issue of the 
college paper.

When so much zeal and sensitiveness 
afe shown in regard to the relation of the 
university to sister colleges, it is a wonder 
that the law school of King’s college, 
Windsor, which was recently established 
in St. John, has not received some atten­
tion. At the time of its inauguration it 
was announced that sanction from the 
authorities of the U. N. B. had been given 
for this encroachment upon its territory 
The fact that a member of the senate of 
the university of N. B. is patron of the 
law school lends color to the correctness 
of the statement. Perhaps it is fitting 
that there shall be the most generous 
recognition of each other’s merits between 
colleges and universities ; but if a law 
school be needed in St. John or Frederic­
ton, it is not easy to see why it should not 
be affiliated with our own university, 
rather than with a university in another 
province.

THE RIVER SERVICE.

The river service between this city and 
St. John has begun under more favorable 
circumstances than last year. The Star 
line have had the handsome and fast run­
ning steamer David Weston thoroughly 
repaired and refitted throughout, and 
placed her on the route. It is many years 
since this popular jfieamer has looked 
any better than she did on her first ar­
rival at the wharf at Fredericton this 
spring. She was well filled with freight, 
and although the season is as yet too early 
for passenger traffic there are always quite 
a number of passengers aboard. It is un­
derstood that it is the intention of the 
management to put the Soulanges on the 
river in alternate days. This would make 
as good a river service as, under the cir­
cumstances, the people could expect, and 
the enterprise of the Star line will no 
doubt be fully recognized and appreciated 
by the people interested. There can be no 
doubt but that the owners of the line will 
be well repauftbr their efforts to give the 
travelling public an improved service. 
There is always sufficient business, if pro­
perly looked after, between Fredericton 
and St. John and along the river, to make 
the steamboat business a fairly profitable 
one. In addition to this the steamboats 
can depend upon a large tourist travel 
during the summer months. The num­
ber of people visiting St. John every day 
from the United States, who could be in­
duced to spend a day on the St. John 
river, under proper inducements, is al­
most unlimited. It is a well known fact 
during the past few years the tourist travel 
to the maritime provinces has increased a 
hundred fold. The vast majority of them, 
it is true, after leaving St. John, go across 
the bay and down the Annapolis valley 
through the land of Evangeline. But this 
is only because these resorts are better ad­
vertised and consequently better known 
than the valley of the St. John. Let the 
steamboat company, the hotels, the city, 
and all those interested in promoting the 
prosperity of this part of the province, 
take the trouble to make the beauties 
and attractions of the river St. John and 
the city of Fredericton as a summer resort 
known in the proper centres, and the 
volume of summer travel that would soon 

■*q}1 up the river would more than repay 
them for the trouble.

As will be seen elsewhere, a general 
convention of the liberals of York county 
has-beèn called to meet in the temperance 
hall, in this city, on Saturday, the 20th 
day of May, instant. The convention has 
been summoned by Z. R. Everett, the vice 
president of the liberal association of 
New Brunswick. The principal object of 
the convention is to select delegates to 
attend the general convention of the 
liberals of Canada to be held at Ottawa 
on the 20th of June next., Every liberal 
in the county is welcome to the conven­
tion at Fredericton, and as matters affect­
ing very materially the interests of the 
liberal party, not only in York county, but 
throughout the \yhole of Canada, will be 
considered at the convention to be held at 
Ottawa, it is to he hoped that the meeting 
of the liberals of York will hp a forge and 
harmonious one,

SOUTHAMPTON.

May 1.—To-day is May day. Several 
lawns will be prepared during this month 
for that fascinating, healthful out-door 
game known as tight croquet. This game, 
which is as much of a game of science as 
billiards or checkers, is vastly superior to 
the old time game of loose croquet.

The boat in connection with the wire 
ferry is receiving some some slight re­
pairs before launching.

“Jim” is a 
good auctioneer ; and he kept the large 
crowd in splendid humor, while old bask­
ets, rake-heads, handleless pitching forks, 
hand-saws,Settles, stoves, sleds, wagons, 
ploughs, horse-rakes, dishes, cow-bells, 
harrows, lamps, tin pans, clocks, barrel- 
hoops, lanterns, razors, chamber sets, 
etc., were disposed of to the highest 
bidder. A Daisy churn sold for $5.50, and 
you can get a bran new one for $5. It is 
fair to say, however, that most of the ex­
cited bidders wanted something to re­
member “ Uncle Henry ” by, as the late 
squire was usually called.

“ Cheese factory ” is now the all absorb­
ing topic, and the people hope to have 
one running by the middle of June. The 
committee reckon that 200 cows can be 
got between Grier’s Island and Foxe’s 
mill, and that another hundred can be 
got in Campbell Settlement. We notice 
by the agricultural report for this year, 
that in the case of one cheese factory the 
milk from four cows for three months re­
turned the owner $79 in cash. This is 
some better than to have the bother and 
labor with it at home, and then peddle it 
out to stores for $30 or $40 in trade.

