'under its own institutions, each
according to its lights toward a
common end, a common and un-
selfish end—to compare that with
what is happening and has hap-
pened in the Central Powers: of
Europe.- They also have-many
communities, independent or nom-
inally independent, all under an
alliance working togbther toward
objects which they conceive to be
in their own interest, but how
diﬂerenﬂ;\is the bond which unites
them. How difterent the idea

from various sources have at least

set of states whom she has brought

Herman Templeton, a Maine
guide of many years’ experience,
has the following list of dos and
don’ts for those who may find
themselves lost :

First.--Sit down and think it
over. '

Second.———Stdy _where you are,
so that the men who are not lost
will have some chance of finding
you ; if you wander around they
will have almost none,

Third—If you cannot stay
still, but must try to get out, fol
low a stream or logging road
downward,and you will eventually
come out somewhere in the open
country.

Fourth.—When you stop build
a fire and keep comfortable over
night.

Don’t get excited; don’t travel
in a circle once you discover you
have been doing so; don’t hurry
abt any time; don’t worry under
any circumstances.
