being econsidered by far the most danger-
ous, their bite frequently proving fatal
inside a half an hour. As we stroll
along; we soon find at our feet a little
land-locked nook of the sea where we
can prostrate ourselves on the grass snd
for a time give up the tiresome task of
interesting ourselves with three or four
long latin words giving the names of the
shrubs and plants, and the locality
whence they have becn brought, It may
be said that of all drawbacks to public
parks, the distance from the mass of the
population is the greatest.

It 1s a well known fact that if
all Jumber wagons, and this embraces all
farmers’ wagons, were using four inch
tires instead of from one and a quarter
to two inches, as at present, our roads
wounld not be cut up into such deep,
disagreeable ruts every fall and spring,
as they are now. An ordinary
team would move a much heavier load
with ease than is at present drawn.
