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THE FARMERS’ MARKETS
This column of the Bulletin will 

endeavor to give its readers from 
week to week a survey of the west-' 
ern commercial markets from the 
standpoint of the farmer. Any 
fluctuations in the grain, cattle and 
general produce markets will be 
carefully noted, so that fanners who 
refer to this column may gather 
something of the present state of the 
market and keep in touch with the 
general drift of market quotations. 
One thing to be particularly observ­
ed is that all quotations given are 
what farmer.- may expect to receive 
for their produce when they bring 
it to market either on the market 
square or dispose of it to the retail 
dealers. Retail and wholesale prices 
will be found for the most part in 
another column.

Crop Outlook.
The prevailing topic of interest 

during the week has been the crop 
outlook for the coming season. For 
several weeks farmers all over the 
province have been busily engaged 
in seeding operations, and their but 
remains the acreage in barley to be 
seeded. By another week the seed 
drills will be laid aside and the 
crops, though kept under close ob­
servation from week to week, will 
be left pretty much to themselves to 
prepare for the subsequent harvest.

It cannot escape the attention of 
all concerned that the winter wheat 
harvest of Alberta will not be as 
large as the yield of last year. For 
whatever cause, whether it be an off 
year, or whether the Alberta farmers 
have still a great deal to learn about 
the preparation of the soil and the 
proper time of seeding, the fact re­
mains that about fifty per cent, of 
the acreage sown last fall has not 
made a satisfactory showing. Not 
disposed to be content with only a 
partial crop, nearly all the fields 
which were pronounced failures have 
been sown to spring wheat or oats. 
It cannot be estimated what decrease 
this will make in the yield of nearly 
250,009 bushels of Alberta red lest 
year, but a very considerable de­
crease must be expected.

Hay Market.
The hay market is still firm, but 

the demand is weakening owing to 
the fresh pasture which is now 
available. A common sight in towns 
and villages is to see horses and 
dairy cattle tethered by a long rope 
in a good bunch of pasture. Those 
who are compelled to buy hay are 
paying from $24 to $27 per ton in car 
lots. Prices in Edmonton are about 
$1 per ton higher than the above 
figures. Slough hay is worth $18 to 
$20, upland $20 to $22, and timothv 
$25 to $28 per ton.

Dairy Produce.
Dairy products snow signs of a

break from the high prices that have 
been ruling during the winter 
months, as good pasture has in­
creased the butter production con­
siderably. Good dairy butter will 
bring 22c to 25c per pound. Cheese 
is retailing at 20 cents per pound, 
but is not affected by local condi­
tions to any great extent. Eggs are 
firm at 20 cents per dozen whole­
sale; Only a few weeks ago they 
were retailing on the market square 
at that figure. The eastern markets 
show a great scarcity of eggs and 
some predict that eggs will reach a 
record high price next winter. Pack 
eggs is the advice of the Alberta 
poultry superintendent.

Vegetables.
The vegetable market is quiet.

Potatoes are quoted at $1 to $1.10 per 
bushel at local Alberta points, but 
retail stores on Jasper avenue are
getting as high as $1.50 per bushel. 
There is a good demand for cabbage 
and beets at present.

Live Stock.
The scarcity of good fat cattle is 

the feature of the live stock mark' s 
Cattle of any quality are herd to 
get and the receipts at the packine 
houses have been very light. Fat
steers weighing 1,200 pounds are
worth 4Xc to 5c per pound. Cows 
and heifers are quoted at 3%c to 4;1e. 
Receipts of hogs have been very iib-

cided increase in the acreage sown oral, as farmers are through seed:ng 
to spring wheat over last year. This , antL can market their stock.
is due to the inability of farmers in 
some locations to get in their winter 
wheat last fall and to the transfer 
this spring of winter wheat areas into 
spring wheat. There is everywhere 
in the province a tendency to pin the 
hopes of a good wheat yield to spring 
wheat and give winter wheat a 
second place.

Another point to be observed is the 
manner in which farmers all over 
the province have turned to oats.
A larger percentage of the grain 
sown this season has been oats than 
ever before. This has been due in a 
certain degree to the necessity of the 
late season and also to the great de­
mand the railway operations aiul 
generally increased traffic have made 
for this grain. Prices also have 
been a factor, as, at the * present 
quotations, as much if not greater Feed Wheat

packing plant at Edmonton has re­
ceived about 1,600 hogs this weik 
from neighboring points. The mar­
ket, however, is steady at 7c'per lb. 
and will probably continue to be so 
for some time. The high prices for 
hogs is having tlie effect .f breeders 
going more extensively into the hog 
business.

Inquiry on the horse market f- j. 
monton shows there is a smart de­
mand for light horses and giod work­
ing teams. Auctioneer Robe t Smith 
has daily sales near the square of 
from twenty to twenty-five per day. 
Light horses bring from $70 up and 
heavy work horses from $150 up to 
$200.

profits can be made from an oat 
field as a wheat field. This is 'parti­
cularly true of the Edmonton dis­
trict.

Those most closely in touch with 
the grain situation in Alberta say 
that the short period oi, time in 
which farmers had to do their seed­
ing, on account of the belated spring 
weather, has had the effect of decreas­
ing the total acreage for this year’s 
harvest. In many localities the 
stubble fields were not plowed last 
fall and still remain unplowed. 
Taken everything into consideration, 
the grain dealer is counting on a 
scarcity of grain and resultant high 
prices after the harvest season'.

As for the crops which now stand 
in the fields, nothing could be more 
promising. The weather of the past 
two weeks has wrought a wonderful 
change in the crop growth. All 
grains are fully as far advanced as 
they ever were at this time of the 
year. Farmers are very optimistic 
over (he prospect that af present pre­
vails.

The local wheat situation is one 
that calls for comment. Probably 
never in the history of the province 
have the stocks of wheat been so 
low. It is estimated that very few 
flour mills are in operation west of 
Winnipeg. The entire West has been 
havinc a regular clean up of wheat. 
The inability of the farmers to put 
as much acreage in spring seeding as 
they desired will lead them to sum­
mer fallow a great deal of the land 
and sow it in the fall. By all ap­
pearances there will be an unusually 
large quantity of seed required in the 
fall, and where it is to come from 
is somewhat of a mystery. Prices 
for wheat at local points are merely 
nominal.

Fleur Goes Up Thirty Cents.
Following the rise in flour of 

twenty cents per barrel several weeks 
ago. flour has taken another increase 
of thirty cents. Within two mouths 
the price of flour at local points lias 
risen fifty cents per barrel for all 
grades.

The price ol oats has been en 
hanced for several weeks by the 
great quantities required for seed. 
With the seeding practically over and 
farmers in a position to market their 
i-urplus oats, so much has been offer­
ed during the past week that the 
price has tgken a sjjght drop and is 
going lower. Dealers are paying 
forty-five cents per bushel. Oats 
were selling at 50 to 55 cents per 
bushel on the market square a week 
ago

The feature of the close of seeding 
operations is the scarcity of seed 
barley. Many farmers find that 
lliey can not grow as large an acre

It was 
generally thought Admiral Kingsmill 
would take the post, but his other duties 
in connection with general naval matters 
are eo numerous that he would be un­
able to attend to marine investigations 
all over Canada. Captain Demers will 
be subordinate to Admiral Kingsmill.

EAST END BRIDGE 
COMMITTEE MEETS

Prominent Citizens Declare the Pro­
ject Necessary—Committees 

Chosen.

The committee meetng called for 
last evening by Mr. C. B. Williams 
was well attended. Civil Engineer 
B. F. Mitchell had a full set of plans, 
together with a conceise report and 
casts for high and low level bridges 
as well as a double-deck bridge. Jas. 
MçGeorge was made permettent chair­
man and G- E. DeMeritte permanent 
secretary.

Short considered it wise 
to have a strong committee appont- 
ed to interview the Dominion and Al­
berta governments, also the city coun­
cil. was necessary to bring the 
business from the Clover Bar and 
Cooking Lake districts into Edmon­
ton. The citv should make a grant 
for such a bridge.

Mr. J. P. Hyndman believed that 
the city should be willing to hear tue 
whole cost, as it would be a good1 in­
vestment. Also that a great many 
people wished to live across the river, 
and trade in this >„-)ty.

Mr. Uoudy mentioned '.hat Strath- 
cona had voted $70,C00 ior a bridge 
across Milk Creek, and thought that 
Edmonton should be willing to put 
up a $150,000 bridge.

Alderman D. R. Frazer said he was 
in sympathy wjth the bridge. We 
were now loosing the trade from one 
of the wealthiest [farming districts 
in Northern Alberta.

Mr- Bellamy thought that it is » 
necessity to cater to the Clover Bar 
trade. He mentioned the fact that 
when the present bridge project was 
brought up, one of the arguments was 
that it would help these same farm­
ers, but that until recently the roads 
had not been looked after. The pre­
sent bridge was badly congested. He 
considers the River street location 
the better one. The city should he 
willing to pay the cost of the bridge.

Mr. Gallagher was heartily in $pvp$. 
oi such w bridge.

Mr. E. Withenshaw said the bridge 
was a neccessary one. The citizens 
of Edmonton should see that it was 
built.

Mr. Little said the bridge was nec­
essary. The city should see that ;t 
was built as a business proposition. 
It would give a chance for the con­
struction of the radial railway. He 
would give a right-of-way across his 
property if the easterly site . was 
chosen.

Mes­
sina they • saw the ruins of the ill- 
fated cities of Messina and Reggio 
from n'hieh the ship passed less than 
half a mile away.

From Alexandria, which was reach­
ed in 18 days from Ndw York, Major 
and Mrs. Saunders went by rail to 
Cairo^and up the Nile. They returned 
to Italy by way of Port Said and 
Brindisi, visiting Naples, Capri, Pom­
peii and Mount Vesuvius.

They then continued their trip 
through Ttaly, visiting Rome. Flor­
ence, Pisa, Venice and on into France 
and Switzerland where the principal 
cities were visited.

The remainder of the time was spent 
in England and Scotland. - Probably 
the most interesting part of the visit 
in England was the trip to Portsmouth 
where Major Saunders met Sir John 
A. Fisher, the first sea lord and also 
received a letter of introduction to Sir 
Arthur Fanshawe, commander-in-chief 
of the naval forces.

