Caste Law.

It is difficult for a European to
realize the insuperable barriers which
separate the castes of India, but the
following may be interesting. The
Hindus are divided into over three
thousand castes, most of them with
sub-castes, speak about nineteen de-
veloped languages, and over one hun-
dred dialects.

There are two essentials to a true
caste: (1) There is no entry, except
by birth; (2) marriage outside . the
caste is absolutely forbidden.

The highest. caste is the Brahmans,
admittedly and undoubtedly superior
to all the rest. After them come
those who are acknowledged to be
twice born. The less honored follow
in a graduated descent until the un-
touchable and unspeakable are reach-
ed at the lowest depth.

If a man is excomimunicated by his
caste-fellows, nobody in the caste
will marry him. He is dead to his
family. Nobody will eat or drink
with him. If he is married his wife
will not touch him or speak to him.
The village  barber will not shave
him, and the washerwoman will not
wash his clothes.—Indian Daily News.

World’s Great Cities.

With a population of 7,252,000, Lon-
don maintains its lead as the world's
largest city. This is for 1911, the
count having been made a few weeks
ago. New York in 1910, had a popu-
lation of 4,766,000, which is estimated
to be close to 5,000,000 now. With
the recent annexations of populus su-
burbs, which have added over 900,000
to its total, Berlin has 3,500,000 in-
habitants, and' is thus the third city.
It has jumped not only above Tokio
and Chicago, which were only a few
thousand ahead of it ‘in the last cen-

sus count, but by taking in its su-
burbs, it has gone beyond Paris, which
was more than 600,000 in advance of
it a few months ago. Unless -Paris
annexes its own immediate outposts,
which, in the aggregate, have 400,000
or 500,0000 people, she will have to

Missouri t he
Widows’
sion Law which
was passed in
the last session
of the legislature
is being put_in-
to effect.
" In the famous
reform = Dbill of
Chancellor Lloyd
George of Eng-
land there is a
clause providing
for a pension or allowance for mater-
nity cases.

By the Missouri law any needy
widow is entitled to receive a sum not
to exceed ten dollars a month for one
child attending school and as much
as five dollars a month for each ad-
ditional one.

The idea of the bill is to enable
poor widows to keep their children at
school without being Eyhlig( d to go out
to work themselves and thus deprive
the chidren of their birthright of a
mother’s care and a well-kept home.
Incidentally it is said that such a
scheme would cost no more than the
board of the children if the widow
were obliged to place them in asy-
lums.

The idea of the maternity pension,
as 1 understand it, is to supply state
aid that will make it unnecessary for
any woman to work directly before
or after the birth of her child and to
insure proper care and comforts at
this time to the poorest mother in the
land. In at least one state we al-
ready have a law making it illegal for
a woman to work for a certain num-
ber of weeks before and after her
child is born, and this maternity pen-
sion is surely the logical and in-
evitable corollary to 'such a law.

Now, don’t you think these are two
splendid bills?

Don’t you think it would be splen-
did if destitute widows and mothers-
to-be—and incidentally the next gen-
eration—all over the world were pro-
tected by such laws?

You don’'t know how you can do
that? Well, do you belong -to a wo-
man’s club or a big Sunday-school
class or a Home Missionary Society
or any large organization that could
be brought to take an interest in such
things?

If you do, why not tell this society
at its next meeting about these laws
and get it to pass a resolution ap-
proving them and ordering its sec-
retary to write to its state represen-
tatives and senators asking them
what can be done about such legisla-
tion.

Judge Porterfield, of Kansas City,
Missouri, is putting the Missouri law
into effect for the first time, and he
doubtless would be glad to send a
copy of it and information about its
workings to any woman interested in
it. And information about the mater-
nity pension could surely be obtained
from the English State Department.

Surely this is a ‘subject in which
any woman with the least bit of al-
truism in her makeup, that is, any
woman whose unselfishness extends
beyond her love for her own immedi-
ate family and makes her care some-
thing what is to become of those my-
riad “sisters under the sun” who are
| less fortunate than she, cannot fail
| to be deeply interested.
