AN IDEAL OFFICERS' CLUB.

Many officéers who have reached the
convaléscent stage in the Metropoli-
tan hospitals. make a point of drop-
ping in for tea at the town mansion
of Baroness de Forest ‘in Grosuénor
Street. It is in its way the most ex-
clusive and yet the most open club in
London, and every afternoon you may
find the great drawing-room occupizd
by men who are perfect strangers to
each other, but have the common link
of beipng compardtively friendless in
London, with their homes some hun-
dreds and often thousands - of miles
away. Barqness de Forest was anx-
ious, in describing the scheme to me,
to place the credit where she declared
it was due, for she confessed it was
really the idea of the Hon. Mrs. Bing-
ham, wife of General Bingham. The
new “Officers’ Club,” to which the
Baronéss escorted me, is one of those
enormous rooms, richly but at the
same time cosily furnished, which are
only to be found in a few parts of
fashionable London. Sometimgs
there are half a dozen offiecrs there,
sometimes a good many more. Tea is
served every afternoon. There are
bridge tables and reading matter of
all kinds, and inpumerable easy
chairs and chintz-covered divans, so
‘that groups of guests can have a quisct
talk round the fires. Best of all, there
is no ceremony of any kind. -Any of-
ficer in uniform goes straight up the
main stairs into the “club,” and since
all are strangers they are all the best
of friends very soon. As this‘rendez-
vous becomes more widely known it
should prove a great boon to numbers
of officers who have plenty of friends
in the distamt North but few in Lon-
don.

They have brought some-
thing of the lighter side of the life at
home into the midst of the grim cir-
cumstances of the theatre of war.

AMERICAN NOTE.

WASHINGTON; Jan. 28.

The United States is asking all Eu-
ropean belligerents to make g general
agreement to square their submarine
warfare with Sxe principles of human-
ity and international law. Washing-
toh has taken the position that under
changed conditions of naval warfare,
merchant ships should carry no ar-
mament whatever. All quarters have
been notified that unless they sub-
scribe to such principles, armed mer-

{ chantmen would be denied entry to
|A.merican ports, except under condi-
| tions which apply to warships. Such
a proposal is now in the hands of the
| bélligerent Governments. The ‘actual
language is substantially as follows:
It is assumed that all governments
addressed are equally desirous of pro-
tecting their own subjects, citizens
who are now combatants, from the
hazards of submarine warfare. Rea-
lizing the appalling loss of life to non-
combatants, which results from -the
destruction of merchant vessels with-
out removing passengers and crews to
places of safety, which is held to be
a violation of the principles of hu-
manity and of international law which
should govern maritime warfare, the
United States at the same time does
not feel that belligerents. should be
deprived of the right of the use of
submarines in view of the usefulness
they have developed sinte the out-
break of the present war. That a for-
mula may be found completely within
the rules of international law and of
humanity, a trifling change in the
practices which have obtained in tlie
past and in the present war, which
formula would be just and fair to all
belligerents, it is proposed that, first,
a non-combatant has the right to tra-
verse the high seas in a merchant ship
entitled to fly a belligerent flag, and
rely upon the rules of international
law and the principles of humanity,
if the vessel is approached by a belli-
gerent warship.. Second, a merchant
vessel of any nationality should not
be subject to attack until the belli-
gerent. warship has warned her to
stop. Third, that any belligerent-
owned merchant vessel should
promptly obey any order from a belli-
gerent warship to stop. Fourth, that
no such ‘merchant vessel should be
fired upon unless she tries to flee or
resist by force. Even in such case,
any attack upon her by a warship
must stop as soon as flight or resist-
ance ceases. Fifth, only in case it
should be impossible for military rea-
sons, for a warship to supply a prize
crgw or convoy the merchaat ship in-
to port, will she be justified in sinking
such merchantmen. In that case the
passengers and crew must be remov-
ed to a place of safety. The State De-
partment fully appreciates the obsta-
cles to submarines, because structural
weakness, before the present warfare
on the high seas has always been con-
ducted by battleships or cruisers car-
rying heavy guns. It is true that
merchantmen were permitted to carry
defensive armament, but these were
light compared with warships and did
not change their nature as merchant
vessels. This was based on' the su-

‘perior defensive stru_lgth of warships,’
and limitations, upon their armaments

was for the purpose of limiting their

!