Justice James Olive, of Fairville, died 
suddenly at his residence Wednesday 
afternoon.

Major general Alexander Montgomery 
Moore is gazetted as commander of the 
forces in Canada.

The Methodists of Benton are having 
their church repaired, and the Baptists 
are preparing to build one.

It is understood that hon. Mr. Foster 
will be banquetted in St. John some even­
ing towards the close of this month.

Leonard Tilley, youngest son of the 
governor, has received the degree of 
bachelor of laws from Dalhousie college.

The African explorer, Oswell, is dead. 
He was the companion of David Living­
stone during the latter’s exploration in 
Africa.

The trial of Mrs. H. T. Stevens for 
manslaughter, is fixed for Tuesday, June 
6th, next, at Dorchester, before judge 
Landry.

A cheese factory is being erected at 
Hartland and will be running by the first 
of June, under the superintendence of C.
L. Tilley.

In parliament Tuesday a motion by Sir 
Charles Dilke that military intervention 
in Egypt should cease was lost without 
division.

Dr. Tanner, brother of the noted anti- 
Parnellite, Dr. Chas. Tanner, committed 
suicide Sunday night by taking poison at 
London, Eng.

W. J. Logue, aged 21, a former resident 
of South Bay and at one timti a brakes­
man on the C. P. R., was accidentally 
killed at Boston on Wednesday.

Sheriff Woodworth, of Albert county, 
on Friday sold by auction a laige interest 
in the Mineral Vale property, which is 
said to contain quantities of silver as well 
as considerable gold.

The Indian department has decided to 
sell the One Thousand Islands, St. Law­
rence, without any restriction. Hitherto 
the condition was the erection of a thou­
sand dollar residence.

A report is going the rounds to the ef­
fect that J. L. Stewart, of the Chatham 
World, will soon be married to an elderly 
lady at Harcourt. The World will go on 
as usual in the meantime.

It is said that the great dredging con­
tract in Philadelphia harbor in which 
Connolly Bros, of Quebec are interested 
will either be awarded to that firm at 
once or new tenders will be asked for.

Harkins’ academy, Newcastle, will be 
rebuilt. On Saturday evening the trustees 
of St. James (Presbyterian) church met 
and conferred with the school masters of 
the town of Newcastle and an agreement 
was entered into.

The Nova Scotia Legislature was pro­
rogued on Friday last, April 28th. Dar­
ing the session 286 bills were introduced, 
the greatest number in any year, and 250 
of them passed, the lieut.-govemor assent­
ing to all of them.

It is understood that rev. George Har­
rison, brother-in-law of lieut.-govemor 
Tilley, who has been laboring in New­
castle for the last three years, intends to 
ask for a supernumerary relation at the 
coming Methodist conference.

Wm. McLean, of Waterville, Carleton 
county, met with a serions accident last 
Monday, while assisting in raisinga barn. 
A bent fell, striking him on the back and 
head. Dr. McCrea, who is attending the 
unfortunate man, has but little hope of his 
recovery.

A syndicate of Montrealers has dropped 
about $100,000 in stock gambling in New 
York this week. The money is said to 
have all been made oat of the commercial 
cable. Several Montrealers also dropped 
money Thursday by the failure of two New 
York firms.

The liberal association of Ottawa at a 
large meeting Tuesday night completed 
their new organization. An advisory 
committee of fifty was appointed and reso­
lutions of confidence in hon. Wilfrid 
Laurier and Sir Oliver Mowatt were 
adopted.

Canada’s big cheese is carrying every­
thing before it at Chicago. On Saturday 
it carried the floor of the dairy building 
where it is located down ten feet to terra 
firms. The floor was damaged but the 
cheese was not. Special supports have 
been provided.

A prisoner in the Montreal jail named 
John McVey, died from the effects of a 
kick received. The circumstances are 
mysterious, as it is not known whether 
the kick was given by a fellow prisoner 
or by one of the guards. An investi­
gation will be held.

A large number of residents of Ulster 
belonging to the Presbyterian and Uni­
tarian denominations repudiate the re­
solution in opposition to Irish home rule, 
which was sent to Lord Salisbury in the 
name of and as representing the opinions 
of the Protestants of Ulster.

At 8 o’clock Wednesday night the Mis­
sissippi passed the danger line and a 
portion of the city is three to seven feet 
under water. The Minnesota and Rum 
rivers are out of their banks. Nearly 100 
families in the Sixth ward have been 
forced to leave their homes.