MAY BUILD A 
CRUISER FLEET

Montreal Despatch Outlines Sup­
posed Program of Government 

in Coast Defence Squadron

New York, June 4—The Times 
prints the following despatch from 
Montreal :

The Dominion of Canada has final­
ly decided to show her Imperial spirit 
by an offer to build a navy ol her own 
to act, should the occasion arise, as 
an auxiliary force to Great Britain’s 
fleet. The Canadian force will con­
sist of eight first class cruisers, ten 
torpedo boat destroyers and ten tor­
pedo boats. The government is pre­
pared to pay one-fifth of the cost for 
laying down the whole fleet immedi­
ately, the other four-filths to be 
guaranteed and paid within the next 
five years. All the contracts for 
building the vessels will be made 
with British firms anij arrangements 
have already been made for building 
several of the torpedo boats and des­
troyers with the well-known firm of 
Hawthorne Leslie & Coots, of New- 
eastle-on-Tyne.’ Arthur Coote, one of 
the directors of the firm, has been 
in Canada for the last few weeks go­
ing over specifications for different 
classes of vessels with the Hon. L. P. 
Brodeur, minister of marine and 
fisheries, and the number, type, cost, 
speed, armament, draught and other 
details have been decided upon. The 
larger vessels will be built en the 
Tyne, but for the construction of the 
smaller craft, a Shipyard may be 
opened on the Great Lakes, probably 
at Colliugwood, Ontario. It is not 
stated positively how much the gov­
ernment is prepared to spend, al­
though Mr. Coote thinks that between 
$3,000,000 and $5,000.000 a yejir for 
five years is a fair estimate.

When Hpn. Mr. Brodeur leaves for 
England to represent the Dominion 
at the Imperial defence conference, to 
be held in London in July, he will 
be accompanied by Rear Admiral 
Kingsmill, of the Royal Navy, who is 
at present in command of the Cana­
dian government revenue, lighthouse 
and buoy fleet, but who previously 
was one of Britain’s foremost officers 
of the line. They present arguments 
to show why Canada should have a 
navy of her own instead of contribut­
ing a Dreadnought or the funds for 
building one to Britain’s navy. Mr. 
Brodeur will also have tl..- îrUbtCity 
of his government to .promise that, 
with the consent of England, Canada 
will commence immediately to lay 
down a navy' of her own along plans 
experts have already decided to best 
agree with local conditions. These 
plans, in a few words, are: Cruisers 
of a similar type» to the Cornwall 
class, each cruiser to cost slightly 
over $3,000,000 and haVe a draught 
of not more than 25 feet, so that 
they can navigate the St. Lawrence1 
as far as Montreal without trouble, 
and a displacement of about 10,000 
tons. They will be equipped with 
turbine engines and burn oil for fuel. 
They will act as a base of supplies for 
torpedo boats, which are acknowledg­
ed to be the best type of vessels for 
coast defence, the service for which 
the fleet is to be built.

Singaphore Shook.
Singapore, June 4.—A double earth­

quake was experienced here at 1,*5 
o’clock this morniing. No damage 
was done.

TREASURE SHIP LOST.

Was Sunk Century Ago and Traces 
Supposedly of it Are Found.

Chester, Fa., June 3—Government 
officials are agitated over the discov­
ery of an obstruction in the Delaware 
river within the vicinity of Fort Mif­
flin, which they think may prove to 
be a treasure ship which went down 
in 1812. It jis known that there is a 
boat at the bottom of the river at that 
point and that war equipment of 
value, as well as gold -and silver, are 
still confined within the hold of the 
ship. While the government boat 
Cataract was working in the vicinity 
yesterday the suction pump became 
clogged and when it was brought to 
the surface it was found to contain 
several fancy and costly helmets, such 
as were worn by the English soldiers 
and equipments of other descriptions. 
This discovery led to the belief that 
it is one of the boats of the English 
government which brought gold to 
this country ‘to pay its soldiers dur­
ing the war of 1812 and which was 
sunk at this point. For the purpoes 
of bringing the boat to the surface, 
the Hell Gate, which has been dredg­
ing -the river oif this city, will be 
sent to Fort Mufflin.

EDMONTON'S NEW COURT HOUSE.
The new $200,000 court house, for which the contract was let last fall, to A. Manson for the exterior 

werk, is progressing very favorably. Already the cement foundations have 'been completed and material is 
being forwarded daily for the steel ‘construction. Large cranes have been erected to swing the steel girders into 
place where required. The stone-dresser’s chisel may be heard every day as he prepares the stone which will 
enter into the work oi construction. The entire court house site is fenced to keep out the inquiring public.

The building will take about two years to construct. The plans show it to be a two-storey and base­
ment building of masonry, with fire-proof construction. It will be faced with granite for the basement storey 
and will have an underpinning'course on the four sides. All elevations above the underpinning will be of 

Calgary sandstone. There will be two entrances, one on McDougall avenue, the other on May street. Both 
entrances will be similar in design, following the Ionic order, and will consist of a broad flight of granite 
steps, flanked on either side with masonry buttresses. At the top of the steps will be six columns, each three 
feet in diameter and 28 feet high, all being surmounted 'by B stone pediment, tlie tympanium ol which will have 
a seal of the province, surrounded with carving.

It is understood that the elaborate interior work of the building has not yet been placed in t^e hands 
of the contractors. In general the building will be finished in oak and ornamental plaster work appropri­
ately pannelled a*d finished to harmonize with the use of each court or room.

A number of other 
men. prominent in the educational, re­
ligious and political world, were hon­
ored by the bestowal of various de­
grees.

Strike Hinders Building.
Boston, June 3—Building operations 

in this city were given an additional 
hindrance today, when about 800 elec­
tricians, including practically all the 
union men of this trade in Boston, 
went on strike. The men ask for a 
minimum wage fate of 50 cents an 
hour, -or $4 a day, and a Saturday half 
holiday for five months, beginning 
May 15. They have been receiving 
$3.60 a day. The decision to strike 
was reached early this morning after 
a protracted meeting of the union.

472, mostly women and children, 
arrived here yesterday in prairie 
schooners to entrain for Waterloo, 
B .C., to join their -friends who have 
preceded them.

CHURCHES MAY 
JOIN IN CALGARY

Basis on Which Grace Presbyterian 
and Wesley Methodist May 

Join Forces.

Following is the full report of the 
joint committee of Grace Presbyterian 
and Wesley Methodist churches, Cal­
gary, on the proposed union. The 
report is now before a special com­
mittee of the Alberta Methodist con­
ference, meeting in Strathcona:—

"The joint committee oi Grace Pres­
byterian and Wesley Methodist 
churches appointed to look into the 
possibility of a union of the two 
churches, in view of the proposed 
union of their respective' denomina­
tions in Canada, begs to report as 
follows :—

“Believing that these two churches 
are in a position to put into effect the 
proposed basis of union as outlined by 
the joint committee on church union 
in Toronto, and in order to more ef­
ficiently promote the Kingdom of God 
in this community, this committee 
submits the following as a basis for 
the proposed union of the two 
churches:—

Article I—Creed.
“The creed of the united church 

shall be that set forth in the 19 ar­
ticles of doctrine in the report of the 
joint committee on church union in 
Canada.

Article 11—Church Property.
1—That the present properties of 

both churches be united and used 
toward the erection of. a new church 
for the united congregation.

“2—That the necessary permission 
be asked by each church of its de­
nominational authorities to use their 
present properties fof the above pur­
pose.

“3—That the united property be 
held under a joint deed, and duly
registered.

“4—That the erection of the new 
church be carried out under the su­
pervision of the trustee board of the 
united church, as hereinafter pro­
vided.

“5—All other matters pertaining to 
church property to be dealt with ac­
cording to the basis outlined in the 
report of the Canadian Church Uniou 
committee.

Article III—Ministers.
“1—There shall . be tyw mbr hots

-in charge tit-tee. onuCtl eV"çfïtiSÎS.*-. 
to be known as associate ministers; 
one to be a Presbyterian and the
other a Methodist.

“2—These .ministers to be recom­
mended by the joint board of the un­
ited church as hereinafter provided, 
and approved by the congregation. 
Each minister is to be called accord­
ing to the formal system prevailing 
in his respective denomination, and 
to continue in office subject to the 
same system. , "

“3—The details and apportionment 
of their work is to be agreed upon 
between the ministers themselves, 
and reported to the session.

“4—The salaries of the ministers to 
be recommended by the joint board 
and approved by the congregation (it 
is understood that the salary of the 
minister in charge of Grace church 
at the time of t)ie union shall be main­
tained as long as he remains one of 
the pastors of the united congrega­
tion, in keeping with the law oi the 
Presbyterian church.)
Article IV—Local Church Government

“This plan is adopted as far as prac­
ticable from the report of the joint 
committee on church union in sec­
tion 2, of the proceedings of their 
fifth conference.)

“The local church government will 
be vested in the following boards and 
committees :—

“1—'Session—The session is to be 
composed of the ministers, elders of 
the Presbyterian church, and the 
stewards and local preachers of the 
Methodist church, and shall have 
oversight of the spiritual interests of 
the congregation ; its duties and 
functions to be adapted from those 
outlined in the Canadian church un­
ion report, section 2, clause 14.

“2—Finance Committee—-This com­
mittee shall consist of twelve mem­
bers to be elected each year by the 
congregation. They shall have over­
sight of the temporal and financial af­
fairs of the church, and shall be re­
sponsible for the raising and expend­
ing oi all monies for congregational 
purposes, and shall present a quarter­
ly financial statement to the joint 
board. This committee shall at first 
be composed of the manager of Grace 
church and the envelope committee of 
Wesley church, and be adapted as 
soon thereafter as practicable to the 
new constitution.

“3—Joint Board—This board shall 
be composed of tjie members of the 
session, the members of the finance 
committee, together with representa­
tives of the Sunday school, the 
Young People’s society and the wo­
men’s organizations, ‘preferably the 
president or superintendent of each.'
It shall be the general representative 
body of the church, and shall meet 
quarterly or oftener as required. Its 
duties and iunctionsVshall be adopted 
from those outlined m the Canadian 
church union report, section 2, clause 
16.

“This board shall at first be com­
posed of the elders and managers of 
Grace church, and the quarterly offi­
cial board of Wesley church at the 
time of union, and shall thereafter 
be adapted as soon as practicable to 
the above constitution.

New Moderator of the Presbyterian 
General Assembly.

Hamilton, June 2—A message was 
i reQd at the General assembly from 
the retiring moderator. Dr. Duval, in 
which reference was made to the dark 
sorrow which was settling down upon 
his home. A brief statement was made 
of the work done by the moderator 
during the year, and thanks returned 
for the honor conferred upon him.