power of resistance to contact with
pirate and privateers: . The introduc-
tion ¢f submarines into naval warfare
has changed all this. This craft is al-
most without powers of defence be-
vond its ability to submerge and es-
cap¢e. An enemy gun, even of light
calibre, on a merchant ship, may suc-
cessfully defend herself against sub-
marines. There are now no more pir-
ates. The practice of privateering
has been abandoned by civilized na-
tions by general agreement. There-
fore there can be no reason for the
‘maintenance of even small calibre
guns, unless it is designed to make
them superior to the submarines, and
thereby deprive that class of warships
of their undoubted right with safety
in war to search such merchantmen.
In reality in any such armament, a
merchant vessel now might be regard-
ed as an offensive armament. If sub-
marines should be required to stop
and search merchant vessels before
attacking them, and remove the pas-
sengers and crews to places of safety,
it is not fair that submarines should
be compelled to expose themselves
;to destruction at the hands of .mer-
chantmen. Therefore by general
agreement among the ' belligerents,
submarines should be required to ad-
here strictly to the present provisions
of international law, and search mer-
chant ships. On the other hand mer-
chant vessels should not be permitted
to carry any armament at all. There
is grave doubt of -the legal right to
carry armament on. merchant ships,
and it is submitted that -all “nations

should be animated by a desire to save |/

the lives of innocent’ people. They
should not insist upon the exercise of
any supposed technical right. Is your
government willing to make such a
declaration conditioned on a similar

THE MYSTERY OF, THE APPAM.

LONDON, To-Day.

Since the disappearance of the War-
atah in 1909, nothing has mystified
shipping circles as the vanishing of
the Appam, the crack boat of the Elder
Dempster Line. The recovery of a
smashed lifeboat increased the fears
of the loss of the steamer with all on
board, as it is considered any rescu-
ing vessel would have reported before
this. Shipping men as a possible ex-
planation of the Appam’s disappear-
ance broach the theory of German
submarines shut out from the Medi-
terranean are operating off the west
coast of Africa, as well as one of the
German mines in the Bay of Biscay.
About the time communication with
the Appam was severed there was a
terrific storm in the waters through
whieh she was passing, which would
have rendered it hopeless to keep the
lifeboats afloat. She called at all ports
on the West Coast of Africa, picking
up officials coming home on furlough.
These formed a considerable portion
of her passenger list of 166. Among
the passengers booked to sail on her
were Sir Edw ard and Lady Mercweth-
er and their suite; Fredk. S. James,
former acting Colonial Secretary, and
closely identified with Colonial ad-
ministrative affairs in Africa; Francis
Charles Fuller, who was appointed
Chief Commissioner of Ashanti in 1905,
and Mrs. Fuller. Arrivals on a later
liner say there were 200 passengers
on the Appam when she left Dakar.
The mystery of the Liner Appam
takes first place in the news of morn-
ing newspapers. Shipping experts be-
lieve that the steamer sunk about 16th
January, northwest of Madeira from
prevailing winds. It is figured that
the catastrophe occurred some dis-
tance north of the point where the life
boat was found. At London offices of
Elderr Dempster Line the belief was
expressed that the total loss of life
would aggregate 301: 87 -first-class
passengers, 81 second-class passen-
gers and 130 members of the crew.
Most the passengers were English and
residents of L.ondon, while the major-
ity of the crew were natives of Liver-
pool. Capt. H. C. Harrison was one
of the oldest and most reliable offi-
cers in the company’s employ.

Massachuselts.

Massachusetts is the Roosevelt of
the States. It is the best advertised
of all our commonwealths and is con-
tinually in the spotlight for one rea-
son or another. It contained the Pil-
grim fathers, the Salem witches and
Brook farm. It started the Revolu-
tion and the abolition movement and
seethed with gxfeat men for two cen-
turies, though just at present its
tombstones  are more illustrious than
its representatives in “Who’s - Who.”

Massachusetts also contains HaTr-
vard University, the Hoosac tunnel,
the Bunker Hill Monument, Thos. W.
Lawson*and Boston, with the ac-
cent—and be careful about it; please
—on the latter.- It is, in fact, the
biggest little state in the Union. In
the beginning it chose a name five
sizes too large for it, but has managed
to live up to it and then some. It
only contains 8,000 square miles, or
slightly more than a Texas cattle
ranch. But over 3,300,000 people live
on this patch of ground and there are
few localities in the state lonely en-
ough for a man to practise on the cor-
net without being a public nuisance.

Massachusetts was settled in 1620
by the Pilgrim fathers. The fathers
were not proud, but their descend-
ants have made up for this. The
state devoted its first 100 years to
grubbing the rocks, trees and In-
dians from the soil, its next century
to producing patriots and statesmen
and the succeeding fifty years to pro-
ducing poets and philosophers. Since
then, Massachusetts has contented it-
self with producing cotton, woollen,
and shoe mills. These are manned by
foreigners who now live in the state
in such vast quantities that cities like