The late Senator Ross left a fortune of 
eight millions, half of which went to the 
educational and charitable institutions of 
Quebec. The deceased’s brother Frank 
contested the will although he came in 
for four millions- He lost in the lower 
courts, and Thursday these decisions were 
confirmed by the court of appeal.

William Townsend, suspected of having 
had designs on the life of prime minister 
Gladstone, is pronounced insane by phy­
sicians. The police, however, attatch im­
portance to Townsend’s arrest and be­
lieve he was the tool of others in the at­
tempted assassination of Gladstone.

His lordship, bishop Rogers of Chat­
ham, in the absence through illness of 
his grace, archbishop O’Brien, dedicated 
the new $10,000 Roman Catholic church 
at Amherst, N. S., on Sunday last. Rev. 
father Knight, secretary to bishop Rogers, 
was amongst the clergymen present 

Lady Somerset was re-elected president 
of the British women’s temperance as­
sociation, London, by a majority of sixty- 
nine. The minority, therefore, left the 
convention, declaring the introduction of 
politics into the association’s work would 
split the organization and ruin the tem­
perance cause.

The twelth international Christian En­
deavor convention will be held in Mont­
real this year, July fifth to ninth. Dele­
gates going from the Maritime provinces 
can send their names in at once, to John S. 
Smith, 24 Bland St., Halifax, who will re­
port to the committee at Montreal. The 
I. C. R. will grant free return to all dele 
gates going by their road and paying first- 
class fare.

The report that W. C. McDonald, Mont­
real’s great tobacco man, contemplated 
giving half a million dollars more to the 
arts and law faculty of McGill Univer­
sity, is now confirmed, and it is also 
stated that the governors will announce 
in a few days that Sir Donald Smith has 
likewise given half a million to complete 
his favorite scheme of the higher edu­
cation of women in connection with Mc­
Gill.

John will supply the necessary asphalt.

W. B. Vickery Appears in a New Line.
William Cameron was up before the St. 

John county court Thursday morning on a 
charge of obtaining money under false 
pretences. The chief of police in giving 
evidence said that among Cameron’s effects, 
besides $940 in Virginia treasury notes, he 
found the following :

Woodstock, N. B. Feb. 23, 1893.
Dear Sir—No doubt you will think it 

kind of strange what took me to Woodstock. 
Had small lot of goods for another party 
that was to meet me there on the 23rd inst. 
I put up at Queen hotel on my arrival. Be­
tween two and three o’clock Thursday 
morning the hotel was on fire and burned 
down and I lost your goods. Will explain 
full particulars when I see you.

And also this document:
This is to certify that I, W. E. Vickery, of 

the town of Woodstock and county of’Car- 
leton, N. B., will agree to pay all hotel and 
railway expenses of W. H. Cameron to and 
from New York to look after some business 
for the said W. E. Vickery.

(Signed) ------------
Dated Woodstock, N B, Feb—, 1893.
The W. E. Vickery mentioned is supposed 

to be the well known fur and rubber goods 
peddlar who has been visiting this part of the 
county for years, and who was a witness in 
the McMichael murder case.

Silver Dollars,
Every silver dollar or silver certificate 

has been glanced at with curiosity by their 
owners this week. The board of trade at 
their recent meeting decided to await the 
action of the St. John board before deciding 
to force American silver to a discount in 
this city. The C. P. R. have given notice 
that this money will be taken at its face 
value for freight payments. Our merchants 
still accept, and will likely continue to ac­
cept the silver dollar at par. There are good 
many dollars in circulation, and those hav­
ing them became afraid they would depre­
ciate ; but there is not the least reason to 
suppose that the United States will re­
pudiate its own coin.

HORSE AND TRACK.

The Fredericton Park Association and 
their Commodious Quarters.

The season is about begun and the track 
at this date is in as good shape as it ever has 
been, the frost having done little damage, 
and by the middle of May will be in first 
class order. The directors intend at an early 
day to make some improvements in the 
grounds and buildings and when completed 
will have one of the finest trotting parks in 
the province. The government barns on 
their grounds have been leased by them and 
are now under their sole control.

Already three local trainers have located 
on the track taking the stalls and the barns. 
At the gate entrance D. J. Stockford has 
leased eleven stalls and has erected over 
them a large fifteen foot awning, which 
makes them now by all odds the most 
pleasant site on the grounds for training 
purposes Dave has fitted up a first class 
office or parlor in which his many friends 
delight to loaf away àn hour on pleasant 
afternoons and hear him tell of the many 
interesting throat latch finishings of the 
past. This year Dave lias a string of nine 
to begin with ; among them are the Gibson 
mare, Nellie ; C. H. Thomas’ Oak Hall and 
black gelding Chief ; J. A. Edwards’ Black 
Pilot ; the little grey whirlwind that every­
one knows without mentioning names ; H. 
O’Neill’s Annie Sprague, that readers will 
remember competed favorably in the two- 
year old class last year, and a good looking 
and speedy son of Sporter owned by J. B. 
Orr.