The interest taken in the election 
of the new moderator was greater than 
was expected. Two names were pre­
sented for the consideration of the 
delegates. Rev. Dr. Ratcliffe, of St. 
Catharines, and Rev. Dr. McGillivray. 
of Vancouver, represented the name of 
Rev. Dr. Lyle, and Rev. Dr. R. P. 
'Mackay was placed in nomination by 
Rev. J. M. Scott and Rev. Dr. Mac- 
Gillivray, of Toronto. On a vote be­
ing taken Dr. Lyle was chosen by a 
small majority. The nomination was 
made unanimous. Rev. Dr. Lyle, on 
accepting the position stated that he 
did so in order that tie might be able 
to bring before the church with great­
er success the work of the augmenta­
tion committee, and* so aid the min­
isters who were doing the hardest 
duty of the church on salaries alto- 
getfier insufficient. For this work he 
made an eloquent appeal. Rev. Dr. 
Somerville stated that the clerk of 
the assembly asked to be relieved of 
his duties during the meeting owing 
to illness. A motion was adopted by 
the assembly expressing sympathy and 
naming Rev. Dr. Ratcliffe, of St. Cath­
arines, to assume the duties. At the 
close of the meeting Rev. Principal 
Gordon, of Queens, in a brief address 
referred to the exceptional circum­
stance of the absence of the moder­
ator owing to the lamented death of 
Mrs. Duval. Dr. Gordon spoke at 
some length of the able manner in 
which the duties of the office had been 
discharged by Dr. Duval and voiced 
the universal sympathy of the church 
with him in his sorrow. A small 
committee of which Principal Gordon 
is chairman, will prepare a special 
minute on this matter which will be 
included in the assembly records.

Queens and Church.
Hamilton, Ont., June 3—The ques­

tion of the future relations of Queens 
university to the Presbyterian church 
was unexpectedly precipitated on the 
General assembly this afternoon. The 
assembly is clearly divided on the is­
sue and the debate will be protracted. 
Principal Gordon is advocating sep­
aration and Dr. Campbell expects to 
present his views this afternoon urg­
ing the maintenance of the present 
conditions. This morning Dr. McTav- 
ish presented the report of the com­
mittee on Young People’s societies. 
The assembly proposes to merge this 
committee with th egeneral commit­
tee on Sunday school work. The 
Poung People’s committee apparently 
desires to maintain its identity and is 
said to be fighting for its life. Many 
delegates believe this work would be 
better done if the amalgamation were 
effected. Dr. McKay, of Vancouver, 
depreciated the holding of largé con­
ventions of young people which were 
not followed up by general educa­
tional work. The report of the com­
mittee on statistics showed a loss of 
seven thousand families during the 
year. It was clear that there had 
tieen no actual loss, but on the con 
trary large gains in all parts of the 
country. The assembly sought to dis­
cover the reason of this inaccuracy 
in the reports but was unable to do 
so. It has been arranged that Dr. 
John MoT/ton, for forty-one years mis­
sionary to Trinidad, stiould preach the 
annual sermon to th eassembly on 
Sunday morning next in the assem­
bly ctiurch. Dr. John Pringle will 
speak tomorrow in connection with 
the report of the committee on moral 
reform.

THE WILY BUFFALO.

CLERGY DISCUSS
HIGHER CRIIICISM

Rev. Galloway Reviews “Records and 
Significance of Genesis" at the 
Methodist Conference Now in 
Session at Strathcona.

Philadelphia Still Under Riot.
Philadelphia, June 3.—Rioting and 

lawlessness continued throughout 
the day. The most serious outbreak 
was at Third and Berks streets this 
afternoon, where strike sympathisers 
attacked g . Frankford car. Ttie 
motorman was stunned by a brick 
and dragged from ttie car and the 
conductor fled. Several shots were 
fired and Policeman Gallagher was 
wounded. The reserves rushed and 
gradualy dispersed the crowd. Mount- 
ed police dispersed a mob at Ninth 

I and Filbert streets at two this after- 
I noon. They rode right through the 
^ crowd and many were injured.

Some Trouble in Rounding of the 
Remaining Bisons.

Calgary, Alta., June -2.—Howard 
Douglas, commissioner of Dominion 
parks, is in the city, returning from 
ten days spent at the buffalo round­
up of the last of the government herd 
purchased from the Pablo ranches 
in Montana. Mr. Douglas says that 
while the difficulties have been tre­
mendous, the herd will very probab 
ly all be gathered in by a couple of 
weeks or so. The round-up com­
menced when Douglas arrived ten 
days ago, and his headquarters are 
at the corrals, about 18 miles from 
RLonan, and right in the Flathead 
mountains. During the past ten 
days 118 head have tieen corralled and 
are being fed in the corrals. Round­
ing up the animals is very difficult, 
and although there were 100 horses 
and 35 men at the start, yet it has 
been found necessary to get more.

The buffalo are scattered through­
out the mountains in small bands of 
from five to ten. Some days the 
riders have to go out 40 miles in the 
mountains to pick up one of these 
small bands,, Mr. Douglas says that 
probably some of the old bulls wil) 
never leave the range. He says these 
animals are impossible, practically, to 
round up, and that when the bulk of 
the herd is in and the final shipment 
made that Mr. Pablo intends to shoot 
all the animals remaining. Pablo 
has left nothing undone to complete 
the job this time. Already on this 
round-up alone he has spent at least 
$10,000.

Pablo has decided that he would not 
risk the long drive of the buffalo to 
the railroad, so 32 cages have been 
built, each capable of holding two 
buffalo and each to be hauled by 
four horses. It will take two days 
for a team to make the round trip. 
The hauling will start tomorrow. Out 
in the mountains, about 15 miles from 
the corrals, there is a buncti of 142 
head of buffalo, but the drivers are 
taking great care not to go near them 
for fear of frightening them into the 
mountains further and scattering 

■ them. The intention is to as easily 
! as possible gather in the very small 
| and scattered bands, and then, when 
, all have been brought in, to drive 
i down the big bunch and have the 
whole herd corralled.

Higher Criticism, the nightmare of 
Biblical scholars, of a certain school, 
and a subject which has received 
much attention of late from the gen­
eral public by reason of the far-famed 
■Cameron-J ackson controversy occu­
pied the centre of the stage at the 
Wednesday afternoon meeting of the 
Methodist conference in Strathcona.

Rev. W. E. Galloway, M.A., of 
Sedgewick and a recent graduate of 
Victoria college read a carefully pre­
pared paper on “The Records of the 
Book of Genesis and their significance 
for teachers, preachers and Bible 
students.” He treated his subject u. 
a. reverent but fearless manner, giv­
ing a clear, candid exposition of the 
much vexed question of Biblical cri­
ticism.

An unbiased study of the scriptural 
narrative said the speaker would 
bring out historical defects. The 
Book of Genesis was not the compil­
ation of a single author but of a num­
ber, and written at widely differing 
periods. The commonly accepted 
theory today was that there were In 
existence atiout 900 B C., two parallel 
accounts of man’s early life on the 
earth and that these two documents 
were compiled into one account with 
an attempt at reconciling discrepan­
cies.

“But we must bear in mind,” said 
the speaker quoting from Marcus 
Dodds, “that every work must he 
judged by the object the writer has 
in view ; if the object of Genesis was 
to convey history, geology" or ctirono- 
logy the writers1 signally failed, but 
if it was their intent to reveal the 
purpose of Clod’s plan for man’s sal­
vation, they succeeded beyond any 
doubt.”

"I have had men tell me” said Mr. 
Galloway, “that unless they could 
accept the whole book, word for word, 
they would throw it all away. Such 
an attitude was to be deplored. Truth 
would always, had always, home 
ecclesiastical amathemas and mud- 
slinging without effect though more 
than one man’s head had left his 
shoulder because he had tried to 
make men’s theories coincide with 
facts. The speaker thought that Rev. 
Geo. Jackson was not far astray when 
he said “It is .hardly less than cuel 
to allow young men a .id women to 
grow up in the belief that those 
chapters are literal history, and af 
terwards to send them to a univer­
sity.” He recalled the experience he 
had himself passed through at col­
lege, in this connection. “The pal­
pable errors in chronology which are 
found in Genesis could not be ex­
plained on any oilier grounds than 
that these scriptural narratives are 
tout histories as. awL-other books.

“If you want to know geology, ’ 
said the speaker, “go td the rocks, ttie 
library of the infinite ie not confinai 
to one book. If you want to know the 
true relation between man and" man, 
and God and man, go to the Bible 
The aim of the writers of Genesis 
was not scientific, but religious. 
There was not the slightest reason 
for believing that the Bible was his­
tory miraculously dictated ; our fath­
ers may have ttiought so, but the 
Bible did not say so. Tne sacred 
writ was first of all, a book of de­
votion, a quickener of the religious 
life. Finally we should lay emphasis 
upon what we do believe, and not 
befuddle our intellects with doubts. 
If some choose to interpret the story 
of Eden and the fall of man, as if 
they actually happened as related in 
Genesis, why try to make them be­
lieve otherwise or quarrel with them 
over nonessentials.”

At the conclusion of Mr. Galloway’s 
scholarly paper which was listened 
to throughout with the greatest at­
tention, the subject was thrown open 
for discussion by the meeting. Rev. 
E. J. Hodgine complimeted Mr. Gal­
loway on his admirable and timely 
paper on a subject which every min­
ister should be conversant with at 
this crucial time of intellectual un­
rest. He recommended to the audi­
ence, Washington Gladden’s book 
“How to read the Bible” as a very 
helpful work to Bible students.

Dr. Riddell, principal of Alberta 
college, thought that the conference 
owed a debt of gratitude to Rev. Mr. 
Galloway for his splendid1 exposition 
of a vexed subject. He had been de­
lighted with ttie paper and looked 
with a good deal of approval on the 
spirit which approaches the good old 
book in a critical way. He would de­
plore the time when the Book should 
Ibscome a fetish. “Let us have truth 
said Dr. Riddell, ‘n.-- matter what 
old theory or,attitude may fall.’ ’

The second paper of the afternoon 
was read by Rev .J. P. Berry, B.A., 
on “The Influence exercised on the 
forms of Doctrinal Expression of the 
'Primitive Christian church by the 
political, social, civil and philosophi­
cal habits of thought and life obtain­
ing in the civilized world at that 
time."

Judaism, Hellenism, and Roman 
Imperialism all had had a share in 
moulding Christian doctrines. The 
disciples of Christ did not cease to 
be Jews, Romans and Greeks when 
they became followers of the Master. 
For the first 150 years of its existence 
the Christian church was not the 
church of the New Testament, but 
of the Old Testament and tradition. 
It was a long time before the New 
Testament was accepted as of equal 
value with the old. Greek philoso­
phy, Roman politics and the old re­
ligion had been the three great mould­
ing factors of the expression of Chris­
tian doctrine. The Greek mind got 
a new stimulus from the Christian 
theory and a wider scope. Greek 
philosophy had died into Christiantv 
and the last of the philosophers was 
the first of the Christians.