Of these perhaps the fastest and from 
which will be expected the most, is the 
brown mare Nellie. This mare trotted trials 
last year in thirty-five and could have with­
out doubt entered the list with special fit­
ting, and this year her many admirers, as 
well as her owner, expect her to go in the 
list. <

The little cyclone as many know is a race 
mare of the highest quality, having last 
year shown her ability to fight out a race 
of many heats and get a first class place. 
This year she will probably be started in 
several races and the field of horses that 
beat her must be good ones as a thirty-five 
horse will not be any too fast for her. The 
remaining horses are all good ones and will 
be fitted for speed. During the season they 
will likely compete in many races.

The fourteen stalls on the upper side of 
Stockford’s, are occupied by Sandy Stewart, 
who is training by private arrangement, so 
it is understood, for Messrs. Peabody.McCon- 
nell and Keirstead. Mr. Peabody will pro­
bably have five in his string; McConnell 
will have the brown mare, Jen F. ; and Mr 
Keirstead will have, no doubt, a couple of 
good ones. It is also said that that fashion­
ably bred Wilkes filley owned by James 
Gibson will also be handled by Stewart this 
year.

The government barns this year have been 
leased by the Fredericton park association 
to W. R. Dunbar who, rumour says, is going 
to have a string of good ones. Among those 
now in Ms-care-i*. the bay stallion, Sir 
Wilkie, owned by A. N. LaForest. Sir 
Wilkie is a good one and should put up 
many fast miles.

Deceased was 
a daughter of John Edgar, and a native of 
New Maryland.

Scott Act.—On Wednesday morning the 
police magistrate gave judgment in the case 
of H. Edgar and Mrs. Linforth, convicting 
both and imposing the usual fines. W. 
White came on for trial Friday. There were 
three charges laid by Bruce Simmons for 
selling on the 18th April. Elbridge Haines 
of St. Marys, testified that he had visited 
Whites on that date and bad got a bottle of 
Irish whiskey and paid fifty cents for it. 
The bottle was presented in court. J. A. 
Vanwart appeared for the defence and J. W. 
McCready for prosecution. Three fines 
were imposed.

Stanley Railway.—Another attempt is 
being made by the residents of Stanley vil­
lage to secure better railway facilities and 
several interviews have taken place with 
those in authority respecting the question. 
A dominion subsidy of five miles has been 
asked for to build a spur from Cross Creek 
to the village. Others, perhaps the majority, 
are in favor of removing twenty-five miles 
of the C. E. R. track now laid and relaying 
it through the village of Stanley and up 
Ryan brook till the line is regained. Un­
less the village gets a line it must decline in 
favor of Cross Creek which is rapidly 
coming to the front as a railway centre.

Large Output.—Through the efforts of 
the local government, ably assisted by the 
Secretary for agriculture, Julius L. Inches, 
butter and cheese factories are making rapid 
progress all over the province. Twenty 
factories will be running in York before the 
close of 1893. The butter manufactured by 
factories in this province last year reached 
the grand total of 32,000 pounds, while the 
output of cheese makes a total of 531,000 
pounds. This Is a great showing for the 
province, considering that this industry has 
not as yet got fairly started ; it only demon­
strates what capabilities the province pos­
sesses if only stimulated in the right di­
rection. ________________

Merchants Bank.—The Merchants bank 
has got settled down in its new quarters 
and the work of the bank has assumed its 
old time regularity which was somewhat 
disturbed by its removal. The office is a 
fine one; the walls and ceiling are neatly 
wainscotted, stained cherry color and well 
varnished. What furniture has been got in 
place is of the latest design. The ranges 
are well placed and everything is as cosy as 
possible. The bank should make good 
progress in its new location.

Foresters Parade.— According to official 
announcement the Foresters year closes in 
the third, week of June and the members 
will parade to church in their different lo- 
localities on Sunday, the 18th of June when 
special services will be held. It is desirous 
that a large turn out should be made in 
this city and vicinity.

Woodstock Exhibition.— Woodstock is 
to have an exhibition at the close of the 
provincial show held here in Septem­
ber. The residents of that town and vicinity 
intend having a first class affair and the 
work is now being pushed with vigor. Car- 
leton county can get up a good show and 
appearances are that that is the intention.

Home Again.—Hon. F. P. Thompson re­
turned last night from a United States trip, 
during which he visited the world’s fair, 
being present at the very imposing opening 
ceremonies.

As Runner.—Frank Haviland, late with 
W. Vanwart, has secured a position as 
traveller with the firm of Joseph Findlay, 
St. John, and begins his work n xt week.