Augustus Caesar had attempted to 
rule his empire by a form of Hero 
Worship, an imposition on the religi­
ous sense of his subjects. Church

leaders had not been slow to discern 
this tendency and the genius of Rome 
for organization soon possessed the 
church. The Pope became Emperior. 
The terminology of Roman jurispru­
dence became that of Christianity. 
The.majesty of the law was exalted 
above that of the person.

The absence of sacerdotalism had 
been one distinguishing feature of 
the Christian church, but a change 
crept in. The priesthood of Judaism 
led the way and the inability of the 
Gentils- to grasp doctrine made ;t 
easier to adjust religion to them­
selves thus themselves to religion. 
The greatest proof of Christ’s divinity 
was that he had been able through 
these centuries to work through forms 
so uncongenial to his spirit. But the 
light was there which the renaissance 
was to uncover."

Rev. A. Carman, D. D., L.L.D., gen­
eral superintendent of the Mettiodist 
church in Canada, arrived in 
Strathcona on Thursday and will 
attend the remaining sessions of thé 
conference.

Dr. Carman is classed among the 
makers' of Canada and is known from 
end to end of the Dominion. He was 
the centre of the recent controversy 
with Rev. Dr. Jackson, pastor of Sher- 
boume Methodist church, Toronto, 
over higher criticism. Rev. Dr. Car­
man has -had a brilliant career.

He is a decendant of the United 
Empire Loyalists on both sides. Born 
at Iroquois, Ont., June 27, 1833, lie 
was educated at the Dundas County 
grammer school and at Victoria uni­
versity, Colbourg, where he received 
his degrees of B.A. and M.A., in 1885 
and 1860. In graduating he became 
headmaster of the Dundas county 
grammer school, remaining in that 
position until 1857 when he was elect­
ed professor of mathematics in Belle­
ville seminary. Albert college. In 
1858 he was elected principal *jf the 
seminary holding also the chairs of 
mathematics and physics. He was 
ordained deacon in the Methodist 
Episcopal church in the following 
year, becoming an elder in 1863. He 
took a. warm interest in promoting 
the advancement of the institution 
over which he presided.

Through his instrumentality the 
college was affiliated with Toronto un­
iversity in 1860.

He was next appointed first chan­
cellor of Albert university and main­
tained his active and official connec­
tion with the institution until 1874, 
when he was elected bishop of the 
Methodist Episcopal church in Cana­
da by the general conference of that 
body. From 1876 to 1886 he was ac­
tive in originating an destablishing 
the Alma ladies’ college at St. 
Thomas, Ont., of whose board of man­
agement he has been chairman from 
its beginning. After the union of the 
Methodist bodies in 1883, he became 
general superintendent of chief exe­
cutive officer of the Methodist church 
in Canada. This position he still 
retains after several re-elections, and 
it was in that capacity that he -e- 
presented the important body over 
which he presides at the ecumenical 
conference of Methodists held 11 

-Washington in 1891. He received the 
honorable degree of D-D. from Vic­
toria university in 1891, and has been 
elected a senator both of Victoria 
and Toronto university. His reputa­
tion stands high not only as an edu­
cationalist and a preactier but also 
as a writer.
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UNTANGLING THE
MORRIS MURDER

Victim Believed to Have Been Shot 
I and Then Struck With Spade- 

Body Cremated.

Fishermen Fished Out.
Woodstock, Ont-, June 3.—Yestar- 

day afternoon, in celebration of the 
birthday of Peter Poole, a well knpwn 
grocer, Mr. Poole, his three children 
and John Markey, editor of the Sen 
tinel Review went on a fishing expe­
dition to Hodge’s Millpond, seven 
miles from the city. As Mr. Poole 
was wielding his line he slipped m 
the mossy stones and tell into fif­
teen feet of water. Markey jumped in 
after him, knowing that Mr. Poole 
was unable to swiin. When in the 
water Mr. Markey found his left 
shoulder powerless and the two were 
in great danger of drowning. Then 
Hodges- jumped from the bank to the 
aid of the two unfortunate fishermen, 
squarely on Mr . Markey’s already 
damaged shoulder and knocked the 
newspaper man unconscious. Whit 
happened then is not exactly known 
but presently Hodges had both city 
men safely on the 'bank. Markey was 
revived and was driven home where it 
was found that his left shoulder had 
been dislocated.

Must Get Down on Time.
Ottawa, June 3—While there may 

be a tendency on the part of a few 
members of the civil service to resist 
the new regulation regarding hours 
of labor, the majority are expected to 
fall in line. The new rule has not 
yet been brought into force in all de­
partments, but where it lias, it is be- 
ing generally observed. If the at­
tendance book is not signed before 
9.15 it is taken away and the names 
of the absentees noted. At the end 
of each quarter a conduct report is 
made to the civil service commission­
ers and the delinquents lo^t their 
chance of promotion. As many of the 
civil servants had made arrangements 
for the summer months which neces­
sitated their departure by train before 
5 o’clock, it is probable that the rule 
regarding closing hour will not be 
rigidly enforced until autumn.

Regina, June 1.—That Charles J. 
Morris was not killed by a blow on 
the head, hut was shot from behind, 

I was the startling testimony brought 
out- by Dr. Charlton at this morning’s 

: session of the murder trial.
J- The Witness told of examining the 
skull and brain and finding a bullet 

I hole through the former which he 
gave as the cause of death.

| He did not believe that death was 
caused by the cracking of the skull, 
but thought this likely took place 
afterward. Portions of the brain and 
skull were produced in court and 
during their examination the prisoner 
only held himself under great ner­
vous tension, refusing at any time 
to look at the specimens. A pair of 
overalls were produced and the doc­
tor swore to human blood stains on 
these. A spade was also produced 
showing blood stains and two coal 
oil or gasoline cans were shown, each 
having the stains of human blood on 
them. An empty cartridge was" also 
produced and said to have been in 
contact with blood.

Hr. Charlton also said deceased had 
lived a short time" after the shot was 
fired. The theory of the crown now 
is that Morris was shot from behind, 
hit over the head with some instru­
ment which cracked the skull and 
the body was thrown into the house, 
saturated with coal oil and burned.

This is only the third witness for 
the crown and the case hqs been go­
ing on for a day and a half, so will 
likely toe prolonged for some time.

The horrible circumstances sur­
rounding the murder of Charles 
Morris at Milestone, on April 1, were 
further investigated this> afternoon1 
before Judge Wetmore. "C. E. D. 
Wood, counsel for prisoner, continu­
ed his» cross-examination of Dr. 
Charlton and considerably shook 
faith in the witnesses’ testimony. 
The witness had previously sworn 
that he looked upon Taylor’s works 
as a standard of medical legal text 
books, and that he gave his evidence 
on facts stated therein. He now- 
wished to disagree with Tayior, cry­
ing, he said, to his own experience 
that it was impossible to obtain the 
red corpuscles of blood from blood 
stains for microscopical examination 
if they were at the outside 24 hours 
old, or that at that time it would 
be necessary to have a fragment of 
blood-clot for examination. Another 
point on which he differed with Tay­
lor was that it was almost impos­
sible to get dried blood and particu­
larly where it was only small spat­
ters ,off dark cloth for the purpose 
of examination. He denied the 
statement that it would be possible 
for a man to fall against the edge of 
a bed and fracture his skull in the 
manner in question. The blood 
stains or so-called stains on the shovel 
and cartridge shell, he admitted, had 
not tested, and when closely ques­
tioned on the subject would only say 
they resembled blood.

To Co-Operate With Trustees of 
Queen's University.

Hamilton, Ont., June 4.—The ad­
journed debate in the General As­
sembly resulted in the appointment <>f 
a commission without 'restrictions, 
to co-operate with the trustees of 
Queen's university, in the suggested 
changes as moved by Principal Gor­
don yesterday. Favoring nationali­
zation of the University on the ground 
that life objected to all separate 
schools, Rev. John Pringle declared 
they created divisions in the com­
munity, high as heaven and deep as 
hell. The commission is to be nomin­
ated by the moderator, Principal Gor­
don and G. M. McDonnell. The chair­
man of systematic ueneficence pre­
sented the report o* the committee 
asking for a million dollars to carry 
on the work ol the church and the 
laymens missionary movement. Tne 
report was adopted. The report of 
the aged and infirm ministers fund 
was read by J. K. McDonald. It 
showed that last year’s five thousand 
dollar deficit was converted to a cre­
dit of $2,000. Among the ministers 
going on the fund is Rev. Dr. Camp­
bell, clerk of the Assembly. A great 
foreign mission rally was held this 
evening, addresses tieing delivered by 
Rev. John Morton, Trinidad Rev. 
S. A. Fraser, Trinidad ,and Rev. 
Jonathan Goforth, of china.
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MACHINISTS GO OUT 
ON BALTIMORE ROAD

Company Responds by Securing New 
Men and Prolonged War is An­
ticipated.

Baltimore, Md., June 2—While Bal­
timore and Ohio railroad officials and 
representatives of the Machinists’, 
Blacksmiths’ and Boilermakers’ un­
ions were fruitlessly conferring here 
today over the disputed matters,.the 
macninists in the company’s big 
shops at Cumberland went on strike. 
A strike over the entire system, it is 
believed, will be ordered within 24 
hours. The Baltimore and Ohio and 
Southwestern may also be involved. 
The company immediately arranged 
tor strike-breakers, getting a number 
of expert machinists from the Bald­
win locomotive works at Philadelphia, 
increased its private police force and 
placed 300 camp cars in the yards, 
to be picketed with guards when the 
army of strike-breakers is expected 
to arrive. The chief issue is tne ex­
tension of the piece work system 
by which every man is put on his 
own merit.

MOBS RULE PHILADELPHIA.

Police Officers Punished for Failure 
to Suppress Riots.

Philadelphia, June 3.—Lieutenant 
of Police Sykes, commander of the 
police in Kinsington division, was 
suspended from duty this morning to 
be tried before the police board on a 
charge of failing to lead his men 
against the rioters. Police Captains 
Dugan and Thompson, two of the old­
est officers on the force, were sus­
pended toy direction of Chief <Clay for 
failure to suppress rioting.

Alleged Train Robbers Arraigned in 
Omaha Court.

Omaha. Neb., June 3—The three 
men charged with holding up the mail 
car on the Pacific Overland Limited 
during the night of May 22, were ar­
raigned before Judge Hunger in the 
U. S. court today. Engineer Alex­
ander Micklejohn, who ran the Over­
land Limited engine on the night of 
the holdup appeared in court and 
identified Fred Hortenson, one of the 
defendants as the man who placed a 
revolver at his cheek.

Denver, Colo., June 3—James Shel­
ton, believed by tied police of Denver, 
to be the fourth member of the band 
of robbers recently held up a Union 
Pacific passenger train near Omaha, 
Neb., was arrested here today. Ac­
cording to the police he came to Den­
ver several days ago and has been 
trying to raise funds for the defence 
of the three men now under arrest in 
Omaha. Lillian Stevenson, who says 
she is Shelton’s wife also Was ar­
rested. The police are positive.she- is 
the woman in the automobile group 
photograph discovered by the Omaha 
police and which was traced to a 
Denver gallery. Both prisoners will 
toe held here pending further develop­
ments in the case.

Summer Resort Burned.
North Ha tie t, Que., June 5.—A 

serious fire broke out early this 
morning at Glenvilla summer resort. 
The loss is sixty thousand dollars, 
with insurance of twenty thousand. 
The cause is unknown.

Russification Blocked.
St. Petersburg June 4.—The legis­

lative committed of the council of 
state has reported adversely the bill 
extending the mandates of the coun­
cillors of the empire from the nine 
western provinces for one year, <n 
order to enable the passage of a meas­
ure limiting the Poles to three mem­
bers of the council. This is the second' 
check in parliament to the Russifi­
cation programme of the Conserva­
tives, to which the premier has given 
his approval.
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“4—Trustee Board—This board shall 
be the legal trustees of all church pro­
perties, and be in charge of new 
building operations in consultation- 
with the joint board. It shall be 
composed of twelve, and thé trustees 
of both churches at time of union 
shall bo included in the number.

Article V—External Relationship.
“The relations of the united church 

1o the i’jveabÿtçriafl and Methodist de­
nominations shall continue as at pre­
sent,' with the following adaptations :

"fo-Represent-ativee to the various 
chujeh courts, of both denominations 
shall be appoitited by the session of 
the united church.

•'2—All statistical reports made to 
the two denomihations shall be on 
:i fifty per cent, basis ; that is, half 
of the membership and half of the 
funds, etc., to be reported on the 
schedules of each denomination.

•'3—The connexional funds and 
schemes of the church to be paid ac­
cording to tiie assessments or allot­
ments of the respective denomina­
tions, and the money contributed for 
the same by the congregation shall 
be divided between the denominations 
on a fifty per cent, basis. The method 
of raising these connexional funds 
-hail be determined by the finance 
committee.

"4—-Ail missionary contributions to 
be divided on a fifty per cent, basis 
between the missionary societies of 
the Methodist and Presbyterian
churches.

“5—Any other external relations re­
quiring to be adapted, shall be left 
to the joint board of the united
church.

Article VI—Membership.
“1—AH members on the registers of 

the two churches at the time of union 
shall be considered charter members 
of the united church.

“2—‘The subsequent reception of 
new ment hers shall be made on the 
creed "and standard of doctrine of the 
Canadian church union report as out­
lined in its doctrinal standard and 
in section 2, clause 10.

“3—Any inembef leaving the united 
church shall be given letters of stand­
ing -to which ever denomination they 
wish to be connected with.

Article VI I—Church Departments. 
“The various departments of the 

churches : the Sunday school, the Ep 
worth league and Christian Endeavor 
society, and the various women’s or­
ganizations—shall be united simul 
taneously with the union of the 
churches ; the basis of the respective 
unions to be worked out by the of­
ficers of the societies or departments 
Article VIII—Church Ordinances and 

Sacraments.
“The various ordinances of the 

church are to be administered by the 
pastors in charge according to the 
ritual of their respective denomina­
tions, excepting in the case of the 
Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper. The 
administration of this sacrament shall 

adapted from the rituals-of the two 
churches by the session of the united 
church.
Article IX—Meetings and Order of 

Services.
“l_The arrangement of services of 

worship and other meetings of the 
congregation is to be made by the 
session of the united church. - 

“2—The order of service in the reg­
ular services of worship shall be ad­
apted from the two present systems 
by the session of the united church.

“3—The music of the services and 
the hymn books to be used shall be 
arranged and chosen by the session 
of the united church.

“4—The hymn -books to be used in 
the various church departments shall 
be chosen by themselves in consulta­
tion with the members of the session. 
Article X—Candidates for Ministry.
“The united church will continue 

to encourage younb men to enter upon 
the Christian ministry as at present : 
the denomination in which he will 
take his course to he chosen, by the 
candidate himself. The session will 
then have the authority to recom­
mend him to the church of hie choice 
and assist him according to the regu­
lations of that church. In the case 
of a Methodist candidate the session 
will be considered as the quarterly 
official board of the Methodist church 
according to its discipline.

Article XI—Name.
“The name of the new church to be 

‘The First United Church of Calgary
X Pri-sbyterianMethctdist.’'

Article XII.
“This constitution shall be in oper­

ation until such a time as the general 
union of the Presbyterian and Meth­
odist churches in Canada shall be 
consummated, at which time this 
church will become a part of the 
General United church. ’’

Woman’s Auxiliary Meeting.

of the Woman’s Auxiliary was open­
ed on Wednesday morning at ten 
o'clock by a celebration of the 1 lipy 
Communion and a sermon by the 
Dean of Calgary.

Express Companies Wonderfully Pro­
fitable Enterorises.

Toronto, June ^—Interesting figures 
as to the profits made by express 
companies were given before the 
railway commission by W. S. Buell, 
of Brockville, solicitonor the com* 
mission.

F. H. Chrysler, solicitor of the Do­
minion Express Company, wanted the 
figures discussed in camera, but 
Chairman Mabee said all proceedings 
must be public.

The Canadian Express -Company 
was incorporated under letters patent 
in 1865. Only $27.000 was paid in as 
capital. . In. 1892 it was taken over 
by the Grand Trunk Railway, which 
paid $660,000 to the shareholders, al­
though the equipment was then valu­
ed at only $60,000. The equipment iV 
now valued at $212,719.16, although 
no fresh Capital has -been subscribed 
since the original $37,500. The earn­
ings for the past seven years average 
yearly, including receipts from all 
sources $217,729, or 100 per cent, year­
ly on the value equipment.

The Dominion Express Company 
was incorporated in 1882. Only $25,- 
500 was paid in as capital. The 
C.P.R. transferred land grant bonds 
from the government to the express 
company. In a short time the bands 
paid off all •liabilities and the- direc­
tors got back the $25,500 invested. 
The equipment is now valued at 
$592,239. The average net profits 
for five years on the property was 
$529,230, or 92 per cent.

The Canadian Northern Express 
Company was incorporated in 1902. 
The stock then issued was $300,000, 
of which the vendors, Wm. Macken-

President in Washington Did Not

speeches, President Taft’s signal, and 
tire magic response were all carried 
out exactly as planned.

When James J. Hill was introduced 
to -make the opening speech, 40,000 
persons cheered so’ vociferously that 
it was several, minutes before he could 
begin his address. The program man­
agers had omitted to count on this 
demonstration, and when President 
Taft pressed the golden kc-y at noon 
(Pacific time), and touched off the big 
signal gong, he cut short Bishop Kes- 
tor’s benediction.

-A striking feature of the parade was 
the popular applause for the Japonese 
visitors of tlwLcruisere Aso and Soya. 
The American officers enthusiastically 
applauded the Japanese, who returned 
a similar greeting. Luncheon was 
served to the Japanese and American 
sailors in the Formosa tea house, one 
of the Japanese government buildings.

The closing event of the day was 
a banquet to distinguished guests, 
given in the New York building to­
night.

CALGARY MAN SHOT.

When He Declined to Hand Over 
Money—Rifled Victim,’* Pockets 
and Fled.

Bank Clerk Rescues Sailor.
Halifax, N.S., June 3 —Neil Coyle, 

a seaman, fell in the water at Green 
Bank last night. As he was going 
down for the last time Rufus Rayer» 
a bank clerk, plunged in -and h,eltt 
up the man until Premier Murray 
and Attorney General Phipps, who 
were taking a constitutional, hearts ^ 
the cries for help and pulled the two 
out of the water. R. E. Finn, M-P-, 
and others applied first aid. The 
man recovered.

Calgary, June -8.—The most daring 
hold-up in the history of Calgary oc­
curred at two o’clock this morning, 
when You Lee, a Chinaman, who con­
ducts a laundry and tobacconist store 
at 225 Tenth avenue, was held up by 
two young men, and on his refusal to 
give them money was shot in the left 
breast witji a 44£calibre revolver.

Excited Orientals at once gave the 
alarm and ten minutes after the oc­
currence Sergeant Nutt had a cordon 
of men spread all around Chinatown, 
but so far no arrests have been made

Calgary, June 3.—James Hill and 

James Lowery, two young men from 
High River, surrendered themselves 
to the police this morning as the men 
who shot the CNiinaman. They say 
the shooting arose over a card game. 
Hopes are good for the Chinaman’s 
recovery.

Variety for Tourists.
Toronto, June 2—Passengers on the 

Canadian Pacific Toronto express from 
Winnipeg, which arrived last evening, 
had an exciting time. The big train 
was aimost seven hours late, being 
held back at two points by wrecks. 
West of eKnora tiie train ran over a 
moose, cutting it in two. Further 
along the train was held up for a 
couple of hours by the Imperial Lim­
ited, which was ahead and delayed 
by the wreck west of North Bay al­
ready chronicled. As if this were not 
enough the train was held up five 
hours at Parry Sound by some freight 
which had distributed itself along the 
roadbed titrée mile’s south.

The annual summary report for the 
calendar year 1908, of the geological 
survey, Ottawa, has recently been is­
sued, and is now in the process of 
distribution. The volume contains a 
summarised recount of the operations ! port deali: 
during tne past season of this branch ' " 
of me department of mines, and the 
results are of direct interest to the 
mining public in general.

An account is given by the director,
Mr. B. W. Brock, of the promising 
Sheep Creek camp,- near Salmo, B.C., 
in which are many apparently persist­
ent quartz veins carrying good value.
It is expected that about $260,000 will 
be recovered from the limited opera­
tions of the year, and the outlook is 
distinctly encouraging for profitable, 
small mines.

Mr. D. D. Cairnes and party were 
engaged during the year 1908 in map­
ping and exploring the district in the 
Yukon lying between Whitehorse and 
Tantalus. The result of this year’s 
work haa been to extent the known 
area of cdal bearing rocks, an im­
portant point, since the advancing 
mineral production of the Yukon will 
inevitably produce a demand for cok­
ing coal for metallurgical purposes.
An account is also given of the cop­
per prospects to the southwest of 
Montagus and again in the neighbor­
hood of Giltana lake.

During the summer and winter of 
1907-08, and the summer' of 1908, Mr.
J. Keele conducted an exploratory 
party across the mountains lying be­
tween the Yukon and Mackenzie river 
basins, in about latitude 63 degrees 
N. Though no special indications of 
economic importance were discovered, 
the result of the party’s work is im­
portant since the country traversed 
was virtually an altogether unknown 
one.

The examination of the Pacific coast 
of British Columbia inaugurated in 
1906, was continued in 1908 by Mr. R.
P. Graham, over a distance of about 
100 miles north of Kingcoine inlet.

Mr. W. W. Leach continued his 
work of the previous season, in the 
Bulkley valley, British Columbia, not 
far from the proposed route of the 
National Transcontinental railway.
The finding of a new coal area and 
details concerning others previously 
known, are given. Information is also 
given bearing on the gold and silver 
bearing sulphide ores of the district.

During the past season Mr. R. G.
McCbnntjil was engaged in examining 
the northwestern part of Texada is­
land, British Columbia, not far from 
the proposed route of the National 
Transcontinental railway. The find 
ing of a new coal area and details 
concerning others previously known 
are given. Information is also given 
bearing on the gold and silver sulph­
ide ores of the district.

During the past season Mr. R. G 
McConned was engaged in examining 
the nortiiwestmn part of Texada is­
land, British Columbia. An account 
is given ot this widely mineralized 
portion of the island. The deposits 
include \uarts veins with free gold, 
lenses oi copper-gold ores and lense 
of magnetite usually carrying some 
iron and copper sulphides. The 
lenses of iron ore are often of large 
size, sometimes exceeding 200 feet in 
length. The abundance of the ores, 
their high grade in iron and easy ac­
cessibility must make them extremely 
valuable in the event of an iron in­
dustry being established on the coast.

Mr. C. H. Clapp and party spent 
the seasmf in performing a geological 
reconnaissance of the southern por­
tion of Vancouver island. It is in­
tended to examine, eventually, and 
map tho whole of the island. The 
copper deposits of the district are im­
portant and the report contains an 
interesting account of their general

The examination of Mr. Mclnnes* 
during tile past season of the then 
unexplored portions of the Churchill 
river, including South Indian lake, 
Saskatchewan and Keewatin, has 
shown that, in this district, -there is a 
considerable basin of cultivable soil.

In order to complete the present 
knowledge of the territory bordering 
on Hudson bay, now assuming great­
er importance in view of the proba­
bility of the early extension of a rail­
way line to some part on this inland 
sea, Mr. O. O’Sullivan surveyed the 
shore line from Severn river, east­
ward to the cape at the west side of 
the entrance to James bay.

Mr. V. Steffanson contributes a re- 
with the Eskimo of the
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Mackenzie delta. Mr. Steffanson has 
already spent nearly two continuous 
years in this northerly region and 
does not propose to return until the 
end of the summer of 1909. He is 
collecting much valuable ethnological 
material for the survey museum.

U.S. FARMERS COMING.

Bring Millions Into 
Canada This Year.

Western

Washington, June 2.—That between 
75.000 and 100,000 persons, most of 
them American farmers, will settle 
in the western provinces of Canada 
during the present year is the sub­
stance of a report sent by Consul 
Franklin D Hale, of Charlottetown, 
to the department of commerce and 
labor.

“The total amount of wealth they 
will take will run into millions,” con­
tinues the representative. “Since 1903 
over 200,000 homesteads have been 
granted to settlers, and "the popula­
tion of the Dominion has increased 
over 1,000,000. It is estimated that 
the total trade has increased $178,000,- 
000 and th product of grain has shown 
an increase of nearly 100,000,000 bush­
els. There are still available for 
homesteads in Manitoba 17,825,000 
acres, in Saskatchewan 104,878,000 and 
117,369,000 in Alberta.”

FATAL FIRE AT

Child Burned to Death in Fire That

GOOD PROGRESS ON 
MOUNTAIN SURVEY

Philadelphia, June 2.—For nearly 
two hours tonight Kensington avenue 
between York and Allegheny avenue.-1 
was jammed with a mob of at east* 
25,000, which rioted at will, defying 
the police, wrecking cars and setting 
them on fire, beating strike breakers 
and policemen alike, and filling the 
air with showers of bricks, stones,, 
bottles and other missiles.

The trouble started shortly a'ter 
seven o’clock when a car of the Fmk- 
ford via Berks division approached 
Lehigh avenue on Kensington avenue 
with a crew of strike breakers, runn­
ing under the guard of two policemen. 
There were about a dozan passengers 
on the car, which was of the open 
summer kind. In the twinkling of an 
eye a mob shouting “kill the scabs’’ 
had surrounded the car, while mis-, 
elles ef all sorts descended upon it. 
The motorman was dragged from his 
post, the controller was wrested from 
his hands and east down a nearby 
sewer inlet, and he and the conductor 
*ere badly beaten before they tore 
themselves free from their assailants 
and fled in terror. The conductor was 
equally unfortunate, the mob strip­
ping his badge from his uniform, 
while his hat was torn to shreds. In 
the meantime the ’two policemen on 
the car werç overpowered. Then hun­
dreds of men and boys used their 
shoulders, while others wielded crow­
bars in pushing the car from the track 
until it had been turned around so 
that it stood directly across the street. 
By this time it was a wreck.

A moment later two more summer 
cars of the Lehigh avenue via Berks 
division came along Kensington 
avenue on the same track as the first 
one. With menacing yells the mob, 
which had swelled to twice its original 
size, surrounded the cars. They were 
treated as the first one had been, their 
crews being roughly handled, while 
the passengers fled for their lives amid 
a shower of missiles. Several were 
struck by bricks and rendered un­
conscious.

Meantime riot calls wore living sent 
in to every police station in the north­
east section of the city and as details 
of blue coats reached the scene of the 
rioting they found thousands of per­
sons to cope with. The mob gave 
battle to the blue coats, who until 
their numbers were greatly reinforc­
ed, were able to accomplish practical­
ly nothing toward restoring order.

A dozen times the policemen at­
tempted to make arrests, only to have 
their prisoners wrested from them, 
while even the discharge of their re­
volvers in the air or over the heads 
of the rioters had as much effect as 
the use. of night sticks.

Finally a fourth car fell into the 
clutches of the mob. Sweeping down 
upon it the mob, in defiance of the 
police, cut the trolley pole, smashed 
the register and after causing the 
crew, its policemen guard and the few

It is stated 
that these and other mineral enter­
prises, together with that of recover­
ing gold and platinum from the grav­
els of TuJameen river and Granite 
creek, should, with the advent of a 
railway, develop into importance.

Mr. O. E. LeRoy reports the exam­
ination cf Phoenix camp, tiritish Co­
lumbia, ot which it is proposed to 
publish a map on a scale of 400 feet 
to 1 inch, prepared under the direction 

'of Mr. W. H. Boyd. The mineralized 
zone in this camp has un exposed 
area of about 120 acres; within this 
area chaicopyrite has been concen­
trated in ire bodies of enormous size 
carrying (airly uniform.values in gold, 
silver and copper. The low grade 
character of the ore is offset by its 
fluxing dualities, the size and favor­
able situation of the deposits, and by 
many economies that can be practised 
in the handling of a large tonnage.

Mr. G. S. Malloch reports on the 
Big Horn coal basin on the Brazeau 
river in V.oerta.

Calgary, June 2.—The Calgary 
Natural Gas Company has decided to 
begin work immediately on a second 
well right near the present one, and 
the order has already been given for 
the machinery.

Vegreville, June 2—The construc­
tion of th.- C. X. R, branch line from 
this point to Camrose is progressing 
rapidly. Over a thousand men are 
at work on the grade and there is an 
influx of men every day looking for 
work.

THE VALUE OF GOLD.
Winnipeg Telegram—There is more 

rubbish talked on the relation of gold 
to commodity values than upon any 
other subject given among men. Yet 
there is nothing really simpler, pro­
vided the basic character of this re­
lation is remembered. Gold has been 
chosen as the standard of value and 
medium of exchange because of its 
rarity and indestructibility, and the 
relative values of everything else are 
measured in terms of it. Instead of 
saying that a bushel of wheat is worth 
two bushels of oats, we say that a 
bushel of wheat is worth a dollar or 
pennyweight of gold, which is what 

la dollar is, and a bushel of oats is 
worth fifty cents, or half a penny­
weight. If wheat goes up to a dollar 
and ten cents, and oats to fifty-five 
cents, their values in relation to one 
another have not changed one iota. If 
all prices rise the value of no com­
modity has changed. It is gpld, by 
which they are measured, which has 
changed. One of the best excuses for 
the adoption of gold as a standard is 
because of all commodities, it is the 
most stable, for two reasons, one be­
cause its durability keeps a great 
stock in hand, the other because its 
rarity prevents sudden increases ill 
quantity.

OPERATORS OBJECT TO
MINERS' QUESTIONS.

Americans Expected to Bid Briskly 
on Second-hand Furniture.

London, June 2.—American art col­
lectors in London will have the op­
portunity on June 14 at Christie’s of 
bidding for the finest collection of 
Chippendale furniture brought to 
auction for years. It was found 
through a long lifetime by the late 
Dr. Dean, the Harley street special­
ist.

It is expected that unusually high 
prices will prevail, because genuine 
Chippendale chairs brought $5,000 at 
Christie’s in 1902. Dr. Dean's collec­
tion contains many splendid side­
boards, tables and cabinets whose 
designs and workmanship reveal 
Chippendale at his best. An un­
usual rarity is a Chippendale grand­
father’s clock case.

In former years society women at 
tended Christie’s sales during June 
as religiously as they attended the 
opera. Nowadays the fashionables 
have other things to do unless they 
are interested in the bidding. Many 
of these smart ladies, friends of the 
Earl of Derby, dropped in at Chris­
tie’s on Thursday to witness the 
sale of a collection of alleged old 
materpieces belonging to the noble­
man. The dusty canvases bore the 
names of famous painters, but the 
critics and dealers only laughed.

Some of the earl’s eighty-one “old 
masters" were knocked down for $8 
and $10, and there was no knockout 
gang present, either. Alleged Muir- 
illos, Rubenses and Giordanos, Cor­
reggios and Guildos sold for a song. 
Bids were in shillings instead of the 
lordly guineas, which characterized 
recent sales. There was ironical 
applause when an alleged Rubens 
“Madonna and Child” realized $320.

Amateur American buyers ought to 
avoid hereafter the “old masters” 
from the Earl of Derby’s sale. 
Christie’s would not guarantee the 
authenticity of anything, despite the 
resonant descriptions of the cata­
logues.

Strange Case of Stony Indian Has Cal­
gary Doctors Beaten.

Calgary, June 3—Is Phillip Adam par­
alyzed and ckse to death, or is he sham­
ming to escape trial on a criminal 
charge?

This is the question that has puzzled 
two medical men ever since Adam was 
brought to the mounted police barracks 
on a charge of horse stealing and while 
awaiting his trial suddenly exhibited 
signs of illness.

Adam is a Stoney Indian who is 
charged with the theft of a horse be­
longing to Mrs. Jane F. Dade, of F.x- 
shaw. ,

Yesterday morning his case was 
called in the supreme court and an ad­
journment asked for on account of the 
illness of the accused. But is he really 
ill? The judge asked this question, 
the prosecution asked it, and the medical 
men asked themselves if Adam was II 
or shamming.

To the court De. Rouleau stated that 
it was a very difficult matter to tell 
whether the prisoner was well enough 
to be trjed or not. He had examined 
him and'confessed himself baffled.

Another medical man had also ex­
amined him with the same result.

Adam may not be ill at all, he may 
Ire dangerously ill and he may be only 
silghtlv ill and be shamming to obtain 
a respite.

Which ever light the matter is look­
ed at in the wily redman has the dec- 
tors baffled, and time alone will tell 
what is really the matter.

In the meantime in order to leave no 
possible chance, for mistake. Adam 
being treated precisely as if he were 
suffering from partial paralysis, as he 
apparently is or is pretending to be.

Such a transaction implies that con­
siderable efforts Will have to be put 
forth to market the bonds thus pur­
chased.

Burns finally lost his temper and de­
manded that the interrupted be put 
out immediately. A man in the au­
dience shouted, “Don’t talk like that. 
John.” Put him out, too,” retored 
Mr. Burns. “Things have come to a 
line pass .when out* cannot fight the 
white plague without having at the 
same time to fight the suffragette 
plague.” “Votes for women,” was the 
reply that came back from all parts 
of the hall. The interrupters, fight­
ing and screaming ,were at length 
removed from the room by the police.

Manchester Races.

Hamilton, June 4.—A. plan for the 

nationalixation of Queen’s Univer­
sity was advanced largely today* 
when, by a decisjye votg the general 
assembly agreed to appoint a com­
mission to meet the trustees and dis- 
russ the entire question and report to 
Ihe next assembly. The opponents 
of separation submitted an amend­
ment reaffirming the assembly’s atti­
tude in 1903 and 1906. bbut were beat 
en by sixty-five votes to one hundred 
and forty-three.

McDonald College.

Montreal, June 3.—The first convo 
cation of McGill in connection with 
the new McDonald College at Ste. 
Anne de Bellevue was held this 
afternoon in the presence of Earl 
Grey and a distinguished gathering.
It was made notable by the conferr­
ing of the degree of LL.D. on Hon. 
James Wilson, United States secre­
tary of agriculture; Gifford Pinch'ot, 
United States superintendent of for­
estry; James Russell Dean, of the 
teachers’ college in connection with 
the Columbia University. New York: 
Dr. Duncan McEachern, Montreal, 
and Professor Robertson, the man 
who planned and directed the con­
struction of the magnificent institu­
tion that the liberality of Sir William 
McDonald conferred upon the pro 
vince of Quebec at a cost of five mil 
lions. At the close of the convoca 
tion a reception was held in the 
women’s residence by Professor and 
Mrs. Robertson. The visitors from 
the United States were loud in their 
praises of the MacDonald College 
which they declared to be without 
an equal in the world for perfection of 
every detail.

Hong Kong. June 2—Officers Lark n 
and Rapp and three members of the crew 
of the American collier Nan.-han. which 
has reached this port, were killed in 
their cabins during a typhoon that struck 
the vessel during her trip between Man­
ila end Hong Kong.

Lima, Peru, June 2—Order has been 
completely re-established here .today, 
folloaving the fighting laetween barda if 
revolutionists, who attacked the palace 
Saturday and seized President Leguia 
and government troepst There was some 
firing by guards during the night upon 
thieves and skulking insurgents.

President Leguia has issued a procla­
mation thanking the people for their loy­
alty to the government.

The President has promoted the offic­
ers who saved the palace from the 
hands of the revolutionists, and who 
liberated him from the mob which had 
taken him prisoner.

Many arrests of the leaders of the 
revolutionary faction have been made.

In the fighting that followed the at­
tempt to overthrow the administration. 
It is estimated today that about 100 per­
sons were killed and wounded, the ma­
jority of the victims being bystanders.

Lima, Peru, June 2—A rising cf po- 
itical factions occurred here Saturday 
with the object of overthrowing the gov­
ernment of President Leguia.

steel is not yet laid through the town, 
there being about one hundred and 
thirty miles yet to lay from Wilkie 
to Hardiety. The grade-, however, is 
all ready, the laying of the steel is 
about to be commenced at Wilkie, 
and it is confidently expected that 
trains will be running before the fail.

Surrounding the townsite on all 
sides is some of the best farming land 
in Alberta. All the settlers are agreed 
on this point, and many of them have 
covered hundreds of miles n[ country 
before locating. The land was 
graded first class by the government 
surveyors, and is in nature rolling 
prairie, entirely free from scrub. The 
soil is of a rich chocolate loam, with 
a heavy clay sub-soil. Excellent 
crops of wheat and oats were raised 
last year. It is estimated that there 
will be about 20,000 acres under crop 
this year in the nine townships sur­
rounding the town, about equally di­
vided between wheat and oats. All 
the available homesteads within a 
ten-mile radius of the town have been 
taken up and the C.P.R. land is bod­
ing sold at good prices. - The few who 
have attempted mixed farming pro­
nounce it a distinct success, and be­
fore’ very long it will no doubt be al­
most universally adopted.

With regard to the town itself, 
there are now three general stores, 
two hardware stores, two barber 
shops, a butcher shop, a restaurant, 
a boarding house, a blacksmith shop, 
a harness shop, a livery barn and 
four lumber yards. There is a branch 
of the Canadian Bank of Commerce, a 
real estate and insurance agent and 
the Massey-Harris Co., Ltd., and the 
International Harvester Co., Ltd., are 
both represented. There are two 
physicians in the town, but there is 
as yet no veterinary surgeon. This 
is one of Provost’s most pressing 
needs at the present time, and for a 
good man it would be difficult to find 
a better opening.

Up to the present there has been 
no organization in Provost other than 
the board of trade, the secretary of 
which is Dr. A. S. MeColgan, who will 
be pleased to reply to any questions, 
about the town and its vicinity. A 
movement is, howéevr, on foot to form 
a village, and it‘is expected incor- 
portion will be secured before very 
long.

Investigation Into Coal Mine Trouble 
Threatened to Break Down.

Fernie, B.C., June 4.—The investi­
gation board; representing the miners 
and operators of this district has 
visited various mines during the 
week; on Monday the Little mines, 
Tuesday the Bellevue and Wednesday 
and yesterday the Hillcrest. After 
visiting the Hillcrest mines proceed­
ings seemed to be blocked on account 
of what the miners’ representatives 
claim to be the unwarranted attitude 
of the operators. Any question that 
had any bearing on capitalisation or 
timer methods said to be commonlt 
adopted by these speculative opera­
tors were cut off by .them, strenuous 
objections being laid by them to the 
relevancy of questions asked by re­
presentatives of Mie miners. During 
the ■ proceedings at Hillcrest the 
miners’ representatives adjourned 
and seriously considered whether they 
should take any further part in the 
investigation, inasmuch « as they 
thought that the chairman seemed in­
clined to uphold the stand taken by 
the operators. However, it looks at 
this time that the investigation will 
continue until the operators have sub­
mitted all the information they desire 
There seems to be a general impies 
sion throughout the district that, after 
finishing the inquiry of the board it 
is probable negotiations will be open­
ed up between the parties affected. 
It will be at least a week before any 
settlement can be reached.

PROTEST AGAINST TttE 
INMAN CELEBRATION

STEAMER HAD ROUGH TIME

Out From Wgles Twenty Two Days— 
Made North Sydney.

Halifax, N.S., June 3.—Capt. Wina- 
nes, of the steamer Admiral Soren­
sen, which arrived at North Sydney 
from Newfoundland, tells of hard­
ship and danger while the ship was 
imprisoned in’ice fields off the New­
foundland coast. The steamer left 
Cardiff, Wales, on May 11, loaded 
with ore. Nearing Newfoundland the 
vessel encountered huge fields of ice. 
An attempt was made to force the 
steamer through, but she found r- 
self surrounded by fields of drift ice 
floes, some of which reached a tre­
mendous height. Here the ship re­
mained -foT eight days, the crashing of 
th ice against the steamer being a 
constant source of danger.

On May 24 a big gale set in and for 
a time the destruction of ship and 
crew seemed inevit*>le. Finally the 
wind veered and the steamer was car­
ried further along the coast toward 
Ferry Land. The schooner Carleau 
was in the harbor nearby, and Capt. 
Ernest Yeung, seeing the dangerous 
position of the steamer, made his way 
out and piloted the Borensen out of 
the ice against the steamer being a

Large Demands Probable for Alberta 
Wheat Via Vancouver.

Vancouver, B. C., June 4.—The Ca­
nadian wheat export trade has just 
been advised that severe drought con- 
ditiofls are existing in Mexico, with 
the result that there is every proba­
bility of a large export of wheat to 
that country through the port of Van­
couver during the fall. This wheat 
will be Alberta red winter and it may 
be expected to start moving shortly 
after the harvest, provided the Mexi­
can government teduces the duty, 
as it did last season. According to an 
estimate made by the transportation 
companies, who have been recently in 
touch with both the Mexican market 
and the Canadian export trade, be­
tween 20,000 and 30,900 tons of wheat 
will be shipped to Mexico if the im­
port duty of that country is reduced. 
It is reported today that largely oe- 
cause of the expectation of a good 
grain carrying trade between Vancou­
ver and Mexico the Canadian-Mexi- 
can Steamship company, operating 
the steamers Lonsdale and Georgia, 
is negotiating for two largpr steam­
ers to put on the route.

Missionaries and Others Interested in 
Their Welfare Den’t Want Red 
Men to Come te Edmonton.

A number of missionaries and others 
interested in the red men’s welfare at 
the Hobbema reserve are strongly 
protesting against the proposed In­
dian celebration at Edmonton during 
the fair week.

Last night the delegation appeared 
before the executive of the Temper­
ance and Moral Reform league, in 
session is Strathcona. and urged that 
every possible effort be taken to per­
suade the exhibition authorities not 
to bring the Indians to Bid monton.

Those who know the Indians best 
say that a visit to “civilized” life will 
do more than anything else to stay 
the good work that is being done 
amongst them. The missionaries say 
that the red men fail to understand 
the celebration and think that the 
noise and commotion with their old 
time dances is a revival of old time 
conditions.

“A celebration such as is contem­
plated,” said one missionary, “will 
mean a set-back of years to our work 
at Hobbema."

When the arrangement was made 
for the visit to Edmonton, the assur­
ance was given the chief that no 
liquor would be allowed and that pol­
ice protection would be given, but 
despite this it is claimed that there 
will be' great injury done.

As would naturally be expectel, 

the first table shows that the metal­
lic ores constitute the bulk of the ex­
ports, while the second table indi­
cates that over 92 per cent of the vi­
tal exports went to the United States, 
and only 4 per cent to Great Britain.

There is but one metal refinery in 
Canada, viz., at Trail. British Col­
umbia, at which fine gold, fine silv ;r 
a fid pig lead are produced ; !but the 
great bulk of the products of the me­
tallurgical furnaces in this province 
are shipped to the United States for 
refining. In Ontario also, practically 
all the metallic ore production, com­
prising chiefly the nickel copper ores 
of Sudbury district, and the rich sil­
ver ores of Cobalt, though partially 
reduces in Canada, are ultimately ex­
ported to the United States or Great 
Britain for refining. So also many of 
the non-metallic minerals, asbestos, 
gypsum, mica, corundum, are largely 
exported.

Statistics of imports of minerals 
and mineral products during the fis- 
« al year ending June 30, 1906, com­
piled from the same source, are shown 
in the last table.

Since we export practically all our 
metallic ores; it naturally follows that 
w - are compelled to import a large 
value in metals and their manufact­
ura. Thus we find that in 1905-06, 
out of a total importation of minerals 
and mineral proaucts of $89,389.504, 
iron and steel and their manufactures 
make up over 43 millions, while coal 
and coke account for another 20 mil­
lions. Oopper, gold, lead, brass, tin, 
zinc, and their manufactures, make 
up nearly ten millions more.

Report of Department of Mines Shows 
1906 the Largest Year on Record 

—Coal Contributes Largest Per­
centage of Total.

From the annual report of the De­
partment of Mines :

“It oan truly be said that the con. 
dition of the mining industry in 
Canada in 1906 was one of great pros­
perity, and that it, in fact, achieved 
greater progress, and gave bigger 
suite, than during any previous year 
on record. In 1905, the total mineral 
output in Canada aggregated $69,078,- 
999, as compared with a little over 
$60,000,000 in 1904; but in 1906, the 
output reached a total value of $79,- 
286,697, an increase of $10/207,698, or 
14-7 per cent over the production of 
the previous year. This large increase 
is particularly gratifying because it 
occurred despite a continued falling 
off in the total gold output of the 
country. There was, during the year, 
an active demand for nearly all min 
ing products, and the higher pricee 
(realized, especially (for the metals 
and their ores, not only helped to in­
crease" the actual value of the year’s 
output, but also greatly stimulated 
development and prospecting through­
out the country. y-

The value of the production m 
1895 was $20,505,917. A steady an­
nual increase in production is shown 
during the following years, until a 
maximum output of $65,804,611 was 
reached in 1901. The next three years 
showed slight decreases, until in 
1904 the production had fallen 10 
$60,073,897. The next year, however, 
a large increase placed ttje output be­
yond the former high mark, followed 
by a still larger increase in 1906.

Examining the statistics of product 
ion during the year under review, in 
detail, we find that $41,949,563, cr 
62.9 per cent of the total value, is to 
be attributed to the value of the met 
als contained in the metallic ores 
shipped; $37,037,134, or 46.7 per cent 
of the total value, was contributed 
by the non-metallic minerals, of 
which $11,530,528 represented the val­
ue of the structural or building ma­
terials and clay products, and $25,- 
506,606 the value of the minerals such 
as coal, asbestos, gypsum, petroleum, 
natural gas, etc. The relative im­
portance in value of output of the 
different items contributing to the 
total mineral production is show ;n 
the following table, entitled ‘Proper 
tionate value of different mineral pro­
ducts.’

It will be observed that nearly one- 

fourth of our total mineral production 
is to be attributed to the mining of 
coal. Gold, which in 1903 and sevenl 
preceding years occupied first place 
in point of value, contributed about 
14 1-2 per cent ctf the total, and is 
closely followed by copper with 12 1-2 
per cent, and nickel over 11 per cent; 
while silver and lead together, ac­
counted for about 11 per cent of the 
total.

To the metallic ores, together with 
the fuels, therefore, is to be cre­
dited over 79 per cent of our total 
output. The relative importance of 
the other items is clearly set forth 
in the table, and does not require 
special reference except as regards 
pig iron. From a metallurgical point 
of view, the production of pig iron is

second place, but as a large propor­
tion otf the iron is made from im­
ported ore, only that quantity thaï 
can be attributed to Canadian ore 
has been included in these general 
tables.

Comparing the mineral production 
in 1906 with the production in 1905, 
large increases are shown .in pearly 
all the important mineral products, 
the chief exceptions being gold, le 
with a decreased output though a 
high aggregate value, and petroleum. 
Thirteen items show a total increase 
•ef $12,292,040, and four items a de­
crease of $2,870,966. Thsee are shown 
m tabular form as follows, while in 
a separate table the percentage in­
creases or decreases in both Quantity 
and value are shown.

An important feature of the min­
ing industry during 1906 was the large 
increase in the prices of the metals 
during the year, as evidenced by the 
following quotations. The average 
prices of the chief metals for 1905 
were as follows : silver 60.35 cents per 
ounce ; copper 15.59 cents -per pound ; 
lead 4.7 cents per pound; spelter 5.82 
cents per pound ; nickel 40 cents per 
pound. During 1906, the prices of ail 
these metals advanced considerably, 
and in December, 1996, the quotations 
were as follows: silver over 70 cents 
per ounce ; copper over 22 cents per 
pound ; lead 5.75 cents per pound ; 
spelter 6.4 cents' per pound ; and nick­
el from 45 to 50 cents pet pound. The 
higher prices are also clearly shown in 
the table of proportional increases, 
where it is seen that while oopper in­
creased about 15 per cent in quantity, 
the increase in total value was over 
43 per cent. In the case of lead a de­
crease in quantity of nearly 4 per 
cent is shown, but the aggregate val­
ue increased over 15 per cent. There 
was an increased output of silver of 
41 per cent in quantity, and over 56 
per cent in value, and in-nickel ar\ in­
crease of nearly 14 per cent in quantity 
and over 18 per cent in value. The 
largest proportional increases are 
shown by mica, Portland cement, na­
tural gas, and silver.

Although the mining bureaus of 
several of the provinces publish very 
complete mining statistics, there are 
Unfortunately neither complied nor 
valued on a uniform basis, and com­
parisons are not eâkily made. The 
statistics of production presented 
herewith, however, being valued on a 
uniform basis for the whole of Cana­
da, it is possible to compare the dif­
ferent provinces in their importance 
as mineral producers, and the follow­
ing table is presented showing the 
production by provinces for the years 
1905 and 1906. j

The*principal change to be noted in 

1906 compared with 1905, is the re­
latively larger output in the Province 
of Ontario in 1906, this province now 
having practically as large an output 
as British Columbia. In fact, were 
ithe production of iron in Canadian 
fumaceis from imported ore to be In­
cluded as a Canadian mineral pro­
duction, the province of Ontario 
would undoubtedly take first place, 
and the relative importance of Nova 
Scotia would also be very considerab­
ly increased. Also the relative im­
portance of Quebec Province would 
be somewhat augmented were alumin­
ium included, of which there is a 
large production at Shawenegan 
Falls, from imported bauxite.

A very large proportion of the min­
eral production in Canada is ex­
ported, and the two tables following 
have been compiled from the Trade 
and Navigation reports, the first 
showing the exports during the calen­
dar year, arranged by mineral pro­
ducts, and the second showing the ex­
ports during the fiscal year classified 
according to destination of shipments.

U. S. STEEL ON BOURSE.
New York, June 3—Official an­

nouncement that negotiations are un­
der way to list the common stock cf 
the United States steel corporation 
for trading on the Paris Bourse, was 
made today by J. P. Morgan, jr., who 
was recently elected a director of the. 
steel corporation to succeed H. H. 
Rogers. “It is practically certain that 
the stock will be listed on the Paris 
Bourse,” said Mr. Morgan. “It is not 
possible to give details at present for 
they have not been settled. The 
Bourse, however, welcomes the ad­
mission of the steel common and will 
no doubt make reasonable concessions 
in its requirements.”

The opening of the Paris Bourse to 
an American corporation stock is an 
event of the greatest importance to 
the financiers of the United States, 
giving entrance to the rich invest­
ment market of France, for fresh sup­
plies of capital. At present there is 
no stock of an American corporation 
listed in Paris and only two bond 
issues, one of the New York, New 
Haven and Hartford railroad and one 
of the Pennsylvania railroad are so 
listed.

MARRIAGES TO INDIAN GIRLS.
Bishop Holmes of Athabasca, who 

is now on his way to the Lesser Slave 
Laite has sounded a strong not of 
protest against the marriages of white 
men and Indian maidens in the 
north. While in Ottawa recently the 
Bishop was interviewed and spoke 
very emphatically on the subject.

“The greatest disgrace to the west­
ern provinces is the marriage of well 
educated cultured and handsome 
young Englishmen to Indian wo­
men,” he said in the course of an in­
terview.

The Englislimeui as well as others 
who settled in these backward parts 
of the west spent a lonely time dur­
ing the long winter and many sooner 
or later bound themselves by mar­
riage to Indian women. To overcome 
this Bishop Holmes advocated that 
white girls go west where tlicy might 
become helpmates.

“I can promise good homes to car­
loads' of young women between the 
ages of twenty-five, and thirty or even 
forty-five and fifty. We have no trou­
ble of getting rid (fi.them; the trouble 
is to keep them,” said the bishop.

“We have a great opportunity in 
Athabasca diocese in the next five 
years 'but if we do not embrace it we 
will only he a second to some other 
denomination.” continued Biehop 
Holmes. “We need a national train­
ing school where the Indians and Es- 
komos can be instructed and made 
mflwéonaijres!. This would decrease 
expenses.”

Speaking of his work among the Es- 
kinio tribes, the Bishop of Athabasca 
said that the Anglican church was 
having great success. In one congre-

fation of 350, 150 were communicants,

soon be a Christian race.
